They bave but
to utter one word, and to give the lie te the as-
sertions of the Globe, and the insinuations of the
Montreal Gazette.

We are happy te see by our Quebec exchanges
that any alarm that may bave been occasioned
by the appearance of yellowl ever in their city
bas subsided. No additional cases have been
reported ; and as the season is now far advanced,
there can be no reasonable grounids for fearmg
that the disease wili spread itself.

At the sanie time, these sporadic cases of
yellow fever, a disease hitherto unknown in
these high north ern latitudes, sbould warn us to
set our bouse in order ; and to do something to-
wards improving the sanitary conditions of th is
cily.

the dirtiest, and ost unhealthy city in the
United Kingdom, even during the worst seasons
of cholera and pestilence. A few facts will
suilice te show 'via: mustbte tala sitary'

conditions of the capital of Britis heartl Amria,

and how urgently, in the interests of civilisation
and humanity, speedy reformn is caled for.

Our actual mortality1 judgîug froin the num-
ber of weekly interments reported, is at present

as high as one hundred and twenty per week ;
or at the rate of upwards of siz thousand per
annum. Now as our population is about
100,000, this indicates an averaee rate of smortal-
ity of at least six PER cENT! Let us contrast
this with the average urban mortality of Eng-
land.

We have before us the returns of the Regis-
trar-General for the months of April, May, and
June, 1864, as given in the London Tzmes.-
From these it appears that the-average mortalîty
of the entire kingdom was a the rate of 2-26
per annum, and amongst the urban populations,
at ts rate of 2.37 per annum.

But a stili more extraordinary contrast be-

twist the statistics of the cities of England, and
those of Montreal, is to be found in the fact that
the mortalty is greatest in the latter during the

warin season, whilst, in England, il is in the
winter that deaths are most frequent. In Eng-

land the rate of mortality varies inversely as the
temperature. Every fall of the mercury in the
thermometer indîcates a corresponding rise-in

the tables of deaths, nor is this to be ovndered

at. Il is cold, not heat, that kills ; because

there are always la every comnmunitynumibers
who from poverty can scarce, even s Imild

weatber, maintain the necessary balance betwixt'

what may be termed vital expenditure, and vital

income. The slightest fal of temperature tells
with fatal affect upon these, as also upon the
aged and inflrs: sud thserefora iu ordînary' cir-

Sa alse vould it be in Montreal, where the
cold is far more severe than in England, and
where in consequence the wear and tear upon
the system, or consumption of vital force, is fer
greater during the wnter months, than it is dur-

oig the corresponding season of the year in the
emore temperate clinate of the British .ses-

were it not for the interference of a disturbîng
cause, and tiat cause it is not dfficult to deter-

mine. ln one word it is filth, and the poisonous
exhalations continualiy arising fron putrescent
animal and vegetable matter : exhalations which
are momentarily checked by the severe frosts of

our Canadian witer, only te burst for.th with

redoubled vigor, and tenfold energy of stencli, as
the sua once more passes te our side of the
Equator.

We should think of these things, and should
take some steps te obviate the inevitable conse-
quences that wauld ensue froin the unspeakably
beastly condition of our city, should God in His
inscrutable decrees be pleased ta visit us with an
epidemic. Figures are before us, and figures do
not lie. If in an ordinary seasoan our mortalty is
at the rate of Sz per cent per annum during
the sumner months, what -would it not rise te,
should cholera or some other pestilence such as
yellew fever, declare itself amongst us-with aur
feti open cesspools, our holes of green stagnant
water, our filthy crowded undrainei yards, from
which, day and night, a stench goes up, crymng as
it were ta heaven for vengeance.

And the cry it m' abe said is teard and an-
swered. Answered in the form of hsundreds o
corpses weekly, of thousands of corpses annually,
carried off untimely ta the grave. Answered by
the tears and the searce suppressed sobs of be-
reaved mothers, and childiess fathers whose.little
ones have been stricken down by stench pro-
duced, and filth generated diseases ; answered by
the lamentations of the mourners who go about
the streets, iu such crowds and in such incessant
streams, that a stranger might almost be tempted
te ask if the people of Montreal had any ather
occupation than that of attending funcrals ?

And why should it be s a? There is nothing in
our elimate or in the necessary physical condi-
tion of our population to explain this iu-
credible mortalit. Whence is it-why, it may
be asked, that n this new country where we are
told that labor is well remunerated, and that the
pressure upon the means of subsistence is not ta
be compared te taat of England-the mortality of
its chiet cit should be near three times as great
as that of any city in the United Kingdom? tat
our ordioary sumnier'rate of mortalhty should be
grater than the mortality of the most unhealthy
Engilish towns, during the most deadly pestilence
of tbis century 1And most horrid of al, why is
it that this rate of mortality should go on ever
increasing ? Here again are facts.

In 1S48, the year of the great Famine Fever,
the worst recorded pestilence during the present
generation in England occurred in Warrington,
and there the mortality rose ta 5 per cent! In
Montreal during the choiera of 1854 the mor-
tality rose ta 6.2 per cent ! and most iideous of
of ail, in 1864 without any cholera or epidemic
at ail the average mortality is again at the rate
of i per cent!!!

