His Honour the Deputy of His Excellency the Governor General, desires
the immediate attendance of this Honourable House in the Chamber of the
Honourable the Senate.

Accordingly, the House went up to the Senate Chamber, when the Speaker
of the Senate said:—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate, and
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I have it in command to let you know that His Excellency the Governor
General does not see fit to declare the causes of his summoning the present
Parliament of Canada, until the Speaker of the House of Commons shall have
been chosen according to Law, but to-morrow, at the hour of three o’clock in
the afternoon, His Excellency will declare the causes of calling this Parliament.

And the Members being returned, Honourable Mr. Lapointe, addressing
himself to the Clerk, moved, seconded by Honourable Mr. Robb, that Honour-
able Rodolphe Lemieux, Member for the Electoral District of Gaspé, do take
the Chair of this House as Speaker, which was agreed to unanimously.

And the Clerk having declared Honourable Rodolphe Lemieux duly elected,
he was conducted to the Chair by Honourable Mr. Lapointe and Honourable
Mr. Robb, when he returned his humble acknowledgments to the House for
the great honour they had been pleased to confer upon him by unanimously
choosing him to be their Speaker:—then the Mace was laid upon the Table.

Mr. Speaker informed the House that the Sergeant-at-Arms, with his
approval, had appointed Edouard Taschereau, Esquire, to be his Deputy during
the present session of Parliament.

The House then adjourned at 3.40 o'clock, p.m., until to-morrow, at 3
o’clock, p.m.

A message was delivered by Major A. R. Thompson, Gentleman Usher of

MR. SPEAKER,

His Excellency the Governor General desires the immediate attendance of
this Honourable House in the Chamber of the Honourable the Senate.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker, with the House, went up to the Senate Chamber,
and then Mr. Speaker spoke to the following effect:—

May 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:

The House of Commons has elected me their Speaker, though-I am but
little able to fulfil the important duties thus assigned to me.
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If, in the performance of those duties, I should at any time fall into error, I
pray that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose
servant I am, and who, through me, the better to enable them to discharge their
duty to their King and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and
privileges, especially that they may have freedom of speech in their debates,
access to Your Excellency’s person at all seasonable times, and that their pro-
ceedings may receive from Your Excellency the most favourable consideration.

The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate then said:—
MR. SPEAKER,

I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you
that he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to
His Majesty’s Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings
will be conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all
occasions will recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready
access to His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their pro-
ceedings, as well as your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the
most favourable construction.

And the House being returned,—

Mr. Speaker reported that the House had been in the Senate Chamber, and-
that he had, in their names and on their behalf, made the usual claim of privileges,
which His Excellency had been pleased to confirm to them,

Mr. Lapointe, seconded by Mr. Macdonald (Antigonish-Guysborough),
moved,—

That in the opinion of this House, in view of the recent, general elections, the
Government was justified in retaining office and in summoning parliament; and
the Government is entitled to retain office unless defeated by a vote of this
House equivalent to a vote of want of confidence.

A point of Order was raised by Mr. Meighen on the ground that Notice
should have been given.

And a Debate arising thereon:

Mr. Bourassa moved, That the said Debate be adjourned.

By leave of the House the said motion was withdrawn.

On motion of Mr. Lapointe, the said Debate was, by unanimous consent of
the House, adjourned.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased
to make a speech to both Houses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he
had obtained a copy which he read to the House as follows:—

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

It gives me pleasure to welcome you to your important duties in this first
session of the fifteenth Parliament of Canada.

Since our last meeting, the Empire has been called on to lament, the demise
of Queen Alexandra. In our Dominion the memory of the late Queen will ever
be held in affectionate remembrance. At the earliest opportunity a resolution
will be submitted tc you expressing the deep sympathy of the Parliament and
people of Canada with His Majesty the King and other members of the Royal
Family in their bereavement.

Canada has been signally honoured by the sclection of a member of its
Government as President of the sixth assembly of the League of Nations.

I congratulate you on the growing prosperity of this favoured land. The
products of our agricultural and other basic industries have greatly increased.
Our export trade shows remarkable expansion. Our manufacturing and related
mdustries throughout the Dominion have experienced a development not
enjoyed in many years. Further evidence of industrial progress is reflected in
the greatly improved earnings of the railways.

This increased prosperity and advancement have been aided by the policies
uf the Government and the reductions in expenditures and taxation made from
time to time. In the opinion of my Ministers the improved conditions warrant
further substantial reductions in taxation.

Every effort will be made further to reduce expenditures. To aid in the
reduction of experditures in administration certain of the departments of the
public service will be consolidated with others and government services more
effectively co-ordinated.

