Dear Sir,

I am in a position to submit to you for your
observations, preliminary proposals of a scheme which my
Committee have been considering for some time, towards
the establishment of student-teacherships in Scotland and
corresponding ones in America and in Canada in connection
with the reciprocal interchange of teachers.

This Memorandum must, as yet, be considered
only in the light of preliminary proposals, but as such
they have been submitted to, and generally approved by,
my Committee. They may to some slight extent yet be
modified, probably towards the extension of the statement
of duties, etec., but, substantially, I think they may be
considered sufficiently advanced to be founded upon.

I am in communication with the American
University Union in Europe, and the officials of that
organisation have very willingly undertaken to approach
the authorities of Teachers' College, Columbia University,
New York, on the question.

The preliminary proposals show that my Committee
are willing to establish two student-teacherships for
Session 1925-26, one for an American University and one
for your University on the condition that there are
reciprocal appointments, on similar conditions, from
Teachers' College and your University to work in Scotland.

I shall be pleased to have from you, at your
early convenience, a note of any observations you may have
to make upon these proposals. Meantime, should they meet
with your favour, I would ask you to indicate in your
reply/
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I may mention that you have already on your
Staff two gentlemen who worked under my direction in
TﬂlVGP"“ty College, Dunde namely, Professor S. Laird,
Dean of the School for Teacl 7“0 onald College,
Associate Professor, Dr. J ay of the Department of
Economics.

I received your letter of Oct. 17th concerning
¥y reciprocal exchange of student-teachers between Scot-
land and Canada, and the enclosed memorandum of preliminary
proposals toward this interchange.

On bhehalf of HcGill University I wish to express the
aprreciation of the University for the compliment paid in
choosing it as the Canadian University to which Scottish
studdnt teachers will be sent in 1925-26, by your National
Committee for the Training of Teachers. Your Committee has
chosen wisely because of the numerous ties between this Univ-
ersity and Scotland, and because of the imperial services
rendered by the staff and students Of the University during
the Great War.

I am taking this matter into consideration and,mean-
time, am able to state that the University will endeavour to
coneur in the general proposals outlined in your memorandum.,

Ags the proposals towards this interchange are still in
the preliminary stage and as we have not yet had time to inter-
view all the authorities in Montreal interested in this scheme,
it is only possible for me to say that we approve of the general
outline andSkdll be glad to give consideration to details.

The following points oceur to me in this connection.

I. Post graduate work in this University is under the juris-
diction of the Faculty of Graduate Studies and Research. There-
fore, a student proceeding to a higher degree in this University
will be obliged to satisfy the regulations of this Faculty or
vresent acceptable substitutes therefor.

2. The teaching for such a student teacher would have to
be arranged in Montreal schools or elsewhere and for this purpose
it would be necessary to secure the co-operation of the Montresal
Protestant Board of School Commissiomers and of its Super intendent.
Our experience in the past has proved that such co-operation
may be confidently relied upon for worthy causes.

3. The conditions for vost graduate work in Scotland are
so different i i #+5i¢s that it would be necessary
for us_to/exa$ine the regulations of either Glasgow University or
Edinburgh University to see what kind of student would be most
suitable for sending to Scotland in connection with this scheme.

4., It will be necessary to cbnsider the type of student
and the type of teacher and also to consider the vpossibilities
for his employment in a satisfactory way on his return to his
native country.

6. We would like to know what kind of teaching the student
would be expeeted to do and what his aim is for his future career.

These are merely some of the questions that occur to me
at a first perusal of your memorandum. For your information
I am:sending herewith a copy of McGill University calendar and
a1s0 a copy of the announcement of the Faculty of Graduate Studies
and Resesarch,

I would be glad to hear further from you when your proposals
are in more definite form and likewise I shall be glad to commun-
icate with you again when we have further information with regard
to the McGill end of this interchange.

Meantime, I shall take up this matter with the different
Faculties and with the Governors of the institution snd you may
rest assured that the University appreciates the purpose of your
proposals and will do whatever it can to further the success of
such intér-imperial schemes.

1. Two Student-Teacherships to be established.—It was
reported that the Central Executive Committee had decided (Minutes,
p- 41, No. 11), that for next session, z.e., 1925-26, two student-
teacherships for qualified Scottish candidates should be established—

One in connection with Columbia University, New York, U.S.A.
The second in connection with M‘Gill University, Montreal,
Canada.

