THE INTERNATIONAL MONETARY
CONTFERENCE. ’

A monetary conference met for the
second time at Paris on Tuesday last, on
the invitation of France and'the United
States. Not - quite -three- years have
elapsed since delegates assembled in'the
same city, on the.invitation of the. United
States, to consider certain propositions
- which the delegates from that country
were authorized . to make. The result
* was. o failure to come to any agreement
‘whatever. It was-remarked’ by one of
the Eur opean delegates, that ““in drawing
"4 up this response’(to the American pro-

Lo posxhon) special cnxehas been takeu to-

“avoid anything that might give rise to a
““hope, even the most vagus, of a future un-

#derstanding.” At the conference, which

wag attended with such an unsatisfactory
result, Great Britain was represented,
among other delegates, by the Right Hon,

George J. Goschen, an .eminent financier,

Un more than one occasion Mr. Goschen
stated that the hands of the English dele-
gates were tied, as they had no authority
to consider the question’ of a bi.metallic
standard. The British Minister has de-
clined to take a part in the conference
which is now in progress, although o dele-
gate will watch the proceedings on the
part “of Britieh India, and Sir A. T.
Galt on the part of Canada. - It is said
that & good deal of dissatisfaction  is felt
by the English mercantile body at the
refusal of the Government to take any part
in the discussion. . The position taken by

Great Britain on the question of the-

standard cannot be easily defended. It
is certainly characterized by intense sel-
fishness. It is not pretended that it
would be safe toadopta single gold stan-
dard generally,and, moreover, the Indian.
Empire of Great Britain has suffered as
much as any other country, owing to its
having a silver standard. - Mr. _Goschen,

having on more than one occasion during

the discussion in 1878 frankly admitted
the abeolute' necessity of retaining silver
a8 a standar d of value, felt it necessary in
his remarks at the close of the conference
to say : “ But when I affirmed that silver
“ought to be the ally and partner of
#gold, I by no means intended to say by
‘“that, that the two metals: ought both
¢ conjointly to be placed upon the same
“{ooting and become legal tender in all
“ countries.” Now the plain meaning of

these words is, that, while the general

demonetization of silver is not only im-
practicable, but undesirable, Great Britain
will not consent to share any loss that
may be incurred by the adoption of bi-
metalism, even though the most consider-
able dependency of the Empue, s.nd the

mexchants trading with it, are a.mong the -

greatest sufferers from the present sys-
tem, or, rather, utter want of system.

Mr. Goschen had plevxously staled that
the conference could have no result, as

‘most of the States # had decided before-
‘hand on & particular policy,’’ and. there--

fore “ a theorstical discussion wonld be a

waste of time.”
