Members having excuses to offer,

other than sickness, shall offer the same to the
Company at a regular meeting.

Sec. 6. None but members of the Company
allowed to visit the upper room of the Engine
House, unless introduced by the Chairman of
the Town Council, or one of the Councillors, or

by a member of the Company.
