Mr. Goschen Refers to the Flying Squad=
ron and the Bullding of Warships' 5
Right Hon. George J. Goschen, First
Lord of the Admiralty, made a speech

at Grinstead to-day, in the course of
which he said he wished to dissipate
the alarming rumors that were in eir-
culation, Referring to the flying squa-
dron, he said it was intended for use
in any emergency in any direction.

unfortunate girl'’s employer, charging

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CHAUNCEY DEPEW OF WAR

BANKERS AND \BUSINESO MEN ARE
THE 4aRBITERS.

Great Britain and the United States the
©Only Two Nations Free From the Thral-
dom of Momey Kings—Neo Fear From
Canada-Plea for & Permanent Court
of Arbitration.

Albany, N.Y., Jan. 21.—Dr. Chauncey
M. Depew delivered an address before
the New York State Bar Association
here this evening on the subject of
“Patriotism and Jingoism,” In. th?
course of his address, Dr. Depew said:

“Only one power keeps the nations
of Europe from instantly declaring
war. The bankers and business men
have become the arbitrators between
nations. In modesn conflicts, :o v:,st
and expensive are the preparations for
operations of war that -the longest
purse wins. Neither (Germany nor
France,nor Austria, nor Italy, nor Rus-
sia, nor Spain can hurl their arm!es
at each other and equip their navies
for a fight without the consent of the
great bankers of the world. The ofly
two nations which may be said to be
free from - this thraldon, because of
their wealth, their commerce and cre-
dit are the United States and Great
Britain. |

> The Malady of Princes. {

“War,” said Erasmus, ‘“js the ma-'
lady of princes.” He might have added,
the danger of republics.

“The events of the past few weeks
have demonstrated how easy it is to
arouse the fighting blood among our
own people. A generation has come
upon the stage since the Civil War
who are eager for battle. The greatest
ministers and leadérs for peace whom
I ever met were the generals whose
fame fills the world, and whose vic-
tories were in our civil strife—Grant
and Sherman and Sheridan. During
the whole of their lives after the war
they were the apostles and preachers
of peace.

“There are occasions when war is
both right and necessary, and a nation
must embark upon it without counting
the consequences, but the issue of bat-
tle is never certain, nor does the arbi- |
trament of war always end in right
and justice.

“Our War of. 1812 was right if our |
dispute with Great Britain and our de- |
mend for fair treatment and justice
could not be settled by arbitration. It
is a curious and impressive fact that
the purpose for which that war was
made was not gained by the war. The
casus belli was not considered in the
treaty of peace, but was settled after-
wards by arbitration.

“The Civil War might have .been
averted at one time by payment of a
proper indemnity to the owners of the
islavies. The lawyers did their best
to bring about a peaceful settlement |
between the North and South; but
when the armed struggle came. they
enlisted for the war, in proportion to !
iheir number, in far greater ratio |
than any other profession, calling or
voeation. Nearly all the volunteer offi-
cers who became brigadier and major-
generals, and won distinction equal
to that attained by the gallant gradu-
ates of West Point. were members of
the profession of law. No lawyer bet-
ter fulfilled his duty to his profession.
lived up to a higher ideal in politics
and in public life, or performed more
héroic deeds upon the battlefield than
that brave and distinguisbed member
of our association who died within
the last week, Gen. Francis C. Barlow.

Now isx the Opportanity

“Now is the time for the profession
to perform a great work upon the lines
of the lawyers of the centuries in pro-
moting international arbitration. The
present dispute between the English-
speaking races , Wwhich is agi-
tating the * world calls for both
practical wisdom and legal acumen,
for its solution. There is no dissent
in this country from the Monroe doc-
trine, as promulgated by President
Monroe and interpreted by Jefferson,
Madison, Webster and Calhoun. No
Furopean aggressions upon the Aei-
ericans will be permitted by the Unit-
ed States which endanger our safety
or subject our sister republics to Eu-
ropean despotism. Yet any one who
studies the Monroe doctrine will see
how, in each individual case, except
where there is a flagrant action 1fke
the French invasion of Mexico, the
applicable interpretation of it should
be the subject of judicial determina-
tion. The President’s message to Con-
gress presents a novel view of the
principle.

