We think they are en­
titled to quite as much credit aa tho 
United States capitalists who. In conjunc­
tion with Montreal people, are exploiting 
the coal mines of Nova Scotia and the iron 
mines of Newfoundland. If Mr. Tarte pro­
poses to hamper the Crow’s Nest Coal 
Company In its export trade, why doesn’t 
he suggest similar restrictive legislation 
for the Whitney combination which is ship­
ping thousands of tons of coal daily to the 
United States* The Montreal crowd, play­
ing into the bdnds of the C.P.R., are will­
ing to tie up the Toronto people, but we 
never beard of them Interfering with the 
export business of the Dominion Cool or 
Steel Companies, whose headquarters are 
in Montreal. What the Crow’s Nest Coal 
Company ask Is simply tne privilege of 
building a railway to carry the product 
of their mines to the United States. They 
propose to build the road themselvea, they 
ask no bonus. When the road is complet­
ed they will largely Iperease their staff of 
miners, and the carnage of their coal will 
afford employment to an Increased number 
of railway employes. Such an enterprise 
as this cannot fall to have an appreciable 
effect In developing British Columbia, in 
enlarging the market for the farmers of 
Alberta, and In extending the business of 
the merchants and manufacturers of East­
ern Canada.

Why Is It that Mr. Tarte and the C.P.K. 
wish to head off this development? Why 
do they seek to embarrass the company 
with restrictions that have never been ap­
plied, let alone suggested, to other enter­
prises? It Is Just possible the Crow’s Nest 
Company may be obliged, in order to pro­
tect Itself against the competition of rivals, 
to quote a lower rate on coal for shipment 
to the United States.

SANITARY V. PLUSH CARS. .
The Montreal Star has joined In the 

crusade against the so-called palace sleep­
ing car. The palace sleeping car, with its 
gorgeous trappings, its vulgar over-doing, 
so to speak, has no attractions for men 
and women who are accustomed to travel, 
especially by night. What travelers want 
iS\ a sanitary Instead of a luxurious car.

London, April 11.—The Slfton murder 
case has been adjourned for six months 
as a result of the plea, entered by Mr. E. 
F. B. Johnston in regard to the evidence 
of Mrs. Richardson, the wife of the rec­
tor of St. John's Church.

When the court opened this morning Mr. 
Riddfcll, addressing His Lordship, said 
that he found it Impossible, under the 
regulation of the code, to read the evi­
dence previously given by Mrs. Richard­
son, that the lady could not be produced 
as a witness and that she was not lu such 
a condition as ‘would permit of an exam­
ination by a commission.

Mr. Johnston replied that he would be 
unable to take the responsibility of pro­
ceeding In a case which involved such a 
grave charge without the production of so 
important a witness as he believed Mrs. 
Richardson to be. He protested that 
the counsel for the defence were not in 
collusion with Mrs. Richardson ; that 
they had any. knowledge of her where­
abouts was entirely out of the question.

Mr. Riddell pointed out that the county 
had already been put to great expense, 
and that the Crown would produce other 
witnesses who would take the place of 
Mrs. Richardson, but His Lordship, Sir 
William Meredith, declared that the ques­
tion of expense to the county could not be 
considered in such a case, when the 
charge involved a capital felony. Therfc 
has been an affidavit presented, he said, 
which set forth the fact that Mrs. Rich­
ardson was a material witness, and, in 
view of this, he would have to yield to 
the application of the defence for a post­
ponement. He adjourned the case until 
the next Assizes.

Canon Richardson's Case.
Mr. Riddell then presènted the true bill 

found by the grand jury against Canon 
piichardson, and, in doing so, told His 
Lordship that the rector had explained the 
circumstances satisfactorily, and that he 
bad undertaken to expedite the case of 
the Crown by producing Mrs. Richardson 
at whatever time she was able to stand 
the strain of au examination.

London, April 11.—At a secret meeting of 
the Filipino Junta held.here to day 85 rep­
resentative Filipinos from Madrid, Barce­
lona, Paris and Brussels wore present. 
The meeting considered a telegram from 
the Singapore Junta, which saVl that Gen. 
Mac Arthur was preparing to torture Aguin- 
aldo unless Agulnaldo took the oath of 
allegiance to the United states and signed 
the peace proclamation.

The Singapore Junta urged those present 
at this London meor’ ig to formulate a 
circular of protest directed to the Euro­
pean courts. It describes in detail tho 
engines of torture that were being erected 
by the Americans at the Malacauan Palace 
at Manila.

The meeting professed Intense anxiety 
over this telegram from Singapore. In spite 
of the publication here on April 2 of a 
despatch to the effect that Agulnaldo hail 
already sworn allegiance to the United 
States. The meeting adjourned pending tho 
receipt of a report that the tortures had 
actually been inflicted upon Agulnaldo, 
when It *was said their protest to the Euro­
pean courts would be filed If the Singa­
pore Junta so advised.
