I stared all round to see what they
were laughing at, but could sce nothing but
the man and the whip. Thinks [ to myselt,
I must either lack brains, or these people
wits, for I saw nothing worth laughing at,
when the uproar ceased. There next ap-
peared a fine field of corn, with woods and
waters, and everything as natural as life.
Presently a whole lot of singing men and
dancing women came running out of the
woods : they danced, sang, and cut all sorts
of capers for nearly half an hour. This, I
thought was well enough, only the lasses
wore their frocks ehorter than the fashion ;
&nd the ladies had no shawls on their neeks,
although it was winter. When I came out,
thinks I, this is no school for morality, and
no place for young men to sit; so I never
went back.

At this time (1794) I don't think there
were six pianofortes in the city : now [ sup-

ses were all better employed
the true yoke fellows, always drawing equal,
helping and cheering their good-men ns they
trudged along with the cures and burthens
of life. The mother and girls made all the
clothes in the family. No merchant tailors
aud their five hundred doliar bills in . those
days ; no notes lying over. In fact, for the
fiest fifteen years 1 lived in New-York, I ne-
ver heard of a protested note ; hence [ infer,
that the pressure in the money market is all
owiug to the increase of playhouses and pia-
nofortes ; because the solitary little play-
house, at that time, I don’t think would hold
over three hundred people; but now we have
seven or eight playhouses, and those so'large
as probubly to hold three thousand euch.
I have heard that thirty thousand dollars a
week woun't support the playhouses. Now,
only to think how many butchers and ba-
kers's bills might be paid with this money !

who one day while at dinner, had the baker’s
bill, amounting to scventy-five, brought up to
him : he took out his pocket book ; his wife
looks across the able—:* See, my dear, that
you leave money enough to buy the tickets;”
ten dollars were wanted fur the ticheis—there
were .but filteen in the book ; %0 the baker
had to call again and the play got the ten
dollars.  Next morning they had wothing for
their money but waking dreams. Now, how
many thousand supernumerary door-keepers
and stage-sweepers, men-singers, and women-
singers, lamp-lighters and fiddlers are killing
tine in those coucerns! If all the men were
felling trees and boeing corn, and all the
women making cloth and knitting stockings,
there would be no high pressure in Wall-
street, and the baker would not peed to call
again for his bill. /
When Washington was president, his wife
kuit stockings in Philadelphia, and the mo-
thers and daughters in New-York made all
the dough-nuts and cakes between Christ-
mas and New-Year’s :—now, the married
ladies are too proud to make dough-nuts :
besides, they don't know how ; so they e’en
gend to Madame Pompadour, or some other
French cake-maker, and buy sponge-cake
or tady-fingers for three dollars a pound.
In those days, New-York was full of sub-
stantial comforts; now it is full of splendid
isery ; then there were no gray-headed
spinsters, (unless they were very ugly indeed,)
for a man could get married for a dollar, and
begin honse-keeping for twenty; and in
washiong his clothes and cooking his victuals,
the wife suved more money than it took to
support her.  Now I have known a minister
lately to get five hundred dollars for buckling
a couple ; then wine, cake, other et ceteras,
five hundred more; wedding clothes and
Jewels, a thousand ; six or seven hundred in
driving to the Springs, or some desert moun-
tain ; then a house must be got for eight hun-
dred per annum, and furnished at an expense
of two or three thousand ; and when all is
done, his pretty wife can neither make a cake
nor put an apple in a dumpling. Then a
cook must be got at ten dollars per month ;
a chamber-maid, laundress, and seamstress,
at seven dollars each ; and as the fashiona-
ble folly of the day has banished the mistress
from the kitchen, those blessed helps afore-
said reign supreme; and while master and
mistress are playing cards in the parlor, the
servants are playing the devil in the kitchen :
thus, lighting the candle at both ends, it
soon burns out. Poverty comes in at the
door and drives Love out at the window. It
is this stupid and expensive nonsense which
deters so many unhappy bachelors from en-
tering the state of blessedness : hence you
find more deaths thao marriages in the
papers.

Forty-five years ago, our real wants were
few, and eusily supplied; our imaginary
waunts, none ; now our real wants are just as
few ; but the world and all it stores can't sup-
ply our imagivary ones. [In those days, men
got married at night, and went forth to work
in the morning, with all the sober realities of
life on their backs; now they get married in
the morning, and start off spendiug money,
as if the wedding-day would last through
life.

