From. Their Work are Com-
ing—A Look Back at What

Has Been Done
o, TRl

Probably few people realize the amount
of workor the kind of work that is being
done in a quiet way to advance the inter-
ests of St. John and to make the city bet-
ter known as a place ‘to do business in
and to live in, The St. John Board of
Trade for some months has been engaged
in an active campaign to promote the wel-
fare and upbuilding of the city and they
have reason to believe that their efforts
are meeting with success. - Numerous in-
quiries have been received from manufac-
turers abroad concerning the possibilitizs
of St. John for industrial development and
it is apparent that attention is being di-
rected this way.

Investigations have been and'are being
made which reveal immense expansion in
certain lines of trade, manufacture and
transportation. Articles showing the
gmwth of the city in various ways have
been prepared and published in the daily
press and special articles have been sent
to papers and magazines abroad.  This
work is still going on and will be enlarged
as circumstances permit.

Good Advertising

IFor some time the hoard has been send-
ing out weekly news letters to more. than
100 newspapers in Canada and the United
States and the publication of these let-
ters cannot fail to attract attention to

Johin. The letters aim to give infor-
mation about the city and province that
would tend to show manufacturers that
this is a good location for industrial
plants. Up to the present time about
2,000 c¢olumns of news matter has been
gent out and it will continue week by
week. Expressions of appreciation have
been reccived from a’ large majority of the
papers receiving the letters.

In order to get the children of the pub-
lic “Eckiools ‘interduted “in the development
of St. John, members of the board con-
tributed $40 in cash prizes for the best es-
say on the subject by any of the school
children. About seventy essays were re-
ceived and the judges will make their
awards known in a few days.

To try to secure the goodwill of the com-
mercial travellers, a lot of neat cards were
printed and these were distributed in the
hotels weekly, biding the traveller wel-
come to the city and inviting him to visit
the board of trade rooms and look over
the papers of his home town. Many of the
travellers are availing themselves of the
opportunity.

Members of the board have personally
interviewed 143 manufacturers in St. John
urging them to make a display at the ap-
proaching Dominion Fair, and as a result
many manufacturers who would otherwise
have paid no attention to the matter, have
been induced to secure space. It also plan-
ned to have a unique board of trade ex-
hibit.

In its efforts to formulate some concrete
propositions to induce new industries to
establish here, the board has made cer-
tain recommendations to the common
council for its adoption. The eity author-
ities have also been asked to have an up-
to-date map of the city prepared, showing
the water and sewerage connection and
possible manufacturing sites with rail and
steamship connection. The preparation of
this map is now under way.
#In order to arrive at some conclusion
g5 to what line of manufacturing 8t.

- goods might, in the opinion of the mer-
chants, be profitably manufactured here,
. %sent to the business men of

the Mt g for their opinions and sug-
gestions. This ereated a great deal of in-
terest, as a large number of replies’ were
received, all of which contained good sug-
gestions and showed that a great deal of
thought had been given to the matter. A
number of these replies have been pub-
lished in the city newspapers.

The secretary of the board is in corres-
pondence with a large number of English
and United States manufacturers who are
contemplating a change from their present
Jocation or are considering the advisability
of establishing a Canadian branch.

Some of The Channels Used

Specially  prepared illustrated articles
regarding St. John and New Brunswick
have been supplied to papers such as the
Toronto (ilobe, New York Herald and
. Lewiston Journal, and an article relating
to camping in New Brunswick, with illus-
tration, was furnished to a newspaper in
Ireland. The Maritime Merchant also used
a specially prepared illustrated article.

Five thousand card hangers have been
distributed among the merchants from
time to time and their messages have done
much to stimulate civie pride in St. John
Seven different cards have been issued.
The first lot was sent to 500 citizens and
the subsequent six cards have had a cir-
culation of 730 each.

INTERESTING RELICS
AND ANTIQUES

(York, Maine, /Transcript.)

In the Putnam House, now occupied by
A. M. Bragdon ad family, there are many
interesting relics and antiques which would
delight the soul of a collector in these
things. Old china, paintings, chairs and
many other things go to make a most in-
teresting history. The house iteelf has a
most interesting history having been or-
1gma.lly started more than 100 years ago,
and since when no less than three adui-
tions have been made to it. It still re-
tains all the outward characteristics of the
days when our country was in its infancy,
save where necessity has forced the pres-
ent owners to remodel it.

Probably the most interesting thing in
their collection is a whistling tankard,
which derives its name from the fact that
the tankard, turned upside down, shows
a whistle, on which the owners used to
summon the servant.

The tankard will hold about a quart and
a half of liquid. It is in excellent shape,
being smootn and bright. On the front is
engraved the coat of arms of the Moulton
family, while on the knob of the handle
is inscribed the following:

“Presented by Sir William Pepperell to
Col. Jeremiah Moulton for gallant service
at the battle of Louisburg, June 17, 17745.”

On the handle are these letters, engznv
ed in the old style.

The J is made like a capital I with a
lined rawn through the centre of the let-
ter.

Ir addition to the inscription relating to
Col, Moulton’s service in battle, there is
also a drawing entitled, “Taken by :he
English, June 1745” which is in reality a
map of the fortifications.

' The tankard was made by John Burt.

The battle of Louisburg occurred in
what is known in history as King Georg’s
war. The fortifications at Louillburg were
suposed to be the strongest in America at
that time. The French, who had been

‘| driven from ‘Acadia or Nou Scotia, were

determined to regain their lost territory,
so they built Louisburg on the Island of
Cape Breton. It looked as though they
would regain Acadia, but Sir William Pep-

/| perell defeated their plans by gathering a

force of hardy New England men and
wresting Louzsburg from its defenders.
Pepperell was ont a soldier, and did not
make this movement by authérity of the
king but bis own personality gave him a
large following. Col. Jeremiah Moulton,
as one of Pepperell's staff, distinguished
hl;;]\elf and was later prebented the tank-
ar

The Putnam House, so called, was built
by Col. Jeremiah Moulton’s father, whose
name was also Jeremiah. The initials “J.
M.” are still to be seen roughly carved in
the wood work of the timbers.

‘A MONUMENT T0

THE “BLAGK MAMMY"

Plans to Memoﬂallze the Umque
Character of the Southern Days
of Long'Ago

From Galveston comes a suggestion full
of noblest sentiment, and in that city and
by the very pick and flower of its busi-
ness men there has been set on foot a
movemént which should receive the aid
of people everywhere, and especially of
the people of ‘the sonth and if there be
any difference at all in the measure of ob-
ligation among that people the measure is
the largest on the part of those who can
remember the dear old “black mammy”
of the days of long ago.

. The movement has for its object the er-
ection of a monument to perpetuate the
memory of the “black mammies” of the
south. What that homely and familiar
phrase means countléss thousands can tes-
tify, and how hearts are stirred, and how
the fountain of tears, touched by mem-
ory’s magic wand, sends forth its tribute
of grateful love, there is many a witness
to testify who looks back toward the past
through the mist of unbidden tears. That
the people of Galveston, who have dis-
played such splendid courage and so loft-
ily illustrated the highest type of civic fi-
delity and,virtue, should be first to move
in a matter so utterly disconnected from
every thought of gain, and born solely of
tender sentiment, add another flower to
their chapter of honor.

