THEY HAVE THEIR TROUBLES./

While the western provinces have 
their advantages, It would be quite 
wrong to assume that there are no 
troubles in regard to employment for 
all the people. The Calgary Herald, 
for example, says:

“About 880 unemployed single men 
In this city are being provided with 
orders for two meals per day at local 
restaurants by the province of Alberta 
at the present time. This number has 
been fairly steady for the -last week.” ’

Bresumably Calgary is not the only 
city confronted by this problem. We 
in the Maritimes have our unemploy­
ment difficulties, but they do not reach 
the stage of free meals on a large scale. 
The Herald also says that of about a 
thousand Russians in that city a large 
majority are striving to get back to 
Russia, following two or three hundred 
who have gone during the last two or 
three years. There may be special 
reasons for this movement, but to have 
immigrants come out and go back in 
this way cannot be other than very un­
satisfactory to the western people.

Dorothy Dix Plans To Conquer Mt. Everest By Air
By JACKSON V. JACOBS 

Central Press Correspondent
PARIS, March 5.—By the simple pro­

cess of flying over Mt. Everest, tallest 
mountain In the world. M. Callizo, daring 
French flier, hopes to accomplish what 
climbers have failed many times to do.

Numerous expeditions have fought 
their way through the lower recesses of 
the Himalayas only to be compelled to 
turn back when they were within strik­
ing distance of the top. The last such 
expedition ended tragically. Everest Is 
still unconquered—the world’s last rebel.

Callizo holds the world’s altltdue rec­
ord of 39,586, the mark Lt. MacReady 
of the U. S. army, recently endeavored 
to better In a test at Dayton, O. Everett 
Is 10,000 feet lower than this, being 29,- 
140 feet above sea level. .However, ex­
ploring the summit by air is not merely 
a matter of achieving altitude. That 
would be simple enough.
* It Is the fierce winds, eddies and 
squalls which sweep around the moun­
tain that will give Callizo his greatest 
trouble. He hopes to overcome them 
by ascending to a fieight which will 
enable him to avoid them. But the ex­
pedition will be for naught unless he 
is able to get near enough to take some 
pictures, thus enabling scientists to 
answer some questions about the moun­
tain top that always have been a mys­
tery.

A special plane is now being outfitted 
for the attempt. Cailllzo will be ac­
companied to India by a corps of me­
chanicians, aerographers and other ex­
perts.

France is taking more interest in this 
expedition, which it hopes Callizo will 
achieve with glory, than In the various 
adventures being organized which have 
as their purpose the aerial exploration 
of the Arctic.

One to Virgin; Other to 
St John

William T. Manning, of the Protestant 
Episcopal Diocese of New York, an­
nounced at a meeting of the Women’s 
division of the Committee for Complet­
ing the Cathedral of St. John the 
Divine, that the north transept was to 
be dedicated to the Virgin Mary and 
the south transept to St. John.

“We have a Commission in Icon­
ography and Decoration,” he said, 
“which is studying carefully the whole 
question of the stained glass, the 
statuary and sculpture and all questions 
relating to the decoration of the 
cathedral. At the last meeting of the 
trustees, on the recommendation of 
that commission, it was unanimously 
decided that north and south transepts 
should be dedicated respetlvely to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary and to St. John, 
the Apostle and Evangelist.

“It seemed to the trustees and to 
the commission pre-eminently appro­
priate that the north transept, which 
is being built by the women, should 
be dedicated to the Blessed Mother of 
Our Lord and the' south transept es­
pecially in honor of St. John, whose 
name the whole cathedral bears, so 
that the transepts, which are the two 
great arms of the cruciform plan of the 
cathedral, will be dedicated to the 
Blessed Virgin and St. John, who stood 
together before the Cross on Calvary.

“The trustees decided also, on the 
recommendation of the Iconography 
Commission, that the two towers of 
the west front shall be dedicated to St. 
Peter and St. Paul, and we hope that 
these two majestic towers will now 
soon be given by two individuals or 
families as memorials, so that the work 
on the west front may continue with­
out Interruption.”

„ The Department of Agriculture of that time lent its aid and 
from a lowly start the Sussex Cheese & Butter Company has de­
veloped a trade which now amounts to about a quarter of a million 
dollars a year. Nine years ago this company took over the business 
of die Maritime Dairy Company. At that time the Susse* Cheese 
flt Butter Company was'selling some $50,000 worth of produce. 
In nine years the turnover had increased five-fold and the out­
look for the future is most encouraging.

What this concern has accomplished 
can be repeated In many parts of New 
Brunswick, provided the same business 
methods arè applied to the operations 
of co-operative creameries. Old resi­
dents of Kings county recall a time in 
Its history when mortgages on farms 
were much more' numerous than they 
are today.

France

Enjoying good health, though he 
passed his 80th birthday recently, Cap­
tain Daniel Mitchell of 25 Main street, 
looks back on 83 years’ activity at sea 
and can relate many interesting tales 
of seafaring- life. He was born at 
Campobello in 1845; the 
Mitchell, who himself followed the sea. 
At an early age he went out on the 
deep and spent five years before the 
mast, then ten years as mate, and 
18 years as captain. On March 8th, 
1878, he received from Hog. Peter 
Mitchell, Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries, his certificate, as master of off­
shore steamers and sailing vessels, 
which entitled him to command a ves­
sel in any part of the world.

