The Express points out that nel-
ther Lancashire through Lord Derby,
nor, Scotland through Sir Robert
Horne, is reprasented in the cabinet,
that Winston Churchill is a free trad-
er, and hls appointment is likely to
give rise to acute party dissension.

The real reason for Lord Beaver-
brook’s irritation is said to be that
he tried to force Sir Robert Horne
on Baldwin, and as Baldwin has little
liking for the owner of the KExpress
he refused to submit to such dicta-
tion or lo listen to the demands of
the “die hards.”

Lord Beaverbrook is also against
Baldwin over the Zinovieff letter,
which it is generally believed the
Daily Mall, Lord Rothermere's paper,
secured through the intervention of
Baldwin's friends, the Express being
deliberately ignored.

. May Affect Canada.

Unfortunately this warfare affects
Baldwip’s outlook on Canada.. Bald-
win’s experiences with both Beaver-
‘brook and Grant Morden have been
unfortunate, and the new Premier
is now inclined to look with suspicion
on any suggestions coming from that
gquarter.

The appointment of Col. Amery
and the elimination of the Duke of
Devonshire come from that section
of the party which says “We don’t
want any Dukes in the Conservative
cabinet.” ;

Colonel Amery is an out and out
protectionist and there is a predom-
inance of Midlanders in the cabinet,
Ancluding Baldwin, the two Cham-
berlains, Amery and Steel—Mait-
land, who all come from the Birm-
ingham district, and this is taken as
a sign that Baldwih is determined
to pursue his policy of preference to
which Churchill will obviously be
forced to agree.

It is p¥dicted, however, that the
new govénment will not have an
easy passage, for much disappoint-
ment outside the cabinet wlli find ex-
pression in the House of Commons
under the goading of Lord eaver-
brook. . !

Ordinary expenditure
during the month of October was ap-
proximately $4,000,000 less than during
September, amounting to $16,000,081.
Last year the net debt of the Dominion

Revenue Is Less,

Ordinary revenues for the seven
months of the fiscal year ended Oect.
81 were $32,855,603 less than in the
seven months’ period of 1923-24. Totul
ordinary revenue collected this year
was $214,404,842, while during the
seven ‘months ef the previous year it
amounted to $247,349,945. There were
marked decreases in revenbe from cus-
toms and excise taxes. Customs rev-
enues during the seven months of the
present fiscal year amounted to $64,-
745,876 as against $78,157,372 for the
same period a year ago, or a decrease
of $8,411,496. Excise .tax collections
this year totalled only $47,890,911 as
compared with $78.229911 in 1923-24,
or a decrease for this year of $25,839,-
000.. Income tax collections increased
from $47,681.290 last year to $50,514,-
911 this year.

During the month of October alone
excise tax collections totalled $7,5615,970
as compared with $12,382,112. The de-
crease in revenue from excise taxes is
accounted for, to a great extent by
modifications in the sales tax.

Expenditures Cut,

Ordinary expenditures for the seven
months just ended totalled $152,385,204
as compared with $154,769,588.

Churchil’s Appointment.

The appointment of Winston Chur-
chill to such a dominant post as that
of Chancellor of the Exchequer natur-
ally arrests the main attention of the
commentators, who remark upon the
courage and independence shown by
the Premier in disregarding the inevi-
table hostility which the selection will
provoke among & considerable section
of the Conservative ranks. The choice
itself is nowhere condemned "and by
several papers is various described as
“welcome,” “sound,” or “excellent.”

Some misgivings, however, are ex-
pressed lest its inacceptability in all
sections of the party render co-opera-
tion difficult, while the ultra-Conserva-
tive Morning Post “hesitates to ap-
plaud” the appointment saying that,
although Mr. Churchill is a brilliant de-
bater and orator, “socialism and the
revolutionary spirit can only be fought
by constructive statesmanship bases on
such qualities as honesty of character
and sympathetic understanding.”

Horne's Exclusion.

The exclusion of Sir Robert Horne
is regretted by ‘most of the papers, but
his refusal of the Ministry of Labor,
according to The Times, was “hardl
so sensational as it has been depicted.

