Real Estate.

‘ E. Murray Olive, chairman of the
board of. assessors, was in consultation
with the city commissioners this morn-
ing on two matters in connection with
his department. They were proposed
amendments to the assessment act and
the procuring of plans of city property
to assist in the assessment of real estate.
The council decided to advertise pro-
posed amendments to the clauses relat-
ing to the amount of exemption on the

property of widows, assessment of com-
pany corporation in which changes of
ownership has taken place, and on
estates which have been distributed to
the heirs.

Mr. Olive recommended that the
amount of real estate exempted in the
case of widows where the income is less
than $500, be raised from $2,000 to
$5,000. !

With regard to the taxing of com-
pany corporations, Mr. Olive said that
the assessment for the year was made
up on the profits of the previous year’s
business. Where a firm made a change
in ownership towards the end of the
vear, there were no means of placitg
the assessment for the current year.

He said that when estates were dis-
tributd only those beneficiaries living in
the city could be taxed, and in the past
the assessors have not been notified of
estates that have been so distributed.
and accordingly assess against the whole
estate, and are later obliged to cancel
the charge. He suggested that an
amendment whereby the executor or
administrator be obliged to notify the
board of assessors when distribution has
been made. Although the assessment
return to the city will be the same in
both cases, it will save the trouble of
having to rectify mistakes which the
amendment would obviate.

Property Plans,

Mr. Olive in reply to the mayor said
that plans which would be of service to
the assessors in handling the matter of
the city real estate would cost, accord-
ing to the estimate of the late Engineer
Murdoch, about $5,000 and would take
about eighteen months to complete. He
said that Halifax had recently complel-
ed a set of plans for this purpose at
a cost of about $10,000, It took nearly
two years to prepare them.

He said that a returned soldier who
was a civil engineer might be employed
for this purpose and he considered it an
essential work. It was decided to have
the chairman of the board take the mat-
ter up with the city engineer and report
further to the council.

”'l‘he provincial legislature will meet on
_I hursday, March 11. At this time it
is well to remind the government that
a drive-to-the-right act has been placed
on the statute books for many months,
and the law can bc imade ecffective at
any time by heing gazetted. It is hoped
that the government will put it in force
at once. If that is done it will be of
great advantage to New Brunswick, and
it will encourage Nova Scotia and P. E.
Iblu.n'd to follow the example of this
province. This matter has been delayed
t.oo. long already. At present the ma-
jority of our people do not know which
is the right way to turn and accidents
are far more numerous than they would
have been if the act had been put in
force promptly after its passage through
the legislature.

A GREAT INDUSTRY. |

Some astounding figures concerning
the use of motor vehicles in the United
States were given in a recent statement
by Mr. Alfred Reeves, general manager
of the National Automobile Chamber
of Commerce. The very name of this
organization suggests the important
place the automobile holds”in trade and
transportation. In the year 1919 there
were approximately 7,100,000 motor
vehicles registered in the United States.
"T'he states of Iowa and Nebraska led,
with one car for every six and a half
of the population. The revenue derived
by all the states from license fees
amounted to $65,000,000. It is worthy
of note that the farmers are the largest
users of motor trucks, owning 10®per
cent more than manufacturers and 15
per cent more than retailers. There
was one motor car registered last year
for every ﬁjteen or sixteen persons in
the United States. The total number
of motor trucks in use was 700,000, and
it is estimated they hauled 2,200,000,000
tons of goods. The cost of haulage at
eighteen cents per ton-mile is set down
as $1,980,000,000, compared with twenty-
four cents per ton-mile or $2,640,000,000
by horse and wagon. The farmers
bought 40 per cent of all cars sold. The
number of horses displaced altogether
is estimated at 3,600,000. The value of
motor vehicles and parts exported last
year was $146,834,516. The wholesale
value of all motor vehicles produced in
the year was $1,807,594,580. The aver-
age price of passenger cars at wholesale
was $882, and of motor trucks $1,338.
There were factories in thirty-two
states. . Ninety factories were making
passenger’ ‘cars and one hundred and
seventy were producing motor trucks.
The number of employes in the factories
was 580,000. During the year 30,000,000
automobile tires were manufactured.
There were 62,036 automobile dealers,
gurages and repair shops in existence.

When we remember how recently the
motor car was perfected the extent of
the industry is amazing, and it is still
rapidly growing. Not only is there a
steadily inereasing demand in the home
market but the field for export is ex-
panding every year.

