Hamburg, Germany, ^ay 16—The body 

of King Frederick VIII. of Denmark, who

Zoo. He was as interested as the others, 
and condoled with Hagenbeck on signs 
which the latter showed of a recent ill­
ness. The king declared that he was feel­
ing exceptionally well, and thought him­
self good for many years yet. But, he add­
ed, “At our age, we must be thankful for 
every additional day mercifully granted 
us/’

Telegrams of condolence have been re­
ceived from all the sovereigns. The Ger­
man Emperor has personally directed that 
a guard of honor shall be placed outside 
the hotel, and shall escort the body to the 
train.

Prince Harold, the third son of the king, 
arrived last night, and soon afterwards 
a prayer service was conducted by a Dan­
ish divine. It was attended by only the 
family and body servants.

King Christian will not come here, as 
it is^ hardly possible for him to leave the 
country.

Count Von Brockenhuss-Schack. marshal 
of the Danish court, last night invited the 
newspaper representatives to view the 
body privately. It lies in an open casket 
in a small room, the hands crossed and 
features composed. Wreaths from Danish 
residents are arranged about the room, but 
the flowers on the coffin and the body 
were placed there by the children alone.

The circumstances of the king’s death 
have given rise to a multitude of rumors 
and unpleasant stories, all of which are 
absolutely untrue. It is positively proven 
that the king was on his way to the hotel 
after a walk, which lasted not more than 
three-quarters of an hour. He was prom­
enading frequented streets and was met 
qnd recognized by several fellow guests at 
the hotel. Apparently he did not feel 
well, and was retracing his steps when 
stricken.
Falls Dying on Hearing News

The death .wound, 
according to the medical expert, was 
caused by a bullet fired point blank at very 
close range, which entered the right 
temple and passed completely through the 
head. In addition to this, an ordnance re­
volver bullet had traversed the lower part 
of the thorax.

Vallet, who met his end with Garnier 
in an eight hour battle with the police and 
troops at the Nogent-Sur-Manvilla, was 
killed by two ordnance revolver bullets in 
the head.

A search of the ruined villa today in 
the hope of finding bank notes, stolen 
bonds and other valuables was unsuccess­
ful. ’ A heap of burnt papers showed that 
the bandits destroyed all compromising 

1 documents when they realized that the 
game was up.

Two note books, belonging to Garnier 
and Vallet were found. Gamier appeared 
to be in the habit of making entries in 
his journal daily- Among ather things he 
explains that he became an anarchist be­
cause he hated work, which he writes, is 
“one of the forms of capitalistic exploita­

He was left with his 
railroad ticket and money, but virtually 
no clothes.

■He reached Bernardino, twenty-five 
miles northeast of San Diego yesterday, 
after walking all night, bought clothes, 
and food, and trudged on to Becondidi, 
five miles distant, where he boarded a 
train for Los Angeles.

Destroyed “Scrap-Log”
G. F. Stewart, the first officer of the 

Californian, said he did notv .believe / the : 
vessel which was firing rockets was' the 
Titanic. He explained tfiât the “sérap 
log,” written on the bridge, was «destroyed 
day by day, as it was entered tby the in­
structions of the company.

Lord Mersey asked if this was done on 
all the steamers of the International Mar­
ine Company. The attorney for the White 
Star line said that so far as the White 
Star line was concerned the “scrap log” 
was destroyed. .

The attorney for the board of trade v.-ae 
questioning the witness in regard to the 
change of latitude and position of the 
Californian according to the log book, 
whiçk shows that flhe Went south between 

April 13 and April 14, when 
Lord Mersey intê'rposed:

“Do you suggest that the. log has oven 
doctored?”

The attorney did not reply, but the wit­
ness said the positions were given from 
observations taken by all the officers. 
There was. he said, no reference in the 
“scrap log” to rockets.

The witness continued, that from the 
position in which the Californian lay all 
night long and the position of the wreck­
age seen in the morning, he calculated that 
the Californian must have been thirty 
miles from the Titanic.

Stewart was being further examined in 
regard to the steamer which was seen fir­
ing rockets when Lord Mersey said:
Told Captain Titanic Was Near

“Has anybody found out which steamer 
it was, if it was not the Titanic? What 
is the use of asking the opinion of wit­
nesses who did not see the steamer when. 
Grove, who1 saw it, said he believed it waj 
the Titanic?”

Evans, the wireless operator on the 
Californian, also testified today that he 
told the captain on the night of the dis­
aster that he believed the Titanic was 
near the Californian, judging from tie 
strength of her signals.

