COMMON COUNCIL.

The Street Ry. Co. Will Hive to Re«
pair Prince William Street—The
Office of Police Surgeon Abolished
—No Action in the Scovil Case.

At the meeting of the common council
yesterday the board of public works
recommended that the director and the
recorder be instructed to take such action
as may be necessary to compel the street
railway to pave between the rails of their
track on Prince William street in accord-
ance with the terms of the agreement
made with the city.

Tha public safety board recommended
the acceptance of the tender of B. Mer-
ritt & Co. for supplies for the fire de-
partment service for the ensuing year,
their figures being for hay, $10.55 per ton;
straw, $7: P. E. Island blacksoats, 36 cts.
per bushel, and for white Canadian oats,
38 cts. per bushel, that the tender of B.
T. Logan for painting the electric light
and fire alarm poles (belonging
tothe city)at 79 cenis each be
accepted; that the office of po-
lice surgeon, made by {he common coun-
cil on the 6th July, 1883, be abolished,
and that all orders of council relating to
such police surgeon be cancelled and an-
nulled, also that in future any applicant
for appointment on the police force be
required to furnish a doctor's certificate
of fitness, etc., at his own cost, that when
any medical practitioner is called in by
the police department he shall be paid
for his professional services at the fol-
lowing rate: For visits between the
hours of 7 & m. and 10 p. m., the sum of
$1, between 10 p. im. and 7a. m,, the
sum of $2 for each visit.

On recommendation of the lands com-
mittee, Robert Cameron was leased lot
