SHE . BREAKS THE RECORD FOR
WESTERN OCEAN VOYAGES.

Hour—The Captain Congratalated.

New Yomk, Aug. 5.—The White Star

line steamship Majestic arrived at the
Sandy Hook lightship at 8.20 o’clock
this morning from Liverpool, breaking
all previous records for the western ocean
voyage. Her time from Quoenstown
was 5 days, 18 hours and 8 minutes.
The record has hitherto been held by
the Teutonic of the same line, the own-
ers of which said she made a record of
5 day, 19 hours and 5 minutes last sum-
mer. Previots to that time the record
was held by the greyhound City of Paris,
she making the trip in 5 days 19 hours
and 18 minates, The latter record has,
however, been regarded by steamship
men as: the correctone that of the Teu-
tonic. haviag'been subjected to much
criticism. Experts subjected her log to
an examination, which résulted in shav-
ing one hour off her alleged record.
The Majestic can, however, be unhes-
itatingly called the queen of the ocean.
The voyage was made without accident
or-any unpleasant incidents. Fine
‘weather throughout  made the passage
noteworthy. In all the Majestic carried
1366 passengers.
On Thursday last the Majestic entered
Queenstown harbor at 6.30 o’clock in the
morning, where she took aboard
the mails and additional freight
and passengers. At 2 o'clock in
the afternoon she weighed anchor
and cleaved the harbor at fall speed. In
twelve minutes she had covered the four
miles that lay between Roche’s Point
and Daunt’s Rock, and exactly at2:12
o’clock the race against time was begun.
The weather was perfectly clear at the
time and a brisk northwest wind was
blowing, favoring the ship. Ina couple
of hours she had passed Fastnet Light,
at the southern end of the Irish coast,
and was well on her way across the At.
lantic,

From the time of passing Daunt’s

Rock until noon of the following day the

Majestic covered 470 miles. The wind

was then blowing strong from the north-

west. Later in the day the wind sub-
sided and a mist fell over the ocean,
but soon cleared away without retarding
the progress of the ship. On Saturday,

Aug. 1, the vessel was 501 miles nearer

- | Cornwallis, Febr. 19th, 1805, and was
converted in his 19th year. In 1827 he
began his preparation for the ministry,
and in 1829 was ordained at Nietaux.
Rev. Mr. Gates here gave an interesting
ketch of Rev. Mr. Bill’s early work at
that place, showing how successful
it was. In the years 1828 and 1829 151
members were added to the Nictaux
church by baptism. Rev. Mr. Bill
preached in different parts of Corn-
wallis and Annapolis valley. Tn 1840
he came to Fredericton to preach the
dedication sermon at the opening of a
new place of worship. He was givena
call which he accepted. His labors there
were most successful. In 1852 he ac-
cepted the call of the Germain street
Baptist church and labored here for 11

A remarkable class of men, most won-
drously endowed by God and the Holy
Spirit. Let me recall their names:
Harris Harding, Thos. H. Chapman,
Edward Manning, Thomas Ansley,
Joseph Dimock, Thomas L. Harding,
Joseph Crandal.

Ah! brother; we, whose lines haye
fallen in pleasant places, little know
what was the work, self-sacrificing and
grand, performed by these heroes of the

But why refer to these men? They
moulded in those days, when we had no
college, the lives of those to whom they
d as the isters of our day
do not. They influenced the lives, the
thought, the doctrinal views of the young
men entering the ministry. It was
under these men, influenced by these
men, with the memory of their hands
laid upon his head, aye, with their
prayers ringing in his ears, that
Brother Bill went out to begin his life
work for the master. Brother Bill was
not one of the fathers of our de-
nomipation, rather one of the sons
of the fathers.” Rev. Mr. Gates here re-
ferred to the movement in 1828 towards
the founding of a Baptist educational in-
stitution and Rev. Mr. Bill's connection
with the movement, Horton College was
first founded and later Acadia College.
Besides being one of its founders Rev.
Mr. Bill was one of the governors of Aca-
dia College for some years and it recog-
nized his worth by making him a D. D.
in 1880. He always manifested the
greatest interest in educational work.
The college at Wolfville lay near his
heart and in New Brunswick the semin-
ary at Fredericton and then at8t. Mar-
tins were objects of the deepest interest
to him. He worked as an agent for the
institution at Wolfville and went to the
United States and to the mother country
seeking financial aid for it and was very
successful. He was also always tothe
front in Sunday school work. The fore-
most among the temperance advocates
of those days was the eloquent young
pastor of Nintaux church and in 1832 the
report of his church states ;—“The tem-
perance society now c¢onsists of nearly
800 members. No less than 17 retail-
ing shops within the compass of
their operations have ceased to
vend ardent spirits and whole com-
munities are recovering from the moral

A JUDGE'S DEATH.

THE . HON. CHARLES WATTERS
PASSES AWAY EARLY THIS
MORNING.

A Sheort Sketch of his Career—As Poli-
tician and Justice He was Univer-
sally Respected.

Hon. Charles Watters, judge of the
County and Vice-Admiralty courts, died
suddenly at his residence corner of
Princess and Carmarthen streets early
this morning. For a few days past he
has been unwell and has complained of
pains across his chest. He failed
to appear at the  breakfast
table this morning and about
9 o’clock his daughter Florrie tapped at
his door to arouse him. Receiving no
answer she opened it and discovered her
father lying acrossthe bed, dead. He
had apparently just begun todress when
he was strickendown. Drs. McAvenny
Inches and Daniel were hastily sum-
moned, but their efforts were in vain,
Hon. Judge Watters had passed to his
rest.

speedily known throughout the city, and
deep regret was expressed by everyone
at the demise of so worthy a man. Dur-
ing the morning many citizens called at
the residence to mark their. sympathy,
among them being men prominent
both at the bench and bar. A sad
circumstance connected  with the
death is the fact that Mrs.
Watters is at present in Scot-
land, while nearly all the other members
of the family are away from home. The
parting words of Mrs. Watters when she
left for Europe, spoken to Mr. R, W.
Thorne, who but: recently died in this
city, were “Take caire of the Judge” She
spoke in a semi-jocular way,never dream-
ing'that she had said her last farewell to
both on earth. -

Word was immediately cabled her,
while a ger was despatched to
inform Miss Watters, who has been
staying at the Willows on the Kenne-
becasis for the past few days, of the sad
occurrence.

At the residence, the darkened rooms,
and subdued tones of friends who have
called betoken the sorrowful event that
has carried off one of 8t. John’s warmest-
hearted citizens. Judge Watters, al-
ways genial and hearty, was well fitted
for the work which he was called upon
to perform, and a man well calculated
to attract the universal respect in which
he was held.

He was a native of this city where he
was born in November 1818. He was
educated at the St. John Grammar
school and at the close of his course there
captured the corporation gold medal.
He worked for a short time afterwards
with his father who was then a butcher,
and later d the establish t of
the Messrs. McDonald, one of whom
married his sister, now living in New
York. Finding that his inclinations
were with the law he entered the law
office of Judge Ritchie, and on complet-
ing the allotted term +#as admitted to
the bar. He became a member of the
legislature of this province about 1855 as
a representative of Victoria ecounty,
and a member of the Executive council
the same year. He shared, however, in
the disaster that overtook his party in
