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horticultural section on the second floor 
of the agricultural building, is a practi­
cal illustration of the effect of right and 
wrong pruning. Sir Henri’s exhibit con­
sists of samples of box elder showing 
the effect produced on the trees by bom 
right and wrong pruning. Several in­
struction sheets, explaining the correct 
methods to be taken, by orchardists and 
horticulturalists generally in looking 
afteA trees, signed by the distinguished 
exhibitor are tacked up, so that he who 
reads may learn—and profit. The lieu­
tenant-governor has for many years made 
a study of forestry, and is an acknowl­
edged authority on the subject of the 
proper care and culture necessary for 
the preservance arid growth of trees. 
This practical exhibit, shows how by 
wrong pruning the branch gradually de­
cays and becomes rotten, finally ruining 
the tree, while the right method shoys 
the tree strong and healthy.

Until the exhibits are all in place, or 
until some of the divisions have been 
judged, it is difficult to refer in detail 
to them. But in a general way it is safe 
to say that from a purely agricultural 
standpoint it is the largest and best 
show which has been held west of Toron­
to, and in some respects even excels the 
big event of the Queen City. A leading 
feature, and one which is unique in Can­
adian fairs, is the district exhibit. The 
exhibits are more numerous than ever 
this year, and by closely inspecting them 
one gets a splendid idea of the wonderful 
and varied resources of this province, and 
can make the only intelligent eompatwofi 
of the relative productiveness of the re­
spective districts. There are also several 
extensive displays, composed entirely of 
Indian agricultural and industrial ex­
hibits. There is less machinery in motion 
than was anticipated, but the varied in­
dustries of the country, from east to 
west, are well represented, with the soli­
tary exception of the fisheries. This is 
one of the industries which has made 
British Columbia known to the world,

Moscow, Sept. 28.—General Stoeseel, 
who commanded the Russian forces at 
Port Arthur, is suffering from a et'-ke 
of paralysis which affects his entire left 
side.

Manila, Sept. 29.—Reports now coming 
in from places along the path of the re­
cent typhoon in the island of Luzon and 
the southern islands indicate great loss 
of life and property.

In the waters surrounding Samar and 
other islands, many coasting vessels and 
island transports have been wrecked. The 
coast guard cutter Leyte is a complete 
wreck and 11 Americans and 24 natives 
were drowned. At the town of Sorsogon 
15 natives were drowned.

New Westminster, Sept. 28.—As 
briefly noted in the Times yesterday, the 
Dominion exhibition was officially open­
ed yesterday afternoon in the presence 
of a large crowd of visitors.

Ready to Withdraw.
Gunshu Pass, Sept. 27.—The Tartar 

general of Heilumnchiang province has 
been transferred to Kirin for the pur­
pose of instituting order following the 
evacuation of the foreign troops. H » has 
already begun preparations to suppress 
the Chinese bandits lately in the lias-nan 
and Japanese service, who are estimated 
to be a thousand strong.

TRAGEDY IN TEXAS.

Mother and Four of Her Children Mur 
dered in Cold Blood.

BOYCOTT BRITISH GOODS.
Edna, Texas, Sept. 28.—Mrs. A. J. 

Conditt and four children—a daughter of 
13 and three boys frpm 6 to 10 years 
of age—were murdered in cold blood at 
their home near here yesterday. The 
mother and daughter were assaulted and 
their bodies brutally disfigured. A bab^ 
about two years old was the only one left 
alive.

All of them seemed to have been 
murdered with some blunt instrument.

Schiff, head of the basking firm of Kuhn 
Loeb & Co.,; testified to-day before the 
life insurance investigating committee 
that the minutes of a Meeting of the 
finance committee of the Equitable Life 
Assurance Company in February, 1903, 
were false in recording the purchase of 
$500,000 of Union Pacific preferred 
stock for holding account. Mr. Schiff 
said he Was present at that meeting, and 
no such transaction was made.

