The synod meeting opened in Church
Hall, at' 10 o’clock, with upwards of 200
clergy and lay delegates in attendance.
Bishop Richardson presided and members
of the Cathedral chapter occupied seats
on the platform. The secretary, Archdea-
con ‘Newnham, called the roll of delegates
and the Bishop led in prayer. The read-
ing of minutes of the last meeting were
dispensed with.

The Bishop’s Charge

The bishop’s charge occupied upwards of
an hour in delivery, and was followed with
closest interest. He .gpoke of the pleasure
it gave him in welcoming the delegates to
Fredericton for the: first. time since his
becoming bishop of' the dideese, and called
attention to imprdvements made .to the
cathedral since they met here three years
£50. He referred to the loss t,hg ‘synod

Bishop Richardson
had sustained since last meeting by the
.death of Rev. Thomas Wetmore Pickett,

Rev. James Hunter, Judge Hanington,
and Hurd Peters, and paid a graceful tri-
bute to the memory of each.

In regard to diocesan missions, he de-
clared that marked improvement had been
brought about and the outlook was bright-
er than it had been for many years. The
number of vacant missions had been re-
duced during the year from sixteen to six
and he regarded that as a most excellent
showing. He was glad to note a small im-
provement in stipends of mission clergy-
men, but thought the standard ‘was: far
too low. Any change in this direction, he
declared amidst applause, must be in a
forward direction, and not backward. The
plan of grading stipends of mission clergy-
men, according to the length of service
was discussed at some length by the speak-

‘and cordially approved.

Against Raising Funds By Picnics

His Lordship strongly deprecated the
adoption of indirect methods, such as par-
ish picnies, adopted for raising funds for
shurch purposes, such methods, he said,
were unworthy of the end in view, and
gerved to discredit the church. Public
dances, which were sometimes carried on
in connection with these picnics, he re-
garded as indefensible and exposed young
people to a moral menace. In his opinion,
churches should be supported by free will

offerings of the people. He was convinced

that the trouble experienced in some par

ishes in raising sufficient funds, was due to
lack of systematic effort and it was for the

clergy to bring about improvement.

The bishop strongly endorsed the Lay-
men’s Missionary Movement. and. he sin-
cerely hoped the Church of England would

not disregard the call now being made
throughout the land.

The people were inclined, he said, to
sométimes refer to New Brunswick as an
insignificant province. He knew some-
thing of conditions in the west, but af-
ter ten years’ residence in New Brunswick
and three years spent in travelling over
it, he dared to say that New Brunswick
need not fear comparison with other prov-
fnces.

In other ways, such
as the encouragement of industrial enter-
prise in its New Brunswick field, and the
development of trade-with Cuba, this com-
pany was quick to #ppreciate “its oppor-
tunity and to assist the community, know-
ing of course that the railway and the
province” would profit together. The im-

e rgrtton-ovement will also be of mutual

benefit and it"is-fair to make it known
that this great railway company is ready
to take its share in promoting the settle-
ment and the trade of the province.”

Can any reader find in this any evidence
of ‘the provincial government’s ‘:forwa.rd
policy ?” Mr. Bowder travels on a C. P.

The Tammany mayoralty candidate won
in New York yesterday. His opponents
got control of the board of estimates and
apportionment, but this will probably
prove a barren victory.

It may be that
with the Republicans in charge of -the
board of estimates and apportionments
the' rapacity of the Tammany tiger may
Ye somewhat held in check, but that is
the ‘most that can be said of the result.

In Massachusetts the Republicans nar-
rowly escaped defeat, and it is evident
that the question of better trade relations
with Canada figured in what was merely
a state election. The Democrats made
the tariff an issue on every platform
throughout the campaign, and Eugene N.
Foss, who came near to being elected lieut-
enant governor, declares that the result
of the voting is a great victory for tariff
reduction and reciprocity.

The defeat of Tom L. Johnson in Cleve-
land is largely a result of his activities in
connection with municipal control of pub-
lic utilities. His street railway program-
me was especially used against him, as
it had not proved a success.

It is not improbable, however, that one
qf the companies which are now negotiat-
ing with the government for the estab-
l_ishment of dry docks and the shipbuild-
ing plants for the Atlantic trade, will. also
undertake a similar enterptise for the
Pacific Coast. It is understood that a rep-
resentative of Vickers, Son & Maxim will
interview the government here next week
relative to the proposals of the firm for
the establishment of dry docks and Can-|
adian branches of their world-famous ship—‘

Pacific coasts.
