Tiie Protection of British Commerce. 
A cable special to the Telegram M&ys that 
the British Admiralty are making exten­
sive arrangements for the purpose of op­
posing Russia’s scheme of establishing a 
fleet of cruisers to prey upon Britii 
inerce. Naval centres are to be es 
ed in the Bahamas and at Newfoundland, 
in the Atlantic and at Victoria and’Fiji in 
the Pacific.

At each of these stations the fleet will 
consist of three turret-ships and three gun­
boats of the heaviest armament, two of 
the latter unarmored. (^Fhisers have been 
put in commission for Special service. 
The Boadicea, an unarmed corvette, witl^ 
a capacity of steaming 14 knots an hour, 
just commissioned, avili probably proceed 
to the Bahamas. The Admiralty have 
also under consideration the adoption of a 
patent propeller, of which marvels arc re­
lated. It is claimed that this invention 
can, in a few hours, be applied to i>ny 
steamer, and by it the swiftness of vessels 
will be increased one sixth.

Coal Mine Disaster.—On the 21st inst. 
an explosion occurred in the new winning 
of the old Sydney mines which caused the 
death of six men. At the time of the ex­
plosion, there were between thirty and 
forty men in the pits, a number of whom 
escaped, but ten or twelve were taken out 
unconscious. The first to enter the mine 
after the explosion were three brôthers 
Sullivan, who succeeded in rescuing thir­
teen of the cutters, who had been ovei - 
come by the gas after the explosion, which 
took place in the north side of the mine, 
where sixteen pairs of cutters were at 
work. There was a large number of men 
at work in the soutji side of the mine, but 
all escaped uninjured. One of the Sullivans 
was prostrated while searching tor the dead, 
but was fortunately rescued by his bro­
thers in time to save his life.

Dear Sir Having hail opportunity of 
perusing a very complimentary article in 
the Advocate of the 27th March last,under 
the head of Postal at Neguac, l would ad­
vise the Editor of that paper, before in­
serting in his journal or expressing his own 
opinion upon matters of that kind,to ascer­
tain the character of the information he is 
furnished with. He knows that there is 
always a class that are too ready, from in­
terested motives to send to the press stuff 
unworthy of notice.

Martin all the outfit o^the said 
office, and he did so, consequently, the 
office has been removed to Lower Neguac, 
which is another settlement where there 
was formerly a post office under the name 
of Neguac, kept by the late 0. E. Letson, 
Esq., and, next, his successor, D. Petrie, 
Esq., until the latter removed to Tabusin- 
tac, which left that settlement without a 
post office. Had V. Allan’s office at Up­
per Neguac been open, being in the centre 
it would have given full satisfaction to 
Lower Neguac and River du Cache, with­
out any dissatisfaction or disorder, for V. 
Allan, Esq., has been known as a very 
punctual and obliging officer and always 
at hand when called on, in mail matters, 
so much so that the people in general are 
wishing that the same office would be in 
existence yet. The Advocate says that 
Mr. Alex.

I was sit­
ting in the kitchen after midnight with 
my grand-daughter and I heard a wagon 
drive up the lane and 1 thought it was my 
son, who had been in Buctouche, coming 
home. I told my grand daughter to take 
the candle and go to the door aud give him 
light to get out of the carriage. She had 
two doors to open and when she opened 
the outer door she said : “Grand-mother, 
there’s no one here.” When she said this 
I said, “Hold on, we’ll listen; perhaps it’s 
some one came up in the yard and turned 
back again, ” but could hear or see nothing 
more of it.

Eastern Affairs.

A feeling of relief has been experienc­
ed by the people of lioth sides of the 
Atlantic during the past few days, in 
connection with Eastern affairs, it be­
ing quite evident that, notwithstanding 
all the preparations that had been made, 
both at home and abroad, Lord 
Beaconsfield’s assertion of a year ago, 
that there would be ho war between 
England and Russia, is to be verified. 
Great. Britain’s active and determined 
preparations to defend her interests— 
to fight if driven to it—and her firm, 
yet moderate requirements in reference 
to the European Congress which is to 
settle matters between Russia and Tur­
key, have constrained Russia to assume 
a more reasonable position than she 
has taken heretofore, and it is, indeed, 
gratifying to know that the preliminary 
preparations for the Congress have 
been arranged and that it is actually 
called. We may, therefore, expect
tha£-within a reasonable time a new 
Treyy to take the place of that of Paris
and San Stefano will be arranged and 
ratified, ending another of the many 
costly and destructive wars which have, 
from time to time, threatened British 
and, indeed, European interests in the 
East. A Halifax Organ’s Lore.

