The Genesta Scores Another Vic­
tory.

New York, Sept, 29.—The British 
cutter “Genesta,’ which raced the Amer 
ican schr. yacht “Dauntless” f.-r the 
Cape May Challenge Cup, has ясоичі an­
other victory. She та e the distance 
from Sandy Hook buoy, No. 5, around 
five fathom bank lightship, off Cape May» 
and return to Sandy Hook lightship, in all 
275 miles, in 42 hours, 14 minutes and 40 
seconds. The “Dauntless” was last seen 
about 5,CO p. m. Sunday afternoon about 
5 miles noitli of the upper lightship, near 
Cape May. with $the foretopmast broken 
off. She was then about 30 milts behind 
the “Genesta.”

The starting signal was given a few 
minutes before 4 o’clock on Saturday 
afternoon and the “Genesta” whistled 
across the line at that time, followed a 
minute or two later by the schooner. 
Theie was a brisk breeze blowing from the 
'south east and the cutter availed herself 
of it in the best possible manner. At 
5.30 Saturday afternoon the Dauntless 
which was a mile behind the English craft, 
took in balloon jib and set her small jib 
topsail.

The “Genesta” headed about S. VV 
along the Jersey coast aud at 7.30 p. m., 
the electric lights of Long Branch were 
visible on her beam, An hour *later she 
was abreast of Asbury Park. Barnegit 
light was sighted early in the night, and 
the staunch little cutter was abreast of its 
brilliant flash at 1 a. ra., on Sunday morn- 
ing, About 8 o’clock Sunday morning 
Absecome Lighthouse was sighted west by 
north-west, and the wind freshened a 
little. The Noith-east end of the light­
ship off Cape May was sighted by those 
on the tug at 11.30. The trip was un­
eventful. At exactly lOh. 11m. 55s., the 
“Genesta’ rounded Sandy Hook lightship. 
Her official time of the race was 42 hours 
14 minutes and 55 seconds and her actual 
time was 42 hours 14 minutes aud 40 
seconds. She was then taken in tTw by 
the tug “Luckenback” and conveyed to 
anchor off Tomkinsville.

In nearly every other section 
of the Province the public domain has 
been parted with, and the proceeds .ex­
pended in local public works, chiefly 
railways, which have done much to de­
velop the parts of the country in which 
they are located, while the lands have 
been judiciously husbanded and their 
value increased. A different policy 
has prevailed in regard to Mira­
michi, whose railway enterprises 
were refused the same treatment as 
other localitias and put off with less 
than half the aid others had received— 
the lumber lands being reserved under 
a wasteful short lease system and sub­
ject to capricious stumpage dues, which 
have, at last, became so exorbitant as 
to make safe operators shun Crown 
Lands wherever it is possible to do so.
The Governments of the Province are 
chargeable with having granted to cor­
porations and private individuals the 
best of the public lands and then im­
posing heavy taxation on the trade at 
large for the benefit of the favored 
few. Already the trade is seeking new 
fields in Nova Scotia and elsewhere to 
the detriment of New Brunswick.
When the result of this policy appears 
iu the form of a greatly reduced 
revenue 'it is to be hoped that the Gov­
ernment will not endeavor to explain 
away the facts by pleading the well- 
known depression in the lumber trade, 
but frankly attribute the shortage to 
i*s blind policy of increasing the lum­
ber dues beyond the point of prudence 
at a time when there was an unusual 
tension in tfo> other well known di­
rections.

I was standing in water 
up to my knees a large part of the time.’

PILOT WILLIAM QUINN’s STORY.
Pilot Quinn, who was on board the 

Dirigo, said “we came up to St. John on 
Monday and returned the following day 
About 4 o clock we went out to the ledges 
to put some water on boaid the wreck. 
A high sea was running at the time, and 
as they had some difficulty in launching 
the boat Mr. Griffiths called out to us to 
go ashore and come off again at high 
water that night. About ten o’clock 
Tuesday night we again went out to the 
wreck but had so much difficulty in keep­
ing off the rocks th»t Mr. Griffiths again 
told us to go ashore and return again in 
the morning.

Other lots were placed in one of the large 
salt water ponds, which is provided with 
a flood-gate to allow the water to be Dump­
ed into the reservoir previously mentioned, 
and built especially for the hatching of 
marine fishes. In this large pond sets 

obtained on shells and gravel at the 
bottom of the pond and also on shells 
suspended in the water from three feet 
Ijelow the surface to nearly the bottom of 
the pend. The hatchery at Cold Spring is 
the property of the New York Fish 
Commission, and is under the direct 
supervision of Mr. Mather, by whom the 
above successful experiments were made.

