CHICAGO, Dec. 31. — A fire which 
destroyed $600,000 worth of property 
in West Vanburen street today started 
on the second floor of the seven story 
brick building occupied by the Cash 
Buyers’ Union, 
tirely destroyed.

Spreading rapidly, the fire soon 
sumed large proportions, 
that the yhole district was in danger, 

second alarm was sent in, closely 
followed by a series of extra calls for 
additional men and apparatus.

When the fire penetrated to the ad­
joining building, occupied by the Zeno 
Mfg. Co., a four story structure, the 
firemen were sent to the roof of the 
adjacent buildfngs to fight the flames. 
Within a fow minutes the flames had 
gutted the structure and had spread 
to the Boston Rubber Paint Co. 
the flames, bracking the brick walls of 
the building, spread to 160-Î West Van­
buren street, causing heavy damage to 
the Peninsula Stove Co., which firm 
occupied the seven floors. So fierce 
did the blaze become that burning 
sparks, carried by the high gale, were 
driven far over the district and build­
ings blocks away caught fire.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 27,—Surgeon- 
General Wyman, of the public health 
and marine hospital service, is making, 
use of guinea pigs in an Investigation 
to determine whether Pullman and oth­
er luxurious parlor and sleeping cars 
are Infected with the germs of tuber­
culosis and other diseases. Though the 
experiments have not been completed, 
he has advised the Pullman company 
to alter the treatment of linen used to 
sleeping cars, so that the dangers of 
contagion may be minimized.

General Wyman advocates the use of 
plain, smooth, hard surfaces in coaches, 
parlor and sleeping care, so that they 
may be readily cleaned. He believe* 
that there to danger to the public health 
ln the use of pluah, tapestries and other 
unsanitary luxuries with which care 
are sometimea burdened.

Southey was a methodical and rapid 

literary craftsman. "I am a quiet, pa­
tient, easy going hack of the mule 
breed; regular as clockwork ln my 
pace, sure-footed, bearing the burden 
which Is laid on me, and only obstin­
ate In choosing my own path,” he 
wrote to a friend. But his method was 
by no means simple.

He was a poet, a historian, a critic 
and a miscellaneous writer; he turn­
ed out an enormous quantity of mat­
ter and succeeded to doing so by work­
ing fourteen hours a day and diversi­
fying hls labors within his dally round. 
He had six tables to hls library. He 
wrote poetry at one,,history at anoth­
er, criticism at a third, and so on with 
the other subjects upon which he was 
engaged, and when he was tired of 
spinning hie brains into verse he turn­
ed to history and criticism.

The Fall of Sebastopol and Sedan.

The true history of the fall of Sebas­

topol is as strange ak it is little known. 
A writer in this week’s "T. A. T.” de­
scribes how many famous fortresses 
have fallen. The following is the ac­
count of Sebastopo’:—On September 
8th, 1855, it will be remembered, the 
British stormed and occupied the Re­
dan
owing to its being swept by the fire 
of the Russian guns on the inner forti­
fications.

That night a young officer of the 93rd 
Highlanders, Lieutenant and Adjutant 
M’Bean, found himself unable to sleep, 
so he wrapped himself up in his grpat 
coat, and strolled toward the enemy’s 
lines. All seemed unusually quiet, and 
he could not disabuse his mind of the 
belief that the fortress was deserted.

Hurrying back, he told General Colin 
Campbell of his suspicions, and obtain­
ed leave to verify them. Two other 
officers and some twenty men volun­
teered to accompany him, and it was 
to this little band that belongs the ho­
nor of being the first to enter the great 
fortress which for the best part of a 
year had defied the combined armies 
of England, France and Turkey. And 
the strangest part of the whole strange 
business is that they entered it unop­
posed, and left It unharmed; the Rus­
sian garrison having silently with­
drawn under cover of darkness some 
hours previously.

Caused by a Tablecloth.
Perhaps, however, the most, drama­

tic, as it certainly was the most pite­
ous capitulation recorded in the annals 
of war, was that of Sedan. It was the 
afternoon of the terrible 1st of Septem­
ber, 1870. The eight hundred siege 
guns of the four German Investing ar­
mies were pouring on the doomed city 
a perfect hall of projectiles, and Na­
poleon realized that the end had 
come.

