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Leon. F. Czolgosz, Found Guity of Murder.
_in the First Degree.

' The Address of the Counsel and Judge's Charge.

BUFFALO, N. Y., Sept. 24.—Leon F.
Czolgosz, alias Fred Nieman, was to-
day found guilty of murder in the first
wegree by ‘a jury:in part three of the
supreme court in having ‘on the 6th
day of September shot President Wm.
McKinley, the wounds inicted by such
gunshot wounds afterwards resulting
in the death of the President. The
wheels of justice moved swiftly. The
itrial of the assassin consumed eight
hours and 26 minutes, and covered a
weriod of only two days. Practically
‘@il of ‘this time was occupied by the
prosecoution in  presenting & case ‘so
¢lear, so conclusive, that even had the.
prisoner entered the plea of insanity,
it is doubtful if the jury would have.
returned a verdict different from the
one returned today.

The announcement made this afiter-
moon by the attorneys for Czolgosz
that the eminent alienists summoned
by the Erie County Bar Association,
and by the district abttorney to exam-
fne Czolgosz and to determine his ex-
mct mental condition, had declared him
to be perfectly sane, destroyed the
only form of defense that ex-Judges
Lewis and Titus could have put to-
gether. ;

Before adjournment, Justice White
announced that he would pronounce
sentence wupon the defendant om
Thursday afternoon at 2 o’clock. The
prisoneér was at once taken through the
“tunnel, under Delaware avenue, back
to the jail. ~To all appearances he was
in no way affected by the result of the
trial. : ;

The crowd gathered at'city hall to-
day was the largest since the arraign-
ment. People were lined up on both
sides of the big rotunda on the. second
floor when court convened, and fring-
ed'the stairs leading from the floor
above.  There was no demonstration,
except that of curiosity. A large num-
ber of women saw today’s proceedings,
- At 2.44 this afternoon Distriet Attor-
‘mey Penney abruptly announced that
the casd of the prosecution was ended.
Ex-Judge Lewis arose slowly and, ad-
dressing ' the court, said: the sudden
close of the case against Czolgosz 'was

“When that doctrine becomes suffi-
ciently prevalent in this country, if it
ever does, our institutions will be set
‘aside and overthrown, and if we are
not misinformed as to the state of
' mind of *some people in some parts of
our country, the time is fast approach-
ing 'when men charged with crime will
not be permitted to cdme into court
and submit to a calm and dignified
fUrial;’ but will be strung up to a tree
on the bare suspicion that some one

It was the most awfal}

ed | Major Merritt Thinks Canada

s  Could Produce a Mobile
Body.

e

OTTAWA, Sept. 21.-The Journal
publishes the following interview with
Major Merritt in regard to the effici-
ency  of the mounted troops which
were engaged in the South African
war:

A letter regarding mounted soldiers
and the.Boer war was reprinted a day
or.two ago by the Journal from _ the
Toronto Globe, written by Major W.
H, Merritt of Toronto, who is at pre-
sent here at the musketry school at
Rockliffe,

The letter raised some points of in-
terest, and as Major Merritt saw very
exceptional service in Africa. where
for nearly a year he was aide-de-camp
to General Brabant, commanding the
colonial division of Cape Colony, a
Journal reporter called on him yes-
terday to ask some.questions regarding
points in his letter. Major Merritt
had referred  to the unsatisfactory
equipment of the Imperial Yeomanry
or other troops. operating in Sbuth Af-
rica, and of the nounted corps of
eastern Canada.

Wihen first spoken to the major was
somewhat indignant that the word
‘‘@iffidence,” as it appeared in his or-
iginal letter, should have been print- .
ed ‘“confidence.”

On being asked what changes from
those existing in the Imperial Yeoman-
ry he advocated, Major Merritt replied
that he did not think at this moment
it could do much good to enter into
details, but he conten@ad@ that possi-
bilities existed in Canada at present
wanting in South Africa, which if pro-
perly handled would result in a force
more mobile, and more effective for
that reason, than any which he had
seen there.

He sald that of course the Cape Col-
ony and Natal Yeomen made splendid
Mounted Irregular Horse, but they un-
fortunately could not obtain certain
requirements which could readily be
supplied from Canada, as local condi-
tions here had developed exactly what
wés needed ‘to supplement the lacking
conditions of mobility on the ' British
side.

