Howthe Little Village Wis Fonuded—Something About
Its Pounders and of the Conditions Under Which
They Lived—Many Priceless. Relics Were
 Lost in the Recent Fire.

Constdering the extent of the disas-
ter something of the history of the

“The land on which the buildings re-
cently burned at Musquash were situ-
ated was granted in the reign of
George the Third, Thos. Carleton be-
Ing ‘governor of the province of 'New
Brunswick,, to 'John Mopnt, Ebenegzer

Scott ‘and Clayton. Tilton, loyalists, as
is shown by a document bearing date
March 10th, 1794. . This document .is
in the hands of G. Clowes Carman of
this city, & grandson of John Mount,
one ‘of the original grantees; and it
therefore was not destroyed in the re-
cent fire,

Gerhardus Clowes Carman was a son
of Richard Carman and Sarah Hewae-
lett, Horsfield, from whose family
Horsfleld street of this city took its
name. Richard Carman wes a native
of Hempstead, ; Long Island, ‘and on
arivingy with the  LoyaMsts in this
country were to-Maugerville, where he
settled. Later om he took up a farm
on the Mahogany road, about two. and
a half miles from 1le, 'where he
died in 1818.. What is known as the
Carman estate at Musquash was given
by John Mdunt to his daughter, Mrs.

A HOUSE 103 YEARS OLD.
The house built by John Mount, and
burned in the récent fire, was 103 years
old, being built in 1800 of brick manu-
factured from clay got near by, The
lime. used ' to make the mortar '
burned‘in a kiln on the place. All its
partitions were made of brick.
Clayton Tilton was a captain in the
English army at the time of the Am-
erican Revolution, and at the close of
'that war came to this country and set-
tled' at Musquash.. Capt. Tilton was

men. A great many old saddles were
destroyed in: the fire. . The produce of
the farm was taken to market on
horseback, and'in ‘the same way were
the groceries and anticles-of ‘clothing
conveyed from the town to their homes.
.Then ‘the jug of rum seemied ito be as
common an’ item on' a ‘grocery bill as
a pound of tea now is. Following is
the copy of a' bill dated 1818:

The Fish Market Satisfactory.

To the Editor of the Sun's:': -

Sir—In your édftorial of yesterday,
entitled “Instructién of the Deaf and
Dumb,” you were good enough to ex-
press kindly sentimients regarding my
action in offering the Sturdee property
free of rent, for uee as & schopl for
the deaf. At the same time you- cen-
sured the idea of establishing in New
Brunswick a school for this unfortun-
ate class of our children. You say:
“It woul@ seem hardly -probable that
80 small a staff as-a purely New
Brunswick school could afford to keep,
could do so good work as a larger
stafl with different teachers for dif-
ferent studies and work, and for the
deaf of different ages . ., ., .@and for
New Brunswick people who must send
their children away it would not be
-much harder for them to send them to
Halifax instead of St. John.,” It seems
to ‘me, however, that your reasoning
in this matter is somewhat defective.
The ‘Halifax school, jwhich is practi-
cally provincial, utar‘ed .out in a very
small ‘way and. it your reasoning were
correct, it would be better for the
New Brunswick children to be sent to
the more thoroughly equipped’ Ontario
institution for the deaf at Belleville,
which is probably the best school in
Canada. © If this reasoning had been
applied at' the inception of the Hali-
fax school there would be no institu-
tion in the mari}lme provinces; but the
peopleé of Nova/Scotia, with commend-
able enterprise, decided that the deaf
children had as much right to educa-
tion in their own  province as the
speaking children, and as a result they
have maintained for years a scheol at
Halifax, which has grown from time
to time, 2

I take it, sir, that some such ,ambi-
tion should; actuate the people of New
Brunswick and while any school which
might be started in this proyince must
of neceBsity be small at its inception
80| far as both the number of pupils
attending it and the number of in-
structors are concerned, yet there is
no reason why it cannot pe, within its
limits, as competent as a larger school,
and as it gains a reputation it will not
only. keep the attendance of all the
deaf children within the -province, but
will invite attendance frem outside, as
is the experience of these -other schools
to which reference has been made,

The do-nothing policy is a very easy
one in. the education of the deaf as
In everything else which requires  ex-
| ertion, and sacrifice before the end de-
'sired can be attained; but I.trust that
‘the people of New Brunswick, inspired
. by the assistance which has been of-
fered by the legislature of the prov-
ince, will respond to the claim of the
' deaf children: for a good  education
without  the necessity of leaving their
own province. If such a school can
be established the provincial govern-
ment might in time be induced to take
over its control so that it wouwld be-
come part of the school system of New
Brunswick. This, I belleve, to be the
correct principle under which schools
for the Geaf should be operated, and
that is one of the drawbacks of the
Halifax school. In this particulat the

better principle, belng part of - the
school system of Ontario, while the
Halifax schodl is run by a private cor-
poration.

‘While the provineial government has
not yet seen its way to adopt thé prin-
ciple of conducting the school for the
deaf as part of its school system, they
have passed a liberal measure provid-
ing for the payment of $165 per pupil
Per annum to any recognized school.
for the deaf at which New Brungwick
children may be attending, leaving the
choice to the parents where their
children shall be sent, and I am satis-
fled that the majority of the parents
Would prefer ‘to have their children
educated within the provinee, and as
nearly ‘as possible wunder their own
Supervision. ' 'I have been urged vy
the parents of a number of these deaf
children to do what I could towards
having such a ®chool established at
St. John, and trust that sufficiently
generous ‘support may - be given  the
idea to make possible its flulfilment,

I'have visited many of the best in-
stitutions for the deaf in the United
States, including Mt. Aity, Philadel-
phia, Western Pennsylvania, Hartford,
Clark “School at Northampton, Horace
Mann at Boston, and others, and near-
1y twenty years' experience in my own
family and eight years’ personal con-
tact with the management of the Hali-
fax institution forces me to the con-
clusion that a large school, with a long
list of officials and fine buildings, are
no guarantee that better work is done,
or more satisfactory results obtained,
than 'may be realized with a small
staff of devoted teacHers, under a com-
petent superintendent, with whom they
work in sympathy.

Our government has recognized the
rights of the deaf and dumb te have a

their education by providing in the act
Which lately passeq the legislature that
in the event of a school being organ-.
ized within the province, under a board
of - management approved by the gov-
ernor in council at least two members
of-any 'such. board of management
shall be desaf, or parents of deaf chil-
dren; while the provinefal; secretary
and attorney general shall also be mem-
bers, which seems to me a distinot ad-
vance on any. previous legislation' in
Canada respecting the education of
the deaf.. Then  why nop . let ‘us try
bp done here in St. John?
And if there is the desire on the part
of those most deeply. interested to
send the older children to. Halifax, the
younger children at least might find a
comfortable home.school in the build-
