OTTAWA, July 10.—Logan of Cum-
berland was greeted with hearty ap-
plause from both sides as he took his
seat in the house this afternoon for
the first time after his prolonged se-
vere {llness.

Commencing Wednesday the house
will hold morning sittings daily till
the end of the session, government
orders ta have precedence at all sit-
tings, the house to meet on Saturday
next at 11 a. m. Iaurier replying to
Foster, said all government business
was now, before parliament save one,
which he would name later. This was.
understood to refer to the bonus of
$500 per head to all members this
year. ;

Mr, Borden introduced a bill re-
specting the house of -commons, The
object of the bill is to provide that a
writ for election shall be issued within
& reasonable time in.case a seat be-
coming vacant for reason of the death
of a member during a parliamentary
term. -He explained that the bill was
similar to one recently passed by the.
Ontario legislature as a result of the
loag delay in the North Renfrew case.
The bill was read a first time.

Some of them involved impor-
tant change in policy and several of.
the important ones could easily have
been discussed earlier in the session.
There were 213 special items for in-
stance, for harbor improvements. The
proper discussion of these would take
about three weeks. In conclusion Mr.
Foster moved that the house “enter
an earnest protest against the action
of the government in keeping back un-
til the closing hours of the session, es-
timates amounting to nearly $14,000,000

thus precluding any fair and efficient
discussion- of thé public expenditures
and continuing a practice highly pre-
Judical to the public interests.” ‘

Mr. Fielding excused the govern-
ment’s course by a ‘Treference to the
arduous work of the session.

Mr. Borden said every argument us-
ed as an excuse by Mr. Fielding would
be just as good an excuse for bringing
down all the estimates late in the ses-
sion. ®He asked whether there was
anything to be said against changing
the financial year to make it end on
March 31 instead of June 30.

ODESSA, July 10.—The authorities
here have been informed that the
Kniaz Potemkine has sailed from
Kustenji, Roumania, for Sebastopol.

The question of insurance on prop-
erty lost by fire in the harbor during
the recent disturbances is occasioning
serious disputes between the Russian
and the foreign insurance companies.
The foreign corporations declare that
they will make claims against the
Russian government. The claimants
number about 400, and the total losses
are now estimated at $20,000,000.

TORPEDO BOAT WAS FORCED.

SEBASTOPOL, July 10.—The Rus-
sian torpedo boat No. 267, which de-
clined to surrender to the Roumanian
government with the Kniaz Potemkine‘
declaring that she had not mutinied, !
but had been forced to follow the mu-
tinous battleship, arrived here today.
The members bf her crew were arrest- !
ed and placed on board the transport
Prout. - 4

Tomorrow will be observed on board
the fleet as a day of mourning for.the
officers and sailors slain duririg the
mutiny on board.the Kniaz Potem-
kine. There will be requiems on all
the ships.

“At 11 2. m. on July 8 the enemy had
retreated to a point 22 miles north of
Korsakovsk, =

‘“We captured  two 12 centimetre
guns, two 12 pounders and also an
amount of ‘ammunition.

“We suffersd no loss.”

OCCUPY SAKHALIN ISLAND,

TOKIO, July 10.—The annoumncement

of the landing of a Japanese force at
Sakhalin Island and the occupation of
Korsakovsk, followed by the northern
flight of the garrison, has been re- |
ceived with great satisfaction by the
Japanese. ' The landing of the army
at Sakhalin marks the first entry of the
Japanese upon Russian territory pro-
per. .= The Japanese have expressed
themselves pleased to be again in pos-
session of the island, declaring that
they have long felt that the bargain
under which = they relinquished the
place forty years ago was unsatisfac-
tory. . .
The Japanese express the belief that
they will speedily control the entire
Island, as they regard the garrison
there as being incapable of serious re-
sistance and are confident that it will
certainly be captured.

By Pointing Out that Military Force

LONDON, July 10.—Field Marshal
Lord 'Roberts created a sensation in
the house of lords this evening, when,
in a lengthy, and well-considered
speech he deliberately expressed his
opinion as a practical soldier; that the
military force of Great Britain wés in-
adequate, imperfectly trained and
totally unfit to uphold. Great Britain
as a first class power. Lord Roberis
did not blame the government, which,
bhe said, - was actuated by a national
feeling, but he scathingly attacked the
people of England, who, he said, show-
ed no national feeling towards the mil-
itary until danger arose.

The speech was delivered in connec-

ative), traversing Premier Balfour’'s
statement regarding the necessity. of
keeping up sufficient land force to re-
pel any possible invasion. Lord Rob-
erts said the lessons of the South Af-
rican wdr had been forgotten. He de-
clared emphatically that the choice
lay between conscription or some
practical system of universal training
and that only by such means would it

. be possible for Great Britain to pos-
i Sess armed forces orgarrized and train-

ed to meet the demands of the- Em-
pire in the event of war. '

In T reatment for Carbolic
Poisoning.

Ambulance Comes In For Some At
tention—Verdict in Grass '

Inquest.

The inguest into the May Grass sui-
cide was concluded last Friday and the
jury announced that the deceased hagd
come to her death by drinking carbolic
acid when In "a depressed “state of
mind. A rider was added in an e¢ndoa-
vor to check the prevalence of such
cases of suicide Dy calliig on the New
Brunswick Pharmacbutical ‘Soclety to
bass more stringent regulations as to
the sale of carbolic acid. 'As Coroner
Roberts pointed out to them, since
January 1st there have been 12 cases
of suicide or attempts at suicide, in
which carbolic aeld had figured. The
point which occupied so prominent a
position in the jury’s minds at the
first session, the difference of opinion
among the medical witnesses as to
treatment, Dr. Berryman contending
that sweet ofl should be used in a casé
of this kind, and Dr. Grant and Dr.
Scammell favoring a ehypodermic in-
Jeotion of apomorphia, did not figure
in their questions last evetiing.

The session was chiefly given to a
discussion of the ambulance driver's
conduct on the-night of the tragedy.

W. H. BUSTIN.

‘W. H. Bustin was recalled to detail
the action of the drivers on the night
of the suicide. He had sent for the
ambulance in accordance with Dr. Ber-
ryman’s ¢rder. The men who answered
wanted Dr. Berryman fo come himselt,
and only when this was done would
the men send out the ambulance. The
doctor had to order them to come out.
The ambulance came quickly after
that. The stréetchér was brought up-
stairs ahd put on the first landing. It
was thought better by Mr, Bustin to
carry the girl to the stretcher on ac-
count of the passageway and its turns.
Dr. Berryman concurred in this. Mr,
Currie took hold of the girl roughly
and the witness remonstrated. Witness
then said Mr. Currie was under the
influence of liquor. Witness ordered
Currie to stand back and not put a
hand on the girl, . He called to one ot
the boarders to help him and together
they vcarried Miss Grass to the
stretcher. Going down stairs was
rather awkward, and when asked to
help, Currie replied rather insolently
that he was ordered out and would not
help, The/ambulance was backed into
the sidewalk and not alongside as sta-
ed by Mr. Currie.

When théy arrived at the hospital
Mr. Currie became abusive in his lan-
guage. Further, the driver would not
wait at the door until Mr. Bustin could
get his coat out o#® the hotel. Dr. Ber-
ryman said to him; “We ean’t help “I
now. We will have to make the best |
of it.”

To a juryman—The driver took in
three blocks of the square instead of
only one. The driver drove rapidly
over crossings, but slowly in other
parts of the route. Currie kept mut-
tering all the way that he had been
ordered out, and that the witness was
the one who had done this. Witness
had to threatén Mr. Currie with arrest.
The other two with Currie endeavored
to keep him quiet.

DR. BERRYMAN,

The coroner expressed regret at hav-
ing to recall Dr. Berryman, but as he
was sald by Mr. Bustin to be present
when this incident occéurred his testi-
mony was necessary. =

"Why didn’t you send for me that
night?”’ said Dr. Berryman. .

