Changes In Game Laws

Hon. Mr. Grimmer introduced a bill
to amend the game laws. It was, he
said, to consolidate the various acts of
the province referring the game and
forest protection and to introduce a few
changes to overcome difficulties which
he bad experienced under the present
law.

Among the changes would be omne
making any moose a calf until it was
three years old and had horns with three
points not less than four inches long.

The office of chief game commissioner
was abolished and the work vested in
chief game wardens.

Close season for beaver. would be ex-
tended from 1910 to the 1st of July 1912.

Muskrats, which were now unprotect-
ed except in a few counties, would be
protected throughout the province except
from the 10th of March till the 10th of
May.

Partridges would not be allowed to be
sold in open market dtring the next
three years, although this would not
prevent a resident taking partridges for
hisown use. The act would also pro-
hibit the keeping of partridges in cold
storage. When he stated that the de
partient found a few daysagoe that 890
partridges were at the present time in
cold storage in St. John, and there was
no telling how many hundreds had been
there during the season, th_ house would
realize how necessary it was to take
measures to prevent the complete ex-
tinction of this bird.

Authority would be conferred upon
game wardens to search camps during
the close season for firearms, and to re-
move the same from the woods if found.

Provision was also made for penalizing
expressand transportation outslde the
province hecads and carcasses of big
game which were not properly tagged,
as required by law.

A section was also introduced to pre-
vent the trapping of fur-bearing animals
by non-residents, except under licemse.
Dealers in furs wounld be reguired to
keep a record of all purchases of furs
and persans from whom sanch purchase:
were made, and such record would be
open at all times to officials of the crown
land department.

Dealers in carcasses of game amimals
would be reguired to take out licemse
and would not be allowed to have more
than two carcasses of game in their pos-
session at one time. They will be re-
guired to keep a2 record of purchase.
The same provision will =zpply to
taxidermmists, who mmst register the
names of 21l persons sending their game
or fish to be monmted, the idea being
that every possible provision be made
for the department to traee illegal kill-
ing of gamne.

ATl orovisioms of the present game law
are compiled and rearranged in the mew
act, so toat the game law of 1909 will be
2 complete exposition of the game laws
of the province for information of sports
men, gmdes and resifents. He ashed

i Bee Stings For Rheumatism

| Dr. Arthur W. Swann, a surgeon at |
‘ Roosevelt Hospital, has been experiment- |

| ing with much success on rheumatic
patients in the bospital. The treatment
consists simply of a sting or stings from
a good old honey bee on the part of the
anatomy afflicted with tHe painful
complaint.

Dr. Swann comes from Stockbridge,
Mass., aad when a boy he learned all

especially the farmers., Among them
was one that a bee sting was a sure cure
or a pieventative of rheumatism.

Two years ago he was graduated from
the College of Physiciansand Surgeons,
and since that time has been attached to
Roosevelt Hospital. The number of in-
mates there suffering from rheumatism
led him to remember the story of the
bee. After thinking it over for some
time he determined to try an experiment.
He wrote to his mother, Mrs. John
Swann, of Stockbridge, and asked her
to send him 100 choice honey bees each
week. The second consignment arrived
a day er two ago.

THE TREATMENT EXPLAINED

How the treatment is given was ex-
plained to a New York Times reporter
by Dr. Swann. He pointed out that it
was merely an expermment, and was
based on nothing more solid than the
old New England superstition mentioned.

“I have tried the treatment on four
oYstinate cases,’’ said Dr. Swann, ‘‘and
at least it has resulted in s temporary
improvement in each case. I had no-
thing to back my belief up as to its
efficacy except the New Eugland belief.
However, I think this is based on the
tact that the sting canses a counter irrita-
tion, or that the pecunliar poison of the
bee sting acts as an antidofe to the uric
acid, which causes rhemmatism.

I picked om. four of the worst suf-
ferers of rhenmatism---those whose joints
and limbs were stiffened by the disease.
After washing the afflicted parts with
alcohol, soas toinsure perfect cleanliness
1 put two of these bees in a glass and
then inverted the glass over the limb,
which I covered with a piece of thin
gauze.

After a while the bees got busy, and
when the patient was stung once or twice
they were removed. The patient is
watched very closely and the treatment
renewed daily, the number of bees being
increased until 1 have seem as many as
ten bees mnder the glass at one gime.

“*As I said, the resnlte have been most
satisfactory, bat it is {00 early yet to say
awything abomt the ultimate result of
my experiments. 1 bope to try it out on
some 60 or 70 patients before I come to
anv definite conclusion, but so far as it
has pone, ] am well satisfied with the
experiment.

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The Great Crusade

| The crusade against consumption was
’ started in St. Stephen on Tuesday even-

ing. Elder Memorial Hall was filled
with aundience fully representing the
citizens of St. Stephen and the surround-
ing country.

Mr. G. W. Ganong presided and in his
introductory remarks spoke of what
| could be done in the way of cure by
placing consumption under proper treat-
ment and instanced some cases which
had come under his personal observation
in which cures had resulted.

Dr E. V: Sullivan, in a well consider-
ed address, pointed out the mode of in-
vasion by the tubercle bacillus and
described its life history. A consumptive
patient wonld spit up many million of
theSe germs in a single day. These
dried and mixed with dust would be in-
haled by other people and finding a suit-
able soil would reproduce the disease.
The destruction of the spittal was of
primary importance and for the cure
rest, fresh air and good food are needed.

