Either Let (7s Have The Oners Hi 

Give It Up.

A little plain talk about the Opera house 
appears to be in season at this time. So 
far as Progress can learn the affairs of 
the company are at a stand still, as it 
and the present chances of building with 
the subscribed stock and the conditions of 
the finances are exceedingly slim.

There can be little doubt that the sickly 
condition of the company is due in a large 
measure, if not wholly, to the lack of real 
interest in its affairs displayed by the 
majority ot the directors. The president 
and one other director have done all they 
could, exerting their influence, and lending 
substantial aid to further the project, but 
tlieir efforts have been more than counter­
balanced by the apathy of the other direc­
tors, some of whom crowded themselves 
into that position, it would seem now, 
merely to balk the completion of the 
company and the erection of the building.

This is more than unfortunate. It is ex­
tremely regrettable that a large number of 
stockholders should have been induced to 
put their money into a company, the ma­
jority of whose directors are figureheads 
who lack the power, and apparently the in­
clination, to odd sufficient stock to the ten 
thousand or so already subscribed to erect 
the building. One of the directors who was 
elected at the last annual meeting has, Pro­
gress understands, resigned, pleading that 
bis business would not permit him to at­
tend to the duties of a director. His course 
was thoroughly straightforward, and it 
might be well for the opera house if more 
ol die directors followed his example.

There has been about $4,000 collected 
of the subscribed stock. Some of it repre­
sents all the calls, and the rest from 20 to 
80 per cent of the of the amounts signed 
for. Looked at from the standpoint of the 
stockholders, they have reason to complain 
that there is such stagnation in the work, 
bit again they are largely to blame, for 
they elected the directors !

Proches* has been an ardent and 
earnest advocate of an opera house, but, in 
common with hundreds ot citizens, is thor­
oughly wean' ot the balking and filling in 
connection with it for the past three years.

Either let us have the opera house or 
give it up as a bad job.

HOW THE ASSESSORS AND COUNCIL 
TAX THEMSELVES.

Who Leads in the Con­
test for the Prize.

Outside of his City Salary- 
Just as Remarkable-As- 

re Who do not Make Much.

The clerk or mechanic who grumbles at 
the size ot his tax bill this year will be 
likely to wonder if the men who make the 
taxes do their share towards paying them. 
They do. Every one of them is on the list, 
and every one of them, from the mayor 
downward, will have to step up to the 
chamberlain’s office and settle, if he wishes 
to vote for himself at the next civic election.

The groaning ratepayer has the savage 
satisfaction of knowing that those in high 
places contribute as he contributes. If he 
has a salary or other income of $800 he is 
taxed on every cent of it, and he pays it 
like a little man, because he is willing to 
contribute his just share of what it costs to 
run the city, wisely or otherwise. It may 
interest him to know how far he is right in 
his theory.

The first in importance on the list of 
official taxpayers is his His Worship the 
Mayor, who receives a salary ol $1,600 for 
governing the city. He is also issuer of 
marriage licenses, which is a spot cash 
matter, and does, probably, the largest 
auction and commission business in the 
city. The total income on which he is 
assessed is $2,000, which, if his salary 
is taxed as the law requires, leaves his total 
income from the marriage licenses, auction 
and commission business at $400. It is 
no wonder that he was anxioué to get the 
chair for a second term, rather than face 
the problem of how to support a family 
on $8 a week from the receipts of his 
private office and art gallery.

There are some auctioneers, who are not 
issuers of licenses and do a smaller busi­
ness than Mr. Lockhart, who try to make 
the public believe that they can make more 
than $400 a year, and not work very hard 
for it either.

