Frank Glass, of this city, was
today elected to the House of Commons from East Middlesex in succes-
sion to the late Peter Elson, M. P. The Conservative candidate’s ma-
jority over R. G. Fisher, Liberal, is 368, Only one of the four munici-
palities in the riding gave the latter a majority. Of the 45 sub-divisions
all but 16 gave majorities for Glass. Eight of the remainder were in
Westminster township, & Liberal stronghold, which on this occasion net-
ted Mr. Fisher 112,

general election of 1911, when Mr. Eison was given 661 majority. Rainy
weather and bad roads handicapped the getting out of the vote.

Mr. Glass, in -addressing a gathering at the committee rooms,
emphasized his belief in the doctrine of protection for Canadian indus-
tries, and in Canadian aid to the Imperial navy.

Washington, Oct. 21.—Despatches
were received at the State Department
today from Ambassador Page describ-
ing in detail his conference with Sir
Edward Grey, the British foreign min-
ister, concerning the attitude of Great
Britain in Mexico.

The American government, it s
known, i8 not entirely pleased with the
British government's pelicy, adminis-
tration officials being particularly dis-
appointed by the declaration of Sir
Edward Grey that nothing thus far had
occurred in Mexico to change the Bri-
tish view the recognition of Huerta
was the correct policy.

The attitude of the administration
here is that the forcible arrest of most
of the members of the Mexican con-
gress, and the arbitrary assumption
by General Huerta of the legislative,
as well as executive powers of govern-
ment, in themselves constitute acts
which materially alter the state of
affairs in Mexico.

The presentation of Sir Lionel Car-
son's credentials despite these occur-
ences is being interpreted by Ameri-
can officials, notwithstanding the Brit-
igh explanation, as a move out of
gympathy with the viewpoint of the
United States.

Mexico City, Oct. 21.—"The
Jution of congress by President Huer-
ta was purely an internal affair of
Mexico, which could not possibly have
any bearing upon the presentation of
yoy credentials,” sald Sir Lionel Car-
den, the British minster, when asked
today concerning the comments in the
press growing out of the coincidence
of the two events.

“Phe instructions of my govern-
ment were definite,” he continued.
«Had it been desired that I should
withhold the presentation of my cre-
dentials, I would have been so advis-
ed. Personally, it is not presumed
that I knew whether the digsolution
of congress was an act authorized by
the laws of the country. 1 am not sure
but that it is. The matter was whol-
)y within the discretion of my gov-
ernment and should not be the sub-
ject of comment.”

The minister declined to talk about
recommendations which might be
made concerning intervention. He said
he was inclined to believe that the
TUnited States did not fully appreciate
the seriousness of conditions in Mexi-
co, which, in his opinion, were due to
such a lack of accord between the
government and the people, and such
a diversity of asperations among the
revolutionists that no one element
could be expected to dominate the sit-
uation.

KEducation of the people to an appre-
clation of their respongibilities was
the only solution he could see. He saw
no reason why the present state of af-
fairs might not continue indefinitely.

Halifax, Oct. 21.—Did Mr, Borden

It might naturally be thought that
ardent supporters of the Mr. Borden
in Halifax would be glad to answer
yes to that question, and to cite the
apparently sudden change in the C.
P. R’s plans as an evidence of Mr.
Borden's determination to help the
interests of his own constitutency.
But when that question was addressed
to local supporters of Mr. Borden, the
answer was invariably an emphatic
condemnation of any such parochial
view as the guestion implied.

It should be borne in mind that
citizens of Halifax are so satisfied
that their port has advantages over St.
John in the matter of mail and pas-
gsenger service, so assured that the
C. P. R. has only been waiting for
accommodation, that they are inclined
to think that political influence would
be superfluous; but after discounting
this point of view, there geemed to be
no doubt of the gincerity of the con-
viction that the C. P. R. decided to
gend the Empresses to Halifax for
purely business reasons.

A Frank Statement.

A very prominent Conservative of
Halifax, 'a man in close touch with
every move of the party organization,
and @ close personal friend of Mr.

d Wife of Dead Admiral Had

Received Proposal of Marriage From a Man in the West.

Plymouth, Mass., Oct. 21.— A refer-
ence to “a wealthy lover in Chicago"
who wanted Mrs, Jane May Baton to
to leave her husband, was introduced
today by the prosecution as showing
a possible motive in the trail of Mrs.
Eaton, charged with the murder of
her husband, Rear Admiral J. G.
Eaton.

The evidence was given in the tes-
timony of Mrs. Marsghall Bursey, of
Washington, D. C., who said that eight
months before the death of the Admir-
al, Mrs. Haton told her of the Chicago
man and his proposal. According to
Mrs. Bursey, Mrs, Eaton did not dis-
close to her the name of the alleged
Jover, but said that he owned much

roperty and had promised to leave
it all to her.

