He has express­
ed the opinion that once Rouma­
nie came in the war it was time 
for Greece to abandon her neu­
trality.

The French troops to the north of Peronne are holding tenaciously 
to the salient they have driven into the German Hite eastward of the 
Bethune-Peronne road near Bouchavesnes. They also hold intact the 
town of Bouchavesnes and other points along the line captured in the 
offensive which they started Tuesday. In addition a powerfully orga­
nized German trench system south of the Lepriez Farm, near the road 
running west from Rancourt to Combles, has been captured, placing 
Combles in further jeopardy.

The fighting in the region of Bouchavesnes has been of sanguin­
ary character. Finding that the French had cut their line of commu­
nication from Peronne northward, the Germans threw violent attacks 
against L’Abbe Wood and Hill 76, south of Bouchavesnes, and succeed­
ed in recapturing both places. The French, however, returned Vicious­
ly to the attack, and after hard fighting, some of it hand-to-hand, final­
ly drove out the Germans and kept the ground they had won.

In the two days’ fighting more than 2,300 Germans were taken 
prisoner, and a large nujnber of guns and machine guns captursd.

FIERCE FIGHTING IN MACEDONIA.
On that part of the Somme front held by the British the situation 

remains unchanged. South of the Somme, heavy artillery duels be­
tween the French and the Germans continue in the region of Vsrman- 
dovillers and Chaulnes. A repulse of a German attack near Fleury, Ip 
the Verdun sector, is reported by Paris.

All along the Macedonian front heavy fighting continues, but no 
Important changes in positions have been reported. The Italians have 
joined In the fray west of the Vardar river. Near Lake Butkovo they 
are declared by Rome to have driven Bulgarian detachments beyond 
the Demlr Hissar-Doiran road. A Bulgarian official report, however, 
says the Italians were dispersed in this region With a loss of thirty 
men made prisoner.

The British, who are across the Struma river, south of Lake Takl- 
nos, have made no further efforts to advance and In that region there 
have been no new developments.

In the Dobrudja region of Roumania the operations by the forces 
of the Central Powers are going on methodically according to Berlin. 
In Transylvania the Germans have joined the Austrians near Her- 
mannstadt and southeast of Hoetzing in the fighting against the Invad­
ing Roumanians.

Up in the Carpathian^ Russian attacks along the entire front have 
been repulsed, according to statements of both Vienna and Berlin. 
Petrograd says the Russians are holding all the ground they have 
won in this region.

German aeroplanes have sunk a Russian torpedo boat destroyer 
in the Gulf of Riga and attacked Russian naval forces In the Black 
Sea off Constanza, Roumania. In addition to the destroyer sunk, sev­
eral hits were observed in both of the attacks, the Berlin statement

Montreal, Sept. 13.—Construction of 
a new centre span for the Quebec 
bridge will be proceeded with along ex­
actly the same lines as the one now at 
the bottom of the St. Lawrence, ex­
cept that the hoisting apparatus will 
have members of rolled steel instead 
of castings, as was the case when the 
catastrophe of Monday occurred. Offic­
ials of the St Lawrence 'Bridge Com­
pany, who have accepted responsibil­
ity for the collapse of the centre span, 
state that ^ casting on the hoisting 
machinery at the south-west corner 
gave way, allowing the corner of the 
span to fall.

and the Lagazuer Region. Of Danube River Writing from Belgium to a friend 

in Bayswater, >Pte. F. A. Weldon, 67th 
Western Scots, to which he was trans­
ferred in England, from the 80th Bat­
talion, Ottawa, where he was employ­
ed In the civil service, says:

Belgium, Aug. 27, 1916. 
Dear Friend,—I have just had a bath 

in an old farm well and a walk through 
the open country, so will take a few 
minutes n-ow before church parade to 
write you a few lines. lit is Sunday 
and I have been in the trenches seven 
days, or nights at least. It Is a great 
relief to get out in the open on a fine 
day and wander around.

The country behind us is coming 
Into life again. The wheat and pota­
toes are growing between the old lines 
of trenches and wire entanglements, 
and the old men work away under 
occasional bursts of shrapnel. The 
villages are all battered to pieces, but 
some of the o!8 church towers and 
windmills are still standing. It is a 
beautiful piece of scenery compared 
to the hell -in front of us.

Great stretches of level rich land as 
far as one can see, dotted with red 
popples, where the battlefields have 
been. Our battalion 1s working with 
the engineers, that is bow I get out in 
the fields during the day. All our work 
is at night just nerw. It is wonderful 
to note how complete the system ot 
transportation is. All ithe way from 
Canada, through England and France, 
and everything we need comes up to 
the trenches, so that it 4s not neces­
sary to miss a meal or to be short of 
clothing or anything. I am sending 
you a piece of money that has béen in 
the front line trench, for a souvenir. 
We are paid Ih French and Belgian 
coin here. We get tobacco free, but 
some “Old .Chum" would go good now.

