Slippery Sidewalks and Suits for 
Damages.

The law makes it the duty of every 
house or lot owner or occupier in this 
city to keep the sidewalk in front of his 
premises clear of snow and ice. This 
law is disregarded, and the prescribed 
fines are never imposed. But the negli­
gent parties are not safe, as will be seen 
by the following paragraph from the 
Boston Journal :

A young lady in Albany who sustained 
serious injury by a fall on a slippery side­
walk has commenced o suit for $5,000 
against the owner of the premises. A few 
suits of the kind in Boston would effect a 
radical improvement in the condition of 
sidewalks during what may.be called ‘‘the 
slippery term.”

The best place on the continent for 
law suits of this kind is St. John. The 
sidewalks are all slippery. The rich 
and poor, the citizen and the corpora­
tion, are alike guilty of violating the 
law. Shops, residences and public 
buildings all border on skating rinks. 
The trade in creepers and accident poli­
cies is only equalled by the demand for 
sticking plasters and poultices. Some 
of our briefless barristers should look 
into this thing. .A dozen retainers a day 
might be got if the maimed and bruised 
were looked after properly. Instigating 
libel suits is not so promising of fees and 
fame.

Impartial Reporting.
The Mail reiterates its determination to 

give impartial reports of the proceedings 
of the Ontario Legislature, in accordance 
with the plan it marked out last spring, in 
connection with the debates of the General 
1’arliament. It lays down the true prin 
ciple when it says that "the day has gone 
“ by when garbled extracts or wholesale 

suppression can be made to do duty for 
an account of what is actually done and 
said by the people's representatives.”— 

Ottawa Citizen.
We thought the day for "garbled ex­

tracts and wholesale suppression” had 
gone by so completely that there was 
no need of announcing the fact. No 
j'ournal that assumes to be a newspaper 
neglects to report, either fully or in a 
condensed form, everything bearing 
on issues before the public. Class 
journals devoted to the promotion 
of particular interests are not 
expected to give the news, and 
don’t ; but newspapers report and spare 
not. They can aid their friends and 
promote their pet political measures 
much better than by suppressing news 
or giving garbled extracts. Some of 
the old stagers haven’t learned this les­
son yet, but the yonnger journalists are 
teaching them Its beauty.

The following is from the Lancaster, Pa., 

Inquirer, which vouches for its entire cor­
rectness : In one of the rural districts ol 
this county, lives a woman aged sixty-five 
years, who for the past five years has been 
an invalid and whose present condition is 
most remarkable.

With a spasmodic twitch and convulsive 
movement, her limbs were doubled up in 
the most intricate manner, and she sank 
hack upon the bed, wh.-re she has since 
remained speechless, and unable to move 
Whether her silence is to be attributed 
to a visitation ol Providence or stubbor- 
ness is not known. Her appearance is de 
scribed by visitor» to be most fearful to be 
bold. Her limbs are twisted about her.in 
a wonderlul manner, and her facial exprès 
sion is almost demoniacal. She refuses to 
take food in the presence of others, but as 
soon as they leave the room, devours with 
the greatest avidity whatever is set belore 
her. What tenders lier case still mure re­
markable ere the facts that her brother, 
years ago, committed suicide and that her 
mother lingered a helpless invalid lor near­
ly thirty years.

NOVA SCOTIA.

The Halifax Reporter says that a des 
perate and malicious attempt was made 
one night last week to set fire to a hotel on 
Barrington street. In thecloset where all 
the table and other Imen belonging to the 
establishment is kept, kerosene oil bad 
been sprinkled, and every preparation in­
dustriously made for ensuring a first-class 
conflagration. The fortunate discovery ol 
t is condition of affairs prevented the 
diabolical plot being carried into execu 
lion ; but the inmates were a good ileal 
scared, nevertheless. The matter is now 
being investigated.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The Society of Arts, of London, has re­
ceived the sum of £500, to be awarded for 
'he best improved stoves for securing 
economy in the use of coal for domestic 
heating or cooking purposes.

A new locomotive,named the Anthracite, 
which has been placed on the Albany and 
Susquehanna Railroad, has six driving 
wheels, and carries its water above the 
boiler. A tender is thus dispensed with 
l’lie firing apparatus is said to be so ar­
ranged that the fires last all day without 
replenishing, and the furnaces require 
damping only once a week.

The largest water-wheel in the world is 
supposed to be that at Laxey, Isle of Man. 
It is used for pumping water from the 
mines, which have workings at the depth 
of 1380 feet below the surface, 
diameter of the wheel is seventy two feet 
and six inches, its breadth is six feet, and 
it has a crank-stroke ol ten feet.

Successlul experiments have recently 
been made on an English railway, with a 
new brake worked by electricity. Tbe in­
vention consists of the application of elec 
tro magnets, exerting a force of six hun­
dred pounds, to pulleys on a swing shaft 
underneath the carriages. By merely 
pressing a key, the guard is enabled to 
bring the train to a stand-still.

