temper.

Hunger Cry—A low, whimpering
cry sometimes accompanied by suck-
ing the fingers or the lips. If the meal
is not forthcoming, it may change to a'
lusty scream. Babies are as likely to
cry from indigestion caused by over-
feeding as from hunger. {

Fretful Cry—The baby is sleepy or
uncomfortable. He may be too warm
or tired of being laid In one position
A tepid sponge bath and gentle rub
or a change of clothing and taking |
him out will prove very restful and
comforting. If the crying continues,
consult the doctor; the child may be
il ;

Cry of Colic or Pain—A lusty cry
sometimes rising to a shriek, with
tears in the eyes. In colic the knees
are drawn up and the fists are clench
ed. A tight fist is usually an indica
tion of pain. If the crying increases
with moving of an arm or leg or when
placing the child in a certain position, |
he may have a broken bone or other
damage calling for the attention of
a doctor. |

If a hen is to make a high annual
ogye record she must not only lay dur-
ing most of the year but she must lay
heavily while ghe is at it. The rate
at which she lays is often referred to
a8 her intensity.

It makes a deal of difference at the
end of the year whether she has been
laying five eggs In succession before
skipping a day or laying but one ecgg
every other day. One egg every two
days would make a very good record
if the performance could be continued|
throughout the year |

The facts are, however, that the
hens which lay at this slow rate are
uvsually the ones that also take the
longest vacations. The hen that will
lay five or six, and on up to twenty
eggs in succession without skipping a
day is much more likely to be a profit
maker, since she soon piles up a total

Like all surnames of the same classi
fication it was originally descriptive
of the bearer's place of residence, or
rather his former place of residence
In that period of the middle ages when
populations began to Increase ruptdly“
the supply of given names was ovar-;
taxed. The first result of this was the |

offsprilng new variations of given
names, made up often by the addition
| of diminutives added to the name or a
single syllable of the name. Even
this, however, was not enough, wben|
communication between various com-
munities became more common and
men moved more from place to place.
It became quite usual to speak of this,
that or the other Roger or John or Ivo |
by reference to the place from 'rhlch
he had come. Thus the name of Lin-
coln was originally preceded by “da,"‘
indicating ‘“of Lincoln” or “from Lin-
coln.”

The place name itself s a relic of
pre-Saxon days, being a compound of
“lin” and “ooln,” signifying in the
ancient British tongue, a lake on a
hill. The Welsh is “llyn,” the Corm-
ish “lyn” and the Gaelic “linne.”

Here Is a family name, widely knowa
if not widely borne, which would be a
good bit of a puzzle were it not pos-
gible to trace it back, step by step,
through the centuries, to a source in
an old Anglo-Saxon given name |

This latter is one of thase which
have entirely disappeared in the
course of the development in nomen-
clature which followed the Norman in-
vasion and the language changes of
more modern times. And it might be
remarked here that the number of An-
glo Saxon given names which have
disappeared completely is far greater
than those which are still in use to-
day. ¥

In this case the name was “Hes-
cuith.” It probably suffered a loss in
the period immediately following the
Norman invasion. Nevertheless, the
old names were retained to a certain
|extent among the subdued Anglo-|
Saxons, probably the greatest number
of them disappearing in the latter
period of amalgamation than the ear-
Her one of subjugation.
