served free.

The committee asks that all those 
who have flags, streamers or placards 
relating to the campaign will turn them 
into headquarters after the campaign 
has closed, so that they may be loaned 
to Berlin, where a relief fund campaign 
is being organized also.

IF SHE INTERFERESThe third and last day of the war re­
lief fund campaign. which commenced 
with the $100,000 set as a minimum to 
be collected already in hand, bids fair 
to show a record even better than 
either of the first two.

On Wednesday and yesterday the 
teams work- d systematically, canvass­
ing only those people whose names were 
given them by the executive; but to­
day they worked where they liked, call­
ing on anyone who they thought would 
be likely to give and, according to re­
ports of individual collectors, money 
simply poured into the treasury.

BELGIANS AGAIN IN FIGHT Roumania, Greece and Bul­
garia Said To Have Signed 

Agreement To Look 
After Her.

Harrying Small Forces of 
Germans Left Behind by 

Main Army.

London, Sept. 11.-9:35 a.m.-Tele- 
graphing from Rome, a correspondent of 
the Daily Telegraph, declares he has 
learned from diplomatic sources that 
Roumania, Greece and Bulgaria have 
signed an agreement which may be re­
garded as a realliance, under the terms 
of which these three nations engage to 
interfere whenever necessary in order to 
prevent Turkey aiding Germany and 
Austria in the present war. If Turkey 
remains neutral, however, these three 
states will do the same.

It is reported in Rome, the corre­
spondent continues, that Berlin has be­
come resigned to the idea of Italian 
neutrality, but she is determined that 
Italy at least shall remain neutral until 
the end.

GERMANY CLAIMS A WIN

But Russians Say They Are 
Holding, Only Falling 

Back.

[Canadian Press.]
London, Sept. 11—1:45 p.m.—The con­

flicting claims in official communica­
tions issued at the headquarters of the 
forces opposing each other so 
fiercely in the several battle zones, 
emphasize the prudence of the advice 
volunteered in the latest French com­
munication against drawing inferences 
from phases of the struggle before a 
decisive result is attained.

The key to the ultimate outcome of 
what would perhaps be the greatest| 
battle in history, still raging on the 
plains of Champagne, to the east of 
Paris, lies in the centre. For five days 
the tide of battle has ebbed and flowed, 
bearing Germans and French alternately 
on its crest, with terrific losses on both 
sides, but without permanent advantage 
to either side.

The Germans would still appear to be 
making headlong efforts to drive their 
wedge between the French lines at a 
point to the south of Verdun, and the 
already large German army under 
Crown Prince Frederick William has 
been reinforced with the object of 
pushing home this attack, the result of 
which is conceded to be of extreme 
importance.

British Too Much For Them.
On the German right wing where the 

troops of Emperor William arc oppos­
ed to the British forces, Germany offi­
cially admits retirement.

The renewal of activity on the part 
of the Belgian army seems to be a fact, 
but up to the present time it has not 
gone beyond harrying the small forces 
of German reservists left behind when 
the army of occupation was sent to the 
battlefields to the east of Paris.

French Have Muelhausen.
From the extreme right of the French 

line comes a report that battle-scarred 
Muelhausen, in Alsace-Lorraine, has 
again fallen to the possession of France. 
If this is true, it will be the fifth or 
sixth time that this Alsatian town has 
changed hands in the present war.

On the eastern field of battle the 
Russians would appear to have been 
driven back in East Prussia, but ac­
cording to Petrograd advices they con­
tinue to punish the Austrians. The 
latest intelligence from Berlin indicates 
that Gen. Von Beneckendorff und von 
Hindenburg has gained an important 
success in East Prussia. According to 
this version the Russians are in full 
retreat, with the Germans in close pur­
suit. The Russian version is that their 
advance detachments are falling back, 
but holding.

Turkey Settled With.
The attitude of Turkey, which has 

been a subject of such paramount 
anxiety to the foreign offices of Europe, 
would seem to have been decided for 
her, if the story is true that Roumania, 
Greece and Bulgaria have agred to 
prevent Ottoman intervention on behalf 
of Germany and Austria. The allies 
have been working strenuously to this 
end.

