fEXT OF LAST LETTER

" Qoor for Further Peace Efforts Is Left
Invitingly Open—Asks for Refer-
‘ ence to Arbitration.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Ottawa, July 26.—The text of Hon,
MacKenzie King's last letter to Presi-
dent Hays, acknowledging the receipt
of the latter's telegr#m declining the
Government's proposal for arbitration
of the strike differences, was made
public by the minister this morning.

No further word has been received
from Mr. Hays, z1though the door for
further peace negotiations left
Invitingly open by Mr. King.

In his letter to the Grand Trunk
president the Minister of Labor says
in part:

“As arbitration is only possible up-
on the mutual consent of the parties, I
cannot but regret that your company
has not seen its way to an immmediate
reference of the difference to a board
mutually acceptable, as such a course
would probably have led to an immed-
fate termination of the dispute.

“It may be that in deference to the
public, who more than either of the
Pparties is suffering from the effects
of the present dispute, your company
may yet indicate its willingness to
permit of a reference to arbitration.
Should the company so decide, or
should either of the parties suggest
eny means by which the good offices
of the Government may further be
used towards mediating the present
difference, I shall do my utmost to see
that such service, as far as it is in
the power of the Government to ren-
der, is immediately repdered.”

WIFE WAS DROWNED;
HUSBAND ELECTROCUTED

Misfortune Relentlessly Follows
the Bassett Family in
Michigan.

Detroit, July 26.—Conductor Frank Bas-
sett, of Algonac, operating a Rapid Rail-
way car coming to Detroit last night,
was almost instantly killed by electrocu-
tion while trying to fix the trolley o¢n
the car a short distance this side of
New Baltimore.

It seerns that the running gear of the
trolley went wrong, and Bassett climbed
on top of the car to put on a new pole.
It is believed that in doing so the trolley
pole came in contact with the high ten-

sion feed wire at the side of the track,
and that he received a fatal charge of
the electric current. He toppled and fell
te the ground and was unconscious when
he was picked un. He was placed on the
car and taken back to New Baltimore,
where he died in a short time.

Misfortune has followed the Bassett
family rapidly in the last few months, He
was an assistant cook on the steamer
Frank H. Goodyear which was sunk in a
collision with the steamer James B.
Wood, 35 miles north of Pointe Aux
Barques in Like Huron, May 23. His
wife, who was a waitress on the boat,
was drowned, together with their little
son, Johnnie, ® years old. He and his
mother, Mrs. Emma Bassett, of Port
Huron, were the only ones of the family
to escape from one of the most thrill-
ing accidents that has happened on the
laﬁes this season.

There are two little girls,
12, and Frances, aged §
fatherless and motherless. in Algonac. It
was a pitiful scene when they learned
that their mother and little brother,
Johnnie, would never come home
and now the tragedy is repeated,

Bassett had been a conductor only a
short time. He entered the . U. R.
employ June 6 and passed his examina-
tion and went on a regular run only 10
days ago.

STRIKERS AFTER TOMQRROW

'So Says a Montreal Dispatch—Company Pro.‘essakT0~~Be Con®
fident It Has Won and Claims to Have

Labor Problem—Warns Old Employees.

-Montreal, July 26.—It is announced
that tomorrow (Wednesday) is thelast
day on which strikers will be taken
back into the service of the Grand
Trunk.

The company claims that it has now
solved the problem of finding labor. It
is besieged with applicants who are
being instructed in the duties of
trainmen and yardmen as fast as the
examiners can handle them. So con-
fident do the head officials seem to

be that it.is given out today that af-
ter tomorrow the door will be closed
against the old employees,

So far the strikers have not yet
weakened as a body, though a few re-
turned to work. It Is expected by the
company that the prospect of losing
their pensions will induce many of
the older men to apply to be taken
back before it is too late, and that if
this happens there will be a stampede.

This is, of course, the company's
view of tne situation.

“We should be
false,” said the Prime Minister, “to
the trust which the nation and ®m-
pire have reposed in this House and
in the Government of the day, unless
we maintained that ample margin of
security against all probable or even
possible risks, which is the only insur-
ance a nation such as ours can’
soursue—an insular country with forty
millions of people dependent on for-
eign supplies of food and raw mater-
jal, and responsible for the protec-
tion and defence of dependencies and
dominions in every quarttr of the
globe.” Mr, Asquith addeq that it
would be exactly the same thing if
this increase of naval development,
which has taken place during the last
few years in Germany, had occurred
in France, between which country and
Britain “most intimate ties of friend-
ship and even affection exist.” What
the British Government must do, if
it is to discharge the trust reposed
in it, is to look at the shipbuilding
programmes of the world, take into
account thyz possible risks, and never
sacrifice that margin of safety by
which alone the security of the empire
and its trade can be assured. It is in
no sense from hostility to Germany
that the British Government has had
tolook at German shipbuilding as be-
ing to some extent, to a very large
extent of late years, the governing fac-
tor in the problem of the margin which
has to be secured.

