A SHORT

HISTORICAL SKETCH
PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND,

AND A DESCRIPTION OF ITS

PRINCIPAL SUMMER RESORTS, &c.
Prince Edward Island, one of the Provinces of the 

Dominion of Canada, situated in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
was discovered on St. John’s day, twenty-fourth of June, 
1497, by the celebrated discoverer, Sebastian Cabot, who, 
indicative of the day, named it the Isle of St. John. Its 
length is one hundred and fifty miles, and width in the 
widest part is thirty-four miles, and it contains an area of 
two thousand one hundred and thirty-three square miles. 
It is separated from Nova Scotia and New Brunswick by 
the Straits of Northumberland, which, between Ca
Traverse and Tormentine, is only nine miles wide. The 
Island is deeply indented with hays and rivers, which 
afford short and safe communication betwixt many inland 
places. A magnificent growth of forest trees at one time 
waved over this province, and there still remains many 
shady groves of soft maple, graceful cedar, elegant elm, 
spruce, hemlock, and all the varieties of wood peculiar to a 
Canadian forest.

By the treaty of Fontainebleau in 1,63, the Island was 
ceded by France to Great Britain, and placed under the

government of Nova Scotia. A survey of the Island and 
of all the British North American Provinces, ordered hy 
the Imperial Government, was commenced in 1704, and 
finished in 1766. After this survey no doubt remained as 
to the fertility of the land. Previous to that various plans 
were suggested as to the settlement of the colony. The 
most strenuous efforts were made by the Earl of Egmont, 
first Lord of the Admiralty, for a grant of the Island, and 
to hold the same in fee of the crown. He proposed to 
settle it on a feudal plan, and that he himself should lie 
lord paramount of the whole Island. His plans were set 
forth in an elaborate memorial to the king,and were liucked 
by several communications addressed to the lords of trades 
and plantations, and signed by influential gentlemen dis­
tinguished for military and other services. The king 
referred the mutter to the board of trade. In 1764 the 
board reported that the principles of the plan seemed 
adverse to the system of late years adopted in the settlement 
of the colonies, and that as his lordship's scheme was more 
calculated to answer the purpose of military and defence 
than of agriculture and commerce, they could not advise 
his majesty to comply with Lord Egmont’s proposal. The Is­
land was afterwards divided into sixty-seven lots. These lots 
or townships, with the exception of a few reservations, were 
disposed of, by means of the 1ml lot box, to parties having 
claims on the government upon certain conditions. Thus, 
on the twenty-third of July, in the year 1767, was the 
Island apportioned, with the exception of lot sixty-six. 
About six thousand acres were reserved for the crown, and 
lots forty ami fifty-nine—-which had already been promised 
to parties in consideration of having made improvements 
and established fisheries on the Island.

In 1770, at the request of the proprietors, the Island was 
erecte 1 into a separate government, and ('apt. Walter 
Patterson, one of the Island grantees, was appointed 
Governor. At this time there were only one hundred and 
fifty families and five proprietors living on the IslamL 
In 1773 the first Assembly was convened, and the first Act 
passed was one ratifying the proceedings of the governor 
in council from the first day of May, 1769, to the then

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Mott’s Broma for the Sick-
session of the Assembly. One of the conditions on which 
the land was granted was, that the grantees should settle on 
each lot a settler for every two hundred acres, and one- 
third of the land to be settled within four years. Three 
years had passed ; hardly anything had been done to comply 
with these terms. Only a very few of the proprietors 
showed any zeal in doing their duty in this matter. To 
make gain with as little expense as possible seemed to be 
the great object of the most of these gentry. Governor 
Fanning succeeded Governor Patterson in 1787, and, lieing 
appointed through the influence of the prorpietors, he was 
more disposed than Governor Patterson to favor their 
interests. He caused a bill to lie passed the first session of 
the Assembly held after his appointment, nullifying some 
sales of land made for non-fultilment of terms in 1781. 
The bill, however, did not receive the royal assent. Under 
the direction of the Provincial Government an investigation 
was held in 1797, whereby it was found that twenty-three 
lots, embracing four hundred and fifty-eight thousand five 
hundred and eighty acres, had not a single family settled on 
them, and eighteen lots, containing three hundred and 
sixty-three thousand acres, had only eighty-four families. 
At this time the whole population was estimated at five 
thousand. These facts led to an agitation for the escheat 
of the lands of those proprietors who had proved so utterly 
indifferent to the terms of settlement. The House of 
Assembly, sensible to the necessity of the more effectual 
settlement of the Island, petitioned the Home Government, 
praying that measures be taken to compel the landlords to 
do their duty, or that their lands be granted to actual 
settlers. The petition was forwarded to the Duke of 
Portland, who commended the resolutions ; but so |K>werful 
was the influence of the proprietors with the Home Gov­
ernment, that they not only succeeded in preventing the 
petition from leading to any practical result, but also suc­
ceeded in obtaining (1802) a reduction in the quit rents, 
which, by the condition of settlement, they were obliged to 
pay the government, and which now had fallen into arrears 
amounting to nearly fifty-nine thousand pounds sterling.

The inconvenience arising from the Island lieuring the 
same designation as the capitals of Newfoundland and New

Brunswick, it was deemed expedient to give the colony a 
new name. In 1798 an Act was introduced in and passed 
by the Local Legislature, which changed the name to Prince 
Edward Island, and received the royal sanction the following 
year. The change took effect from the commencement of 
1800. This name was given as a mark of gratitude to the 
Duke of Kent, father of Queen Victoria, and Commander- 
in-Chief of the forces of British North America, who took 
a practical interest in the welfare of the Island. Although 
the reduction of the quit rents failed as an inducement to 
many of the proprietors to pay what was really due the 
government, it enabled them more easily to obtain pur­
chasers for their estates, so that from the commutation to 
the year 1806 nearly' a third of the Island was transferred 
by purchase to persons, many of whom were desirous, by 
industry, to make the venture a profitable one. Notwith­
standing the large reductions made in the arrears of quit 
rents by the crown, the landlords seemed in no way desirous 
of fulfilling their obligations regarding the payment. In 
1803 the Island Assembly passed an Act authorizing the 
establishment of a Court of Escheat on the Island, with a 
view of having the estates of non-paying proprietors 
reverted to the crown. The bill was sent to the Home 
Government for approval. There was no session of the 
Assembly in 1804, and no information was as yet received 
regarding the fate of the bill. In 1803 the Earl of Selkirk 
brought out and settled on his property, north and south of 
Point Prim, eight hundred Highlanders, who, by industry 
and perseverance, became comfortable aud prosperous farm­
ers. With this exception Governor Fanning’s eighteen 
years administration, which terminated in 1805, was no 
way remarkable for the progress or advancement of the 
interests of the Island.

