Needless Anxiety.

Tnited Empire, the journal of the Royal Colonial

Institute, is a publication which, like the Institute

itself is devoted to the interests of the Empire, and

therefore anything that it may say on the subject
of the relations between the mother country and the
overeas Dominions is deserving of respect. Some
times, however, its zeal in the good cause outruns
its judgment. 1In its recent number the editor mani
fests much anxiety concerning a conference which
he seems to think is necessary to enable the po-
minions to exercise their proper influence in settling
the terms upon which peace may be made. The
“ordinary man,” he admits, must give his thoughts
and energles to the war, but the statesman should
even now look ahead and plan for what is to hay
pen when the war ends.
Colonial Secretary, Mr. Lewis Harcourt, informed
Parliament that it was the intention of His Majesty’s
Government to consult the Prime Minister of each
of the Dominions, if possible personally, whenever
the moment arrived at which the conditions of peace
could properly be discussed. United Empire takes
note of this, and also of the fact that since 1907 Do-
minion Ministers have been admitted to the delibera-
tions of the Committee of Imperial Defence. But
the editor finds these things insufficient. Sir Robert
Borden’s mission to England in 1912, says the jour-
nal, had.for its object the securing of representation
of the Dominions in the Imper¢al Councils, and the
editor finds that the movement has made no ad-
vance whatever since that time. For these reasons

he holds that a conference of Imperial and Domin

fon Ministers is necessary. As to the time for such

a conference, he says, “there is only one golden rile |
—better too soon than too late.”

We do not know how far, if at all, our London
friend expresses the views of people in Australla,'
New Zealand or South Africa.
however, that so far as Canada is concerned there
is an entire absence of the anxiety on this subject
manifested by United Empire. If Sir Robert Borden |
wenrt to England in 1912 upon such a mission as is
stated, he has been conspicuously silent about it. Our |

But in the case of
Canada the intended consultation may he regarded
as contirely complimentary, The simple truth is
that Canada has no special interests in the terms
of peace. Canada’s interests are those which she
shares with the Empire at large, and ‘we doubt if
thera are any Canadians who will not be perfectly
satisfied to have those interests cared for by the|
British statesmen who, under our present cunstllu~i
tion, are responsible for the management of Im-|
perial affairs. There are no Canadian statesmen of
any party who would feel that they are better quali- |
fied to deal with these matters than such experlenc-f
ed men as Mr. Asquith, Lord Lansdowne, Sir Bd- |
ward Grey, Mr. Balfour and their eolleagues in Lon-
don.
