More might be said on these lines. A
particularly intensive knowledge of all
that is about them is to be found among
in-shore fishermen. The crews of the
smacks which sail in and out of harbor
daily are " locally acquainted,” as the odd
jargon of sailing directions has it, to an
extent unknown in trades where accurate
nformation does ot mean personal safety.
The local fisherman knows the ‘exact
number of inches of water on a particular
bank at any state of the tine; he knows
where the stream runs strong and where
itis slack; e can " cheat the tide ” so as
to make a fool of any stranger who may
be making for the same port over the
same foul tide.. To him the sea is not a
flat uniform expanse, but a place ‘marked
by hills and valleys and ridges and swatch-
ways, as reéal in his subjective vision as
though he were looking on the material
features of dry land. In a similar way,
wandering tribesmeni of the desert, as
travellers have noticed with astonishment,
read the face of the sandy wastes as
though they were a ‘well:printed map.
A traveller has related that a desert guide,
stopping one day at a point where they
seemed to be stirrounded by nothing but
an expanse of absolutely featureless sahd,
said: "It was just here a few weeks ago
that my camel refused to-go on. Another
camel ‘was over there a hundred yards
away—,” and 8o on. - And the in-shore
rfisherman is famifHar with* a1l the"ebisting
vessels which are the constant compan-
ions of his long hours of labor; he will tell
you that a vessel is a stranger when to
you this stranger appears to be nothing
more than a smudge in the distance.

SUNBURY COUNTY TRAGEDY
——

The tragedy of living alone was painted
in grim colors -early Friday motning,
April 21, on a little farm .about three
miles out of Tracey, Sunbury County,
when Chas. E. Boone, after firing both his
house and barn, and shooting his horse,
sent a bullet through his own heart.

Boone had been working on Thursday
at Tracey-and returned home late that
night to his little home. During the
night,in a fit of despondency,he arose and,
setting fire to both his house and barn,
led: hxs ol horse, the companion of his

out to a spot " in-the, field and
shot it dead with an old German Mauser
rifle which he owned. He then spread
two carriage robes on the ground, and
under the pale rays of a full moon, the
only witness to the deed, he placed the
muzzle of the rifie over his heart and
sent the second bullet through his chest,
He collapsed on the robes and death was
instantaneous.

The little gray home was about 200
yards from the nearest neighbour, George
Webb, who noticed the flames from the
burning buildings. He rushed out and
secured another neighbour, Henry Mer-
sereau, and together they hurried to the
scene of the fire,

Just as they arrived the roof of the
barn fell in, and the house was also en-
veloped in flames, Their puny efforts to
fight the fire were unavailing, and soon
both buildings were a smouldering heap
of ashes.

The neighbours believed that Mr. Boone
had not returned from Tracey the pre-
ceding evening so they immediately tele-
phoned to the man with whom he had
been working, and were amazed to learn
that he had set out for his home at the
close of the day’s work.

Their theory then was that he had
perished in the flames, but with the break-
ing of the dawn, a huddled heap was
noticed in the field a short distance away.
There Mr. Boone was found; he had been
dead for some time. Nearby lay the old
horse, the companion through his latter
lifé and the other victim of the tragedy.

It was a scene long to be remembered
by those who gathered. around the old
man. Curling wreaths of smoke strug-
gled up from the dying embers of the
buildings ‘that had housed him and his
family through many ‘years. The live
embers blinked dily, as iif ping
for the thing that had just occurred. The
lone morning star looked down and finak
}y disappeared as if hiding jts face from
the final act of so great atragedyonthat
lone farm.

mans. The week’s fighting on this front
was especially conspicuous. for the magni-
tude of aerial operations, in which the
Allies appear to have had the greater suc-
cess.

Very little news was forthcoming during
the week, of the Russian campaign in
Europe, and there was practically no
change in the front from the Riga sector
to the Bukowina.

In the Asia Minor campaign "the Turks
were on the offensive at several points,
but their attacks were all repulsed. The
Russians made a slight further advance
along the Black Sea coast west of Trebi-
zond.

