Major Cockburn Received
‘ Victoria Cross.

BRAVE MAN IS GONE

Word has been receivied in Toron-
to that Major Cockburn, V.C., a na-
tive of that city, was accidentally
killed by a horse on his ranch in
Saskatchewan. ' In addition to the
Victoria Cross, he, also held many
other rewards for bravery, including
the Royal Humane, Society’s medal
for saving the lives of his two bro-
thers from drowning.

A Brave Deed

Philip A. Wailkin’s ‘book, “The
History of the Victoria Cross,” which
is an account of the 520 acts of bra-
very for which the decoration has
been awarded, says of Major Ham:
den Zane Churchill Cockburn of the
Royal Canadian Dragoons.

“On November 7, 1900, at Kotami
River, the guns were in great danger
of being captured by the Boers, but
Lieutenant Cockburn hehaved with
conspicuous coolness and bravery
and with only a few men held o
the enemy long enough to enable the
guns to be got successfully away to
safety, not, however, without severe
loss among his gallant followers, all
of whom were killed, wounded or
taken prisoner, he himself being
wounded.” 3 T 3

Alongside Cockburn and assisting
tim was Lieut, Burlder, a Brantford
boy; and member of the 38th Duffer-
in ‘Rifles. He also, it was officiall;
announced, had he lived, would have
likewise been = decorated with the
highest order for bravery in the
world.

He
told friends when he embarked at
the Brantford depot for the scene of
action:—

“I'll come back with the V. C
or they'll bury me out .there.”

WRECKED NEAR
OAKVILLE

Victor Carlstrom Flying From
Brantford to Toronto Fell
700 Feet When Controlling
Rod Snapped—Machine is
Wrecked.

travelling at the rate of an 8o-mile an
hour clip mear Oakville yesterday
morning, Victer Carlstrom glided
f_rom a height of 700 feet to the
ground. His machine struck a tree,
and hung there,while he was flung out
by the impact. He was uninjured,
and came to Toronto by the after-
noon train.

Carlstrom was flying to Toronto
from Brantford. ' He feft Brantford
about 8 o’clock, with a ‘heavy wind di-
rectly behind him. At 830, when he
hqd covered 40 of the 60 miles of the
trip, the rod by which he 'controlled
the plane broke off short. He was 700
feet in the air at the time, and could
only _hold fast to the seat while the
machine swerved and dipped and fin-
ally careening over on one side,plung-
ed edgeways towards the earth.

Seen at the Palmer House last night
the aviator could not account for his
escape from injury or death.

Machine is a Wreck

“I must have been doing 80 miles an
hour or better,” he said. “My ma-
chine can do’'so ‘miles without any aid
from the wind, and T had it right be-
hmd me this morning. The machine
s a wreck.

.“'I‘hv control lever” he explained
‘is of light steel piping. T had bent
it some days ago, and did not bother
heuting it when I bent it back, so I
guess 1t was a bit weak. I had to use
it a great deal this morning in the
hea_v_v wind, -and at times there was
a h)g strain.on the rod- When an ex-
ceptionally heavy.gust ‘came along it
snapped under my hand.

NY PERSON who 1s the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 yeuars olq,
may homestead a quarter seéction of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applieant must
appear In person at the Dominion Lana
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Distriet.
Entry by proxy may be made at any

{ageney on certain conditions, by father,

mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
lntendlng homesteader.

Dutles—S8ix months’ residence upon and
cultivation ot the land in each of three
years. A mesteader may live within

‘I'nine miles ot hu homestead on a farm of

at least 80 acres, .solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by cis father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside. his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of pix yéars from date of home-
stead entry (lneludlnz the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra,

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and caunot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Mpst reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.
