Sir Douglas Haig Has Never 
Been Complained Of Dur­

ing This War.

M By Special Wire to the Courier.

Petrograd, Jan. 3, via London— A 
statement given out by the Russian 
War Office to-night says:

“In the Caucasus on the Black Sea 
coast, during the night of January 
the first, the Turks attempted to ap­
proach our positions, but were stopp­
ed by our fire.

“In the direction of Hamadan (Per­
sia) southwest of the town of Azada- 
bad, we attacked a body of 500 Per­
sian gendarmes and drove them bac* 
toward the village of Chena, n°rtn 
of Gangawar, killing dozens of rebels 
and capturing prisoners and supplies. 
We suffered no losses. On the first ot 
January our detachment holding Ham- 
adan rendered military honors to the 
British flag which was hoisted ovt.i 
the British consulate. In the region 
of Czartohysk (in Volhynia, Russia), 
and on the Upper Stripa, we repulsed 
enemy attempts to approach our 
trenches. The enemy sustained heavy
l0 “Northeast of Czernowitz (Buko- 

wina) the fighting continues with un­
abated energy, our forces continuous­
ly advancing despite numerous enemy 
counter-attacks. The enemy losses 
have been very great. We took an­
other group of sixteen officers and 76b 
unwounded men prisoners, without 
counting the great number of wound- 
ed remaining on the battlefield.

LAND REGULATIONS.

TPHE sole head oi a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a 

Quarter-section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap 
plicant must appear in person at the Do 
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upo 
cultivation of the land in each of 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of 
three years after earning homestead pat 
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. 1 re- 
emption patent may be obtained as soon 
as homestead patent, on certain conditions

London, Jan. 4.—(Correspondence

complished tasks of the war in Eng­
land was the nationalization of the 
railways of the kingdom. At last, 

l after more than a year of application 
I to detail, the chairman of the execu- 
| live committee in charge of the roads 
reports that the scheme “is working 
as smoothly as if the lines no longer 
had ,their own individuality.”

This executive committee, which 
sits continuously “somewhere in Lon. 
don”, is the general staff of the rail­
way branch of the British 
ment. On behalf of the government, 
it has absolute control of railways, 
rolling stock, locomotives, and staffs, 
including every mile of steam road 
in Great Britain.

The committee is the strongest 
body of railway experts ever brought 
together. It includes the managers 
of nearly all the great railroads, to­
gether. with a host of specialists and 
technical experts specially drafted for 
the purpose, under the chairmanship 
of Sir H. A. Walker, head of the Lon­
don and Southwestern lines.

"Our policy of control,” writes a 
member of the committee, “has been 
not to supersede the normal manage­
ment of the roads, but to co-ordinate 
the whole of the railways of the 
country through several groups into 
a single system available instantly for 
all emergencies. The general rights
