FEW ORIGINALS LEFT

Many HavdMade Their Way '

Through Holland to Join
the New Army

—_—

In the Arlington, England North-

ern Echo, William Ridsdale writes as
follows:

Four yearss ago. this month I
watched 'a weary, tatterdemalion
army of Belgians, staggering from
want of sleep and food, drag them-
selves westward to the banks of the
Yser, and turn to fight again.  They
were a strange sight. No two uni-
forms seemed alike, and all were bi-
zarre. They looked for all the world
like a soiled crowd of supers in some
Puritanian comedy, who, by some
incredible blunder, had ‘become im-
plicated in heavy tragedy.

And the full force of the tragedy
came home to us in those days on
the banks of the ¥Yser. QOur nerves
were raw and sensitive to it all, for
we had not grown those callosites
which four years of war have induc-
ed. That strange-looking army had
fought a losing battle for ten long
weeks. They had simply tangled
themselves in the cogs of the great
military machine that had come
rumbling through their country. But
east of the Yser there was still a strip
of Belgium which remained Just
a taken of it left. And they had
stood to keep it. There were Brit-
jsh monitors..off the coast and . a few
French Territorials and Fusiliers and
Marines, but the battle of the Yser
was a Belgians’ battle, and at the last
resort it was the Belgians’ dykes—
the work of their own hands—ithat
finally held back the Germans from
the Channel ports, Weeks after
those small hrown waves had slopped
over the Yser’s banks and caught
the invaders.about the knees, T saw
the nozzles of field guns poking out
of the flood, and grey, swollen bodies
drifting slowly to the sea, or piled in
macabre heaps on the mudbanks.

Forty tkuusand Relgians, hungry
rain-sodaen, dispirit2d, tnt deter-
mined, had saved the situation £=
ve. Hardly half that mu:nber sur-
vived the sufferings of that fire!
Winter. In these days I took them
vp carloads of shirts and sucks and
mufflers and distributed them ‘n
Ramscapelle and Pervyse. Tle 8¢1-
gians were wearing simply the thin
rags of the clothes in which they
had come awa from theit tame: Jur.
Ing the hot days of August, and they
waded up te. their thighsan ice wa ~e
with boots “ whichi-wepe:
poles. It was a bitter winter, and
typhiod tock a heavy toil in  that
swamp. Yet in spite of their unhe-
llevable hLardships those Belg:ians.
held grimly te their munddv bit of
Fanders in face of muny fierce a*
Racks. And every day of sncw and
rain there was one tall figure of a
man, snaked -but smiling and very
dirty, who waldrd about that frent
line, cheering - nd helping the men.
