CAPT. W. F. PARKER WOUNDED
BY HUN ATTACK ON HOSPI-
TAL.

The following letter to Editor Col-
pitts of The Maritime Baptist from a
former Pastor of Immanuel Baptist
Church, will be read with great inter-
est by Rev. W. F. Parker’s hosts of
friends in Truro and elsewhere.

A Letter From Chaplain Parker.

(A week ago we reported the wound-
ing of Rev. W, F. Parker, one of our
chaplains with the Canadian forces
overseas, The following letter has
just been received from him, and
though it was not written for publica-
tion it containg so much of interest
that we are sure he will pardon us for

sharing it with all our readers.——Ed.

B.)
Liverpool Merchants’ Hospital,
France, May 30th, 1918,

Dear Bro. Colpitts:

You have already learned through
the press of the determined efforts of
the Germans on the night of May 19th
to wipe out this hospital area b
an aerial bombardment. This attac
began shortly after ten o'clock and
continued until about twelve p. m.
Nothing fiercer of its kind has been
delivered by these promoters of ““‘Frigh-
tfulness’ during the war, so it is said
by officers and men who have had thre('[
years’ experience at the Kront, :

I had just returned to my hut from
a gospel service at the Soldiers’ Chris-
tian Association Hut, nearly two
miles away, and was partially un-
dressed, when the alarm was given
that an air raid was threatened, and
in five minutes it was uponus. The
cloudless sky, alight with moon and |
stars, gave the raiders opportunity to
approach us at a great height and do
their destructive work beyond the
reach of our guns for the most part.
My hut was in theline of their ap-
proach which was so sudden that my
first intention to dress and go up to our
hospit al wasexchanged or the mom-
ent for '‘Safety First.,” It was for-
tunate that I instantly prostrated
myself upon the floor of my canvas
hut as, immediately it was pierced by
flying shrapnel that would have
caught me had I been standing or
sitting. Several succeeding attempts

for the same reason. About twenty
minutes after the bombardment be-
gan I was pipped in the right knee by a
low-flying piece of shrapnel, the only
one, so far as I know, of the many
that shattered my hut that struck so
low. Had I been sitting at my table
writing you as I had intended, an ac-
count of the wonderful work of grace
going on at the “S. C. A.” hut afore-
mentioned, my ne¢ad and chest would
have been riddled with bits of ‘the
shells that burst around me. For over
an_hour I lay helpless on the floor
with the missiles of death raining
around me. I had addressed a large
crowd of soldiers that evening, from
John 8:51. In the after-meeting that
followed, thirty-four of them made
their first public confession of faith
in the Lord Jesus Christ, and some
of them were to “go up the line”
next day. I had a good opportunity

to prove the trustworthiness of my
message before they did. Seeing that
I couldnot get to my charge in the

as given u%wma the
ministry of fhtercession. So, amidst
the ‘“removing earth,”  Psalm 46. T
gave me a shelter, and the little floor-
corner of my hut became Matt. 6:6 to
me. In momentary expectation of
‘absence from the body,” especially
when machine gun bullets began to
rain upon us, I had the blessed as-
surance of presence with the Lord.
How any of us in the whole area es-
caped death or wounds is remarkable
for Fritz did his best, under the most
favorable circumstances for his pur- |
pose, to exterminate us, and only left
us when he had apparently emptied
his magazines.

After the raid I was at once taken
by our faithful stretcher-bearers to
the operating theater of ourhospital
and skilfully attended to. As we have
no officers’ ward in our hospital, the
next day I was brought with the other
two officers of our unit who ‘were
wounded in the raid, to this very
practical expression of the “Liver-
pool Merchants’ goodwill towards our
army. ;

My case is progressing very favor-
ably and I am being well cared for.
Providentially not one of our Nursing
Sisters was hit. They all stood brave-
ly by their posts, performing their
duties most faithfully towards their
helpless charges. Many a wounded
soldier was comforted and delivered
from overwhelming fear as he lay
powerless on his bed, by the courage
and fideility of our noble ‘‘Sisters,”
God bless them! We never could win
this war (as we shall) without them.
I regret very much that my work has
been thus interrupted, but hope soon
to be at it again D. V. Meanwhile
Rom. 8:28 ensures a (good time.”

As writing lying on the back is not
easy, may I ask you to let my‘many
friends in’ the dear home churches
know that I am getting on nicely, with
good prespect of full recovery;
