5. The views of horsemen generally as 
to the advisability of a stallion inspec­
tion act.

0. Suggestions from those interested 
in the horse business as to what can 
be done to improve conditions of the 
horse business generally.

In order to procure this information 
the Province will be divided into eight 
districts. Two competent and expert 
horsemen have been selected and allotted 
to each district. From five to six weeks 
will be spent in each district by the 
mittee appointed for that district. The 
districts will be composed of a number 
of counties grouped together, the 
her making up each district being de­
cided by the length of time required to 
go through a county. Each county will 
require from four to nine days. The 
information regarding stallions will be 

: possible, each stallion in 
the Province being inspected. The in­
formation regarding mares cannot be got 
so accurately, but a great deal of infor­
mation can be procured from the stal­
lion owners in each district as to the 
number, type and quality of the brood 
marcs, the committee having an oppor­
tunity of confirming this by noting the 
appearance of the mares 
travelling through the district. Regard­
ing the other matters of a more general 
nature, information will be procured by 
close observation and by conversation 
with those met by the committee who 
may have any knowledge of the local 
conditions.

In addition to the work as above- out­
lined, it is being arranged to have 
public meeting in each county at some 
point centrally located, and where a 
special interest is taken in the horse in­
dustry. The object of tiÆ meeting is 
to give any person who so desires an 
opportunity of expressing his views to 
the committee. The meeting in each 
county will be held immediately after 
the committee has completed the work 
in that county.

In each Farmers’ Institute district the
worl-ta7 haS been asked to a9si8t in th® 
work of procuring the names and ad-
dresses of the stallion owners and laying 
out the most convenient route for" the 
rommittee to follow while in his district. 
He has also been asked to accompany 
the committee, and to arrange for the 
public meeting in thc county. In cases 
where the secretary was unable to do 
the work, the president of thc Farmers’ 
Institute has been asked to make thc 
necessary arrangements. The dates and 
points at which the public meetings will 
be held have been selected. Arrange­
ments have a!=o been completed for the 
dates allowed for each institute division, 
and the points at which committees will 
transfer from one institute district to 
the one following.

The work should have the sympathy 
and co-operation of all owners of stal­
lions and of all who are interested in the 
horse industry. It is hoped that thc 
committees will be given every facilit)- 
for procuring thc information required, 
and that every person interested will 
take advantage of the opportunity being 
given to express his views as to how thc 
horse industry of this Province can best 
be improved.

Baltimore may contest the right of Pitts­
burg to sixth place on ncount of the 
spurt it has taken since the fire. The 
1900 census gives Baltimore a total pop­
ulation of 608.957. The most conserva­
tive estimate of the new Pittsburg's pop­
ulation is 521,000, while some people be­
lieve it to be 50,000.

Pittsburg and Baltimore arc growing 
very rapidly, and it is a question which 
will have the greater population in 1910. 
St. Louis and Boston are hovering about 
the 600,000 mark, and there is a possi­
bility of Pittsburg's forging ahead of 
both. With the present enormous de­
mand for iron and steel products it is 
believed that Pittsburg will grow at a 
more rapid rate during the next few 
years than any other city in the United 
States.

In creating the Greater Pittsburg no 
attempt was made to take in a great 
area of territory, as was the case with 
Greater Philadelphia, Greater New York 
and Greater Chicago. Only the city of 
Allegheny was annexed.

There are still in Allegheny county, in 
whioh Pittsburg is situated, and all with­
in ten miles of the city limits, the follow- 
*ng municipalities; McKeesport, popu­
lation 37,000; Braddock, population, 17,- 
500; Homestead, population 14,000; 
Wilkinsburg, population 13,000.

realjy a part of it, except that it has its 
distinct existence.

