In casting nboul for some solution
of the problem how to educate country
children, the Burean of Education, at
Washington, has selected the rural
school at Rock Hill, S, C., for its pat~
tern., After a two year trial this
school without books, classes grades,
examinations or punishments, where
childred not only whisper, but talk
out aloud, where play has driven ont
work, may be called an experiment
successful enongh to be applied
throughout the larming districts of
North, South, East and West, The
Rock Hill rural school was conceived
with the idea of so fitting the boys
and girls for their life work on the
farm that they would do it well and
enjoy it. Adthough the expense al-
lowance—$600 a year—was not large,
yet the choice of a teacher was for-
tunate, and on the teacher’s ability,
of course, rests a great deal of any
school's chance for success.

The situation faced by this 'teacher
at Rock Hill was tersely this: —There
never was before in the whole world
such a thing as a school.. You have
the first school. You have the pupils.
