PREDICTS A 
LOWER RATE.

Finance Chairman Peregrine 
Laughs at Stewarts Notion.

Recent By-laas Driving Pawn 
Brokers Out of Business.

Contract Not Yet Received From 
Power Commission.

Chairman Peregrine smiled to-day 
when he heard ex-Mayor Stewart’s pre­
diction that the tax rate would go up 
to twenty-three mills within the next 
two years. “I think the rate can be 
brought down to less than twenty mills, 
and have things nicely financed with 
that amount, although it may take a 
little time.” said the Finance Chairman.

E. E. FISHER 
DIED TO-DAY

Late General Superintendent of 
T., H. & B. Railway.

Was An Able Raihcay Man and 
Progressive Citizen.

Had Retired From T., H. & B. 
Only Two IVeeks Ago.

Two weeks ago to-day, when it was 
announced that Mr. E. Elstner Fisher 
was retiring from the office of general 
superintendent, and chief engineer of the 
Toronto. Hamilton & Buffalo Railway 
his boats of friends in this city and 
elsewhere joined in the wish that a long 
rest might restore to him the blessing 
of health, and that he might long be 
spared to enjoy the ei^se which he had 
so well earned. But it was not to be. 
Few then, probably not himself, realized 
how sick a man he was. He passed 
away this morning at the City Hospital, 
to which institution ho had gone soon 
after laying down the reins of office, for 
a frontal sinus and antrum operation. 
He was found to lie more seriously ill 
than was supposed, and his death was 
looked for yesterday and last night.

Mr. Fisher had been connected with 
the T._, H. & B. in the capacity of gen 
eral superintendent since the road was 
built fifteen years ago. He was edu­
cated at the IJx S. Academy nt Annnpo 
lis. and before beginning his railroad 
career held . a commission as lieutenant 
in the United States navy, latter he 
was resident engineer with the Penn­
sylvania road, and then joined the staff 
of the New York Central, leaving that 
road to become superintendent here. He 
soon made for himself here a reputation 
as a thoroughly efficient railroad man. 
and under his management' the T.. IT. & 
B. Railway been me a very popular lino. 
He also showed a fine public spirit, ever 
ready to give his assistance to any 
movemeit for the lienefit of the city of 
his- adoption. He took a prominent part 
in athletic*, and was a lover of every 
honorable sport. Personally lie was 
clear sighted, honest. fat seeing and en­
thusiastic, and made friends easily. He 
was a member of the Church of (he 
Ascension. He was 56 years of age on 
Sunday last.

Mr. Fisher is survived by his mother, 
Mrs. Louise E. Fisher, of Vrbana, Ohio : 
a brother. Reynolds, an architect, in 
Chicago; one sister. Mrs. D. T. Mac- 
Dougnll, and one son. Philip B.. attend­
ing the Cornell university. All were at 
his bedside at time of death except Mrs. 
D. T. MacDougall. who arrived to-day. 
Deceased was a member of the following 
societies and clubs : Barton lx>dge.

and A. M.: Hiram Chapter. R. A. M.: 
American Society of Civil Engineers.

Any hope the police or public may 
have had that William Edward Bedfort, 
the self-confeesed slayer of Ethel Kin- 
rade, could solve the mystery of Hamil­
ton’s most baffling and sensational tra­
gedy, was practically shattered yester­
day afternoon when the man’s detailed 
story was cabled from London. As In­
spector Kydd, of Scotland Yard, points 
out, the fellow’s confession tallies so 
closely with the newspaper accounts of 
the muvdcr and inquest that the author­
ities are almost convinced he built his 
story up from flTt* reports he read. Some 
of the details he mentions fit in closely 
with the story told by Florence Kin- 
rado. sister of the murdered girl, but 
on the whole there are discrepancies 
that make it impossible to accept it. 
The London authorities still adhere to 
the theory that the man is insane. Un­
til the Attorney-General s department 
takes some actioq the public will be 
kept guessing as to what the Provincial 
officers who worked on the case think 
of Bed fort's story. It certainly is far 
afield from the theory upon which they

worked when there seemed s possiblity 
of solving the crime.

All efforts to get any trace of Bed- 
iort here failed. A Times reporter call­
ed at the cheap lodging houses and other 
places where a character, such as he is 
described, might be kuown, but no one 
remembered him. The statements made 
so far by Bedfort, which have permit­
ted of rapid investigation, prove his 
story false.

For instance, in the cabled story of 
his confession he says that after com­
mitting the crime he caught a train for 
Toronto about 5 o’clock, stayed there 
overnight in a cheap boarding house, 
met the man who hired him the next 
afternoon. The fellow told him he had 
killed the right girl, gave him a ticket 
for Montreal, where he received a ticket 
and money for England and sailed at 
once on the steamer Laurentic.

A Montreal despatch says that the 
steamer Laurentic sailed from there for 
the firet. time this year, on May 18— 
three months after the ronrder. and 
long after the inquest had been closed.

The strongest, point in Bed fort's story 
as told t4w Tandon police is the matter

of the false, heavy, drooping mousrtacJi 
that he says he wore. Florence Kinrado 
remembered this above everything els:*. 
She emphasized it every time she «Recus­
ed the matter with the poHce, and sh 
dwelt upon it when she was on the wk 
i*e#w stand. The heavy, drooping, wav;, 
moustache wua the one thing above 
others about the man that she renie 
bored.

Bedfort’s story m this respect beai ~ 
out the theory of Scotland Yard offi­
cial* that Bedfort got his information 
from the. newspapers. The «lay after th? 
tragedy the Times published a story 
about a man who hoarded a «treat car 
near the Kinrade house just after the 
murder. He waa eo excited he attracted 
the attention of other passengers. This 
man was dean shaven. It was suggested 
that this was the murderer, and that he 
wore a heavy, false moustache. Bedfort 
may have read this or similar stories.

The prisoner first informed the Lon­
don police that the crime was committed 
in Hummer, hut be later corrected this, 
and said there was snow on the ground.

The piece of silver.” thirty of which 

were paid to Judas in hie trade of be­
traying Christ, was of peculiar -‘nterest 
to the Israelites, and was always spok­
en of in their holy books as the shekel 
of Israel, or holy shekel of the sanc­
tuary.

Trichinosis 
and plague seem to owe their epidemic pre­
valence entirely to the rat. which In the form­
er caae acts as the Intermediate host ot the 
trichina spiralis; while In the case of the 
plague the rat flea absorbs the plague virus 
from the Infected rat and In turn Inoculates 
human beings. A report of a diphtheria epi­
demic at the Hospital for Insane at Maddle- 
towu. Conn.. Indicates that the rat can be 
a large factor In transmitting other commun­
icable diseases. .

“The most effective method of getting rid 
of rats seems to be the use of one of the 
bacteriological poisons. particularly Neu­
mann’s virus or Danyse's virus, which sets 
up a communicable disease among rata from 
which they quickly die in the open air and 
awav from their haunts. In England whole 
Islands and villages have been cleared of 
rats bv distributing bread dipped in a bac­
teriological broth near their runs. The ad­
vantage of them poisons is that they are 
harmless to humanity and domestic animals.”’

NO LEMIEUX ACT THERE.
The people of Canada, employers and 

Employed, having had a brief experience 
awith the Lemieux Act and the advan­
tages it offers for the avoidance of 
industrial warfare, are in a good pdsi-

those which prevail where no such 
machinery for settling labor troubles is. 
provided. We have had few disastrous 
labor wars in Canada since it was placed 
on the statute books, and in the rare < 
case* in which1 the findings of the con­

ciliation boards provided for by the act 
'were not accepted the result* of the 
refusals were not long in impressing 
themselves on those who rejected them. 

;£Phe Act. has evidently justified itself; 
and this notwithstanding that it i* not 
Compulsory. aave as to preventing 
strikes or lockout* till inquiry ha* been 
made. Of course it applies automati­
cally only to a few industries directly 
affecting the public convenience, but it 
may be applied to any labor difficulty 
by the consent of the parties.