The
trial of last week caused jut that excitement
which is to be found wienever the subjects of a
prosectftion are vell known persons-when the
speakers are the most eninent members of the
.Bar, and expectedto be equblcat their reputa-
trou.

It will be re,embered thia a few monts since
a meeting of the supporters of M. Garnier-Pages
was dilersed by the police, who exceeded on
that occasion the usual violence of their proceed-
ings. The streets were nßl-edt with ther a s
the hbouse where thei meetinp rsaheld was a-

ded, and tbe indignity of a sunuinary prohibition
as pt on those awhos were consuming about the

Panis.elections. At that time the capital took
part dith the victit s, and ualfvrsal sulirage de-
cided, as it would probably decide again, againist
theeIanner in whic electora rigts are under-
stood in the departent of the Seine. But this
did not prevent the Governinent from brinpicging
to trial those t M it thought implicated in so
tinduufu a schee as that of iniriecing the eec-
tions in favor of the Opposition. T eir ouses
were etred, their paliers were seized, tc be
made the chief prooft agaimst the in the lae
trial. Th agents of puJce did sotlipare dhe
most private correspoudence, and appear to have
brokenu open ders and bureaux in search of iat-
eaver they thoughitlhkely to fix the guilt of the
accuned. in the end toarteen persons were
charged with forming an illegal association. Their
crime wvas not teGcmeally that of interferingithi
elections, but being roctObers of a society i more

han tweaty perso i; for no such societi, wheich
assembles every dby, or on certain fixed days, to
occupy itself ith religious, littrary, pohtical, or
other subjects, can be torined except with the
assentu p the Gorernment, and on the conditions
which ist hal please Govermenit to impose.

So ends all concerted action-or opposinag the
Government candidate at elections. Wlhiatever
rmay be tire Imperial notions of liberty they do
not include the formation of asociety to oppose
the Miniister o! the Interior, the Prefects, and
that imense ramification ot onicial power wlich
now exists in France. It is strarnge that in this,
the 12th year of the Empire, ' the edifice' bas
not been better 'acrowned.' But it would illbe-
comne us to criicize when France is appareitly
soindifferent. Our eiglbours must uderstand
their own aanirs best, and it seems that, except
during tbe heat of a contested election, tey are
wilîing to give a tacit support t the Goverament
in nytebing which it niay tiii tnecessary for its
own ecurity. An instinct miore sure even than
the patriolet proinpieis uof the Liberal cIiefs-
may warn the public that there is even now
inore dan.ge from the excesses of the revo.tion
thainfron those of poer. They may considtr
that what they have to gainfrom the encourage-
ment of free speech and free votang would be
dealy purchased by the dianquiet that the appre-
hned -eaknes îmc theaGovmenteav would pro-

The accutsed were 116 in numberand
after living four ycurs in prison twelve were declared
innocent, 44 condemued to « imprisonment, 5 to the
galleysi for life, two fur twenty years, ne tu five
yearsi' prison, the remaining fifty ha ving died of their
sufferings betoreà beinig brUnigt to trial. The cause
was deeided oat the laie assizeo of Caimpo Bassa, and
has awvakened a siorm oif indignationuand borror in
the public press, and no wonder, fur sueb a crying
nct of infamuy is possible i n n other conutry in Eu.-
rope; and thisS tUneaUe is but one of bundreds. Tne
Ancontà proces is not yet decided, and ifhe 200 sol-
diers ail guaranteeil by signed convention from pur-
suit or molesetation, will probably all bu dead bofore
the law decides on the;ir rate. Thie military tribunals
are now vested with p!enairy powers, and are con-
demning persons right and left to the galleys for lie
ont the testimony of a single gensdarme, the accused
having nu defense or right of counsel in mes t cases.

hearts of.the Sobleswvigers, and still more of the
Holsteiners, against; themýr thtI do tnot fesitate toa
assert that it is only by the utmost violence that
Prussia could at the pi-esent moment dare to attempts
the annexation of chose Daebies and only by the ex-
ercise of sheer force that shbe could hencefurth man-
aga to retain to retain themn under control.- Times.

Sir,-Having been appointed Superintendent, last

Spring, of the garden attached ta the Bishop's Palace
Montreal, I appied ta ouresteemed Seedsman, Mr.
Evans, for a few po nd s af'Coe's Super-Phosphate of
Liime, in order to jndge personally of its fertilizing
effects as a manure, and ta satisfy myself whether it

phate of Lime. The crop gathered from the plot
manured with this latter substance was far more
abundant, and was taken out of the ground fully ten
days earlier than the crope manured with compost
and sait. I have used ibe Super-Phosphate with
equal suceess on onions, cabbages, beans and peas.
The Super-Phosphate of Lime, in my opinion, is one
of the most powerful and economiscal fertilizers known
for the cultivation of gardens. It does not force all
sorts of noxions weeds into existence like stable ma-
nure, but on the contrary, imparts rapidity of growth
and vigor ta the useful herbs. I cannot recommend
it too bighly to gardeneres and others, convinced as I
am that they will be well pleased with it.