Our revenue is derived partly from taxes made necessary by the war and
partly from other scurces. In order that the people of the Dominion may have
an exact knowledge of the sources of their revenue and the objects of its expendi-
ture _simplified forms of account will be issued periodically. ;

With the improvement of conditions throughout the country the Govern-
ment have formulated and put into operation a comprehensive immigration
plan. My Ministers desire it to be known that the Dominion welcomes settlers
of the classes which can be absorbed into our population. Regulations have
been simplified, transportation rates greatly reduced, and the care of settlers
to destination and during early settlement given every attention. Measures
will be taken to further the retention on the land of our existing agricultural
population, to encourage the return to rural parts of urban dwellers possessed
of agricultural experience, and the repatriation of Canadians now living in other
countries. Special arrangements will be proposed for settlement on Crown
Lands.

An agreement has been made between the Government and the railroad
companies providing a larger measure of co-operation in immigration activities
in the British Isles and on the continent of Europe. An agreement entered
into with the British Government has already been instrumental in stimulating
immigration from Great Britain.

While it is of importance to attract new settlers it is equally, if not more
important, to assist those who are already established on the land by reducing
the cost of agricultural production. To this end a measure will be introduced
offering wide facilities for rural credits.

My Ministers are of the opinion that a general increase in the Customs
Tariff would prove detrimental to the country’s continued prosperity and pre-
judicial to national unity. In their view the incidence of this form of taxation
should bear as lightly as possible upon the necessaries of life and on agriculture
and other primary industries. They believe that in the interest of industrial
development every effort should be made to eliminate the element of uncer-
tainty with respect to tariff changes; that changes in the tariff should be made
only after the fullest examination of their bearing upon both primary and
manufacturing industries and that representations requesting increase or decrease
of duties should be made the subject of the most careful investigation and
report by a body possessing the necessary qualifications to advise the Ministry
with respect thereto. A Tariff Advisory Board will accordingly be appointed
forthwith. This Board will be expected to make a careful study of the Cus-
toms Tariff, the revenue to be derived therefrom and the effect of the tariff and
allied factors on industry and agriculture.
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While recognizing the importance of the Canadian home market, the great
value of markets in other countries for our natural and manufactured products
must also be considered. In particular our trade within the Empire should be
encouraged by all means consistent with our national welfare. In this con-
nection a trade agreement entered into with the British West Indies, Bermuda,
British Guiana and British Honduras will be submitted for your approval.

In pursuance of the fixed policy of the Government to encourage the move-
ment of grain and other Canadian products through Canadian ports, the Board
»f Railway Commissioners has been instructed to include in the General Rate
investigation now in progress, a special inquiry into the causes of diversion of
Canadian grain and other products through other than Canadian ports, and to
take such action under the Railway Act as it may deem efficient to ensure as
far as possible the utilization of Canadian ports for Canadian traffic.

My Government propose to submit provisions for the completion forthwith
of the Hudson Bay Railway.

With a view to affording such remedies as may appear to be practical and
appropriate. the Gevernment also propose to appoint a Royal Commission to
inquire fully inte the claims that the rights of the Maritime Provinces in regard
to the operation of the Intercolonial Railway have not been observed, and that
in regard to transportation, immigration, and other economic factors these
provinces have suffered prejudicially, in their position under Confederation.

Your attention will be invited, among other measures, to a Bill to provide
for the transfer to the Province of Alberta of its natural resources, and to a Bill
amending the Dominion Elections Act.

Members of the House of Commons:

The accounts of the last fiscal year and the estimates for the coming year
wili be submitted for your consideration.

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

In the policies and measures I have outlined, a sincere effort has been made
to take into account the diversified conditions and interests of our Dominion
in a2 manner which will promote mutual understanding and closer co-operation
hetween all parts. It is believed that these measures which, taken together,
form a co-ordinated plan of national progress, will ensure our common aim of
a prosperous and United Canada.

In their consideration and in other of your public duties may Divine
Providence guide and bless your deliberations.

Mr. Lapointe, seconded by Mr. Macdonald (Antigonish-Guysborough),
moved, That the Speech of His Excellency the Governor General to both Houses
of Parliament, be taken into consideration on Monday next, and that this order
have precedence over all other business except Government Notices of Motions,
and the introduction of bills, until disposed of.

Mr. Meighen, seconded by Mr. White (Mount Royal), moved in amend-
ment thereto, That all the words after the word “ That ” be struck out and the
following substituted therefor:

“in the late general election the candidates of His Excellency’s Advisers, at
whose instance the appeal to the country was made, were defeated in a large
majority of the constituencies.

“ That nine Ministers of the Crown, including the Prime Minister, were
rejected at the polls and have no seats in Parliament.
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“ That the party represented in the last Parliament by His Majesty’s Opposi-
tion secured in said election by far the largest support in the popular vote, and
has substantially the largest number of members of any party in the present
House of Commons.