The Authorities of these Universities, as well as the International
Institute of Teachers’ College, Columbia, and the Institute of International
Education, have been communicated with and are cordially in agreement
with the principle of reciprocal interchange of teachers. They are pre-
pared to consider any conditions which the National Committee may frame
both in connection with the appointments proposed to be held by Scottish
student-teachers and also those which may be proposed for Canadian or
American student-teachers.

2. Recommendations. —After discussion it was agreed to recom-
mend—

(a) Scottish Nominations.—That these shall be made by the

1. Two Student-Teacherships to be established.—It was
reported that the Central Executive Committee had decided (Minutes,
p- 41, No. 11), that for next session, i7.e., 1925-26, two student-
teacherships for qualified Scottish candidates should be established—

One in connection with Columbia University, New York, U.S.A.
The second in connection with M‘Gill University, Montreal,
Canada.

The Authorities of these Universities, as well as the International
Institute of Teachers’ College, Columbia, and the Institute of International
Education, have been communicated with and are cordially in agreement
with the principle of reciprocal interchange of teachers. They are pre-
pared to consider any conditions which the National Committee may frame
both in connection with the appointments proposed to be held by Scottish
student-teachers and also those which may be proposed for Canadian or
American student-teachers.

2. Recommendations.—After discussion it was agreed to recom-
mend—

(a) Scottish Nominations.—That (hese shall be made by the
Central Executive Committee on the recommendations of the several
Provincial Committees, and that only such applications as fulfil the
undernoted conditions be considered :—

Qualifications of Candidatesi:—

(1) That Candidates must have an Honours Degree (M. A. or B.Sc.),
be trained certificated teachers, and have distinguished them-
selves in the professional part of their course—Theory, History,
and Practice of Education.

That it be an additional qualification if the candidates hold the
Degree of Bachelor of Education (B. Ed.), or be pursuing a
course of study with that Degree in view.

(3) That the selected candidates—

(@) Follow at the American or Canadian University a post-
graduate course, according to the University’s approved
Scheme in the Faculty of Graduates’ Study and Research,
extending over one full session.

(6) Take such part in giving instruction in Education courses at
the American or Canadian University or neighbouring

(affiliated) Training Department as the University (Training)
Authorities may specify, subject to such work not exceeding
ten teaching hours per week.

Conditions of Holding ;—

(1) That the value of the student-teacherships held by Scottish
Students shall be £250 per annum, or such higher sum as may
be necessary and adequate, payable by the National Committee,
plus £50 per annum for travelling expenses.

(2) That they shall be tenable for one year, in the first instance, and
renewable for a second year, on a favourable report, to give an
opportunity for—

(a) Extended duty ; or
(6) Completion of a course for a higher degree ; or

(¢) Completion of an approved educational investigation.

(b) For American or Canadian Nominations:—

Qualifications of Candidates :—

(1) That candidates receive nomination from their respective
Universities and have, in addition to teaching experience, an
Honours Degree or its equivalent, and be desirous of continuing
a course of study at a Scottish University and Training Centre.

(2) That they become members of the Teaching Staffs of Edinburgh
and Glasgow Provincial Committees, be willing to undertake such
duties at the Training Centres as may be assigned to them by the
Directors of Studies (but in no case exceeding ten teaching hours
per week).

(3) That they undertake as far as facilities are available to study at

the University to which they may be attached for the Degree of
Ph.D. (or other higher Degree).

Conditions of Holding :

(1) That the conditions governing the holding of the Scottish
student-teacherships be forwarded to the American and
Canadian Authorities with' a request that similar conditions
(having in view differing educational and financial circumstances)
be framed by them.

(2) That, in each case, the payments agreed upon shall be met by
the nominating University.

Dear Sir Arthur,

Before leaving Canada I promised that I
would write from Scotland immediately upon my
safe arrival and satisfactory settlement. Here,
then,is my informal report--for I understand that
my formal report is to be made to your Dean of
Arts,Dr.Mackay.
With the exception of a small number of
Roman Catholic trained applicants,all the teachers
of Scotland are trained in one or other of four
Training Centres,located respectively in Edinburgh,
Dundee,Aberdeen,and Glasgow. The National Committee
for the Training of Teachers governs all four. Of
the number Glasgow is admittedly best,beimg at
once larger and more strongly staffed than either
Aberdeen or Edinburgh and more aggressive in

educational progress; while comparison with Dimdee
is without worth.