Some Dangers Pointed Out i

“A slight expression of this principle
compels us to assume a protectorate
over all these republics. Their enter-
prises and industries arg almost entire-
ly owned, controlled and carried on by
Americans, English, Germans, French,
and Ttalians. Their Governments are
in almost perpetual revolution, and
the military dictator of the hour con-
fiscates property right and left, ex-

and feuds which have characterized
them have left that part of the West-
ern (Hemisphere at the end of three
hundred years, though its climate,
soil and resources are as attractive
and great as those of the north, with
a scattered population of fewer than
twenty millions, two-thirds of whom
are Indians and halfbreeds.

And now look at
Europe.

“It {s three thousand miles across
the ocean from the nearest seapornt of
any European power to any seaport
of the United States. Our country has
seventy millions of people, and seven-
ty billions of dollars of accumulated
wealth. So great has been our pros-
perity, because' of one hundred and
two years of peace and only five of
war, so free have we been from the
strifes which have exhausted th> re-
sources of KEurope, that the taxing
power of the Government has not yet
touched for any purpose the real and
personal property represented in these
seventy thousand millions of dollars of
accumulated ‘wealth.

“According to the census of 1890, we
have 9,200,000 fighting men. The exper:-
ence of the civil war has shown that
from them could be Grafted, mobiiiz-
ed and instructed in three months 3,-
000,000 of soldiers. All the transporis
and navies of the world could not
land upon our shores an army which
could miarch 100 miles from the sea
coast, or ever return to their ships.
With all the world: in arms against us,
the vasf interior of our continent, ex-
cept in its industrial and economic
phases, would know mnothing of the
trouble and never see a foreign army
—except a prisoner of war. Secure m
our isolation, supreme in our resources,
unequalled in our reserves, and free
from dangerous neighbors, we occupy
among the nations of the globe a po-
sition so exalted and safe that to com-
pare us with other countries would
be absurd. The statesman or the po-
litician who'really fearsg for the safety
of this country is a fool. The states-
man or politician who does not fear
(because he knows better), and wWao
yvet preaches of our weakness and our
vulnerability, is a demagogue and he
insults the intelligence of the Ameri-
can people. This great reservoir or
force for all purposes—the American
Republic—this mightiest engine of

war and most beneficent poyer for |

peace on the face of the globe, can
extend the right hand of feilowship to
warring brethren across the Atlantic
and promulgate with honor and dig-
nity a scheme for an international tri-
bunal, and lead in the movement.

An All-Importaat *if,”

“Had there been an International
Court of Arbitration in the Venezue-
lan matter, Lord Salisbury could not
have pleaded that there was a boun-
dary line embracing territory so long
and unquestionably held by the Brit-
ish that they could not in honor sub-
mit the question of the title to the
court. Both the English and Ameri-
cangs have been educated to believe
that though anybody may make a
claim upon any property, the court
canh be relied on to dismiss
the complaint, if it is un-
worthy of being entertained,
or disavow jurisdiction should there
be any doubt, or if it considers the
metter, to adjust it upon the eternal
principles of justice and right. The
idea of securing at an early date an
international court, representing and
embracing all the nations of Europe
and of North and South America, is
probably at present Utopian. But the
United States and Great Britain have
no reason to be guided by the stan-
dards of the continent. They have the
same common law. Their legislation
has béen for the past 50 years along
similar lines of progress and liberty.
Their courts and methods of procedure
are alike in most of their characteride
tics. It is possible for these two great
countries, out of this present difficulty,
to evolve a tribunal of international
law and justice, which shall be in per-
petual session, whose members shall
be selected with such care, whose dig-
nity shall receive such recognition, and
wkhose reputation shall be so great,
that each nation can submit to it any
question in dispute, and bow to fits
decision with safety and honor.

“We, the lawyers of the ' Unite%
States, and our brethren, the lawyers
of Great Britain, faithful to the tradi-
tiorts of our profession and the high

i caMling of our order can agitate and

educate for the creation of this gireat
court. The closing of the ninéteenth,
the most beneficent and progressive of
centuries, would be made glorious by
giving to the twentieth this rich les-
son and guide for the growth of its
humanities and the preservation and
prosperity of civilization and liberty.”