Much has been said and sung about the
improvements of the age, going to Albany in
ten hours, and to England in twelve days,
&ec. It may be so; but whattheu? I know
the folks were happier when we took three
days in going to Newburgh, eight to Albany,
and twelve weeks to Europe.—Then people
had time to live and to evjoy life : when the
wind came ahead, we furl=d our sails, or drop-
ped anchor ; when the tide turned we float-
ed up; with ten ortwelve passengers we had
no lack of amusement. Then we had no

CORRESPONDENCE RESPECTING THE

NORTH EASTERN BOUNDARY.

Mr. For to Jlr. Forsyth.
Wasiineron, Nov 1839.

Information which has bLeen reported to Licr Bri-
tannic Mujesty’s Government in England, n1d more
recent inteiligence which has Leen conveyed to the
undersigned by the British authorities in the Province
of New-Hrunswick, make it the duty of the under-
signed, her Britannic Majesty's Envoy Extraordina-
ry and Minister Plenipotentiary, to call the imme-
dinte and serious uttention of the Government of the
United States to the extensive and nuscrupuloas (al-
thougli it is to be hoped and believed-the unanthoriz-
ed) acts of encronchment which continta to be car-
ried on by the people of ilie State of Maine, within
the line of the disputed territory.

It is unnecessary here to recapitulate the terms of
the several agreements which were enter d into in the
montks of Februa d Jlarch last, first between
the Secretary of of the United States and the
undersigned, at V hington, and afterwarls betweea
the Lientenant Governor of New-Brunswick, the
Governor of Maine, and-3Major General Scott of the
United States army, for the purpose of averting the
danger of local coliision upon the frontier, pending
the final settlement of the boundary quustion between
the Governmeunts of Great Britain snd the United
States. The terms of those agreements, and their
true intent and meaning. are sufliciently well known.

Her Majesty's authorities have, on their part, not
only scrupulously adhered to the letter and spirit of
the engagements referred to, but tiey have been de-
sirous upon every occasion of interpreting iu the most
frank and libersl manuer any point upon which a
douht or cavil could arise.

Tbe undersigned, however, regrets to say that the
same correct and scrupulous observance has not mark -
ed the conduct of the people of Maine, or that of the
subordinate officers employed by the Governmeat of
the State.

The armed posse from the State of Maine, which
it was agreed upon should be allowed to remain in the
disputed territory, within certain himits, for the pur-
pose of guarding the timber upon the disputed lands
from waste and spoliation, has already advancad, it
appears, far beyond those limits, extending its opara-
tions and its armed occupation of tlie couatry along
the whole way from the valiey of the Restook to the
mouth of the Fish River, into the valley of the upper
St. John, and thus into a portion of the Madawaska
settlements. Al this is clearly at variance wiih the
terms and spirit of the engagements signed by the Go-
vernor of Maine, under the sanction and guarantes of
Gen. Scott.

The establishments also which have been formed
by the persons composing the armed parties, on the
banks both of the Restosk and of the Fish river, have
assumed an aspect and character more decidedly mili-
tary, and more resembling a permanent national pos.
session of the country, than can be either required or
justified in the civil posse uof u land agent, holding for
the sole purpose of preventing trespasses, the tempo-
rary occupation of a district which is claimed by two
parties, and the title to which is not yet settied be.
tween them, Theso ectablishments er stalions are
fortified with entrenchmeuts and with caonom, and
the number of srmed men composing (heir garrisons
is far grenter than the occnsion can warrant. A per-
manent State roud iv also being eonstructed from the
frontier of Maine into the valley of the Restook, and
from thence om the south side of the St. John to the
Fish river, the olject of which road is to eonnect those
portions of the disputed territory with the tewus of
Augusta snd Bangor, and otber seknowledged parte
of the State of Muine.

It moreover appears that land surveyors, acting un-
der the authority of the State of Maive, are -
ed in marking out lots and towwships within the
aforesaid portion of the disputed territory ; and thag

The undersigned Secretary of State of the Unites
ftates, having in pursuance of directions.from the
President, requested the Governor of Muine, th com.
municate to him such information as might be in hi-
yossession in relation to a complaiot preferred by M
Fox, Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten-
liary of Great Britain, in a note duted 2d ult., of th
&lleged encroachments on the part of the State o
Maine, upon the territory in dispute on the North
eastern frontier of the United States, is enabled, by &
recent communication from the Governor of the
State, to luy Leiore Mr. Fox, for the information of
his Government, the following statements and obser-.
sations.,

With reference to the first ground of complaint
the undersigned is informed that, early last spring
the land ageot of Maine despatched a small force.
comsisting of about twenty-five men, to Fish River
for the purpose of dispersing & band of trespassers un
detstood to huve been operating at that place, in con
sequence of which the trespassers’ camps were broker
up, some of tliem diiven off, and a few, with thai
teams, brought to the settlement vn the Aroostook
Lut subsequently released : that the lnnd agent. in
farther pursuance of what he deemed his duty, again
sent a party of ahout the same number of men, b
the mouth of Fish River, to extend a boom across it
{u order to prevent the timber, which had been cut
by the trespasses, from being driven out into the St
Jehn, and to hinder further depredations by cutting
The object of the expedition had been accomplished
and the party remained on the ground at the date o'
the Governor's communication.