A monument in honor of the “black
mammies” would be unique among mem-
orials, because the ‘black mammy,” was
unique. :

She has no model, or counterpart in all
history. No character in all the social or
domestic realm of any land.or any age
of which there is preserved the memory of
history or tradition filled her place or
would serve as a standard whereby to
measure the value of her simple and un-
selfish service of the duration of her in-
fluence.

She was essentially sui generis. The past
furnished no precedent, the present had
no parallel. Wholly unlearned, without
even the rudiments of education, holding
with unshakable belief to all manner of
superstition, filled with terror and direful
foreboding if the “squeech” owl was heard
even once at twilight; stopping to break,
by some rude incantaiton the ‘‘spell” if
the ‘“‘molly cottontail” crossed the road
ahead of her; believing in “hants” and
“sperrits” and ‘“‘ghostes’”’ even as she be-
lieved in her own identity; with hell fire
and brimstone as essential ingredients of
her religious belief—and yet she was the
truest, most faithful, most trustful, most
devoted creature ‘that ever served with
simple faith and love sincere in the sphere
“in which it bad pleased God to place
her.”

How intense was her pride in her
“white folks!” How tender, how constant
was her love for her white “chilluns!”
How lordly, how sovereign her contempt
for all those who, according to her ideals
were not “quality folks!”

She was the arigtocrat of aristocrats, the
patrician of patricians; no standard so
high as hers; no test of “quality” and
blood so inexorably rigid. She was the
self-appointed and watchful guardian of
the dignity, pride and honor of the fam-
bly” Whatever concerned her *“white
folks” concerned her. If she belonged to
them, they in a different—but in her sight
no less real—sense belonged to her, and
she was ever ready to defend with the zeal
of a fanatic the faith to which she held,
that the were ‘“the qualityest people that
ever was,”’ and that to compare with them
any who measured not up to her standard

i was profanation unpardonable.

Her faith in (od was the simple, trust-
ing faith of childhood, unclouded by doubt,
undisturbed by mysticism or metaphysic-
al refinement, which had no place in the
narrow field of her mental operations.

The rude, crude prayers formed by her
unlearned lips were lifted to the heaven
in which she believed with the unques-
tioning faith that theéy would be heard
and answered by a merciful Father who
ruled and reigned there.

Many a man and woman whom the
world acclaims great knelt at *“Black Mam-
my’s” knees to say his and her evening
prayer, and was soothed to sleep in the
twilight hour in her big black arms by the
crooning of her lulaby songs, and, no mat-
ter how many years have passed, or how
far they have wanderéd, in her eyes they
are yet her ‘‘chillun.”

Let memorials to “black mammy” be
built in every state, but no genius can
conceive nor constructive skill fashion a
shaft or column er monument which will
worthily symbolize her patience, her love,
her fidelity. Yet let the best be done that
lies within the compass of artistic power.
Her memory will outlive granite and mar-
ble and bronze. Though her skin was
black, her soul was white, and in that
land where God giveth the faithful rest
the voice which hummed and crooned soft
tender lullabies here will join the ever-
lasting song—Houston Chronicle.

BEGIN WITH THE BOYS

In the midst of the change and activity
which marks the progress of the city the
bench-boarders on the squares and the
" loafers in other sections remain a com-
. paratively fixed quantity from year to
year, Therein lies a problem. In this
progressive city, in a progressive mew
country of boundless opportunity, there
are-to be found a certain number of per-
sons—far too large a number—who are
without ambition and take no pains to
improve their condition.

No reference is here made to the man
who is temporarily out of work, or is
recovering from illness, or has come as a
stranger to the city. There are always
some such men, and sometimes quite a
large number of them. They are not idle
from choice, and do not long remain idle.

But there are too many able-bodied men
who prefer not to work. If one of them
takes a job and it proves a hard job, he
throws it up. Hard work does not agree
with him. Many of these men are addict-
ed to drink. Some have police court
records because of drunkenness. Others
are moving steadily in the same direction.

These idlers from choice are a burden
upon somebody. It may be a wife or mo-
ther or sister who keeps up the home, if
there is no father or brother to depend
upon. If the loafer does a certain amount
of work the wages earned go for the most
part to the saloons. The -citizen who
goes about the streets with his eyes open
may easily distinguish the type.

How may this condition of affairs be
improved? The question ought to be ap-
proached seriously, sinee it affects the
whole community to gfeater or less ex-
tent. It ought to be made so unpopular
to be a loafer that the tribe would de-
crease to the vanishing point. Yet we pro-
vide comfortable benches for the grown-
up loafers and let the boys run wild until
they arrive at the pblice court. They are
the recruiting ground from which the
Joafers and petty criminals of later years
.come,

Why not begin by trying to do some-
thing with and for the boys?

BENEFITING THE CITY

The article on another page of this is-
sue telling something about the recent uec-
tivity of the board of trade advertising
committee shows that this committee has
been doing conscientious and effective work
both at home and abroad for the good of
St. John. People in St. John are talking
with greater confidence about the future
because their attention has been pointedly
directed to the. facts concerning recent
“growth and development. People else-
where are talking and thinking more about
St. John because striking facts concerning
its growth have been.brought to their at-
tention in a striking way. It pays to ad-
vertise, both at home and abroad. The
merchant who advertises his wares knows
that he is not always able to trace a busi-
ness transaction directly to an advertise-
ment, but he knows that the cumulative
effect of - well-conducted publicity is in-
creased {rade. The people become familiar
with his name and his business, and pres-
ently he finds that his trade is growing.
There is no doubt that the activity of the
advertising committee of the board of
trade has been of great benefit, first by
creating a more general spirit of local con-
fidence and enterprise, and second by
making better known abroad the fact that
the (anadian winter -porL is also a good
field for manufacturing enterprise. The
committee should be provided with funds
to continue and enlarge its work.

has described as “the melting-pot of the
nations,” introduces many serious prob-
lems of a social character, and the task
involved should be welcomed as a privi-
lege and a test of the efficiency of our in-

stitutions ‘and ideals.