THROUGH SHIPWRECK.
His first vessel was the M. A. Nut­

ter, owned by R. C. Elkin of Saint 
John. In a terrific storm off the rock 
bound coast of 
Nutter struck a ledge, 
crew were saved by means of a haw­
ser stetchefi from the ship to the shore. 
Twelve tiours after she struck the ves­
sel became a total wreck and became 
driftwood on the shore.

This was the first and last disaster 
to any of his vessels. He next com­
manded the W. N. H. Clements, a 
brigatine owned by Vroom and Ar­
nold. While lying of the coast of 
Santos, Brazil, South America, Captain 
Mitchell contracted yellow fever. His 
physician said his only chance for life 
was to put out to sea, and this he did, 
the mate Ruben Perry, of Yarmouth, 
N. S., taking command. By the time 
the Clements arrived at Havre in 
France, the captain was able to take 
charge of the vessel which brought 
a load of chalk to Boston.

ONE FATALITY.
Once only did Captain Mitchell have 

the misfortune to lose a man over- 
hoard. The accident occurred in the 
British Channel when a sailor named 
Saunders, of Nova Scotia, accidentally 
tripped on a chain and was thrown 
into the sea. All efforts to save him 
were unavailing.

Once in mid Atlantic ocean the cap^, 
tain rendered assistance to a ship, tire 
“Brown Brothers” owned by a Boston 
firm, by supplying her with provisions. 

The “Syanara” owned by J. A. 
j Likely and the “Ohio” owned by Scam- 
mell Brothers were also commanded 
by Captain Mitchell.

After a voyage on the Ohio to Mo­
bile, in 1898 Captain Mitchell retired 
from the sea.

A RECENT meeting of the New Brunswick Amateur Skating 
Association, the hope was expressed that there would be closer 

co-operation between the provincial body and the Canadian Amateur 
Skating Association and through them with other clubs in Canada. 
It is a good idea but when you talk of Canadian co-operation, glance 
over a few of the facts in connection with skating this winter. At the 
world’s meet here, Eddie Stephenson, Miss Leila Brooks, and Eddie 
Gloster competed at the expense of the local association. Their rail­
way and hotel bills were footed while Ross Robinson and Roy Ten­
dril had their hotel bills’ paid while here. All these boys are from To­
ronto the Good. Pretty decent treatment, you say. Now what happens. 
Toronto the Just holds the Canadian championship speed-skating meet 
a few weeks later. One would naturally expect some kind of co-opera­
tion and reciprocity in this matter BUT NOT ONE SAINT JOHN 
BOY WAS EVEN INVITED TO COMPETE. The world’s champion, 
Charlie Gorman, Canadian born and bred, had an idea he might like 
to compete and a wire was sent asking for expenses. THE WIRE 
NEVER WAS ANSWERED. Yet, Toronto the Good can pay Charlie 
Jewtraw’s expenses for EXHIBITIONS (something Mr. Fitzgerald 
and other International Skating Union officials nearly fainted over when 
Gorman wanted to give an exhibition at Detroit) and pay Eddie 
Meyers’ expenses, yet a Canadian boy, the best of the lot, was never 
even asked to compete for the national title of his country. This is 
the kind of co-operation that existed between Germany and the Allies 
durlhg the war. If this is the kind of team-play that is going to "be 
sprung on Saint John every year, we are certainly a bunch of dubs 
to allow them to put it over. It so happens that here in Saint John, 
we hold the key to the development of this great game. No other city 
on this continent has ever been able to do what we have done in this 
regard. Columns of gush in this regard has been thrown at us by 
officials of the I. S. U. for* the last several years and we have boosted 
the game here as it has never been done before but how much longer 
are we to stand for this kind of treatment for our skaters. If the out­
siders are good enough to bring here and dine them and let them com­
pete, our own boÿs should be good for a return trip. If not, let’s take 
a leaf out of Toronto’s book and see that all the Canadian titles are 
won by our own boys down here. You will notice that all the Canadian 
titles are held by Torontonians. Who would expect otherwise?

Brunswick Electric Power Commission shop in Water street, pleaded not 
held here yesterday.

A scheme to improve the hotels of 
the province, so that they wilj be more 
attractive and convenient for the tour­
ists traveling through New Brunswick 
by automobile, will be told to the New 
Brunswick Automobile Association in 
Saint John tonight by Dr. P. E. Doo­
little, of Toronto, who reached here 
today. Dr. Doolittle is president of the 
Canadian Automobile Association and 
chairman of the Hotel Improvement 
Committee of Ontario, and is carrying 
on a campaign the successful result 
of which will be to encourage greatly 
the tourist traffic from the United 
States through Canada by automobile, 
thereby placing additional millions of 
dollars in circulation in Canada.

Dr. Doolittle’s plan, in brief, is to 
promote a competition, for improve­
ments of their property among the hotel 
proprietors of the province, the results 
to be judged at tne end of specified 
periods and substantial cash prizes 
awarded to the hotels which have 
made the greatest improvement. The 
competition would be open to every 
hotel in the province with the excep­
tion' of those already up to a first-class 
standard, such as the best hotels In 
the cities.

The proposition contemplates the 
giving of cash prizes up to $300, but 
there would be a larger reward await­
ing the half dozen or so who lead in 
improvements within the period speci­
fied.

Side have been busy this season. Up 
to last Monday morning they had de­
livered 10,735,000 bushels to vessels, 
which exceeded the mark achieved for 
the entire 1924-25 season, when 10,- 
652,000 bushels were shipped. At this 
period in the last winter season only 
6,148,000 bushels had been exported.

With regard to these figures it is 
well to keep in mind that the 1925 
grain crop was nearly twice as large 

that of 1924.