Undoubtedly, however, putting
Churchill where they think Horne ought
to be, has aroused the indignation of
the “die-hards,” Conservatives whose
views are reflected In some of the poll-
tical screeds this morning. - Whether
Sir Robert himself feels any pique it 18
impossible to say, and it is equally un-
known whether he would have accepted
the Exchequer if it had been offered.
At any rate it seems clear that he was
not prepared to relinquish-his big busi-
ness interests, with a reputed income
of £15,000, for the Labor ministry, with
a salary of £2,000. Whatever may be
at the back of the incident, it is said
Sir Robert will give the Premier his
local support in Parliament.

EXPECTTO SHIP
MORE TO GERMANY

\
Besco Officers Look for an

Expansion of Iron Ore
Traffic,

Wabana, Nfld., Nov. 9.—This port,
the iron shipping centre of Newfound-
land, has seen increased activity during

the season just closing and is looking

for more in the years just ahead. The
prrogress being made toward a Eure-
pean ‘settlement leads officials of the
British Empire Steel Corporatjon to ex-
pectations of -a further expansion of
their trade with Germany, Newfound-

land’s best customer for iron ore.

The corporation’s mines on Beil
Island in Conception Bay, 18 miles

northwest ‘of St. John's, are considered
among the most remarkible of their

kind in the world. “They have been
wprked for mearly 80 years, but scien-
tists assert that the iron deposits will

yield a million tons annually for cen-

turies to come. The ore lies in two
beds, the lower one averaging six anil
a half feet in thickness and upper one

five and a half feet. They dip at a low
angle seaward, so that a great quantity

of the ore lies tinder the bay. It has
been estimated ‘that there are forty
million tons in sight.

In 1923 the ore shipped from these
mines totalled 808,236 tons, valued at
81,826,129, of which 451,488 tons went
to the corporation’s works in Nova
Scotia and the remainder to Europe,
chiefly Germany. It is expected that
the total for this year will reach 940,-
000 . tons, “of which omly 160,000 tons
will go to Nova Scotia. and the rest
to Germany.

Corporation officials are hopeful that
Germany. will -absorb still- more next
year. They are not .overlooking, how-
ever, the possibility that in the final
settlement France may agree to furnish
large quantities of Lorraine ore in ex-
change for ‘supplies -of ‘‘German raw
materials. ‘Accordingly 'they have been
inspecting the mines  recently in an
effort * to: ‘determine ‘upon'. plans for
modernizing them and’reducing the
cost of production. :
Curjously enough, the iron and steel
concern, although composed mainly of
Canadian and English capitalists, is
unable to sell its ore in England. One
reason for this is that English ports
do not have the facilities for a quick
discharge of this form of cargo and
unloading by hand holds a steamer in
port for a week, whereas in German or

Dutch ports the same work is done in

s day by the use of machinery. An-

other difficulty is that English smelt-
ing eqiipment is not adapted ‘to this
kind of ore, and while trial shipments
have been sent to test its suitability for
English smelting, the iron masters there
are unwilling to make the changes
necessary to handle it.

Broadcast Talk by Member
of the Federal Advisory

of the Canadian Federal Advisory. Fuel
Committee, from La Presse station
CKAC in connection with the contert
arranged through the courtesy’ of thf
Canadian Industrial Coal Company;

“Coal is a-staple article, the
chase of which must be consider
a parity with foadstuffs and clot
The average hougeholder, and parti
larly the housewife, gives conslder;bl{lﬂ
thought and attention to the quality of
purkhases in food and clothing, but i
the past coal has been purchased fom
the dealer simply as coal without muéh
thought ‘a8 to quality or the value re=
ceived for the money expended. With
food and clothing the purchaser ig it &
position to judge fairly well whether
the commodities are worth the price
asked; but generally it is difilcult for
the consumer to judge the quality of
coal purchased by a superficial examin-
ation. The practical use in burning
will always disclose the efficlency or
otherwise of the supply consumed over
the winter period, and by carefully
selecting coal which is high in heating
value and free of stone and slate, the
cost of heating the home will be ma-
terially reduced. First of all, there is
to be considered the volume of heat
derived from the coal itself, and, sec-
ondly, the quantity of ashes and other
foreign material resulting from  the
burning of coal determines the extent
of the efficiency obtained for the pur-
chase price per ton. For/instance, if
two coals are supplied at the same price
and the resultant stone, glate and ashes
is 25 to 80 per ecnt. in one case as
against 4 to 5 per cent.:'in the other,
then, naturally, one must conclude that
there is a large saving in'money on'the
coal glving the lower percentage of
non-combustible material.