Only those who are close to the work !
know the real value of the work of the!
Travelers’ Aid. In its simplest form it
may merely mean helping a tired ‘mother
waiting between trains to get some food .
for her little ones, or taking her where !
she may spend the night in comfort be- |
fore resuming her journey; or helpingé
her to a place to which she desires to:
go; but it goes much farther and throws

a sheltering arm around many young|’

girls traveling alone jand in danger of
being led into temptation and wrong-do- l
ing. There is not a day during which |
the Travelers’ Aid is not doing good to
some woman or girl or child who is
traveling and needs counsel or assistance
of some kind. This branch of the work
of the Y. W. C. A. is in itself a reason
for giving the organization general sup-
port. In New York last week a cam-
paign was started by the Travelers’ Aid
Society of that city to raise $300,000 for
its work. The following statement was
issued:

“As proof of the( growth of the so-
ciety’s work ,the records show that in
1910 7,332 persons were aided, in 1918
48,887, and m 1919 more than 75,000 peo-
ple were assisted. Forty-five tralned
workers are employed at extremely mod-
erate salaries; a home is maintained at
465 Lexington avenue; thousands of run-
away boys and girls hgve been returned
to their families; the society has gained
the gratitude of hundreds of young,
women who met a Travelers’ Aid work-
er in a railway terminal or at a steam-
ship pier; it has investigated scores of
fake advertisements designed to lure the
unsuspecting away from home; thou-
sands of negr tragedies narrowly averted
are shown in the records. Under no cir-
cumstances will the workers gccept gra-
tuities from those aided. It is a non-
sectarian, non-¢ommercial and non-poli-
tical protective society, founded to ex-
tend a helping Rand to the weak or help-
less wayfarer and protect the unwary
and innocent. Travelers’ Aid Societies
have been established in 168 cities
throughout the United States. Its work
of protection and prevention is becoming
international as a clearing house for all
social agencies.”

One of the reasons the public knows

so little about the work of the Travelers’ |
|Aid is that it seeks no publicity.

It
keeps faith with those whom it helps,
and while it could give the press many
a story of heart interest, and some of
even a tragic character, it seeks always
to avoid the publicity that might bring
sorrow to relatives or injure the pros-
pects of the woman or girl in the-case.
There are always exceptions to any rule,
but the aim of the Travelers’ Aid is to
do its beneficent work quietly and con-
sider first the interests of the person
helped. This is one reason why the ex-
tent and value of that work are not
more widely known.

CRONJE WANTED TERMS.

On the morning of Feb. 19, 1900,

Cronje, the Boer leader, whom the
Canadians and the Imperials were be-
sieging in the valley of tne Modder River
in South Africa, sent a white flag from
his laager to Lord Roberts. The artil-
lery fire of the previous day had been
terrible and ‘the old Boer could see the
beginning of the end. He was as brave
as man-could be, but, rifies could not
fight the big gun fire.

The artillery ceased action and the

readily because Lord Roberts was anx-
jous to spare the enemy as much death
toll as possible. The Boer wanted to
march out with honor but the only re-
ply Roberts could give him was that he
must surrender unconditionally, trust-
ing to the queen to be generous to one
who had made such a gallant defence.
This the Boer refused to do at the time,
although he sent a note to Lord Rob-
erts that was supposed to indicate his
intention to surrender. But while the
British waited at their guns the enemy
restarted the action, so the fight broke
out anew on all parts of the front and
a terrific rain of shells was poured into
the doomed centre where the Boers were
concealed in the banks of the river bed.

'So it continued every day from the
16th to the 26th of the month. The Boers
were making a grand but hopeless
stand: their numbers were diminishing
daily- by deaths and -desertions, while
every day brought fresh troops to the
aid of the British. By the 26th of the
month the various regiments engaged
with the Canadians had advanced to

on account of the poor visibility and
speed. The hole would be rapidly en-
larged until the super-dreadnought was
citker sunk or broken in two. Where can
we better perpetuate the magnificent
traditions of the blue seas than in the
blue skies? From now onward com-
mand, of the sea is synenymous with
command of the air.”

FOREIGN TRADE

(Bank of Commerce Cireular.)

Canadian foreign trade at the end of
November equalled in volume that of
the corresponding period a year ago
and this was due largely to the increase
in imports, the total of the latter for the
month of November being $93,000,000 as
compared with $78,000,000 for thesame
month in 1918. For the eight months’
period ending November last, there was
a substantial increase in the exports of
foreign merchandise. The domestic ex-
ports which show large increases are
those derived from agriculture and those
of wood products and paper. Manu-
factured wood products and paper to
the value of $19,118,000 were éxported
in November, and for the first eight
months of the current fiscal year the
value was $187,677,000 as compared with
$106,000,000 for the same period in the
previous year. The exports of pulp and
paper alone for the eight months ending
November were valued at $61,300,000 as
compared with $58,000,000 and $42,000,-
000 for the corresponding periods in
1918 and 1917. Additions involving large
capital outlay are continually being
made to pulp and paper plants, and last
year securities amounting to $22,-
000,000 were issued for this purpose; |
the larger proportion of these were ab-
sorbed by Canadian investors. As the
market for paper and pulp is steadily
widening both on this continent and
abroad, there is no doubt that still
larger additions to the volume of our
exports will be derived from this source.

The aim is, of course, a “No license”
vote.