The commission concluded the evidence 
of the officers of the Californian and then 
examined the captain and the wireiesa 
operator of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company's steamer Mount Temple. The 
telegrapher reconstructed the story of the 
sinking of the Titanic from the messages 
he heard passing between the doomed ves­
sel and other steamers.

The Tournament That Faded

The thirteenth Earl of Eglinton, who 
made such a brave effort on the part of 
the city of Galway, is the same earl who 
spent an enormous sum of money in the 
attempt to revive an interest in chivalry, 
by organizing and financing the famous 
Eglinton tournament, where knights -n 
armor tilted at each other and broke 
lances against shields, beneath the smiles 
of a queen of beauty. This never-to-be-for- 
gotten joust was enacted in the neighbor- 
hood of Eglinton Castle in Scotland. The 
early preparations were made, however, 
near London, ip the then rustic suburb of 
St. John’s Wood. The “dress rehearsals” 
which took place in a large field, afforded 
no end of fun and amusement to the on­
lookers, for the “knights” had the greatest 
difficulty in mounting their horses, on ac­
count of the Weight of their armor, and 
the way it impeded' their motions. They 
had to be hoisted into their saddles, by a 
sort of derrick arrangement, Lord Englin- 
ton himself being the only one who could 
vault on his horse unassisted.

The lovely granddaughter 
Brinsley Sheridan was the queen of beau­
ty. She was then Lady Seymour, and af­
terwards became Duchess of Somerset.
Many of the great bouses of England sup­
ported the affair, and a long list of rules

A matter of much general interest to 
be presented at the first meeting of the 
new city council, this afternoon, is that of 
early closing. A delegation from the 
Early Closing Association will ask the com­
mission to put in effect amendments to 

t the act which will exempt from the early 
closing law thé little corner groceries and 
also allow thé fish dealers to keep their 
stores open on Thursday nights.

The case will be presented by M. E. 
Grass, James Morgan, S. W. McMackin, 
A. Poyas, W. D. Baskin, L. T. Nase, P> 
J. Steel, W. S. Knowles, James Carle $11 
and W. E. Rowley. They will ask that 
with the amendments proposed, the law be 
made effective on June 1.

Reports on each department will be sub­
mitted by the commissioners. Among the 
matters which will be taken up will be the 
proposed extension of the water system to 
East St. John. The contracts for police 
and ferry uniforms will also be awarded.

Speaking of the criticism which has been 
made by certain papers on the private 
meetings of the commissioners during the 
week and of the lack of advance informa­
tion about the council meeting Commis­
sioner McLellan said this morning that he 
thought it was only fair to allow the 
missioners time to get things running the 
way they wanted them and to get the 
new system in working order before criti­
cizing them too harshly.

At the first meeting he had taken his 
! stand against unnecessary private meet­
ings, and he thought the people who elect- 

: ed him had confidence enough in him to 
j know that he would not submit to any 
i undue .secrecy or to the withholding of in- 
| formation, which should be made public.
| With regard to the council meetings, it 
j was the intention of the commissioners 
to prepare a synopsis of the business to 
be brought up at future council meetings 
for publication before the meeting was 
held. This would give the citizens oppor­
tunity to know what was going on before 
definite action is taken by the council.

OLD BROOKLYN BRIDGE

Good For Some Time, But For 
Safety Traffic is Restricted

New York, May 16—That some fears are 
felt for the safety Of the old Brooklyn 
bridge, which still carries a considerable 
share of the traffic between Manhattan and 
Brooklyn, is indicated by orders issued 
by the City Bridge Department prohibit­
ing heavy teams from using the road­
ways and directing the elevated railroads 
to curtail their traffic , during the rush 
hours.

ENGLISH MANUFACTURER!
> The Maritime Merchant hag an inter­
view with Mr. A. M. Bell on the indiffer­
ence of many English manufacturera to 
the preferences of their customers in Can­
ada. He takes for purposes of illustration 
the item of pocket knives. Germany is 
able to go into the market of the mari­
time provinces and sell pocket knives, al­
though the steel that is used in their 
manufacture is imported into Germany 
from England. The German article is not 
of better quality, but it has a finish and 
appearance that i| more attractive to the 
Canadian buyer. The English manufac­
turers could as easily turn out the par­
ticular kind of knife that suits the Cana­
dian trade, but having the world for a 
market they do not apparently worry 
themselves about the likes and dislikes 
of even the Canadian portion of that 
market.