Asked if apart from what he heard at 
that meeting he desired to be understood 
that the Equitable records were false,
Mr. Schiff said if such a transaction was 
made he did not hear it. He would like 
to take counsel before he made a direct 
answer.

Mr. Schiff expressed the opinion that 
it was wrong for Jas. H. Hyde, to parti­
cipate personally in syndicate transac­
tions. He did, not know,, be. said, that 
Mr. Hyde had done so until the dis­
closures. The Equitable, said Mr.
Schiff, was at the mercy of one. man, 
either Alexander or Hjrde. It seemed 
to him it was all Hyde. Everythiug 
was Hyde. The vice of the entire insur­
ance situation has been irresponsible 
power.

At the close of the direct testimony;
Mr. Schiff asked and was granted per­
mission to make a statement He de­
fended himself .from various attacks, 
which he said had been made against 
himself by the state superintendent of'in­
surance and ‘ " 
animated, and his remarks were 
panied with dramatic and emphatic ges­
tures. He declared, that it was untrue, 
as charged1 by the state superintendent 
of insurance, that the Equitable Life As­
surance Society bought Japanese bonds 
frotn Kuhn Leob & Co. at a loss to the 
society of 2*2 per cent.

HORRIBLY CRUSHED.

Énglneer Cresweo, of Steamer Unlcah, 
Killed in Peculiar Way in Étigine 

Room.

Word comes from the North of* a terrible 
accident on the well knorcn steadier Unican 
while on her way north to the Skeena river 
a week ago last Sunday morning. Wiiliam 
Cresweil, second engineer, who is well 
known In this city, was the unfortunate vic­
tim. His head. It is said; was crushed to a 
pulp by the crankshaft in the engine room, 
although how it yeeurred IS not known, as 
no One witnessed’the accident.

Dr. Wilson, to whom the facts were relat­
ed' on reaching Poet Essington, decided that 
it would be unnecessary to hold an inquest,

“The steamér UMcâh le owned by the 
Maleoim Cannery, Company. It left her*, 
says the Vancouver Province, on thé Hist 
instant with tan carpenters, who were en­
gaged to erect a new cannery for the com­
pany near ESsington. Mr. Crestrell who whs 
aged thirty-eight years, and unmarried, had 
thé Shift from midnight to 6 o’clock Sunday 
nebrning. Ten minutes before the end of 
his wateh Mr. Cr«*w>ll was seen by a car­
penter, Bert. Hamilton, engaged in oiling 
the machinery. When the first engineer, 
Guy Anderson, descended to relieve hi» 
partner, he was startled to see a shocking 
sight. The body ot Cresweil lay across thé 
crankshaft, a flange ot which struck his 
head with every revolution. The features 
were crushed Into almost unrecognizable 
shape, the brains having been dashed out 
and spattered over the machinery and the 
wa'"s of the narrow engine room, 
reaching the Skeena river point. Captain 
Roberts reported to Dr. Wilson, the cor­
oner, who decided that the circumstances 
of death were such as to preclude the neces­
sity of holding an inquest.

“The body of Cresweil reached here on 
the return trip of the Unican. No funeral 
arrangements will be made until word is 
received from CiesweU’s brother, who re­
sides in San Francisco.

“Cresweil had been ailing for some time. 
It is thought that he took a fit and fell 
across the crankshaft near the point where 
It connects with the engine. Death was in­
stantaneous."

PROFESSIONALISM IN SPORTS. con-men.

The yonng men who strive for honors— 
and other things—on the field of sports 
are giving their directors and mentors 
great deal of trouble in these utilitarian 
days. One ot the mysteries to us ia the 
interest the managers of lacrosse and 
other clubs take in the thankless, time- 
wasting, and certainly not money-getting, 
occupation or pastime of promotfng 
sport* Perhaps they are like the 
anonymous correspondent: impelled' by 
inward impulses that are beyond; physi­
cal or mental control. It is their des­
tiny, and if is useless for them to fight 
against it. The players are their cross. 
A heavy cross for them to carry.