The Halifax Herald is famed for its 
biographical lore. It affects an intimate 
knowledge of the Peerage of the United 
Kingdom and can trace the ancestors of 
Cain’s wife back to a date anterior to 
that of Darwin’s “Origin of the species”. 
It is “ immense ” on anything which no 
other “ fellah can understand.” It^ 
deals with the metaphysics of politics, 
applies the Differential Calculus to 
Finance Minister Cartwright’s estimates 
and makes millions of money dance jigs 
where any other paper would hesitate 
to agitate a simple thousand, It gauges 
well the capacity of its readers, most of 
whom do not read Burke’s Peerage, the 
Parliamentary Companion edited by 
that excellent Tory,Charley Mackintosh, 
or the Toronto Mail, hence it is looked 
upon as an encyclopedia of universal 
knowledge. Its recent editorial on ex- 
Governor Wilmot reminds us of the 
story of a woman who was found in tears, 
at what she supposed to be the tomb of 
Washington. The keeper of the grounds 
enquired as to the cause of her emotion 
and, between her sobs,she expatiated on 
the virtues and political reoot-d of the 
“ Father of his Country”, and said

How can I but weep when I stand, for 
“ the first time, by the tomb where liis

benes have crumbled in dust”. She 
dried her eyes, however, when the keep­
er told her the tomb in question was a 
quarter of a mile off and that her tears 
had fallen in front of the door of Mount 
Auburn Ice House. The Herald must 
have felt a good deal more sold than that 
tearful lady, when it discovered that it 
was exposed last week in purloining the 
biography of the wrong man, in holding 
forth on the career of the late ex-Gov- 
ernor in its usual learned editorial strain. 
It again trusted too implicity in the 
Mail, also, and was misled into an ap­
parently authoratative and original an­
nouncement that the Dominion elections 
were to be held immediately. . Two 
blunders like the above in one week 
would injure any other paper but the 
Herald. The scattered constituency 
upon which it depends for support, 
however, has grown accustomed to its 
vagaries and a few innocent and credu­
lous persons continue to read it because 
it is at. the head of that class of journals 
whose patron saint is Ananias and whose 
editorial forces must be thoroughly 
drilled in the art of transposition of fact 
and matter, and possess, as a primal re­
quisite, plagairistic proficiency.

The electors of Northumberland : 
have been at a loss, of late, to know 
under whom the Left Centre party 
would be marshalled for the Dominion 
election. It would not,, of course, be 
becoming for so lmmble a constituency 
as this to expect that Hon. Mr. Mit­
chell could leave his home in Montreal 
to personally conduct the whole canvass, 
and the above announcement will, there­
fore, seethe matter at rest. It is 
definite enough and, no doubt, satis­
factory to the gentleman who wrote it 
and several others. The question will 
arise, however, as to whether even t|ie 
majority of Mr. Mitchell’s friends feel 
satisfied with him for abandoning the 
direction of the canvass on his side and 
placing it in the hands of the Advocate 
people. They make some very serious 
blunders and commit the Left Centre 
party to things of which the head of the 
party, as a respectable man, cannot 
approve, although, we presume, it will 
not be difficult for him to disavow per­
sonal responsibility and say the gentle­
men having charge of the canvass could 
not, at all times, communicate promptly 
with him at his home in the Upper 
Provinces, and, hence, the blunders 
made.

The pnblie are assured that it is the 
wish of the conductors of Mr. Mitchell’s 
canvass to proceed “ in a fair and pro­
per manner ” and it is a striking illus­
tration of the waywardness of human 
nature that they are so often constrain­
ed to go contrary to what they declare 
to be their intentions. They appear to 
be given to violence of language und 
exaggeration of statement, which is 
offensive to persons of good taste. If 
the Leader of the Left Centre has really 
given the Advocate the full conduct of 
the canvass,he must be held responsible 
for what it publishes in his interest,and, 
therefore, although he may deny that 
it speaks for him in its frequent vulgar 
personal attacks upon his opponents, 
yet he cannot escape respousbility and 
consequent loss of influence and respect 
in the community. The virulence of 
his attacks upon these same gentlemen, 
both on the stump and in Parliament, 
will go far towards convincing people 
that the Advocate properly reflects his 
sentiments.