In justice to the City of Montreal and 
its business community, ns well also as to 

as far as possible the exagger­
ated reports that have appeared in certain 
portions of the public press regarding the 
prevalence of Small-Pox in the City, it has 
been deemed advisable to publish the 
statistics of the mortality from that cause, 
showing the districts in which the disease 
is located, the number of deaths in the 
different wards affected, and the propor­
tion of infant to adult deaths within the 
City since the commencement of the out­
break.

It will be seen from the subjoined statis­
tics that in the business portion of the 
City the existence of Small-Pox is very 
limited.

The report of Dr. C. XV. Covernton, 
Chairman of the Provincial 
Health of Ontario, should convince the 
public, that as regards goods manufactur­
ed in the City, when the precautions used 
to guard them from infection are properly 
carried out, the danger from tlfat source 
is piactica’ly nil, while as to goods im­
ported and in warehouse they are as free 
from infection as they would be in any 
city of the Dominion.

We searched about 
among the wreckage for dead bodies but 
found none.

Raising the Hanoverian.
RC- PRAYER BOOKS, CHURCH SERVICES,

4 WE StLL Pretty nearly all above the surface has 
been lauded from the Allan S. S. Hano­
verian, recently wrecked on the Ntid. 
coast, and the submerged portion is being 
hoisted out by the aid of divers. The 
larger part of the most valuable mer­
chandise, consisting of 4000 packages of 
condensed meats, 1500 toHfiijO packages 
tinned lobsters, 500 bairels pork, 2000 
barrels of resin (half of which, it is stated, 
has been got ashore), a quantity of flour 
and leaf tobacco has been sold at auction 
at St. John’s—the prices realised being 
quite high for such goods, from 20s. to 
35s. a package being obtained for the 
canned provisions. The Telegram learns 
from Captain William Hackett that an 
examination has been made with the 
view of determining what prospect there 
is of getting the Hanoverian afloat. It 
appears that the plan of operations holds 
out sanguine hopes of success. What- 
ever damage the ship’s hull has received 
is entirely confined to the lower part, 
which rests upon the beach, and even 
here it is said that the fractures to the 
plates do not extend to any great extent 
along the leugthjof the ship. The upper 
half or three fourths of the hull is intact» 
it has been stated that the steamer is not 
built in compartments, and this is true 
ot her, laterally, but longitudinally she 
is in compartments, for she had a ceuple 
of iron decks beneath the main one, built 
in the body of the hull, which decks 
with properly fastened hatches are water­
tight.

The task they had un­
dertaken was a hazardous one—as wreck­
ing always is—but if the weather remain­
ed good, there was a fair chance of suc­
cess. Southerly winds did not much af~ 
feet the wreck, and those on board felt 
quite as secure while the wind came from 
that direction as in their own homes.
On Tuesday night, when all but the 
watchmen retired to bed, the wind was 
from the south and all on board felt safe.

It is 
similar in character and handwriting to 
several which have been handed us during 
the past year, but this one comes from 
Boston, whereas the others were from New

To the city of Calais $5,000^ 
to be expended in a building for a library 
to be paid to the said city when they ac­
cept the provision of the will of J. S.

The 
sum to the cemetery to be retained in 
the hands of the executors and the inter­
est to be expended from time to time un­
der their direction. To Mrs. Joseph 
Granger and to John Frost $500 each.

A ment Stock Farm will take placH. G. C. Ketchum, general manager and 
executive eng'neer of the Chignecto ship 
marine railway has been heard before the 
committee of the privy council in regard 
to the enterprise. He said a company of 
English capitalists has taken hold of the 
project, and that the early construction 
of the road was insured. The interest in 
this railway is increasing materially, e§_ 
pedal1 y in Boston and other New Eng­
land and Canalian cities interested in 
the fishing trade, and which have much to 
gain by the proposed line. Many other 
commercial advantages are claimed by 
the promoters. Fresh fish can be obtain­
ed where now only the salted article is 
secured. The line of screw propellers 
between Boston and Cbariottetown,which 
now makes but one tripper week, could 
by the ship marine railway make two 
trips weekly. The railway would also af­
ford complete water communicatiou be­
tween Quebec aud St, John, each of which 
cities is said to have one hundred fold 
more shipping trade with transatlantic 
cities than the twe cities named have 
with each other. Trade by water between 
ports of the gulf and river of 5t. Lawrence, 
and ports in the Bay of Fundy, the New 
England States and the West Indies, is 
divided into two parts by the now impas­
sible isthmus of Cbignecto. All the trade 
of the gulf tending southward would 
naturally seek Chignecto when once the 
way is open, and a4 lhatpa-t of the trade 
of bay ports seeking northern and western 
Canadian markets would naturally seek 
the same route.