“Showr the white flag.” he ordered.
But then came the difficulty. There 

was no white flag handy.
“Get a sheet, then,” exclaimed the 

emperor, in despair^ "anything to stop 
those terrible cannon.”

Another delay, and an orderly came 
to say that there was not even a sheet 
to be had. They had alSbeen torn up 
for bandages for the wounded.

Napoleon made a gesture of impati­
ence, glanced round the room, and hie 
eyes fell on a tablecloth off which he 
had been dining.

“Here, take this,” he cried, whisking 
it from the table with his own hands 
and giving It to the officer.

And as he said, so it was done. A 
common white tablecloth, tied to a 
broom handle and hoisted upon the ci­
tadel, sealed the fate of Sedan.

The Tilikum is quite the most travel­
led boat of her size in the world. She 

f is a canoe-shaped out of a tree by In­
dians of Vancouver Island for Captain 

t ; Voss, her owner, who has circumnavi­
gated the world in this frail craft. The 

’Tilikum weighs 2 1-2 tons, Is 30 ft. long, 
and 6 ft. over deck. Fully loaded she 
draws 24 in. of water. She can ride 
the roughest sea with ease and safety 
by means of a sea-anchor, which trail­
ing from the stern, keeps her straight. 
The one cabin is 8 ft. long and only 4 
ft. in height, but there is a hatch In 
which Captain Voss can stand upright. 
He cooked his meals on a stove, which 
got damaged in a storm when the skip­
per was "experimenting.” I Thereafter 
he had to boil his coffee over a fire 
made in a bucket.

Th Tilikum started from Victoria in 
1901, and sailed along the whaling vil­
lages of the coast of Vancouver Island,

MOISTURE FOR HOUSE PALMS. 
Eben E. Rexford, the authoritative 

voice in floriculture, contributes a 
sonable paper to the January Lippin- 
cott's on the subject of “Palms.” In 
this he says:

"Palms should be showered at least 
once a week. It Js a good plan to take 
them into the bathroom, lay them down 

their side, and spray them so thor­
oughly that every portion is washed 
as clean as It would be It they were ex­
posed to a summer shower. This keeps 
the dust from" accumulating on them 
to close the pores of the leaves, thus 
interfering with their breathing as well 
as making them unsightly, 
keeps the red spider down. Tills little 
Insect is that little that lt hardly, seems 
possible that he could do much harm, 
but he is more destructive than all oth­
er insects combined, 
the hot, dry atmosphere which charac­
terizes the modern living-room. Mois­
ture he does not like, hence the value ot' 
the shower-bath in waging warfare 
against him. Always keep water evap­
orating in the room. Use the hand-at­
omizer on your plants daily. Depend 
entirely upon moisture in fighting this 
pest. Tobacco, teas and insecticides of

It it Is hot convenient to show­
er your plants, dip them in tubs of wa­
ter.”

J. D. Hazen, M. P. P., after con­
gratulating Mr. Maxwell on his elec­
tion and his splendid fight, thanked 
the party workers for their splendid 
services. The members of the com­
mittees and the men who attended at 
the polls had contradicted the state­
ment often made that good campaign 
work could not be had without money.

He was a candidate of the highest 
character, and had on this and other 
occasions shown his devotion to the 
party and to duty by taking up a hard 
fight and carrying it through to the 
end. It was' true that Mr. A ear was 
yet unsuccessful, but he could assure 
him that the friends with whom he 
was associated would never forget him 
and what he had done. The time was 
coming when Mr. Agar would have 
the position he deserved and be the 
representative of one of the St. John 
constituencies.

HALIFAX, N. S., Dec. SO.—1The coal 
shipments of Nova Scotia this year, 
from the six collieries with an output 
of over 100,000 tons, amount to a total 
of 4,367,000 tons and unless the others 
produce among them 325,000 tons, the 
yield for 1904 will fall behind that of 
1903. The company showing the great­
est gain was the Nova Scotia Steel & 
Coal Co. The Dominion Coal Co. fell 
off, compared with the year before. 
The buslnes’s failures in Nova Scotia 
during the year numbered 133, with lia­
bilities of $1,627,480 and assets of $796,- 
869. One-third of the failures were in 
Cape Breton. In the city of Halifax 
the failures numbered 20, with liabili­
ties of $841,904 and assets of half that 
amount. There were nine failures in 
Prince Edward Island with $99,500, and 
in Newfoundland there were six fail-