THE “OANADIAN RANGERS.” -

It may be remenmbered that Major
Merritt was.authorized by the imper-
dal government to raise a mounted
corps in Canada if the dominion gov-
ernment consented (the imperial gov-
ernment 10 pay all expenses) but that
the authority has not been given, Ma-
Jor Merritt sald yesterday that a con-
stant complaint of his South African
colonial comrades that they could not
get just such facilities and advantages
8s Canadian conditions permitted was
the factor which made him regret
keenly the seeming hanging-back of
the Canadian government to accede to
the request of the British government
for “The Canadian Rangers” for ser-
yvice in, South Africa. R
" “But do you think the men could be
got? Major Merritt was asked. '
| ‘I believe,” ihe replied, “that far from

The Ordor w Founded to Com -
memorate Pladn of lonhn
Island Under Britain’s
' Proteetion.

Thera were already eleven Canadi-
ans holding the rank of Knights Com-
manders of the Most Distinguished
Order of St. Michael and St. George,
to which 8ir John Boyd and His Honor
Lieut. Governor Jette of Quebec were
raised last week as a result of the
visit of H. R. H. the Duke of Corn-
wall' and York.

The order, though older than tha.t of
the Star, of India, has been placed af-
ter it in dignity. Founded in 1818 to
commemorate the placing of the Ion-
dan Islands under the - protection of
Great Britain, it was at first limited
ta the natives of those islands and of
Malta, and “to such other.subjects of
his Majesty as may hold high and con-
fidential situations in the Mediterra-
nean.””. In 1832 its three classes were
fixed st the numbers of 15, 20 and 25
respectively, Since 1868, however, -the
classeés have been enlarged; until their
numbers now are: First class, Knights
Grand - Creoss, G. C, M. G., 65; second
class, Knights Commanders, K. C. M.
G., 200, and third class, Companions,
C. M, G., 342. ‘The order has also been
extended to include any person who
has rendered valuable-services eéither
in colonial or foreign affairs. . The
motto of the order is “AuSpicium meli-
oris aevi” (the token of a better age.)
There are five Canadian members, of
the first class.

Hon. Louis Amable Jette was born
at L’Assomption on Jan. 15, 1836, and-
received his early education there, as
a fellow-student with Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, Called to the bar of the province
in 1862, he established a wide practice
in Montreal. . In 1872 he entered the
house of ‘comma@ns as member for Mon-
treal East by defeating Sir George
Cartier by a majority of 1,265, and con-
tinued to sit for that constituency un-
til his appointment in 1878 as a judge
of the superior- court of the province.
In the same year he was appointed
professor.of civil law in Laval Univer-
sity, and made LL. D. He was one of
the three commissioners appointed by
the dominion government in 1891 to in-
quire into the Baie des Chaleurs mat-
ter, and on Jan, 20, 1898, received his
present appointment as lieutenant gov-
ernor, in tuecession ‘to Sir J. A. Chap-
ieau.

Sir John Boyd receivéd the honor of
Knighthood in 1899, and has been chan-
cellor of Ontario since 1881.

Dr. Petersen of MecGill University
came to Canada in May, 1885, to euc-
ceed Sir J. 'W. Dawson 83 principal,
having held the rpositionc of principal
and professor of classics and ancient
history in University College, Dundes,
since 1882. He was assistant profes-
sor of humanity for two years in his
own’ university of Bdinburgh, amter‘
taking a degree at, Oxi!omﬂ,L mre*

at Edinburgh university, gradu 3
41 1875, the youngest man of the year,
put first in first-class honors ‘in clas-
sics. He was also successful in carry-
ing off the Greek travelling fellowship,
and for some time studied at the Uni-
versity of Gottingen before returning
to Edinburgh to accept the Mackenzie
séholarship for eminence 1in classical
and English literature. Principal Pet-
ersci’e was created Lil. D. by St. An-
university In 1885, and by
Princeton in 1896.

Jnseph H. Pope, who is now a C.
M. G., is under secretary of state in
the Canadian civil service, which ap-
pointment he received in April, 1896.
Born and educated in Charlottetown,
in his earlier years he was a bank
clerk, but entered the civil service in
4878 as private secretary to his uncle, |
the late Hon. J. C. Pope.  In Septem-
‘ber, 1882, he was appointed private
secretary to the late @ir John Macdon- |
ald, and serving 4n that capacity until
Sir John's death in 1891, Mr. Pope
gathered the material for a biography
of .that distinguished Canadian, which
e published in two volumes in 1894,
He is a student of earlier Canadian
‘history, and in 1889 won¥a silver medal
offered by Lieut. Govérnor Angers for
the best critical and historical essay
on the Jife and voyas'el of Jpoques
Cartier. .