*We d@id send for you, but you had
retired to bed,” replied Dr. Roberts,

Dr. Berryman hereupon declared that
it was an unseemly hour to prolong
an inquest until near midnight. He
also declared that no other = witness
should have been allowed to quote him
a8 saying anything when giving evid-
ence.

Dr. Berryman sald that the state-
ments attributed to him should not
have been acccepted. He himself
should be the only one who should eay
what he had saild or done. He hoped
that statements coming from him
would carry no weight unless they had
actually come from his own lips. He
called, he said, to see the young.wo-
man ‘when summoned to the house. e
admitted that the lvery stable man
asked him to speak through the tele-
phone. There was nothing impertinent
on the man’s part: The stretcher was
brought to the top of the stairs. Wit-
ness was with tihe patient when two
or three came In and he heard some
one say, to Currie evidently: ‘“Cet out
of that; yéu shan’t touch her.” Witnesas
sald to the man: “You had' better go
down stairs’. The man went gquietly,
possibly he was drunk. The young
woman was carried by Mr. Bustin and
a boarder. Mr. Bustin lifted up the
stretcher at the front and thé stretcher
was jammed against him. Eventually
the stretcher was put in place. The
horse started several times and jostled
Mr. Bustin. The ' horse. witness
thought, was standing sideways. It
started several times, and witness
called “Wait, walt.” Then Mr. Bustin
got aboard and the team went off, tak-
ing rather a long route in his estima-
tion. “Let me here say that when the
Salvation Army people had charge of
the ambulance ‘I have  walted 1%
hours for {t. The service since »r.
Golding has taken it ia entirely satis-
factory to me. Possibly, however, the
driver was under the Influence of
liquor.”

S. T. Golding, proprietor of the livery
stable, sworn, said the two men in his
stable took turns at driving the am-
bulance: Any geod driver can handle
the ambulance. The driver is not
bound to carry patients in or out of
the ambulance, He¢ thought the driver
should assist in  the carrying of
stretchers. Witness had been in the
stable up to within 5 or 10 minutes of
the telephone call, and Mr. Currie
was not then under the influence of
liquor.

The ambulance is a clumsy rachine
to handle. The springs are stiff, and
In turning to the left the wheel catches
the body. That was the reason why the
driver did not turn to the left. It has
been that way for two years. Had
heard no other complaints of  that
man! The man will do anything to
blease people and was rather well
ltked. It was possible he could have
had .a drink after witness left.

This concluded the evidence and the
coroner then gave his address to the
jury.

DR. ROBERTS' ADDRESS.

Dr. Roberts said in part: It is cus-
tomary for the coroner to sum up the
evidence ‘brought out by the inquest,
and ‘I will do this in the customary
way.

During the past few mouths there have
been 12 cases of catbolic acid poison-
Ing. Thisis a fact which deserves at-
tention by a jury. ‘What suggestion
you can, offer-to remedying the present
conditions 'should be considered. i can
find no law regulating the sale: aof
these poisons, but the Pharmaceutical
Society prohibits in schedule A the
sale of strychnine, morphine, ete., un-
less }he druggist records the name of
purchaser and the amouht of drug
sold. The McDonald trouble some
®ears ago brought out this law in or-
der that the culprits in any criminal
case may be more. easily ascertained.
In - another schedule comes carbolic
acid; this cah be dispensed without
registration. You can buy more acid
than whiskey. The latter can only
be bought in six ounce lots; but you
can buy a pint of carbolic acid.

In London you cannot buy rat poi-
son without a prescription from a phy-
sician,

Since this acid has played so im-
portant a part in the death of citizens,
it might be possible for the sogiety to
prohibit more\ stringently the sale of
this drug. 5

It is possible to procure other pre-,

parations which would take the place
of oarbolic acid as an antiseptic and
purifier. ¢

Next, when May Grass was found
to be suffering from poison, was there
sufficiently quick action taken by the
parties.- around her to get efficient re-
lief? . The doctor was on the scene in
about 20 minutes after the dose” was
taken, so that Mr. Bustin seems to
have done well. =

Was the proper medication adminis~
tered ‘when the doctor 'did arrive?

Did the ambulance arrive on time
when summoned? In addition, you
should consider if the vehicle provided
for public use is available on every
occasion, is suitable to the purpose,
and handled with every care.

If you find these things have not
been rightly carried out,
your ‘duty to suggest remedles. A more
up-to-date. ambulance system will not
hurt our fair city.

You heard the evidence of Dr, Berry-
man, Dr. Grant and Dr. Seammell in
regard to the methods of treatment
advised in such cases. If any medical
man did not do his duty it is yours to
cenSure him.

The Jury then retired "under the
charge of Marshal Coughlan, :

In about half an hour a decision had
becn reached, and Foreman Berton
read the following verdict: ;

“We, the coroner’s jury empanelled
to enquire into the cause of the death
of the late May Grass, find that the
said May Grass died at the public hos-
p}tal at 12.46@. m., ‘Wednesday, 6th
irst., from the effect of a dose of cai-
bolic acid . administered by her own
hand, at the Lansdowne house, situat-
ed on the south side of King square,
between the hours of 10.30 and 11.30 p.

from a depressed state of mind,
brought on by some unknown: cause.”

The Last Seséion Was Held |

Yesterday Morning.

>
Dean Partridge’s Motion for the Pre.
paration of a New Hymn Book
Meets With General

. Support.

The last day's session of the 87th C.
of Il Synol opened at 10.30 yesterday,
and the remaining business of 'the
year was taken in hand as quickly as
possible. The attendance at the synod
this year was 95, about the same as
last year’'s meeting at Fredericton.

The usual service in Trinity was held
at eight . o'clock. The celebrant
was Archdeacon Neales, and he was
assisted by Rev. J. R. deW. Cowie,
Rev. C. P. Hanington and Rev, C. E.
Newmann.

At 9.30 a meeting of the executive
was held and routine business attend-
ed to.

After prayers and resding the min-
utes of Thursday’'s meeting Dean Part-
ridge spoke about the need of a gen-
eral hympnal for the Canadian church.
He said that the whole chur¢h had a
common’ prayer book, which they all
knww and loved, and that a common
hymn book was quite as necessary. He
considered “Hymns Ancient and Mod-
ern” very unsatisfactory. The ancient
dissensions in the  church have.died
away and the time has now arrived
when a common hymn book could be
adopted. Other - Canadian churches
have lately adopted new. and general
hymn books, and the speaker called
attention to the success which had at-
tended the new book lately adopted by
the Presbyterian’ General Assembly.
He therefore made the motion which
he had previously given notice of, with
the change that the memorial on this
point, which is to be sént to the gen-
eral synod, should have the approval
of the bishop.

W. M. Jarvis spoke in favor of a
change and seconded the motion. Rev.
A. G. H. Dicker said he had not given
the matter very serious consideration,
but doubted whether a new hymnal
would meet with the same financial
successwhich had attended the intro-
duction of the new Presbyterian book,
unless the use of the new book was
made compulsory by canon, Judge
Hanington approved of a change and
upon a vote being taken the motion
was passed. - gl

A resolution embodying the recom-
mendations of the board of finance was
moved by W. M, Jarvis and seconded
by A. C. Fairweather. This resolution
was carried.

It' was moved by Mr. Justice Han-

'ington, seconded by Archdeacon Neales,

that the synod express its appreciation
of the work done by ‘“The Society for
the Progagation of the Gospel’ and its
hope-that the clergy and laity of this
diocese do all in their power to increase
the usefulness of the parent society.
This resolution was carried.