Dr. Thomas Walker, of St. John point-
ed out the great importance of this move-
ment. In Canada according to the best
statistics at our disposal, there are sixty
thousand cases’of consumption, of which
12,000 die annually. In Newfoundland
there are 3,000 cases, and of which about
600 die every year. In St. Johnlast year
there were 185 deaths, and of these 100
were due to. tuberculosis. Consumption
is a contageous disease,’ and therefore
can be stamped out. He considered
compulsory mnotification of cases of
consumption as of great importance.
Only in tkis way could we know where
these cases were and look after themand
have the houses properly fumigated and
cleansed. He spoke of the walue of 2
properly trained district nurse, who
would see the doctor’s orders thorongh-
ly carried ont. A provincial samitorinm
was much to be desired, not only for the
cure of cases, but also as an object lesson
in the plan of treatment. He pointed
out how much had been dome in other
countries towards redmcing the death
rate by nsing modern methods. In Eng-
land and Wales the death rat= had been
reduced fifty per cemt. It had beem
proved that consumption could be cured
in Canada as well as it counld in any part
of the world, amd it was important to
keep the people in that climate where
their life work lay. In conclusion be
besonght his andience to take up this
fight. Everyone could helpand so en-
joy the satisfaction that came from work-
img in 2 canse of such vital importance
to onr country.

Trout and the Novice

| Generally speaking, the open season
| for trout fishing is from April sixteenth
[ to August thirty-first. Every day of the

be possible, however, to helpa begimle'r

prepare for the fiching season.

You will want a thirty-dollar rod; but
can do well with one costing five dollars
at the start: have it recommended by a
reliable dealer or angler. Rods, like
camera lenses, are no two the same, but
for fine shades of ‘‘hang,”” ‘‘speed’’
‘‘recovery,’’ and so forth, you need first
to develop the angle sense. Get a ten
and one-half foot eight-ounce article,
with a'simple reel, not ’‘automatic’’ nor
“multiplying.’”’ The reel fastens to a
seat either below or above the handle
grip as you prefer, ordinarily the latter.
It should have a drag or brake. Your
line should be of braided silk, thirty to
forty vards, angmented by several six
and nine-toot gut leaders, to which the
hooks are attached. A good method of
fastening the leader to the lJine is by a
swivel, which also takes the place of
split shot used to weigh the business
end. For lure or bait yon must get
Tocal advice. "Trout will take a2 worm
dragged along the bottom, and they
won’t touch a winnow scraped against
their sleepy nose; a ‘‘gray hackle”’ fly
will get a rise in a trothing current, and
oniy a ‘‘white moth’”’ tempts him in a
pool---at times. Other times everything
said here and elsewhere on the subject
of bait fails. [here are over one hundred
and twenty-five ‘‘flies’’ and many other
kinds of artificial lure, so get local advice
I wish to say that by ‘‘fishing ’ for them,
nevertheless, once you use a fly and cast-
ing-rod yon will understand the difference
You shonld carry your flies and extra
leaders in some comvenient pocket
receptable that will keep the articles
separated, ready for qnick selection. A
jointed-bandle landing-net and a basket
or creel complete the ontfit.

Once you get in touch with experienced
anglers and with the fish you will also
get in touch with the many auxiliaries
which go to make up the angles’s cabinet
one of the most delightinl “‘coliections’”
2 human being can make. And yet, I
must emphasize that a2 very simple omnt-
fit will yield both sport and fish as is, I
think, the wisest for the amatemr who
can fish only a brief past of his time.

What is most needed in every town is
an intelligent ad_ministration of municipal
affairs by town officers who know, and

are competent te judge and manage its

affairs with executive ability and discre-

The term ‘‘town fathers
literal appllcation, for to whom
people to look for truth and guidance, if
not from the guardians of their public

welfare, to whom they give the con-
fidence of their votes to act as their in-
telligent and discreet agentsin municipal
affairs? .
Really it is a mighty serious question---
this choosing of men to act in such re-
sponsible capacities, but more often, as
results frequently show, public office is
regarded merely as a breach in the wall
of political intrenchment which the
easiest and most available material will

suffice to fill.

THE HIGHWAY ACT

The amehded road act has been intro-
duced by Hon, Mr. Hazen. The changes
in the act are numerous and important
and give more control to the highway
boards than did the original act.

While not materially changing
principle upon which it was passed, the
highway

the

amendments provide for 2
board of three in each parish of the
province, two of whom shall be tbe
councillors of the parish and the third

an appointee of the government. The
government’s representative is to be
secretary-treasurer of the board; the
chairman is to be elected at their first
meeting. In parishes where there are
three councillors they are to meet and
elect two of their number to serve on the
board. The remuneration of councillors
on highway boards is to be exemption
from road taxes or at a rate to be fixed
by the council, payable out of the funds
of the board.

The amount to be levied is fixed at
$1.50 poll tax on all male residents bhe-
tween 21 and 60, and a property rate of
20 cents.

Statute labor may be performed at the
option of individual ratepayers in any
district, either by himself or a substitute
satisfactory to the surveyor, at a rate to
be fixed by the council. If no rate is sa
fixed, each man shall be paid at the rate
of 12 1-2 cents an hour.

The allowance for a horse, cart and
driver is twenty-two and a half cents an
hour; for a team of horses, wagon and
driver 30 cents an hour. The bill fixes
the werking day at eight hours.

The amount to be levied in any parish
is not to exceed $1.50 poll tax on all
residents between the ages of 21 and 60
and one-fifth of one per cent. on the
real and personal property and income
of the parish.

The property of an unmarried female
or widow up to $500 is exempt.

The act contains special provisions for
bringing it into operation during the
present year. The highway boardare to
be called to meet on May 10 by the secre-
tary-treasurer. The necessary machine-
ry for making, levying and collecting
the highway assessments in the present
year is provided in the act.