It is, however, claimed by the assessors 
that by a fiction of law the mayor is sup­
posed to devote the greater part of his 
salary to maintaining the dignity of 
his position, entertaining distinguished 
strangers, etc., and that, therefore, it 
should not be fully assessed. There is no 
law for this, and it is simply a kindly sup­
position—a tradition, as it were, of the 
good old days when there were mayors of 
that kind. Progress would be glad to see 
a statement ot the sums expended by 
Mayor Lockhart lor such purposes, though 
on the other hand it may be urged that 
there have been no distinguished strangers 
to entertain of late. It is true that the 
eminent Mr. James D. Leary has been 
here, but there is a general impression that 
Mayor Lockhart is not a dollar out of 
pocket by his visit. The cost of his “enter­
tainment” will be borne by the rate-payers, 
who have to make up the amount from 
which the mayor is relieved by a fiction of 
law, or otherwise. Last year, the assess­
ment having been made when he was a 
private citizen, Mr. Lockhart was assessed 
on $1,200, but this year, though he has a 
fixed and certain income of $1,600 more, 
only $400 is added lor the purposes of the 
assessment. The assessors seem to be 
under the impression that the other $800 
will be blown in conformity with the 
ffljtfjent traditions. Will somebody drop 
Progress a line when the process begins ?

The chief engineer of the fire depart­
ment devotes the greater portion of his 
time to the duties of his position, to the 
detriment of what might be a lucrative 
law practice. Yet it may be safely asserted 
that, in the entertainment ol strangers who 
visit St. John, the “keeping his end up” 
when visiting other places, and the pur­
chase of clothes Ло supply the place of those 
ruined at fires, the chief profits nothing by 
his salary. He is, however, taxed up to 
high^kater mark on $1,600 income.

Some of the other assessments speak for 
themselves. As a matter of fairness, and 
for the purpose of comparison, a list is 
given not only of the mayor and aldermen 
but of the other city officials. The mayor 
and the illustrious 26 are the first in order :

LOOKING FOR “YARXS."

The Occupation of Police Officer* who 
Might be Better Employed.

Detective Ring and Sergeant Covay 
make a great team. One can tell as many 
stories as the other, and as their stories 
are of such a character that not five per­
sons in one hundred will listen to them, 
they probably find it convenient to go 
together and amuse each other by “swap­
ping” yarns. But it appears that occasion­
ally their fiction runs out and they get dull.

Ignorant of the law and 
its officers, they foolishly pleaded guilty on

Progress does not attempt to defend 
indecent conduct on the part ot anyone, 
and realizes that there is a certain class in 
town whose actions in public places are 
disgraceful and need looking alter. But 
Detective Ring and Sergeant Covay do not 
interfere with that class. It would not 
pay them.

Ring and Covay are not the men to do 
that kind of duty. If it has to be done 
there are officers on the force who are 
competent to judge of the nature of the 
offence, and who will not judge everybody 
by themselves.

boro. situated on Cumberland Basin, and 
is a point of much interest to geologists. 
Our plan was to drive out Friday afternoon, 
sleep at either River Hebert (a place 
three miles distant from the Joggins) or 
at the Joggins, then next day to go down 
to tbe beach to study the carbonifirms for­
mation of rock, then to go down tbe coal 
mines, driving home afterwards.

The dust, when we started, was blind­
ing, but a heavy shower caught us just 
before we came to the Boar's Back, a most 
extraordinary geological formation ol the 
glacial period. For three miles you drive 
along a high ridge, I should judge from 30 
to SO feet high and only wide enough for a 
roadway.

In other places 
you look down on wildernesses of ferns, 

looking from two to three leet high.

Iced tea b the beat hot weather beverage 
at can be prepared. Plenty of ice b 
teded and it should be cracked rather 

crushed. If hot, freshly made sou­
ls served, have lump ice to save

Cut the lemon in quarters and after 
squeezing the juice and scraping out the 
pulp, if preferred, lay aside the rind, as 
the oil gives the beverage a better taste. 
The best authority on “tea cups” insist on 
having the sugar and lemon in the glass, as 
they have cream for coffee, and pouring the 
tea over it, the 
chemical change

a better 
r tasting

drink than can be obtained by reversing 
the order and putting the acid in the tea. 
Plenty of sugar b needed, plenty of ice 
and a generous supply of juicy lemons and 
tea ad lib.

Since the ice weakens the drink it is 
necessary to make the tea stronger than 
usual, and in lieu of the displacement of ice 
only half fill the tumbler with the liquid. 
Mixed tea of green and black with a small 
quantity of the fragrant orange pekot, 
makes the ideal tea cup.