Mrs. Bursey said that it was while
Mrs. Eaton was in Washington, fol-
lowing the birth of a child to her
daughter, Mrs. June Keyes, that she
made this statement regarding her
Chicago friend, adding that she was
afraid that the Admiral would poison
her. Mrs. Eaton told the witness that
Admiral Eaton had attacked her sev-
eral times at night, and at one time
she awoke to find him injecting medi-
cine into her arm.

Mrs. Eaton also said, according to
Mrs. Burgey, that she was going to
have the Admiral examined by an ex-
pert, and if he was found to be insane,
have him put away. During her stay
in Washington, the witness said, Mrs.
Baten received much mail postmarked
Chicago.

Used Several Allases.

Mrs. Sarah R. Ducher, a clerk in
the investigating bureau of children
and guardians in Washington, said
that while calling t attention of the
district court to theé case of a child
who was not receiving proper attention
at an orphanage, Mrs. Eaton asked her
to destroy all the records in the case,
saying that her name was Owens and
that she was the grandmother of the
child.

Later Mrs. Eaton gave several other
names, and finally admitted that she
was the wife of a naval officer. The
case was finally settied and Mrs. Hat-

.| on took the child.

The testimony of these two witnes-
ses occupled the greater part o’ the
afternoon session, the morning bewsg
consumed in hearing neighbors of the
Eatons, nearly all of whom _recalled
instances in which Mrs, Eaton had
talked about poisons and had made as-
sertions that her husband was insane.

How Mrs. Eaton tried to trail her
husband's footsteps by scattering tal-
cum powder on the attic stairs, was
described by Frank S. Booth, a Rock-
land optician.

Husband Tried to Poison Her.
“Mrs. Eaton told me that her hus-
- )

band had tried to poison her,” testi-
fied Booth, She said she thought he
had hidden poison in the attic and
that she had searched- for it, but
could not find any. Then she told me
she scattered talcum powder on the
steps leading to the attic on the hope
of tracing his footprints. Her trap fail-
ed.”

Mrs. Baton was an impassive listen-
er to the proceedings today, and paid
no attention to the curious glances of
the crowd that taxed the limit of the
court room and overflowed into the
street.

When court adjourned for the night,
many of the women auditors left in au-
tomobiles, scores of which surround-
ed the building all day.

District Attorney Barker said that
the state will probably rest its ¢
tomorrow, after five more witnes
have been examined. The defence ex-
pects to occupy three or four days.

Hero
worship is a good thing and has pluyed
an importhnt part in the progress of
humanity. Heros have been divided
into three classes: first the mythical,
second the ideal, and third the real”

The pages of mythology were bright
with heros and their deeds. Peopla
even of the present time had been
inspired by the deeds of these heroes
of antiquity. First you become in-
spirid and then you wished to imi-
tate, if not in real acts, at least in an
appreciation of heroism. Later these
ideals are incorporated into your
own life. This is one of the greatest
sources of development and uplifting
of the human race. *

It was considered a patriotic thing
to remember our heroes and recount
their deeds. It was not through the
adoption of electric lights in place of
tallow candles that soul uplift came
but in the inspiration of these.

A Galaxy of Heroes,

“The second period of Nelson's life,”
continued the speaker, “from 1755 to
1805 was one of the greatest impor-
tance to the DBritish people. The
scene of Britain's activities was wide
and all parts of the world were af-
fected by the happenings of these fit-
ty yvears. The theatre was large and
the figures upon the stage were also
large.

Box.office receipts, barometer of in-
terest in the world's series games,
have soared to dizzy heights since the
Providence and the Metropolitan clubs
battled for the first world’s champion-
ship in 1884, Staged in New York, the
premier fght aroused little more than
passing interest, was lightly attended
and reaped so scant a harvest of re-
ceipts that the clubs never even pub-
lished the figures. Some idea of what
they may have been is gleaned from
the contest the next year between the
Chicago club of the National League
and St. Louls of the American Associ-
ation,

Seven games were played in four
cities, Chicago, St. Louis, Pittsburgh
and Cincinnati, The fight was hot. Chi-
cago won three, St. Louis three and
one game was tied. Such a situation
in this year's fight for the pennant
would result in tremendous box office
receipts, Yet the entire seven games
in 1885 yielded but $2,000

Those were the days when a seat in
the bleachers cost a quarter and fifty
cents provided the best secats in the
grand stand., Hven this modet admis-

on seems to have kept many enthu-
sts away from the gzames Not
only this, widespread enthusiasm was

negligible in the contests. From their
humble origin admission prices have
grown to the dignity. of $25 for a box
seating four down at the edge of the
diamond in 1913. And a dollar is the
least of bills that will admit one to
the contest, This buys a seail in the
bleachers’ stand.