The time is flying and I must get 
back to the hut. The Y AI.C A.’s fol­
low us right up as near as possible. I 
don’t know what we would do without 
them. Hoping you are all well.

©y 1903 the Quebec Bridge (Company 
was in a bad way. Its paid up capital 
was nominally $65,000 but of this no 
less than $49,600 was reported by 
fees which had been credited to direc­
tors and then paid back by them for 
stock. The total real money paid for 
stock was as already said, $15,400. The 
company owed $779,550 and had obli­
gations amounting to $7,500,000. The 
Laurier government stepped in nobly. 
It agreed to guarantee bonds to the 
amount of $6,678,000 and although it 
took power to appoint directors to the 
company’s board, it let the company 
blaze away.
Douglas, a government engineer, had 
criticized the bridge plans. No notice 
was taken. In 1903, when the bonds 
were guaranteed, Mr. Collingwood 
Schreiber advised the appointment of 
a bridge expert, Mr. Nichols, to super­
vise the plans and construction.

"You will be Interested to know 
that 1 have returned to Montreal alter 
an absence of some live voeks, dur­
ing which time i have organized 
branches of the Fund in every -city 
between Sudbury, Ontario, and Vic­
toria, B. C-, with great success In 
each case.

"The Lieutenant-Governors and Pre 
inters of the different provinces pre­
sided at the meetings, which were all 
vety well attended, apd, in practically 
every case officers and committee 
were elected before my departure, and 
arrangements made for the carrying 
on of the campaign at once.

"The organization In Manitoba has 
promised to raise between $50,000 and 
$76,000: the province of Saskatche­
wan $25,000; Alberta has guaranteed 

less than $60,000, and Vancouver 
Island almost the same sum. No 
amount has been fixed by British 
Columbia mainland as yet.

"The provinces and municipalities 
out West have also promised to give 
grants to the Fund. „

"As the Toronto Exhibition was in 
full swing upon my arrival in that 
city, and the Lieutenant-Governor 
busy making arrangements for the 
visit of H. R. H. the Duke of Oon- 
naught, the matter of an organization 
for the lower part of that proving had 
to be left over until about the 20th 
of this month, when ! will visit all of 
the cities In Ontario and complete 
the organization of the Dominion."

Guns, ammunition wagons, mechanical 
transportation wagons, despatch riders 
ambulances and troops pass both 
ways in an unending stream all 
through the night, and when the day 
dawns vanish mysteriously only to 
reappear when darkness will hide 
their movements.

"Some of Fritz's planes started to 
attack one of our observation balloons 
but our planes were soon on the job, 
and we could see eight all at one time 
circling around. Then our anti-air­
craft guns got busy and messed up a 
lovely sunset with bursts of black 
smoke till the sky looked as If It had 
the small pox.

"I am staying with the transport 
while completing my course of bay­
onet instruction, and am now In a tent 
instead of a hut. I don’t mind a bit. 
I could sleep on the cobble stones on 
the road If need be.

"One most Important thing I forgot 
to mention In any of my previous 
letters: The divisional baths estab­
lished all over the country. You go 
down In some cellar, stand in a big 
tub, pull a chain and get plenty of hot 
water all for nothing. Shades of 
Olympus! It feels great, but the only 
trouble Is that you feel like staying all 
day.

I hope recruiting le Being on bet- 
ter than when I left; the more that 
come over the quicker we get home. 
Home! it means a lot to us now. It 
not only means parents, brothers, sis­
ters and relatives, which of course 
are the most Important, but It also 
means clean sheets, a full night's 
sleep In quietness, three square meals 
a day, unlimited water, and practical­
ly speaking an absence of worry. 
Now I am not speaking only from my 
own standpoint, tout from everybody's 
over here. How can business responl- 
bllities compare jylth the responsibil­
ity for the lives of anywhere from 
30 to 1,000 mint When you know 
that a mistake of yours, however small 
may cost the lives of hundreds, that 
is real worry, and the strain of it is 
breaking many a man, but many men 
are being made by it.