English papers of late date are full of 
accounts of recent murders and murderous 
assaults, and ol trials for these and like 
offences. While these accounts betray the 
existence of a terrible amount of brutality 
in the lower classes of tbe population, the 
single redeeming feature ol the matter is 
that the courts appear to be determined on 
executing strict justice upon the offenders. 
One court imposed sentence of death upon 
six persons in a single day; the murders in 
all cases being clearly proven to have been 
of the utmost atrocity. One ol the most 
remarkable of recent cases is that of a farm 
laborer and his wile, charged wtth causing 
the death of their child by cruel treatment.

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For What Good Purpose 1
Prizes are within tile grasp of those 

who excel in almost any accomplish­
ment. Some men have had a mania for
offering prizes. Prize cattle, prize 
pumpkins, prize babies, prize bar-maids 
and prize cats have long been in the mar­
ket. Breeders raise cattle, farmers plant 
vegetables, and mothers nurse babies, 
not for profit or love, but simply for the 
acquisition of prizes. It may well be 
asked what good purpose many of these 
prizes serve? Even school boy prizes 
are condemned by many of the deepest 
thinkers, as stimulants for those who 
need no stimulus. The bar-maid show 
has been suppressed, and the baby show 
otjght to be put down. If mothers are 
wjjJtng to take their infants to public 
shows as competitors for prizes, just as 
cattle are entered for competition, the 
grown-up babies who make laws ought 
to prevent the outrage.

And now His Excellency the Gover­
nor General has offered prizes for pro­
ficiency in skating. For what good pur­
pose? Do children need incentives to 
make them go on the ice and destroy 
their parents’ peace by falling in ami 
getting drowned ? Do children need to 
be stimulated to increasing the sale of 
court plaster by bruising their limbs in 
skating on the streets? Are not the 
lives and limbs of ordinary skaters suf­
ficiently endangered by the frantic ef­
forts of ambitious youths to show off in 
the rinks? Verily, yes; and we enter 
our earnest protest against Lord Duf- 
ferin’s prize. Glare ice, inspiring mu­
sic, and the smiles of the fair, are more 
than the young and active and old and 
gallant fellows can endure now without 
cutting pigeon-wings and various other 
figures at the risk of losing their own 
and taking others’ lives; and in the name 
and for the sake of yet unbroken heads 
we protest against the offered prizes.

Men have seen their babies stuffed, 
like geese being fatted for the market, 
and submitted because the fond mother 
felt sure of getting the prize at the next 
show ; they have cut all the buttons off 
their clothes for little boys who were 
working for a prize offered to the collec­
tor of the greatest variety ; they have 
seen their daughters work themselves 
to skeletons and finally pine away 
and die in desperate efforts to gain 
the prize for a quilt made of 
the greatest number of pieces ; 
they have gone withput buttons on their 
shirts, or darps on their hose, or toast 
and coffee for breakfast, so that their 
wives and daughters might devote all 
their time to striving for a prize in 
crochet, bead work, or tatting: but 
their time for resistance has come ; the 
burden is greater than they can bear. 
The visions of broken limbs and bruised 
heads that arise in- paternal and mater­
nal bosoms at the announcement of His 
Excellency’s prizes produce a feeling of 
ind' 'nation that will not be allayed by 
anything short of invitations to Rideau 
Hall on the reception of the Viceroy’s 
prize by tho offspring of each remon­
strant.

Nothing can be so perfect while we pos­
sess it as it will be seen when remembered.

Hew sweet to think ol him as 
he will be to us after we have outlived him 
ten or dozen years ? Then we can recall 
him in his last moments, bid him stay with 
us as long as we want his company, and 
send him away when we wish to be alone 
again.

It is remarked that Professor Tyndall 
prepares his experiments, used as scientific 
illustrations in his lectures, with an 
amount of care which precludes tbe pos­
sibility of failure in any instance.

The Duke says be will prove 
that Austria, after the declaration of war, 
promised France material support. She 
only required time to arm herself and find 
a pretext tor hostilities with Prussia. The 
opportunity would be furnished in an ulti­
matum to Prussia demanding tbe observ 
ance of the stipulations of the treaty of 
Prague. This would be refused and Austria 
would then join France in an alliance ef- 
fonsive and defensive.

He 
was called to the Senate in 1847. He was 
Lieut -Col. commanding the 1st Military 
District of Ontario. Deceased was Con­
servative in politics Personally, he was 
highly esteemed, and in his death we lost 
one of the brave pioneers of our early his­
tory, who are, one by one, fast passing 
away. Mr. W. M. Matheson, Barrister, 
i f this city, was son of the deceased.— Ot­
tawa Free Press.

countries East of the Gape of Good Hope are free 
from duty.

His Excellency in Council on the recommen­
dation of the Honorable the Minister of Finance, 
and under the authority aforesaid, has been 
pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that 
a duty of ten per cent, be imposed, and the same 
is hereby authorized to be levied and collected 
on Tea and Coffee imported into Canada from 
the United States of America.