A message received here from Copen­
hagen says that the condition of Prince 
Joachin Albrecht of Prussia, second 
cousin of Emperor William, who re­
ceived a bullet through the thigh, is 
still serious.

Throughout the British Empire there have sounded war’s alarms.

Staff Worked Until Midnight 
to Get Things in 

Shape.

And Their Difficulties Along 
This Line Are Only at

Beginning.
[Canadian Press.]

London, Sept. 11.—8:30 a.m.—A dis­
patch to the Times from Bordeaux, 
dated Thursday, says: “Since Sunday, 
when the enemy’s sweep southwest of 
Paris was checked on the Grande Morin, 
the German war machine has been 
showing signs of wear, and each fresh 
day of battle has closed with the allies 
in a more favorable position.

“On Sunday there was furious fighting 
along the Grande Morin. which con­
tinued at La Ferte-Gaucher throughout 
the night, and on Monday morning the 
enemy began a retreat on their next line 
along the Petit Morin.

“Here they were allowed no rest, for 
the allies’ forces were tasting the rare 
joy of the offensive, and wished to taste 
it to the full.

“On Tuesday the German command 
first became apprehensive for the safe­
ty of its communications, and saw 
looming on Its right flank a possibility 
of destruction.

Threaten to Retreat.
“North of Paris, the French found 

ample room for assembling a large army, 
and while the British were slipping from 
the northeast of Paris to the east with 
the Germans, their place of glory was 
taken by a strong French force, which 
moved up to the River Ourcq and be­
came a very serious menace to the en­
emy’s retreating movement.

"The Ourcq formed the upper blade 
of a pair of shears, of which, as they 
were gradually closed, the Grande Morin, 
the Petit Morin, and the River Marne 
formed the lower blade.

“Immediately the German staff real­
ized this situation it endeavored to ex­
tricate itself from between the blades 
oy a rapid retreat, and by a series of 
furious, but fruitless, onslaughts upon 
the French holding the right bank of the 
Ourcq.

Desperate Fighting.
“The fighting here has been of a 

peculiarly desperate character, which is 
shown by the fact that of two stand­
ards captured, one, that of the Thirty- 
sixth Infantry Regiment, of Magdeburg, 
was torn from the hands of its bearer 
by a French infantry reservist.

“The French, however, stand firn, 
along the Ourcq, while the British have 
crossed the Marne and driven the enetny 
a distance of 25 miles.

“From the centre news is meagre, but 
the French are understood to be pro­
gressing.

“The Germans apparently are suffer­
ing from lack of ammunition, and it 
would seem that the difficulties in ob­
taining supplies from their base have 
only begun. If all their plans succeed, 
as they have done during the last few 
days, the allies should be well on their 
way to victory.

MOVEMENT DEFEATED.
London, Sept. 11. _4:37 a.m.—The cor­

respondent of the Times at Bordeaux 
sends the following: “It is now beyond 
doubt that the German turning move­
ment to the southeast of Paris has been 
defeated.

New York, Sept. 11.—A London cable 

says: “The Standard will publish on 
Saturday an editorial by Sydney Low, 
in which he says: “Efforts Which the 
German Government are making to in­
fluence opinion in neutral countries is 
growing more persistent, and even des­
perate, as the war goes on. They sug­
gest that the Kaiser and his coadjutors 
are keenly conscious of the weakness 
both of their cause and of their case. 
The Prussian camarilla know well 
enough that, however prolonged and 
stubborn the struggle may be, they will 
sooner or later be defeated.

Create Prejudice.
“In the end the resources of two great 

empires and a republic must prevail 
even against the terrible war machine 
which the German general staff uses 
with such ruthless resolution. It looks 
very much as if Germany foresaw the 
Inevitable result, and was preparing for 
it by endeavoring to arouse sympathy 
for herself and create prejudice against 
her opponents in those countries which 
are standing out of the contest.