The Disappearance.

Towards the end of January last,
Mrs. Crippen mysteriously disappeared,
and a report was circulated by Haw-
ley tCrippen to the effect that his wife
had left for America to transact busi-
ness there. Later he gave out that he
had received intelligence from the
States that the lady was seriously ill
with pneumonia, and this was follow-
€d by the announcement of her death
and cremation near San Francisco,

Mrs, Crippen had a large circle of
acquaintances in the theatrical world
owing to her association with the
Music Hall Ladies’ Guild as honorary !
secretary, and they were apparently
much mystified by the lady’s disap-
pearance. It was not.until the end of
June, however, that they mentioned
their suspicions to the police. A lady
and gentleman visited Scotland Yard,
and related the facts to Superintend-
ent Froest and Chief Detective Inspec-
tor Dew, of the criminal investigation
department. Inquiry was immediately
set on foot. Crippen, questioned by the
detectives, admitted that all his for-
mer stories were incorrect, and stat-
ed that he_had a quarrel with his
wife, who had gone away, saying she
would never see him again. He be-
lieved she had journeyed to America.

The Other Woman.

In the meantime, a new arrival ap-
peared at the Hilldrop Crescent house.
Crippen took to his home a young lady
typist, Miss L.e Neve, who was acting
as his assistant at his place of busi-
ness in Oxford street. Miss Le Neve
was introduced by Crippen as his wife.
On Saturday, July 9, the two disap-
peared together at midday, and it is
in relation to this couple that the fol-
lowing official notice was issued by the
police:

“Wanied, for murder and mutilation
of a woman, HAWLEY HARVEY
CRIPPEN, alias PBTER CRIPPEN,
alias FRANCKEL, an American doc-
tor; age G50; height, 5 feet 3 inches;

Miss
May, who is among those who set in-
quiries on foot, was in great distress
on account of the terrible discovery,
though, of course, she had feared foul
play.
“In Mrs. Crippen,” she sald tearful-
ly, “I have lost my best friend. She
was a sweet, beautiful woman, char-
itable and kind-hearted, a woman
whom I should have thought nobody
could help loving. A portrait, with
her name and inscription on the back,
is one of the treasures I would not
part with for anything now. She was
a vaudeville artiste, fairly well known
under her stage name of Belle EI-
more, but I do not know that she had
appeared much in recent years.
“It was in this very room that T con-
doled with the man when he told me
she had gone to California on account
of her bad health, But the more we
thought of that, the more strange did
it appear to the members of the com-
mittee and myself that she should
have gone away without letting us
know.

There can be little doubt now that
this letter was q forgery. Mrs. Crip-
pen always spelled her stage name
with one “1,” but at the time it was
supposed that, being indisposed, she
might have dictated the letter.

On March 26 there appeared this
advertisement in a theatrical paper:

“Elmore—March 23, in California,
U. 8. A, Miss Belle Elmore (Mrs. H.
H, Crippen).”

So deep was the distress occasioned
among the officials and committee of
the guild, and so unsatisfactory did
the circumstances appear, that the
step-son of Mrs. Crippen, at Los An-
g8eles, was communicated with, His
statement that he knew mnothing of
the death led to more stringent Iin-
quiries, and ultimately the police were
called in.

In the neighborhod of Hilldrop
Crescent considerable comment seems
to have been aroused by the young lady
typist, Clara Le Neve. She was appar-

The police suggestion that this girl

she remembers Crippen visiting the
shop recently accompanied by a
youth, whom the manageress describ-
ed as being “very nice-looking,” and
about 15 years of age. He was well
dressed In an Eton suit, and had dark
hair.

The proprietor of the Camden
Library, York road, who knew the
Crippens, said that Mrs. Crippen was
a plump, rather flashily-dressed wo-
man, with a mass of golden hair.

“They were frequent customers at
my shop,” he added, ‘and the lady took
in a number of theatrical ang fashion
papers, They seemed on good terms,
and gave one the impression of being
well off. I have not seen Mrs. Crip-
pen for some months, and about the
end of February Mr. Crippen came
and told me not to send his wife any
more papers, as she was going abroad
on a theatrical tour. About a fort-
night ago he came and paid his bill,
and after that I missed him. A week
or two ago my boy said, ‘I think there
is another Mrs. Crippen living there.
She is a very showy woman. But I
set all this down as gossip.”