Colonel Joseph F. W. DesBarres in July, 1805, succeeded 
Governor Fanning. He was well advanced in life, and was 
for some time previously Governor of Cape Breton, when 
that island was a separate colony. Shortly after his arrival 
he received official intimation that the bill passed by the 
Local Assembly in 1803, regarding the Court of Escheat, 
was disallowed. During his eight years of office public

affairs seems to be conducted with calmness. He gave no 
evidence of the tyrannical disposition which characterized 
his successor, Charles Douglas Smith, who succeeded him in 
1813. War was then raging between England and the 
United States, and Governor Smith’s earliest attention was 
given to forming companies of militia for defence of the 
province. The Assembly met in November, 1813, but, as it 
did not accord with his notions of propriety, he thought 
proper to prorogue the House in January, not again con­
vening it until July, 1817, and then, biking offence at some 
of the proceedings during the session, he dissolved the 
House, with a view' of returning an Assembly more in 
accordance with his ow’n views. The new House, on being 
convened, proved as refractory as the former one. In a fit 
of passion he dissolved it. His actions on subsequent occa­
sions goes to show him to have been an erractic, if not an 
autocratical ruler.

On the twenty-sixth of July 1823, the Prince Edward 
Island Register, the first Island newspaper made its appear- 
ence, edited and published by Mr. James Douglas Haszard. 
It referred in severe terms to some of the recent actions of 
the Governor and charged him with stretching the 
prerogatives of his office far beyond their legitimate limits, 
more especially in his capacity of Judge in the Court of 
chancey. For these publications he was called before the 
Court, with the Governor against whom tht alleged offence 
was committed as judge. He was charged with contempt of 
court. But on Mr. Haszard disclosing the authors of the 
articles complained of, he was dismissed after a solemn 
admonition that when about to publish anything again to 
beware and keep clear of a chancelier. The cnanceller’s 
rule, however, was drawing to a close. In the following 
October he was succeeded by Colonel Ready who arrived in 
a brig from Bristol. It is not our intention however to 
dwell on the earlier history of the country. The land 
question for years was a cause of agitation and discontent 
on the Island. All that is now happily settled. In 1875 
the local government passed an act by which the lunds were 
purchased from the proprietors, in order that the tenants by 
easy terms, would become owners of the soil they had

redeemed from the forest, consequently a very healthy 
impetus was given to the farmers and prosperity of the 
Island.

The soil of the Island is strong and rich, and for a long 
time, if attention is paid to rotation, good crops can be 
obtained with but little manure. The soil is particularly 
adopted for wheat, oats and potatoes. There are many 
peat bogs said to be of excellent quality, and may some 
day afford good fuel. The union of P. E. Island with the 
Dominion of Canada, took place on the first of July 1873, 
since which time the progress of the Island has been rapid, 
and the export trade more than doubled.

The population at the last census (1881) was one bundled 
and eight thousand eight hundred and ninety-one, which is 
supposed to have increased to one hundred and eleven 
thousand.

To those who like to spend their summer months in a 
sequestered spot, undisturbed by the roar and rush, and de­
mands of fashion, at the big resorts of pleasure, Prince 
Edward Island has peculiar charms. Its cultivated farms 
ami the rolling sea that breaks upon its white downs, and 
its long reach of magnificient shores are beginning to at­
tract American visitors, and yearly the travel to its silvery 
strands is increasing. Those who have summered in Prince 
Edward Island speak in glowing terms of its green hills, 
and pleasant vales,surf,bathing,boating,fishing am shooting, 
are among the enjoyments that are here offered. Hardly a 
square mile but affords a view of the sea with its invigor­
ating breeze. Hardly a parish but can afford excellent 
fishing or shooting. Hardly a mile of its shores, but 
offers tempting sea bathing. The drives from Charlottetown, 
the capital,to the sea shores, to the salmon and trout streams 
with which the Island abounds, offers abundant enjoyment 
in themselves, attractions th it cannot be lightly esteemed 
by parties on a summer vacation.

The Island is not deficient in good accomodation. There 
are many fine seaside hotels, plenty of comfortable country 
hotels and summer boarding houses affording a pleasant 
haven during the summer months. For pure air, beauty of 
scenery and general appearence of comfort and independ-

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ence of its people, the Island is without a rival. The care­
fully cultivated farms, the neat and comfortable houses, the 
well kept orchards and shady groves, the churches, schools 
stores and post offices, all betoken u thrifty and prosperous 
people. There are very few who have spent the summer 
months in this province, who do not again return to their 
favourite haunts by its shores, verdant fields and shady 
groves. Its fair bays with wooded Islands offers rich duck 
shooting at certain times, while plover and otherfsmall 
game are plentiful in their season. -There are splendid 
sheets of water for boat sailing, and dark pools overhung by 
shadowing trees or ripples of miniturc waterfalls otter un­
failing sport to the lover of the rod and reel. In a few of 
the watering places, such as Malpenue, Rustic» and Souris, 
it is a pleasant sight to behold tile fishing fleet in the 
harbor, as the tall masts grow dim and the Island fade 
from sight in the twilight that steals over land and water. 
It is also a fine scene to observe them again getting under 
way and sailing out to sea as the sun sparkles on the 
rippling waves and snowy sails. In these parts are unlimited 
recreation for all who care to enjoy cod or mackerel fishing 
and excellent spots for surf .bathing around the sandy 
shores.

On approaching the Island from the sea, it appears 
comparatively level, but many parts round the coast are 
steep, rising to an elevation of five hundred feet. Nearing 
the shores the voyager beholds imposing and picturesque 
scenery. The verdant slopes, luxuriously waving grain 
fields, handsome cottages, and fair rural suits command a 
beautiful prospect of well cleared and highly cultivated 
laud. Sailing round the Island and entering

CHARLOTTETOWN,
one of the finest harbours in the world, the tourist can at 
once combine city with suburban life. Charlottetown is the 
capital of this fair and fertile Island, and- is beautifully 
situated on undulated ground, and bordered by the placid 
waters of the Hillsborough, York, and Elliott Rivers. The 
city contains about thirteen thousand inhabitants. Its

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civic government comprises a mayor and ten councillors. 
It is well laid out, with large squares and wide streets 
running at right angles to each other, some of them have 
lately been ornamented with various kinds of native and 
imported trees, which in a few years will add considerably 
to the pleasant and charming appearance of the city. The 
four large squares, named respectively Queen’s, King's, 
Hillsborough, and Rotchford, are conveniently and ex­
cellently located. On Queen Square stands the Dominion 
and Provincial buildings. This square of late summers has 
through the exquisite taste, judgment and incessant 
watchfulness of Mr. Arthur Newbery, assistant provincial 
secretary, become the centre of culture and beauty. To 
attempt a description of it would be idle. It is one mass of 
variegated bloom. Its well designed walks and the rare 
taste displayed in harmonizing the colors of the beautiful 
flower plots command the admiration of beholders. On the 
erection of a contemplated fountain this square will com­
pare favourably with any public garden in the Dominion.