On the Irak front the situation at Kut-
el-Amara refnained unchanged; and two
or three attémpts by Gen. Lake to advance
his troops to the relief of Gen. Towhfshend
and his beleagured army were unsuccess-
ful. The freshets in the Tigris continued
to hamper operations.

In Egypt, about fifteen miles east of the
Suez Canal and the same distance from
the Mediterranean coast, encounters took
place between some British outposts and
Turkish troops. The engagement was of
considerable importance, and the British
inflicted severe losses on the Turks and
secured considerable booty.
esting to note how close to the Canal the
Turkish forces are operating.

In German East Africa the British
forces made a further advance south-
westward from Arusha and occupied the
town of Kondoa. It is notvery far from
this point to the railway line from Dar-es-
Salem to Ujiji, upon which line the mid-
way station of Kilimatinde would appear
to be the objective of the British troops.

No changes were réported in the Balk-
ans, the week's opératiois apparently
being limited to aerial attacks from both
sides, Sofia, the capital of Bulgaria, re-
ceiving its baptism of fire from the air-
‘craft of the Allies.

The Austro-Italian campaign was con-
tinued throughout the week with even
more than the usual vigor, and with -al-
ternating’ success, leaving, perhaps, 2
small balance of gain for the Italians.
The Italians made a successful air raid on
Trieste, and did considerable damage to
military establishments.

Naval encounterg and attacks formed 2
conspicuous f e of the week. A Ger-
man fleet of cruisers and destroyers bom-
barded Lowestoft and Great Yarmouth,
inflicting some damage at both places and
killing a number of people. They were
driven off by a British squadron. No
ships were lost, apparently, on either side,
though several were hit and damaged. A
British fleet again bombarded Zeebrugge,

Three more German air raids were
made on the east coast of England during
the week, but the details of the damage
done and the number of lives lost had not
come to hand. An attack by German sea-
planes 'was also made on French coast
towns, including Etaples.

The arrival in France of a large number
of Russian troops was an important fea-
ture of the week, but their exact number
and the route by whichothey were trans-
ported haye not been publicly announced.

CHARLEs H. CLERKE

St. Stephen, April 23.—Chas. H. Clerke,
one of the best known residents of this
section, passed away at his home in
Calais late Saturday afternoon, after an
illness of only a few days duration.

Mr. Clerke was a native of St. John,
and would have been sixty-nine years of
age had he lived until June 10th. When
but little over twenty-years of age he
came to St. Stephen as American consular
agent under General Warner, then the
American consul in St. John. For a short
time he also kept books for David Main,
who was then conducting a stationery
store here, A little later he entered the
employ of C. B. Eaton as-bookkeeper, re-
taining his position as consular agent. A
few years later in partnership with Wm.
Vaughan, he purchased Mr. Eaton’s busi-
ness, and the firm of Vaughan, Clerke &
Co., was established. Subsequently, Mr.
Clerke bought the interests of the other,
and in his own name built up a very large
wholesale grocery business that "was
known in many sections of the province.
A man of strict integrity in financial mat-
ters, and of sound business judgement, he
was widely known and respected.

Before the fall of
Frzrum he was-said to be bottled up in
that Turkish stronghold with 80,000 Turks.

OMAR KHAYYAM
tp—
: Faithfully and Literall
Om: ?;nrom the orizylml Peuim)):
By John Pollen. With a Foreword by
His Highness the Aga Khan. London:

NEW translation by a highly-skilled
Persian scholar of the * Ruba‘iat”
of Omar Khayyam is an interesting event;
and Dr. Pollen’s version, which has the
approval of his Highness the Aga Khan
(who writes a very interesting preface to
this book), and the profits of which will
be devoted to the Indian soldiers of the
Crown, will no doubt be widely studied.
The vogue of the "Ruba’iat” in an Eng-

rifle and drawing materials, thinking of
nothing but how he might capture and
sketch the numerous beautiful birds of

his native country. At that time there|

was a similar enthusiast in the same field,
the quondam Scotch pedlar and poet,
Alexander Wilson. They met, compared
drawings, and felt a mutual respect.
Wilson; however, saw in young Audubon’s
efforts the promise of success beyond his
own.