Here was a company of workers who had 
organized themselves to demand a given 
wage. If It had not been a larger wage than- 
free people would have been glad to do the 
work, for they would have had little need 
for organization and none for force. They 
only demanded this, which they had a per­
fect right to do, the alternative being to 
decline the work, but they demanded that 
the Union should be acknowledged, that 
Is, the people conducting tbeTiuslnees should 
settle all questions of wages with the Union. 
Putting the two things together, It meaut 
that the Union should dictate he price of 
labor. As the management could not indicate 
the price of Its product, to accept this would 
have been to kill their business, or, at least 
the men undertook to enforce their decrees 
by forming themselves Into an army to pre­
vent any one else from working.

A sweeper should be run over a car­

pet or rug every day to take off the 
loose dirt.

Once a week a thorough sweeping is 
necessary to brush out the grit and 
dust from the nap of a velvet or Wilton, 
or from the close weave of a body Brus­
sels or an Ingrain.

In sweeping take a stiff brcom and 
bnish with the weave. After the first 
dirt is removed sprinkle over the car­
pet or rug damp tea leaves. Leave them 
for fifteen or thirty minutes and then 
brush up lightly, and the brightness of 
the colors will make the floor covering 
look almost like new.

Dampened pieces of paper spread over 
a carpet will have the same effect on 
the colors, for the dampness seems to 
take up loose dirt that a broom or a 
sweeper cannot catch.

Salt sprinkled over the carpet before 
sweeping is often resorted to, though 
while it does brighten the colors there is 
always the danger of the salt that re­
mains in the nap rusting the chair and 
furniture casters, particularly if there is 
much dampness about the house.—New 
York Telegram.

This gen­
eral usd of the floor for living purposes 
enables the Japanese to do without the 
greater part of the furniture with which 
our western dwellings are filled, and it 
nlos accounts for the invariable rule 
of removing one's1 shoes when entering 
a Japanese house.

The Japanese ordinarily wear either 
straw sandals or wooden clogs, the lat­
ter almost always in wet weather, when 
they think it desirable to have the soles 
of their feet raised two or throe inches 
above the wet ground. Both of theso 
are held to the foot by a band which, 
after passing between the great and the 
second toe, divides and goes over the 
arch of the foot. By practice the scandal 
or clog can be held by this means about 
ns securely to the foot as it would be if 
laced, with this—to the Japaneses—great 
advantage, that it can be immediately 
and without trouble put off when going 
into a house and put on when leaving.

China's Armies Much Improved—Opera­
tions Almost Equal to Those in 
European Countries.

Changtofu, Oct. 29.—A notable i>at- 
ot the autumn manoeuvres of the 

Chinese Imperial army, which began 
last Monday in the neighborhood of 
Changtofu, has been the presence 
the field of portable wireless telegraphy 
apparatus carried upon tight wagons, 
and so adjusted that it can be erected 
in less than tnirty minutes. These 
stations were operated by Chinese of­
ficers belonging to the telegraph corps.

The manoeuvres came to an end yes­
terday with victory tor the northern 
army. At a village five miles south of 
Changtofu this army succeeded in check­
ing the advance of the southern army. 
The manoeuvres began with cavalry op­
erations followed on Wednesday by ar­
tillery practice. All arms displayed ex­
cellent discipline. Experienced military 
observers are of the opinion that, with 
the exception of certain minor defects 
and making allowances for the fact that 
these operations were an experiment, the 
manoeuvres were almost equal to those 
conducted in European countries.

The artillery and the principal equip­
ment of the troops were manufactured 
in Japan. The northern army un- 1 
doubtedly was better clothed and 
equipped than the southern. It also dis­
played better organization, and had more 
efficient advisers.

To-day the proceedings came to an , 
end with a grand review of both armies, 
including all branches, at the conclu­
sion of which Yuan Shi Kai, Command- 
er-in-Chief of the forces, invited the for­
eign observers to lunch. It is estimat­
ed that the manoeuvres cost $500,000.

Destroyed by Fire. ONTARIO BANK.Kansas City, Mo., Oct. 29.—More than 

a score of lives are believed to have been 
lost in a fire that destroyed the four- 
storey Chamber of Commerce building in 
the River View district of Kansas City,
Kansas, early to-day.