About nine month* ago a great strike 
of the United State* hatter* wa* begun. 
And it has been waged with great hit- 
,tern>sa. The struggle has cdst both 
sides a very large *um of money, ewti- 
diated at $4.000,f)On. The employer* 
have been running some of their shops 
jVitb non-union labor; they have cleared 
out their stocks on hand and worn out 
many of the men. Now a compromise 
has been agreed upon, and the men will 
W taken back very soon. The non- 

■.union men employed are not to he dis­
turbed, and the union label will he 
placed in hats when the customer's order 
so specifies; if it specifies that it shall 
not he used the union shall not hold 
it to l>e a grievance to omit the label.

Surely such matters a« those could 
have been settled by three men of com­
mon se-r.'ie setting as a board of con­
ciliation. and such a great waste of time 
and money .might have been saved. A 
measure like the Temieux Act would, if 
it had been taken advantage of, have 
led to many a poor man'* family en­
tering the winter in comfort, instead of 
in debt and poverty. The Canadian 
people have in this matter set an exam­
ple to their neighbor*. It ir a measure 
infinitely better than big labor war 
fund*, employers’ associations or walk­
ing delegates, liecauae it is founded on 
idea* of justice and fair dealing, and 
because the Canadians, employer* and 
employed, as a rule are ready to defer 
to a healthy public opinio*.

U. S. WHEAT CROP.
The October crop report issued by the 

United States Government fully bears 
.out the optimistic predictions of the 
^earlier months of the year and indicates 
that the world's needs will be well met 

far as North America's contribution 
is concerned. The estimate of the re­
ctum which the United States farmer 
will have for his labor is:

Thi* wheat crop ha* been the largest 
ever produced in the United States, save 
on two occasions—1901, when the crop 
was 748,460.218 bushels, and 1906, when 
it was 735,200,970 bushels. The figures 
of the last five years may be thus com­
pared with the estimate of the present 
year * crop:

MR. FISHER’S DEATH.
The news of the sudden and unex­

pected clèath of Mr. E. E. Fisher, gen­
eral superintendent of the T., H.' A B. 
Railway, will be received by our readers 
with surprise' and regret. Although he 
had been ill -for a considerable time, the 
nature of his illness did not lead his 
friends to suppose that a fatal result 
was to be apprehended. It was very 
generally expected that a short time of 
rest and recuperation would enable him 
to again take up the activities of rail­
road life. We understand that not even 
his physicians apprehended a fatal out­
come of his disease, although they were 
fully aware of its dangerous possibil­
ities. Mr. Fisher had occupied a pronf- 
inent position in Hamilton business life 
for some years; and a very large circle 
of friend* will lament hi* sudden taking 
off.

A GREAT WORK.
Yesterday the last spike in the Na­

tional Transcontinental Railway line be­
tween Winnipeg and Fort William wa* 
driven, and trains may now be run from 
Fort William to Edmonton. This sec­
tion is not yet ready for traffic, but 
the laying of the rails indicates that an 
extremely difficult piece of work has 
been carried out thus near to comple­
tion with a rapidity hitherto unequalled 
in railway building. On this section 
from 6,000 to 8,000 men have been con­
tinuously employed and the engineering 
alone constitutes a remarkable f**4, The 
grades secured are easier than thoee of 
any other line north of the lakes? much 
easier than was hoped for when the line 
was first projected, and this will have 
much value by way of rendering opera­
tion of the line easy.

Tlje construction of this section of the 
line was the most difficult part of the 
Commission’s work. By its completion, 
about 1.500 miles of the new road from 
Fort William to Edmonton is now ready 
for the engines. The other sections of 
the line are well under way, and the en­
tire construction work will present a 
record in railway building that is highly 
creditable to the Dominion Govern­
ment’s carefulness and executive capa­
city.

THE POUR DAT.

whj there should be six months' day 
and six months' night at the North Pole.

In one sense our contemporary is 
right. Many people seem to have con­
ceived the erroneous idea that it the 
Poles utter darkness prevails for six 
months, followed by continual day for 
six months. This is, of course, a mis­
taken notion. Save at the equator, day 
and night, as measured by light and 
darkness, do not for two consecutive 
days remain the same. Owing to the in 
clination of the earth’s axis „to the 
ecliptic, there is constant change. 
As we near the Poles we find the 
inequality in the length of the days 
and nights becomes greater, and at the 
Poles themselves a day of six months al 
ternates with a night of six months, 
while light prevails at, one Pole, dark­
ness reigns at the other.'The Polar cir­
cles have one day of 24 hours, and one 
night of the *ame length in each year. 
But day and night in the sense of light 
and darkness is so distributed that ev­
ery part of the earth has the sun above 
its horizon for six months in the year.

WAS COOK 
AT THE POLE?

CeMinder Peary Declare» That 
He Was Net

Impossible For Cook to Do What 
He Claimed to Do.

Statement Made hy Two Esquimaux 
Boys With Cook.

Nexv. York, Oct. 12.—The following 
statement of Commander Robert E. 
Peary, which he submitted to the Peary 
Arctic Club in support of his contention 
that Dr. Cook did not reach the north 
pole, is now made public for the first

The‘two Esquimau boys, 1-took-a-slmo 
and Alft-pe-lah, who accompanied Dr. 
Cook while he was away from Anoratok 
in 1008 and 1009, were questioned separ­
ately and independently, and were cor­
roborated by Panikpali, the father of 
one of them (I-took-a-shoo), who was 
personally familiar with the first third 
and the last third of their journey, and 
who said that the route for the remain­
ing third, as shown by them, was ns de­
scribed to him l»v his son after his re­
turn with Dr. Cook.

Notes of their statements were taken 
by several of us, and no one of us has 
any doubt that they told the truth.

Their testimony was unshaken by 
cross-examination, was corroborated by 
other men in the tribe, and was elicited 
neither by threats nor promises, the two 
boys and* their father talking of their 
journey and their experiences in the 
same way that they would talk of any 
hunting trip.

To go more into details: One of the 
boys was called in, and, with a chart 
en the table before him, was asked to 
show where he had gone with Dr. Cook. 
This he did, pointing out with his finger 
on the map. but nbt making any marks 
upon it.

As he went out, the other boy came in 
and was asked to show where he had 
gone with Dr. Cook. This he did, also 
without making any marks, and indi­
cated the same route and the same de­
tails as did the first boy.

When he was through, Panikpah. the 
father of I-took-a-shoo, a very intelli­
gent man, who was in the party of Es­
quimaux that came back from Dr. Cook 
•from the northern end of Nansen's 
Strait, who is familiar as a hunter with 
the Jones Sound region, and who lias 

• been in Commander Peary’s various ex­
peditions for some fifteen years, came 
in and indicated the same localities and 
details as the two boys.

Then the first boy was brought in 
again, and with a pencil he traced on 
the map their route, members <»f our 
part)' writing upon the chart where, ac­
cording to the boy’s statement, they had 
killed deer, bear, some of their dogs, 
seal, walrus and musk-oxen.

The second boy was then called in and 
the two went over the chart together, 
the second boy suggesting some changes 
as noted hereafter.

Finally, Panikpah, the father, was 
again called in to verify details of the 
portions of the route with which he 
was personally familiar.

The bulk of the boys’ testimony was 
not taken by Commander Peary, nor iu 
his presence, a fact that obviates any 
possible claim that they were awed by 
him.
'Certain questions on independent, lines 

from the direct narrative of the Esqui­
mau boys were suggested by Command­
er Peary to some of us. and were put 
by uS to the Esquimau boys.
‘Still later, Commander Peary asked 

the Esquimaux boys two or three Casual 
questions on minor points that had oc­
curred to him.

During the taking of thie testimony, 
it developed that Dr. Cook had told 
these boys, as he told Mr. Whitney and 
Billy Pritchard, the cabin boy, that they 

. must pot Ml Commander Peary or any 
' T us anything about their journey, and

.. fifcriimHiftffiiii

the boys stated Dr. Cook had threatened 
them if they should tell anything.

The narrative of these Esquimaux is 
as follows:

They, with Dr. Cook, Fraqpke and 
nine other Esquimaux, left Anoratok, 
crossed Smith’s Sound to Cape Sabine, 
slept in Commander Peary's old house 
in Payer Harbor, then went through 
Rice Strait to Buchanan Bay. After a 
few marches Francke and three Esqui­
maux returned to Anoratok.

Dr. Cook, with the others, then pro­
ceeded up Flagler Bay a branch of 
Buchanan Bay, and crossed Ellesmere 
Land through the valley pass at the 
head of Flagler Bay, indicated by 
Commander Peary in 1898, and utilised 
by Sverdrup's “Bay Fiord" on the west 
side of Ellesmere Land.