“That those who now assume to be His Excellency’s Advisers have among
them no Prime Minister with a seat in either House of Parliament and under
such circumstances are not competent to act as, or to become, the Committee of
Parliament, commonly known as the Government, or to address Parliament
through His Excellency, and their attempted continuance in office is a violation
of the principles and practice of British constitutional government.”

REPORT OF THE LIBRARIANS FOR 1925

To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons.
1925The Joint Librarians have the honour to submit their Report for the year

The Supplementary Catalogue of books purchased during the past year,
and the list of those books donated to the Library are in the hands of the
printers, and will shortly be presented to Parliament.

The Carnegie Endowment for International Peace has again presented to
the Library many valuable works. The United Daughters of the Confederacy
have donated many books and pamphlets concerned with the Civil War and
with the Southern States. :

Colonel A. H. Todd, who was appointed to the Library in 1869, has retired
on superannuation after an exceptionally long and valuable service. The Civil
Service Commission has filled the position he occupied, that of Assistant-
Librarian, by the promotion of Mr. M. C. MacCormac who first entered the
service of the Library in 1885. 'Other changes which may be involved will be
considered later.

Parliament last year sanctioned a vote of $1,000 for the erection of a
Tablet to the memory of Dr. Alpheus Todd, long Librarian of Parliament,
whose works on the Constitution are regarded as authoritative wherever
constitutional government obtains. The form of the tablet and its location
are now being dealt with by a Committee. It is worthy of note that the
continuous service rendered to the Library by Dr. Todd and his son, Colonel
A. H. Todd, extended over a period of ninety years.

Special attention has been given during the Recess to the condition of the
vaults in which during past years many thousands of books have been stored.
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The undersigned beg to report that excellent work has been accomplished by
those members of the staff who have been engaged in this task. A record of
the volumes is now placed on the door of each vault and a card index made of
the various contents.

The cataloguing and systematic arrangement of the pamphlets, referred to
in previous Reports, have now reached a point when the binding, suspended in
1922, has been resumed.

The floor of the Library, damaged in the fire of 1916, is gradually getting
into worse condition. It is respectfully suggested that a covering, such as has
been used on the floor of the House and in the Archives building, would not
only improve the appearance of the Library but be of great advantage in reducing
noise.

The Librarians still have to report difficulties owing to congested space which
they are meeting in such ways as are possible. They venture, however, to think
that the Library itself is now, in respect to arrangement of the books and
accessibility, in a better condition than it has been for many years.

Hon. W. L. MacKenzie King of Ottawa Prime
Minister of Canada. The ballot deprives Burgess of M.C. addition and Sas-
katchewan, while the name Rt. Hon. W. L. MacKenzie King is shown on ballot
as on proclamation. Note removal of P.C. as addition changed to prefix Rt.
Hon. and the name William Lyon contracted to W.L. These changes from the
nomination paper as on the day nominated have been persisted in in spite of the
warning given by myself to the returning officer. The ballots have been very
loosely handled in the printing office and were readily accessible to the public
who might enter that office at any time.

Dear Sir—As I advised you I have wired the returning officer for a full
telegraphic report on the matters of which you complain your telegram of
yesterday.

It is to be regretted that you did not communicate with me earlier so that
I could have intervened usefully and not merely by way of making an investi-
gation or enquiry. In answer to your telegram of the 2nd on the subject of the
contents of the ballots I inferentially invited such a further communication if
the circumstances were such as to require it, and I did not even gather from
your letter of the 8th that you had taken the point up with the returning officer.
The same remark really applies to your other complaint as to the treatment
of the ballots in the printing office. The printing was no doubt completed
several days ago, and the ballots must by now have been distributed to the
polling stations.

As to the contents of the ballots the statute (section 50 (1) only requires
the “names” of the candidates to be printed as they are set out in the nomina-
tion papers. In my report made in 1922 I recommended the extension of this
requirement to the candidates’ addresses and descriptions, but this recommenda-
tion was not acted upon and I have repeated it in my report laid on the table at
the commencement of the present session. The Election Instructions, however,
(paragraphs 43 and 237) go beyond the statute as a matter of common sense
and are quite clear. There would have been no difficulty in having the directions
the Instructions contain carried out if the suggestion for my intervention had
been promptly made.

Not only the printed ballots, but all the sheets of ballot paper sent to the
returning officer for use for the purpose of an election, have to be strictly
accounted for, and there should be no difficulty in tracing the use made of all
ballot paper sent to Prince Albert. All ballot paper is specially water-marked
and issued only in numbered sheets.

Nothing in your telegram suggests the commission of any offence for which
a charge might be laid, although it is possible that the circumstances might be
such as to furnish ground for a proceeding under Section 27, the terms of which
you might consider.

Drar Sir,—I beg to acknowledge with thanks your telegram of the 12th
in answer to mine of the same day.