At the head of €ch of these four Centres
1s an ofificial appointed by the National Com-
mittee,who 1s known as the Director of Studies.

It is under Mr.George Burnett,Director of the

Glasgow Centre,that I find myself at work. He is
the man upon whom the responsibility for the
success of thls scheme has been placed,for lr.
Malloch,its originator,has run off to Columbia.

My activit#es are three-fold. They include:
first,a series of lectures at the Training Centre;
second,a first-hand and detailed study of the
Scottish system of teacher training; third,work
wlth the University of Glasgow for a Doctorate
degree in English literature. May I suggest some-
thing which I think would give this scheme sone
measure of public notice and approval? I suggest

that a series of articles on Scottish Education be
submitted to Canadian journals which occasgionally
interest themselves in educational matters at large.
If you could suggest the Journals,and perhaps

make some approach to them about the matter,I should
be glad of the opportunity to show the results of

my work here.

Mrs.MacOdrum and I are enjoying life in
Scotland very much,notwithstanding the present
inclement weather. We are pleasantly settled in
a small aparment which is almost equidistant from
the Training Centre and the University. But we often
think of McGill!

liss Coppens has proved, in my opinion, very suitable
for this cxchange. She hes tsken part in the tesching work of
the Centre for (on 2n aversge) ten hours per week. Her work
hes been pertly tasking tutorisl olasses in Education, and partly
supervision of tesching practice, and she has corried out these

duties to my entirc satisfaction. She is on excellent lecturer.

Her studies have mainly, I understend, teken the form
of investigeting our whole method of training teeschers in Scotlend,
and her report on which will, I believe, be one contribution
towards & yesr-book on the training of teachers in different
parts of the world, which Columbis University is issuing. In

With regasrd to the sub—joined reports on the four
nominees under the 2bove Scheme, it is s2dvissble to bring to
the notice of 3ll the futhoritics concerned certsin feetors
which emerge in relstion to the quelifications of the nominees
and the character of the work done by them,

It seems oleer from the Print emenating from the
Nationel Committee's Cffices in Januery 1925 thst the main
purpose of the conditions therein 1lsld down was that gradustes
of high scademic distinction who were definitely proposing s
career 1in tesching snd who hed 2lready done & certein amount
of treining in Educstion, should be interchsnged with 2 view,
primerily, to the development end enrichment of their powers
in relation te the subjeoct of Educstion.

It will be seen from the reports thst the exehsnge
arranged betwecen Teachers' College, University of Columbis,
New York, ond the Netional Committee has worked out along the
intended lines. iaiss Coppens has been, in the eyes of the
Director of Studies of the Edinburgh Centre, a responsible
member of his Staff, hass done =2ctuel lecturing st the Edinburgh
Treining Centre and has, in addition, conducted 2z pieoe of
educetionsl enquiry 2long spproved lines,

each of these ceses, one year's residence abrosd would appesr
tw suffice and there seems no desire on the psrt of either
reciprocating bodies to have this period lengthened.

The ceses of Mr. M, k., MacCdrum who ceme from kecGill
University to the Glasgow Centre and of Lr.D.L. Gower who went
to MeGill University from the Edinburgh Centre, present
altogether different considerstions from those mentioned in
connection with the work of lkiss Coppens and lir. Inglis.

Mr. MscOdrum is undoubtedly, first end foremost, @
research student working in the University on 2 piece of
research which ocsnnot ressonably begcompleted within one year
and 1t has been due only to the good-will and understanding of
the Director of the Glasgow Centre thrt he has been ensbled,
in some measure, to make himself scquainted with the Theory and
Practice of Educetion in this country. Mr. kecCdrum hes had
no professionsl trasining in Educetion, snd, therefore, in fsirness
to 21l concerned, it will be necessary in sny future arrangements
for the National Committee tn decide whether a purely research
student who is only, in s minor degree, interested in the Theory
and Practice of Education, should be made a nominee.