But while this feeling has not abated
with us, there has come Into ptwer
in Great Britain a force unknown and
unheard of at the time of George III.
or the war of 1812, or even our civil
war. It is the all-powered [Democracy
of Great Britain which universal suf-
frage has brought to the front, and
which is to-day the real power in the
PBritish- Islands. This force 18
cordial in its friendship for
our people and country. There areno
ébstacles in the way of a peaceful
adjustment, upon a permanent basis,
of all present and future difficulties
between the Democratic spirit—the
people—of the United States and the

As to Canndn.

A Notable Falling Off in Both Instamces—
How We Compars Wiilh Other Countries
in This Particular Regard—A Number
of Interesting Tables on the Subject
Prepared by the Mealth Deparument

indeed, in no country on earth, even France,

this province. This may be. a

statement, but it is true ngverthelesse, be-

ing fuily borne out by Dr. Bryce's vital
statistics for 1894, to be submitted to the

Legislature at the pending session.

So smal was the birth rate during 1894
that the births for the year exceeded the
deaths by only one per cent. The decrease
in births in the province from the previous
year was 843. 1f we take the cities alone
the falling off hag been even more marked
The decrease in Ottawa was very large for
the while, Kingston’s births fell off b,
120, Hamilton’s by 81, Windsor's by 47,
etc. Strange to say, Toronto’s Lirths for
the twelve months of 1804 showed an in-
crease of .

That these decreases were not characteris-
Uic of one year alone I8 proven by the On-
tario city birth rate returns for the past six
Years, showing that between 1889 and 1804
the births in Ontario cities decreased to
the extent of 9 per 1000. :

Comparisons With Other Countries

‘“ With a steady decennial decrease,” con-
tinues the report, * of births in the pro-
;vince as a whole, most marked in the
cities, it will be of Interest to make a com-
parison with the birth rates of other coun-
(tries, in order that we may see whether
such a condition exists elsewhere, and, if
80, to inquire wherein lie the causes of
such a phenomenon.”
| ' Within the past tén years England and
| Wales show a decrease In the birth rate
er 1000 of population from 33.5 to 30.8;

‘ What is at once apparent, therefore, is

that the birth rate in every country of

Europe and American; where a system of

vital statistics has been established, has

seen a decline more or less marked in each,
but nowhere more marked, perhaps, than
in Ontario. Assuming the registration in
recent years to be at least as complete as
ten years ago, it is apparent that some

cause or cguses are o§>ernnt to produce a

decline of births so serious, in a still thinly

settled province, as to cgll for the atten-
tion of all interestéd in the moral, social
and economic welfare of the people.

These figures show that:in the first three
c‘uln%}lxenn al perfods of productive female
life §7.3 per cent. of all. marriages took
place, leaving only 12,1 per cent. for the
remaining 15 years. They further show
that of the total births 9267 per cent.
took %lace in the first 15-year perfdbd and
but 6.3 per cent. In the second.  They fur-
ther show that relatively the three-year
periods 15-20, 20-25, 25-30, have a greater
‘percentage of births by 0.8 per cent., 3.4
per| cent. and 1.17 per cent,, compared with
the total births than the marriages for
these periods compared with the total mar-
riages. In short, unless a woman marries
before she is 30 years of age she stands
a comparatively poor chance of ever becom-
{ing a wife, and even a poorer one of at-
taining the rank of motherhood. No births
at all are recorded for marrla@ of females
over 40 years of age.

Statistics of marriages and births In
England and Massachusetts are here iIn-
troduced, and compared with the figures
in the above tables, with the result that
marriages in Toronto, and even in all On-
tarlo, are found to be for less productive
than in either the Old Country or the State
in question.

“From every standpoint,” comments Dr.
{Bryce, ‘from which we examine the mar-
yriage and birth returns of the population
|of Toronto there seems to be but one con-
clusion, which is that the marriage rate is
for such a population abnormally low, and
that the birth rate in relation to those
marriages which take place in proportion-
ately still lower.

Oniario’s Marriaze Record,

“ The total number of marriages recorded
in Ontario in 1894, as seen in the report,
was 14,341, or 28,682 persons. This is a
rate of 6.0 per 1000, and a total decrease
of 134, as compared with 1893. This de-
crease has taken place in the counties as
{distinet from the eitles, there being an
increase In the latter of 171. Subtracting
Chatham, which has been added tc the
|cltles, in 1894 there was a total Increase in
cities of 40. As regards the districts in
which the greatest decrease occurred, the
county of Lambton shows a decrease of
110, and York 97. This latter deerease
took place almost wholly in the city of
Toronto, which shows a decrease of 95.
Other cities showing a decrease are Lon-
don, with 24; Kingston, 48; St. Catha-
rines, 41; and Brantford, 8. On the other
hand, Ottawa shows an increase of 218,
| Belleville 60, Hamilton 37, and Windsor
(50. The total marriages in Windsor were
651, or B51.T per 1000. This abnoral in-
crease of mariages at Windsor may be ac-
counted for, it is suggested, but its prox-
imity to Detroit, a large city, famous for
its number of divorces.”