So tar the undersigned is unable to perceive tha
mny thing hae been done by the people of Maine, in
any way contraveniag the spirit of the agreement ¢n.
tered into with Mr. Fox, or that of the arrangement
proposed by General Scott, and subscribed to by the
suthiorities of Maine and New Brunswick. In th
first_place, the territory contiguous to the mouth
of Fish River, on either side of the St. Johns.
¢an, in no proper sense, be considered as included in
the Madawaska settlement. It is distant some
twenty-five miles above it, and the two points are
not connected Ly any continuous occupations or set.
tlements of the country. But even if the point re.
ferrud to formed part of the Madawaska settlement,
the agreement of the 27th Februery stipulated that,
in the event of necessity for dispersing notorious ires.
passers, or protecting public property from depreda-
tion, by armed force, the operation would be conduct-
c jointly or separately, according to agreements be-
tween the Governments of Maine and New Bruns-
wick. Under such an agreement, negociated through
the agency of General Scott, the Governor of Maine
~wae to maintain within the disputed territory, under

- a Jaud agent, a small civil posse, armed or unarmed,
10 protect the timber recently cut, and to prevent
fariber depredations, without any limitation as to the
sphere of its operation within the bounds of the dis-
puted decritory. To the sitainment of thase ends,
1he parties detachied by the Maine land agent nppears,
#0 far as the undersigned is informed, to have been
strictly confised.

As to the military aspect and character alleged by
Mr. Fox to have been assumed by the parties on the
Restook and Fish Rivers, it appenrs that those des-
patched to the last mentioned points, composed as
stated, each of about twenty-five men, neither militis
2or souldiers, but hired lnborers,were, it is true, armed
with muskets, and had extended a boom across the ri-
var, and erected a blockhouse for its protection and
their own against the numerous Lands of lawless men,
grown desperate Ly being deprived of their accustom-
ed plunder, and over whom her Majesty's anuthorities
uppour to have exercised bLut little controul. Such
measures of precaution canuot but be regarded s
dictated by prudential motives, if not by the necessity
of the case, and the fitness and extent of 1he prepara-
tions.appear 1o the undersigned questions which could
oot understandingly be discussed sway from the scene
and which, of necessity,can only e properly of action,
decided by those persons whose ssfety was to Le se-

The undersigned has lost no time in transmitting
to Her Majesty's Government the official note of the
secretary of State. e has, in the meantime, to ex-
yress his extreme regret that the explanations fur-
rished by the authorities of the Stute of, Maine, and
‘ommunicated to the undersigned by the Secretary of
State, in 1elétion to the encroachments complained
of, Loth as regards the construction of roads and of
»yublic works, and the sule and alienation of lends, are
of a character which must render them wltogether un-
atisfictory to the Government of Great Britain, It
wvould appenr, in fact, as if a reference by the Gene-
ral Government to the authorities of Muine, of the
-omplaints preferred by Great Britain, had produced
10 other reply cr explantion, from the uuthorities of
Muine, than a reiteiation of their intention to persist
n the commission of the acts complained of, whather
in accordance with the obligations of internutional
justice or not,

‘The undersigned does not permit himself to relin-
quish the hope, that through the wisdom and integrity
if the Generul Government of the United States, in
anison with the sincere endeavours of her Mujesty's
Government, it will still Le found possible to bring
the pending controversy of the disputed boundary to
4 satisfuctory and amicable conclusion ; but it is cer-
tain that the public acts, and public declarations of
the authorities of Maine, are continually ealculated.
as far as in them lies, to render such amicable conclu-
sion more difficalt and more distant.