A NOBLE EXAMPLE

A writer in the Brooklyn Eagle tells the
story of a man who invested $50,000 in an
inetitution for boys, and $50,000 more in
a Maine farm for boys. The former was
a city and the latter a country institution
for the making of men out of the raw
material gathered from the streets and al-
leys of the tenement district. The form-
er has done a most valuable work, al-
though the writer in the Eagle does not
give particulars of its method. He calls
it a “factory” for the making of men.
The story of the farm, however, is more
definite, and intensely interesting, After
telling of the investment of $50,000 in the
city institution the wrier says:—

“The same investor next turned his eyes
toward a unique farm in Maine, which
was quite a distance from his temporary
summer home, but the story of which had
appealed to his imagination. It had been
started by a man who is perhaps one of
the most successful farmers in his line in
the world, It was started with $20 in cash,
a definite policy, an unbounded faith in
God, and a confidence in the philanthroph-
ic spirit, that the farmer believed existed
among his fellowmen. This farm had
grown from a property consisting of 125
acres of .land, two old barns and rods
of old Virginia fence to a plant represent-
ing an investment approximating $300,000.
It was a farm that reached out into the
rural and the city districts of New Eng-
land and New York and found boys who
were in deadly moral peril and offered
them a home, a place to work hard and
ap all-around physical, intellectual, indus-
trial and moral education. From an annu-
al capacity of three boys per year, the
farm had grown so that it could accom-
modate one hundred boys per year. Thous-
ands of boys, however, who were in per-
il in Brooklyn, in New York, in Boston
and in other cities had been unable to
gain admittance to the farm on account
of the lack of room and financial resources.
When his mind was fully made up and
every proof obtained that the farm which
planted boys at the tender ages of 8 to
12, and raised a crop of men worth while,
was efficiently administered, the investor
quietly gave the farmer $300 for current
expenses. He studied the situation and
did some thinking. Finally, he came back
here to New York City. On April 20, 1904,
he turned over to the farmer $50,000
in bonds and stocks and told him to
erect a house on the farm as a memorial
to the investor’s father and mother and
to use the balance of the fund to endow it
forever, so that each year a special group
of boys can be planted on the farm and
taught how to become men. OUne day the
investor remarked to the writer “I have
put $50,000 into the ‘Factory’ and $50,000
into the ‘Farm.’ Let any other man who
is inclined to invest money in the interest
of the boyhood of America just watch
the two investments, and a few years will
tell which investment will give the great-
est dividend in actual profit in character
building.”

This investor in manhood is described as
a man of wealth, well known in both
New York and London, who has studied
conditions that affect the finances of the
world, and who looks for returns from his
investments. But there is another side to
his nature, and he has also studied condi-
tions that affect~the character of boys.
The Eagle writer adds:—

“He is still watching the record of the
rise and fall in value of bank stock and
railroad investments, but his real heart in-
terest is in the factory that he founded
and the farm that he invested in, and a
score of other man-making agencies that
he knows about. He may never give an-
other dollar toward any form of philan-
thropic investment, but that is not pertin-
ent to this article. We simply know that
if he does invest any money in philan-
thropic work it will be in some field
where there is a reasonable hope that the
work will be conducted with efficiency
and economy and where a dollar’'s worth
of hard earned momey will bring back
a reasonably large amount of actual value
in character formation. He loves hu-
manity and is centering his interest in
the boy because he believes that it is
easier to mould plastic boyhood than to
remould hardened manhood; that it is
better to try to form good habits than to
reform bad habits; that it is fairer to
prevent crime than to punish the crim-
inal and more business-like to cultivate a
strong virile manliness than to eradicate
the evils that come from a misdirected
life.” L

A PHONOGRAPHIC MUSEUM

Tamagno’s Former Sweetheart
Faints at Dead Singer’s Voice

|

The French Anthropological Society,
continuing its campagn in favor of the
establishment of a phonographic museum
is gradually adding to the interesting col-
lection of nearly 500 cylinders offered to
it by Dr. Azoulay. These include records
of ‘the languages and Gdioms spoken all
over thé globe! “phonograme” of conver-
sations in-the language of the Laplanders
contributions by Kaffirs and the natives
of the Soudan and Dahomey, improvisa-
tions by Annamite, Chinese and Japanese
poets, Russian and Polish choruses, and
many other curious and interesting speci-
mens of the spoken word.

The phonographic cylinders deposited in
the vaults of the opera are a valuable ad-
junet to the collection of the Anthropo-
logical Society, and among the most re-
cent additions to the records of those at-
tached to the Academie Nationale de Mu-
sique et de la Dance are discs reproducing
the voices of Note, Delmas, Mlle. Breval,
Granjean and Mlle. Hatto.

All these well known singers have will-
ingly sung for posterity without expecting
any remuneration. But when one of the
oldest ‘‘pensionairres’” at the Opera was
asked to do likewise, he replied that he
was quite willing on condition that he
received £20. He is still waiting for the
money, and it is to be feared that if he
holds to his conditions future generations
will be condemned to live in ignorance of
the charms of his voice. It is not always
an unmixed blessing to be able to repro-
duce the organ of a dead vocalist, as the
following anecdote will show:

Tamagno, the famous Italian 'singer
was at one time very fond of a young wo-
man, who also loved him passionately.
When Tamagno died the young woman,
heartbroken, retired to the country for a
long time. Eventually she returned to
Rome and resumed her former mode of
life. One day she went to a musical festi-
val at a theatre in the capital. During
the entr'acte selections were given on a
phonograph. Suddenly from the instrument

Facts About The Sturgeom

The sturgeon is called a roal fish, but
few people are aware of the reason of
this. It is not because of its bedutiful,
glistening armour of shining scales or the
strange tasting roe that is made into
caviare, but because,according to an act of
Edward II, which seems to be still in
force, all sturgeon belonged to the crown.
The act in part is as follows: “The king
shall have Wrack of the sea throughout
the realm. Whales or great sturgeons
taken in the sea or elsewhere in the
realm belong to the crown, except in cer-
tain pleces privileged by the King.”

The largest species of the sturgeon is
the great Huso, which inhabits the rivers
and inland seas of Russia. It is some-
times as much as 24 feet long, while the
smallest is the Steriet, only aboyt three
feet long. Sturgeon seek their food in
the mud at he bottom of the: rivers,
plowing this up with their long isnouts,
which are protected with broad' plates
and have curious worm-like “feelers” ‘a
little way behind, and on the under side
The work of these feelers is to ,ex-
amine the treasures turned up the
snout, and it is from their habit of stir-
ring the mud that sturgeons most likely
gained, their name. This comes from the
German word “storen,” which , means to
“poke up,” or stir. :

And when that queen: herself passed away
our pulpits brought tributes as sincere,
and many of them as eloquent, as any
that were Jaid in her tomb.

We sincerely mourn the unexpected re-
moval of our gracious king, and we desire
to pay a mark of profound respect to his
memory.

We shall consider him in five relations,
and briefly upon each.

1—In relation to that stage of national de-
velopment which had been reached when
he ascended the throne.

Our kings in by-ggne generations had
ruled over a little island kingdom. Only
gradually were oversea colonies added,
and they had not a very close connection
with the séat of power at home. Not
only is there a contrast with a distant
past; but one still nearer. How different
was the empire to which Edward VTII.
succeeded from that nation over which
his mother in 1837 was called to sway the
sceptre. This is not the occasion to at-
tempt any review of the Vietorian era,
which was so well done by many when
the great queen died. We need only to
refer to the wonderful expanison of that

' period to show that her successor entered
into a2 much greater and more glorious
heritage than- that which fell, as a young
fjueen, to her portion. Within her long
reign the advancement was altogether
phenomenal. = There was development
commercial, territorial and imperial.
Agd yet with this expansion a growing
cohesion—so that all the scattered depen-
dencies were welded into one vast em-
pire. Conquest bore the flag into new
climes. 'Peace had her victories no less
renowned than war. Exploration opened
hitherto unknown lands. Commerce link-
ed Great Britain with the uttermost parts
of*the world. Emigration carried the chil-
dren of the old country into distant places
of the earth.