“When burning Scotch anthracite,
owing to its. free-burning qualities—
due.to the absence of foreign.matter—
the drafts of the furnace should be kept
open for several minutes after coal has
been placed on the fire and then closed
almost completely. - This practice will
provide the maximum of heat obtain-
able from the coal. Furthermore, the
grate of a furnace using this coal does
not require to be shaken so vigorously
as with other coals; the resultant fine
ash will drop through the bars auto-

just means that good live coal wil] drop
through the bars to the ash pit below.

“Within the last two years there
has been large quantities of genuine
Scotch anthracite placed with consum-
ers and at a price not greater, and at
times less, than the price demanded for
other fuels not so good in quality. The
importation of a still larger quantity of
this superior coal has been curtailed
owing to inability to interest the con-
sumer in taking delivery of supplies
earller in the summer months. The
quantity of British coal required for
twelve months must be imported dur-
ing the open navigation period of seven
months in each year and what hag Kap-
pened is that supplies have been receiv-
ed in steamer load lots during the ear-
lier summer months until the full stor-
age capacity of importers has been ex-
hausted, and then further quantities
can be imported only as coal is de.
livered to the householder from these
storage piles. The consequence is that
there are several months in each sym-
mer when large quantities of this coal
could be handled when 1tis imposgible
to do so for the reasons just given. If
consumers of coal would keep in ming
the neceesity for purchasing good coal
and taking delivery of it early in:the
summer, the problem of supplying the
larger coal consuming districts would
be largely eliminated.”

Churchill Has Had
A Noristl Career.

Winston ' Spencer Churchill’s career
has been one of the most varied and
interesting in contemporary British
politics, son of a noted Conservative
leader, Lord Randolph Churchill, he
started his political life as a Unionist,
bit early developed thé free trade
views which led to his affiliation with
the Liberals. and his holding of im-
portant cabinet posts under the pre-
war Liberal regime.

During the war Mr. Churchill, as

(First Lord of the Admiralty was the

chief inspiration for the ill-fated Dar-
danelles expeditign.

The failure of that expedition fol-
lowed by the formation of a eoalition
ministry led to his retirement, but
when Mr. Lloyd George took office af-
ter the retirement of Mr. Asquith, he
made Churchill his Minister of Muni-
tions, in which capacity he served effi-
cient]y till the end 6f the war. In the
re-organization of. the Lloyd George
cabinet after the war Mr. Churchill be-
came Secretary for War and, as such,
handled the demobilisation. He retired
with the fall of his leader.

Churchill began his career as a Tory,
left the party to become a Liberal, de-

| serted the Liberals and was elected

as a Constitutionalist and anti-Labor-
ite—a party of his. own conception—
and within a month he is back with
the Conservatives, holding an office
second in importance only to that of
Prime Minister,

The appointment of the dynamic
Churchill to a post coveted by many
has caused a rift in the Conservative
ranks, but Premier Baldwin picked him
as the one man brilliant and daring
enough to beat Labor at its own game
and produce a popular budget.

Sports writers in Paris are more than
a little alarmed over the fact that a
new type of racing bicycle has been
invented ‘and they hope that efforts to
perfect thé machine will fail. It is
reported ‘that the new wheel is much
lighter than the average now in use,
but is strong and has enough weight
to hold the track even at great speed:
The plan back .of inventing the néw
‘wheel is to break more world’s speed
records, and it is because of thig/ that
sports writers in France are disturbed.