Meanwhile, Scotland is sharing with
the rest of the United Kingdom in the
general policy. of the government in re-
gard to the liquor traffic, a policy which,
for more than a year past, hus been all
in the direction of reverting to pre-war
conditions. Writing on the situation,
some time ago, George B. Wilson, politi-
cal and literary secretary of the United

Kingdom Alliance, pointed out that the

government had promised that the out-
put of beer for the year ending March
31, 1920, should be “no less and probably
greater than in the year ending March
31, 1914”; and that it had decided to in-
crease the supply of spirits by 7,000,000
proof gallons. Now, if all the liquor

available for consumption is consumed, |
the liquor consumption’of the country

month, in beer and spirits, would amount
for the year ending the 3lst of next
to 37,500,000 barrels of beer and 21,400,~
000 gallons of spirits. Mr. Wilson reck-
oned the consumption of wine at about
18,000,000 gallons, the cost of the whole
being no less than £400,000,000, as against
£170,000,000 for the year ending March
31, 1914.

The position is unquestionably a very L

serious one. A sum of £400,000,000
would be sufficient to pay the' interest
on the entire war debt of the country.

And yet, at a time when statesmen are .

ostensibly doing everything, and are
most certainly saying anything to im-
press upon the people of the country the
paramount necessity for economy, they
are encouraging the waste and worse
than waste, annually, of a sum sufficient,
if properly applied, to wipe out, at one
stroke, the results of the war, as far as
the interest on the national debt is con-
cerned. Further, looking at the matter
even on this lower plane, the simple
waste of £400,000,0Q0 annually is very
far from being th@ only disadvantage
accruing to the country from this poli-
cy. As Prof. Gilbert Murray pointed
out recently, in a speech in the Free
Trade Hall, in Manchester, if the Unit-

ed Kingdom adheres to its present poli-'

cy in regard to the liquor traffic, it will
not only fall behind in the race for in-
dustrial efficiency, but will sink to a
lower level of civilization all round. In-

deed, there is one thing in regard to pro-|

hibition which every month that passes
establishes more certainly: it is that, in
the future, the drinking nation will be!
quite unable to compete, in the great|
world of industry, with the prohibition |
nation. Not only is the United King-

dom at the present time saddled with a'

standing charge on her resources of a

sum equal to twice her entire budget |
expenditure before the war, but she is;:

working under all the handicaps which
drink inevitably imposes.

Mrs. Lloyd George was, therefore,
certainly not exaggerating when she said
that temperance reformers everywhere
had their eyes om Scotland. Secotland
has an opportunity, this year, to do a
great thing for Kngland, Ireland and

SCOTLAND,
ENGLAND AND

DRINK TRADE,

(Christian Science Monitor)

“In the same way that all eyes were
fixed on the men who fought our battles

in the war, the temperance reformers

in Britain, the dominions, and on the
continent will be watching the people of
Scotland. It will be a great disappoint-
ment to these friends. if Scotland fails;
but, on the other hand, if victory is won,
it will be a great stimulus to others all
over the world to go and do likewise.”
So did Mrs. Lloyd George, in an able
speech at Glasgow recently indicate the
importance, not only to the Scots people,

prohibition which Scotland is privileged
to make this year under the Temperance
(Scotland) Act of 1920.

Under this act, which finally received
the royal assent on August 15, 1913, it
is provided that. after a lapse of eight

vears, dating from June 1, 1912, the
people of Scotland shall be endowed with
powers of local option in regard to the
liquor traffic. Licensing, therefore, as a
matter of right and apart from the |
wishes of the people, is already a thing
of the past in Scotland, and when the
municipal and county council elections
are held, next November, every burgh,
ward, and parish in the country will have
a chance to define the future status of
the drink traffic within its borders. The
electors will have a right to say what
they wish in one of three directions:
First, they can vote for no license, and
thus secure prohibition; second, they
can vote for the limitation of licenses,
and these will be reduced by one-fourth;
third, they can vote for no chance, and
conditions will remain as they are. On
August 15 next, the clerk of the local |
authority will be ready to issue forms for
a requisition of a poll, which forms
must be signed by at least one-tenth of
the electors. They will be lodged in
September, duly advertised, kept avail-

able for inspection, and, in November,
as already stated, the matter will go to!
the polls.

For many months past, all the great |
teirperance societies in Scotland have |
been devoting themseives to the work ofsf
securing the best results from this op-1
portunity. In order to prevent overlap—\'
ping. Scotland has been divided up into |
districts, a certain number being allotted |
respectively to the Scottish Temperance |
[ eague, the Scottish Permissive Bill :mdi
Temperance Association, and the Inter- |
Order of Good 'l‘cmplm'n!
(Grond Lodge of Scotland); whilst the
British Women's Temperance Associa-
tion has agreed to assist in all districts.

After an illness lasting for quite a
number of weeks the death of a well-
known citizen occurred late yesterday,
Patrick l“itzpalrick. who had been as-
sociated with the business life of the
city for many years.