This peculiarity of the English manufac­
turer is noticeable in many other lines 
besides pocket knives, and there can be 
no doubt at all that indifference to the 
preferences of purchasers makes it easier 
for competitors to command a large por­
tion of markets which he might supply. 
The Times discussed this question with 
one of the English journalists who visited 
St. John last year, and he stated that 
there was a like1 indifference on the part 
of English manufacturers, to some extent 
at least, in their home market; and this 
enabled foreign competitors to sell goods 
more generally in the English market it­
self. He added, however, thaj^ a change is 
coming about, and that many English man­
ufacturers when they find a foreign article 
selling well in their home market lose no 
time in producing a duplicate and going 
in for their share of the trade.

Disease end Immunity 

Doctor James Lindsay, professor of 
medicine in Belfast, read a paper before 
theEugenics Education Society on "The 
Problem of Immunity from Disease in its 
Relation to Eugenics.” The lecturer sug­
gested four questions for the considera­
tion of the society:

How was it that one individual became 
affected by a certain disease, such as scar­
latina, while another, in spite of repeated 
exposure, escaped infection ?

What was the mechanism of immunity, 
when an individual, having safely e«r- j 
mounted an attack of infective disease, 
was subsequently protected for life against | 
further attacks ?

In reference to such diseases as plague 
and its long periods of quiescence, he sug­
gested that the outbreaks were due to 
some alteration ip the strength of the vi­
rus of the disease.

Disease must be combatted not only 
by medical science, hygiene, and social re­
form, but by inquiring into the conditions 
which conferred immunity upon individu­
als and upon races, and by giving such con­
ditions adequate scope.

the mob to show its hand, and alone and 
single-handed' dtove the& from the place.

The mob, after marching the streets of 
Hudson singing patriotic airs, went to the 
Stark colliery. The owner was there to 
meet them, and as they marched up to the 
entrance of the stockade he mounted a 
wagon and, climbing up to the seat, order­
ed the 1,600 to halt. XVhejn his voice could 

‘You’men and women 
do not want bloodshed. Of this I 
I do. not want it. Bût I am here to tell 
you that I will do as I please about this 
colliery. I intend to haul what coal I 
want to and sell wherever I please. You 
cannot stop me if you get 5,000 men in 
Jine and arm them all with clubs. I am 
fully aware that you do not want these 
streets tô run red with blood. 1 know In Paris
I don’t, but if you persist in interfering! Canadian visitors who have registered 
with my work I shall call for the state j at the office of the general commissioner 
police, and if necessary station them 
everywhere along the roadway. If you then 
want trouble, you can have it. Go on 
back home and be law-abiding citizens. I 
am through now, and those of yoii who 
know" me are aware that I am a man of 
my word.”

These words of Stark’s startled the riot­
ers. They had lost their nerve, and in a 
very short time were on their way sing­
ing their songs and planning other moves.
The leaders marched the mob to the Dela­
ware colliery, of the Delaware and Hud­
son Company. They became violent and 
roughly, handled a young surveyor, who 
tried' to work his way into the stockades.
He was relieved of his mining instruments 
and pelted with clubs and stones. The re­
pair men fled at the sight, and as they 
ran stones and clubs went after them. The 
crowd then went to the Keystone colliery, 
where a breaker is being built. All the 
men employed on this job fled as the mob 
entered upon the company’s land. After 
leaving guards to see that no further ef­
fort was made to start work the rioters 
marched to the town and there paraded 
the streets.

Hon. Robert Max­
well announced his retirement from pro­
vincial politics at the Flemming banquet 
and last evening W. F. Hatheway said 
positively that he would not be in the run­
ning. It is known that Mr. Hatheway has 
not been in accord with the government’s 
policy as it affected labor interests and 
the granting of huge concessions to corpor­
ations without adequately safeguarding the 
province.

The1 Conservatives are also finding plenty 
of trouble over the Catholic representation 
on the ticket in St. John city. All along 
it has been the helief that D. Mullin, K. 
C., Phillip Grannan or Florence McCarthy 
would be nominated as one of the four 
men -in the city. It was said there was 
no give away, to any one of them as the 
friçnds of each were determined that his 
name should go before the convention and 
so there was promise of all three being be­
fore the delegates.

Mr. McCarthy, however, is said to have 
agreed to withdraw, thus leaving the place 
for choice between Messrs. Mullin and 
Grannan.