Ail this we intended to be apropos of 
the lacrosse situation in Victoria. The 
season has been unsatisfactory, as usual. 
The “gatee” have not been sufficient to 
meet the ordinary expenditures of the 
club. Something must be done, -we are 
told, to make the game attractive, not 
only to the public, bnt to the players. 
It ie argued by some that we must 
adopt the system that. has proved so 
successful in the case of the .football 
clubs of Great Britain, the baseball 
leagues of the United States and the 
lacrosse associations ot thé East, where 
the professional stands forth boldly in 
his true colors and is paid for the dis-. 
play of athletic abilities to the eyes of 
admiring throngs. It is doubtful whether 
the injection of the stimulant proposed 
would have the effect desired. We can­
not see that the recognition of profes­
sionals as a factor in the national game 
of Canada would have thé effect of in­
creasing the attendance at games. It 
might, if the various clubs incorporated 
in the léague were to divide up the talent 
available with the object of making as 
nearly equal as possible the playing 
strength of. the teams. But the public 
would readily recognize the managerial 
manipulation and understand the pro­
gramme that was being prepared for it. 
And if in Victoria, with practically no 
rent to pay for grounds and no liabilities 
to meet except the cost of sticks and the 
outlay for travelling expenses, lacrosse 
has been a palpable failure for the past 
few years, with what, appeared to the 
man on the outside fairly good “gates," 
what would the financial results be if a 
number of players were guaranteed sal­
ariée and expenses? Perhaps the prob­
lem has been fully worked out experi­
mentally. Possibly we shall have an­
other demonstration of the fact that in 
these days.of the dominance of the 
Utilitarian ail that is necessary to make 
a thing go is strong financial “backing.”

H. 6, Wilson, at the 'suggestion-' of 
President T. W. Paterson, read the- re­
port of a special committee of the board 
of trade on the subject of free pilotage 
which'bad been, made to fhe minister of 
marinejand fisheries. t 

The report set forth that, a complaint 
had been made respecting "She lumber 
ship Saxonio. It had been set forth that 
there had1 been heavy charges, the fol­
lowing being enumerated! Piloting, 
$79.66; sick mariners' dues, $66; harbor 
master’s dues. $5, and stevedoring, X25 
cents higher than on the Sound.

The report stated that the committee 
had gone fully into the question of pilot­
age. dues, it had been ascertained that 
in a period covering ten years the total 
services accepted had represented $72,- 
597. The total services declined repre­
sented $79.224. out of the 1.100 vessels 
entering a year, only about. 100 accepted 
pilotage. In the ten years alluded to 
the average earnings per annum to the 
pilots was $15.000.

Chairman Reford broke in with, “Your 
pilotage is too high. On the St. Lawrence 
the pilots earn less than half that, about 
$1.100 a year.”

The report went on to say that com­
pulsory pilotage was unnecessary for a 
port so easy of access as that of Vic­
toria, and that it should be abolished, so 
as to put the port on an equality with 
Puget Sound.

“How far do the pilots take the 
sels out?” asked Chairman Reford.

Mr. Wilson said about three miles at 
the farthest. In the case, of the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company he said the 
pilot seldom went on board. In foggy 
weather, however, he points -the vessel’s 
head out to sea and lets ’}er go. 
company pays $5,000 a year for that," 
he added.

“This is the worst complaint we have 
heard on the coast,” said Chairman Re­
ford. “The pilots here, receive double 
that of the pilots of the-St. Lawrence for 
far more onerous duties. The latter take 
the vessels 180 miles.”

The reply of the minister was. also 
read, in which it was explained that the 
department had not decided do do away 
with compulsory pilotage.. The sick 
mariners’ dues were explained in the 
minister’s report to be in accordance 
with the regulations existing elsewhere 
in Canada, and the harbor master’s,does 
were similarly in conformity with the 

. regulations. It was explained that in the 
case of a vessel visiting thé port fre­
quently there would be such a reduction 
of fees as to make them ncm-oppressive. 
The stevedoring charges had been great­
er, it was' explained, in Consequence of 
the difficulties connected witii the load, 
ing in this particular case. ' The pilot­
age dues had also been heavier in conse­
quence of the vessel coming in partially 
loaded from Puget Sound.