The electors are, doubtless, pretty 
well convinced that the Advocate's can­
vass is neither fair nor proper. When 
they complain that Mr. Mitchell, by 
claiming to be independent of both 
parties and indulging in almost constant 
abuse of the Government, renders him­
self but a stumbling-block in the way 
of his County’s interests, it is no an­
swer to rehearse certain things which he 
once did for the County, then to assert 
that all his past record is denied by his 
opponents and, finally, to set about 
the work of calling the latter improper 
names. That is not even an intelligent 
way of conducting the canvass, to say 
nothing about its fairness or propriety.

Those who are acting upon their con­
victions that Mr.{Mitchell has outlived 
his usefulness as a representative of 
Northumberland, do not deny that he 
has, at times, done good service for the 
constituency, but they state with equal 
truthfulness that, at the same time, he 
was concerned in some very question­
able transactions, involving his politi­
cal integrity—in short, that he was not 
above making use of the position in 
which the Electors of Northumberland 
put him, for the purpose of improperly 
placing public money in the hands of 
his friends. It is also presumed that 
these friends were fairly mindful of the 
claims of Mr. Mitchell to something 
more tangible than gratitude. They 
say, with equal truth, that during the 
last five years he has not only abdicated 
the legitimate functions of a representa­
tive, but that, for party purposes, he 
has done his utmost to thwart those 
who have endeavored to secure for the 
County public patronage which he 
would neither ask for himself, nor al­
low the Government to bestow if he 
could prevent it.

Party Processions.—The Montreal 
Board of Trade is petitioning the City 
Council for the enforcement of the 
Blake Act and the abolition of party 
processions.

The “ Star”, said to be a campaign 
paper, in the interest of the Dominion 
Opposition has been issued at St. John. 
For a campaign flower it is about four 
months ahead of its legitimate time.

Gloucester Election.—We are glad 
to hear that Messrs. Ryan and Mc­
Manus are making a very successful 
canvass in Gloucester. They are both 
men of moderate views and will repre­
sent the County with ability.

English Farmers and the North­
west.—Mr. Potts, Dominion Emigra­
tion Agent,recently addressed the Wilt­
shire Chamber of Agriculture, in conse­
quence of which it is proposed to send 
delegates to Manitoba to make en­
quiries. This may lead to important 
results.

The Times on the United States.— 
The Times, in an editorial on Sir John 
Holker’s reply to Mr. Gourley in the 
House of Commons, expresses the ut­
most confidence that England has 
thing to fear from Alabamas or Fenians. 
“ The United States will do their duty. 
The assurances of popular American 
journals to this effect may be accepted

to the Secretary of State of the United 
States, to the effect that owing to the in­
complete pnblication of despatches, Bel­
gium’s action, as well as that of Mr. Del- 
fosse, its Minister at Washington, in regard 
to the Canadian Fishery Commission, has 
been placed in a wrong light.

The New York Herald on the Fish­
ery Award says : 44 The Secretary is, we 
believe, right in his judgment that the 
country will not care to avoid the award 
on the first point, unless England agrees 
with us that unanimity was necessary. 
Our own opinion is that the country will 
care equally little about the other subter­
fuge. The award is made on terms to 
which we consented, and is against us ; 
and any fair view of what is honest and 
honorable requires that we should pay, 
and pay without making wry faces. ”

The Navigation of the Seine.—A 
correspondent of the Toronto Globe says : 
“ Some interest has been excited in regard 
to Canada by the fact that the Govern­
ment steamer New field was the first ocean 
steamer which ascended the Seine as far 
as Rouen, seventy miles above the port of 
Havre. It brought the Canadian exhibits. 
Encouraged by this example, an American 
steamer, with the United States goods on 
board, made its way up the river and 
found 22 feet of water in the channel at 
the shallowest part There is no reason, 
except expense, to prevent Paris becoming 
as much a seaport as Glasgow and Mont­
real. It is possible that the necessary 
works may become one of the enterprises 
of the'new Republic.”

The British Government Sustained. 
—A cable despatch says that the majority 
in the Commons on last Thursday night 
against Hartington’s resolution, that no 
forces be raised or kept by Crown in time 
of peace, save within India, without the 
sanction of Parliament, was nearly 
double that conceded by the Opposition, 
all of whose estimates placed the Govern­
ment’s majority aboxjt 
Times says this was because the debate 
brought out clearly the fact that the 
real issue was approval or condemnation 
of the Government’s policy in utilizing the 
Indian troops. Under that interpretation 
the House voted upon it. If the resolu­
tion had been carried it would have been 
accepted by all the world as a Vote of 
censure. The questions of the legality and 
constitutionality of the Government’s me­
thods may exercise Parliament’s attention 
some other time. The resolution was 
properly considered in its bearing on the 
conduct of the Government at a great 
political crisis, and in that light over­
whelmingly defeated.