LOTTER'S. mxcn

Graphie nm&i,ormcm

Seeme of Frightful Carnage—How
the Olptlll'e was Finally Made
Compiste— Boers Had Plenty
of Ammunition.

LONDON, Sept. 20.—Details from
Graaff Reinet, Cape Colony, of the
practical annihilation of Commandant
Lotter’s force by Colonel Scobell, show
that it was by far the severest blow
the invaders have yet received. ' The
success was effected by means of clev-
er dispesitions.

Colonel Scobell’'s. force consisted of
9th Lancers and Cape Mounted Rifies,
numbering altogether 280. Comman-
dant Lotter's force was 114 strong.

At the beginning of the week the
commando was marked down in a
waterkloof near the western boundary
of the Cradock district. The approach
of Colonel Scobell’s column made the
enemy move off in a southerly direc-
tion. The polumn continued the pur-
suit, and on Tuesday . afternoon our
advance scouts located the commando
on ‘the-Viogel River. The column was
then some five miles away, but a de-
spatch rider soon  brought up Captain
Purcell with a force of Cape Mounted
Rifles, who attacked without delay.

The enemy held-a position behind the
schantzes they had built, but were
dislodged, - whereupon they doubled
back and made north for the moun-
tains on 'the Pearston Road. Colonel
Scobell then mdde certain dispositions
for the purpose of circumventing the
enemy, which were happily successful.
On Wednesday = morning - our scouts
located the enemy on-a farm at Gro-
enkloof.

The pickets were rTushed at dawn.
The enemy occupied the centre of a
basin surrounded on all sides by rid-
ges. They withdrew to’ two  kraals
and a shed, their horsés being tether-
ed outside. Colonel Scobell at once
toook in the situation and Captain
Purcell was sent to occupy. a position

taking a position on the east, while
Lord Douglas Crompton, with a force
of the 9th Lancers, filled up the gap
on the ‘eastern side. The.enemy wene
thus completely surrounded.

/The “first volley that were fired (it
was now daylight) had the effect of-
stampeding the ‘enemy’s horses. - The
Boers, seeing that escape was impos-
gible, took refuge in a shed and re-
turned our fire, which from four posi-
tions® was then concentrated on the

*f shed, and as the range was short (the

distance between the contending forces
ranging from fifty to four hundred
yards, according to the positions taken
up by the several bodies of our troops),
the torrent of lead from our elevated
position resulted in every corner of the
enemy’s position being Wwell searched.
For upwards of three-quarters of an
hour the fight was kept up.

Then 'white flags were seen to' go up,
but as . the enemy sﬂlx odnunued to

Lancers who ‘gq.!wpedv 3
kraals when first he saw ‘the ~white
flag was shot through ‘the Tidad. within
tventy yards of the entmy.  Firing
then ceased, and Commandant Lotter
came out of his shelter, followed by
his men. Our forees then closed in,
and the capture was complate. Inves-
tigation into the damage showed that
eleven of the enemy -had been killed,
forty-six wounded, a number of them
dangerously, while fifty-six had come
out unscathed from what must have
been a ceaseless storm of bullets!

The sight which presented -itself in
the shed is déscribed by an eye-witness
as horrible in the extreme. Dead and
wounded were lying about all over the
floor of the shed, and many of them
were bleeding profusely from ' their
wounds.

While the fight was progressing five
of the enemy escaped from the kraal
and dropped. into a donga hard by,
but the fire was so hot that they could
not make headway along the donga,
and when our. troops closed in 'the
five bodies were foand. Two of the
dead ‘were brothers, named Voster, in-
fluential farmers in the Cradock dis-
triet, who have been instrumental in
stirring up many of the young bloods
‘of that district to rebeldon. They were
both regarded as exceptionally ifine
marksmen. One was shot through the
head -and the other through the heart.

It is the opinion of many who took
part in the fight that had the hoisting
of the white flag been delayed for a
guarter of an hour not a single man
of the Beoer commando would have es-
caped death or wounds. The ‘surprise
of the enemy was complete. They never
JAhought that the skilful tactics of Col.
Scobell would be put in operation.

Théy expected that he would follow
.them up on their trail, and conseguent-
Ay put their scouts gut in the dfrection
from which ‘they considered he iwould
come. .