Déan Partridge and A. C. Fair-
weather were reappointed to the board
of governors of King's college, and on
motion of J. Roy Campbell, His Honor
Judge Hanington was reappointed as
governor of Edgehill, Windsor,

Judge Hanington moved that a grant
of $100 be given to the school at She-
diaec, in return for the religious dtudies
which are being taught there.  'This
was seconded by Rev. A. F. B. Burt
of Shediac. A discussion followed, in
which Archdeacon Neales, F. J,. G
Knowltofl and G. O. D. Otty took part.

An amendment was suggestéed by Mr.
Otty, and this was adopted by Judge
Hanington and his seconder. The mat-
ter will be taken up by the board of
education.

Canon Richardson moved that the
reports of the cleétgy hitherto read at
the synod be handed in at least a
month before the synod meets, to the
secrgtary, who will have them printed.
This was carried. The report of the
committee on the proposed Pan-Angli-
can committee was adopted.

Hurd Peters trought up for consid-
eration the question of changing the
time. of meeting of the synod. Canon
Newnham and ICanon Richardson fav-
ored & change. The latter said that
many of the city people were in the
country at this time of year and the
important question of hospitality caus-
ed considerable difficulty.

The thanks of the synod-was extend-
ed to the secretary, Canon Newnham,
for the good work he has done. This
was adopted by a standing vote with
great applause. Judge . Hanington
moved a vote of thanks to the rector,
church wardens and vestry of Trinity,
and this was sadopted. Resolutions
were also passed, thanking the press
for their assistance, the Ladies’ Auxil-
iary for thelr Kindness. A vote of
thanks was voted to the bishop, and
after a short prayer the 87th synod
came to a close.

ERE s a simple experiment
by which you may imitate
the sound of cathedral bells
in your own room, and per-
haps one of the strangest
thinis about it i1s that no
one but {oumlr will be able
to_hear them ringing.

Progure a ya of ne
and loop it about in the middle.
Slip the loop around the handle of a
poker and draw it taut. Grasp each free
end of the string in either hand. Wind
some of it round each of your first fin-
gers. Now press these fingers nst.
your ears, shutting out all sound, and
swinging the daunnﬁl poker until it
dashes against the wall.

You will be surprised to perceive a
series of heayy tones such as ring out
from a cathedral clock as it booms out
the hour, yet, while the room may be
crowded, no one but you will be a lis-
tener to  the mysterious peals unless
they try the same experiment.

But what causes this phenomenon?
This 18 answered best by describing a
certain kind of toy noise maker which
most boys have seéen or m at some
time or another. ' It is known by various
names, but perhaps the term “devil-
fiddle” is its most common term. It is
very easily construeted by knocking owut
one end of a tin can and then punctur-
ing the closed end with a tiny hole, just
large enough to insert a piece of twine
through—the twine knotted at its end
80 it cannot be pulied entirely, through
the hole. . :

Grasp the can in one hand, and, hold-
ing a piecs of well-resined leather in
the other, pull the string through the
folded up leather or slide the leather
along the string.

This will result in a most grating,
discordant sound, altogether out of pre-
portion to what you'd expect from such
an action. So from this the extraordi-

' pary fact is established that it is the
employment of the tin can which causes
the great incredse of sound. It is the
hollow -cavity in the can which is really
responsible for this, and so it is with
the ear. The hollow cavity in the ear
enlarges the volume of sound emanating
from the poker along the string, thus
acting on the same principle as’the can
cavity which increases the sound pro-
duced on the string actached to it.

Bottle Trick.

OU will have to go at this experi-
ment very carefully. But when
you have done it ‘successfull

you -will ﬁet a lot of pleasure out of it.
And it will not be easy for others to
imitate.

Get a good-sized bottle with a wide
mouth and a good cork stopper. Then
get a nut (say an English walnut), di-

. vide carefully into halves; clean it out,
then bore a tiny hole through each side,
and run the two ends of a wire frame
through them. Then ptit the halves to-
gether again, and seal every possible
crack or hole with wax. Before you do
this, however, bore a small hole in the
bottom of the nut (C) and leave it un-
sealed. This is to serve as an air-hole.

Now arrangs the bottom of your
wiire frame so that it will support a
coin. ¥ .

Having done this, fill your bow! with
water, and test the floating qualities of

last; so you must experiment with dif-
ferent coins until you discover Just
what coin—penny, nickel, ete.—provides
the exact weight needed.

You will have exactly the right resuit
when the nut rests exactly balanced in
an upright position, its point just touch-
ing the cork stopper, and en at the
same time it will nd instantly to a
slight tap of your .-xrxser on the cork
stopper and sink tow: the bottam, re-

END a wooden match In the mid-

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’THE CAPTURE OF SAKHALIN.

——

‘" The occupation of the island of
Sakhalin or Saghalin by the Japanese
ts a clever manoeuvre. The acquisi-
tion and retention of this island by
' Russia has always been a sore spot
with Japan, which claims that Sak-
halin is part of the Japanese archipel-
 ago haturally belonging to the kingdom.
Though Sakhalin i8 described as a cold
and cheerless region, the southern part
1es little if any farther north than St.
John city or Northern Italy or Southern
France, The northern extremity - is
some six hundred miles nearer the

pole, but is farther south tm ‘Edmon-
_ton-or Edinburgh, or Copenhagen, or
Moscow and far south of the latitude of
'Bt. Petersburg. The island has about the
‘area of this province and at present

has a population of 30,000, mainly Rus-

slan convicts, officlals ang garrisons,
with small communities of Russian

' hunters and fishérmen, and a few thou-
sand natives.

The memory of Japan is long, but it
does not go back beyond a time when
the island of Sakhalin wag under the

" rule of the daimo of the Matsuma'clan.
In 1780 exploring expeditions were sent
out to the northern iglands from Yeddo,
and in 1785 ten men were despatched

. to Sakhalin, which seems to have pre-
" wiously been regarded as part of the
" 'mainland. From that time - until 1804
. there seems to have been no question

. raised as to Japanese authority there.

.~ 'Adachi Kinnosuke, a Japanése au-
thor, who is also a journalist, contri-

" buted to the North'American for May
an article on the probable terms of
peace between Japan and Russia, and
‘in ‘the course of his discussion gave
an explanation of the Russian occu-
pation of Sakhalin, or as he calls it,
Saghalin., He says that in 1804 a Rus-
sian commission appeared in the har-
bor of Nagasaki, bringing a group of
ghip-wrecked Japanese. The charit-
able enthusiasm of the visitors did not
prevent their making ' a petition for
‘trade privileges which was not ac-
cepted. Whereupon ‘“the charitable
‘“mission turned north and changed its
“ mind, as often happens with a good
“ man and a good mission; it ravaged
“ the islands of Sdghalin and Iturup.”
But the istand remained Japanese with-
‘out controversy for another haf-cen-
tury. In 1852 a Russian admiral came
to Nagasaki to negotiate trade rela-