To avert family jars and table confusion 
the mother who is fortunate enough to have 
a large circle in her dining room is advised 
to dot the board with small bowls of lump 
ice and patties of lemon. There is no 
objection to having the quartered fruit and 
cracked ice in the same dish and in the 
presence of thirsty humanity it b an ad­
vantage. If there are not big sistems and 
teapots in abundance use chocolate jugs, 
vara ties or china pitchers, fill them with tea 
and put them within 
thirsty bread winners.

Ice cream is a very delectable dish for 
young people, but it must be “fixed” if you 
expect to feed it to men with a tobacco 
taste in their mouths. If you make it your­
self stint the sugar supply and sene it with 
sliced fruit. Water ices are more to the 
masculine palate. Raspberries are rummy ; 
blackberry ice has a sort of cherry bounce 
flavor that is grateful to the lordly taste, 
and lemon and orange ices are always 
palatable, provided the sugar supply is 
limited.

Men must drink weather like this, and if 
there is nobody to tempt them with iced 
tea, cold buttermilk, frappes, lime juice or 
frozen bouillon, they will gulp down the 
product of the bar. Ergo, fair woman, 
learn to mix home drinks.—Ex.

But that the free 
drinking of water in hot weather must he avoided, 
is the deniable, and is one of the greatest popu­
lar errors extant. When a person Is perspiring 
freely, a vast amount of water is drawn from the 
body, which must be resupplied, or a great injury is 
being done the physical health, and the foundation of 
some of the worst forms of Kidney disease is beiug 
slowly hut surely laid. Do not drink Ice cold water, 
but pure cold water; a little lemon-juice will im­
prove its effectiveness. Plain soda water with a 
little acid is also excellent in hot weather. If from 
drinking too much ice water you have stomach 
cramps, or are “water-logged" as it Is called, or arc 
attacked with Cholera morbus, Summer Complaints, 
diarrhea or dyeentry, do not resort to alcoholic stim­

CAUGHT BY THE TIDE.
The Bay ol Fnndy is known the world 

over for its tremendous tides. In certain 
of the great estuaries about its head—such 
as Shepody Bay or the mouth of Tantramzr 
—there is a rise and fall at spring times, 
of over seventy feet. At low water, there­
fore, there are miles of red flats, acres upon 
acres of gray-green beach, or wild steeps 
of sandstone and slate, where at the flood 
appears a full and heaving sea. _

Many strange phenomena arise in con­
nection with these mighty tides. There 
are harbors on the Fundy coast which, at 
low tide, contain literally no water save a 
lew detached puddles or a rivulet that 
could not float a dory. At such times 
these harbors are but vast, desolate, 
gleaming basins of red mud; and the 
wharves of the villages scattered about 
their rims, perched high 
slopes and perhaps a mile from any 
look as it anything like a ship would 
them the most unexpected and impossible 
of visitors.

But when the tide turns, then the deluge ! 
The ocean seems to empty itself into the 
bosom of the land, and what seemed, a few 
hours before, like inland communities, are 
swiftly transformed into bustling seaports.

Yachts, ships and steamers swarm in on 
the flood, and hasty ferries dart between 
the opposite shores. The wharves, for a 
little while, are in a state of feverish 
activity. Then, as suddenly as it came in, 
the sea drops back, and the life of the 
villages goes with it.

In spite of these violent fluctuations of 
the water-level, and the shifting of the hour 
of high-water, there are comparatively few 
accidents along these tidal coasts. Both 
men and the dumb brutes become so ac­
customed to the tide that they calculate 
upon it almost instinctively.

Even the pigs learn all about it. These 
creatures follow the ebb, and feed luxur­
iously on the stranded shell-fish and such 
delicacies which they then pick up.^ When 
the tide is ready to turn, the herd ma^r be 
a mile or more from safe uplands. Sud­
denly, before the spectator’s eye can detect 
any change in the water-level, the whole 
herd turns tail and scurries up the shore 
with wild squeaks and gruntings. Pres­

For mvself, though I have grown up by 

these shifting seas, and have loved and been 
familiar with their splendid turbulence, I 
have had but two adventures for which the

Once, when I had taken a city friend out 
shooting over the flats, the enthusiasm of 
the sport beguiled us into forgetfulness. 
The plover and curlew and snipe were so 
unwary and so innumerable that we delaved 

return to the uplands till the flood had 
got well under way..