Buck in the infancy of the world’s
series the man who attended a game
left his office at the usual hour for
the ball game, sauntered leisurely
through the ransways to the field and
picked out the most advantageous seat
he could find, Generally there was
plenty of picking. Nowadays he who
must go begins to worry the moment

that the day for the series is an-
nounced. He knows that he must be
early on the spot on the morning of
the game—else someone less tardy
will erowd him out. The line forms
the night before and s into the

field hours before the time set for the
game. If he is late the game is not
for him to see.

But the evolution from the days ot
empty seats to the roaring bleachers
and the thundering andstand,
packed to capacity, has been gradual
In 1887 when St. Louis and Detroit
fought fourteen games over the prin-
cipal part of the United States—play-
ing in nearly a dozen cities—the box
affice receipts climbed up to $42,000.
Three thousand dollars a zame was
considered big money.

The first
game of the world’'s series, as now
played, in 1903 netted the losing play-
ers $1,182 each and the winners $1,
316.25 each. Last year's fight, of
course, was high-water mark in play-
ers' prizée money. The players on the
Boston and New York teams divided
between them $147,672, sixty per cent
to the winning team and forty per
cent to the losing. Thus the Boston
players averaged 209 each for play-
in gthe eight games; the New York-
ers, $3,472.

" MMIGRANTS

Subject of Discussion at
Catholic Congress, at Bos-
ton—Establishment of In-
formation Bureau.

Boston, Mass., Oct. 21.—Archbishop
James Blenk, of New Orleans, pre-
sided at the afternoon session. In
his address on “Immigration to and
Immigrants in the United States”
Bishop Muldoon referred to the great
tide of humanity pouring into Amer
ica from foreign lands, and said:
“The Catholic church, limited in
means and ministers, is summoned
to care for, not only the souls of at
least fifty per cent of this mighty
throng, but also to supply at times
aid for their material wants. It may
be well to keep in mind that the
Church must have her guiding and
merciful hand upon the immigrant
from the day of his arrival until he
is placed in safe surroundings under
the care of a priest of his own nation-
ality, or be willing to face in the
years to come an immense leakage,
either through indifference on the
part of the immigrant or through the
efforts of the non-Catholic biased
social and religious worker, and the
evilly disposed who make a business
of antagonizing the church and incit-
ing rebellion in the hearts of the nat-
urally well-intentioned.”

In order properly to do the work
desired, Bishop Muldoon recommend-
ed the establishment of a Catholic
bureau for obtaining information in
regard to Catholic immigration. He
said:

“Without interfering in any way
with any diocese or national church
organization, such a bureau could dis-
tribute literature through connections
with catholic societies in the old
lands, explaining the dangers to be
avoided by the immigrant on his ar
rival. Through this bureau, also, the
clergy of some of the European races
could be better advised in regard to
the necessity of a more careful reli-
gious instriction of their people.”
Tonight there was a meeting of the
bishops at the Copley Plaza Hotel,
and the League of Catholic Women
extended a reception to the women
vigitors to the congress.

made in the museum and referred to
the many additional specimen cases
which had added materially to the gen-
eral appearance of the rooms. More
than 5,000 people besides members
had ‘visited the building during the
year and many celebrated scientists
had come to St. John for the express
purpose of viewing the specimens on
exhibition in the Natural History So-
clety museum. Dr. Inouye, director
of the Imperial Geological Survey of
Japan, and Dr. Ranier, chief of the
Geologicgl Department of Belgium,
were perhaps among the most distin-
guished but scientists of world-wide
reputation have looked over the speci-
mens,

Meny new specimens have been
placed in the museum and a full list
of these will be published in the year
book of the association.

Perhaps one of the most important
branches of the society’s activities
was in connection with  educational
work in the public schools. Many loan
collections, including birds, minerals,
plants accompanied by lessons have
been sent out not only to city schools
but also to schools in the country dis-
tricts,

Good work has been done in assist-
ing farmers and others in identifying
natural history specimens and 1,700
of these specimens have been handled.
During the last summer the Interna.
ticnal Geological Congress met in
Canada and seventy-five of the world’s
most renowned geologists visited in
St. John and were the guests of mem-
bers of the local society.

The library now contains 13,460
books and pamphlets and the exchange
of publications is made with 183 learn-
ed institutions.

The Ladies’ Association has been
in existence twenty-five years and the
report submitted last evening showed
that the work done by it has been en-
tirely successful. An interesting
course of illustrated lectures has been
arranged for the winter months.