"I got through my course (bayonet 
Instruction) all right, and had one 
day and night in trenches, and am 
now just behind the lines. We shall 
be here for a short time and then we 
go to the trenches (front line I be­
lieve). Our occupation at present Is 
taking out working parties at night 
and sleeping most of the day. Going 
out with a working party is one of 
the hardest Jobs you get. You start 
out at dusk and go either to build new 
trenches or repair smashed ones. 
Often you have to work rig Iff out in 
the open with bullets whistling all 
round, and ns soon as a star shell 
bursts you stand Immovable or else 
flop. The place where 
night was a beauty, Frits could shoot 
at us from three sides, and as It had 
been raining we preferred standing 
still to flopping, so we were under 
fire all the time, of course this firing 
was all guess work, but as Fritz 
knew darned well we were there, he 
kept shooting away and bullets whiz­
zed around us all the time. Strange 
to say we had only one casualty. I 
was pretty seared when we first start­
ed to work last night but the engi­
neers in charge of the work took 
matters so unconcernedly that It soon 
braced us up. They (the engineers) 
are corkers, absolutely fearless, and I 
can wish for nothing more than to ! 
follow their example.

“'t'orne of the men are sure the war 
will be over by Christmas, but I am 
sorry to say T cannot share their 
opinion. Although Germany is being 
beaten, she is not beaten yet. and 
personally I look for another winter 
of war. barring some unforeseen Hr 
rumstanre*. which must amount to 
almost a miracle "

CHAMPION TOMMY BURNS
Just eight years ago Tommy Burns 

knocked out Bill Lang in the sixth 
round at Melbourne. This was Tom­
my’s last victory as a champion. A 
few months later he fought Jack John­
son in Sydney and lost the champion­
ship, which he had successfully de­
fended against the best of the white 
heavyweights for nearly three years. 
The Canadian fought Lang again the 
following April, winning the decision 
in 20 rounds, and then retired from 
the ring to devote himself to the man­
agement of a clothing store In Cal­
gary. Tommy fought one Bill Rick­
ard in Saskatoon in 1912, and later 
took part in bouts with Art Pelkey, 
"Battling Brant” and one or two oth­
ers, but Lang was the last good man 
he fought. As champion, Burns de­
feated, besides Lang, Jim Flynn, Phil­
adelphia Jack O'Brien, Bill Squires, 
Gunner Moir, Jack Palmer, Jem Roche, 
Jewey Smith and others—the best 
white heavies in America, England, 
Ireland and Australia. For a man of 
his size—he was only 5 feet 7 inches 
in height—Burns was a wonder, but 
he never was more champion of the 
white race than at a time when the 
blacks had three great heavyweights.

Details of the wholesome swindling 
practised by a number of Berlin grain 
merchants In a large way of business 
are now coming to light, and have 
caused immense excitement.

It appears that these gentlemen had 
agents in West Prussia, who in some i 
mysterious way were able to supply 
their principals with immense quanti 
ties of barley, rye and wheat. Both In 
West Prussia and In Berlin the parties 
made false declarations about their 
goods, and by elaborate cheating com­
pletely hoodwinked the food offices.

The police in Berlin got wind of the 
matter, and little by little the entire 
elaborate plot was unfolded. The 
agents in West Prussia forwarded 
grain in hundreds of tons, declaring 
it as potatoes, sometimes as machin­
ery. Accounts were discovered which 
proved1 that much of the grain was 
sold at 900 per cent profit.

The number of persons Implicated 
so far Is said to exceed 100, but the 
police have not yet completed their 
investigations, and every day adds to 
the number of the rogues. The plot 
seems to have spread to railway offic­
ials, who were bribed to sign the false 
freight bills, antFtb a number of hotel 
proprietors, with" one of whom a sum 
of £5,000 was found, to be utilized for 
corrupt purposes.

There are 11,000 women clerks and 

stenographers now employed in the 
British government offices in White­
hall, a fact which gives some idea of 
the way the women have filled the 
gaps left by the men who have joined 
the army.

James Wilson Had Narrow 
Escape from Serious Injury 
in Union St. Last Evening

Mr. Wilson, who will be 99 years of 
age next May, according to his own 
statement to a Standard reporter, at­
tempted to board a Haymarket car at 
the corner of Charlotte and Union 
streets.

Unable to make himself 
heard and afraid to let go of the hand 
rail the old gentleman was dragged 
down Union street as far as the Opera 
House. At this place the conductor’s 
attention was called to Mr. Wilson’s 
position by the frightened public, who 
were standing gazing at the man.

The conductor immediately reached 
down and seized him while one of the 
passengers pulled the cord, bringing 
the car to a stop.

Mr. Wilson was immediately placed 
in the car. When asked if there was 
anything wrong with him he stated 
that he was alright.

In conversation with a reporter after 
the incident Mr. Wilson said that he 
was a native of New Brunswick and 
during his early life was a blacksmith. 
His strength yesterday served him in 
good stead. Had he let go of the car 
which was moving fairly quickly he 
might have struck his head with suffi­
cient force against the concrete to 
cause serious injuries.