Honor Neglected.
“The undertaking is pursued by Ger­

man diplomacy with the same disregard 
for the laws of honor which their strate­
gists have shown for the laws of war. 
People who burn open towns and lay 
floating mines are not likely to be over- 
scrupulous in a controversy. The Ger­
man campaign abroad has been con­
ducted with immense industry, some in­
genuity and unblushing effrontery. The 
press bureau of Wilhelmstrasse appar- 
ently is of the opinion that no falsehood 
is too absurd to be believed by some­
body, if it be put forth boldly enough.”

[Canadian Press.]
Paris. Sept. 11.—The tone of com­

ment in the morning papers, on the 
result of the four days’ fighting in the 
great battle of Champagne, is one of 
lively satisfaction. Successes, it is 
admitted, do not mean that the battle 
has been won, but the gain of forty 
miles on the German left increases the 
jeopardy on their line of communica­
tions. and must cause, it is considered, 
a demoralization of the enemy’s tired 
forces.

Win or Flee,

I nevertheless maintained the 
military government, in order to co- 
ordinate the defence as much as pos­
sible and to exercise a moral influence 
upon the garrison.

“Your majesty is not ignorant that I 
was at Fort Loncin on August 6 at noon. 
You will learn with grief that the fort 
was blown up yesterday at 6:30 in the 
afternoon, the greater part of the gar­
rison being buried under the ruins. That 
I did not lose my life in that catastrophe 
is due to my escort, who drew me from 
a stronghold whilst I was being suffo­
cated by gas from exploded powder.

"I was conveyed to a trench, where I 
fell. A captain gave me a drink, and 1 
was made a prisoner and taken to Liege.

“I am certain that I have shown 
carelessness in this letter, but I am 
physically shattered by the explosion of 
Fort Loncin.

“In honor of our arms I have surren­
dered neither the fortress nor the forts.

“I deign to ask your pardon, sire. In 
Germany, where I am proceeding, my 
thoughts will be as they always have 
been, of Belgium and the King. I would 
willingly have given my life the better 
to serve them, but death was not grant­
ed to me.

“(Signed) LIEUT.-GEN. LEMAN.”

"Looking out upon the flock entrusted 
to our care," Pope Benedict says, "the 
immense spectacle of a general war has 
struck us with unutterable horror and 
sadness.

"When we see such a considerable 
portion of Europe devastated by fire 
and sword and drenched with the blood 
of Christians, it is incumbent upon us 
to embrace all without distinction, 
lambs and sheep, in the arms of pater­
nal charity.”

The Pope implores Intercession for 
peace to the Virgin, whose nativity has 
just been celebrated, and then, contin­
ues: "We exhort most earnestly those 
who govern the destiny of the nations 
that they should bring themselves to 
a frame of mind whereby they may put 
aside all dissensions contrary to the wel­
fare of humanity.

"Let them realize that there already 
is too much suffering and sorrow at­
tached to this mortal life and that it 
should not be rendered more wretched 
or more sorrowful; let them realize how 
much ruin and destruction has already 
been caused and how much human 
blood already has been spilt."

Addressing the heads of the nations 
the Pope says: "Hasten, therefore, to 
enter into a council of peace. Grasp the 
right hand of friendship and receive a 
special reward from God for yourselves 
and your nation, and earn the greatest 
praise from the brotherhood of man.-

The encyclical ends by the Pope ex­
pressing the hope that the beginning of 
his pontificate will see the end of the

Berlin, Sept. 11, via Copenhagen and 
London, 12:10 p.m.-—In accordance with 
its principle of reporting only accom­
plished facts, the general headquarters 
of the army in Berlin is still silent 
concerning the great battle which is 
being fought to the east of Paris. The 
Berlin censors, however, are permitting 
the local papers to public dispatches 
from abroad, and from these the people 
of Berlin have learned that great events 
are now taking place.