“They always seemed to be as
happy as sandboys,” declared another
tradesman. “She was a chatty, hand-

Saskatoon, Sask., July 25.—Two im-
portant official pronouncements were
communicated to the Grain Growers
of Saskatchewan at a largely: attended
meeting held at Lanigan, en route to
this town, on Saturday. Referring to
the fiscal policy, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
said: “The taritt the Liberal Govern-
given is not the best, but
than that which it dis-
1t needs further improve-
It will have to be gradually
reduced. But before revision is un-
dertaken, the Government will again
appoint a commission to investigate.

It will aim, having in view
the common -wealth of our common
country, to go as far as may be justi-
fiable towards the trade policy of
England, the shining example of the
world, although®it canvot be expected
that we can accomplisys in one or two

‘The farmer’s implements
were his raw material, and this is an
agricultural country. I know you
agree with me,” he addressed the
Premier, “but we want a little more
in that line than you've done during
the last year. I am a Liberal, and
want you to carry out the programme
of 1893. You've done wonders, Sir
Wilfrid. You made certain improve-
ments even in this, but I sometimes
think the Red Parlor has a little too
much influence with some in the Lib-
eral party. That's all. You won’t be
offended at plain speaking?” he con-
cluded.

~ IS IMPROVING

Grand Trunk Freight Trains
Are Moving—Carshops at
Various Points Resume.

MR.BROWNLEE OPTIMISTIC

Says Situation “Looks Good”’—All the
Shops Reopened—Number of Old
Men Coming Back.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Stratford, July 25.—Instructions
were received yesterday afternoon by
Master Mechanic Robert Patterson to
resume work at the local shops. As
a result some 800 men returned to
work, The remainder, some of them,
were either away holidaying, or some
few of them had taken positions on
the road. The first freight train
moved out of Stratford since the strike
left at 5:30 this morning for Toronto.
The train consisted of 30 cars, mostly
merchandise and dead freight. Another
freight train, consisting of 12 cars, left
for Goderich at 6:45 this morning, a
number of plain clothes constables go-
ing along for protection. A full pas-
senger service has been reorganized to
Port Rowan, and trains are also run-
ning to Elmira and Galt. Trainmas-
ter Wilson reports a number of old-
timers are coming back. The passen-
ger service has now been thoroughly
reorganized, and everything is run-
ning well on time. Several of the
local factories continue to cart their
goods to St. Marys to be shipped from
that point via C. P. R.

one of the canons of the Limerick
Cathedral, and had made for himself
a splendid name as a pulpit orator and
worker. During his career in London
he had fully maintained this, and had
been known as one of the most untir-
ing workers in the Anglican Church.
Rector of St. Paul's,

When Dean Innes died in 1903,
Canon Dann was appointed rector of
St, Paul's, and in 1908 was named pre-
centor by Bishop Williams. He al-
ways took the deepest interest in all
the departments of church work, and
was especially interested in the work
among young people, He was respons-
ible tor the organization of many of
the flourishing young people’s societies
that St. Paul's and other Anglican
churches now have, and was a great
force in the Sunday school. He was a
firm believer in instilling religion into
the young.

The church choir and the organist,
Mr, G. B. Sippi, always found him
their warm friend, and he co-operated
with them fully in making the musi-
cal services the best. He introduced
the old English custom of holding
carol services at Christmas time.

At the meetings of the Synod Canon
Dann was a familiar figure, and his
wide and practical grasp of affairs
throughout the Diocese of Huron al-
ways made his views on any question
he spoke on of great value.

In the Synod.

During the last meeting of the Synod
he spoke on a number of the leading
questions that were up for discussion,
and on many occasions his remarks
were greeted with great applause.

Canon Dann was always interested
in any movements for the general good
of the city, and was ready at all times
to give his services. He had served
on many committees for public good,
and always did his work faithfully and
well. His natural eloquence and wit
made him much sought after at var-
ious functions, and many who have
attended graduation exercises and af-
fairs of a similar nature will remem-
ber his splendid addresses.

As chaplain of the troops which
camp on Carling's Helghts every year
he became widely known and loved
among the men. His influence was
very great among them, and by his
example and words he always urged
them to be true Christian soldiers.

Only those in close contact with him
knew the amount of quiet, unosten-
tatious work that he dig among the]
»oor of the city, all of whom found |
in him a friend, with an open, kindly,
honest heart.

Born in Ireland.

Canon Dann was about 64 years ¢ld,
and was born in the southern part of
Ireland. He was educated at the col-
lege at Fermoy, where Dr. Robinson,
a well-known scholar, was principal.

Later he attended the Royal Uni-
versity at Dublin, Ireland, and in 1863
graduated with the degree of B. A, In
186Y he obtaineq his B. D. He was
ordained as deacon ana commenced his
work as curate in St. Nicholas Church,
Cork, of which Rev, George W ebster,
chancellor of the diocese, was in
charge.