The city is steadily adopting the improvements of the 
age. It is lighted with electricity and connected by 
telephone with the other principal towns on the Island. 
This fall (1888) it will be supplied with an abundance of 
pure water, from a spring in the valley west of St. Dunstan’s 
College, about 2'/2 miles out in the suburbs. Charlottetown 
can boast of as flue public buildings as any city of its size 
in the Dominion. The Post Office, Custom House, Savings 
Bank, and the various offices connected with the Federal 
Government are in the Dominion building on Queen Square. 
The Court House built of brick, finished ir 1870, is a fine 
building. In tin centre of the square is the Colonial build­
ing, built of Nova Scotia free stone the comor stone of 
which was laid m 1843. This is a very imposing edifice and 
from the roof a splendid view can be obtained of the 
harbour and surrounding country. In this building the 
local parliament meets, and in days of yore its walls re­
sounded to speeches which would be creditable to statesmen 
of mightier parliaments.

A New City building just completed is another acquisi­
tion to the city. This building affords ac ommodation for

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the City Council chamber, Mayor’s Offices, the Stipendiary 
Magistrates Court room, water Commissioners, Police and 
other offices. The steam fire engines are here housed in a 
roomy apartment. It is built of Island brick trimmed 
with free stone and fitted with all the modern improvements. 
A photographic view of this and other public buildings ap­
pears in the preceding pages.

There are also two excellently appointed and thoroughly 
equipped hospitals, named the Charlottetown, and P. E. 
Island.

The Market house which is on a line with the Dominion, 
and other public institutions on Queen Square, is a large 
wooden building and on Tuesday and Friday is capitally 
supplied with all the creature comforts—flesh, fish and 
fowl—an abundance of excellent vegetables and fruits 
which can be procured at extremely low prices. The City 
Hall is over the Market place and is capable of holding a 
large number—twelve hundred or more persons. There is 
also a well furnished opera house, with a seating capacity 
of one thousand, on Prince street.

The churches are numerous and well attended. With 
few exceptions, can the school accommodations of Charlotte­
town be excelled. Besides the Government schools, there 
are many other massive buildings worthy of notice. The 
Colleges, Convents, Bishops Palace, and Lunatic Asylum are 
magnificent structures and a credit to the capital. Within 
the last five years, some exceedingly handsome private 
residences have been erected, and the number at present 
under construction goes to show the taste and prosperity 
of the inhabitants. The warehouses, dry goods and 
other stores are substantial buildings. The business men 
are noted for their integrity, and their places of business 
plainly indicates that they are no ways lacking in energy, 
and determination to succeed.

The suburban scenery is mngniticient, of which perhaps 
Victoria Park, about ten minutes walk from the centre of 
the city and charmingly located, takes the lead. It is 
encircled by a road running alotrtr the shore of the beautiful 
Hillsborough River, and commanding a splendid view of 
the picturesque entrance to the harbor, and winding around

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at the “ Rocklin ” where they will find all the comforts re­
quired. It is well situated, and very convenient for the 
public in general. The' “ American ” house kept by Mr. J. 
Kelly, and the Provincial, Duncan, and the Eldon house, are 
good houses, and centrally located. The Railway house, 
kept by Mr. McRae, situated on Richmond street, is in close 
proximity to the Market, Post Office, and other public 
offices.

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embowered in foliage, are of themselves well worth a visit 
to the Island. The scenery along the courses of the 
north, west, and east rivers is delightful, all" presenting 
objects of interest and admiration. A magnificient drive 
from Charlottetown, is that to Brackley Point, and calling 
at the “Sea View” house kept by Ewen Houston, the tourist 
can have a magnificient view of the gulf and bay.

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lands, and the waters dotted with white winged vessels and 
steamers is a panorama once seen is not soon forgotten. 
At the East and West Hiver, the blockhouse, and other 
resorts, no great distance from city the disciples of Isaac 
Walton will enjoy good sport. If the special attractions of 
this Island, were as widely known as places of less natural 
beauty, we feel confident that it would soon become what 
nature destined it to be, the leading watering place of this 
Dominion.

After lingering some days in Charlottetown, and its 
surroundings, the tourists will naturally be inclined to visit 
other portions of this fair and promising land. This he 
does on a fair summers (lay, by starting on the train for 
Hunter Hiver, en route to Rustico, passing down the valley 
of Hunter River, with its gentle slopes, waving grain 
fields, and numerous orchards, on through the pretty village 
of New Glasgow, until he reaches Rustico. This dtive is 
through some of the fairest scenes of rural loveliness. The 
“Seaside,” kept by John Newson & Co., is here, and takes 
rank amongst the very best watering places in the provinces. 
The location and beautitiul surroundings of the hotel, can 
hardly be surpassed. Nature has been generous to this 
locality ; no hot or sultry days are here experienced. In 
Rustico the bracing breeze wafted over the dancing waves, 
that roll before it, renders the air cool and invigorating 
giving bloom to the cheek, and health and vigour to the 
languid system.

From the piazza of the "Seaside" the view is extremely 
delightful. A few paces from the lawn, a little to the 
north, is the calm and placid waters of the harbor with its 
narrow entrance, and protected on the other side by a 
substantial breakwater, a friendly lighthouse 'guides 
the hardy toiler of the sea. A group of fishing establish­
ments in the back ground, flunked by green and picturesque 
scenery rolling away to the west. Another branch of the 
harbor is to the right, and is separated from the gulf by 
Robinsons Island, while beyond all, the deep blue sea in 
majestic grandeur stretches away, far «way beyond the 
reach of mortal eye.

Tiie waves and the winds are the messengers that proclaim 
the existence of a dmty wliose prore-s they si ig in an • vur 
varying tone.”

Like Souris in the south eastern section of the Island, the 
large mackerel fleet of schooners and boats make the harbor 
of Rustico the head quarters at the north side of the Island 
and consequently affords an excellent, opportunity for the 
enjoyment of deep so-x lishing. The Seaside is elegantly 
furnished, fitted in the best style, and is bright, airy and 
comfortable. The diuing room has a capacity without 
crowding of seating a hundred. The parlors, reading, and 
other rooms are well furnished and command good views 
of the gulf.

most fastidious. A new wing has lately been added, which 
owing to the increased patronage was necessary, and the 
hotel now affords room for about one hundred guests.