Years of this kind of life passed over.
The stock of drawings increased, notwith-
standing the loss at one time of two
hundred, containing a thousand subjects,
and in time the resolution for publishing
was formed. He estimated that the task
would occupy him fifteen more years, and
he had not one subscriber ; but, notwith-

di the painful remonstrances of

lish dress is a curious ph in
literature. The poem itself belongs to the
twelfth century, when a great intellectual
and literary outburst followed the Arab
conquest of Persia. Omar Khayyam of
Naishapur, scholar, astronomer, and poet,
was famous in the reign of his master
Malek Shah for his scientific work.
Nizam-al-Mulk, the Minister of Malek,
undertook the reform of the Calendar, and
with the assistance of Omar and other
scholars secured an accuracy which Gib-
bon telis us "surpasses the Julian, and
approaches the accuracy of the Gregorian
style”. Nizam-al-Mulk, the lifelong friend
of the poet, sheltered him from all the
storms of life, and under the shadow of a
great name, untroubled by ambition, he
pursued science and poetry with assiduity
and success, and in the haunting quatrains
of hi " Ruba’iat ” set forth a philosophy of
life which has a far deeper significance
than its hedonistic setting would suggest.
There was something in the theme and in
the mind of Omar himself that touched
the Western mind. The Persian Renais-
sance was very closely akin in source to
the European Renaissance, and the " Ru-
ba’iat ” contained both those elements of
hedonism and mysticism which inspired
the European revival of thought, art, and
religion, a revival that took a new range
of growth in the mid-nineteenth century.
The extraordinary art of FitzGerald en-
abled him to relate the flower of the Per-
sian Renaissance to the hopes and fears
of mankind as manifested in the West.
Dr. Pollen does not attempt to compete

. with FitzGerald. He has not adopted any

of the many metres of the “Ruba’iat.”
He has preferred the Puritanic four-beat
meaure. He gives in all 158 quatrains.
We presume that he has used the Bodleian
text. The following version—here, as al-
ways, a line for line translation—of a
famous quatrain is a good example :—

Last eve to Potter’s shop I went ;

Found th d

One Pot spake up with haughty tone,

‘Where's Potter—Seller—Buyer gone ?
Less good, perhaps, is another famous
quatrain, which in Omar occurs twice
with slight variation :—

Some ruby wine—a Book of Song—

With half a-loaf—for these I long ;

With these—in desert drear—and Thee

Happier than Kingdom's King I'd be

mute—so!

Had I at hand a wheaten scone,
A gourd of wine and mutton bone,
. With Thee beside mein the waste,
A joy no King could curb I'd taste.
It is, perhaps, hardly fair to compare
these lines with the incomparable art of—
Here with a Loaf of Bread beneath the bough,
A Flask of Wine, a Book of Verse—and Thou
Beside me singing in the Wilderness—
And Wilderness is Paradise enow.
Yet the comparison shows how near to
the original FitzGerald often wrought.
But Dr. Pollen’s “ gourd of wine ” seems
certainly ‘more authentic and practical
than the Victorian poet’s version. In any
event, Dr. Pollen’s own verse, when we
remember the amazing difficulties that he
has had to overcome in a close literal ver-
sion, is by no means negligible, and he has
also faced a problem that FitzGerald
plainly evaded.

Is Omar to be taken literally, or is the

poem an allegory in which the words
“Wine,” “Tavern,” “Rose,” "Scent,”
“Day,” “Night,” and so forth, have a
mystic meaning? It isnota problem that
can be dismissed or ignored. Nicolas, the
French scholar and diplomat, in 1867 is-
sued a translation of the “Ruba'iat”
which boldly assumed that the whole
poem is symbolical. Dr. Pollen does not
go so far as this. He has no doubt that
Omar was a maa who
loved jollity. . . . Hesaw no reason why he
should wait for happiness till he was déad, and so
he made his little garden on earth as much like
heayen as he possibly could, and therehe revelled
in the Rose, the Nightingale, and Wine.
But this jollity, this reasoned appreciation
of the pleasures of life, is not the attitude
of the man who does not believe in God
and a future life. Omar was a man of
faith, and the pleasures of life had to him
undoubtedly a mystical significance. Such
significance was characteristic of the East,
and Dr. Pollen gives a list of phrases used
by Omar which, “in the language of the
Sufis,” are said to have mystical meanings,
and he says:—

It may be remembered that the Founder of
Christianity Himself, who' not- only -taught but
wrought Redemption, could find no more fitting
emblems of His & ing power and i
grace than the Bread which supports the body
and the Wine that maketh glad the heart of man.
It may be recalled that He too loved a garden and
was a friend of Publicans end Sinners.