Their route then lay out through this 
fiord, thence north through Sverdrup’a 
“Heuerka Sound" and Nansen Strait.

On their way they killed musk-oxen 
and bear, and made caches, arriving 
eventually at a point on the west side 
of Nanseen Strait (shore of Axel Hei­
berg Land of Sverdrup), south of Cape 
Thomas Hubbard.

A cache was formed here and the four 
Esquimaux did not go beyond this 
point. Two others, Koolootingwah and 
Inughito. went on one more march with 
Dr. Cook and the two boys, helped to 
build the snow igloo, thes returned with­
out sleeping.

After sleeping at the camp where the 
last two Esquimaux turned back. Dr. 
Cook and the two boys went in a north­
erly or northwesterly direction with two 
sledges and twenty odd dogs, one more 
march, when they encountered rough ice 
and a lead of open water. They did not 
enter this rough ice, nor cross'the lead, 
but turned westward or south west ward 
a short distance and returned to Hei­
berg Land at a point west of where they 
had left the cache and where the four 
men had turned back.

Here they remained four or five 
deeps, and during that time I-took-a- 
shoo went back to the cache and got 
his gun which he had left there, and 
a few items of supplies.

When asked why only a few sup­
plies were taken from the cache, the 
boys replied that only a small amount 
of provisions had been used in the few 
days since they left the cache, and 
that their sledges still had all they 
could carry, so that thev could not 
take more.

After being informed of the boya' 
narrative thus far, Commander Peary 
suggested a series of questions to be 
pnt to the boys in regard to thia trip 
from the land out and back to it.

Thes questions and answers were as 
follows :

Did they make any cache* out on 
the ice? Ana.—No.

Did they kill any bear or wal while 
out on the ice north of Cape Thomas 
Hubbard? Ans.—No.

Did they kill or lose any of their 
dogs while out on the ice?* Ans.—No.

With how many sledges did thev 
start? Ans.—Two.

How many dogs did they have? 
Ans.—Did not remember exactly, but 
something over twenty.

How many sledges did they have when 
they got hack to land? Ans.—Two.

Did they have any provisions left on 
their sledges when they came back to 
land? Ans.—Yes; the sledges still had 
about all they could carry, so they were 
uhle to take but a few things from the

From here they then went southwest 
along thy northwest coast of Heiberg 
Land to a point indicated on the map 
(Sverdrup’s Cape Northwest).

From here they went west across 
the ice, which was level and covered 
with snow, offering good going, to a 
low island which they had seen from 
the shore of Heiberg Land at Cape 
Northwest. On this island they camp­
ed for one sleep.

The size and position of this island, 
os drawn by the first boy, was criti­
cised by the second boy as being too 
large and too far to the west, tbe sec­
ond boy calling the attention of the 
first to the fact that the position of the 
island was more nearly in line with 
the point where they had left Heiberg 
Umd (Cape Northeast) and the chan­
nel between Amund Ringnes Land and 
F.Ilrf Ringnes Land.

This criticism and correction was 
accepted by the first boy, who started

to change the position of the island, 
but was stopped, as Commander Peary 
had given instructions that no changes 
or erasures were to be made in the 
route as drawn by the Esquimaux on 
the chart.

From this island they could see two 
lands beyond (Sverdrup’s Ellef Ring­
nes and Amund Ringnes Lands.) From 
the. island they journeyed toward the 
left-hand one of these two lands (Am­
und Ringnes Land), passing a small is­
land which they did not visit.

Arriving at the shore of Amund Ring­
nes Land, the Esquimaux killed a deer, 
as indicated on the chart.

The above emphasized portion of the 
statement of the Esquimaux boys covers 
the period of time in which Dr. Cook 
claims to have gone to the pole and 
back, and the entire time during which 
he could possibly have made any at­
tempt to go to it.

The answers of the Esquimaux boys 
to Commander Peary’s series of inde­
pendent questions, showing that they 
kiZeA no game, made no caches, lost 
no dogs, and returned to the land with 
loaded sledges, makes their attainment 
of the pole on the trip north of Cape 
Thoma* Hubbard a physical and mathe 
mat irai impossibility, as it would de­
mand the subsistence of three men and 
over twenty doge during a journey of 
1,040 geographical miles on less than 
two sledge loads of supplies.

COOK TALKS.

Says His Proof Will be Submitted in 
Due Time.

Cleveland, O., Oct. 12.—Dr. Frederick 
A. Qook lectured here to-night. He was 
shown the charges that Commander 
Peary makes, but refused to make a 
direct reply. He said;

“1 have already reptied to Peary’s 
chargee, so far as it is necessary at 
this time. I do not think at tbe*mo­
ment I shall eey anything relative to 
this la teat controversy. At least. I 
shall not do eo to-night. I hare not 
decided that I shall reply at all. I have 
sought to avoid a controversy and let 
my records speak for themselves.

“It ie the name old story. I have re­
plied to the pointe raised a dozen times. 
The map published by Commander 
Peary in itself indicates that the Es­
quimaux have respected their promise 
made to me, that they would not give 
any information to Peary or his men.

“Mr. Whitney has said that, during 
thf cross-examination conducted by 
Commander Peary and others after the 
expetition, the Esquimaux <tid not un­
derstand the questions put to them or 
the map which wae laid before them.

“I will not enter into any argument 
about the matter, but will bring 
Esquimaux to New York at my own ex 
pense, and they will prove, a* did Mr. 
Whitney, all that I have claimed.”

“I shall never try again for the Pole. 
Once is sufficient.

“So soon as navigation permits next 
year a ship will be fitted out. probably 
in June, to bring down the Esquimaux 
and my instruments. The instruments 
I feed are safe. The natives know they 
are cached and will respect the cache. *

“My records will be submitted in de­
tail to the University of Copenhagen, 
probably within 60 days. From that 
university copies of the* records will be 
sent a t the same tome to all the geo­
graphical societies of the world. From 
the University of Copenhagen will come 
the first decision.”

$64,000.

Hashed Up Amid Hallelujahs at 

the Gospel Taberatcle.

Sophia Daoces Before Lord After 
Makiag Her Gift.

New York, Oct. 12.—“How much do 
I care for perishing men?!?

The answer was $64,000 in cash and 
pledges, mostly pledges, given for mis­
sionary work in the Orient. And 
while receiving the gift the Rev. Dr. 
A. B. Simpson dedicated it to the 
Lord, and his hearers and contribu­
tors in the Gospel Tabernacle in 
Eighth avenue sang a hymn.

There were no offerings of jewels on 
Sunday morning—perhaus they have 
all been yielded in former years—but 
the spirit was still willing if the ma­
terial was spent. One of the doctor’s 
followers offered herself by written 
pledge for the work “in the field,” 
the work of missionary endeavor in 
the Orient—she was a trained nurse 
—and another whose sex and calling 
were not given offered “myself; ’tis 
all 1 have to give,” and so wrote on 
the pledge.

“Praise the Lord !” said Dr. Simp-

He had been speaking to a crowded 
houseful on the parable of the Good 
Samaritan. He had told them that 
he had once given all he possessed; 
it was thirty years ago in the old 
Academy of Music in Fourteenth street 
in this city, and not until the last 
dollar was gone did money begin to 
come in.

“But God repays,” said the doctor; 
“since then He has sént into this 
work more than $4,000,000. The whole 
question is: How much do we care?

The social reformers are hon­
est men and are doing a lot more 
than cowardly priests have done, but 
their work isn’t adequate. They are 
on the wrong side of help for fallen 
man. It’s not a question of economic 
adjustment. It’s a question of Christ. 
Get men saved and the temperance 
question will take care of itself. Get 
men saved and the question of divorce 
will be settled-----”

“Araen! Praise the Lord! Yes, yes. 
Glory be to God! O, yes, amen! Glory 
to Jesus!”

“There’s nothing aggressive in human 
religion.” the preacher continued. “Mark

SITE AT LEVIS.
Herlend & Wolff's Dry Dork to be 

Located There.