N#ith regard to Mr. Gower, it is difficult to write
absolutely, but it would sppesr that his principsl work, indeed
poscibly his sole work, has been research in the depsrtment of
History In his case 2lso one year will be insufficient.

Mr. Gower wenl from this country with 2 yeer's professionsal
training at the Edinburgh Training Centre, in addition to his
Honours Degree in History, end as far as can be gathered from
vhe print above mentioned, it wes assumed that he would, in

addition to resesrch work, give instruction in Education

After reviewing the work on which these two gentle-
men were engaged, it was resolved to recommend\is follows:-

(L) That, in view of the nature of the investigations under-

taken by Mr. MacOdrum, his studentship be extended to
cover Session 1926-27, two Sessions being considered
the minimum time for the effective pursuance of the
line of study on which he is engaged, the recommend-
ation being made subject to the approval of the
authorities of McGill University.

That further reports be received on the work of Mr.
Gower at McGill University, and if it be found that
Mr. Gower's line of study necessitates two Sessions,
as in the case of Mr. MacOdrum, the same privilege
be extended to Mr. Gower as to Mr. MacOdrum.
I shall be glad to learn whether you would be
agreeable to the continuance of Mr. MacOdrum's studies for
another Session at Glasgow, and whether also you consider
that Mr. Gower ought to have a second year with you at
McGill University.

The emoluments to be paid to both would be the
same for Session 1926-27 as for the present Session, viz.,
£250, but there would be no necessity for the payment of a
further sum of £50 for travelling expenses.

On Saturday, llth May, my Committee discussed the
whole question of reciprocal interchange, and reviewed the
various nominees and the work done by them since the incep-
tion of the scheme. In regard to Mr. MacOdrum and also to
Mr. A.J.M. Smith their view was that both nominees had done
admirable work as University students, and that Mr. Smith
particularly had been a useful asset in the activities of the
Training College. The Committee felt, however, that the
conclusion of Mr. Smith's tenure of the scholarship was a
suitable time at which to pause in the interchange with
McGill University, and they asked me to inform you that, for
next year at least, they would like to send a nominee to
another of the great Canadian Universities. I was asked to
find whether the University of Toronto would embark upon a
scheme of interchange for next session similar to that which
has been in operation with your own University.

In terminating the arrangement for the time being,
my Committee asked me to impress upon you the fact that,
along their own lines, both nominees sent by you have done
excellently, and that the Committee's desire for change is
simply owing to their anxiety to iry out various types of
nominees both in the Canadian University and in Teachers
College, Columbia University.

I ought to add that by some members the view is
held that the funds we are providing for these scholarships
might be better utilised by teachers of greater maturity than
those we have been sending, and it 1s just possible that, in
the near future, the whole scheme may go into the melting pot.

3. Amendment of Conditions affecting Student-Teacherships.
The Committee then took up consideration of the
conditions under which the student-teacherships should
be held in future, and there was submitted a letter of
6th April from Colonel Bovey, M‘Gill University, contain-
ing suggestions for a modification of the original conditions.
After discussion it was agreed to recommend that No. 2(a),
3 (a) of the Conditions (Minutes, Vol. V., p. 143) should be
amended by the addition of the words in italics, so as to
read as follows :—

(3) That the selected candidates—

(@) Follow at the American or Canadian University a course of
study in some aspect of Education or in some subject in ils
educational aspect, according to the University’s approved
Scheme in the Faculty of Graduates’ Study and Research,
extending over one full session.

It was also agreed to recommend that further negotia-
tions be entered into with Teachers College, University of
Columbia, and M‘Gill University, with a view to the
following emendations of the present conditions for
American or Canadian nominations :—

(1) That No. 2(b) (1) (Minutes, Vol. V., p. 143) be
amended by the addition of the words in italics to read
as follows :—

That the candidates receive nominations from their respective Uni-
versities and have, in addition to professional training as leachers,
an Honours Degree or its equivalent, and be desirous of continuing
a course of study primarily relating to the Theory and Practice of the
subject of Education at a Scottish University and Training Centre.

(2) That No. 2 (b) (3) be amended to read as follows :—

That they undertake to utilise the facilities of the University to which
they may be attached, with a view to the advancement of any subject cr
subjects of higher study on which they may be engaged.