How We Compare With Our Neiglibors,

A marked decrease in the marriage rate
has occurred within the past ten years, it
being in 1894 6.5, as compared with 7.9 in
1884. It is shown that the marriage rate
In the New England States, with a cli-
mate and conditions like our own, is very
much higher than In Ontario.

However, In making such a comparison,
the abnormal number of divorces obtained
in these States must be considered, for
while only 22 marriages have been dis-
solved in Ontario within ten years, ex-
actly 2653 such severances of the nuptial
tie took %l’ace in New England during 1892
alone, he rate per 1 of marriages
in these States as corrected, after sub-
tracting the dlvorces, would therefore be
8.74, since it is found that a very consid-
erable &)ercentage of divorced persons have
married again.

On taking New Hampshire, Rhode Is-
land and Connecticut alone, it i{s found that
for every 25 persons married in a year
one person has been married twice. It
is ,of interest to notice in connection with
the abnormally high marriage rate in these
States, the relation thereof to the birth
rate. In 1892 New Hampshire’s birth rate
was 10.1 per 1000, Rhode Island’s 24.5, and
Connecticut’s the same.

ViRED IN THE COMMONS.

futation of the Arguments Advanced
by Mr. Powell—Hou. Mr. Daly and Mr.
Northrup Defend the Government’s
‘Policy . m the School Question.

Ottawa, Jan, 21.—The debate to-day
!was marked by three excellent
| speeches, Mr. Mills of Bothwell poured
fcrth his wealth of constitutional lore
most of the afternoon and was follow-
ed by Mr. Daly, who dellvered a capi-
tal address, in which he showed the in-
ccrsistency of the Opposition on the
school ‘question, and placed on record
a mass of valuable information, which
will rise up in judgment against the
Liberals.

T o-night Mr. Northrup, the prospeg-

rising young. men of the Ontario Con-
servative delegation, delivered a very
able speech on ‘the school question,
couched in a tone of lofty patriotism,
which appealed to the convictions of
bcth parties. He was listened to atten-
tively by friend and foe and was fre-
quently applauded.

At the ovpening the Hon. Messrs.
the House this afternoon Hon. Messrs,
Foster and Laurier paid touching tri-
butes to the late John Bryson, M.P.,
whose sterling qualities and genial dis-
position made him popular with both
sides, and by whom his untimely de-
mise is greatly deplored. ¥

I'ie Bewva ¢ Continues.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) continued the
debate on the address. He complained
that during the speeches of Messrs.
Casey and McMilian last evening oniy
one Minister was present in the Cham-
ber. Kither the Government did not
think tne speeches of the Oppousition
worth listening to, pr else they had
acquired the habit of “going out” and
could not overcome it. (LLaughter.) He
cendemned Mr, Kenny for his attack
on Sir Richard Cartwright. Continu-
icg, Mr., Mills devoted himself for
sume time to refuting the contention of
Mr. Powell, member for Wesumoreland,
who had argued that Provincial Legil-
latures were to a certain extent under
the authority of the Dominion. Mr.
Mills argued that ours was a Federal
union, and endeavored to show that
the creation of the Dominien in no way
destroyed the autonomy g@f the pro-
vinces which then existed and had
their separate parliaments, etc. He
quoted several legal decisions to show
that within the scope given them the
provinces remained after the union
possessed of the -same powers
which they had before union.
Proceeding, Mr. Mills took the
Government to task for their ac-
tion with respect to commuting tke
sentence of Shortis, the Valleyfield
murderer. He held that it was one of
the duties of the Government to declde
upon questions of capital punishment
and that according to a widely cir-
culated statement the Government
shirked their responsibility in this
case, and sent the papers to the Gov-
ernor-General without any recommen-
dation.

Mr. Daly on Remedial Legislation.