With reference to the concluding part of the official
note of the Secretary of State, wherein observatfous
wre made upon certain reported movements of British
troops in the neigbourhood of Linke Temiscouta, and
at other points within that portion of the territory
where, according to the provisional agreements enter.

thority, pending the uegotiation of the Boundary
question, the undersigned can distinctly assure the
Secretary of State, that there exists no intention on
the part of her Majesty's authorities to cancel or in-
fringe the terms of those provisional engagements, so
long as the sume are observed with fidelity Ly the
other party.

the State of Muine to revoke, during its present ses.
sion, the provisional agreements now in force, and to
authorize some new and extensive act of aggression
over the disputed terriory.  And the undersigned
lias regretted to observe that the language of the
Goveroor of Maine, in his recent message to the Le-
gislature, at the opening of the n, is calculated

to encourage rather than to restraio such rash and ob-
noxious designs,

repeat to the Secretary of State of the United Stutes
the assurance of his distinguished consideration.

DestrucTive Fire.—Monday evening about 7
o’clock, a fire broke out in the store No. 18 Front
street, occupied by Jumes A. McNeish as a grocery
and produce wareh The building an
were entirely consumed.
While this fire was still raging, 8n alurm was
souuded for the Fou.th Distciet, which was found ts
proveed from the thrée story store No. 164, South
street, occupied by Forkee & (o, as a smith shop—
heing filled with combustibles from ceilar to garvet,
the buiiding was quickly consumed. No. 163;0ccu-
pied by John Gilmertiv, was much dumaged. The
large store, kuown us Thomas H. Saith’s store, was
on fire several tio s, but was fortunztely preserved
for the time.

About three o'clock, the above fire broke out
afresh, und soon obtained such headway that the ut-
most_exertions of the firemen were insuflicient to
check the progress of the flames. The Juge store
(Smith's) was entirely destroyed, with all the valua-
ble conrents, which were in the building on storage.
Among thera were the entive eargoes of the chipe
Covington and Nantasket recentty arrived from Can-
ton, consisting in part of twenty thousand pucionges |
of ted, twenty-five hundred bales of Muuilla )|rnvp,|
uhout the <ame quantity of eotton, & large number af!

No. 162, corner of Dover and South streets, occu-
pied below by B. Dayton, as a ship chundlery, wnd
above by Henry Dougherry, Sailmaker, shared the
same fate ; uod che extensive store of Messrs. Eggles-
ton und Battell, iron mongers, on the corner of Front
and Dover streets, wus also entirely consumed, with
the contents,

The large store (Smith’s) was worth 80,000 del-
lars, and was insured for 16,000.

The pubiic store, No. 269 Front street, contained
proadeloths worth 150,000 dollars, which were par-
tially insured,

The total amount of loss is probahly ubout one
million three hundred thousand dollers, and this

estimate we make on iuformation obtained in most
caews from good sources. Boch fires on Monduy
night, there is uttle doubt, were the work of design.

Anorucn Dreaorun Fire.—--Tuesday
night about 1 o'clack, an alarm of fire was
raised, which was found to proceed fiom the
Fifth District, whither the firemen repaired
with their wonted alacrity, It commenced
at No. 81, Pearl street, occupied on the
ground floor by Sheppard & Farquhar, dry
good dealers, and on the secound story by J.
M. Hayden, stock and collar dealer. The
fire originated in M. Haydeu’s store. This
store runs through to Stone strect, and was
entirely destroyed.

No. 79 Pearl street, occupied by Jackson
& Deul, on the ground floor, dry good mer-
chants, and by Alexander Soultau, French
importer, on the second story. This building
also runs threugh to Stone street--burnt down.

No. 83 Pearl street, occupied by Messrs.
Underhill and Seymour,crockery dealers, also
runs through to Stone street—burnt down. -

No. 85 Pearl street, occupied by Tweedy,
Mozier & Co., dry good dealers, first floor by
Wolff and Hendrick, German importers, also
fronts on Stone street—very much injured.

No 87, Pearl street, occupied by John V.
Greeufield, crockery dealer, runs through to
Stone street.  Loss $30,000 —insured. Mr.
Greenfield owns this building, and Nos. 79
and 81l—burnt down.

Nos. 78 and 75 Pearl street, occupied by
Lord and Stebbins, dry goad dealers, on the
ground floor, by Charles C. Buckster on the
second floor, wholesale stock and collar
dealer—partially damaged.

The stocks of goods of Sheppard & Farqu-
har, J. M. Hayden, and Underhill & Sey-
mour, were all destroyed. The remainder
were principally saved,

The stoppage of the fire at the limits we
have above described may be attributed
more to the fact that the buildings destroyed
were provided with iron shutters, which were
kept closed throughout, than to any other
cause. i

Iu a very short time after the fire broke
out, the supply of water from the hydrants
was alimost entirely exhausted, and the fire-
wen were dependent for a supply upon the
suction hose in the docks.