England’s colonial domain became vastly
extended. And those colonies grew into
self-acting nations. standing as queenly
daughters around the motherland.
“We think of India, which from
being the  half-barbarous scene cf
a trading company’s operations,
became the most wonderful and populous
dependency of the British crown. We
think of the growth and consolidation of
Australia, which from being little more
than a penal settlement became a greater
and brighter Britain. We think of SBouth
Africa where Briti‘; possesgions increased
from that of a sea*board town until they
embraced a vast and varied region. We

think of ancient Egypt—with all her sandy
spaces—and other strange races coming un-
der the protection of the British flag. We
think of numerous islands of the sea—sep-
arated by watery leagues, yet united by a
double bond of sentiment to the power
which defends them. We think of this
country in which our lot is cast, which
from being a loose association of provinces
with their little rivalries, attained to the
position of a mighty dominion, whose pro-
gress has been simply marvellous, and
where the thregtened disruption has given
place to local and imperial union.

Thus was Edward  called to rule over
an. Empire unequalled in extent, in power
and in population. Very different, too,
was the England over which he reigned
‘from England as it appeared when his
noble mother first grasped the sceptre. It
was transformed ' during her reign from
an almost pastoral country to the great-
est -manufacturing centre in the world.
There -was a marvelous growth of indus-
trial power, wealth and population. This
led to the springing up of new cities, alive
with all the enterprise, energy, and in-
dependence which characterize such com-
munities. Happily, too, for with this
material advancement there was a gradual
amelioration of the conditions of the peo-
ple. Many abusés were swept away, many
reforme / effécted—reforms material, men-
tal, social and political. Knowledge grew
from more to more; education spread.
Liberty widened. K There were splendid
achievements in science, art  literature,
philanthrophy, and religion. King Edward
grew up amid these changing conditions.
He was both a Witness and a partaker of
them. During their progress he visited
many of the scenes of such advancements.
He presidediat the opening of many useful
institutions. He was present at the in-
auguration - of .many public works. He
laid the foundation stones-of many noble
buildings. He also travelled extensively in
new parts of the Empire. Thus he was fit-
ted for the position of ruler over such a
far reaching dominion, and over such a
progressive people. He may be said to
have been the -hel of all previous ages, and
he proved himself"“worthy of his splendid
heritage: He brought to it a strong brain
a large heart, and a ' wide vision. ' And
though he was dear three score years of
age when he bécame king and nearly ten
years older when he laid down his crown,
yet he retained to the last a youthful in-
terest in every fresh development.

2—We consider King Edward in relation
to the spirit of the: age in which he
reigned.

Each age has its own character, its own
genius, its own social and political atmos-
phere. The present age -is' unlike any
other; it has its advantages, and probably
its disadvangages. - Whatever be its merits
or demerits, King Edward VII was -ad-
mirably suited to it. ' i

This is a democratic age, an age in
which the human rights of th® people are
more considered than the divine rights of
kings, an age in which, the voice of the
people makes . jteelf 'heard, and the
will of the people” makes itself ‘felt.

ing Edward understood this, He knew
bot_h the limitations and possibilities of his
position: the former he rigidly observed—
of the latter he made the most. In his
first speech to the privy council he said:
“‘I am fully determined to be a constitu-
tional Sovereign in the strictest sense of
the word, and, so long as there is breath
in my body, to work for the good and
amelioration of my people.” That deter-
mination he faithfully carried' out> In
dome respects he was an aristocrat of the
aristocrats, in others he was a democrat of
the democrats. Tt is safe to affirm that
he was the most popular man in the Em-
pire. No president ever had so large a
personal following. - A while ago some
agitators were predicting that ere long a
social republic would be set up in Eng-
land, “and when jt is,” they added, “we
will elect Albert Edward as our first presi-
dent.” That speaks for itself.

This is a practical age. It is not an
age of dreamers, but of doers. It is an
age when success is largely estimated hy
material results. Men have mastered and
harnessed many of: the forces of nature;
they have achieved wonderful ends; they
have succeeded in gigantic undertakings.
Such things have only been brought about
through stern application and unremitting
toil. No idler, whether on throne or
work-bench, can find+«favor in such an age
as this. Edward VII was no visionary;
no recluse; no imaginative but ineffective

: Richard II; no self-absorbed tyrant, like

Charles I; nor a merely self-indulgent
figure-head like Charles II. He was a man
of the world in the best sense, alive to
all its concerns; a part of its throbbing
life; himself one of the hardest workers
in its busy hive. It is said that when he
was travelling in a semi-private way, he
had the appearance of a prosperous man
of business. That is exactly what he was.
He was a master toiler at the trade of
king-craft, and he made a success of it.
We fear (and yet we admire ' while
we fear)  that unrelaxing  devotion
to the business of the state hastened
his end.

This is an age of publicity. No western
monarch can now live in oriental retire-
ment. His every movement is noted, and
flashed around the globe. All his gay-
ings and doings are recorded and re-pro-
duced for the benefit of the world. The
light that beats about a throne is fiercer
than ever. A king moves upon an elevat-
ed and brilliantly lit stage, and is the ob-
served of all observers. Upon that un-
enviable eminence, Edward VII played his
part worthily and well.

He came to the kingdom for such a
time as this.

fL 3—Let us consider his persénal qualific-

tions for the high office he occupied. We
have already hinted at them.

First, we name his excellent parentage.
He had a noble father, and the best of
mothers. Such a boy is generally likely to
come right at last, whatever be the mis-
takes of his early years. So while our
king in his youthful days may sometimes
have begn unmindful of parental counsel,
i d he proved worthy of it.

He became
adept in all that pertained to the cere-

map of royalty and also gained an in-

ver responsibilities. When,

therefore, he acceded to his great position,

he entered upon it easily, naturally, and
as one to the manner born.
He possessed a personality that was very .
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attractive to the British people. It was
one in which there was a rare combina-
tion of elements. There was in it a ming-
ling of dignity and bonhomie. He had a
bluff heartiness of appearance, combined
with a genial courtliness of manner. He
was equally at home amid the splendors
of the court, and the simplicities of rural
life, He was at once a great king and an
unaffected country gentleman.

His mental endowments were good. He
had not the highest powers of imagination
or speculation; but what is far better and
safer for a king, he was gifted with a
strong servicable intellect of the practical
sort, which is typical of our race, and
which has made it so prevailing and pre-
dominant. He had a marvellous memory,
a keen faculty of observation, a shrewd
judgment, and a ready adaptability. He
seemed to do the right thing in the Tight
way, at the right time. He had a kindly
heart. He felt for and with his pedple.
We do not ‘think of him as sgme heroic
figure far above ordinary  mortals; but,
what is more desirable, as one of his sub-
jects: sharing in their interest; sympath-
izing in.their joys and sorrows, and ever
ready to aid them in their hours of need.