One points out that with the building
of .new tracks the surfaces have been
50 constructed that the slightly better
than average rider can equal old world’s
records and that the leading cyclists
-can break standing marks- with ease,
although they are not nearly as capable
performers as were the riders who set
the original . marks. = And .now it is
feared that with a faster track .to ride
on and a faster bicye¢le to pedal riders
of less than average 'ability will be
breaking world’s’ records  that have
stood for years. 2

A critic in the Echo des Syports asks,
“When will it all end?. The results of
the recent races on the new Montlehry
track emphasizes the fact that the bicy-
cles-and the tracks of today are faster
than were those of old. We have no
riders today, or at'least very few, who
measure up to the standard.of bygone
years, yet we are constantly setting new
records. There must be an end some
place. Let us hope that it soon is
found. Cycling is too good a sport to
be mistreated in this fashion.. Let us

CASE ABOUT DOG

Both Sides Heard in Police
Court in Ammonia
Matter,

A case against Thomas Bird, who
was reported for ill-treating a_ dog
by throwing ammonia in its eyes, was
dispesed of in the police court this
morning and he was fined $10.

Francis Kerr, for the prosecution, re-
called Mrs. H. Smith to the stand. She
gave practically the same evidence as
submitted before. She was emphatic in
a statement that she had seen the de-
fendant pouring ammonia in the dog’s
eyes. She said the dog’s eyes were
closed for some days and h& was blind
from the effects of the ammonia. She
told of the defendant throwing pepper,
in the dog’s eyes on a previous occa-
sion.

Her daughter, Miss Daisy. Smith,
who owns the dog, also said she saw
the .defendant throwing pepper in her
dog’s eyes.

Mrs. Bird was called by Horace A,
Porter, who appeared for the defend-
ant. She told of fights which occurred
between their spaniel apd the terrier
owned by Miss Smith. On fast Sinday
her dog ran into the house, followed
by the terrier. They began to fight and
she cried odt for her husband. When
he arrived’ the terrier had their dog
by the throat. Her mother gave Mrs.
Bird a bottle of ammonia and he held
it to their noses in effort to break
their hold, The dogs knocked over the
bottle and it spilled on the floor.
The defendant was next called and
told of other fights between the dogs
and on one occasion he had been bitten
by the terrier while trying to break
its hold on his dog’s throat. He said
he used pepp¢r on the terrier explain-
ing that when.the dogs started to fight
he threw a bucket of water over them
and as it failed to separate them he
had ;secured a pepper shaker and
sprinkled some on the terrier’s nose.

1 Last Sunday, he said, the two dogs

were fighting and as he approached
| them his mother In law passed him a
bottle of ammonia. He said he intend-
ed holding it to their noses, but in the
scramble they knocked:the bottle over
and ‘it rolled under a chair. He denied
pouring it in the dog’s eyes. He ac-
knowledged warning Mrs. Smith that
if the incident occurred again he
would shoot her dog. He said he was
willing to bring his dog to the court
and when the two started fighting he
would like to see S. M. Wetmore, sec-
retary of the S. P..C., separate themw
without being bitten. !

Mr. Porter announced that this end-
ed the defense. He contended there was
no evidence of malicious intent and
that his client had been endavoring to
make the dogs stop fighting.
1"Mr. Kerr said that the defendant
had used a very severe rémedy ta
separdte the dogs. He asked for a con-
victioh advocating that the court show
ho inore merey to the defendant than
he did to'a dimb brute.

Magistrate Henderson said it was
evident: that there was bad feeling
between the dogs. He said that in a
case of ‘them 'fighting people usually
did what thev thought best to séparate
them. He said that in the case of the
ammonia if a rag had been saturated
with ‘it and this applied to their noses
it would have been effective and prop-
er, but he did net approve of pouring
it out of a bottle.|He said he did not
accept the theory that the ammonia
had ‘poured on the floor and the dog
in the scramble- had got it into its
eyes. He said it was not necessary that
the. act be wilful; that it was in itself
unlawful. He said the fine was $50, but
he would allow the defendant to go
by paying $10. He suggested that the
Boston terrier be muzgled.