Mr. Wilson contended that the repit 
did not answer the _ objections j-alsed 
with respect to ’compnlsdfy pilotage.

Mr. Ashdown said this was not , the 
point.

Chairman Reford said there were com­
plaints in the East on this point.

Mr. Wilson, replying to Mr.. Ashdown, 
said he was not prepared to say anything 
respecting it, as he did not personally 
know whether jt was oppressive or not. 

This concluded the hearing of com­
plaints. and the chairman called upon 
Mr. Ashdown to address the conducting 
remarks.

Commission Ashdown thanked those 
who had assisted in presenting the ques­
tions. He said that a very full statement 
respecting the points raised had been 
made. The commission had found that 
the port of Victoria was of greater im­
portance than it had been considered to 
be. Wherever the commissioners could 
see their way clear to do so they would 
recommend the requests made. In any 
event the evidence taken would be on 
record, and would be available for the 
ministers.

Referring to himself personally, he 
said that he had accepted a position on 
the commission in order to be of benefit 
to the West, which included British Col­
umbia as well as the prairies. He be­
lieved the chairman had changed his 
opinions since coming West, and had 
come to realize that it was of greater 
importance than he had formerly be­
lieved.

Chairman Reford said he endorsed all 
Mr. Ashdown had stated. Victoria had 
changed a great deal since he had visit­
ed it before, 15 years ago. He was high­
ly pleased with the appearance of the 
city. He could not see why a large ex­
port trade could not be worked up here. 
He hoped to see Canada depelop into a 
greater country, even than the United 
States.

T. W. Paterson, in concluding, express­
ed on behalf of the board of trade and 
citizens generally the satisfaction it had 
been to have the commission meet here. 
He said that residents here felt that 
they resided in the best part of Canada, 
and he trusted benefits would flow from 
the discussion of the questions with the 
commission.

Mr. Lugrin is to file with the commis­
sioners a tabulated statement of distances 
from Edmonton to Yokohama by way of 
Victoria. Quatsino and Port Simpson, 
with explanatory notes, and Mr. Sorby is 
to prepare estimates of the cost of har­
bor improvement and forward it to the 
commission.

The commission left this morning for 
Vancouver, where another sitting will be 
held.
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The steamers leaving Dawson for the 
lower river at the time were on their 
last run down stream for the season. 
Those that go to Fairbanks, Chena, St. 
Michael or even Gibbon or Rampart, are 
expected tQ go into winter quarters on 
their return to Dawson.

Dr. Andrew S. tirant, pastor of St. 
Andrew’s Presbyterian church of Daw­
son, and Mrs, Grant were honored with j 
a farewell social at St. Andrew’s hall on 
the evening of September 17th.

The Camsell brothers, of the Canadian 
geodetic and topograhic survey service, 
who left Dawson in May for a long trip 
along the Rocky Mountains east of Daw­
son, have returned on the steamer Sarah 
after having made a circular trip of 
thousands of miles. The party ascended 
the Stewart to Fraser Falls, crossed the 
divides to Wind river, thence to the Peel, 
thence to the Porcupine, and down the 
long sweep of the Porcupine through 
Canadian and American territory to Fort 
Yukon, where they caught the Sarah for 
Dawson-. The journey occupied about 
four months, virtually all the favorable 
open season. The scientists gathered a 
great deal of valuable information, made 
new maps, and got other data that will 
be of permanent record.

Two days after her return to Dawson 
the Sarah ran aground fifteen miles be­
low Circle City, and on the 30th was re­
ported still stranded. She had 150 pas­
sengers and a large cargo for Fairbanks.

Two hundred French books in the 
Dawson Carnegie library were seized by 
Collector of Customs Busby on Septem­
ber 30th on the complaint of Col. Donald 
McGrçgor on the grounds of indecent 
illustrations and unwholesome reading, 
all of which is strictly contrary to British 
laws.