CENTRAL RAILWAY FINANCE,

Senator King and Mr. George Me-
Avity, who have declared that they
would not accept the position of com-
missioners of the Central Railway un-
less. money waa provided to put the
road in shape, have published a call
for tenders. They set forth therein
that they are commlsgionerl, and that
the particulars of the work to be done
on the road from Chipman to Norton
will be made known on Thursday.
Meanwhile the ministers, who were to
give the engineer's report to  the
press as soon a&s it had received the
attention of the cabinet, have changed
their minds. All that the public is
permitted to know of the report comes
in the form of a brief paraphrase by
Attorney General Pugsley. This geems
to be an exceedingly free translation.
It appears that the engineer has found
that some of the recently constructed
work is still in good condition. He
reports the rails to bhe as yet free
from signs of decay. The engineer is
‘also alleged to be of the opinion that
if the road is made good, and rolling
stock provided, the property can be
made to earn $40,000 a year net, which
will pay the interest on a million dol-
lars. This view of the case must cer-
tainly have been reachéd by the engi-
neer with the active assistance of Dr.
Pugsley himself. When the attorney
general ‘starts out making sanguine
predictions, or repeating the glowing
forecasts of others, he loses that gense
of honor which he possesses at other
times. = Otherwise' he would hardly
venture on any more financlal esti-
mates in regard to the future of this
unhappy railway.  Dr. Pugsley has
been heard from so many times on the
results of his numeroug and generous
investments of public money in this
rallway, and hi§ announcements of
what was about to happen, have been
80 ridiculously contrasted by the facts,
that one would expect to find him be-
coming almast cautious in hie pro-
phecies. . On the contrary, he is
more than ever 1like Colonel Sellers.
It‘_ is the rule that things which Dr.
] ¢ But
Wwe may. look for an exception in re-
Spect to one = matter which he sug-
gests. The attorney general has learn-
ed that the railway can made to
pay its running expeénses and the in-
terest on a million dollars besides. We
need at least have no doubt that Dr.
Pugsley . can do  this if-  the
legisiature supports = him, and
will provide the miilion indebted-
ness, and so give the railway a chance
to meet the interest. He never fails
in that branch of public finance, A
considerable step has already been
taken in Central Railway deals in that
direction on the assurance of the at-
torney general that the government
would never be called upon to pay a
cent of interest. Today the province
is borrowing more money to pay the
interest on the guaranteed bonds.

The Central Railway deals awhich
have taken place heretofore have
simply and repeatedly plundered the
people .Qf the province. The proceeds
of loans and guarantees have been dis-
tributed in mysterious ways, with no
advantage to the people whose money
was misappropriated. All attempts to
inquire into the destination of these
enormous advances have been headed
off by the government majority. But
it is an undoubted fact that the pro-
vinee has already paid money enough
to have a splendid road in the best
condition = ‘and with a complete
equipment. Now the road will be
paid for again by the people, with the
same prospect as before that the pub-
lic will have no property to show for it.
If Senator King and Mr. McAvity sup-
pose for a moment that they will be
allowed to change the beautiful system
which has hitherto prevailed in con-
nection with this enterprise they have
some interesting discoveries to make.
How far they may be disposed to bring
about a new state of affairs is not dis-
closed. But the gentleman who was the
president of ‘the Iate Coal and Raiiway
company should out of his experience
be able to make a fdlr estimate of the
extent of authority likely to be exercis~
ed by an independent commission.

MR. SCHREIBER AND MR. BUTLER

Mr. Collingwood Schreiber, who has
since 1892 held the position of deputy
minister of rallways and chief engi-
neer pf ‘rallways and manals, retires
from these positions to become con-
sulting engineer and adviser of the
department in respect to the location
of the Grand Trunk Pacific rallway.
Mr. Schreiber is not> without experi-
ence in that eort of duty. Bucceeding
Mr. Fleming in 1880 as chief engineer
of surveys for the Canadian Pacific
rallway, he was the adviser of the
government in the matter of the lo-
cation and character of that rallyay
untfl its completion six years later.
When Mr, Schreiber took up that task
he was not yet fifty years old, though
he had been sixteen years in govern-
ment positions of large trust. Now he

s in his seventy-fourth year and in

the forty-second of his career as, a
government officer. ¥He has been chief
engineer of government railways in
operation  for thirty-two years, or
since the Intercolonial as originally
designed was approaching compretion.
For thirteen years he has been chief
engineer and deputy head of the de-
partment of raillways and canals. As

he has held this joint office until now
it may be presumed that he does not
yet feel the mfirmities of age pressing
heavily upon him,

Mpr. Schreiber has enjoyed in a re-
markable degree the confidence of the
conservative ministers under whom he
served. Mr. Blair and Mr, Emmerson
appear to have had a like regard for
him. He is without doubt a compet-
ent engineer. He was usually describ-
ed in early days as a vigllant govern-
ment . officer, exceedingly careful in
matters of detail and a foe to extrava-
gance. But under Mr, Haggart he
permitted the Curran bridge fraud to-
take place beforc his eyes. It can
hardly be said that he held his own
with Mr. Hays in the various recent
deals between the Intercolonial and
the Grand Trunk, or that he has been
successful in keeping. down the Inter-
colonial expenses under Mr. Emmer-
Son, or that he has always protected
the country in deaiings with
unscrupulous contractors or = dis-
honest officials. On this  point
the auditor general has occar
sionally given pathetic testimony.
It may be said, however, that in all
parliamentary investigations in which
blundering or boodling has been sug-
gested Mr. Schreiber has taken more
than his full share of responsibility
for the departmental errors, invariab-
1y shielding the minister when he
could. This may partly account for
the kindly feeling the ministers always
had for him, for it is convenient to
have the deputy testify that he advis-
ed every action which {s proved to
have been wrong. The Infant dct is
never performed by Collingwood Sch-
veiber. If there is a gap he is always
ready to take the place of the minis-
ter in it.

In place of Mr. Schreiber as deputy
minister, as chief engineer of canals,
and probably as chief engineer of rail-
ways in operation we are to have a
younger man who is said to be a bril-
Hant engineer and who may be a good
all-round railway man. Mr. M. J.
Butler, who leaves the position of as-
sistant engineer on the easteérn section
of the new transcontinental railway,
brings to his new duties large enthus-
lasm and great energy. The interest-
ing problem before him is the man-
agement and policy of the Intercol-
onial raflway. If Mr, Butler has be-
come deputy head of the department
with the intention of reforming the
operation of the government road he
has a fine chance to do the country a
great service. But if Deputy Minister
Butler undertakes to rescue the Inter-
colonial from the grafters and sports-
men he will find himself engaged in
the largest contract that he has yet
undertaken in course of a busy life,

HIGHEST PROTECTION OF ALL.

The Canadian industry which enjoys®s
the highest tariff protection {s that of
growing tobacco. Foreign tobacco leaf
pays a customs duty of ten cents per
pound on coming into Canada, and
afterwards an excise duty of twenty-
five cents per pound. The home grown
leaf pays only flve cents excise, and
so has a protection of thirty cents per
pound. Now the average price to the
farmer of the home grown leaf is ten
cents per pound. Thus the protection
on the native article is three hundred
per cent. X

It is a mistake to suppose that all or
nearly all native Canadian tobacco is
grown in Quebec province. More is
grown in Essex county than any other
in Canada. Last year's yield in Essex
was 5,000,000 pounds, worth half a
million dollars. It was grown on 5,000

acres of land, and this year's area is’

placed at 6,000 acres. Nearly one-third
of the tobacco manufactured in Can-
ada is from native leaf.

MR. FIELDING'S MOTTO.

The motto, “notwithstanding any-
thing in the civil service act’ appears
more than fifty times in the supple-
mentary estimates last brought down
by Mr, Fielding, In some cases the
words cover four or.five salary in-
creases, and in others whole groups of
salaries. The legend means that the
appropriation for the particular per-
son mentioned {s ond the amount

allowed by law, and that this fact is.

required to be announced for t in-
formation of parliament when the
vote is asked. In all at least one hun-
dred salaries are included in these ex-
traordinary advances. The supplemen-
tary estimates might be not improper-
1y described as a bill for the suspen-
sion of the civil service act.

Matthew J. Butler is a Canadian and
was born at Deseronto, Ont., in 1856.
He took his degree at the University
of Toronto and was licensed land sur-
veyor in 1878. He has led an active
life and has for the greaier part of it
been connected with railroad’ work.
He was. assistant engineer on the
Kingston and Pembroke railway, chief
engineer on the 1,000 Islands railway,
and on the Napanee, Tamworth and
Quebec road, and assistant engineer in
charge of the building of the (Colo--
rado  division of the Atcheson, To-
peka and. Santa Fe from 1889 to 1891,
In that latter year he became super-
intendent and manager of the pulp:
mill on that division, but soon agc-
cepted the position of chief engineer
of the Bay of Quinte railway and
Navigation Co., which office he held
for a number of years. Previous to
his appointment to the staff of the

Transcontinental railway he had been
in charge of the censtruction of the
new locomotive shops at Montreal.
Mr. Butler is & member of the Ameri- ’
can Society of Civil Engineers, an As-
sociate of the Institute of Clvil En-,
gineérs of England, and a member of
the council of the Society of Can-
adian Engineers.