At first, in our consternation, we started 
to run : but the mud was sticky, our long- 
legged boots were like lead upon our feet, 
and we soon perceived the hopelessness of 
the undertaking.

Fortunately we were both strong swim­
mers. We made for a ledge of rocks that 
rose some feet above the surrounding flats. 
These, at high tide, wouIU be buried under 
fifty feet of Fundy’s waves, but they were 
JLigh enough for our immediate purpose. 
As we gained them, the water was already 
gliding about our feet. Climbing the rocks 
we sat down, and had a few minutes in 
which to regain our breath.

Then we thrust our guns securely into 
crevices of the rock, that the currents might 
not drag them away, and undressed our­
selves to the shirt and drawers. Our shoot­
ing-coats, our ammunition, our well-filled 
game-bags we grudgingly offered up to the 
sea-divinities ; and when the tide had once 
more overtaken us we plunged into it'and 
struck out bravely for shore.

It was a longish swim, but the current was 
now our ally.

I thought I would let the sparkle 
go off the champagne after the first sip and 
then try a second impression after the first 
had grown fainter. But I find the first is 
like unto the second, and by some curious 
process of mental analysis the fervid com­
position of «hat gifted young artist brings 
before my mind’s eye a picture of the un­
happy Chatterton. I do not know why it 
should, because there can be no compar­
ison between the two, except that both died 
young, one of consumption and the other 
of starvation, aided at the last by arsenic. 
“The marvellous boy, the sleepless soul 
that perished in his pride,” dying slowly in 
his cheerless garret, writing his brilliant 
forgeries amid such distractions as bitter 
cold and gnawing hunger, living on a crust 
that he might give some color to the hope­
ful letters he wrote home by sending some 
little present to, his mother and sister, 
surely bears little resemblance to the gifted 
young artist who died when the fame she 
coveted was within her grasp. But still 
both were consumed by the restless.,fire of 
genius, both thirsted to be famous, and 
surelv Marie's Journal brings them still 
closer together, for was it not to some ex­
tent a forger)- ?

Did the Marie of twelve years old ever 
write the surpri>ingly mature sentiments 
she wishes os to credit her with? It is 
very hard tor us to believe that she did, 
precocious as she must have been. Such 
yearnings for fame, such a passionate 
desire to be loved are beyond the ken of 
any girl of twelve, even a French girl. Oh 
no ! to my mind Marie Bashkirtsvff proved 
a striking example of Oliver Wendell 
Holmes' whimsical assertion, that in every 
man one met there were at least three 
separate men to get acquainted with. John 
as he really was, as nature made him ! 
John's own idea of himself, and your idea 
of John ; and Dr. Holmes adds that among 
so many it is no wonder they sometimes 
get rather mixed up.

Now, the idea of herself, which the 
brilliant Marie wished to convey to the 
world, was totally different from the 
genuine article, and to the thoughtful 
reader the Journal is artificial in the ex­
treme. The sentiments of a woman are 
put into the mouth of a child in so palp­
able a manner as to lead one to the in­
evitable conclusion that the Journal was 
the clever literary composition of a woman 
who, looking back at her childhood, wrote 
of that childhood as she imagined she 
Ought to have felt, judging by her present 
expofieheë.

Her’s wàs à riatdrê fctef reaching 
after the impossible and the Unattainable. 
So her idea of her childhood grew to some 
extent out of her womanhood, and she 
composed the Journal, which was in very 
deed a picture, but not a portrait.

Of course, it was to be expected that a 
girl like the artist of the Atcher Julian 
would carry her artistic instincts into 
everything she did ; in short, that she 
would follow out her training by working 
out all her materials to the best possible 
advantage, and making an effective, if 
not a strictly true, picture. Every one 
must have some special object around 
which to twine their affections, and Marie’s 
chosen object of adoration was her own 
charming self.

She did not want to die when the time 
came, not so much that she dreaded death, 
but it grieved her to think that the world 
should lose Marie Bashkirtseflf before she 
had reached that zenith of fame to which 
she aspired. And yet she had the gift of 
winning love to a rare degree. See hew 
the Paris gamins loved the gay “Ma’am- 
selle” who fed them on sweets, and was 
kind to them and laughed at them.

The following quotation from a late 
English magazine serves to show how 
her mother loved the bright wayward 
child :