In the meanwhile the German fleet is 
active in the Baltic. It is reported to 
have invaded even the Gulf of Bothnia, 
where it captured and sunk a Russian 
merchant steamer, the Uleaborg.

This vessel was in Finnish waters—in 
other words, behind the barrier formed 
by the Aland Islands, which has been 
considered impassable for the sea forces 
of Germany. A German torpedo boat 
stopped the Uleaborg and took off the 
crew and 54 passengers, including 35 
Englishmen. She then opened fire on 
the steamer, which sank in five min­
utes. The passengers and crew were 
brought to a German fort, where citi- 
zens of hostile countries are being in­
terned as prisoners of war.

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CONDITIONS OF PEACE. 
TINTS have been made from time 

to time by Germany of a willing- 
ness to make peace—on her own terms. 
Certainly both sides could at the present 
moment "make peace with honor, as 
the diplomats say. Germany's terms 
are said to be about as follows:

(1) A war indemnity from France, 
or cession of colonial territory.

(2) Guarantees by Servia for the 
discontinuance of her racial agitation 
against Austria.

(3) The recreation of an independent 
Poland.
This seems to outbid the Czar with 

the Catholic Poles of Russia. Germany 
and Austria, and would establish a large 
buffer state of at least twelve millions 
between Protestant Prussia and the Or­
thodox Slavs to the east.

(4) Recognition of Great Britain’s 
maritime supremacy, presumably in 
some scheme of limited naval arma­
ments.

(5) Restoration of Belgian independ­
ence. It seems doubtful that Germany 
would be sincere in this.
As Sir Edward Grey would say, such a 

ground of peace must be rejected by 
the allies as "too narrow." The London 
Morning Post recently laid down as 
the sine qua non for Great Britain, a 
stable. peaceful Europe, living in free­
dom in accordance with law, and the 
delimitation of frontiers as far as pos­
sible in accordance with nationality. 
The Radical Manchester Guardian 
agrees heartily with its Conservative 
contemporary. This is a war waged for 
liberation, as the American North 
waged one against the militaristic and 
reactionary South 50 years ago. It is 
waged in behalf of the German people 
no less than for other peoples, the 
French, the Poles, the Serbs and the 
Belgians. The allies cannot give up the 
cause for which they fight.

If the German war machine is broken, 
and when the German people has be­
come fully aware of the blight that this 
conflict has brought upon them, when 
the Emperor’s prestige has been pro­
portionately destroyed and the whole 
war spirit exorcized, if then the allies 
demand the proper punishment of those 
responsible for the war, it must and 
shall be conceded at Berlin. "A stable, 
peaceful Europe, living in freedom in 
accordance with law." requires the elim­
ination of the Kaiser and his crew, and 
their safe bestowal. The rift reported 
to be opening between William and his 
Chancellor, as well as the known policy, 
may make this easier to obtain. Ger­
many has had for some lime the forms 
of constitutional government, but these 
forms have been tenanted and possessed 
by an evil spirit of militarist imperial­
ism calling itself Divine Right. The 
time Is come to rid Germany of this 
incubus and put the breath of life into 
her forms of freedom.

It is inconceivable, then, that the 
allies should make peace until either 
their fighting power is ruined or the fol­
lowing terms are accepted by Germany:

(1) The punishment of the guilty. 
Once they are out of the way. Ger­
many will rehabilitate herseir political­
ly. the memory of the war and defeat 
being in itself enough to kill the 
system of conscript imperialism. At 
the same time a general limitation of

A BLATANT AMBASSADOR. 
OUNT BERNSDORF, the German 

ambassador to the United States, 
has not learned one of the lessons 
necessary for a man In his position— 
and that is to keep his mouth shut. 
He talks too much. He has been is­
suing statements, and making declara­
tions, and announcing facts that are 
no facts. Germany, he declares, is 
fighting in self-defence; the Kaiser is 
a lover of peace: he has done all he 
can to prevent war; he has been forced 
into the fight against his will; and he 
Is ready for peace at any moment. 
Further than that, there can be but 
one result. Germany must win; in 
fact is winning already. All lovers of 
peace must be anxious for Germany 
to win as soon as possible, as that is 
the only assurance of peace. And 
so on.