Later he wrote & memoir of this
widely known cleric, which was great-
ly appregiated.

The Bible and Its Critics.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

I have read with some interest a
long and, as I think, thoroughly hide-
bound article, in a recent issue of 'The
Advertiser, under the captian “Ca-
tholics and the Bible,” from the pen of
'Thomas J. Al. Dougherty, of London.
I have not at hand the other letters
contributed to this sectarian contro-
versy .and have no desire to take any
in what seems to be the main
questions at issue, namely, the (narge

t that certain priests of the Roman Ca-
tholic Church have been burning the

Bibles found in Catholic homes in
Quebec, and the counter charge that
Protestant missionaries and societies
virtually “buy” their converts, and
from among the poorest of the poor.

Whatever may be said relative to
the main charge, and as 1 have no
knowledge of it, I am not defending it.
The counter charge appears in the
very face of it as a mere retort used
recently by the lHerarchs of the Ro-
man Catholic . Church against the
Methodist propaganda in Rome. It is
quite legitimate to criticise methods,
it these are considered objectionable,
but to impugn Christian motives and
Christian sincerity by way of “getting
even,” can hardly be said to enhance
the Christian spirit we would natural-
ly look for in this ‘“one church uni-
versal.” .

I am pleased to learn that Mr.
Dougherty has read the authorized
version of the Bible through twice,
and that he had the patience to *“plod
through it once to find out how many
timmes wine and strong drink are men-
tioned therein.” If, as is quite prob-
able, Mr. Dougherty read our version
through on the other occasion with
some similar object in view, 1 leave
the unbiased reader to judge how
much of the literary beauty of that
noble version, “with all its twenty-five
thousand mistranslations,” Mr. Dough-
erty would discern. This gratuitous
reference to the supposed inaccuracies
of the authorized version must either
betray a wanton desire on the part of
the above writer to misrepresent, or a
dense ighorance of the literary pro-
cesses involved in the intricate task of
faithfully rendering the original into
English. Mr. Dougherty, of all writ-
ers, should have guarded himself
against making such a sweeping state-
ment on his own authority, as he
never tires of asking his opponents for
evidence and proof in support of their
assertions. ’

The statement may be partially
true, and Mr. Douhgerty may have
read it somewhere, but I ask him to
cite his authority, and just what he
means by “‘mistranslations.”” In what
connection did his authority make the
statement, and were there any qual-
ifications added in any measure ex-
planatory of these ‘‘mistranslations”?
Of course, there are minute errors and
faulty renderings all through King
James’ version, or there would have
been no need of incurring the im-
mense labor and expense of preparing
the revised version. Many of these so-
called “miatransiations” merely repre-
sent obsolete forms of expression and
of grammatical construction perfectly
legitimate in King James’' time. Be-
gides, these are not a few terms that
are now universally regarded as in-
delicate and needlessly offend modern
readers. Then again, King James’ ver-
sion has always been regarded as a
classic in English literature, and it is
well known that stately diction and
exquisite literary rhythm are incon-
gruous with slavish literality. Further,

He can-
not plead ignorance of his own Bible
when he has ours down so very fine.

\Whole lHteratvres of contemporary
peovles, older than the religious litera-
ture of the Hebrews, have been un-
earthed and deciphered since the Douay
and King James’ Bibles first appeared,
and have thrown new light upon the
Hebrew text. Valuable manuscripts
of the original text of the Bible not z_xc-l
cessible bLefore have laid their 'rlch
treasures at the feet of the commniittee
of learned and godly men, who under-
took the preparation of the revised.
version. Now, while I entirely agree:
with you, Mr. Editor, that the differ-
ences between the Douay and King
James' editions of the Rible are trifling
so far as essential truth is concerned,
yvet the revised version is unquestion-
ably superior to either, and i{f the
beauty of its diction has slightly suf-
fered, its clearness and faithfulness to
the original has been enhanced.

Mr. Dougherty tries to score the
professors of our Protestant colleges
for teaching heresy. He also says that
“hundreds of ithousands bhave lost faith
in all divine revelations through read-
ing the Bible.” 1 do not think this is
a very wise inference to make. I sub-
mit that it is not merely reading the
Bible that leads to lack of faith in
divine revelation. It is reading the
Bible critically in the 1light of ex-
travagant claims regarding its infal-
libility and inerrancy still made in
some of our pulpits that makes the
Protestant nneasy regarding the es-
sential stability of his faith, The Ca-
tholic, too. who has had the doctrines
of the infallibility and solidarity of
the church thundered in his ears since
childliood, is ofien disillusioned when
he reads history. He finds that the
church, both Catholic and Protestant,
tathered the most cruel superstitions,
such as witcheraft, and for centuries
tried to suppress every scientific dis-