One of the most beautiful scenes perhaps of the whole 
Island is thus described by the graphic, pen of the visitor 
heretofore quoted, ami one beheld nearly every evening 
from the Piazza of the “ Seaside “ is when about one 
hundred of the white sailed fishing boats, with their tired 
crews, come into the harbour every sunset, each boat as she 
comes to anchor in the quiet haven inside the bar dropping 
her snowy sails, as a bird folds its weary wings at twilight, 
or a child sinks to rest on its mothers breast. The breeze 
dies away, the sea calms down, mystic twilight, soft as an 
angels blessing, steals slow ly over the scene, merging into 
the darker hours of night, till all is hid from view but the 
faithful lamp of the lighthose, the twinkling farm lights 
on the hillsides, the watch lights of the boats, and the 
silvery harbor whose surface is touched and glorified by 
the faint beams of the new moon, just discernable in the 
western sky ; and ever the moaning sea—its waves changed 
to long heaving swells—sings in its plaintive notes. 
We go to sleep at night to its lullaby and waken with ns 
morning song ringing in our ears.”

Another beautiful scene for thou who rise with the sun, 
is the starting out of the fishing fleet. Under a cloud of 
white canvas, they leave the harbor together, and by the 
time they have scattered and reached the various fishing 
grounds the round of sweet holiday has again commenced 
among Rustico’s happy visitors.

Another beautifully situated place with charming natural 
surroundings is

CAPE TRAVERSE
destined to become one of the leading resorts of the 
province. It is beautifully situated at the narrowest 
part of Northumberland straits, opposite Cape Tormentine. 
From these capes the ice boats cross in winter, and at this 
point is the terminus of Cape Traverse Branch Railway. 
Here also the Island is connected with the outside world by 
telegraph and daily trains. Besides its beautiful natural

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scenery it possesses many other advantages peculiar to it­
self. The dark green woods form a ■splendid hack ground 
to the rich farms that tip the waters edge, and at some 
points terminating in abrupt headlands and steep red hunks 
with a long line of splendid I leach at their base.

A splendid bay is formed by Cape Traverse River, with 
Carlton point on the right, and Cape Traverse on the left. 
Boating and sea bathing are the favourite pastimes here ami 
for such there are ample facilities. Hero the tourist enjoys 
good trout fishing in Cape Traverse and other rivers. The 
shores, meadows, and marshes, abound in plover, snipe, and 
duck, while the straits afford some of the finest mackerel 
fishing. The air at this place is the purest, and the water 
the clearest that can he met at. any point along the straits, 
this together with the temperature, which is most agreeable 
during the summer months, contributes largely to make the 
Cape one of the most attractive points along the Island 
coast.

Along this shore is seen the long low line of New 
Brunswick coast, terminating in Cape Tormentinc, only a 
distance of nine miles across the strait. Whilst the con­
tinued passing and repnssing of numerous steamers, vessels, 
and boats on the blue waters of this narrow strait adds 
vivacity and interest to the natural scenery. Cape 
Traverse is a stirring little village. The “ Lnnsdowne ’’ 
hotel, Alex. Strang, proprietor, is in every way as good 
as could be wished for; in connection with which are 
conveniently situated bathing houses, sail boats, and other 
attractions and conveniences necessary for a full round of 
amusement and recreation. The view from the hotel is in 
all directions splendid, and those who wish to spend a 
pleasant vacation in a delightful spot will find the realization 
of their desires in a visit to Cape Traverse. The drives 
round about and into this highly cultivated section of the 
country are very pleasant, and the walks along the shores 
and on the lengthy pier running a considerable distance out 
into the waters of the strait, form a splendid promenade 
during a fine summer da}-.

Leaving Cape Traverse fur the west, we touch at the 
thriving village of

situated eight miles east of Summerside. This» is a place of 
commercial importance, its business men are noted for their 
enterprise, and the straight forward manner in which they 
conduct business is very commendable.

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Alberton from the open waters of the gulf. Here is a 
splendid sheet of water and all that could be desired for 
yutehing, etc. The large fleet of schooners, and fishing boats 
that seek the linny tribe in the treasure stocked waters of 
the gulf, make AlLorton harbour, their head quarters. The 
country in the neighbourhood of the village is exceedingly 
picturesque. The tine farms dotted with neat and com­
fortable buildings, and the vast rolling green swells broken 
here and there by shady groves and luxurious orchards. 
While lingering around a magnifiaient settlement known as 
Kildare, we touch at the (lapes, where the visitor cannot but 
look with admiration on the vast blue waters dotted with 
the white sails of the fishing fleet. While away across the 
broad gulf looms the neighbouring shores of New 
Brunswick. Passing through a very beautiful, and one of 
the most inviting spots on tne Island we reach

TIONIFiI
the western terminus of the P. E. Island Railroad, sixty 
eight miles from Summerside. It is a neat, thriving, well 
kept though somewhat scattered village. The streets are 
well laid off and carefully looked after. The surrounding 
country at once gives evidence of the industry and thrift 
of the people. The groves and orchard surrounding the 
majority of dwellings indicates a love of the beautiful in 
nature. The land in this vicinity is level, and the farms 
highly cultivated. A beautiful view of the gulf with the 
picturesque fleet can be obtained from a site near the 
church. The shore with gently sloping, smooth, hard sand 
leaches is about a mile and a half from here and offers 
tempting inducements to surf bathers. The large marsh 
between the shore and the village, through which runs a 
tine trout stream emptying into Tignish river, is a capital 
shooting ground ; beginning about the middle of August, this 
marsh abounds with plover, curlew, and other small game. 
The quiet streams and ponds of Tignish and vicinity affords 
unrivalled sport. White the deep sea fisheries here are the 
mast extensive of the Province. Besides, good hotels, there 
are a number of commodious and finely situated private 
dwellings, whose owners could be induced to accommodate

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a limited number of tourists who might tarry awhile at 
this pretty village.

Returning eastward a delightful drive on excellent 
roads, can be had through the picturesque village of 
Cascumpec, and crossing ferry to Lot 11, pass on by the 
winding banks of Canadian and Fox ley Rivers, passing 
pastures green, and fields of waving grain, by ( 'onway inlet 
and Freelands cultivated farms, green woods amf charming 
retreats, or branching otf to Eginont Bay, find another de­
lightful summer resort. Proceeding east, we come to the 
thriving village of Port Hill, and on to the beautiful acadian 
village of Miscouche, through St. Eleanors, and back once 
more to Summerside. We take the cars at Suminerside 
and roll along through some of the most fertile spots on the 
Island. To the right and left as far as the eye can reach are 
large fields of wheat, oats, potatoes, timothy,and rich orchards 
which must rejoice the hearts of the owners. Alighting at 
Bedford Station, and after an interesting drive of four 
miles from there, arrive at a pleasant watering place that 
has many special attractions, wre are in

TRACADIE,
connected with the gulf by a narrow channel running 
out into the sea, on the outside are a high narrow range of 
sand hills “ grass clad to their picturesque summits.” At 
their base the sea rushing in over a reef breaks in a snowy 
line of booming surf on the closely packed bright and stain­
less sands of Tracadie’s wild reef.” This beach can hardly 
be surpassed for bathing purposes. There is here an ex­
cellent hotel, the “Lome" under efficient management.