‘The point as to Omar seems a very sound
one. Here wasa poet and a profound
thinker who could not tolerate hypocrisy
and intolerance, who had little respect for
mere religious ceremonial, who “ was like
Milton in his broad toleration and manly
independenee,” who, we may add, had
clearly a keen sense of humor: to such a
man the writing of a poem that shadowed
forth by means of the pleasures and joys
and faithful patience of this life a richer
after-life full of sweet and noble “ society,”
(to use the phrase of 2 Kempis), was per-
haps the sole Tneans of instruction and
self-revelation.—The Times Literary Sup-

AUDUBON

———
[OHN_JAMES AUDUBON was one of
those enthusiasts who devote them-
selves to one prodigious task, of a respect-
able, but not a remunerative nature, and
mh:ig-ﬁﬂjt..wﬂniﬂifehﬁnhh-
ed. He was born, May 4, 1782, of French
parents, in the then French colony of

ed a good education at Paris. Settled

delphia,-be martied, enga %
‘and occassionally cultivated ‘a taste

for drawing. -Gradually a love of natural

friends. he persevered. In the course of
his preparations, about 1828, he visited
London, Edinburgh, and Paris. We re-
member him at the second of these cities,
a hale man of forty-six, nimble as a deer,
and with an aquiline style of visage and
eye that reminded one of a class of his
subjects; a frank, noble, natural man.
Professor Wilson took to him wonderfully
and wrote of him, ‘The hearts of all are
warmed to Audubon. The man himself
is just what you would expect from his
productions, full of fine enthusiasm and
intelligence, most interesting in his looks
and manners, a perfect gentleman, and
esteemed by all who know him, for the
simplicity and frankness of his nature.’

In 1830, he published his first volume,
with ninety-nine birds, and one hundred
plates. His birds were life-size and color.
The kings of England and France placed
their names at the head of his subscrip-
tion list. He was made a fellow of the
Royal Society of London, and member of
the Natural History Society of Paris.

In 1834, the second volume of the birds
of America was published, and then Au-
dubon went to explore the state of Maine,
the shores of the Bay of Fundy, the Gulf
of St. Lawrence, and the Bay of Labrador.
In the autumn of 1834, the second volume
of Ornithological Biography was published
in Edinburgh. People subscribed for the
birds of America, with a view to posteri-
ty, as men plant trees. Aubudon men-
tions a nobleman in London, who remark-
ed, when subscribing, ‘I may not live to
see the work finished, but my children
will’ The naturalist, though a man of
faith, hope, and endurance, seems ta have
been afflicted by this remark. ‘I thought
—what if I should not live to finish my
work? But he comforted himself by his
reliance in Providence. After the publi-
cation of his third volume, the United
States government gave him the use of
an exploring vessel, and he went to the
coast of Florida and Texas. Three years
after this, the fourth volume of his en-
gravings, and the fifth of his descriptions,
were published. He had now 435 plates,
and 1,165 figures, from the eagle to the
humming bird, with many land and sea
views.

Aubudon never cultivated the graces of
style. He wrote to be understood. He
described the mocking-bird with the heart
of a poet, and the eye of a naturalist.
Her description of a hurricane proves
that he never ceased to be a careful and
accurate observer in the most agitating
circumstances.

Audubon died at his home, near New
York, on the 27th January, 1851.

PREPARE FOR CLEAN UP DAY
—

In many Canadian cities " Clean-up
Day’ has become an established custom,
and, without any special effort on the part
of those interested, the work is efficiently
carried out. ‘In many others, however,
practically nothing has been; or is being,
done, Due to the inefficiency of those
responsible, or to those insidious causes,
patronage and indifference, numerous
municipalities are in a sadly neglected
state, as evidenced on every hand.