Why They Are Coming to Canada 
—Objections to Montreal.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Out.. Oct. 12.—Harland & 

Wolff’s representative here states that 
the primary purpose of hits firm in com­
ing to Canada is to construct a dry dock 
on the St. Lawrence, and that it is act­
ing in conjunction with Canadian ship­
ping interests in this movement. There 
are now a half dozen steameis trading 
to the St. Lawrence which could not 
be accommodated in the Levis dock. 
Both the Government and the shipping 
interests have been anxious to remedy 
this defect and provide accommodation. 
A despatch from Quebec, stating that 
the Canadian Pacific and Harland i 
Wolff have made extensive purchases <>f 
land along the water front, and the fact 
that a million dollar dry dock company 
of Quebec is applying to Parliament for 
incorporation, gives a very clear indica­
tion of the Canadian associates of Har­
land 4 Wolff, and the site of their pro­
posed dry dock and repair yards. It Is 
stated liere that the building of ships is 
a secondary consideration in the Har­
land Sc Wolff plan, though they expect 
to go in for the construction of both 
commercial and naval craft. It is under­
stood that Montreal was at one time 
considered as the site of the plant by 
Harlaiul & Wolff, but they were led to 
select Levis because Montreal could not 
be used in the repairing of damaged bat­
tleships, as the British Admiralty will 
not allow its larger vessels t-o pass Que­
bec. owing to the fact that the channel 
is so narrow that if commercial boats 
of large size should Ik» sunk across the 
channel any warship in dock would be 
bottled up an<l might l>e cut off from 
access to the St. I^awrenoe.

EXPLOSION 
AT AYLMER.

Light and Water Plant in Ruins— 
Engineer Dead.

Oae Hundred Men Out of Work by 
I Burning of Shoe Factory.

Loss About Two Hundred Thensand 
Dollars, Covered by Insurance.

Aylmer, Ont., Oct. 12.—A catastrophe 
which has no parallel in the history of 
Aylmer, descended on this peaceful little 
town at 7 o’clock to-night. As a result 
of an unexplained explosion of the 
boiler in the Aylmer electric light and 
waterworks, Harry Fishvr, the engineer, 
is dead, the plant itself is a mass of 
wreck and ruin, and the Brandon shoe 
factory, owned by Messrs. 0. E. Peter­
son and A. Brandon, formerly of To­
ronto, is reduced to a smouldering heap 
of ashes. The estimated loss is about 
$200,000, of which $50,000 will be borne 
by the town’s light and water plant, 
and $150.000 by the shoe factory. Both 
are well covered by insurance. To-night 
no light, save oil lamp or tallow candle, 
burns in Aylmer, and no water ia 
available except that carried by hand 
from the unharmed reservoir. Not until 
a new electric plant is installed will the 
people be free to choose any but this 
primitive mode of lighting. The water 
question is a less serious one to solve, 
for the town reservoir was absolutely 
uninjured by the explosion, and it 
only requires the installation of a new 
pump to give the citizens once more an 
ample water supply. The town of 
Aylmer, which owned both electric 
light plant, waterworks and building 
occupied by the Brandon shoe factory, 
wjll be the chief loser, but the ruin of 
the latter concern falls heavily on the 
whole citizen body. It was the main­
stay of the town, and its destruction 
deprived 100 men of employment at a 
season of the year when employment is 
most necessary, yet most difficult to 
secure.

STORY OF THE DISASTER.
Aylmer’s 1300 inhabitants had hardly 

finished their evening meal when every­
thing wbr suddenly precipitated into 
darkness. One moment only was there 
for wonder or surmise when a terrific 
explosion spread terror and dismay 
through the town. In St. Thomas, 
twelve miles away, the shock was plain­
ly felt, and in Aylmer itself nearly 
every window was shivered to splinters. 
All loose household articles came flying 
through the darkness about their own­
ers’ heads. Small children were shaken 
from their feet and infants rolled from 
bed to floor.

Then gradually the cry of fire was 
heard, and over the face of the town 
spread the lurid glow of the fiercely 
burning shoe factory. The entire struc­
ture was of wood, as are most of the 
houses of the place, and it looked for 
the moment as if a general conflagra­
tion was imminent. Despite the efforts 
of the fire brigade, the structure was 
reduced to ashes. The big new barns of 
Albert Cahoon were destroyed, and those 
of Thomas Wooster were saved with 
difficulty. Thanks to the unselfish 
efforts of the Aylmer Condenser Com­
pany. which owns a private water sup­
ply. the fire was put under control and 
further damage averted.

Then only was it discovered to what 
extent the electric light ami water­
works plant was damaged. Where the 
extensive structure had recently stood 
nothing was seen hut a mass of shat­
tered brick and twisted steel. Two 
150 horse power boilers, two pumps, 
two dynamos and other machinery were 
included in the wreckage.

The cause of the explosion will prob­
ably forever remain a mystery. Harry 
Fisher, the unfortunate engineer, was a 
reliable man, and had been in the com­
pany's employ for some time. He was 
the sole occupant, of the building, and 
with him rests the secret of the fatal­
ity.

Fisher’s dead body was found two 
hours after the explosion beneath a 
wall of the engine room. He was 
stretched at full length, ami had prob­
ably gone to his death without the 
least warning of its approach. He 
was 43 years of age, and is survived 
by a wife and three children. Une 
son is grown up.

The force of the explosion rent the 
boiler into four huge masses, which 
went careening through space, carrying 
all before tb*u. Une 300-pound frag­
ment fell through the John street 
bridge, into Catfish Creek. 2U0 yards 
away. A second piece was driven west­
ward through the the building, tearing 
the wall away wilh it. A third portion 
knocked the railing from the big 
stand pipe, but did 110 further damage. 
The veterinary barns of Dr. T. T. Au­
gustine came directly in the course uf 
another iron fragment, weighing per­
haps 800 pounds. Down through three 
storeys the missile crashed, to bury 
itself in the earthen floor of the base­
ment. The boiler had recently been 
undergoing extensive repairs and had 
just been put into use again.

When the tall brick chimney which 
topped the plant collapsed the whole 
place was literally bombarded with 
bricks and mortar. A number of plate 
glass windows were smashed, and the 
wonder is that the fatality was so lim­
ited in number.

Filzroy Township Farmer Met the 
Three Men Near Galetta.

Arnprior, Uvt. 1*2.— The latest develop­
ment in the hunt for the Wright County 
safe-blowers is that a Fitzroy Township 
farmer reports that lie had a conversa­
tion with the fugitives apd bought bread 
and oatmeal for them at a country store 
about two mites from Galetta. This 
happened about 3 o'clock on Monday af­
ternoon. The man. who drifted into 
Arnprior with the story this afternoon, 
is probably the only one who has talked 
face to face with the desperadoes about 
their crime and escapes. He came into 
town to tell Chief Mattson what he saw. 
Charles Featherston, aged 45, a resi­
dent of Fitzroy, was the man who 
brought in the news, and his story con­
firms the belief of the chief that the 
men arc still hiding in the neighborhood 
of Galetta.

The fight witli the village constable at 
Galleta they regard as a joke, and laugh­
ingly said thrat firing their revolvers in 
the air was “sufficient to get away from 
that bunch."

Mr. Featherston, however, says that 
the men are grim and desperate, and he 
does not think they would hesitate to 
shoot to kill if they thought their free­
dom depended on it. He says all are 
armed to the teeth, and they say they 
will never lie taken alive as long as they 
have their guns.

A commercial traveller brought in a 
report from Renfrew last night to the 
effect that three men. answering In 
every particular the description of the 
escaped convicts, took the Soo train 
from there last night at midnight. They 
were entire strangers and were seen only 
by a couple of hotel men.

They arrived at the station a few min­
utes liefore the departure of the train, 
by walking up the tracks. All three 
looked worn out and their appearance 
suggested that they had spent weeks in 
the woods.

FOUND GUILTY.

Jury Says Spaneili Murdered 
Chiatie al Haileybury.

North Bay, Oct. 12.—The high court 
opened before Mr. Justice Riddell at 
North Ray on Monday with a heavy 
list of criminal and civil action#. True 
bills for murder were found against 
Saul Gouin. for inflicting wounds on a 
woman at Cobalt, resulting in her death 
some time later, and Spaneili. the Ital­
ian charged with killing a Chinese in a 
restaurant at Haileybury last July.