Mr. Daly followed. Speaking with re-
ference to Mr. Mills’ complaint that
Ministers did not listen to Upposition
speeches, he said indisposition was the
cause of the absence of many Minis-
ters last evening. There was no inten-
tion to be discourteous to the Opposi-
tion. ‘Proceeding, he took exception to
Mr. Mills calling Mr. Kenny’s speech
‘“a_vielent attack on Cartwright,” but

Kenny being incensed at Sir Richard
Cartwright’s saying Nova Scotia was
the wet nurse and dry nurse of the
worst pack of boodlers Canada had
ever seen. Mr, Daly then took up the
question of Remedial Legislation. He
was satisfled the issue in the recent
election in Manitoba was not the school
question, and that Mr. Greenway had
not carried the province on that ques-
tion, If they had, why, he asked, did
the Greenway Government have to
snap a verdict from the people on a
few weeks’ notice? Why did they have
to resort to partizan enumerators, as
they did? Mr. Daly queted from a
newspaper to show that in many con-
stituencies £onservative electors were
left off the voters’ lists and.Grits, not
properly qualified, put on. In North
Winnipeg alone 400 names, which were
jon the municipal and Dominion lists,
were left off the provincial lists.

Greenway’s whole purpose had been to'
make the québtion a political one, He
helé that Mr. ay was desermin-
ed not.to do § to bring about
an amicable EEg pointing out
that he ignored & ‘petitions of
Cathelics ad to him’' - and the
judgment of the Privy Council.

‘While
we would not approve of changing the
agreement to secure reduced rates, we
think the Mayor might very properly
confer with the street railway direc-
tors and endeavor to come to an ar+
rangement with the company wunder
which it would agree to adopt the cheap
tickets experimentally for a month
or six weeks. The city might agree
to recoup the company for any defl-
ciency that might be caused by reason
of the change in rates, so that the
company would lose nothing by mak-
ing the experiment. It isour firm con-
viction, however, that the experiment
would prove satisfactory to all par-
ties and the street railway company
itself would be the first to make the
experiment a permanent feature. It 1s
not at all unlikely that the reducea
rates would prove so successful that
the company would next make a triay
of tickets at 2 1-2 cents each.

The Philadelphia Press of last Sun-
day has an article urging the adop-
tion of 2-cent Street car fares for that
city. It states that the annual reports
of various American street railroads,
now being printed, show that 3-cent
fares are quite practicable. Toronto
set the pace in cheap street car rates.
The showing in our case was so good
that several other cities envied our po-
sition and soon distanced us in the
race. There is no doubt in the world
that 3 cents, or, perhaps, 2 1-2 cents,
is the coming street car fare. The
Government ought +to adopt a new
nickel coin of the value of 3 cents. If
such a coin were in circulation it
would solve the question or street car
rates.

RECLAIMING THE MARSH AND ISLAND,

Liscussion has already begun at the
City Hall in regard to filling up the
Ashbridge Marsh and to making more’
land on the Island. We trust that not
another dollar will be spent according
to the primitive methods that have
hitherto been applied to the cutting of
channels and the making of land on
the Island. Island Park has been creat-
ed at an expense four or five times in
excess of what it could be done to-day;
with appliances specially adapted for
that kind of work. The sand bar in
front bf the city, including the bed of
s¢nd under the bay and lake, forms a
material that can be shifted to where
it is required at a surprisingly low
cost. The proposed purchase of a sand
pump by the city was defeated last
year, and it may be advisable to delay
the purchase of one for a year or two
longer, until we are in a position to
buy the machine that is best adapted
to do the work. We read in The New
Yerk Sun of Sunday last a description
of a suction dredge that has been builg
for the purpose of cutting channels in
the Mississippi River. }t is said that
this machine will drive through sand
bars at the rate of ten feet advance
every mwinute, cutting’ a swath sixty
feet wide and six feet deep. Its pump-
ing capacity is six million gallons per
hour. The machine, of course, will be
somewhat expensive, but once tHe city
were possessed of a dredge of even
one-~half or one-quarter of the capa-
city of this one, the Mlling up of the
Island would be a matter of compara-
tively short time. If a machine of this
capacity were set to work on the Is-
land and the Ashbridge Marsh, It
weculd clean up the whole water front
in a season, or two at the most. It is
pcesible to add two or three hundred
acres to Island Park, and probably six
or seven hundred acres of good land
can be made in the neighborhood of
Ashbridge’s Bay. While -the land is
made higher, the channels are made
decper and the water thereby improv-
ed. It will be a mistake to proceed in
a pottering way with the reclamation
of our water front, when such immense
possibilities are open to us if we but
adopt the most modern system of do-
ing the work.