The amount of loss sustained cannot fall
short of 200,000, of which only 8100,000
was covered by insurance. The loss would
have been much greater, but at this season
of the year, all the wholesale dealers keep as
little stock on hand as possible.

This fire affords another proof of the folly
of erectimg buildings in the * latest and ost
impreved manner,’ meaning, that to save ex-
pense in bricke, the walls shall be only about
six inches in thickness. As for lime in the
mortar, that essentinl article is now entirely
out of use, ns may readily be ascertained by
a visit to either of the late fires. The bricke
are as clear from any marks of mortar as
though the article was not in use.

I the city infested by incendiaries # s it &
den of thieves and robbers and cutthroats ?  So it
would seem fiom the tragedies which, have been
enucted here within a few weeks past. If this he un-
true ; if we are, us we say, a quier, orderly, and well
governed municipality—where ean be fourd the frue
cause of our calamities P Let us look to the fin
department,  Nolit will not be allowed to utter »
word in censure of the volunteers—they work for no-
thing, and it is hard that they should toil night after
night und be censured for their puins.  So itis; the
firemen do s well ue any unrewarded luborers can, but
they afford w striking illustration of the truth—* that
which is not worth puying for is not worth having.’
Here it cannot be deuied that a difficulty exists—a
serious, lamentahle evil which demuands a remedy.
There must be a puid fire-police, organized as it is in
the Europenn cities, if we would effectually quell the
fearful tide of misfortunes, which now threatens to in.
volve the property and lives of our citizens,

We, Americans, are famed for our sagacity in de-
vising ways and means to escupe daunger—but not till
after it has come and gone ; not till it has epread ruin
wbout us, We have all been very wise uhout the
Lexington. * This ought to have been done,” and
* that should have Leen guarded aguwinst ;" *“ every
stenmboat should be supplied with fire-engines,’” and
* there ought to be iron barriers around the pipe
“ the rudder should have been guided by chai
ulonie,” &, &e. Al this is very good—but why wase
it not thought of previous to the last trip of thut
* Fatal and perfidious bark.”

After etreets and squares of buildings shall be piled
up in blackened masses, we shall begin to shake our
heads, and muke exclamations, and point out the ways
and means of avoidance.

The effeers of the great fire in December, 1885,
nave never ceased to be felt. They may be traced
in the calamitous state of the times. Fiftcen millions
of property utterly unnihilated, leaves a gap,which the
wssiduous industry of long. years can alone supply.
That one night’s dreadful woik shook 1o its centre
the fubrie of our commercial prosperiiy, sud it has not
yet heer wo repuired as to stagd firm and stedfust on
irs foundati v 1f we remain desaf o the presdmo.

that had the buckets been manned at the commence-
ment of the fire, it would have Leen immediately ex-
tinguished,  Also, inasmuch as the engive could not
he stopped, from the rapid progress of the fire, with
vresence of mind. of the officer, and a strict discipline
of the crew, the boats could have been lnunched, and
a large portion of the passengers and crew, if not the
whole, might have been saved.

It is the opinion of this Jury that the present In.
spectors of Steamboats, either from ignorance or neg-
lect, have suffered the steamboat Lexington to navi-
gnte the Sound at the imminent risk of the lives and
property of the passengers, giving a certiticate stating
a full compliance with the laws of the United States,
while in our opinion such was not the case.

* That the system s adopted on board the Lexing-
ton of using blowers on board of boats is dangerous,
which has been proved to this Jury by competent wit-
And that the conduct of the officers of the
steamboal Lexington on the night of the 13th of

some attention, We learn that the Common Coun.
cil have hud the Drafc of a Petition to the Legisla-
ture relative to this matter, under consideration. The
petition complains of the enactmer:ts of the short Ses«
sion as burdensome, urions, unequal, and oppressive
in their operation, and praying that the City may be
relieved, either by a repeal of the obnoxious law, or
else by a pecuniary grant to enable them to meet the
damages elaimed under it. The Petition etates the
amount of the damages to be paid to proprietors for
land taken to widen the streets, as follows :

Dock Street, £7680
Nelson Street, 6629
Smyth Street, 4950
Total Assevsment, £19,259

By the terms of the Act, the City Corporation are
hound to pay this heavy amount to the proprietors in-
jured, within six months, or otherwise are liuble to be
sued and have their property taken in execution.
Three-fourths of the amount is to be levied on the
inhabitants of the burnt district, whose properties nre
supposed to be benefited by the change, and the re-
maining fourth on the other inhabitants of the City.