We cannot forget his love of peace. Of
that much has been said. Already he is
known as ‘‘Edward 'the Peacemaker.”
Probably such a designation will pass into
history. His love of peace did not arise
from timidity or pusillanimity; for he had
all the dogged courage of his-house and
race. But he knew the horrors of war,

and he felt that it was better for his

people to have an amicable understanding
with the great powers than to be engaged
in deadly and devastating strife with them.
It is worthy of note that while, when he
ascended the throne; the war clouds rolled
blackly and heavily above the empire, when
he laid down the sceptre the sky was clear,
serene ' and beautiful, and on the far-
stretching horizon appeared no shape of
terror or ‘threatenings.

It is well here to remember his spirit of
tolerance. While of necessity a member of
the state church, he respected the opin-
ions of his subjects outside the pale of the
communion. He was even broader and
more liberal than his mother. We Bap-
tists can never forget that when our great
Spurgeon lay sick with his fatal illness,
the then Prince and Princess of Wales
sent kind enquiries after the famous
preacher. And when he passed away,
they sent a message of sympathy to his
widow. Later when Princess (afterwards
Queen) Alexandra was at Mentone she
asked after the health of Mrs. Spurgeon,
and said that when her son, the Duke of
Clarence, lay on his death bed he often
spoke of Mr. Spurgeon. Early in his reign
King Edward recognized the Salvation
Army, gave an audience to its founder and
general and contributed to its funds.

One of the last creations of 'his reign was
the elevation to knighthood of the gifted
and redoubtable non-conformist journalist,
Robertson Nicoll. Last—but not least—
among his qualifications we place the
choice he made so many years ago of a
wife—a choice that spoke well both for
his eye and heart,—a choice that was rat-
ified by his people, who rapturously re-
ceived the beautiful Danish princess as an
object -of admiration and affection. 'The
place she won in their hearts she never
lost. She is more strongly entrenched
there than ever in this hour of her great
grief. How near she comes to us as she
kneels by. the dying bed, with tear-stained
face, and eyes bhungry for a last look of
love. And how near the great king comes
to us as,rousing himself from the stupor of
approaching dissolution, he gazes once
more, and but for a moment, at that fair
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face, and tries impotently to raise the
hand from whose nerveless grasp the
sceptra has forever fallen!

4—We now shall for a minute or two
consider King ‘Edward in relation to the
maintenance of the monarchial péinciple
of government,

The last two reigns have done more for
the strengthening of that principle than
all the arguments ever advanced in its
favor. The long and splendid reign of Vie-
toria fortified the foundations of the
throne, and Edward’s briefer but equally
splendid reign has cemented them  still
more firmly. It is true that some years
ago there was a little nest of republicans
in England, who made’ up for lack of
members by loudness ‘of noise. Today
Republicanism is a dead. issue in the Brit-
ish Empire. There ar#ibtill & few feeble
foreign anarchists who, having received in
England a refuge they could obtain
nowhere ' else, show their gratitude, ac-

very throne that shelters them. But no
serious minded British eubject has the
least desire for a departure from the prin-
ciple of a limited monarchy. What are its
advantages, as illustrated in the reigns of
Victoria and Edward?

TFor over seventy years we have had
only two sovereigns. Think how many
changes there have been in republican
countries. In that time what a succession
of presidents there have been in the Unit-
ed States, most of them, we gladly admit,
good and able men. But how much of
unrest, of agitation, of disturbed social,
commercial and political life these
changes . have necessitated! Is it not bet-
ter to avoid all such ferment and yet en-
joy the advantages which such & system
brings. For ours is virtually a crowned re-
public—with every benefit which such a
form of government involves. We have
no quarrel with others; we do not ask
them to adopt our system—neither do we
intend to change it for theirs. And we
don’t forget that three American presi-
dents have fallen by the hand of assassins,
while our monarchs have been graciously
preserved. It is true that attacks have
been made on their lives, but such attacks
were rather the outcome of madness than
of malice prepense. Whatever their mo-
tive they were effectually foiled. Truly,
it seems that “There is a divinity doth
hedge a king.”

We believe that the seat of a great pow-
er ought to have about it a becoming mag-
nificence. If you despoil the symbolism
of authority you are in danger of injur-
ing its substance. Some may be content
with a high hat and a frock coat as the
garb of power. We think they can be
too easily duplicated, and so we prefer
a 'bejewelled crown and an empurpled
robe. Some may favor a reception hall in-
vaded by a surging, miscellaneous and
sometimes tumultous crowd! We think it
better to have something of exclusiveness
about the court, and its functions, and vet
a court to which the humblest subject
has the right of ultimate appeal. Some
may like to address the chief executive
as “Mr.”—we do mot care for such mys-
tery, we prefer a plain majesty. And we
Lprefer a throne safe-guarded by aneient
usages and high efficials to a desk besieged
by a hungry horde of office-seekers.

Again, we believe that a monarchy se-
cures a supreme-and impartial authority.
Recently Mr. Stead wrote an article in
the Review of Reviews entitled “Our Sov-
ereign Lord the King.” He showed that
such a title had a substantial significance,
and a very real meaning at such a crisis
as that which now obtains in England.
The King is above all parties and politic-
ians, independent- of all and respected by
all. His decision, if appeal must be made
to it, is received as final. With a presi-
dent it is not exactly thus. Though Le
may .be recognized as the head of the na-
tion, he has been sent there as nominee
of some particular’ party. An hereditary
monarch belongs to no party; he is the re-
presentative of the entire mnation. Mr,
Stead well says of our form of government:
“There is united the freedom of the re-
publican system with the order, the

In conclusion, we consider King Edward
in relation to God as the suprenre dis-
wser of all events.

't has Peen eaid that on such occasions
as this we deify man. That is, I am sure,
far from our thoughts. We do not dispar-
age the Giver when we admire the gift.
tather do we praise the Giver when we
prize the gift. Through this device we

remember One who is King of Kings,
and whose kingdom ruleth over all—ope

cording to their kind, by assailing thel
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by whom kings rule and princes decree
justice.

Both Victoria and Edward were giits
from God. He must be blind, indeed, who
cannot see the hand of (God in their
reigns. Because the Lord loved His people
—not only the British people, but His be-
lieving people, He made Edward king over
them. We see the providence of God in
preserving him so long, in preparing him
so fully, and in enabling him to perform
his high duties so perfectly.

Physicians gave elaborate explanations of
the cause of the fatal sickness, and others
have intimated that worry over matters
of government had much to do with what
they regard as the king’s premature death.
But back of secondary causes is the first
great cause. It was God's purpose, we
cannot but believe that determined this,
to us, most sad event.

What can it be? He may have taken
away our beloved king from the evil to
come. e may have removed him that
the political elements which were engaged
in a conflict all too bitter, might be har-
monized beneath the shadow of this na-
tional bereavement. It may be that lle
is teaching us to depend less upon human

prudence, and more on the wisdom which
cometh from above. It may be that He
means to humble us as a people beneath
His mighty hand, that in due time He may
the more exait us. Let us ask, wherefore
dost Thou contend with us? Let us pray
that we may know and comply with His
gracious will—whatever that may be.