A dispatch from Dawson dated Sep­
tember 30th received via Ashcroft says:

Forty Mile and Porcupine rivers are 
til rowing ice. It was snowing at all 
points from Dawson to Fort Gibbon 
BTiday morning and continued to-day.

The Northern Commercial Company’s 
steamer Hannah arrived on Thursday at 
2 p. m. with 80 passengers, $500,000 in 
gold and mail from the lower Yukon. 
Most of the passengers and gold were 
from Tanana.

Word has been received here from 
Atiin that a fatal accident occurred at 
Discovery last Saturday morning, result­
ing in the death of John Walters, a 
former hotel proprietor, and slight in­
juries to George Martin. The two men 
were working in an open cut on the 
south bank of the Pine river when one 
of the walls fell in and crushed them 
against the opposite wall. Walters was 
caught under the heavier portion of the 
falling earth and was instantly killed; 
Martin escaped with a few bruises..

Lambert and Cairns’ sluice boxes, <m 
Spruce creek, were robbed Saturday 
night. The gold dust of three days 
sluicing, between 30 and 45 ounces, was 
stolen.

W. W. B. Mclnnes, commissioner of 
the Yukon, accompanied by Major 
Woods aud other prominent Yukoners, 
has paid a flying visit to Atliu.

À. J. Macpherson, who has been ap­
pointed provincial engineer of Saskatehi- 
wan, left Thursday with his family for 
Edmonton.

The Dawson board of trade met Tues­
day night and passed resolutions com­
mending the action of the Yukon council 
in its contemplated memorializing of Ot­
tawa for a government controlled water 
system for Klondike placer fields. The 
board also discussed the matter of get­
ting the co-operation of Alaskan towns 
and coast cities in the matter of placing 
transportation rates on .as low a basis 
as possible. It was deemed necessary to 
get the rates reduced so that the cost of 
operation and living in the Yukon might 
be put on a basis that will permit the 
operation of low grade placers at a 
profit.

FOR SHIPBUILDING ENTERING VICTORIA

Commissioner. Ashdown Wants to Make 
Victoria One of Several Government 

Administered Harbors.

The schooner Mermaid, which is being 
remodelled in Esquimau for -lightship; 
service at the mouth of the Fraser: river, 
will not be stationed in position off the 
Sandheads until about the. 20th of this; 
month. The vessel will be rigged with 
two sticks; on the foremost will be a 
powerful light,' and in the forward' part 
of the vessel will be a large fog- bell, 
which will ring mechanically at the rate 
of a stroke every ten seconds. She wjll 
be hereafter known as Sandheads Light­
ship, No. 16. Colonel Anderson has 
completed arrangements for placing a 
crew on the lightship. Mariners are re­
quested to take notice that after the 
lightship No. 16 is placed the present 
Sandheads light will be abandoned.

On his trip to the West Coast of this. 
Island Col. Anderson will chose a site, 
for another lighthouse, which will be 
built somewhere in the vicinity of Clajro- 
quot at a point farther north than Len-; 
nard Island. Col. Anderson has return­
ed from New Westminster, and is now. 
awaiting the return of the Quadra, 
which vessel is to carry him to the coast. 
At the Lennard Island light, which is 
now the most powerful on the coast,-« 
single-toned steam diaphone is being.-, 
placed. It will be a very powerful 
whistle, capable of warning mariners for 
leagues around this dangerous locality.

At Prospect Point, the old familiari 
bell, which Vancouverites are so used 
to hearing in the still hours of the night, 
is to be replaced with a compressed air 
diaphone, the machinery of which will 
be placed in thé basement of the present 
Prospect Point lighthouse.

The whistling buoys, which were more 
or less of an experiment at the timethey. 
were installed on the west coast of Van­
couver Island, are reported to be an un­
qualified success.

Arguments For and Against the Aboli­
tion of the Dues at Present 

Imposed.