Collingwood Schreiber is now almost
seventy-four years of age. He was
born in England and in 1862 came to
Canada, where he joined the engineer-
ing staff of the Hamilton and Tor-
onto railway, continuing in this work
until the completion of the road.. For
four years he engaged in private prac-
tice in Toronto and then entered the
service of the old Northern railway.
In 1362 he became divigional engineer
er the N. 8. government on the Pic-
tou rallway and- remained in charge
of the works until 1867.

‘When asked as to the contents of
Mr. Brown's report the attorney gen-
eral stated that he was not at liberty
to make them public, as it would not
be desirable to do so until the tenders
are recéived and the contracts for mak-
ing the improvements awarded. ' Plans
and specifications of the proposed work
arz now being made under the direc-
tion of the provincial engineer, which
will open for the inspection of contract-
ors 6n and after the 13th.

The attorneyi general, however, stat-
ed that Mr. Brown had made a very
careful inspection of the road, having
walked over every fopt of the track,
and his report; while recommending
quite extensive improvements to. the
line between Norton and Chipman, was
most satisfactory. Many of the bridges
and trestles which have been rebuilt
during the last few years are in good
condition. Mr. Brown also speaks fa-

AN EXGHANGE OF VIEWS
ON FISCAL PROBLEMS.

B

Ganadian Manufacturers Entertained in. Leeds—Visits

to Local Institutions— Speeches at -the Luncheon

—OGreat Britain’s Unique Position.

(Yorkshire Post, June 3bth.)
The representatives of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Associatjon, who are
visiting the chief industrial centres of
this country, yesterday came on -to

Leeds from Sheffield, where they were
entertained over night. Including  the
wives and daughters of the- delegates,
the party consisted of olose ypon two
hundred. They arrived at the Midland
station by two - special saloon trains
about half-past ten, and were reeceivéd
by Henry Barrap, president of the Coun-
cll of the Leeds Incorporated Chamber
of Commerce, and many other mem-
bers of that body, by prominent em-
ployers whose works they were invit-
ed to inspect, and by some of the mem-
bers of the city council.

Recognition and greetings caused
some little Yelay, but after that was
over the party was divided into batches
in order to be taken round a number
of the local institutions and industrial
establishments, including the following:
The University of Leeds, Town Hall,
Art Gallery and Municipal Buildings,
Kirkstall Abbey, Messrs. John Barran
and Sons, Ltd, wholesale clothing
manufacturers, Messrs, William Paol,
Litd., oak tannery; Messrs, Greenwood
and Batley, Ltd., electric engineering
works; Messrs. Alf. Cooke, Ltd., col-
or printers; Messrs. Kitson and Co.,
Ltd., locomotive engineering works;
Messrs. Hathorn, Davey and Co., Ltd.,
engineers; and the Farnley Iron Co.,
Ltd. In addition, they were afforded
the ‘opportunity of inspecting the elec-
tric lighting supply station and the
tramways power station, and in the af-
ternoon the visitors' were taken to
Roundbay Park. At the university
they were received by A. G. Dupton,
the pro. vice-chancellor, and Joseph
Lowden, chairman of the textile and
dyeing departments. Members of the
professional staff and other gentlemen
connected with the university conduect-
ed them through the various depart-
ments, and in those devoted to the tex-
tile dyeing; and leather industries they
showed particular interest. It was cur-
ious to note that one of the visitors
was on old Yorkshire College student,
and another the father of three form-
er textile students, who are now put-
ting their knowledge to practical uses
across the water. L

Arvery large party went in the fore-
noon to Kirkstall Abbey, and a con-
siderable crowd assembled in City
Square, toysee them start, | Four
bedecked cars were placed at their dis-
posal by the tramways department.
Pasgsing along West street, and past
the ends of long terraces, where dwelt
thousands of Leeds artisans, the Can-
adians saw some of the outer symp-
toms of the industrial life of the city,
to which factories and tall chimneys
on the right and left bore ample wit-
ness.

!MANUFACTURERS AND THE FIS-
CAL PROBLEM.

Continuing, the president observed
that he did not wish to enter into con-
tentious matter, but as their guests
desired to exchange views on certain
current topics he would state what he
thought to be the real problem lying
before them. ‘““We must look at the
madtter,” he said, ‘‘from each other's
point of view. I have always held
that Caradians should be the best
Judges of their own commercial and
fiscal affairs. (Hear, hear.) ‘If the
majority are protectionists_ it is not
for us to suggest that it would be
better for them if they lived under a
free trade system, That is not our
business. Recognizing your desire to
remain a protectionist country, we ap-
preciate very highly the concession
given to 'British manufacturers "as
against the foreigner under the. prefer-
ential tariff. At the same time we
realise that the competition is with
your manufactuers, and in the trade
they do we should like to compete on
equal terms. ‘- 'We. feel fairly compet-
ent to deal with the competition from
othet countries. I do not for a mo-
ment suggest that we ought to be
glven these advantages.” (Hear, hear.)

Looking at the matter from the Can-
adian point of view, he noticed that in
glving a preference to Great Britain
they did not in way depart from their
policy of protection. Quoting from
the “Review’ of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association, the chairman
pointed out that one of their resolu-
tions adopted several years ago, and
re-affirmed at every annual meeting
since held, was “that whilst the tariff
should, primarily be framed for Can-
adian interests, it should neverthe-
less, give a substantial preference to
the mother country, and also to any
other part of the British Empire with
which reciprocal preferential trade
can be arranged, recognizing alwayse
that under any conditions the mini-
mum tariff must afford adeguate pro-
tection to all Canadian producers.”
The “Review” went on to say that
they favored the raising of the general
tariff, “so that: when preference is
granted industries which are now suf-

 fering severely from British competi-
‘ tion will have fair protection, but at

the same time British manufacturers
will have .a great advantage over for-
eigngrs in supplying us with whatever
We may require to import.”" The posi-
tion of their Canadlan friends was
quite clear. They <wished for ade-
quate protection, but, in . what they
must buy abroad, they were willing
to give us a preference, and to pay
more for goods from us than. if they
bought them elsewhere, (Hear, hear.)
He did not wish to minimize what
Canada offered. (Applause,)

. i

GREAT BRITAIN'S UNIQUE POSI-
' TION.

“Now,” he continued, “if, as we pre-
Sume, you are the best judges in say-
ing ‘thdt protection is best for you,
and if we do not apply free trade ar-
guments to you, we ask you to look
at our position from the free trade
reint of view, and do not ply us with
protectionist arguments. (Laughter.)
The position of Great Britain is
unique, and wide as the poles from
that of Canada. We have all the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of a free
trade system—what we call- a free
trade system—(laughter)—and up to

| the present time we have thought the

balance was very largely in our favor,
We are already giving you what you
deny us—free competition with our
manufacturers. If we attempt to give
you a preference we depart from our
free trade poliey; but by giving us a
preference you do not depart from
your protectionist policy.”” He added
that if we altered our fiscal system
slightly we might fall between two
stools; if we interfered with it seri-
ously, by_ adopting a protectionist
policy, we must be prepared to stand
on that basis. It was a serious mat-
ter for ue to  consider whether we
should depart from g policy under
which we had lived and prospered.
Our good wishes to Canada and the
Canadian people, he remarked in
closing,: did not depend in the slight-
est upon the quantity of goods we
could sell them. (Hcar,?hear.)