Due allowance must be made for the 
patriotic enthusiasm, which every am­
bassador is supposed to feel. But all 
this talk to a neutral nation is out of 
place. If they all did that we should 
be inclined to pity our neighbors across 
the lines. They would be deafened 
with an ambassadorial cat concert. 
Fortunately for them, the German min­
ister is alone in his outcries. The re­
presentatives of the allied governments 
maintain a dignified silence. They feel 
just as strongly as their German col­
league; perhaps more than he really 
feels. But they leave it to their res­
pective governments to make all an­
nouncements and explanations they 
deem necessary. And they leave the 
people of neutral nations to exercise 
their own judgment and form their own 
conclusions. If the German ambassa­
dor would follow their example, and at­
tend to the duties of his position in­
stead of talking so much, he would be 
more useful to his country.

Briefly, 
he stands in his own estimation and 
in that of those who are his sponsors 
and for the very best of reasons 
known to themselves and not alto­
gether wrongly guessed by others, 
his aiders and abettors as the Great 
I AM of Europe.

The Dream Bubble Burets
The point, though, on which this 

dream bubble is more than likely to 
burst lies in the question: What con­
stitutes the Superman? and the sub­
sequent comparison between such a 
one and the Emperor. I wish to 
avoid the ethical element related to 
the idea of force, and shall therefore 
regard the Superman as one who is 
compelling, naturally endowed with 
the power which instinctively causes 
men to recognize his superiority. 
Such a man as this does not need 
the extraneous attributes of power 
which wealth or place are able to 
provide; he is possessed of an in­
herent force of character and 
strength of will which furnish the 
impetus for the realization of himself 
and the recognition by others of his 
supremacy.

bread crumbs thickly over it, put little 
bits of butter here and there, and let 
it brown. Serve with a brown sauce 
made from the broth in which the meat 
was cooked.

Mutton and Potato Pie.
One pound mutton from the shoulder, 

one onion, one-half cup flour, one car­
rot, six medium-sized potatoes, one 
teaspoon baking powder, one tablespoon 
butter, salt.

Cook the onions, carrots and meat to­
gether in water enough to cover. Boil 
the potatoes separately. Reserve 
enough of the potatoes to make a cup 
of mashed potatoes. Cut the remain­
ing potatoes and the other vegetables 
and meat into small pieces, and place 
in baking dish. Cover with some of 
the broth thickened with the flour. 
Mash the remaining potatoes. Add 
butter and salt. Mix this with the flour 
which has been thoroughly sifted with 
the baking powder. Spread this mix­
ture over the ingredients in the baking 
dish, and bake in a hot oven until the 
crust is brown.

Fried Crumbed Mutton.
If thin pieces of mutton, either raw 

or cooked, are dipped in flour, then in 
egg, and then in crumbs and fried in 
deep fat, they lose less moisture than 
if broiled or panbroiled. This method 
is especially suitable for rib chops, thin 
loin chops, or small pieces cut from 
rare cooked meat. Thick chops would 
hardly be cooked through by this pro­
cess.

Stewed Sheep’s Heart.
Two sheeps’ hearts, two ounces fat 

salt pork, two tablespoons minced 
onion, two tablespoons flour, one tea- 
spoon pepper, one and one-half pints 
boiling water, salt.

Split and wash the hearts, season 
them with the salt and pepper, and 
roll them in the flour. Try out the 
pork, and add the onions to the pork 
fat and cook them ten minutes. At the 
end of that time remove the pork and 
onions to a stewpan and fry the hearts 
In the fat. Transfer hearts to the 
stewpan. Rinse the frying pan with 
the water, which should then be poured 
over the hearts. Use the flour that 
remains after the hearts are rolled to 
thicken the broth. Cook the hearts in 
the gravy for three hours, being care­
ful to keep the temperature just below 
the boiling point. At serving time the 
hearts are usually sliced and the gravy 
poured over them.