BRACKLEY POINT,
between Rustico and Covehead Bays, is peerless, as a 
haunt for bathing. No one who contemplates spending a 
pleasant summer holiday in this garden of the gulf will 
regret making Brackley Point his stopping place. The 
range of beach to Rustico is beautiful in the extreme.

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this vicinity, and in the immediate neighbourhood, surf 
bathing, shooting, fishing, and other recreations sought after 
by tourists. There are many other excellent summer resorts 
in Queen’s County, but our limited space reminds us that we 
cannot dwell much longer on the charms of this county. 
After visiting the "New London” house at

STANLEY BRIDGE,

a most delightful locality for recreation, affording good 
angling, boat sailing, and quiet bathing, we leave the fair 
settlements of Queen’s County. On our route to King’s the 
eastern County of the Island, we touch at Mount Stewart 
where some years ago shipbuilding was carried on to a 
considerable extent, and is a lively shipping place at certain 
seasons. The produce of the surrounding country for miles 
is shipped from here, and numerous vessels of the neighbour­
ing provinces, after the summers fishing is over, come here 
to load with potatoes, grain, and other products of the farm. 
Leaving Mount Stewart, we pass St. Andrews Station and 
across the famous trout rivers of More!I and Midgel 1, 
along the banks to the head of St. Peter’s Bay, where the 
waters are spanned by a bridge. This place is thickly 
peopled. Here are stores, tasteful houses, and one or two 
good hotels. The most imposing edifice is the Catholic 
Church with its towering spire which is seen for miles in 
the distance. It is built of brick, and makes a pleasing 
point of colour in the landscape. There are other fine 
Churches, and Schools, Post Office, and wharves all within 
convenient, distance of each other.

A few miles north from here is ( ’able Head, at the extreme 
north side of the Island, and from lien- all along the shore 
as far as east point is nn unrivalled view of the deep blue 
sea, flecked with foam and dotted with the white sails of the 
fleet which off these shores find an almost cxloiustlcss run 
of fish. From St Peter’s we pass through to Hollo Bay, to 
enjoy the rustic scenery to the utmost, once more we pass 
the green and gold of the waving grain,anil the varied foliage 
so refreshing to the eye. and here and there the freshly

painted houses shining in the sun, and every where is an 
air of hospitality and comfort. A bend in the road and the 
stately towers and building of a town are in view. We are 
landed in

SOURIS

the commercial metropolis of the east and the eastern 
terminus of the P. E. Island Railroad. A walk through 
its streets reveals the energetic and enterprising 
character of its merchants, and the prosperity and comfort 
of the general inhabitants. It 1ms tine churches and schools. 
A public hall, large stores, and warehouses. The streets are 
well laid out, cleanly kept, and lighted at night. The 
favourable position of the harbor on the south east of the 
Island commands one of the finest views of the gulf between 
the Island and Cape Breton. Inside of the substantial and 
extensive breakwater is the sheltering resort fur a very 
large fishing fleet. It is also a port of call for a number of 
steamers including the one to the Magdalen Islands. The 
landscape of King’s County is sufficiently undulating to 
relieve it from monotiny, while the bays and winding rivers 
with their silvery waters and varied banks, together with 
the dark and bright green foliage of evergreen trees, and 
rich verdure of the meadows, make up a scene, which if 
not grand is at least beautiful and picturesque.

GEORGETOWN

the Capital of King’s County, is thirty miles from Charlotte­
town. It has a magnificient harbor which remains open 
the greater part of the year, and attractions too numerous for 
detail. Not far from here is the thriving villages of 
Montague and Cardigan, which at times present a lively 
and bustling scene of shipping and commercial industry. 
A visit to Murray Harbour, White Sands, and the many 
points of pleasure or interest along the south shore of 
King’s County, leaves many a lingering anil pleasant re­
collection in the mind of the tourist.

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HIS HONOR, ANDREW ARCHIBALD MACDONALD,

LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR OF PRINCE EDWAgD ISLAND.

Hon. Andrew Archibald MacDonald, Lieutenant 
Governor of Prince Edward Island, was horn in this Prov­
ince on the 14th Feb., 182!). He is the eldest son of Hugh 
MacDonald and Catharine MacDonald his wife, and grand­
son of Andrew MacDonald who purchased an estate of 
ten thousand acres on this Island in the early part of the 
century, and with his family and some fifty of his country­
men whom he brought with him to settle on the property, 
emigrated from Inverness-shire, Scotland, lo Prince Edward 
Island where his kinsmen MacDonald Glenaladale and 
other relations had already taken up their abode. Shortly 
after his arrival in the Province, he likewise purchased the 
beautiful Island of Panmure, seven hundred acres in extent 
at the entrance of Cardigan bay. There he erected a dwelling 
house and store, and took up his residence. Here he set 
apart a suitable piece of land for a church, which was soon 
built, with the assistance of a few settlers of the same faith, 
and these all would assemble to join in offering the 
sacrifice of the mass at such rare intervals as a Priest visited 
the district. The firm of Andrew MacDonald & Son, 
established an extensive business in exporting the pine 
timber of the province to Great Britain, and importing such 
goods as the settle re required, and also extended a branch 
of the house to Miramichi in New Brunswick. They ex­
perienced all the usual difficulties of early settlers in a new 
country, but we will only note a few somewhat different

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from the ordinary kind. In 1807 while the first ship they 
had chartered was loading, a sloop of war arrived from 
Halifax and pressed the crew for the king’s service, no men 
could he had to replace them, and the ship and cargo was 
detained for a long time, other ship owners hearing the 
same fate would not accept colonial charters, and provincial 
trade was at a stand still, hut Mr. MacDonald represented 
the matter, so well to the government that the practice was 
soon discontinued and business went on. At another time 
as the old man and one of his sons were taking passage to 
Britain in the Autumn, by a timber laden ship, she was 
captured by an American privateer and taken as a prize to 
Philadelphia, where he and his son were confined in jail for 
some months, as prisoners. In the following spring he 
managed to acquaint his friends with his situation, and the 
attention of the Provincial Government being called to the 
case, they obtained his liberation and he returned home, 
in 1817 the house at Panmure with every thing it contained 
including valuable family papers, was destroyed by tire, 
the inmates barely escaping with their lives, but undaunted 
still he imported brick and material from Britain and 
erected the first brick dwelling house and stables ever seen 
in that part of the Province. His original purchase of 
township lands had proved a very unfortunate one and 
involved him in a chancery suit which continued up to the 
time of his death. His son Hugh succeeded to the property 
and continued the suit for almost another generation, with 
the usual result in the chancery suits of that period, the 
litigants were ruined and the whole estate swallowed up in 
costs. Hugh MacDonald of Panmure Island was one of 
the first Roman Catholics appointed to any office of import­
ance after the passage of Catholic emancipation. ■ He was 
high Sheriff of the Province in 1834, and held man}' other 
important offices, and represented Georgetown in the House 
of Assembly for some time, he died in 1857. He was 
succeeded by his eldest son, Andrew Archibald MacDonald, 
the subject of this sketch, who was educated at the public 
schools of the county and by private tutors. He first 
entered as a clerk in a general store, opened in Georgetown