Canadian conditions make a clean-up in
spring a necessity. Owing to the cold
weather, and the abundance of snow,
sanitary conditions are not at their best.
Lanes and alley-ways become littered with
garbage, ashes and waste-paper; back-
yards, cellars and attics harbour refuse
which is both useless and dangerous.
With the melting of the snow this accum-
ulation is exposed to view, the thawing of
garbage permits of speedy decay, and a
very dangerous condition is at once es-
tablished.

The success of a “Clean-up Day ” de-
pends entirely upon thecitizens. Leaders
are necessary to initiate the movement, to
get the proper officials interested, and to
awaken a public interest. In many places
the Boy Scouts have been called upon to
assist in this work, inspecting premises in
out-lying and residential sections, For
this purpose a small card is supplied.
These reports are returned to headquar-
ters and facilitate action to secure im-
provement. )

Municipalities should provide sufficient
cartage facilities for removal of the refuse
collected, furnish places for its disposal or
destruction, and .gjve every encourage-
ment for the -voluntary efforts of citizens
to make their home towns more cleanly,
more healthful and more homelike.—Con-
servation.

SAVE YOUR WASTE PAPER
M i)

Waste in any form is extravagance, but
when the material represented by waste
constitutes a severe drain upon the nat-
‘ural resources of our country, it is all the
more to be deprecated. _

To-day the United States is suffering
from a serious shortage of paper-making
material, including old paper. In an en-
deavor to overcome this shortage, they
are drawing heavily upon Canadian sup-
plies, and one large (anadian manufac-
turer advises that this increased demand
will result in an early shortage in Canada.
This is especially true of waste paper,
such as old newspapers, magazines, wrap-
ping paper, etc. This stock is used in the
manufacture of the cheaper grades of
paper, building paper, tarred felt, patent
roofings, millboard, and filling for card-
board, etc, There are ‘at present three
mills in Canada using reclaimed paper

exclusively in their manufacturing.

Canada is wasting fully 500,000 pounds
of paper weekly without any reasenable

excuse. It is estimated that a ton of
wood-pulp requires eight trees, averaging
nine inches at the butt. To replace this
waste of paper stock, therefore, necessij-

tates the citting of approximately 2,000
trees weekly, or over 100,000 annually in
Canada’s foreésts.

As an illjistration of what may be ac-
complished ‘when waste paper is saved
and systemtically collected, the results
secured by the Daughters of the Empire
at Ottawa may be cited. In September
last this organization undertook to collect
waste paper the proceeds from its sale to
be used for patriotic purposes. Since this
collection was instituted, approrimately
15 tons have been secured monthly, com
posed almost entirely of old newspapers’
which had been previously burned or
otherwise lestroyed. This material is
distributed ¢hroughout the city, and later
collected and baled.

The satisfactory .results indicate that
there is room for a considerable enlarge-
ment of thig project. It is work that
might be vndertaken by municipal char-
ities for the purpose of securing funds, or
by other interests with a popular object
in view. True, there are certain dealers
carrying on this industry at present, but
they have .ailed to secure the support of
the public, which is necessary to the plan
of saving the paper from the homes and
deliveringzit to designated places.

When e7ery effort is being made to con-
serve our forests, to protect them from
the ravagés of fire and wasteful lumber-
ing methads, the public should give more
attention to saving their old papers and to
similar ecbnomies which may reduce the
drain updn our forests and other resourc-
es.—Cons :rvation.

TREAT SEED OATS FOR SMUT
i

Last s(iason was particularly favorable
to oat sn.ut in the eastern part of Canada,
resulting in a great increase of loss from
this source. The grain crop will also be
worse infected than usual, hence farmers
should treat their seed oats very carefully
this spring. A small expenditure in time
and money may, in this way, increase the
vield per acre by five to fifteen bushels.

The prevention for smut in oats is as
follows: On the evening before the seed
oats are to be sown prepare a solution of
formaldehyde (formalin), 1 pint to 40 gals.
of water. Spread the oats five inches
deep oh the barn floor and sprinkle one
gallon of the solution to each bushel.
Shovel over thoroughly and cover the pile