The case against Spaneili was taken 
up and. the prisoner not being repre­
sented by counsel, the judge asked Mr. 
T. W. McGarry to defend him. The 
prosecution introduced evidence show­
ing that Spaneili, Mirabelli and an un­
known companion, three Italians, were 
in a restaurant at Haileybury on the 
evening of July 30 for supper, and in 
leaving an altercation arose over Span­
eili refusing to pay for his supper. 
Ming .Shew, the waiter, a youth of six­
teen. grasped him by the coat, while two 
other Chinese tried to prevent the pris­
oner from leaving the place without 
settling. Spaneili drew a ten-inch dag­
ger and plunged it into the body of 
Ming Shew, piercing the aorta and the 
lungs, death resulting almost instantly. 
Another Chinese attempted to interfere

and was slashed across the hand. Span­
eili ran down the street, but was cap­
tured and the dagger found where he 
had thrown it in making his escape, the 
weapon still wet with the blood of the 
young Chinese.

The defence tried to show that Span­
eili had not ordered or eaten anything, 
and the demand for payment upon him 
was hacked up by several Chinese armed 
with knives and sticks.

Judge Riddell charged against the 
prisoner, and the jury was out only a 
short time, returning with a verdict of 
murder. Spaneili understands very 
little English, and the services of an 
interpreter were required.

The Baby'* Mother Tells Her Sad 
Story in Open Coart.

Toronto, Oct. 13.—Mrs. Mabel Turner 
was committed for trial by a jury by 
Police Magistrate Denison yesterday on 
a charge of the murder of a girl baby, 
the newly-born child of Mrs. Annie 
Authers. The preliminary investigation 
was conducted by Crown Attorney C r- 
ley. Mr. W. A. Henderson appearing on 
behalf of Mrs. Turner. All the evidence 
was not heard, that of several witnesses 
being taken as given at. the inquest.

In a scarcely audible voice, to hear 
which Col. Denison and Crown Attor­
ney Corley had to move close to her, 
Mrs. Annie Authers, a pretty and frail­
looking young English lady, gave un­
hesitatingly answers to the questions 
put b> the Crown and by the counsel for 
the defence, and related all the events 
leading up to the birth of her child and 
the time when it was taken away from 
her.

"Mrs. Turner said she wanted to adopt 
a baby, as she had none of her own. She 
lived at 809 Pearce avenue, but was 
making arrangements to rent a furnish­
ed house in Toronto.”

"Did she agree to adopt your baby 
when it should be born".'” asked Mr.

"Yes. 1 was to pay her $100 for the 
baby’s outfit. 1 gave her $20 on de-

"When was the baby born?”
'Earlv in the morning of September

11.”
"Did you see it?”
"Yes. It had very black hair, and 

there was a lot of it. It weighed about 
six pounds.”

"Did you see Mrs. Turner that day?”

fied the box in which the baby was 
found as one in which she had put a pair 
of boots to be sent to Mrs. Miller, 39 
Wood street.

FELL EIGHTY FEET.
Fire Steel Girder» Landed en a 

Toronto Sidewalk.

Torônto, Oct. 13.—The sight of five 
l-.ttge steel beams falling from the top of 
the Robert Simpson Company's new 
building to the pavement on Richmond 
street, near where several workmen 
stood, astounded the few passers-by who 
witnessed the scene yesterday. How 
the men escaped from an awful death, 
even they did not know.

The five great girders, weighing 
many tons, had just arrived on one 
of the Dominion Bridge Company’s 
lorries. A stout chain was passed 
round them and they were hoisted up. 
A workman straddled the load to save 
the trouble of climbing up the six stor­
eys. He had often gone up that way be­
fore. but this time the foreman ordered 
him off.

When the load reached the level 
of the sixth floor, about eighty feet 
up, a bursting noise was heard, and 
the men shouted and fled. Four sec­
onds more and the girders struck the

One fell across the lorry, cleaving It 
in two like a straw, but missing the 
team. Another struck the steam winch, 
knocking a slice off the heavy steel bar­
rel, two feet from where the engineer 
stood. One of the gladdest men after 
the excitement had cooled down was the 
man who had been ordered off the sling.

A broken link of the chain was picked 
up on the street a few minutes later, 
showing where the chain had parted.

JUMPED FROM WINDOW.

Kingston Penitentiary Convict's Un­
successful Attempt at Suicide.

Kingston, Oet. 12.—Harry Brem- 
ner, of Toronto, a convict who is serv­
ing fifteen years in the penitentiary 
for attempted murder, was sitting 
near a window to-day when he arose 
and threw himself out of the opening, 
landing head foremost upon a pile of 
stones. He was still breathing when 
feund, and was removed to the hos­
pital. The convicts who witnessed the 
episode were quite excited. He will 
recover, as he only received bad cuts 
on the head, no fractures appearing in 
the skull.

PEARY’S "PROOF.”
STORIES OF ESKIMOS WHO AC­

COMPANIED COOK.

Their Route Shown on Map—Claimed 
That Cook Only Went to 81 De­
grees and Then Turned South to 
North Devon Shore.

New York, Oct. 12. —Commander Ro­
bert E. Peary to-day backed up his 
many-times repeated assertion that Dr. 
Frederick A. Cook did not reach the 
Pole, with a detailed account of the evi­
dence which he says he and his men ob­
tained from the Eskimos who accompan­
ied Cook on his Arctic trip. Dr. Cook, 
Commander Peary seeks to prove, never 
got further north than Cape Thomas 
Hubbard, the northermost point of Axel 
Heiberg Land, at, 81 degrees 30 minutes 
north latitude. Accompanying his state­
ment Commander Peary furnishes a map 
on which has been traced what he says 
was Dr. Cook’s actual route. This route 
is sl^own on the map ,and begins at An- 
atok, at 78 degrees 30 minutes, passes 
west on a general line with the 79th par­
allel, and then north between Arthur 
Land and Axel Heiberg Land to Cape 
Thomas Hubbard. From this alleged 
“farthest north” Commander Peary 
seeks to show that Cook turned south 
again, and that he spent the winter 
of 1908-1909 on the northern shore of 
North Devon, a little less than 76 de­
grees north, returning northward to 
his starting point, Anatok, in the spring 
of this year. The chart also indicates the 
points at which, according to the Eski­
mos, food was killed, and other incid­
ents of the trip occurred.

REACHING THE POLE.
Fe»t Diicoeraged by Reyal Gee- 

graphic*! Society.

London, Oot. 12. — Commander 
Peary’s statement to the Peary Arctic 
Club in New York, 4v*prov\mg Cook's 
claim that he discovered Hie North 
Pole, is displayed prominently in all 
this morning’s papers, but no’ editorial 
comment has yet been made.

The view of the controversy taken by 
all of the English authorities, how­
ever, was well indicated by Major Leo­
nard Darwin, President of the Roval 
Geographical Society in a lecture deliv­
ered in Newcastle last night. His topic 
was “Lieut. Scott’s projected antarctic 
expedition." Major Darwin said, while 
referring to the North Pole controversy, 
that it had always been the policy of 
the Royal Geographical Society to throw 
cold water on any such feat as a mere 
attempt to reach the Pole.

CARNEGIE TO HELP.
Canidian School» le Shire Hi» 

Beeef action».

London, Ont., Oct. 12.—Dr. Flexner, 
of New York, a representative of 
Andrew Carnegie, was in the city yes­
terday looking over the equipment of 
the Western Medical School and Vic­
toria Hospital. He announced that 
Mr. Carnegie is considering giving aid 
to all the medical schools of the United 
States and Canada to promote medical 
education1 and research.

Dr. Flexner has been sent out to 
prepare a report on the work that is 
now being done. He will visit all the 
Canadian medical colleges.

HELD URN* AND ASHES.

Unusual Case for Customs Officials 
of Toronto to Decide.

Toronto, Oct. 13.—One of the most 
peculiar cases the customs officials have 
had to give -a decision upon came up 
yesterday, when a golden crematory urn 
containing the ashes of Mr. Reginald G. 
Slieppnrd. who died at Pittsburg six 
years ago, was held up at the customs 
house in order to adjust the duty upon 
it. The customs officers were not aware 
of the nature of the contents of the 
urn until informed by Mr. A. W. Miles, 
undertaker." to whom it was consigned.

There was some doubt at first as to 
whether the urn and its contents were 
dutiable, but the officials finally de­
cided to allow the unusual consignment 
to pass through free.