SUNDAY CARS IN HAMILTON.

The Ministerial Association of Ham-
ilton met on Monday afternoon and
passed a very mild protest to the
statements that were made by the
Hamilton deputation that waited on
Sir Oliver Mowat with the object Of
preventing - the Hamilton Railway
Company from being subjected to
further legal prosecution. The first
paragraph of the resolution that was
passed implies that, while there is
some doubt of the necessity of street
cars in Hamilton, there apparently is
}ittle doubt as to their necessity in a
city of the size of Toronto. The para-
graph reads as follows :

Whatever may be the propriety of
operating Sunday cars in larger and
more extended cities, when the distan-
ces are great, in a city the size oOf
Hamilton = there is but . little, if
any, good ground for their running,
even for hours,of service, and certain-
ly none whatever for regular Sunday
traffic, as is carried on in the city.

As showing the feeling of a portion
of the clergy of Hamilton, where the
street cars are running on Sunday, we
might quote from a .speech made at
the meeting by Rev. Mr. Munro. He
said the cpponents of Sunday cars ar:
gued that that city was not large
enough for Sunday cars—that people
could walk from all points within its
limits very easily. He thought that
was as much as saying that cars are
necessary in some cities. If that rea-
soning is correct, why ask that cars

get a 3-cent rate because it would pay.

A SCARBORO ROMANCE.

4 YOUNG MAN ARRESTED FOR RUN-
NING AWAY,{BO' HIS WAGES,

Now Brings Suit for Damages Against His
Former Employer and the Man Who
Assisted in NHis Detention- Evidence
Given at the Trial Yesterday—Crailg
Recovers $1000.

The case of Grimes v. Miller and
Kennedy occupied the entire after-
noon. The plaintiff is a young Eng-
lishman, named Thomas Grimes, who
has been in this country a little over
a year. The defendants are William
Miller, a Scarboro farmer, and Henry
was employed by Miller ag a farm
hand. Grimes says he was to get $10.50
a month and that no time of engage-
ment was fixed. Miller says that
Grimes was hired for a year and was
to receive $125. Grimes left before the
end of a year. He was overtaken at
Agincourt Station by Miller and Ken-
nedy and he says that he was arrest-
ed by the latter. Kennedy denies that
he did any arresting, for he is not a
copstable. He says that Miller asked
him to help to detain Grimes. Grimes,
as a matter of fact, was detained, or
imagined Le was detained, and was
brought before Magistrate John C.
Clark and Simpson Rennie, who com-
mitted him to jail for 21 days in Ge-
fault of payment of a fine of $6 and

costs, for breach of contract. The con- |

viction was subsequently quashed by
the Court of Appeal. Grimes now
brings an aection against Miller and
Kennedy for damages for wrongful
arrest. Mr. Ashworth has charge -of
the plaintiff’s case, and Messrs. Titus
and Bradford are looking after the
defense,
The Plaintifi"s Story.
| Grimes yesterday swore that Ken-
nedy took hold of him and locked him
up. Justice of the Peace Clark swore
that he did not know at the time of
the trial whether Grimes was in cus-
tody or not. He admitted, however,
that he was convinced at the trial
that Grimes was running away. Hs
Lordship strove to get the witness
jto explain how the prisoner could be
irunning away if he was present at
the trial voluntarily and was not
really in custody, but witness could
give no further explanation than that
he did not know at the time of the
trial whether the young man was In
custody or not.
A Non-Suit Refused.

Mr. Titus moved for a non-suit on
the grounds chiefly that there was no
evidence of malice on the part of the
defendants, and that the want of a
reasonable and probable cause had not
been proven. His Lordship was quite
satisfled that there was no reasonable
and probable cause, and so far as mal-
ice was concerned, there was the fact
that Miller had taken the law into his
own hands and had ordered another
man to arrest Grimes.