Blessed be the namé of the Lord!
He alone rules among the armies of
heaven and the inhabitants of earth. To
him be the glory and dominion forever
and ever.

“The God of Abraham praise,,

Who reins enthroned above,

Ancient of everlasting days,

And God of love
Jehovah, great 1 am!
By eagth and heaven confest;
We bow and bless the sacred name,
Forever blest.”

Finally, we say that the best tribute we
can pay our late beloved. king is to avow
our whole-hearted allegiance to his son
and successor. We are thankful that our
present king has arvived at a full matar-
ity of years; that he brings a blameless
character to the throne and that he seems

to have much of fitness for his august

It is true that he bears a name
which is not the most highly respected in
the annals of British kings. But we hope
and believe that he will redeem it from
all untoward associations; that he will im-
part to it fresh lustre; that he” will coyer
it with glory.

We welcome with joyous acclaim his
consort, our new queen. We know that
she will follow in the beautiful footsteps
of her immediate predecessors. She will
bring to the court the influence of a
strong, pure, sweet and domestic personal-
ity. Not only will she have an ennobling
effect upon those in high circles, where she
moves, she will also set a Jofty example
to the womanhood of the empire. Honor
to our king and queen. May their reign
be long and prosperous; may they flourish
gloriously; may heaven’s richest benedic-
tion abide upon them.

A hundred years ago'the Hudson's Bay
Ccﬁ?ﬁpany selected Fort George as the
stedtegic point for - their ‘trade " with the
dnterior of this 256,000,000 acre :Empire.
The same reasons which influenced their
decision are today operating to make it
the second, if not the first, city of British
Columbia. 7

Fort George is located at the geographi-
cal centre of British Columbia. It is the
hub, where the great river systems radi-
ate. The water systems are the only rail-
way routes, for British Columbia is a land
of mountains, plateau and river valley,
and the railways must follow the rivers to
have feasible grades.

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PREPARING FOR HOT WEATHER

Preparing for the warm weather of sum-
mer is one of the things that housewives
often overlook, thus bringing upon them-
selves much anxiety and unnecessary suf-'|’
fering during the heated months. Now

is the time of year when these prepara-

tions should be made. Ali screens shonld

be placed in their proper places. rugs and |

heavy carpets should be taken up and re-
placed with the lighter and cooler mattings
and grass rugs; heavy curtains should be
taken from the windows and lighter mate-
rials substituted.
In this way the entire house should be
gone over, little changes being made here
and there to make the home feel cooler
and more enjoyable during the heated
tem. It is often the little things that
count about the household, and in no way
more than in the preparation for warm
wepther. Fireplaces and radiators can be
daintily covered with light colored mater-
ials in such a way that they will be hid-
den from the eye.
The labor of ‘housekeeping during the
summer months may. be reduced to a great
extent if women will use ‘the many con-
veniences that have beeh introduced this
season. For instance, there is a
novelty knife which costs only a few cents
and can be used in a dozen ways. It is of
steel and resembles a small butcher’s_cleav-
er. The blade . slants instead of being
straight, so. it can be used for chopping
meat or vegetables while cooking or in
any deep vessel where. the ordinary chop-
per would prove inconvenient. It can be
used also for turning pancakes and lifting
food' that requires a wide blade. It can
be used to smooth ‘the surface of any cook-
ig dish that .needs a flat surface, and in
many other ways.
Then there is a vegetable mincer that
takes the place of a food chopper in this
way. Sometimes when only a small. quan-
tity of vegetables is to be cut and the
usual chopper is too large, the mincer .can
be used to chop a slice of carrot or two or
two or three springs of parsley. A gary

Pineapple slips, though not entirely new,
are a help when preparing this fruit. '
Little things about the household often
take much of the labor from cooking and
caring for the honie during summer. From
the timeé. of the spring housecleaning the
home should be changed in a marked de-
gree a8’ to the summer furnishings. The
winter carpets and rugs can be sent to the
cleaner in order that they will be ready
when the first cool days come in the fall.
Cretonne is a splendid material for sum-
mer curtains, being light and durable, as
well as possessing a cool appearance. Lace
curtains . in the summer always.look heavy
an rm, and for this réason they should
tored with the -other winter things.
Persons who are forced to live in the
city in the summer find the heat most
oppressive, and too much cannot be ac-
complished toward making the home look
cool. The winter bedroom is generally
the, warmest place about the: house, and
for this reason the bed can be changed to
the coolest part of the house, nearest the
windows where the greater part of the
summer breeze enters.
The usual summer home in the country:
is prepared for the warm<weather, with
the outdoor bedrooms and other comfort-
able places and #hesé ‘are all sereened off
to protect the ocetipants from night in-
sects. From this the eity dweller can take
a lesson.  Man$ homes in “the city have
porches, from the lower of’ upper floors,
and these cd4n ‘be turnedinto. a regular
summer home with a little’ work. . The
porch can be screened ‘with very fine wire
netting, drawn from the roof to the floor,
&0 that not a single insect can get inside.
Next, awnings'are extended from the roof,
or if these are not desired, grass mattings
can be obtained- and -extended from the

At night these may he rolled up in such
a way that that all the breeze will enter
the chamber. At evening the bed should
be taken outside and id the mormings re-
placed in the house. This makes one of
the most comfortable of outside bedrooms
and rivals even the country home for cool-
ness. In daytime the appearance of the
bedroom is much. the same 'as’ it always
was, the mattings or awnings pulled down
to keep out theé sun’ and then raised in
the evenings.. :Such ‘a bedrapm:costs but
a very little .and is within *reach of all
who have the awvailable porch.

Another thing that makes the home ap-
pear much cooler in the summer is to cov-
er the furnifure with gome kind of light
material, such. as cretonng. This protects
the furniture from dust and héat, as well
as lending to the appearance of the home.
The material used for the covering costs
but little, and the caps and hoods cah be
removed at the first sign of ¢ool weather.

An outdoor diming-room ie quite often
a possibility -where there is a porch, and
even if there is no porch this can be ac-
complished.

veranda on one of its buildings. This was
discarded later in favor of part of the old
Southfield ferryboat, used as a tuberculos-
is camp by the authorities of Bellevue Hos-
pital. Necessary alterations were made by
the association, and the cripples took pos-
session in November.

As it was midwinter and they were to
be in the open air all day, special clothing
was necessary. The solution found for
this problem was to slip the cripple inside
a woolfen bag, which after being wrapped
up in blankets was put inside another
bag, this one of waterproof material.
When the bags were suspended from the
backs of chairs the jeripples could defy
the weather, except at its veéry worst.
They might have been a convoy of young
eskimos on polar exploration bent. With
the coming of summenr the bags are being
fumigated and washed and. will be stored
away _ for another season.