Committee of Beard of Trade Make Rep­
resentations Against System of 

Compulsory Pilotage.

The controversy over the question of 
making Victoria a free port for shipping, 
as outlined in Saturday’s issue of this 
paper, is receiving the most serious pon- 
sideration on all sides in the business 
community of this city. Those who favor 
the abolition of the charges now made 
on shipping entering these waters in the 
form of regular port dues are of the firm 
conviction that such would work greater 
to the interests of the port than any 
other proposition which citizens could ad­
vance. But there are various ways in 
looking at the matter, and there are 
those who are of the opinion that unless 
a port produces revenue it should not 
expect the expenditure of it by the gov­
ernment.

The creation of a free port would not 
of course entirely dispense with the ser­
vice for which the charges referred to 
are now made. For instance, there would 
necessarily have to be a pilotage system 
of one kind or another, no matter what 
happened towards the carrying out the 
proposal mentioned; there will have to be 
a marine hospital, a snipping master and 
a port warden. There would also îiave 
to be steamboat inspection, so that the 
whole question revolves on whether it 
will be to the advantage of the Domin­
ion to do away with the charges and pro­
vide the service for which they stand 
free to all ships. It is claimed by some 
ttiat the benefits accruing would be such 
as to well repay the government for any 
concession it might make in this respect; 
that shipping would immediately in­
crease and that vessels would come to 
this port, leave their quota of business 
and pass on to the Sound.

The charge against shipping entering 
this port comes, under several heads. 
There is the sick mariner’s fund or hos­
pital dues. These amount to 2 cents à 
ton, registered tonnage, and are collected 
on ships which go and come foreign wise. 
It is paid quarterly if vessels continue 
to use the port throughout the season. 
All steamers connecting with the Sound, 
with San Francisco and Alaskan ports, 
come under the heading of foreign going 
ships, and are therefore subject to meet 
the sick mariner’s charges. On the Prin­
cess Victoria these amount to $8.56 every 
four months. On the Princess Beatrice 
the fees are larger, according to the 
ship’s registered tonnage: on the Shaw- 
mut they amount to $128.90 per quarter; 
on the Minnesota, $206.46; on the Tre- 
mount. $123.90. and on the Australian 
liner Manuka, $55.68. These vessels are 
quoted merely to show how the fees vary 
on shipping.

The harbor dues are payable immediate­
ly. on a ship entering or arriving at the 
first two ports of call. They are regu­
lated’on a graduated scale. The charges 
on a vessel of 50 tons, is 50 cents; on 
over 50 tons and not over 100 tons. $1; 
on 100 tons and not over 200 tons. $1.50; 
on 200 tons and not over 300 tons, $2; ou 
300 tons and not over 400 tons, $2.50; on 
400 tons and not over 500 tons. $3. and 
on 500 tons and not over 700 tons, $4, 
and on 700 tons and over, $5. ■ 

Steamboat inspection dues are made 
yearly on all vessels carrying freight and 
passangers. other than to Canada or to 
the United States. A fee of 8 cents per 
registered ton is paid, with an annual 
inspetcion fee of from $5 to $8.

The shipipng master’s fees are demand­
ed on every seaman engaged or 
charged before him, and amount to 50 
and 30 cents respectively, 
warden charges are $5 for every survey 
of hatches. Tile fees he imposes are 
optional, and are added to for a survey 
of cargo, if necessary, which extra 
charges are based on the amount of the 
freight inspected. Then there are the 
pilotage dues, which are given as follows:

To Esquimalt—Sailing vessels under 
sail, $3 per foot; sailing vessels under 
sail or in tow, $2 per foot, and steamers, 
$1.50 per foot.

Victoria Harbor—Sailing vessels under 
sail, $3 per foot; sailing vessels under 
steam, $2 per foot, and steamers, $1.50 
per foot.