A POINT FOR CANADIAN LADIES,
The lord mayor, in the name of the

citizens, added an expression of hearty
Wwelcome. - The ‘delegates, he sald,
Wwould have noticed 1in the various
cities they visited that one industry
predominated. That was not the case
in Leeds. On the contrary, Leeds con-
tained a large number of important in-
dustrious of varlous kinds. Referring
biefly to the Canadiin preferential
tariff, he said he did not think it was
much good to us in England if, say,
the ladies of Canada would have a
certain style of hat that was made in
Boston—(laughter)—and i Canadian
manufacturers would have a section of
iron that was only made in Pittsburg.
If the ideas of Canadians,™both n
their manufactures and in thelr cus-
toms, were entirely British, and were
not influenced, as they were to a lé.'rge
extent, by the people over the border in
the United States, he thought that
Wwould be one of the greatest advant-
ages to this country—an advantage of
more value to us than any preferential
tariff that had yet come into extst
ence. (Applause).

AN APPEAL TO THE BROTHER-
HOOD OF BRITONS.

R. J. Young, general secretary 1o
the ci;qﬂdlnn Manufacturers’  Asgoci-
tion, responded. ‘I wish to thank you’,
he wyid, “for the very gensrous and

hearty welcome you have given us to

the fine old city of Leeds, We thank
you not only. on behalf of ourselves,
but on  behalf of six milllens of Can-
adians who are at home in your great
dominion across the sea. (Applause).
We have been struck by the diversity
and magnitude o# your industries, and
we  have been  delighted with the
beauty and the magnificence of your
country—of our country, too, for it is
our own.” (Applauge). As they jour-
neyed from place to place, he proceed-
ed, and looked upon scenes marked by
the passing of centuries, in strange
centrast to their . own new land, they
were. inspised with a new thought of
what it meant to be citizens of this
great empire. More than all else they
had been smothered with hospitality,
and they. felt the warm hand-grasp
and the hearty cheer that had made
themm feel that they were among their
own peaple. (Applause). That was
after all what they had come for.
Fiscal questions were great and im-
portant in their way. That would not
minimize them. But they felt that :if
only they could meet,  if they could
only understand the English position,
and if the English at home could only
understand the Canadian position; they
could have confidence in the wisdom
and common sense and brotherhood of
Britons the world over to settle any
fiscal question which might arise
within the empire. (Applause).

CANADA AND HER FOREIGN
TRADE,

“After all,” he continued, “is not our
aim one and the same? You are build-
lng up and holding the empire here;
we are building up the same empire
in the Dominion of Canada. An indus-
try within the boundary of our land is
just as important an asset of the em-
pire as an industry within the British
Islands. We are sure that you under-
stand in a large measure the situation
of Canada. We would be false to our
aown interests and to the iInterests of
the British people if we did not de-
velop the great resources with which
Providence has blessed us, But here
let me say that it has always been to
us as Canadians, and as Britons, a
source of regret that we import so
many ‘goods from foreign countries.
Last year we bought a hundred mil-
lion dollars’ worth of goods from for-
eign .nations, a large proportion of
which™ might just as well have been
supplied to us from Great Britain. (Ap-
plause.) And more than that, that pro-
portion, nay the whole of it, if pos-
sible, we are willing to buy from Brit-
ish manufacturers within these is-
lands.” They must, he Proceeded, place
the onus of not ‘securing this trade to
a large extent upon the British manu-
facturers. The British manufacturers’
conditions . enabled them to compete
with any country in the world, ,a.nd to
accelerate their success in Canada the
Canadians had given a preference, the
free use of which would enable British

referred to. If only they would send
theilr travellers and their agents to
Canada the Canadians would welcome
them with open arms. *If,’" he added,
“we cannot buy from you here, we are
willing to have you come and invest
your capital. Every encouragement
will be given to incoming British capi-
tal and to British emigrants if they will
come to our shores and make goods,

for other peoples the world over.”

A DREAM THAT MIGHT COME
COME TRUB,

What the future would-bring they
did not know, but could they not have
faith in themselves and in their peo-
ple in every part of the globe that
they would solve this great - question
for the good of all concerned? (Hear,
hear.) It wasperhaps necessary that
“it should be solved. The time might
not have come yet, but it was/ reason-
able to suppose ithat Britons all the
world over would come to an under-
standing, not only with regard to
trade, but with regard to the defense
of the empire. (Applause.) "~ Was it
not well, he asked, for them as Britons
to think they had been dreaming a
brave dream ‘that would one day come
true — that in every corner of the globe
under the old Union Jack a nes empire
might be built upon that we had today
which would be for the advance df

kind. (Applause.)

- Just before sitting down Mr. Young
presented the chairman with an auto-
graph book containing the names of
all the Canadian guests, who,. he said,
would never forget the kindness and
grace which had been extended to them
here. (Loud applause).

W. K. George, proposing the health
of the chairman, said they would go
back to Canada with strengthened ties
of affection for this country. He
tharked the chairman for the master
ly way in which he had shown the po-
sition of affalrs, and wished to say
again that they realized that it would
be absolute presumption on their part
to suggest that the home country
should change her lines of policy. ‘“We
understand fully,” he sald, “what an
imprtant change it would be for you
to adopt the plan that he have adopt-
ed. It would meéan changtng your
whole fiscal ‘system.”

A PREFERENCE ON SUGAR.

Five years ago ‘the British West In-
dies were supplying Canada with but
2.4 per cent. of her%ugar importation,
while Germanhy supplied 50 per cent.
Then a preference ‘came into force
which Great Britain obtained without
any reserve, and other parts of .the
empire obtained on a reciprocal basis:
That produced & result, but it was not
sufficient. A preference on goods
which came in at five, ten, or fifteen
per cent. was a mere bagatelle., Ger-
meany tried to compel them to admit
German goods on the same basis as
British goods, and when this was re-
fused, penalized Canadian goods by
putting on a special tariff. \

The Canadian government decided
to give them a taste of their own me-
dicine, and put a surtax on German
goods, which had to pay 100 per cent.
more than British, The result of that
was to produce an effective preference,
and during the first fiscal year which
closed just a year ago, British colonies
sent 75 per cent. of the sugar import-
ed into Canada, while Germany, in-
stead of 60 per cent, supplied only 4
per cent, and for the first nine months
of the present fiscal year the sugar
imports from Germany were nil. This
wasg an instance of what could be ef-
fected by Canada giving a preference
to British colonies over other nations.

The toast wae briefly acknowledged.

Gratifying Repbrt from Home Mission

Board—Woman's Missionary
Society. Meets.

McDONALD'S POINT, Thursday, 10
& m. July 6—The fourth session ef
the association opened with devotional
services led by C. A. Laubman. After
prayer, the association proceeded to
the business of the day.

The report on Sunday schools was
presented by Dr. Gates. It contained
many valuable suggestions and made
a deep impression. Among the things
to be regretted the report mentioned a
failure on the part of church cierks to
give the statistical information neces-
sary to definiteness; also the need of
better Sunday school rooms in which
work can be done. From the church
letters it was learned that more than
one hundred of the scholars of the Sun-
day schools of the Southern Associa-
tion had united with the churches. It
was also noted that a large number of
the Sunday schools were regularly con-
tributing to missions, preparing the fu-
ture church members for the grandest
work possible. " The report spoke of
Sunday school work in New Brunswick
as being very successfully conducted,
and urged that in all schools the most
approved modern methods and appli-
ances be used. Of these, the normal
class, the home ‘' department,  special
primary training, cradle roll, etc., were
urged as among the things necessary
for the best results. The report also
‘urged the committing to memory of
"the Scriptures, and as officers and
teachers, men and women of love, com-
passion and great spiritual power,

In moving the adoption of the report,
Michael Kelly emphasized the memor-
izing of the Scriptures as a factor in
developing the moral and spiritual life
of the children. The seconder of the
motion, Rev. W. C. Goucher, paid a
high tribute to the excellence of the
paper, and spoke at some length of the

been trained intellectually, but also
spiritually,

Isaac T. Hetherington thought a dis-
cussion on the Sunday school report
was of far more service and of infinite-
1y more practical benefit than any dis-
cussion on a personal devil. ;

Michael Kelly, the blind orator of St.
Martins, presented a verbal report on
temperance. He spoke, in introduction,
of -the greatness of the country in
which we 1ive, but claimed that the
greatness of the country depended upon
the greatness of its citizens. THe pro-
vince of New Brunswick is ripe for
prohlbluon. The drink bill for Canada
amounted to $10 a head. The province
of New Brunswick has now the legal
right to pass a prohibitory bill. Mr.
Kelly says that in travelling over the
province he found a revival in temper-
ance.