Baked Breast of Mutton.
Sew up a breast of mutton In a very 

thin cloth, put it into a stewpan, pour 
over it enough cold salted water to 
nearly cover it, and let it simmer, al­
lowing 10 minutes to each pound. Then 
take it out of the saucepan and out 
of the cloth, put it In a baking dish, 
rub it over with mutton drippings, but­
ter or savory fat; sprinkle some flour 
over It and bake for one-half hour in 
a hot oven, basting frequently with its 
own broth. Five minutes before tak­
ing it out of the oven strew fine dry

so far as the argument has proceeded. | 

He finds that the action of the boar J 
lit delegating to Chairman Genest the 
discharge of teachers was ultra vires. | 

He said: "There is a palpable absence 
of good faith in the whole transaction. 
It is contrary to the spirit and intent 
of the injunction order. It is contrary 
to what was necessarily implied upon 
the adjournment; and it has created an 
intolerable state of things. There will 
be an order directing the trustees to 
open the schools not later than Wednes I 
day next, and to maintain and keep 
them open and properly equipped with 
properly qualified teachers, and in all 
other ways until the argument and 
judgment in this action, to suffer, per- 
mit and facilitate the return of the 
ousted teachers referred to, to resume 
their former positions as teachers, and 1 
restraining the board from interfering 
with or molesting these teachers in the 
discharge of their duties as such. The 
order will include the servants, agents 
and employees of the board.” I

To Hear Argument.j 
His lordship will hear at the Toronto 

City Hall at 10 a.m. Monday argument 
as to whether the board may, pending 
judgment in this action, give notice 
terminating the employment of the 
teachers. I

The action is brought, says Mr. Jus- 
tice Lennox, to compel the board, repre I 
sented for the most part by Chairman 
Genest, to conduct the schools according 
to the departmental regulations, to cm- 
ploy a teaching staff composed exclu 
sively of qualified persons.

Disgraceful Condition.
Speaking of the injunction granted on 

the 25th of June, and the adjournment 
his lordship says: "Had I known then 
that Mr. Genest contemplated any such 
action as dismissing the teachers, 1 
would have required such addition ^ 
guarantee as would have rendered the 
present disgraceful and disastrous con­
dition of affairs impossible. Every sep 
arate school in Ottawa is closed. Seven 
or eight thousand boys and girls are 
without means of obtaining an educa 
tion. and vicious and perhaps criminal I 
habits, which some of them will inevit 
ably acquire in a life of idleness, will 
probably never be shaken off. Mr. Gen 
est frankly disclosed that one chief ob 
ject of his action was to create a con 
dition of things which would compel the 
department to consent to the employ 
ment of some 23 Christian brothers, who 
are without personal qualification. The 
injunction which, restrains the board 
from disposing of any debentures is 
modified so as to permit the board to 
apply for permission to dispose of the 
debentures should an emergency arise.

GALLANT ACT OF CAPTAIN

1Grenfell Said To Be Recom­
mended for Victoria Cross 

For Bravery.

[Canadian Press.]
London, Sept. 11.—The Rouen corre­

spondent of the Daily Mail sends a 
picturesque story of a great cavalry 
charge at Thuin, a town in Belgium 
near Charleroi, and the subsequent re­
treat to Compiegne. The story fol­
lows:

“On Monday morning. August 24, 
after chafing at the long delay, the 
second British cavalry brigade let 
loose at the enemy’s guns. The Ninth 
Lancers went into action singing and 
shouting like schoolboys.

“For a time all seemed well, few 
saddles were emptied, and the leaders 
had charged almost within reach of 
the enemy’s guns, when suddenly the 
Germans opened a murderous fire from 
at least twenty concealed machine 
guns at a range of 150 yards.