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by a relative, in 1844, and soon became a partner in the 
business. On the death of the senior member of the firm, 
1851, he purchased the estate, continued the business and 
embarked largely in the fisheries, and took his two brothers 
into partnership. The film became large buyers and 
exporters of the products of the province, and engaged ex­
tensively in ship building. In 1871, he removed with his 
family to Charlottetown, and shortly afterwards disposed of 
his interest in the business to his partners. He had been 
consular agent for the United States, at Georgetown, for 
twenty-five years before his removal to the capital. He 
had entered political life at an early age, and was returned 
to the House of Assembly in 1854, os one of the repre­
sentatives for Georgetown. At the next general election 
although he polled a majority of the votes, he was unseated 
on the change of parties, by scrutiny in the house in 1859. 
When the Legislative Council tiret became elective in 1863, 
he was elected thereto by the second district of King’s 
County, and again returned by the same constituency in 
1868. Whilst a member of the opposition, the Government 
appointed him one of the delegates to confer with those 
from the Government of Nova Scotia, and New Bruns­
wick, at the Charlottetown Conference, of first of September, 
1864, on the expediency of the union of the three provinces 
when the deputation from Canada was received, and the 
subject of a general confederation of the British America 
provinces informally discussed. He was also in the same 
year a member of the delegation to Quebec, which arranged 
the first terms of confederation for the Dominion. On 
submitting these to his Island constituents, at public 
meetings, they were not approved, anil he did not after­
wards advocate this measure until terms more favourable to 
the province, and more acceptable to the people hail been 
obtained, when they received his strenuous support, both on 
the platform and in the legislature. He was first called to 
the Executive Council in Mr. Coles’ administration, formed 
March, 1867, and continued in that of Mr. Hensley, and also 
of Mr. Haythome, until the defeat of the party in September, 
1870. They were succeeded by Mr. Pope’s government, of

which he became a member and was leader in the upper 
house Until the defeat of the party and their resignation 
on the 22nd April, 1872. They were recalled to power 
within the year and he continued a member of the Uovern- 
roent from that time until the better terms of confederation 
were secured and finally accomplished, when he resigned 
his seat and accepted the position of provincial postmaster 
general, 1st July, 1873. After confederation this office was 
merged in that of post master of Charlottetown, although 
still directing the provincial mail service. In 1881, he was 
also appointed post office inspector for the Colony, and hold 
these offices until his appointment ns Lieutenant Governor, 
on 1st August, IMS4. He was a delegate to the international 
convention held at Portland U. S., in 1*68, and has been a 
governor of the Prince of Wales College, a trustee for the 
Provincial Hospital for the Insane, a member of the 
Board of Education, a member of the Hoard of Works, and 
a member of the City School Board, In 1875,' he was 
appointed by the Government arbitrator to settle differences 
between them and the contractors of thé P. E. I., Railway. 
He was also public trustee under the land purchase Act 
of 1875, and when the value had been awarded to the pro­
prietors by the Court of Commissioners, but they had 
refused to divest themselves of their titles, he executed 
conveyances of upwards of four thousand acres of their 
property to the government, as provide 1 in the land 
purchase act. While in the legislature he assisted in passing 
many of the most important acts on the provincial statute 
book, and was one of the earliest advocates of tho con­
struction of the P. E. Island Railway, ns a provincial work, 
although it involved an expenditure of three million of 
dollars by a p'uvuie' whose ordinary revenue was only 
three hundred th nisiud dollars, and whose population was 
butone bund its I thousand, hut it. was successfully accom­
plished and the cost borne by the provr now enjoying 
its benefits. Mr. MacDonald, like his fore fathers from time 
immemorial, professes the Roman v Abolie faith. Ho is a 
member of the St. Vincent do Paul viety, for the relief of 
the pour, and lias been i .ief I" the Oiled-mint Club for

HON. WILLIAM WILFRED SULLIVAN, Q. 0.,

ATTORNEY GENERAL OF PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

Hon. William Wilfred Sullivan, Charlottetown, 
Premier and Attorney-General of Prince Edward Island and 
a member of the Provincial Parliament, for the second 
district of King’s County, was born at New London, Prince 
Edward Island, on the 6th of December, 1843. His parents 
William Sullivan and Mary McCarthy, both now deceased, 
were natives of the County Kerry, Ireland. Hon. Mr. 
Sullivan was educated at the Central Academy, and St. 
Dunstan’s College, Charlottetown. He studied law with 
the Hon. Joseph Hensley, then Attorney-General and now 
one of the Judges of the Supreme Court of Prince Edward 
Island. He was called to the bar of Prince Edward Island 
in trinity term. 1867, and became a partner of his preceptor, 
holding that connection until Mr. Hensley was appointed to 
the Supreme Court bench two years later. No client ever 
suffers at the hands of Mr. Sullivan, for the want of close 
Application to his cause. Possesseil of much coolness, clear 
judgment and sterling good sense, and being candid and 
logical in his arguments, Mr. Sullivan never fails to make 
admirable points, or to favorably impress bench and jury. 
We learn from Rose’s Cyclopaedia of Canadian biography 
that Mr. Sullivan was appointed a Queen’s Counsel, ny the

Government of Prince Edward Island in June, 187G, and by 
his excellency the governor-general of Canada, under letters 
patent, on the 19th of May, 1879, that he was one of the 
Counsel for the Government in the interests of the tenants 
before the land Commissioner’s Court, under “the land 
Purchase Act, 1875.” Hon. Mr. Sullivan is head of the 
extensive law firm of Sullivan & McNeill, who do business 
in all the Courts of the Province, amt the Supreme Court 
of the Dominion ; is a deputy Judge of the Admiralty 
Court, and a Notary Public, and is president of the 
Board of education and president of the Board of 
Trustees of the Prince Edward Island Hospital for the 
Insane, a director of the Merchants Bank of Prince Edward 
Island, and a local director of the Canada Life Assurance 
Company. He first entered public life in 1872, when he 
was elected to represent the first district of King’s County. 
He was returned for his present sent at the general election 
in April, 187.'i, and again by acclamation, the following 
month on being appointed to office. Ho was re-elected at 
the general elections of 1S7G, 1879, 1882, and again at the 
last general election, 1880. He was a member of the 
Executive Council from the 22nd April, to June 1872, when 
he resigned, was appointed to the Executive Council with 
the office of silictor-general on the formation of the Pope 
Administration, 18th April, 1873, resigned his seat in the 
Executive Council, upon the resignation of the conservative 
government on the 4th of September, 187G, and was 
unanimously elected leader of the opposition at the meeting 
of the legislative on the 14th of March, 1877. On the 1st 
of March, 1879, Mr. Sullivan moved in the House of 
Assembly, a resolution of non-confidence in the government, 
which after a long and animated debate was carried by a 
vote of nineteen to ten on the Gth of March, and the 
administration resigned the following day. Our subject 
Was then invited by the lieutenant governor, Sir Robert 
Hodgson, to form a government and take the position of 
premier. He succeeded in forming an administration, and 
the government were sworn in on the 11th of March, 1879. 
He was elected leader of the government by the unanimous 
vote of his party in lx)th branches of the legislative, and