RUSSELL*"CASE.

Partner of Frank Law is Fighting Ex­
tradition at Cleveland.

Toronto, Oct. 13.—The hearing of the 
extradition proceedings instituted by the 
Attorney-General’s Department against 
J. L. Russell, twice postponed owing to 
the illness of the counsel for the ac­
cused, has been set down for hearing 
before the commissioner at Cleveland 
on Monday next, the 18th inst.

Russell is now out on bail, follow­
ing his arrest on a charge of compli­
city with Frank Law in illegal min­
ing flotations in Ontario. Provincial 
Inspector Jos. E. Rogers will attend 
the hearing on behalf of the depart­
ment, and in the event of extradition 
being granted, will bring the accused 
to Toronto for trials

ITALIAN MOB
Try to Attack Vatican and Spaniih 

Enbauj.

Checked by Infantry With Bayonets 
and Cavalry.

Rome, Oct. 12.—Over 20,000 persons 
attended a mass meeting to-day in the 
Piazza, di Gampo to protest against the 
sentence of death pronounced against 
Prof. Francisco Ferrer, tine noted Spanish 
Anarchist, at Barcelona. Those preeent 
were mostly laborers and shopkeepers, 
with a large proportion of the dregs of 
the population, the unemployed, discon­
tented and hooligans, besides Socialists 
and Anarchists. Violent speeches, hos­
tile to Spain and the Vatican, were made, 
and these were greeted with groans and 
cries of "Down with Spain,” “Death to 
the Pope,” and “Death to Merry del 
Val.” The harangue lasted for over an 
hour, and then they were interrupted bv 
the sight of a dirigible balloon which 
unexpectedly appeared, making circles 
over the meeting place.

The police had taken precautions 
to guard against disorders, and troops 
were voncealed at convenient' places 
where their services could be quickly 
eallëd upon. The meeting ended calmly, 
but when the mob attempted to cross 
the bridges cavalry blocked their way, 
while infantry were lined eight deep 
along the street and at the corners lead­
ing to the two .Spanish Embassies and 
the Vatican. When the mob aaw these 
preparations they hesitated for a while 
and then attempted to rush tihe lines. 
They were checked by the infantry with 
fixed bayonets, while the cavalry deliv­
ered Charges. Each charge was preceded 
by a warning bugle call, which created 
a panic among the crowd and caused a 
stampede.

A portion of the demonstrators suc­
ceeded, however, in reaching the centre 
of the city through side streets. They 
occaeionalyl penetrated the military 
cordon and started running towards the 
Palazzo di Spagna, where the Spanish 
Embassy and the Vatican are located. 
The Embassy building was surrounded 
by troops eight deep, and the mob’s 
attempts to reach it were fruit-leas. The 
police used their fists freelv, and the 
soldiers charged, repulsing the attacks.

The mob made similar effort» to 
reach the Vatican, but they were frus­
trated in a like manner. Stones were 
thrown at the cavalry. A few shop win­
dows were broken. The troops are still 
holding their positions, but the danger of 
conflicts is considered to be past.

The Tribuna says the Pope intends 
to ask King Alfoneo to grant Ferrer a 
respite. Lawyers in Rome called at the 
Spanish Embassy to-day and delivered 
to the Ambassador a resolution against 
Ferrer’s trial and execution.

FAILURE* POSSIBLE.
Captain Scott Speak» ef Hi* Antarc­

tic Expedition.

London. Oct. 12.—At a meeting at the 
Mansion House, presided over by the 
Lord Mayor and attended by a number 
of other prominent persons to-dav. it 
was unanimously agreed to support the 
fund recently proposed for the equip­
ment of the South Pole expedition of 
Capt. Robt. F. Scott. A subscription 
list was opened, which Sir Edgar Speyer 
headed with a contribution of $5,000.

( apt. Scott wae present, and after 
outlining his plans, sorrowfully ad­
mitted that British pre-eminence in 
northern exploration had passed in 
favor of the l ilted States, and said 
that it remained for England only to 
turn her attention to the Antarctic 
and plant the Union Jack on the 
South Pole. In ooueluding he said; 
"1 do not exaggerate when i «.ay that 
had not a British subject come for. 
ward to undertake this work, we would 
have found ourselves with a foreign rival 
in the field, and that before many weeks 
had passed.

1 hold that the i>ersonality of the 
man who attempts a Polar expedition 
should be sunk in favor of the work in 
hand, that ha* been mv guiding principle 
and the country need never fear uhat its 
dignity will be lowered by this expedi­
tion. We may fail, but there will never 
be any cause to fear that our story will 
be doubted.”

SOLD LOTS AND KEPT MONEY.

Charge Against Harry , Finn, Who 
Was Arrested at St. John.

St. John, N. B., Oct. 11.—Harry Finn, 
formerly of St. John, was arrested here 
to-day by the police at the instance of 
the Attorney-General of Alberta on com­
plaints of Edmonton parties, charged 
with obtaining money under false pre­
tences. It is alleged that Finn and his 
partner, T. H. Mason, bought a block 
of Alberta land from Graves <fc Ferris, 
of Edmonton, on the instalment plan, 
but failed to make the payments as 
agreed. Graves & Ferris secured judg­
ment for the amount due, and seized the 
lat\d, but allowed Finn the privilege of 
disposing of lots, with the understand­
ing that the money should go towards 
the liquidation of the amount due them.

Finn sold several of the lots, and is 
said to have kept the proceeds, hence 
the action. Finn came here several 
months ago with the announced inten­
tion of going to England, but has re­
mained here since. His mother and fam­
ily moved to Edmonton from here about 
a year ago. An officer from Edmonton is 
on liis way here to take Finn back.

WINTER* SAILINGS.

How Montreal Boats Will be Distrib­
uted Under New Arrangements.

Montreal. Oct. 12.—It was announc­
ed to-day that the new Thomson line 
steamer Tortonia would ply this winter 
between St. John and Mediterranean 
ports. Curiosity as to what would be 
done with the White Star’s new boats, 
the Laurcntic and Megantic, was also 
satisfied with the announcement that 
they would replace the Cedric and the 
Celtic on the New Y'ork and Liverpool 
service, the latter boats going on the 
Boston-Mediterranean line. The White 
Star will run a Portland service, with 
the Canada and Dominion, bi-monthly.

Snne Woman Was Incarcerated in 

an Asyinm.

Quebec, Oct. 12. — Sir Francis 
Longelier, Chief Justice of the Super­
ior Court, was called upon to render 
judgment this afternoon in a case that 
involved an outrage by a husband 
against his wife. A French-Canadian 
named Richard some time ' ago under­
took to get rid of his wife by having 
her forcibly removed from her home by 
men who would not allow her even to 
dress, but who wraped her in a blanket 
and conveyed her to the Beauport Luna­
tic Asylum as demented. It appears that 
Richard had previously gone ^to Dr. 
Brochu, Superintendent of the Asy­
lum, and falsely represented to him 
that his wife was insane, and had at­
tempted to burn their home.

Strange to say, Dr. Brochu, without 
any preliminary investigation what­
ever, gave the order fot her incarcer­
ation. Soon afterwards, especially 
when Mrs. Richards’ friends came to 
the rescue, Dr. Brochti investigated 
and found the woman perfectly 
sane. As soon as Mrs. Richards was 
released she took action for a bill of 
separation, which was granted this 
afternoon. Sir Francis Langelier, in 
rendering judgment, said he consid­
ered that, the defendant Richard had 
basely abused the plaintiff, his wife, and 
also by false representations had deceiv­
ed the Superintendent.

He had an 
ailment which required a simple and 
harmless operation. He went to a sur­
geon of high repute in Cleveland and ar­
ranged to pay so much a month. Not 
long ago the old complaint manifested 
itself again, and Mr. Rockefeller sent 
for the doctor of his youth.

When the examination was over, he 
remarked :

A PENNY POSTAL RATE.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux to Consult 
With French Government. __

Ottawa, Oct. 12.—It is understood that 
during the absence of Hon. Rodolphe 
Lemieux, Postmaster-General, in Europe, 
he will confer with the French Govern­
ment with a view to securing a penny 
postal rate on letters between Canada 
and France, similar to that now existing 
in the case of Great Britain and Can­
ada. A corresponding reduction of rates 
on newspapers and other mail matter is 
also contemplated.