Henry Xennedy was the first wit-
ness for the defence. He denied that
he had used any violence towards
Grimes. All he had done, he said, was
simply to say, “You'd better come
with me.” Grimes was willing and fol-
lowed witness to the village hall. He
denied that the hall door was locked
at any time while Grimes was inside.
He did not consider that he had given
the impression to Grimes that he was
in custcdy. He swore, however, that
Miller had asked him to and de-
tain Grimes. *“I'll stand tween you
and danger,” was what M said by
way of engouragement. He Would not
swear whether or not he had laid
hands on Grimes, s

Craig Awarded $1000. -

In the case of Craig v. The Canada
Permanent, an action for damigiges for
wrongful distress, already reported,
the jury gave the plaintiff $1000 dam-
ages.

At the conclusion of Mr, Kennedy's
evidence court adjournea till 10 o’clock
to-day.

Bifficulties Which are Encountered at the
House of Industry,

Tramps and their tricks were the
chief topics at the meeting of the
Board of the House of Industry yes-
terday. The report of the committee
on employment and casual poor said
that of 401 persons admitted to the
casual ward from December 20 to Jan.
20, 325 had refused to work.

Outside relief was granted during
the month of 288 males and 10 feniales.
At presént the house has 108 inmates,
81 of whom are males. Every day 120
gallons of soup are delivered to poor
families.

Rev. Mr. Baldwin reported the re-
ceipt of a letter of resignation as treas-
urer from Mr. Warring Kennedy. The
regignation was not accepted, the mem-
bers wishing Mr. Kennedy to serve out
his term of office.

The treasurer’s statement covered
the guarter from Oct. 31 to Deec. 3L
It showed expenditures totalling $2600.
The balance now on hand is about a
similar amount.

Superintendent Williamson reported
that tramps will not break stone, nel-
ther will the outdoor poor if they can
get fuel without doing so, and that if
it gets to be known among them that
they can come and stay by getting
letters from citizens they will become
simply intolerable.

Mr. Beverley Jones did not think the
citizens encouraged .tramps, but con-
tended that it was ridiculous to be
paying a staff. of officials, warming
the place and keeping it empty, while
respectable men are forced to beg for
money to pay for a bed elsewhere.
Through his insistence the officials
were instructed to not refuse a lodging
to residents of Toronto, who are will-
ing to work, but tramps are still re-
stricted to only three nights’ shelter
each menth.

Sir Charles T\:tpper’s Progress

in Cape Breton.

WARMLY WELCOMED EVERYWHERE

His Speech Delivered in 1878
Recalled.

The Miners Were Then Poverty-Stricken
and Despondent—The Nati 1 Policy
Has Made Them Comtented and Pros-
perous—Even Liberals Admit
Public Feeling in the County is With
Sir Charles—Remedial Legistation Wil}
be Mhemg"‘i‘o;

Sydney,C.B,, Jan. 22.—Enthusiastic as
was Sir Charles Tupper’s reception at
the chief towns along the Intercolonial
Railway during his trip down, it was
nothing to be compared to the whole-
souled welcome extended to him by the
people of Cape Breton County. Not-
withstanding the drifting snow, at ev-
ery station along the line from Grand
Narrows to Sydney, throngs of people
had gathered to cheer the train as it
swept by. and to catch a glimpse of
the man that the Liberal leaders
dread and fear and hate and abuse.
At Grand Narrows, Boisdale, North
Sydney, Leitch’s Creek and Sydney ad-
dregses were presefited, and the replies

of Sir Charles were cheered to. the |

echo. At some places the stations were
decorated, torpedbes exploded, volleys
fired, and at Sydney the assembled
throng joined in singing * God Save

the Queen” with a vim that was nev- |

erlheard before, amid falling snow and
rain.
The Heather on Fire. |
Only those present can appreciate
how generally the heather is on fire in
this county, and to what a pitch the
enthusiasm of the sturdy Highlanders
has been raised. It is particularly ap-
prepriate that the chieftain should seek
the suffrages of the people of Cape
Breton County on his return to public
life, for it was at the international
mine shipping piér in Sydney harbor
in 1878 that he fired the first gun of the
campalgn that reverberated across the
continent and resounded on the shores
of the Pacifle, It was then that he un-
folded the Natlonal Poliey, and pre-
dicted what it was destined to do for
Cape Breton and for Canada. That
year the mines were In a state of col-
lapse, the miners in a state of semi-
starvation, and despair and dismay
were written on the faces of the peo-
ple.