The day’s work at the school begins
pretty early. At seVenr o'clock in the
morning a large bus ¥tarts-on its rounds.
The children live in different parts of the
city, and as they are unable to travel the
distance alone transportation must be pro-
vided. Transportation costs $170 a month.
A maid accompanies the stage to help the
children in and out and to care for them
on ‘the journey.

On arriving at the school the children
are given eggs and milk and are sent im-
mediately out of doors into the classroom.
This classroom is part of the promenade
of the old ferryboat, open to the winds,
but with provision for protection in case
of too great of weather. Twelve
‘clock brings a hot dinner. One hour af-
ter dinner is given over to rest and then
comes lessons again. These continue till
four o'clock, and- then eggs and milk are
served once more. At five o’clock the hus
starts on its seend trip to take the chil-
dren back home.

The cripples are undér continuous medi-
cal supervision, and ‘a trained nurse is on
the staff of the school. The educational
side of the work recently has been taken
over by the Board of Edueation. Previ-
ously the teaching was done by the associ-
ation’s own teacher.

Besides caring for the children in school
some attempt is made to improve the ‘con-
ditions under which they live at home and
to instruct their mothers as to the proper
care of them. Mothers’ meetings are held
on the boat once a month, and at some of
these meetings the physician in charge of
the cripples talks on the progress being;
made. !

Those in charge of the work say that the
effect of the open air treatment has been
marked, and that the experiment is amply
justifying itself. Of the twenty-two chil-
dren in the school the average gain in
weight in four months has been three and
a quarter pounds.

The medical care of the cripples is in
the hands of Dr. Charlton Wallace, assist-
ant surgeon at the Hospital for Ruptured
and Crippled, and of Miss Clara Patrick,
trained nurse.

Funds for the work .are raised by sub-
scriptions from the members of the alum-
nae association dnd from the proceeds of
recitals and concerts. Last year’s expendi-
ture was more than $4,500.

Schools for crippled children have been
run by the Children’s Aid Society for
about seven years. At the Rhinelander
Industrial School, No. 350 East Eighty-
eighth street, about a hundred cripples are
taught. The Board of Education provides
transportation for some cripples and in
some of the public schools has special
classes for such children. The board last
summer began the attempt to segregate
childven with lung tuberculosis from
healthy opes and to teach the former in
the open air.

HELPFUL HINTS FOR
BUSY HOUSEWIVES

CLEANING AND RENOVATING

To clean a table pad, dissolve half a bar
of somenfood white soap and add two
tablespoonfuls of gasoline when cool. Add
this mixture to enough warm water to
cover the pad and then allow it to soak
for two or three hours. Then wash in a
solution the same as above and rinse
thoroughly. This is especially good for re-
moving spots -made by cream, and it
leaves the pad clean and white.

The most convenient scrub bucket is
made of galvanized tin with a flaring top
It is very light. This bucket should be
fitted with a wire soap tray on the out-
side for the soap is wasted when allowed
to float on the water. Holes can be punc-
tured in the sides of the vessel and  the
tray fastened with a heavy cord. When
a wooden bucket is used a small wooden
box can be fastened on for a soap tray.

A good carpet cleaner can be made as
follows: Dissolve one bar of naptha soap
in a pail of hoiling water and when gool

‘|enough take a strong brush and dip in

the suds,\end go over a portion of the car-
pet at a time. Then take a mop and rub
over the spot cleaned. When dry ‘the
carpet will look like new, as the soap
takes out gregse and all stains. :
SEWING MACHINES

In many homed the sewing machine is a
much abused servant. It is allowed to be-
come clogged with dust and to suffer from
lack -of proper oiling. It is allowed to stand
before windows on damp days, often with
the polished parts of the machine exposed
to the dust. Use the best oil and’ oil
the machine frequently. 1

If the machine is gummed with oil go
over it with kerosene and let it stand a
few minutes until the kerosene cuts the

|gummed -oil,  then wipe with a soft cloth

devoid of lint. A small brush with stiff
bristles is ‘excellent to use. It will dislodge
the dirf, 'and a long-handled - crochet
needle is useful in cleaning the crevices
which _are often  filléd with accumulated
dust.

WHEN MOVING

In packing china or glass carefully pad
‘each ‘piece.  Each cup; vase or dish should
be lined and wrapped with tissue paper
to ‘prevent scratches. - Then fill each with
excelsior and wrap the same material out-
side. In packing a barrel or box, place
excelsior all eround .each. article to. pre-
vent breakage. Place the heaviest china
in- the bottom, of- the barrel, and ome
should not be “stingy in the use of excel-
sior.

In moving from one house to another
in the same city, burlap is excellent to
wrap ‘the” furniture. . If the goods are to
be placed in storage, burlap is not the
best material. Its coarse mesh will allow
the dirt and dust to sift through. Paper,
well” bound with twine, is a much better
wrapping. Roll rugs and carpets with pa-
per between the folds to prevent creasing.
If they are to be shipped, wrap the roll
with burlap. If one is moving a long dis-
tance, greater care must be taken in pack-
ing than for a move in a single van.

Furniture may be set carefully in the
van and not be disfigured. But for a
lopg move it is best to have the carpen-
ter make crates for mirrors and other
large articles. Cover packing boxes with
tarred paper for protection in case' of
rain. Wrap twists of straw around the
legs of the furniture and cover with pa-
per, fastening with twine. Little pads
for the corners of the tables and dressers
may be made of excelsior. These pads
may also be placed between the -books
and the sides of a box. Keep a list of
Articles in a barrel or box, and tack this
list on it. It will save trouble and time
in unpacking. Too much care cannot be
taken in the packing of a household
goods that are to take a long journey.

Dishes that have brown marks may be
made as good as mew by putting in a
‘pan. and covering with cold water, to
which one cupful of soda has been added.
Place on the back-of the range and allow
to boil for about a quarter of an hour.

A certain light should always be used
in the dining-room, and it is imperative
for the artistic effect of the room that it
should’ be lqw. Candle-sticks may supple-
ment this, but ownig to the trouble of car-
ing for the candles and shades they may
be dispensed with for daily use.

CANADIAN
AIRSHIP FOR
BENNET PRIZE

John D. McCurdy Seeks to
Raise Capital for Preject —
Airships May in Time Sell for
$3,000—How it Feels to Fiy

“Flying? Well, it is hard to describe
the exact sensation,” answered John D.
McCurdy to the reporter’s questien; ‘but
it is certainly the easiest motion imagin-
In the very best automobile you
notice some vibration, but upon the hurri-
cane detk of an aeroplane this is entirely
absent.” ;

“It must be nervous work, perched
away up on a fragile little frame?”

“Not at all. It:i§ not like standing on
the edge of a high building and looking
giown. There you have no support, and
it makes some pegple dizzy, but seated in
the chair of an aeroplame, with the ma-
chine well under control, one gets the
greatest confidence. The nervous sensation
of speed induced by the whizzing past .of
trees and stones on the earth’s surface is
lost, for you are too high up to notice it.