To the outer wharf or to Victoria har­
bor, on all regular ocean steamers carry­
ing mails or freight or passengers on the 
inward voyage, the rate is $1 per foot 
and $1 per foot out; and upon all such 
vessels on the outward voyage (after re­
turning from terminal port in British Co­
lumbia or Puget Sound, provided that 
they have called at the port of Victoria 
on their inward voyage), the rate is 50 
cents per foot and 50 cents per foot out; 
hut. if they have not called at said port 
on the voyage then the full rate of $1.50 
per foot is to be charged.

Briefly these regulation as applied 
during the past year brought in a revenue 
of $12,205.37 for 432 vessels, or an aver­
age of a little over $28 per vessel.

Mr. Spratt said he had not gone fully 
into that side of the question, bnt pre­
ferred to leave it to . Mr. Bullen. He 
understood that Vancouver interests ask­
ed for $5 per ton on. the vessel.

Mr. Ashdown said it was not what 
any other place asked. To him $5 a ton 
seemed a little excessive. What was 
desired was a. definite answer as to the . 
bonus which was required so that a de­
finite" proposition could be made to the 
government.

Gapt. J. G. Cox pointed out that local 
ship building firms had to pay a duty on 
the machinery, while completed vessels 
built in England were imported free of 
duty. This made it difficult-for the local 
industries to compete.

“What is the remedy you suggest?” 
asked Commissioner Ashdown.

Oapt. Cox said it was difficult to sug­
gest to remedy. He preferred that those 
who were engaged in the business should 
suggest a Biejns of overcoming* It. After 
investigating the matter some time ago 
it was decided that a bonus of $10 a ton 
would place local builders in a fair posi­
tion. There was another point also to 
be considered. The paying of the pre­
sent bounty was upon the net tonnage, 
which worked very unfairly with respect 
to many of the vessels built here.

Capt. Cox said that the pilotage boasd 
asked that they be given liberty to make 
their oWn titles with respect to what 
rates to charge in -certain" cases. It was 
felt that the hoard should be free to re­
duce the charges in cases like that of 
the San Francisco Vessels, which called 
regularly.

Prior to his return, however, he visited 
the leading churches of the denomination 
in the United States, and also came to 
Victoria, preaching last year in the 
church, of which he is now the rector.

Through the influence of 
Mr. — now SJir George — Williams, 
the founder of the Young Men’s Chris­
tian Association. Mr. Gladstone was led 
to enter the work of that society, serving 
for three years as assistant-secretary in 
the Liverpool Y. M.. C. A. and after­
wards for eleven years as secretary of 
the Southport (Lancashire) Y. M. C. A.

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POLK0 RETURNS.

Small Number df Cases Were Disposed 
of in Courts During September.

At the city police station the month of 
September has shown a very small num­
ber of convictions. The total for the 
month has been 40 convictions in the 
court and in addition 22 were lodged 
for safe keeping in the lockup.

While there has not been a very great 
showing with respect to police court 
matters, yet Chief Langley says there 
has been a lot of good work done in rid­
ding the city of undesirables. Precau­
tionary measures have been taken to 
get suspicions characters out of the city 
before they became actually complicated 
in any crime. In the police court eight 
vagrants have been summoned. This 
represents, the chief says, only a very 
small proportion of the undesirables 
which have betii driven out of the city.

A NEW SERVICE.
A London dispatch, dated September 

30th, says: A new, though round-about 
steamship service between Southampton 
and New York was inaugurated to-day 
by the sailing from Southampton of the 
RoyaNMail Steam Packet Company’s 
steadier Tagus, which, after calling at 
West Indian ports, will proceed to New 
York. The service will be fortnightly. A 
dispatch from Southampton says the 
Hamburg-American Steam Packet Com­
pany has withdrawn from the West In­
dian conference in consequence of the in­
auguration of the Royal Company’s new 
service. If is claimed that the Atlas line, 
which is controlled by the Hambnrg- 
American Company, will be seriously 
affected by the new service, and it is 
considered impossible to make rate*.