In order to gain prohibition it is ne-
cessary for Christian people to stand

together. Allegiance to party has been
Pthe curse of the temperance cause.
The ballot ought to be given to women.
‘We speak of the shame of the women
of India and their degraded condition
in China. But how is it with women
of Canada? There are four classes who
cannot vote—idiots, Indians, condemn-
ed criminals and women.

Mr. Kelly was received with great
applause. Hig earnest words thrilled
the assoclation and made a most deep |.
impression. A cordial vote of thanks
was extended to him.

The report was discussed by Deacon
Wm. Lewis of Germain street and Dea-
con Frost of the Hampton church.

In the absence of Rev, C. Burnett,
the report on foreign missions was pre-
sented by Rev, Dr. Gates, although
written by the first named.

The report showed cause for con-
‘gratulation. During 1904 eighteen and
a half millions of dollars were contrib-
uted to this object by churches in
Christian lands,-and about 120,000 con-
verts can be registered as a result of
the year's expenditure of money and
labors. As Maritime Baptists, we are
pledged to the support of 15 Canadian
missionaries, besides many native
workers, among two million Telegus,
involving an expenditure of about $24,-
000 annually. At the present time there
are at home Mr. and Mrs. Corey, Mr.
ané& Mrs, Gullison and Miss Archibald.
The two former hope to return in the
fall 'of this year; but owing to the ill
health of Mr. Gullison he and Mrs,
Gullison will not return this year.

A new mission centre is being estab-
lished at Rayagadda, where a bunga-
low is being erected at a cost of $2,000.
A new bungalow must also soon be
erected at Parlakimedi for the accom-
modation of Mr. and Mrs, Glendenning,
who are engaged in work among  Sa-
varas. Splendid service is rendered at
the Good Samaritan Hospital at Chico-
cole by the lady apothecary, who last
year treated 9,000 in and out patients.
A well equipped medical missionary is

greatly needed for work at thls sta-
tion and hospital.

Regarding the state of the finances
we are glad to report that owing to a
legacy and receipts from the 20th cen-
{ tury fund the convention year will
close without a deficit. It is to be re-
gretted, however, that only one half
the churches in the association have
made any offering for foreign mission
work, and that from August, 1904, to
June, 1905, only $1,000 had been re-
ceived from all the churches in the
conventi#n, apart from the generous
offerings from the Woman's Misslon-
ary Ald Societles.

On: motion the report was adopted.

plant, and afford better facilities for
succeeding laborers on the Northwest
and Little Southwest branches of the
Miramichi.

Kent Co.—The Rev. F. B. Seelye
ministers to the churches and stations’
in this part, visiting Grangeville,
Canaan, St. Mary’s and = Buctouche.
Bro. Bower also gave acceptable ser-
vice during the vacation period. Eight
have been baptized at Grangeville.

Shediac—During the summer of 1904
Bro. A. C. Berrie served our mission
here in connection with Lutes’' Moun-
tain,

Rockport—In this section Pastor
Thomas received the assistance of Bro.
R. J. Colpitts, a student at Rochester,
and dufing the summer the number of
appointments was constantly enlarged.
With the Free Baptists interests add-
ed a separate laborer will doubtless
be required.

Cape Tormentine district—Rev. Frank
P. Dresser cared for the stations on
this field until September last. It is
the opinion of the beard that Port
Elgin and Point de Bute should form
a separate field.

Otnabog, Q. Co.—A fair degree of in-
terest has been tustained among our
African brethren of the ‘Olivet church.

Nashwaak—Pastor Sables now re-
sides on this fleld and is surrounded
by a loyal, people. During the year
twenty have been added at all the
stations. For the present summer he
will . also include Bolestown and
Campbell Settlement, (Bloomfield, F.
B.), on the Upper Miramichi.

Doaktown, Blackville, ' etc.—Pastor
Wilson enjoys the fullest: confidence
and support of his people, and many
tokens of the Divine favor have been
manifested. Thirty-three baptisms are
reported for the year.

Nashwaaksis—With Baptist union in
prospect - the brethren here have ar-
ranged a new field in connection with
Cardigan and the Free Baptist inter-
est at Kingsley. Rev, E. H. Cochrane,
a student, has taken charge.

Burtt’s Corner, York Co—~W. L.
Steeves served our interests here-
about during his summer vacation., ‘It
'is probable that a rearrangement of
‘the section this year will bring all
under the care of the Free Baptist
pastor at Mouth of Keswick.

Temperance Vale, etc.—Pastor Rut-
ledge ministers most aceceptably to the
five stations of this field. Several have
been added by baptism.

Aberdeen, etc.—Bro. Rideout served
there during the last season with a
good degree of success. Twenty-one
were added by baptism and five others
on experience and by letter.

Forest Glen, Vie. Co. —Pastor - Dem-
mings has kept up regular services at
this point in connection with Andover,
Perth and Aroostook Junction,

Tobique Valley—The proposed union
in this part is likely to mean a great
advance. The board is now placing a
Baptist student to labor in these sec-
tions in connection with the Free Bap-
tist missionary stationed on the river.

Grand Falls, etc.~—T. J. Kinley, a
student from Acadia, served these in-
terests last season. His visits includ-
ed Grand Falls, St. Leonards, Grand
River and Salmon River Mills.

Evangelfstic Work.

This department has also been main-
tained during the greater part of the
year. Bro. Hayward visited many
destitute, flelds, besides giving help to
pastors In special services. Xxtensive
revivals followed his = work on the
Aberdeen and Salisbury fleldy, and
much good has been done. Rev. R 157
Marple assisted in special meetings cn
the Bay Chaleur, co-operating = with
our students stationed there. Later
on he conducted independently « series
of revival services in various parts of
Queens, adding many to the churches.
Other . evangellsts, working without
direct support from the board, hawe
also aided several of our pastors in
special ingatlierings on their Adifferent
flelds.

Loans of Buildings.

A new source of revenue has recents
1y come to” us through the twentieth
century appeal which is likely to prove
an important addition to our financial
resources. Though not as yet desig-
nated by the board for any special uge
it hes in past been Joaned out to aid
some of the weaker flelds in the erec-

tion of parsonages and houses of wor-

ship Loans of this character at a, low
;rate of interest have been made to
Bofestown, quelsle Station and Whit-
neyville, -while another has also been
made to the Port Elgin church just in
time to“save that property from fin-
ancial disaster.
In the course of the superintendent's

Tn T

touring among the churches and mis-
sion fields he has preachad 103 ser-
mons, delivered 48 addresses, and tra-
velled 8,400 miles. The amount col-
lected in this wvisitation, chiefly on
Sabbath supplies, was $432.35. The
missionaries aided by the board re-g4
port for the year 196 added by bap-
tism ,and 43 by letter and on experi-
ence. Those baptized by pastors as-
sistéd by our evangelist are for the
most part reported separately in the
regular assoclation letters.