Result Terrible.
“The result was shattering, and the 

Lancers caught the full force of the 
storm. Vicomte Vauvineux, a French 
cavalry officer who rode with the 
brigade as interpreter, was killed in­
stantly. Captain Lecourey, who 
was the French master of a school in 
Devon, was riding .by. the. side of 
Vauvineux, and had,anarow escape, 
as his horse was-shot from under him. 
Other officers also fell 1-67 20181

"While the- bulk of the brigade 
swerved to the right, the others held 
on and ran full tilt, into wire entangle- 
ments buried in the grass 30 yards in 
front of the machine guns, and were 
made prisoners. Three regiments of 
the best cavalry in the British army 
went into the charge and suffered 
severely. The Eighteenth Hussars and 
the Fourth Dragoons also suffered, but 
not to the same extent as the others.

For Victoria Cross.
"A happy feature of the charge was 

the gallant conduct of Captain Gren­
fell. who though twice wounded, 
called for volunteers and saved the 
guns. It is said that he has been 
recommended for the Victoria Cross.

“After this terrible ordeal the 
British brigade was harrassed for four­
teen days of retreat, the enemy giving 
them rest neither day or night. At 2 
o’clock each morning they were 
aroused by artillery fire, and every day 
they fought a retiring action, pursued 
relentlessly by the guns.

“It was a wonderful retreat. Daily 
the cavalry begged to be allowed to go 
for the enemy in force to recover lost 
ground, but only once were they per­
mitted to taste that joy at the village 
of Lassigney, which they passed and 
repassed three times.

Raced For Border.
“The Germans made repeated efforts, 

i which were always foiled, to capture 
the retreating transport. It had. how- 

■ever, many narrow escapes. At one 
|point it escaped by a furious gallop, 

which enabled the wagons to cross a 
bridge less than one hour ahead of 
the enemy. The engineers had mined 
the bridge and were waiting to blow 
it up. They sent a hurry-up call to 
the transport, and the latter responded 
with alacrity. The bridge was blown 
up just in time to separate the two 
forces.

“At Compiegne the brigade for the 
first time saw and welcomed their 
French brothers-in-arms."

on Women and Citizens

New York, Sept. 11.—A partial list of 

the alleged German atrocities in Bel­
gium, against which the Belgian King 
has sent a protest to President Wilson, 
was made public today by Count Louis 
De Lichtervelde, secretary of the Bel­
gian commission bearing the protests. 
The commission reached this city today, 
on its way to Washington.

“At Lansmeau, when the Germans en- 
tered the village, two uniformed gend- 
armes attackeu the Germans," Count De 
Lichtervelde said. “In revenge the vil­
lage was invaded on the night of August 
10. Two farms were destroyed; the 
crops were destroyed or carried away; 
six houses were burned, ana all the men 
were compelled to hand over their 
arms.

Brains Battered Out.
"It was found that none had been dis­

chargea recently, ana finally the men 
were separated into three detachments. 
Two of the detachments disappeared. A 
third, consisting of eleven men, was 
driven, at the point of the bayonet, into 
a ditch, and when they were piled in, 
the German soldiers set onto them and 
beat their brains out with the butt ends 
of their rilles.. The eleven battered 
bodies were found later by Belgian 
troops.

“At Boucelles, the German troops went 
into battle carrying the Belgian flag.

Shot at Running Woman.
“On August 10, the German cavalry 

raided the town of Velen, while the in­
habitants slept. One instance of what 
they did may be cited in the case of a 
man named Deglimme, whose house was 
fired and looted. He and his wife were 
taken from the house half-naked. He 
was dragged away in one direction, she 
in another. She was released when two 
miles away and told to run. When she 
ran, the German soldiers fired at her, 
but she escaped the bullets and stag­
gered back to the site of her ruined 
home in a pitiable condition. Her hus­
band also was released and fired upon 
when he ran. He was found, mortally 
wounded, next day, on the road outside 
the town.”

Count De Lichtervelde said he had 
read the statement attributed to the 
German Emperor, in which it was said 
that harsh treatment of Belgians was 
made necessary in some cases, because 
Belgian civilians fired on German sol­
diers.

“I do not see how it is possible for a 
man to lie so," Count De Lichtervelde 
said.