J. JARVIS PROWSE.
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was appointed attorney anil advocate general, and president 
of the Executive Council, on the formation of the adminis­
tration, which positions he has held continuously ever since. 
The House of Assembly was dissolved and a general election 
held on the 9th of April, 1879, when the Government were 
sustained by a majority of twenty-six to four, being the 
largest support ever accorded to any administration in the 
Island. Among other acts Hon. Mr. Sullivan was chiefly 
instrumental in securing branch lines of railway to Souris 
and Tignish in 1872 ; assisted in carrying through the 
Island legislature, Terms of Confederation in 1878 ; assisted 
in passing the Land Purchase Act, 1875, and other acts on 
the same subject in 1876 ; introduced and carried through 
the Legislature, an Act for Abolishing Imprisonment for 
Debt in 1879, and the Jury Act, 18S0, which provides for 
the trial of all civil cases by seven instead of twelve jurors, 
as well as many other measures of law reform, and acts for 
the general welfare of the province. The Hon. Mr. Sullivan 
has been on several occasions a delegate to Ottawa on 
public business, and in 1886 was a delegate to London to 
lay before the Imperial Government the case of Prince 
Edward Island concerning the non-fulfilment of the Terms 
of Confederation with regard to continuous steam com­
munication between that province and the mainland of 
Canada. He declined a nomination for the House of 
Commons at the general election in February, 1837. Hon. 
Mr. Sullivan has been Premier for a longer period than any 
of his predecessors. As a leader he matures his measures 
thoroughly before submitting them to the House, hence his 
success in that position ; his industry is unwearied, he 
clings with the utmost tenacity to the cause which he 
advocates, and never trusts the discharge of any parlia­
mentary duty devolving upon himself to another. He is a 
thorough master of the English language and speaks with 
exactness and precision. He is also extremely cautious and 
takes good care not to get his party (the Conservatives) 
into deep water. Having a strong and determined will, 
once convinced that he is right he pushes forward with 
unflinching perseverance, and success almost invariably 
crowns his efforts. He was married at Charlottetown on the 
13th August, 1872, to Alice Maud Mary, third daughter of 
John Fenton Newbery, B. A., of Oxford, and formerly of 
London, England, and Siena, Italy, and they have six 
children. Their residence “ Brighton Villa ’’ adjoining 
Charlottetown is a beautiful place.
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HON. THOMAS HEATH HAVILAND, Q. 0.,
MAYOR OF THE CITY OF CHARLOTTETOWN.

Hon. Thomas Heath Haviland, son of the late Hon. 
Thomas Heath Haviland, formerly of Gloucester, England, 
who for many years before the introduction of responsible 
Government in this Island, (1851) was a member of the 
Executive anil Legislative Councils, and Colonial Secretary 
of P. E. Island. Born at Charlottetown, 13th November, 
1822. Educated at Brussels, in Belgium. Married in 1847, 
Atm Elizabeth daughter of John Grubbe, Esq., late of 
Horsendon House, Bucks, England. Called to the bar of 
Prince Edward Island in 1846, and was created a Q. C. in 
1865, also a master in chancery ; a Notary Public, and a 
Colonel in the volunteer militia. Was a member of the 
Executive Council of Prince Edward Island, from April 
1859, until November 1862; for a short period in 1865 ; 
from 1866 to 1867, and from September 1870 until April 
1872. During which several periods he held the office of 
Colonial Secretary almost constantly, except in 1865, when 
he was Solicitor General. He was Speaker of the Provincial 
Assembly in 1863 to 1864, and lender of the Opposition in 
that Chamber from 1867 until the general election in 1870. 
Entered the local cabinet again 18th April, 1873, and held 
the office of Provincial Secretary, which lie resigned in 18/6. 
Was a delegate to the Quebec Union Confemce, 1864, and 
to Ottawa with Hon. Messrs. Pope and Howlan, May, 1873, 
to arrange final terms upon which the Island was admitted 
as a Province of the Dominion. He was a representative 
for Georgetown in the Provincial Assembly from 1846 until 
he resigned, 1874 ; during which he introduced and was with 
others instrumental in passing many measures beneficial to 
the Province. He was called to the Senate of the Dominion 
in October, 1873, and was Lieutenant Governor of Prince 
Edward Island from 19th July, 1879, to the 31st July, 1884. 
Elected Mayor of the City of Charlottetown 1886, re-elected 
in 1887 and 1888, and again in 1889, a position he now holds, 
and fulfills the duties in this as well os the other responsible 
positions he has held, with the dignity of a gentleman, and 
the ability of a statesman.

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Zbe “ JByamtner ”
was established in Charlottetown on the 19th day of 
August, 1847. Consequently, it is now in its forty-second 
year and, by all odds, the oldest paper published in Prince 
Edward Island. Its founder was the lion. Edward 
Whelan, to whom the Province is largely indebted for 
Free Government, Free Schools and Free Land. At his 
death in the year 1866, the Examiner passed to the 
management of Mr. Walter Grant. The plant and good 
will of the paper was shortly afterwards purchased from 
Mr. Whelan’s executors by Mr. J. S. Carve 11—now the 
Hon. Senator Carvcll. While owned by Mr. Carvel), the 
paper was edited by a number of persons including Mr. 
Patrick R. Rowers. The Examiner Printing & Publishing 
Company was formed in 1873 ; and the first day of July in 
that year Mr. W. L. Cotton, became editor of the paper, and 
manager for the Company. The Company sold out, in 1874, 
to Mr. Cotton, who continued to publish the paper until The 
Examiner Publishing Company was formed and steps 
taken towards the publication of The Daily Examiner. 
The first copy of the first daily paper established in the 
Province, was issued on the 21st day of May, 1876. In 
1879 the Company purchased the plant and good will of 
the Argus newspaper from Mr. James H. Fletcher, and 
that paper was thereupon amalgamated with the Weekly 
Examiner under the name and title of “The Weekly 
Examiner and Island Argus.”

Zbc “ patriot.”
The Patriot was first issued at Charlottetown, P. E. 