The endeavor to secure a cheaper pos­
tage service between the two countries 
is in line with the policy of the depart­
ment in reducing rates wherever feas­
ible, thus encouraging trade relations 
and produciag a large increase in the 
volume of mail business done. A penny 
postal rate between France and Canada 
would also be a fitting sequel to the con­
clusion of the new Franco-Canadian 
trade treaty.
CHATHAM MINISTER RESIGNS.

Had Been for Thirty-Two Years Pastor 
of One Church.

Chatham, Ont., Oct. 12.—Rev. Dr. 
J. R. Battisby, for 32 years tlw pas 
tor of St. Andrew’s Church, in this 
city, has resigned his pastorate, and 
it bas been accetepd by the congrega­
tion.

Two little children, aged six months 
and two years, were burned to death 
in a fire that destroyed the dwelling of 
Eugene Former, at St. Henri de Loris, 
Quebec.

Two firemen were seriously injured 
and property to the value of $77,000 was 
destroyed when the Oxford Hotel, Min­
neapolis, Minn., was burned to the 
ground last night.

Over three thousand post-cards, ask­
ing for the commutation of the sentence 
of Mrs. Robinson, were received at the 
department of justice, Ottawa, yesterday 
morning, in addition to many letters.

Using six charges of nitro glycerine, a 
small band of robbers forced their way 
into the vault of the State Bank at 
Lewisville, Tex., early yesterday, secured 
$6,500 in money, overlooked $9,000 more, 
and made their escape.

Great ForwaVd Movement by the 

Methedi«t Chirch.

London Miuionary Society’» Plant 
to be Taken Over.

Ottawa, Oct. 12.—The Board of Mis­
sions of the Methodist Church to-day 
practically agreed upon a programme 
for a great forward movement in Mis­
sions during the next five years, with n 
yearly increase of $50,000 in expendi­
tures. aggregating, at the end of live 
years, a total increase of $250,000, thus 
bringing the annual expenditure to over 
three-quarters of a million. It is pro­
posed to increase the number of mis­
sionaries in Japan by fifteen, and the 
number of missionaries in China by sev­
enty, while in the home field the* num­
ber of mission stations in Alberta and 
Saskatchewan is to be more than dou­
bled.

The establishment of n commit bet 
to be known ns the missionary execu­
tive of the Prairie Conference was au- 
thoried, the executive to consist of all 
the members of the General Board resi­
dent in the Prairie Conference; the Snp- 
rintendents of Missions for these confer­
ences, and one additional layman from 
each conference. The executive will re­
port annually to the Board.

The report of the China sub-com­
mittee, which was adopted, rec •mi­
ni ended the taking over of the London 
Missionary Society's plant at Chunk 
King, as it was contiguous and in 
every way conveniently situated with 
the present field. .It was also provided 
that 10,000.000 people be the maximum 
number for whom the Board would ac­
cept responsibility in China.

Retiring Preaident Will be Voted an 
Allowance ef $7,500 a Year.

London, Oct. 12.—The Grand Trunk 
report waa issued this afternoon in 
view of the meeting of shareholders on 
Oct. 21. It says: “The president having 
intimated his position of resigning the 
position at the end of the year, the 
board has taken advantage of the oppor­
tunity to make charges which bring the 
company into line with other Canadian 
and American railways.” The report 
adds: “Mr. Hays’ work entitled him to 
the title of president. Mr. Alfred Smith- 
ers, who has been a director for four- 
Yteen years, and vice-president for five 
years, becomes chairman of the board. 
Considering Sir Rivers Wilson's great 
services, a resolution will be submitted 
to the proprietor» for a retiring allow­
ance of £1,500 per year.”

THE HALF YEARLY REPORT.
The report of the half year shows 

gross receipts of £2,866,468, against 
£2,854,787 last year, the working ex­
penses being at the rate of 72.54 per 
cent., against 72.47, the total being 
£2.079,196, against £2,069,144.

The net revenue was £845.364, 
against £781,905, additional items 
bringing the net revenue receipts to 
£962,201. The net revenue charges, 
including the Canada Atlantic, show 
a deficiency of £41,103. The Detroit-

and leaving a surplus of £279,932, 
against £106,494.

The total amount available for divi­
dends is £292,159, from which divi­

Some of us can remember back 
into John L. Sullivan’s time. XVhen 
Solti van fought Jake iKikain, for in­
stance, the whole country wsa on tip­
toe for news. When C$rbett and S

van fought for the world's title America 
was in a tremor of excitement. Thou­
sands went to New Orleans ju»t to bo 
near the scene when the fight came of. 
It was nothing in those days for a penni­
less but enthusiastic sport to beat hi a 
way two or three thousand miles to see 
a great fight.

When Jim Corbett and Bob Fitzsim­
mons fought in Carson more than 90 
well-known sporting writers from every 
big city in the country were on the 
ground « month or more before the 
scrap. They stayed right there, tele­
graphing in every line of news from the 
beginning of the long training season up 
to the night after the batttle. No other 
championship fight was ever so t-bor- 
oughly covered from a news standpoint, 
before. None has been so thoroughly 
covered since.

New York. Oct. 13.—A fresh chapter 
in Gov. Hughes* anti-race track gambling 
crusade, which resulted recently in in­
dictments against the Brooklyn Jockey 
Club and the Coney Island Jockey Clul, 
operating the Slteepshead Bay and 
Gravesend tracks, resulted yesterday in 
twelve arrests at the first day's raving 
on the Jamaica track. A squad of 
mounted police and a small army of 
Kings County detectives were oh hand 
at the track, and lietween the second 
and third races, when the layiug of odds 
was in full swing, they swooped down on 
the betting ring and gathered in the 
dozen men, several of them said to be 
bookmakers of national reputation. All 
were charged with violating that section 
of the penal code which forbids the mak­
ing or recording of bets upon contests 
of speed.

The raid was as unexpected as it was 
spectacular. The bookmakers apparent­
ly did not expect that the recent arrests 
of Gravesend or Sheepshead Bay would 
be repeated until those eases had been 
threshed out in the courts.

There were probably 2.000 people in 
the ring when the raid was made and 
the rapidity with which the police picked 
their men nnd made the search gave evi­
dence that the officers had prepared 
themselves for a thorough raid against 
bonkniaking in .Jamaica.

LAST SPIKE.
Winnipeg Connected With Fort 
WUlinm by Three Railway Lines.

Winnipeg. Oct. 12.—Winnipeg is now 
connected with Lake Superior by three 
lines of railways. To-day the last spike 
was driven in the Transcontinental Road 
near the crossing of the Wabigoon Riv­
er. To-morrow it will be possible for a 
train to run clear through from Winni­
peg to Fort William by this new line, 
far north of the C. P. R.

It is not expected the road will be used 
for freight or passenger traffic until 
next spring, by which time, it is ex­
pected. the bridge across the Red River 
will be completed.

The G. T. P. have practically a com­
pleted line from Fort William to Edmon­
ton, some where in thes neighborhood of 
1,500 miles.

THE FARM
WINTER LAYERS.

In selecting hens and pullets to be 
kept over for winter layers, be careful 
to get an even, regular lot, well propor­
tioned, strong and vigorous. Pullets 
that have laid well the last year should 
continue to lay wel the coming winter, 
if they have been carefully cared for. 
Th<# notion that only pullets in their 
first year will be profitable has been 
largely set aside as the result of ex­
perience.

But little profit can come from hens 
that have passed the second year of 
laying. It seldom, if ever, pavs to 
keep them over the third winter. *They 
wilt seldom lay eggs enougli to pav 
their keep, and they will never be 
worth more as market poultrv than thev 
will be this fall.

Hens frequently hide their nests 
away to escape insect vermin of the 
poultry house. This occurs more fre­
quently at this season than any other 
time. Late broods of this kind can 
be successfully growu if thev arc sep­
arated apd kept apart from the older 
fowels. If compelled to fight for an 
existence under foot of older fowls and 
chicks they will fare but badlv, and 
will not grow as they should.

POULTRY RAISING PAYS.
How many head of poultry should 

be kept on the average hundred-acre 
farm, and what should be the gross 
revenue.-

One hundred laying hens are not 
too many, and they should produce a 
grow yearly revenue of 1300.