Don’t Feel The Wind

“You know' how it feels to travel at the
rate of' forty miles an hour in an autemo-
Lile-wind and dust?”’ continued the avia-
tor. “Well one hundred feet above the
ground there is an entire absence of these
drawbacks. You simply don’t feel the
wind at all, and the air is clear and iree
from dust. My partner, Casey Baldwin,
and I have flown together frequently, and
on such occasions have been able to con-
verse without raising our voices above the
ordinary pitche, althdugh going at a
speed of over forty miles an hour; and
when we alighted we noticed that our
eyes were not the least bit bleary, as they
certainly would have been had we been
travelling at such a pace on the ground.

“Public sentiment in the States helped
the Wrights. iut after all the actual
patenting of a device is not so supremely
important a thing as one might think.
With flying machines it will be the same
as with autos. Every man will have his
own design eventually all based upon the
fame principle. And in this connection
publicity is a greater safeguard than se-
crecy.

“At present, however, the Wrights are
jealougly guarding their patent privileges
in the States. Their action is having a
very detrimental influence on the manu-
facturer of machines over there,” observ-
ed the young engineer. ‘Personally, the
Wrights are very good felloivs; but they
are being financed by the Gould and Van-
derbilt millions, and these people at the
head of the company are, of course, keen
business men from away back, and haven't
got any intention of allowing others to
butt in on what they intend to try and
turn into an immensely remunerative mo-
nopoly.”’

Canadian Challengers

“Th object of my visit to Toronto is to
get some one interestcd in the Bennett
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aeroplane race that is 'to take place at
Long Island near New York # the latter
part of September. 1t will be the biggest
thing that has happened yet in. the history
of aeroplanes,” said Mr. McCurdy. “ ‘The
Blue Ribbon of the air.’ Now we want
to get some public-spirited Canadian to
subscribe: to the building of 'a Canadian
craft. Otherwise, Canada won’t be:repre-
sented at all.”

“What would it cost?”’ ‘we asked.

“Well, a racing machine to go at a speed
of over fifty miles an hour such as would
be necessary in the Bennett race, which
is for speed, would cost $10,000. Of
course that would include all the expenses
of trials, ete. )

“Competitors are coming from  all parts
of the world. They will be selected by a
process of elimination—all but the best
will be weeded out beforehand, and no
favors will be shown. Just think what it
would mean for Canada to win that race!
If we did, the rules are thit next year’s
Bennett race would take place over here.
Dr. Graham Bell, who has spent a.lot of
money financing us at Badeck, would sub-
scribe for this in a minute, but of course,
he as an American citizen, couldn’t fairly
go into it. I certainly think that Canada
should send a national challenger.”

Asked as to his ideas of the future of
the aeroplane, Mr. MecCurdy said “The
things most sought after at present are a
lighter and stronger motor, the seeuring
of better control, and possibly a more sat-
isfactory arrangement of the surfaces. Up
till two years ago the machine was only
being evolved; today it is merely a mat-
ter of development.

May Sell For $3,000

“A Treduction in price,” siloloquized the
inventor at our query. “Well, I should
say that in time the cost of ‘an ordinary
machine would be about $3,000. They will
have to be developed along sporting lines,
just as automobiles were. You remember
how at first fellows only took them up for
fun.. Why, ten years ago they were only
rickety, unreliable ugly contrivances, that
used to break down on the slightest pro-
vocation. Look at them today. And then
think that flying machines have started
pust about where automobiles have left
off. They can go forty, fifty and sixty
miles an hour right now. There is a won-
derful future for them; for in the great
aerial highway, practically no friction is
encountered, and the aviator may take
any kind of a curve he likes. With such
wonderful advantages over ground travel
there is simply no limit to the speed that
man, may attain riding in the air.

Mr. McCurdy thinks that Toronto Bay
will develop into a favorite aviation
ground. “A man is far safer flying over
water than on land,” he observed, ‘‘and
Wwe are at present working on an improve-
ment that will permit aeroplanes to alight
on the surface and rise from it
necessary.

‘We start flying at Badeck, Dr. Gra-‘

ham Bell's place, in three weeks. We
have a fine stretch to practice on down
there—25 miles of bay. Down there we
have three machines, two bj-planes and
and monoplane. We built one of these
latter for a man in Boston. Well we have
made a start in Canada anyway,” con-
cluded the enthusiast; “the Aero Club has
been organized and is affiliated with those
of other countries. The . developmnt of
th flying machine is one of the most in-
tensely interesting undertakings of today.
It has a marvellous future; and we hope
for great things.”

He went to one of the attend-
ant dentists at the .college, who - decided
the nerve of ome of the filled teeth had
not béen killed, and this tooth was ex-
tracted. As this gave no relief, the other
tooth -was removed.

Two weeks ago blood poisoning set in
and the younz man was removed to his
home.. He grew steadily worse ,and al-
though specialist after specialist was called
in, none was able to check the inroads of
the disease. 2

The young man-was a graduate of the
Pawtucket High School, class of 1999, and
entered Tufts Dental School last year.
He was very popular here, and was promi-
nent socially and as a musician.

Important Business This Year

Matthew's church, . Halifax, commencing
on June 1 will be of special importance
in view of the debate which will take
place on the subject of church union. Ne-
gotiations have been going on for several

and ‘Congregational communions looking
to a union and it is hoped that an epoch

marking - decision: will: be reached so far|

as the Presbyterian body is concerned at
the approaching assembly.

This will not be accomplished without
stout resistance on the part of a section
of the ministerial body which is opposed
to the step.

Some Stat'stics

It may be of interest to note that the
number of places under the jurisdiction
of the assembly from which the gospel is
proclaimed and taught throughout the
Dominion is close on to 4,000, the actual
figures: for the past year being - 3,924,
which was an increase of 97 over the pre-
ceding year. The number of families rep-
resented at these meeting places is 138,374
while the communicants -number approxi-
mately 270,000. Church property represents
a value of close to $17,500,000 on which
there is a debt of less than $2,500,000.

For the various schemes of the church
throughout the world it is expected that
this year the total amount raised will be
close to the $500,000 mark. It has been
increasing steadily each year, the total
for last year being $420,152, which was
an increase of nearly $50.000 over the pre-
ceding year's returns. The largest sum
raised by the presbyteries for any of the
church schemes is for home missions which
varies in amount from $139,293 last year
to $143,569 for the preceding year, the la-
test returns available representing the only
dgcrease of the various schemes. Foreign
issions take second ramk with about

,000 raised.

The reports indicate that the depart-
ments of the work of the church are alive
to the needs of the growing country and
wherever the pioneer makes his way there
a representative of the -church is on hand
to minister to his spiritual necessities.
Services are held wherever it is possible
to get even a few people together to lis-
ten to the word. A tent, a restaurant, or
a hotel dining room is often pressed into
service for the purpose of ministering and
this sort of effort brings the most ‘en-
couraging kind of results for. the most
part.

The individual relied
on the church to make the records with
him, and as a result births were always
recorded promptly. This was not the case!
with others, who depended on their phy-
sicians and nurses too much, and Mr i
Jones said he feared that in a great many |
cases births of Protestant children were |
not registered. !