FULL CARGOES ASSURED.
According to advices received from 

Sydney, N. S. W., by the Canadian- 
Australian liner Miowera, for the next 
six months full cargoes have been as­
sured for each steamer leaving Sydney. 
The Sydney Star, in speaking of the de­
mand for cargo space of each steamer, 
says; “The Union Company has arranged 
with the Canadian-Pacific Railway for 
low through rates of freight to the in­
terior points in Canada, and their effort 
to lead to an interchange of our com­
modities is leading to the best results. 
The Canadians themselves have now 
been convinced that this is the natural 
market -for many of the commodities 
needed there, and they are anxious to 
encourage the business, realizing that the 
‘All-Red Rqute’ is for them a valuable 
connection”

TRADE INCREASING.
The commercial movement on the west 

coast ot South America is taking a 
great impulse, says a dispatch from 
Santiago, Chile. The German and Brit­
ish steamship companies are increasing 
the number of their steamers consider­
ably. Ten new large ocean steamers are 
expected to reach the coast next year.

SURGEON RESIGNS.

Result of Controversy Regarding Gov­
ernment Medical Service.

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 28.—Surgeon 
Mat. Loula L. Seaman, of New York, 
was the central figure to-day at the con­
vention of military surgeons of the Unit­
ed States when he made answer to the 
criticisms of his utterances made last 
Tuesday by Surgeon Charles F, Stokes, 
of the United States navy, and followed 
with a paper on ‘The Real Triumph of 
Japan, or the Conquest of the Silent 
Foe,” in which he reiterated many of 
hie former statement8 ri>d lauded the 
Japanese government for its conduct of 
the sanitary and hygienic phase of the 
late war.

As a result of the feeling engendered 
by the controversy between Dr. Seaman 
and his critics, toe doctor at the coe- 
clusion tendered his badge of member­
ship and resignation to the àecretary, 
if it was desired, and stated that he had 
at no time intended to make the slight­
est reflection against any individual in 
tho government medical service, but was 
triticiring at all times the system.

The White Swan soap exhibit, 
too, ia attracting a good deal of attention, 
the pair of live white swans in the artificial 
pond making quite a hit.

Of course, the delay In placing some of the 
exhibits retarded judging, but this is now 
fairly under way.

The fruit exhibits are proving an eye- 
opener. The entire upper flat of the old 
main building is taken up with fruit. It Is 
most excellent throughout. The lower floor 
fls fully occupied by the district exhibits. 
In these two divisions alone there is enter­
tainment for hours. Here John Burns, the 
labor member from Battersea in the British 
House of Commons, and J. A. Baker, a fel­
low M. P.. were escorted by Messrs. A. H. 

,B. Macgowan and; L. W. Shatford, M. P. 
P.’s. Mr. Burns, referring to the exhibits, 
said: “It Is magnificent. I am profoundly 
impressed with the size, the quantity, the 
quality and the cleanliness of the vege­
tables and fruits.

It 
epeaks well for your soils and the energy 
of your people. Compared with a similar 
exhibit I saw at the Toronto fair this beats 
it.

Toronto, Sept. 30.—At the banquet at 

the' King Edward hotel last night to the 
National Association of. Agricultural In- 
plement and Vehicle Manufacturers of 
the United States, who came here at the 
conclusion of their twelfth annual conr 
vention at Niagara Falls, N. Y., W. K. 
George, former president of the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association, who was ii 
the chair, said the people of Canada were 
actuated by the same determination to 
try and achieve their proper destiny- u 
the people of the United States had been, 
and until Canada had achieved and de­
veloped similar glory to their own any 
discussion of reciprocity was labor lost. 
For the present, at least, he said, reci­
procity was not for Canada. B. E. 
Walker, general manager of the Canadi­
an Bank of Commerce, said Canadians 
were? all believers in reciprocity in so 
far as exchange of products was con­
cerned. They would be willing to 
trade coal for coal, wheat for wheat and 
might even trade agricultural imple­
ments for agricultural implements.

There was t 
time when Canadians were terrorized at' 
the thought of losing the United State» 
market, but. that feeling had passed 
away, and they had found markets'some­
where else for their products.