In closing this report your board is
constrained to look with hopefulness
upon the prospect of an organic union
of two of ‘the ' Baptist bodles of this
province. That such a unfon wisely
consummated must result {n great
gain to general missionary effort is
plainly apparent .  Hundreds of dol-
lars hitherto laid out in competition
on common ground could by the pro-
posed combination of resources be
saved annudly. A dozen or twe of
ministers, whose strength and time
have too often in the past been con-
sumed in useless rivalries, could at the
same time be released for better ser-
vice with open doors In many destitute
pa.rts Notably s this wasts of
stfength true of missionary ifterests
on the Tobiaue, at Aberdeeen and
Windsor, on tke Canterbury field, at
Teéemperance Vale, aléng the Keswick
and Nashwaaksis, throughout ' the
Nashwaak Valley and on the Upper
Miramichi waters, at Otnabog, New
Jerusalem, Beaver Harbor, Dover,
Taylor Viilage and cther points, whose
names annually recur in the mlsalon-
ary reports of both bodies,

In addition to these there are be-
tween twenty and thirty regular flelds
struggling up to the point of self-
support, which could under union be
arranged in more compact form, add-
ing greatly to the comfort of the pas-
to¥, besides bringing him within easy
reach of his entire constituency. Thus
there might be saved much val-
uable time hitherto wasted in long
drives between remote points, causing
needless exposure often in the sever-
est weather, without accomplishing
any real good in the soul-winning mis-
sion to which Christ has called His
servants.

In accordance with.the recent action
of the joint committee on union the
secretaries of the two boards have for
the present season arranged for a
common appointment of both Free
Baptist and Baptist students, assign-
ing them to flelds without regard to
previous denominational distinctions.
Se\_rera.l .of the pasorates have aiso ad-
opted a similar course, uniting neigh-
boring interests of each people, great-
ly to the encouragement and profit of
all concerned. That God would speed-
ily hasten the general consummation
of union between brethren so essential-
ly alike must, we think, be the prayer
of all who love the Redeemer's King-
dom,

Thursday, July 6th, 1905.—Devotional
services were conducted by Rev. 8.

Industry Near Perth.

PERTH, N. B, July 7.—There are
many talked improvements in the in-
dustrial, commercial and general trade
conditions of the province, but many
of these wear themselves out in talk.
Perhaps the people of Victoria county
have had as hard a struggle as any
in Canada, and there is no need .to
ask why this is s6. That question
could be easily answered, and your
correspondent might suggest that the
cause was a lack of Iarge industries.
The people hcre are now becoming
jubilant over the prospect of the im-
mediate development of the Tobique
gypeum rock mines, located at Plaster
Rock. The Tobique gypsum, an im-
mense natural deposit, is located on
the banks of the Tobique River 28
miles from Perth station. As wereach
Plaster Rock station on& comes in
sight of this immense red colored wall
of gypsum rock situated on the south
bank of the Tobique River and rising
to a height of over 200 feet. It is not
known anywhere near the exact am-
ount of gypsum this wall contains.
Until January last this gypsum was
littte known outside of Victoria, Carle-
ton and Aroostook countles, and it
had only. been used for farming pur-
poses as land plaster, etc.

GHINA ASKS VOICE
IN PEACE TALK,

But Japan Sees No Need
of This.

Representatives of Fighting Nations
Are Now on Their Way o
Washington.

> >

YOKOHAMA, July 8.—<~ The steamer
having on board the Japanese peace
Plenipotentiaries  sailed from  this
port for BSeattle at 4.30 this afternoon.
The governor of Yokohama and the
civic bodies escorted the plenipoten-
tiaries to the pier, where they were re-
ceived by a military guard. At the
pier the plenipotentiaries and their
suites entered and were conveyed to
the boat, which was dressed with
flags, as were all the other ships in
the harbor.

The Marquis Ito, Premier Kitzuraa,
the other members of the cabinet, and
the American minister were among
those who accompanied Baron Komura
and his party to the Minnesota. An
enormous crowd of Japanese and for-
eigners, with bands of music, assem-
bled at the water, the band playing
patriotic airs and the crowds dis-
charging fireworks.

On arriving on board the Minnesota,
Baron Komura and those who accom-
panied him, partook of a collation,after
which the ship salled amidst a storm
of applause. The Japanese warship
Takao fired a salute of ten guns as
the Minnesota went to sea, escorted
by a torpedo boat and a naval steam-
er specially detailed to convey herout
of Tokio Bay .

8T. PETERSBURG, July 10— M.

- Eight years ago the princess eloped
with Folchi who was a native of Rome
and the nephew of a monsigner who
at ‘one time occupied a high post in
the Vatican, Signori, the painter's af-
fectionate and devoted wife was left
behind in Rome with several young
children who have not eeen nor heard
anything of their father since. Recent-
ly a gentleman was paseing along the
Viai ‘Solferino in Florence when he
heard a pistol shot followed by cries
for help proceeding from the house.
The meighbors rushed in and found
Signor Foléhi gasping for breath on a
sofa with a bullet in his chest, and
Donna Elvira: paralyzed with terror.
Signor Folchi attempted to explain
that it was an accident, but public
opinion -is prone to think despite nu-
merous explanations that the painter
either tried to commit sulcide or that
the vengeance of the Spani$h = Bour-
bons had found him out. So deeply
shrouded is the entire affair that it
promises to remain a mystery as long
as those concerned shall live.

28 BUILDINGS BURNED,

Damage in Albert Firs Was Greater Than
at First Announced—No Lives Were
Lost,

The preity little village of Albert,
Albert Co., was fire stricken Friday af-
ternoon and the flames were only sub-
dued after a tremendous fight and not
before more than a score of buildings
had been destroyed and many people
left homeless. . The loss Is estimated at
between $30,0 and $40,000. The sec-
tion of the village swept by the fire is
what is known as the Lower Corner,
tome of the buildings burned being the
Rofal and Commercial hotels, the law
offices of C. A. Peck and W. As True-
man and many private houses in that
vicinity. ;

The fire broke out i the carriage
shops of Brewster & Co. at three
o'clock in the afternoon, the wind
blowing a gale at the time. The
building was burned to the ground, the
flames travelling to the Royal hotel on
the cornor of Water and Bridge streets
and all that now remains is a heap of
debris. ' Going up the left hand side
of Main street the fire spread to Chas.
McAnulty’s, Calhoun’s and the = Globe
hotel. buildings, which were all equick-
ly consumed. The other buildings at-
tacked were those of W. W. Jones, J.
Daley, Commerical hotel, Mrs. A. Mec-
Anulty’s, H. J. Bliss and Calhoun;

The Baptist church escaped, but for

a time fears were entertained for its
safety.

The fire swept everything from the
Brewster carriage factory to the Bap-
tist church and down to the basket
factory. All houses left in the village
have been thrown open to those who
were burned out.

It is all the more disastrous as hard-
ly in.any instance is the damage cov-
ered by insurance.

BOGUS LABOR MEN.

LONDON, July 8~The manner in
which prominent men in England are
imposed upon by bogus representatives
of labor organizations has been giv-
en an airing recently owing to the ar-
rest of John McLean and William
Flemming. Both gave the address of
Bowton House, Whitechapel, who were
charged with obtaining money by fraud
and false pretences.. The two men were
first given into custody for stealing a
coat belonging to a public house in St.
Lukes, but on McLean was found a
number of letters and papers from offi-
cial and titled personages showing the
collection .ef subscription on behalf of
the London United Workmen's ' Com-
mittee. The evidence showed that at
ledst $656 had been . collected, letters
having been received by the two men
from Joseph Chamberlain, Lord George
Hamilton, Mr. Balfour, Lord Rosebery,
the Marquis of Lausdowne and many
others. The workmen claim that the
men were not authorized to collect the
money.- The fact that the i collections
were made from a public house:  and
that they occupled a bed in the Bow-
ton House, in' the Whitechapel district,
‘was urged against them as showing the
lack of substantial men behind them.

LONDON, July 8.—A copy of the first
edition of ShakeSpeare’'s “Richard III.,”

While it was
known that there were a number of
old books they were not considered of
any value until the owner was asked
if she had anything of interest for an
archaeological exhibition.