Island, about July 1st, 1864, though the proprietor who 
established it, published another journal as early as July 
1st, 1859, now nearly thirty years ago. Some of the files 
of the paper have been lost, and it is difficult to give 
particulars regarding its history. As nearly as can be 
recollected the Patriot was issued weekly from 1864 to 
1867, when it became a semi-weekly journal, the first

In 1878, the Daily 
Patriot was started but after a few months its publication 
was discontinued until April, 1882, when it re-appeared 
and has been regularly issued up to the present, except 
the suspension of a few weeks after the fre on the south 
side of Queen Square in 1884.

The Patriot was first established by Mr. David Laird ; 
Mr. Henry Lawson became its proprietor in 1876 ; Mr. 
Laird resumed its proprietorship in 1882 ; and The Patriot 
Publishing Company took it off his hands after his print­
ing plant was destroyed by the above mentioned tire. 
The Patriot is liberal in politics, and,notwithstanding the 
fact that it receives no patronage from either the Dominion 
or Local Government it is more prosperous now than at 
any former period of its history. Its subscribers are the 
best payers in the Province, which fact is known to 
advertisers, and they govern themselves accordingly.

Zbc Charlottetown “ Iheralb.”
The Herald is a weekly newspaper, devoted to religious 

political, scientific and general information. It was 
established in 1863, and has been published by the 
Herald Printing Company since 1882.

In politics the Herald is Liberal-Conservative. It has 
faith in the future greatness of our Dominion and believes 
in ** Canada for the Canadians.”

The aim of the present owners of the Herald is to make 
it one of the most instructive, interesting and widely read 
family newspapers in the Maritime Provinces. That they 
are succeeding in the attainment of this object is evidenced 
by its rapidly increasing circulation.

In January, 1889, the Herald moved into new, spacious 
and elegant offices in Connolly’s Building, Queen Street, 
where, in addition to the publication of the paper, every 
kind of plain and fancy job printing is attended to with 
the greatest promptitude.

R. Frame and the late Joseph W. Mitchell, both of whom 
had been engaged on the Protestant Union newspaper for 
some time, the former as its editor, started the Inland 
Guardian Publishing Company, and purchased the plant 
and subscription list of the Protestant Union. The efforts 
of the promoters of the Island Guardian have been so 
successful that it is now looked upon with much favor, by 
au increasing number of patrons as a thoroughly indepen­
dent and trustworthy journal.

The first number was issued on the 15th January, 1887. 
Eight pages originally, it has been subsequently altered to 
four pages of double size.

The platform laid down by its late editor the Rev. W. 
R. Frame, and still adhered to is strictly as follows :—

1. To maintain the principles of the Reformation.
2. To supply its readers from week to week with the 

news of the several Evangelical Churches and give a 
correct summary of leading events at home and abroad.

3. To have no hand ir, partizan politics and thus he in 
a position to command the right and expose the wrong.

4. Prohibition of the Liquor traffic and to aid in carry­
ing out the “Canada Temperance Act.”

During the last year (1888) the Company had to 
deplore the loss by death of their esteemed editor, the late 
Revd. W. R. Frame, and their efficient business manager, 
the late Joseph W. Mitchell.

Zbc "Summereibe journal”
And the Prince Edward Island Agriculturist.

The Summerside Journal was established in 1865, and 
is now in its twenty-fourth year. Since 1875, when W. 
A. Brennan, the present Editor and Proprietor became

During the following summer the Pioneer was 
removed to Montague, in King’s County, and was there issued for 
about twelve months, but on account of insufficient advertising patron­
age the plant was moved to Suminerside, where, since September 10th. 
1880, it has been regularly published.

In January, 1887, Mr. McKinnon sold the paper to the Pioneer 
Publishing Company, by whom it has been published since that date. 
Shortly after the Company acquired the Pioneer it became patent to 
many of them that as P. E. Island was almost wholly a farming com­
munity, a paper published in the interests of agriculture would be of 
great benefit, and therefore about July, 1887, the Inland Fanner was 
started in connection with the Pioneer. At first the Farmer was pub­
lished semi-monthly but since the first of May. 1888, it has appeared 
regularly as a weekly. The Pioneer is a newsy, wide-awake news­
paper, and has been, since its removal to Suminerside, a consistent 
and vigorous upholder of liberal principles. The Inland Fanner is 
almost wholly devoted to the various interests of the farming com­
munity and is much prized by its many readers. The wide circulation 
which the Pioneer had in the latter days of Mr. McKinnon's manage­
ment has. since coming into the Company's hands, very much more 
than doubled, so that It Is now claimed by the manager to be the best 
advertising medium in the county. It goes into almost all the homes 
of our wealthiest farmers and has therefore on Its list an excellent class 
of promptly paying subscribers. From starting out with but twenty- 
four columns It has steadily gained strength and size until now it Is a 
thirty-two column paper of excellent reading matter and the wonder 
is that for but one dollar two such excellent pajiers as the Pioneer 
and the Island Farmer can be given to the reading public.

The egg industry of this Province has made tremendous 
advances during the past few years. Formerly eggs were 
shipped in barrels packed in oats by schooner, and thirty 
years ago the old, S. S. “ Commerce ” afforded the principal 
conveyance to the United States markets, now they are 
packed in patent cases and delivered in Boston in one half 
the time it then took. The prices during recent years have 
steadily increased,we quote for small lots during the month 
of July 1885, 10 cents per dozen, in 1886, 11 cents, in 1887, 
13 cents, and in 1888, 15 cents. The reason given for the 
advance from year to year is that buyers,are more particular 
as to the quality of eggs and they are larger and cleaner, 
another important thing for farmers would be to change 
the breed of their hens and get ones that will lay a deeper 
yellow yolked egg. and thereby take first place in this 
industry.

The quantity of eggs exported from this Province is very 
large and few even of the residents of the Island are aware 
of the sum of money realized from this source. This fact is 
ascertained by the customs returns, which show the 
shipments for the year ending 80th June 1887, to be 
1,675,180 dozen valued at $203,601.00 or $43,443, more than 
the year 1884. Butter is also coming up in quality of late 
years, at the last Exhibition it was conceded on all sides 
that a marked improvement has taken place and that the 
farmers are becoming more alive to their interest in this 
respect. The improvement is largely due to the use of 
•reamers and improved churns.

To Mr. R. K. Brace is largely due the credit of introduc­
ing the Creamers in 1884. Mr. D. S, Richards brought the 
celebrated Champion Creamer here. Mr. Brace purchased 
his patent right for $800.00 and had considerable trouble to 
introduce them at first. It is surprising how fast they have 
become a prominent article on the farm. It was Mr. Brace’s 
great object to help the farmer to improve the butter so 
that it could be exported. He visited nearly all the 
Exhibitions in Canada in search of a churn to suit the trade,