The hundred hens should lav 800 
doaen egg. in the year. Fifty' dozen 
vggs would he required to produce 300 
chickens each spring. From the chick­
ens SO of the best pullets would be kept 
to replace 50 hens each fall, and 50 
hens would be killed off each year. The 
flock would therefore consist of 50 pul­
lets and 50 year olds. The former would 
Is- the winter Isyers, snd from the lat­
ter would be taken eggs for hatching in 
the spring. The yearly receipts would be 
made up approximately of the follow- 
ing items:

week. It is generally conceded that the 
loss by water will very considerably ex­
ceed what was expected. On the other 
hand, however, the loss to the building 
will not be so heavy as at first feared. 
The floors of the damaged wing are be­
ing torn out in preparation for thor­
ough fire proofing.

Curious Oscillations of the Sea.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 13.—The abolition 

of the present system of granting certifi­
cates for grain cargoes at Port Arthur 
and Fort William jg being considered by 
the Trade and Commerce Department. 
The Dominion Marine Association has 
urged this owing to complaints of dis­
crepancy between the weights weighed 
in at western and weighed out at east­
ern ports.

SNOWSTORM.
Baffalo Has three Inches—Busi­

ness Blocked.

Buffalo, Oct. 13.—Snow began falling 
here early to-day, and at 9 o’clock this 
morning the weather bureau reported 
that three inches of wet snow had 
fallen.

F0UNDDEAD.
Makes the Eighth Sudden Death ii 

Lend on This Week.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
London, Out., Oct. 13.—Mrs. Kather­

ine Sage, aged .39, was found dead in 
bed at her home early this morning. She 
was very bright and cheerful when she 
retired last night, and it is supposed 
that she died from heart failure.

She leaves a husband and seven child­
ren. This makes eight sudden deaths in 
London this week.

Poisonous Hair Washes.
Some hair dyes contain aniline derivt- 

tives, some of which have no toxic ac­
tion, but others are, according to the 
British Medical Journal, very poisonous, 
pnraphenydiamine being especially dan­
gerous. A. Gautier has written an ex­
haustive work on the chemical constitu­
ents of hair dyes, and he points out 
that a single application of parapheny- 
lenvdiamine has sufficed to induce a tox­
ic action. The symptoms of intoxication 
with this and other poisonous aniline 
dyes may be dividedginto three groups. 
(Ï) Toxic skin eruptions, eczema, and 
urticaria, with great burning and itch­
ing. (2) Gastro intestinal symptoms, 
such as nausea. (3) Nervous symptoms, 
sleeplessness, dizziness, weakness of the 
leg, epileptiform attack, and syncopr. In 
several instances death has resulted.

Arkansas Diamonds.
Since 1906 diamonds have been found 

in Pike County, Arkansas, in rock simi­
lar to that of the diamond fields of 
South Africa. It is perfiotite of Ignenoue 
origin which has been pushed up through 
carboniferous and cretaceous formations. 
In some places the rock is very hard and 
dense, but in others it has weathered 
to a soft yellowish and greenish mater­
ial 20 to 26 feet deep. About 600 dia­
monds have been found in this rock; the 
largest weighing 6% carats. The usual 
colors are white, brown and yellow; but 
one blue diamond and several black ones 
have been found. One bore for explora­
tion has been driven tç a depth of 205 
feet. As to the prospects of more stones 
being found by deeper mining, geolo­
gists only say that the spasmodic ex­
ploitation thus far seems to indicate a 
good promise.

Then he gave an 
account of the negotiations between the 
two. the stranger saying he wanted him 
to kill Miss Kin rade for jilting him. and 
produced two revolvers, one a Mauser, 
the other old-fashioned.

Bedfort said: “Then you really mean 
to kill this girl ?”

The stranger replied-: “No. T want you 
to do it; that is the reason why I pay 
you.”

He then gave Bedfort a lot of $5 
and $10 bills, and told him to buy a 
disguise. Bedfort says he bought one 
black And two ginger beards, n black 
overeoat and two black caps in the 
Jewish quarter of Toronto, in turning 
off Queen street, giving two dollars 
and twenty cents for the lot. He then 
went to Hamilton, met the stranger, 
and gave him the disguises except the 
overcoat. The stranger (lien dressed 
roughly like a tramp. The stranger 
took back all the money he had al­
ready given Bedfort as security that 
he (Bedfort ) would do the work, pro 
mising money to take him out of the 
country, and $400 in addition, after 
the murder was accomplished.

Bedfort was then given the ginger 
wig and nap. and told to make himself 
look as much like a tramp as possible, 
and was told to meet him at Herkimer 
street, or something like that, next - 
morning. There the mysterious stranger 
pointed out the corner house with a 
balcony, and told Bedfort to he there 
about 2.30, as only two girls would be 
there, and tlien demand money.

When Bedfort went to the house he 
saw the man about twelve houses 
away, and discovered he subsequently 
came to the door of the house. Red- 
fort had the door opened to him bv a 
dark girl about 24. She was frightened 
when he forced admittance, and ran 
away. Another girl came downstairs, 
and at her he emptied the revolver 
firing five shots. She fell, and he ran 
through the house, and ese*p<A through 
a window at the back.

If the stranger accompanied Bedfort 
to the door of the house, would not 
Florence Kinrade have seen him? Would 
it not have been one of the first things 
she would have mentioned to the police 
that two men were there? If two men 
were there, would not Henry Woolridge 
and George A allance, the coachman, who 
xvere sitting on their carriages, within a 
short distance of the house, have seen 
the men?

Bedfort in his confession makes no 
mention of having demanded money 
from Florence Kinrade. He sa vs that 
when he forced an entrance the one.girl 
ran away, and the other came down 
stair*. He emptied the contents of a 
revolver into her, firing five shots. The 
police have seven bullets taken from the 
victim’s l>ody, and the medical evidence 
showed that eight or nine shots were 
fired.

There are three point* in which Bed 
fort’s story agrees in some respects with 
the one told by Florence Kinrade. She 
says the man who committed the crime 
was roughly dressed, although he did 
not look like a tramp.

Bedfort gives a pretty accurate de­
scription of Florence Kinrade as the 
girl who admitted him to the house

His story that the girl who admitted 
him ran away and that he shot the oth­
er one agree* with Florence’s story.

INDIA’S UNREST.

Why It Should Be Put Down to the
Credit Side of Britain's Account.
India has been* passing through a pe­

riod of unwonted tumult and commotion. 
She has seen a great and a not unjusti­
fiable popular agitation against the divi­
sion of Bengal into two provinces. She 
ha* seen a vehement and at time* a vio­
lent demand on the part of the educated 
classes for more power and influence. 
She has seen British officials murdered, 
British goods boycotted, the alienation 
between rnlers ad ruled deepen into 
overt hostility and hostility develop into 
sedition. She has seen the expending 
force of native opinion and ambition* 
beating upon a devoted, hard-working, 
but rather rigid and complacent, bureau­
cracy. She has seen the propaganda of 
the bomb and the knife countered by 
stern stroke* of repression. She ha* felt 
vaguely the reflex thrill of the tri­
umph* of Japan, She ha* become dimly 
aware of a something that may in time 
prove to be the beginnings of a sense of 
collective unity among her variegated 
lillione.
But by far the larger part of all this 

unrest is to be put down to the credit 
side of the British account. It is the re­
sult of the peace and security that Bri­
tish rule has brought with it. It is 
the result of the British policy of educat­
ing the natives not merely in the learn­
ing and sciences of the Went. but. in 
those ideal* of liberty which are enshrin­
ed in British history. It is jthe result of 
the British policy of trainipg the na­
tives in the principles and practice of 
self-government. It. i* the result of the 
intellectual irrigation of a native pres* 
that could not exist without British con­
sent, and that has rarely been interfer­
ed witKeven when most anti-British in 
tone. ICÜ th* result, too», of tlje inter­
course which the railroads have made 
possible and of the common medium of 
understanding which the polyglot peo­
ples of India, or at least the literate am­
ong them, are discovering in the English 
language. All these factors have produc­
ed their inevitable result. Thev have 
created among the educated glasses a 
fervent and legitimate desire to take a 
yet larger and more effective share in 
ordering their affairs.—From Sydney 
Brooks’ “British Rule in India” in the 
October Century.
