Potatoe Prospecta.

Speaking of ike prospect of the 
potitoe crop for this year. A cor 
respondent of the Country Gentleman, 
says

Of course there is a risk in planting 
potatoes largely. A heavy yield all 
over the country, might repeat the 
experience of 1875, when potatoes 
were dug at 18 to 25 cents per bushel. 
But our old varieties have so far run 
out that a general success would be 
more surprising than a general failure 
There is vastly more poor seed than 
good in the country to-day, and in the 
scarcity of potatoes at planting, much 
of this poor seed is sure to go into the 
ground. Poor seed was one cause of 
the general failure of the potato crop 
in 1878, and the evil is likely to he 
worse this year than last. It must oe 
an exceptionally favorable season for 
potatoes that will bring through much 
of what will be planted the coming 
spring. Hence, while it is probable 
hat many will lose money in pots toes 

this year, the time was never better 
for those who thoroughly understand 
potato-growing, and will give it the 
care and labor that this crop now, 
more than ever, requires. It is per­
haps fortunate for skilful planters that 
the potato crop has been taken out of 
the list of crops which even the laziest 
and least skilful can grow. There 
never is and never can bo very much 
profit in anything that everybody can 
do.

April Suggestions.

It Is well to examine the stock of 
seeds on hand and take measures for 
procuring as much as may.be wanted. 
There is always a marked difference 
between plants produced from good, 
perfectly developed and ripened seed, 
than from seed that is unripe, and 
perhaps in other respects of inferior 
quality. Many an acre of corn and 
grain has failed or partially failed, 
of producing a good result, from the 
use of bad seed. It is far more econo 
micol to pa)r a high price for good 
seeds, than to accept poor one ; as a 
gift.

Trees may be transplanted as soon 
as the frost is out of the ground, and 
how much it would improve the 
aspect of the country if farmers 
would plant trees along the sides of 
road to the extent of their farms ! 
The elm, rock maple and ash are all 
hardy, and make fine ornamental 
trees. In transplanting, the holes 
should be made large over but not 
too deep. As many of the small 
roots as possible should bo saved un­
injured, and with the soil of the native 
bed covering of the roots should not 
be higher than the surrounding land, 
or than it was around the tree before 
it was transplanted. If the top is too 
heavy, either part of it should be cut 
away, or it should be protected from 
the winds by tying the trunk to a 
stake driven firmly into the ground 
beside it. Many persons who will 
agree witli you in the propriety, and 
even in the importance of planting 
trees along the roadsides, neglect to 
do it W cause it takes so long fur 
them to grow up, and while they are 
waiting and neglecting it, little 
shrubs transplanted by others become 
respectable trees. Twelve years ago 
this spring wo transplanted a few 
sugar maples which were then about 
an inch in diameter. They were set 
out along the road at proper intervals, 
to the distance of about twenty rods. 
Not one of them failed to grow, and 
now they are thrifty trees, affording 
an abundance of shade, some of them 
measuring six inches in diameter 
near the ground.

If scions for grafting have not 
already been cut, it should now be 
attended to ; though if the grafting is 
dont before the buds start, it will not 
make so much difflerence. The pro­
duction of first quality fruit is not yet 
carried on to the extent that it ought 
to be. In some of the large orchards 
there are still comparatively few trees 
that hear good fruit, and much of that 
raised even swine will reject. Good 
apples in prolific fruit seasons make 
cheap pork, and only give the swine 
a chance and they will take care of 
themselves, for apples for their pur­
pose and not essentially improved by 
cocking A tree bearing good fruit 
occupies no more ground and requires 
no more care than one whoso product 
is nearly or quite worthless, except to 
work up into cider, and we always 
give the preference to that cider 
which is made from grafted fruit ; it 
is not only better cider but it makes 
bettor vinegar.

At this season sheep and especially 
forward ewes should daily be supplied 
with some roots ; potatoes or turnips 
will answer sliced fine and sprinkled 
over with a little salt. This will 
prevent that costiveness, which sheep 
fed only on hay are liable to be 
troubled with, and which if long con­
tinued, may result in other trouble­
some diseases. Oats make good food 
for sheep, or oats and corn mixed, 
only care should be taken not to feed 
too liberally. Unthreshed oats fed 
occasionally instead of hay, are great­
ly relished by sheep, and they will 
do all the better for the change, at 
any time, but this feed is not likely 
to be found in many barns at this 
season of the year, unless saved for 
that purpose.

Nothing is gained by ploughing be­
fore the land is in a suitable condition 
of dryness. Light, porous or gravel ly 
soils may be plowed as soon as the 
frost will permit, but clayey or re­
tentive soils are greatly damaged by 
being moved while still wet, and 
should be allowed to remain until 
they can be worked without adhesion. 
If such lands are thoroughly under- 
drained. the tendency of heaviness or 
tdhersiveness will bo. to a great 
extent, remove!, and they can be 
worked much earlier in the season. 
Until they can be drained, it is a good 
plan to plow such lands in the fall 
when the frost of winter will so pul­
verize the soil that it will be in a con­
dition to be worked much earlier in 
the spring, than when left for spring 
plowing.—Maine Farmer.

The Indian yhee is butter made from 
buffalo’s milk. It is said to he very 
rank and nasty to the taste. Probab­
ly a great reason why butter was so 
little cared for in ancient times was 
that it was difficult to make ; it would 
not keep ; it melted in hot weather ; 
it was not easy to carry about on 
journeys.

In countries where olive oil is 
abundant, neither cream nor butter is 
hold in much estimation. It is doubt­
ful whether the Italians and Spaniards 
would make^ranch use of either were 
it not for the demands of English 
travelers. Pliny speaks highly of 
butter as food for infants, especially in 
toothing. He makes frequent mention 
of butyrum, but in nearly every in­
stance as an ointment or salve. Ho 
adds that it has the property of oil, 
and that all the barbarian as well as 
Roman infants are smeared with it.

Pliny regarded butler as a barbarous 
misuse of good milk. It was consider­
ed in his time as rather a nasty thing 
—something midway between food and 
drink—not so good or so cheap as oil 
for cooking, and very inferior to it as 
a relish. We all know tint butter 
can bo very nasty indeed, hut that 
cream should have remained so long 
nameless and unused may well excite 
surprise.

Fattening Lambs.

Butter and Cream.

The British Quarterly Review of a 
late date contains a discussion of the 
question, “ Did the Greeks and Romans 
make any use of Butter and Cream ?” 
Wo collect from it the following in- 
formation :

The great esteem in which butter 
and cream are held by all the Anglo- 
Saxon races leads us to ask, with some 
feeling of curiosity, the above ques­
tion.

The ancients had milk in abundance 
and it is impossible that it should not 
sometimes have stood long enough for 
cream to rise upon it; therefore, it 
must have been known to them. It 
seems equally incredible that at some 
time and in some way, accidental or 
otherwise, cream should not have 
been shaken until particles of butter 
were formed, and, if formed, noticed, 
and some use made of the discovery.

The absence of any word in either 
of the two ancient classical languages 
to express butter or cream, and the 
fact that no allusion is made to their 
use till more than halfa century after 
the Christian era, form a negative 
argument of great weight. Cheese, 
from the earliest time, formed an im­
portant article of diet, and finds abun­
dant mention in classical writings. It 
was made for the most part of goats’ 
milk, which was curdled either with 
the juice of tigs or with rennet, and 
thus changed into a light nourishing 
food, capable of being preserved for 
some time.

In the “ Iliad” (xi. 638), Hercamed 
prepares a posset in the tent of Nestor 
for the wounded Machaon, and scrapes 
or shreds into it goat’s cheese with a 
bronze knife. Homer mentions a 
northern race of “ milkers of mares. 
Virgil improves on this, and speaks of 
a Scythian people who drank mares’ 
blood mixed with curd.

Probably a good deal of what the 
ancients used was little better than 
curd-cheese. The nomad Arabs pre­
pare a substance which they call 
“ kymac,” a word meaning scum which 
is somewhat similar to our “ clotted 
cream.” Butter is from butyrum, 
meaning cow-cheese, and found only 
in quite lute writers, such as Pliny, 
apparently to distinguish it from the 
more familiar goats’ cheese. It is 
questioned whether the word translat­
ed butter ” in the Old Testament 
really means what we understand by 
it.

Several terms for milk-pails arc 
found in the writings of the Greeks

The following excellent and season­
able article is from the Dirayo Rural.

In fattening lamb- n is very im­
portant not only to secure the desired 
end hut to d-> so as soon as possible, 
for loss of time in this case is fully 
equivalent to a loss of cash. It is not 
enough that the lambs should gain 
slowly, or even moderately ; they 
often do this without much special 
effort on the part of their owner ; but 
they ought to gain very rapidly. This 
is especially true of those which were 
dropped late in the season and are 
smaller than the others. If no pains 
arc taken to hasten the growth and 
development of those lambs they will 
have to be kept very late in the sea 
son and must be sold, if at all, for a 
Idw price. I have known a farmer to 
sell the largest and host of his lambs, 
which were ready early in the sum­
mer for ten cents a pound, and the 
smaller ones be was obliged to keep 
until after haying and then sell them 
for six cents a pound. He not only 
had to keep and feed the small lambs 
much longer than the larger ones but 
also had to sell them for but little 
more than one half as much as he re­
ceived from them. The difference in 
age is not the only, and in many 
flocks it is not the principal cause for 
the difference in the size of lambs. 
Between lambs of the same age there 
is frequently a great inequality. This 
is often due to the fact that one lamb 
has a much larger quantity of milk 
than its mate and sometimes is caused 
by the eating of hay by one lamb and 
the neglect of it by the other; it is 
also true that some lambs are natu­
rally more vigorous than others and 
consequently grow much fester.

Whatever the cause, or causes, of 
the inequality which exists among the 
lambs an effort should he made by the 
owner to bring the smaller and poorer 
ones up to a high standard of excel­
lence, and to secure for the better 
ones an equally rapid growth and 
perfect development. It is not host 
that the difference should be obliter­
ated, but that the poorer ones should 
be made so good that they will 
readily sell, early in the season, for 
the highest market price, and the 
same treatment which thus improves 
the poorer ones will make the best 
ones extremely fine. How shall the 
desired end he reacqud ? The answer 
is, by good care and proper feeding. 
By these means the poor ones can be 
made good, and good ones be made 
still better, but this requires the use 
of a liberal quantity and an excellent 
quality of food. L will not do to 
merely keep the Iambs in a dry place 
and furnish their dams with all the 
fine hay they will eat. This is excel­
lent treatment as far as it goes but it 
is wholly inadequate. Either the 
ewes must be liberally fed with tine 
hay meal, and roots, in order to in­
duce a large ’secretion of milk, and 
the lambs also ho feu with nice rouen 
hay, or, what will b • more effective, 
the lambs must be fed with meal or 
oats. The very be-t way combines 
these two methods. The fine hay and 
the roots, with a mu iorte quantity of 
meal, will benefit the owes as well as 
their lambs. Care should ho taken 
not to feed too large a quantity of 
meal as this would tend to fatten 
the sheep rather than increase the 
quantity of milk, hilt the safest 
and surest means are those which 
deal directly with the lambs. When 
quite small lambs will begin to eat 
fine hay. This should ho fed to the 
sheep and the lambs allowed to take 
what they want, and in a short time 
they may be made to eat meal. The

best way to get them to do this is to 
fix a pen into which the sheep cannot 
go but which the lambs can enter or 
leave at any time In this pen small 
troughs should be placed and in them 
a little meal should be constantly 
kept, and in a little while the lambs 
will become fond of the meal and will 
cat all they cun got. Only a little 
must be given at first and the quantity 
should bo gradually increased as the 
lambs grow larger and older. Indian 
meal is good hut oil meal is a great deal 
better. If neither of thesj is at hand, 
oats will be useful, though they are 
not as fattening as meal.

In raising lambs for the butchers 
the skilful farmer finds one of the best 
paying departments of his business 
while the negligent one obtains hut 
a small income and a still smaller 
proportion of profit. Experience has 
taught me that the man who makes 
money on his lambs makes it on those 
which are ready for market early in 
the season and that it pays to feed 
well and got all those which are to he 
sold fattened, and off', as soon as pos­
sible.

The Farm — Preparations for the 
Summer’s Work.

A contributor to a leading agricul­
tural magazine, referring to farm 
work for April, says : —

“ We doubt the expodiancy of lay­
ing down land with oats. Isn’t it 
hotter to sow your oats, say early in 
April, cut them in July, plough again 
in August, and seed down v. ith grass 
seed in that month, or early in Sep­
tember ? If wo could be sure of such 
a winter as the past, wo should not 
hesitate to advise this course : but in 
want of this assurance, we sliould pre­
fer to take our chance. The labor is 
not so very much greater, and the 
amount of vegetable matter to ho 
turned in with the stubble in August 
is equivalent to a pretty good coating 
of manure. If you choose to manure, 
you could spread on the manure now, 
and turn under rather slowly, say not 
over five inches deep, sow on the oats 
and harrow in. The ploughing ui live 
or six inches deep in August would 
then bring this manure near the sur­
face in a decomposed condition, ready 
to feed the young grass and give it a 
vigorous and thrify start, with a suf­
ficient strength ol root to go well 
through the winter.

April brings the spring’s work 
fairly upon us. We cannot long"sit 
with folded arms over the kitchen 
tire, but must be up and at work. It 
is to he presumed that the plan for 
the summer’s campaign is all laid out, 
and that you know just what has to he 
done. You will not, therefore, need 
to lose much time in planning out the 
work, or in considering what to take 
hold of next. The manure is to be 
got out ; the ploughing is to bo done 
at the earliest possibls moment, the 
kitchen garden is to he laid out and 
many of the vegetables sown or plant, 
ed. Early peas must go in now, and 
that parsnip bed dug ovcr.deeply and 
sown just as soon as the ground is tit 
tor it. It you laid down a piece this 
fall, the clover seed ought to he sown 
now. The ploughs, the hoes, the 
spades and the forks must swing with 
a will through the stirring months of 
spring. Look out for good clean seed. 
The woods that overwhelmed you last 
year, skimming the cream of the pro­
fit on your crops, will threaten the 
same inundation this year, hut it will 
not do. Bettor attempt half as much 
ground and do it well, than to suffer 
tho weeds to grow and ruin both land 
and crops. Make up your mind to 
that. An acre well tilled and thor­
oughly manured will give you more 
real profit than two or *.hieo overrun 
with weeds. No farmer can afford lo 
grow weeds. If, therefore, you have 
a piece that got the hotter of you last 
year, and ripened a crop of wood 
seed, sow it with oats or wheat or 
millot this spring, plough it up again 
as soon as the crop comes off, and lay 
it down as soon as you can got it 
clean from woods. It will cost too 
much too keep it under tho hoc, and 
run tha risk of another crop of weeds 
this year. Don’t hutry about letting 
the cattle out upon tho grass this 
month. You will gain nothing by it. 
There is an old saying that March 
grass is poisonous to stock, which 
moans, wo take it, that if you lot cat­
tle out too soon, they get a taste for 
grass and lose their appetite for dry 
fodder, and so, as the grass is not suf­
ficiently uuitrive to support them at 
present, they Cease to thrive, and fall 
off rapidly till they can get food 
enough to run upon in May. Many a 
farmer makes this mistake, and thus 
injures his grass lauds and his stock. 
This spring will offer un usai tempta­
tion to this, and wo hope you will 
make more than usual effort to avoid 
it.

Wo have said that it is best to take 
care and not get the stock out too 
early upon the new grass. We have 
only to add that all kinds of stock 
need greater care through this month

ir. order that it may come out well in 
May; A daily carding now is of 
great importance, as animals that 
have been closely housed all winter 
will be shedding their boats. A few 
roots now will be of great surface, and 
if yon are likely to be short of hay, a 
daily feeding of cotton seed meal will 
help it out and abundantly pay for the 
outlay.

Sjtfape up and apply all the manure 
you can, but don’t spread it over too 
much ground. Put it on thick, and 
lay out to get the biggest kiud of 
crops rather than try to make it go as 
far as possible, and so half manure 
and half cultivate a large surface 
when you can get Bettor crops with 
less labor from a small one. Do every­
thing bettor than last year, and our 
word for it you’ll have better results.

Higher Education for Farmer’s 
Sons.

An opinion, which we believe to bo 
either intuitive or hereditary, exists 
in the minds of many intelligent mon, 
namely, that a University training is 
necessary only for scientific, literary 
or professional men, and that it is 
folly for any one expecting to become 
“ a hardy son of toil ” to indulge in 
such an apparent luxury. We fail to 
see any reason why the latter class 
should not receive that excellent 
mental culture which is intended to 
inculcate such sound fundamental 
principles as arc calculated to exalt 
the interests of a nation. Let us con­
sider tho necessity of having such a 
trainingextended to the farming com­
munity. The prosperity of a country 
depends to a great extent on the edu­
cational and general intelligence 
which characterizes that country. As 
the farming community forms a very 
large fraction of the population, and 
if education is necessary to exalt a 
nation, it surely follows that this 
fraction should receive that education 
it is also expedient that each citizen 
should have correct ideas regarding 
questions that concern his individual 
and civil interests, and further that 
he should be able to express these 
ideas intelligently. How infinitely 
better would it he if farmers, instead 
of providing immense property or 
storing up large legacies for their sons 
would send them to a college where 
they might receive a thorough educa­
tion, and thus place within their reach 
the best means of acquiring these 
things for themselves. The college 
session lasting, as it does, only daring 
the winter months, affords another 
opportunity ol accomplishing this 
object, for, not being actively engag­
ed in farm-work, many young men, 
endowed with good natural abilities, 
are allowed lo spend the winter days, 
and especially the long winter even, 
ings, in comparative idleness. Would 
it not be better for them lo harves, 
those golden moments by pursuing 
tor a few years a regular course of 
study which would not only make 
superior farmers of them, but would 
tit them for managing efficiently their 
own local and municipal affairs I In 
this way farmers would have in their 
midst men thororoujhly competent to re 
present their suffrages in the Legislative 
Assemblies of the land, without being 
driven to the humiliating resort of select 
ing as their representative a glib tonyued 
lawyer—trout a place perhaps three or 
four bundled miles away—who, in 
many cases, cares little about the in­
terests of tho people who have elected 
him to that honourable position. 
Farmers, do not neglect tho thorough 
training of your sous if you have a 
desire to further the moral and social 
interests of your country.—Ex.

Tiie Grave in Canada.—Tho report 
of the Fruit Growers Association of 
Ontario, says :—“ Mr. Partard, on a 
recent visit which I made to Niagara, 
showed mo in his garden several exotic 
varieties, and among them a vino of 
Black 11amburgs, which lias boon in 
full hearing for six years, and produces 
yearly a heavy crop. It may not bo 
generally known that Mr, Partard 
secured a bronze medal for tho grapes 
at the Centennial. Tho bunch weigh, 
ed 16V ounces.” An esteemed corres­
pondent writes of these grape vines, 
and says :—

“ The protection in winter consists 
merely in laying down tho vino and 
covering it with a little garden mould 
and tho growth is as rapid and vigor­
ous, and the hearing as full as any of 
the hardier kinds, while tho shape, 
size, color and flavor of tho clusters 
and fruit will compare favourably 
with the best specimens produced 
uuder glass.”

Bell, Sussex, England, says on this 
subject: “It may be interesting to 
some renders to know the weights of 
the animals of different breeds exhibit­
ed at the Smithtiold Club Show this 
year. 1 have taken tho weights of

j birth, per month—Sussex, 54 lh. 7 oz.;
; Shorthorns, 53 tb. 10 oz ; Herefords,
152 lb. 12J oz., and Devons, 42 lb.”

Farm Accounts.

We have often spoken in those 
columns, of the great importance of 
keeping an account with the farm, and 
while we have no doubt that even- 
thorough ly systematic farmer dues so, 

we fear that there are yet many who 
get their living by tilling the soil, 
who are not systematic to the extent 
of knowing exactly how well their 
business pays. We often hear the re 
mark made that farming dues not pay 
and again that the profits uf other 
kinds of business, but on questioning 
those who entertain these views, we 
invariably find that they do not keep 
debt and credit with the farm, and 
consequently, do not know the exact 
profits of their business. What would 
be thought of a merchant who should 
conduct his affairs in such a manner 
that he could not tell his yearly pro 
fils ? He would be very likely to fail 
and does not intelligent farming re­
quire as much brain work as trade, 
and is it not of equal importance that 
an account of profit and loss should he 
carefully kept? If a merchant loses 
in one operation, ho expects to make 
it up in another, but how is lie to know 
how much ho is lo make up in order 
to have the balance on the right side 
of tho ledger, if he keeps no accounts ?

A navigator who should attempt to 
cross the ocean or cruise alang the 
coast without making tho proper 
entries in the “ log hook," would soon 
find himself upon rocks or shoals, or 
far out of his course, and many a busi­
ness man not excepting the farmer, 
has been stranded from me same 
cause. When a mechanic pursues the 
heedless course of keeping no account 
of profit and loss, he is pretty sure 
sooner or later, to step down from his 
position as master, and assume again 
the place of a journeyman. Now is 
there anything in tho nature of agri­
culture that will prevent a farmer 
from going the same way, if lie pur­
sues a similar course ? It there is 
we fail to see it.

Will not our farmer friends who 
have never kept an account with the 
farm, begin this spring, which is the 
proper season of the year lo open the 
books, and try it for one year, anu it 
they a.e not pleased with the result 
we shall ho glad to know it. The 
farm s:.ouid he charged with the in 
Iciest on its market value, with the 
labor performed upon it, with the 
wear of tools, the amount expended 
for seed and fertilizers, with the taxes 
and with all other direct expenditures 
necessary for carrying it. u«, and 
should he credited with the rent ol 
buildings, crops, the gro.uh and pro­
duct of tho stock, including poultry 
and swine, and with all the improve­
ments. The result of one years’ trial 
we believe would ho so satisfactory, 
that it would not be thereafter neglect­
ed. And we believe further, that this 
would convince even tho most skepti- 
eal, that the farmer’s life, even as a 
source iff profit, is greatly to be pre­
ferred over all others, and more es 
pecialiy when wo lake into account all 
of tho other concomitant advantage

After a fair trial of farming in a 
particular way, an accurate account 
of profit and loss having been kept, if 
tho ptofits are insignificant, or if there 
aro no profits, then the farmer will ho 
admonished that ho must change his 
methods, and he will find that the ac­
count Uo has kept will generally in 
dicate the proper change to bo made 
while without such an account, ho 
will either go on in his blind way 
until he is stranded, or if aware that 
his losses arc greater than his gains, 
he will have no data to guide him in 
such a change as will give more favor­
able results. Wo believe in farming 
for profit, and when figures show that 
in pursuing a particular line of farm 
operations there is no profit, then 
there must ho a change, but such a 
change, should ho intelligently made 
The farm ledger will show what par 
ticulur enterprises have resulted in lus, 
aud what in gain, and the changes can 
be made accordingly.—Ex.

In a clean kitchen, a neat wife in it, 
a lean cupboard, a clean dairy, and a 
u.ean conscience;

That to ask a man’s advico is not 
stooping, but may bo of much bene 
fit ;

That to keep a place and every­
thing in its place saves many a step, 
and is pretty sure to lead to good 
tools and to keep thorn in order.—

An Easy Way with a Vicious 
Horse.

A beautiful and high spirited horse 
would never allow a shoe to be put on 
his feet, or any person to handle his 
feet, without a resort to every species 
of power and means to control him, 
says tho Commercial Advertiser. At 
one time ho was nearly crippled by 
being put in stocks ; he was after­
wards thrown down and fettered ; 
another time one of onr most ex­
perienced horso-shoers was unable to 
manage him with the aid of as many 
men as could approach. In an at­
tempt to shoe the horse recently, he 
resisted all efforts, kicked against 
every thing, oven an anvil, and came 
near killing himself against that, and 
was finally taken hack unshod. This 
was his only defect ; in all other re­
spects ho was gentle and docile, and 
especially inlharness, But this defect 
was on the ore of consigning him to 
the plough/ whore he might work 
barefooted) wiicn by more accident an 
officer in out1 service, lately returned 
front Mexico, who was passing, and 
beingjmnde acquainted with the diffi­
culty, applied a complete remedy by 
tho following simple process : He 
took a cord about tho size of a com­
mon bcdcord, put it in tho mouth of 
the horse like a hit, and tied it tightly 
on tho animal’s head, passing his left 
ear under the string, but enough to 
keep the ear down and"the cord in its 
place. This done he palled tho horse 
gently on tho side of tho head, and 
commanded him to follow ; and in­
stantly tho horse obeyed, perfectly 
subdued, and as gentle aud obedient 
as a trained dog ; suffering his feet to 
be lifted with impunity, acting in all 
respects like an old stager. That 
simple siring thus tied made him at 
once docile and obedient as any one 
could desire. The gentleman who 
thus furnished this exceedingly sim­
ple means of subduing a dangerous 
propensity intimated that this is 
practiced in -Mexico and South Ame­
rica in tho managemonlof wild horses. 
Be this as it may, he deserves the 
thanks of all owners of such horses, 
and especially tho thanks of those 
whose business it may bo to shoe or 
groom tho animal.

Common Sense Ploughing.

The depth of soil can alone deter­
mine the depth of ploughing. Whep 
tho soil is shallow the gradualdeepen- 
ing ol it should he sought by tho use 
of appropriate materials for improve­
ment until the ubiect is fully attained. 
The sub soil ought not, as a rulo, to 
be brought out of its bed except iu 
small quantities to be exposed to the 
atmosphere during the fall, winter 
and spring, or in summer fallow ; nor 
even then except when such fertil­
izers are applied as are necessary lo 
put it as once into a productive con­
dition. Two different soils of oppo­
site character, as a stiff clay aud slid­
ing sand, sometimes occupy tho rela­
tion ol surface and sub-soil to each 
other, and when thoroughly mixed 
and subjected to cultivation they will 
produce a soil of greatly increased 
value.

Soils appropriated to garden and 
horticultural purposes are often deep­
ened to fifteen and oven eighteen 
inches with benefit, and those for 
general-tillage crop to about twenty 
inches with decided advantage. But 
whatever is the depth of the soil the 
plough ought to turn up the on tire 
inass if witain its reach, and what is 
beyond it should he thoroughly 
broken up by the sub-soil plough an 
increase in tho crop follows, as the 
hard earth below tho reach of the 
ordinary plough has boon loosened. 
This permits the escape of tho water 
which tails on the surface, the circu­
lation of air and a move extended 
range for the roots of the plants, by 
which they procure additional nourish­
ment ana secure the crop against 
drought. Tho benefits of sub-soil 
ploughing most apparent iu an im­
pervious clay suh-soil and least evi­
dent in loose and icaehy soils.

On low or strong land the exper­
ienced farmer prefers to sec the fur­
row left on edge exposed to the 
action of air and harrow. Sandy or 
dry soil requires flat ploughing, 
which lends to consolidate the land.

As a rule those crops are the most 
productive which aro ploughed the 
ol idlest. Caution must he used, how­
ever, especially alter the second 
ploughing of corn, when a surface- 
plough is less liable to injure tho 
roots than an ordinary one.

Beans.—The host soil is a mellow 
clay or sandy loam. Prepare the 
land as for corn, lilted in the nicest 
manner. Plant ten days or two 
weeks alter planting corn. Marrow 
beans require one and one eighth 
bushels seed per acre; mediums three- 
fourths of a bushel ; pea beaus ono- 
half bushel ; kidney or other largo 
beans, more, in proportion to size. A 
fair crop is twenty bushels per acre. 
—Cor, Country Gentleman,

A correspondent to an Agricultural 
paper :—

11 As potatoes have some years been 
quite scarce and dear. I have planted 
small ones, and tho result convinced 
mo that all the widely varied exped­
ience in the matter reported by differ­
ent farmers was owing more to other 
circumstances than to the s’bse^of the 
seed. Aud now when a farmer tells 
mo that his crop from small potatoes 
grow and yielded best, I almost in- 
variably find that when he planted it 
was a very hot, dry time, generally 
rather late in "the season ; also that 
his large potatoes, cut a few days be­
fore planting, had dried up more or 
less, and wore put into dry ground, 
and if dry weather continued there 
would not ho vitality enough left in 
the cut seed to overcome all these 
adverse conditions, but the growth 
would he materially checked for the 
season; while the small seed, not 
being out, retained its moisture, and 
warm soil favored speedy germina­
tion and growth so that the crop from 
small seed proved better than the 
cut. But my observation has been 
that when all the conditions for both 
are equally favorable, the cut seed 
from large potatoes yields 8 to 10 per 
cent, better than small ones planted 
whole. Again, one will plant small 
potatoes too thick and too many in a 
hill, thinking they are so small and 
cheap he will use enough of them, 
while his neighbor, judging more 
correctly on tho growth they will make 
will plant the n as far apart as he 
usually does better feed of the same 
variety, and put only one potatoe in 
a hill. The result will be the latter 
will have a fair yield of fair-sized po­
tatoes. with perhaps twice as many 
little ones as from large seed while 
the first only gets a lighter 
yield of nearly all small pota­
toes. So the product in either 
case would scout to ho largely de­
pendent on management. I believe 
it will answer occasionally to plant 
small potatoes tor a crop ; but when I 
do it 1 am particular lo get such as 
were well ripened, and only use the 
largest of those too small to cut ; 
mark the part of the field they are 
planted in, aud ho sure at digging 
time that their product is ali sent to 
market, aud that the seed lor next 
year is saved from where the best 
was planted, and on those matured 
tho best.

Experience with Oeed Potatoes.

The Reason why Bees Work in the 
Dark.

A life-time might be spent in in­
vestigating the mysteries hidden iu a 
bee-hive, and still half the secrets 
would be undiscovered. The forma­
tion oi the cell has ioug been a cele­
brated problem for the mathemati­
cian, whilst the changes which the 
honey undergoes offer at least an 
equal interest to the chemist. 
Every one knows what honey 
fresh trow the comb is like. It 
is a clear yellow syrup, without 
a trace of solid sugar iu it. Upon 
straining, however, E it gradually
assumes a crystaiine appearance_it
candies, as the saying is, and ulti­
mately becomes a solid lump of sugar 
It has not been suspected that this 
change was due to a photographic 
action ; that the same agent which 
alters tho molecular arrangement on 
the iodine of silver on the excited 
collodion plate, and determines tho 
formation of camphor and iodine 
crystals in a bottle, causes tho syrup 
honey to assume a crystaiine form. 
This, however, is the case. M. Scho- 
iblcr has enclosed honey in stoppered 
flasks, some of which he has kept in 
perfect darkness; while others have 
Boon exposed to the light. The in* 
variable results have been that the 
sunned portion rapidly crystallized, 
while that kept in the dark had re­
mained perfectly liquid. We now 
see why bees work in perfect dark­
ness, aud why they aro so careful to 
obscure the glass windows which aro 
sometimes placed in the hives. The 
existence of their young depends on 
tho liquidity uf saccharine food pre­
sented to thorn ; and if light were 
allowed access to the syrup it would 
gradually acquire a more or less 
solid consistency ; it would seal up 
the cells, mid iu all probability prove 
fatal to tho inmates of tho hive.

Ct.over as Human Food.—Accord­
ing to lion. J. -Stanton liould, clover 
has been uaed as human food for gen­
erations by the Indians of the plains. 
Ti.e Digger Indians of California eat 
it raw, and also cook it by placing a 
thick layer of tho green clover be­
tween stones that have been pre­
viously heated. When young onions 
or chives and grasshoppers are 
mingled with tho clover, tho dish is 
considered a great luxury. The 
Apaches mingle together clover, pig­
weed and dandelions in a vessel* 
which is then tilled with water, 
Slones that have boon heated in tho 
tiro arc then thrown in, and when 
they have imparted their surplus boat 
to the water they are taken out and 
replaced by hotter ones, until the 
mass is sufficiently cooked.



NEWS ITEMS.

On the 1st of March the total number of 
oor in London was 89,529—45,013 in work- 
euses and 44,510 outside, though receiving 

help.
Two hundred and fifteen*horses were pur­

chased in the Montreal market last week and 
and shipped to the United States. They 
averaged $70 each.

Some idea of the extent to which the pro­
duction of maple sugar is carried on in Quebec 
may be gathered from the fact that one far­
mer near Sweetsburg had three thousand 
trees tapped and another two thousand five 
hundred.

No furnished apartments can henceforth 
be had at St. Petersburg unless maps, show­
ing the situation of the rooms and the doors, 
entrance, &c., have been previously handed to 
the police. This measure is intended to facili­
tate arrests.

Diamond-dealers in New York loan dazz­
ling display of gems to ladies secretely en­
gaged in the trade, that they may wear them 
at parties and thereby emulate other envious 
ladies to worry their husbands into buying 
outfits equally costly.

A Berlin illustrated paper represents 
Prince Bismarck on a steed called Zoll Tariff 
Reform, which is bolting with its rider. On 
being asked where he is going to, he angrily 
replies, “ How do I know? Ask the horse." 
Grip might make a note of this.

The plan of throwing verse after verse of 
a hymn that is being sung by the congrega­
tion in large type upon a wall by means of a 
magic lantern, has been adopted in a Boston 
church and is found to be a great improve­
ment upon the former plan of singing from 
books.

Out of 3G2 members of the present U. S. 
Congress, 241 are lawyers, 10 are editors, 
and 10 are gentleman of leisure. In the 
Senate there are 16 ex-Confederate soldiers 
and 4 Union soldiers. In the House there 
are 58 Confederate soldiers and 61 Union 
soldiers.

The bestowal of a Cardinals hat on Dr. 
Newman was due to the influence of the 
Duke of Norfolk, the premier Duke of Eng­
land, who was a pupil of his at Edgebaston, 
and who has a great reverence for him. He 
had an interview with the Pope some few 
months ago.

The Pope is making great reductions in his 
personal household, observing that it is use­
less to keep up an enormous kitchen where 
nothing is cooked. His dinner consists of a 
soup and one plat. Of personal service he 
requires very little, so that his retainers will 
be reduced to one-third of their number.

The Essex ( England) Standard says :— 
The number of farms for which tenants can­
not be found is unparallelled. In this county 
alone, it is ascertained that there are at least 
183 farms over 70 acres each on the hands of 
the landlords, and that many more will pass 
out of the tenants’ hands next michaelmas.

The New York elevated railways, during 
the first three months of this year, carried 
eleven and a half millions of passangers. 
This is at the rate of forty-six millions a 
year, or about fifty rides for every inhabitant 
of the city. The rapid transit problem 
seems to have met its solution.

The German Commission sent some 
months ago to Russia for the purpose of ob­
serving the plague reports that the diseae is 
infectious but not contagious, and that its 
ravages have been very much exaggerated. 
The German quarantine against Russia has 
consequently been abolished.

A private letter from Sir Samuel Baker 
states that Cyprus is the most ill-favored 
pestilential of islands, but that the harbour 
can, with little difficulty, be dredged of the 
accumulation of ages. It will then be all 
that could be wished, and, as a fortified coal 
depot, will complete our Mediterranean com­
munications.

The Queen of the Belgians while in Lon­
don visited the Home for Lost Dogs at 
Battersea. Her Majesty is a great admirer 
of small dogs, and is used to carry one always 
in her arms which is arrayed in a coat of the 
same colour as her dress. Every time the 
dress is changed by the august lady the dog’s 
coat is also changed by an attendant.

A Liverpool druggist was lately fined for 
selling castor-oil pills which had “ no appreci­
able quantity of castor-oil” in them, though 
they contained rhubarb, aloes, -ginger, cay­
enne pepper, soap, and a variety of other in­
gredients. They seem to have been a popu­
lar substitute for castor-oil, and it was stated 
that 250,000 boxes of them were sold per 
year/

A Nova Scotia girl emigrated to Vancou­
ver’s Island to go into service. She was 
met on the wharf as she landed by a strange 
young man, who there and then proposed to 
her. The girl did not immediately respond, 
but made a few enquiries, found her singular 
lover was a man of character, and married 
him before she had been in the country 
twelve hours.

The royal plate at Windsor is worth $6,- 
300,000. It includes a gold service ordered 
by George IV. to dine 140 persons, and a 
shield formed of snuff boxes worth $50,000. 
It includes also a peacock of precious stones 
of every kind, brought form India, worth 
$150,000, and Tippoo’s footstool—a tiger’s 
head with crystal tooth and a solid ingot of 
gold for his tongue.

Prayer, we are taught, will accomplish a 
great deal. It lately secured a prisoner's re­
lease from a coll in New Ulm, Minn. He 
was in the habit of being on his knees en­
gaged in prayer when the turnkey locked 
up at night. One morning he was found in 
just the same position, but an examination 
revealed the fact that the form was only a 
straw man, which had been set up the night 
before. The prisoner in the meantime had 
left for less contracted quarters.

Lately, while a travelling menagerie was 
being exhibited at a village in Thuringia, 
the leopard tore the bars from his cage, and 
with a magnificent bound landed among the 
spectators. He killed a woman and a child 
and the sight of blood excited him to such a 
degree that he would not relinquish his prev 
until beaten to death. Examination proved 
that the bars of the cage had been previous­
ly loosened, and an employe discharged for 
drunkenness has been arrested.

A gentleman of Irish extraction living at 
Dresden, while intoxicated, stripped himself 
and jumped into the river, vowing he was 
tired of life and would there and then end it. 
The water was not deep, but it was terribly 
cold, and the man relented it and climbed 
out. Instead of dressing himself, he ran just 
as he was to his house, but his wife had 
barred the door and refused to let the poor 
shivering wretch in until he had pledged 
himself never to taste whiskey again.

Lord Chelmsford is one of the most expert

Slayers at the game of Kreig-spiel in the 
Iritish army. He is a great tactician on 

paper, and devised a system of manoeuvres 
in an ememy’s country which was so highly 
thought of that it was to have been put in 
the regulations for officer’s drill. The re­
cent disaster under his command has been a 
great triumph to military men of the old 
school, who have objected to proficiency in 
science and languages being made the test of 
efficiency in the field.

The following nationalities live under the 
sceptre of the Czar of Russia :—Great Rus­
sians, Little Russians, White Russians, Poles, 
Finns, Estons, Samoyeds, Laplanders, Ostiaks, 
Tunguz, Yakuts, Kamtchadales, Tartars, 
Bashkirs, Kirguiz, Kalmuks, Tcherkessi, 
Ossettini, Lesguini, Arménien, Lithauer, 
Tcbuvashi, Ugalenzi, Coloshen, Tchukchi, 
Grusim, Koriaki, Eskimos, Yucagniri, Lopari, 
Truckmen, Korels, Vaguls, Tchapogiii, 
Tchechenzi, Gypsies, Hebrews, and Mennon- 
ites. Each of these speak its own language, 
which is foreign to all the others.

The pope has written a letter concerning 
the Education question, on which some lay 
great stress, as it directly confirms the im-

{iressiun that the Pope understands the 
iberty and dignity of the Papacy to consist 

in removing from Rome all means of practic­
ing and propogating whatever the church 
holds at heretical, and that his gradually in­
creasing insistance on the restoration of the 
temporal power is promoted by an equally 
increasing conviction, that until the Pontiff 
regains earthly sway it will be impossible to 
prohibit liberty of worship and instruction. 
Thus he declares in this holy city and re­
ligion of Christ ought to reign sovereign, and 
the universal teacher of the faith ought to 
have power to close access against impiety, 
and to maintain the purity of Catholic teach­
ing.

ïhe Late Session.

The work done and the demeanour of the 
members during the first session of the new 
House huve left a good impression. The 
session compared favorably with several ses­
sions in former Local Houses, in the absence 
of acrimony and in the good feeling pervad­
ing the Government and the Opposition 
ranks. The leader of the Opposition and his 
two Lieutenants were-not, certaiuly, sparing 
in exposing and denouncing the iniquities of 
the Government, but the strong impression 
they had of all their political transgressions 
did not lessen the esteem in which they held 
each individual member of the Government, 
or cause them when in addressing the Gov­
ernment members in their private capacity to 
depart from the rule of strict courtesy. It is 
very convenient to be able to separate the 
acts of the statesman from those of the pri­
vate individual, though the strict moralist 
may be pnzzled how to reconcile personal 
rectitude with political iniquity. The ab­
sence of bitterness might be owing to the 
fact that party lines were not strictly drawn, 
and that a number of the members were un­
decided whether to give their permanent 
sympathy or support to the Government or 
Opposition. The Government, judging by 
the vote that was given in their favor on the 
want of confidence resolution—stood a little 
stronger at the end than in the beginning of 
the session, but, if strong external influences 
had not been brought to bear their majority 
might have been a very narrow one, to say 
the least. The chances are, now, in favor of 
the Government commanding a majority in 
the remaining sessions of the present house. 
They can hardly now be condemned for the 
acts of their predecessors tlough as their 
successors they have been held responsible 
for them, or, for the manner of their recon­
struction, or the financial management in the 
past, or for their action regarding the Cha­
tham Branch Railway ; they have been ab­
solved for the conduct in the past—they 
commence with a clean sheet, and will be, 
(or, not to speak so confidently) ought to be, 
judged by their passing management of the 
affairs of the Province.

Sixty bills were passed through the Legis­
lature and have become law. A glance at 
their titles shows how large a proportion re­
companies and individual interests. The 
late to municipal matters, to incorporation of 
measures of general provincial importance 
were comparatively few. Among them is 
the act relating to Free Grants of Crown 
Lands, which under judicious and liberal ad­
ministration may prove most beneficial and 
while relieving present distress lead to con­
siderable settlements being made, also the 
acts relating to the Supreme Court, appoint­
ing a new and sixth Judge, and to facilitate 
the business of the said Court. If the At­
torney General is appointed to the new 
judgeship, his leaving the government would 
lead to modifications in it, which would not 
strengthen it in the house or the country 
But if reports are true Mr. Fraser will con­
tinue to the administration, the benefit of the 
strength that his personal popularity gives it 
as the able lawyer from Westmorland, Mr. 
Palmer to wit, has the favor of the appoint­
ing powers in Ottawa. Another measure 
is the act appointing a Solicitor General (at 
a salary of $1200,) which may lead to the 
reduction of expense in the conduct of the 
criminal business of the country, and which 
bestowed on the member ;of King’s, Hon. 
Mr. Crawford, who has long sat or “ served 
in the forecastle” of the government with­
out post or emolument, is a graceful recog­
nition of his services.

The act relating to the inspectorship of 
schools is also among the fgeneral measures ; 
it reduces the number of inspectors from one 
to each county to seven who will receive a 
salary of $1200. If, it leads to the appoint­
ment of a class of trained and more efficient 
inspectors, who will be able to devote their 
whole time and energies to the discharge 
of their important functions it will tend to 
give the people of the Province the full bene­
fits that the School Act was intended to be­
stow.

Anniversary of York Division No. 2. 
—The members of York Division No. 2, cele­
brated their thirty-second anniversary last 
Monday evening in the Temperance Hall. 
At their invitation the members of the Gul­
den Rule Lodge of Templars were present. 
At eight o’clock, J. L. Marsh, Esq., took the 
chair, and addressed the meeting a few 
words fitting for the occasion. Appropriate 
speeches were made, readings were given, 
and songs were sung, greatly to the gratifica­
tion of the audience, and the meeting broke 
up about ten. “ Old York’’ No. 2, is gaining 
strength with years. At the next meeting a 
large number of new members will be initi­
ated.

A special meeting of the City Council will 
take place on Monday evening, when the fol­
lowing business will be transacted; the 
ordering of assessment for redemption of de­
bentures for Exhibition Building, and the 
issue of debentures for Exhibition Building 
aid, appointing officers for ensuing year, and 
ordering payment of aid to St. John sufferers 
and the issue of debentures therefor, &c.

The Bast.

The Eastern Question is still far from set­
tled, and it is doubtful if there will b a 
long interval of peace before war breaks out 
again. Russia's military chiefs, feel like the 
half repentant Macbeth who having gained 
his throne by blood, sustained himself on it by 
murder, felt that “ in blood he had stepped in 
so far, returning wore as tedious as go o’er.’’ 
The prize, Constantinople, was so near within 
their grasp, that they feel exceedingly loth to 
put themselves out of reach of it. They do 
not wish to withdraw their armies from East­
ern Roumalia across the Balkans, and are 
bent on defeating any scheme which would 
leave that newly created state under the pro­
tection of the great powers who are parties 
to the Berlin Treaty. The mixed army oc­
cupancy proposal has been rejected by Italy, 
at the supposed instigation of Russia whose 
chief desire to prolong their hold of Roume- 
lia, and are even proclaiming their willing­
ness to fight in order to maintain it. They 
probably find in studying the position of 
their great and chief antagonist some encour­
agement. They see, that England is com­
mitted to a war in Afghanistan, and has to 
face a disastrous state of affairs in South 
Africa, that there is trouble arising for her 
in Egypt, owing to the action of Khedive 
which may compel her to look after her in­
terest in the Suez Canal, and • protect her 
route to India, and they see also that her 
trade is depressed, they may have arrived at 
the conclusion, that she is not in a position 
to undertake a great war, or that, her people 
are not now in a temper that would dispose 
them to back up with enthusiasm the Bea- 
constield government in enforcing the carry­
ing out the arrangements in the Berlin Treaty 
regarding the time when Russia should vacate 
Eastern Roumelia. If England does not in­
sist on the stipulations being fulfilled to the 
letter, Russia will claim to have acquired ft 
right to maintain her army in that State, and 
it will never be dispossessed there except by 
force.

With regard to the trouble in Egypt, to 
which reference has been made, it is reported 
that the Sultan has commanded the Khedive 
to reinstate the ministry whom he deposed, 
in order to form one more subservient to his 
views, who would in his interest, overrule the 
decisions of the British and French commis­
sioners who are keeping a strict supervision 
over the finances of the country in order to 
protect foreign stockholders, and that there 
is strong likelihood, that the Khedive, if he in­
terposes objections will be deposed, and that 
his his uncle, Halini Pasha will be appointed 
his successor. French and English papers 
deprecate hasty action on the part of France 
and England. The Times of a late date 
says ;—

The unequivocal attitude assumed by the 
Sultan relative to the Khedive is doubtless 
au advantage which England and France will 
be able to turn to account, but we cannot ns 
yet discern any valid reason for England’s 
abandoning the policy of extreme caution in 
regard to Egypian affairs. We are not con­
cerned as a nation with the solvency of 
Egypt ; but we are vitally concerned in its 
tranquillity and good government. We can­
not view with indifference the Khedive’s re­
turn to a system of corruption and oppres­
sion, or sanction the dismissal of his Euro­
pean Ministers and the practical rejection of 
all external control; but we shall certainly 
hesitate to participate in the subversion of 
his nominal authority until every other 
means of settling the difficulty have failed. 
The difficulty would not be overcome by 
substituting ilalim Pasha for Ismail as Khe­
dive, on the mere nomination of the Porte. 
Ismail would very probably* resist, and there 
is no force at hand to compel submission. 
The proposal for a joint expedition by Eng­
land and France is manifestly premature, and 
could not fail to cause grave and well- 
founded misgiving in both countries. Their 
interests in Egypt are neither co-extuns've 
nor identical. If a display of force were re­
solved upon England might find her influence 
directed to secure good government, while 
IJrance would be occupied with even greater 
energy in defending the claims of foreign 
creditors. It would be difficult in the face of 
such divergence to maintain a common and 
united policy. For these reasons we think it 
still premature to conclude the welfare and 
tranquility of Egypt require the depositiou of 
the reigning Khedive.

The Zola Campaign,

News from the seat of war in South Africa, 
of the dates of 30th March and 1st of April, 
via London, 17th iast., of the advance of the 
relieving column to Ekowe, have been re­
ceived. The column moved along the coast 
road where there is little brush, under the 
guidance of one John Dunn, who, it is stated, 
was formerly King Cetewayo’s adviser, and 
reached (30th March) after the first day’s 
march Inyoni River, a position nine miles 
north of the Tugela. The force was not 
molested, but the Zulus, who are swarming 
in the country, watched the advance from 
the distant heights. One officer who is sup­
posed to have gone beyond the guards of the 
camp was missing in the morning, and, it is 
thought, that he was cut off by the Zulus. 
From the position on the Inyoni, signals 
from Ekowe were discerned, by which Col. 
Pearson intimated to the commander of the 
column, that the enemy was concentrating 
around his fort. It was computed that 
15,000 of the Zulus were beleaguring it, but 
there is no knowing how many thousands 
more are lurking around under cover. Fight­
ing was expected to commence on the 1st of 
April, so that in a day or two, news will be 
received stating whether or not the column 
has been successful in relieving Col. Pearson. 
According to the telegraphic despatch, which 
is not clearly understandable, the plan for the 
relief of Pearson, is to force a passage 
through the English lines to Ekowe, to 
change garrisons, the 1st Batt., of the 00th 
Rifles being detailed to relieve the long im­
prisoned force, and to provision the fort 
amply, to form another post on the Inyoni- 
heights, and make a grand advance on Un­
dine, which, we suppose, is Cetewayo’s strong 
hold, and before which the great body of his 
force will be gathered. News has also been 
heard of the successful repulse of 20,000 
Zulus also attacked the entrenched position 
held by Col. Wood. The loss of the British 
was 77 killed and wounded ; the slaughter of 
the black warriors who were completely defeat­
ed and pursued for a considerable distance was 
enormous.

Another War.

Chili formally declared war against Peru 
on the 6th of April. The cause of the hos­
tile declaration, is not stated in the despatch. 
Except merchants perhaps, and unfortunate 
persons who have loaned money to some of 
the republics, very few know anything or 
have any interest in what is going on in that 
part of the world. As revolution, civil 
war, for war external is their normal con­
dition, there is nothing surprising in the an­
nouncement. It is stated on the authority 
of the Consul General, that the Argentine 
Republic will not be drawn into the wav on 
the Pacific coast, which must be soothing 
intelligence to persons in London pecuniarly 
nterested in the solvency of that State.

A Word for some Members

In an -article a few weeks since we at­
tempted to describe some of the character­
istics of the more prominent speakers in the 
House of Assembly. The list might have 
been extended we might have mentioned 
the senior member of Carleton Mr. White, 
who speaks in a deliberate way, which seems 
to carry weight, who views both sides of a 
question, and balances his opinion with great 
care ; Mr. Gillespie of Norihumberland who 
is famous for putting blunt questions, and 
seasoning his speeches with a kind of broad 
humor; Mr. Thompson of York, who ex­
pends more physical energy in addressing the 
house than any member, who ever had a seat 
in it; Dr. Vail of Kings whose style is dis­
tinctly the reverse. There are several mem­
bers whose speaking it is difficult to charac­
terise. Mr. Killam for instance, speakg on 
questions in which he is interested, and with 
which he is thoroughly acquainted in a full 
and business like matter ; Mr. Morton has a 
good faculty for stating a question ; Mr. 
McManus [can make a good speech on occa­
sion, and spice it with a touch of humor. 
Then Mr. Colter of York, who though he 
has not come forward to the rank of those 
members who speak fluently in all questions 
has the making of a good general speaker, and 
is a very practical one. Though no member 
can cut a figure in the House unless he has 
the gift of the gab, he can make his mark in 
committee, and in carrying through measures 
entrusted to his care. Mr. Colter has al­
ready shown that he is an useful member in 
whose hands it is safe to place local bills. 
And we may state that during the session he 
was instrumental in introducing and 
carrying through no less than seven of those 
bills, viz., an act relating to the Administra­
tion of Justice in the County of York, an act 
to amend chap 4, section 42 of the Consoli­
dated Statutes relating to highways, an act 
relating to the assessment of the Islands in 
the river St. John ; an Act relating to the 
collectors of rates and constables, in the 
County of York ; an Act to allow the War­
den of the County of York to revise the list 
of non-resident electors’ instead of the Sheriff 
and bills to allow the County Council of York 
to define the goal limits and appoint parish 
officers.

Szegedin,

An appeal to the charitable is being made 
on behalf of the sufferers by the disastrous 
flood, which overwhelmed the town of 
Szegedin, Hungary. Efforts are being made 
in England and the United States to relieve 
them. Rev. Gustavius Alexy, a Hungarian 
clergyman in New York, has addressed a 
letter, praying for help to the destitute, to 
the ministers of the various denominations of 
the Christian Church in America, and intimat- 
ing, that, contributions, which, whatever their 
amount will be thankfully received, may be 
sent to Rev. Howard Crosby D. D., 616 East 
19th Street New York.

A Hungarian correspondent of the Edin­
burgh Scotsman writing on the 19th of 
March, from Budapest, says :—

Szegedin was the first industrial town of 
Hungary, and its eighty thousand inhabitants 
were considered the worthiest representatives 
of that real Hungarian type which is fast 
disappearing in the other parts of the country. 
Patriotic and hospitable to the extreme, the 
people of Szegedin are renowned for their in­
dustry and intelligence. In less than fifteen 
years this town, which was a little more than 
a large village, became the first provincial 
town of Hungary, and a prosperous future 
seems to be in store for it. Alas ! all this 
belongs now to the past. Of its 8000 houses 
only about 300 remain standing; its flourish­
ing manufactories and warehouses, its excel­
lently-organised schools, are entirely destroyed 
and many highly-respectable citizens, renown­
ed for their probity as well as for'their (in­
defatigable perseverance, have become waifs 
and strays, dependent on the charity of their 
countrymen, and many of them even broken 
in health and spirits. Through a terrible 
fatality, the catastrophe came with such un­
exampled quickness that the 70,000 persons 
(about 10,000 had left the town at the first 
sign of danger) who had remained, could 
save nothing but their lives, leaving behind 
their fortunes and their property. One speaks 
of several hundreds who have lost their lives, 
but ns yet the statistics of the victims are in­
complets, the swampy flood, which is but 
slowly falling, covering as yet those it has 
buried under its cruel waves.

The re-vote of $2000 passed in Supply to­
wards the erection of a fence around the 
Normal School Building will soon be applied 
to its purpose. The work of putting up the 
said " fence" will be proceeded with, as soon 
as the state of the ground admits of laying 
the stone foundation. We believe that the 
design choosen is very handsome. The orna­
mental railing set in the stone base will be 
of a flowing and flowering pattern. The 
erection of this handsome fence with the lay­
ing out the grounds it will enclose will be a 
great improvement, and like a fine frame 
around a picture, show off the building to 
the best advantage. It is to be hoped, that 
the city authorities will co-operate in the im­
provements which are to be made around the 
Normal School, and that they will see that 
part of the ornamental fence on Phcenix 
Square is properly protected. If they be­
stowed some care, and expended a little 
money in making the square something like 
a square, instead of leaving it an open and 
unsightly space, they would deserve the 
thanks of the citizens, and do something to 
beautify the city of which they are the 
guardians.

The citizens of Fredericton, thanks to the 
enterprise of Mr. M. S. Hall which, we hope, 
will be well rewarded, will have an oppor­
tunity to hear “ the new world renowned" Mrs.

They 
also all agree to praise, “ the Creed of the 
Bells," in which she imitates with wonderful 
effect the tone song, alto, tenor, and bass, of 
the several bells, her dramatic rendering of 
the Manaic, and the great power displayed 
in the piece the Senator entangled, and the 
exquisite feeling with which she gave “ Cur­
few must not toll to-night.’’ Mrs. Siddons 
sweeps easily over the gamut of feeling, and is 
equally successful in tragedy and comedy.

One of our prominent citizens is taking 
around a Petition for the laying down of a 
platform out to the Railway Station. We 
notify that a large number of those that have 
signed the petition are defaulters to the city, 
and if they would only step up to the Trea­
surers Office and pay their taxes, this, as 
well as other necessary improvements, could 
be carried out by the Council.

The four new stores which Mr. Sharkey 
has erected in the course of the winter, are 
finished according to modern requirements, 
and are now nearly ready for occupation. Th@ 
plate glass windows each 11 feet high by 7 
feet nine inches broad, are at present a 
public attraction, a^d set off the fine front of 
the block.

Canadian papers give the current rumors 
regarding the movements of the Governor 
General and Princess Louise, after the pro­
rogation of Parliament, which we copy below. 
There will be, it is said, also, very gay doings 
in Halifax during the summer, but there is 
no word yet of their Excellencies intention 
to visit New Brunswick, vyhich if carried out 
will not likely be later than the last of July 
or beginning of August ; if so, Mr. J. II. 
Reid's scheme of holding a grand Provincial 
Exhibition, to be opened by the Marquis of 
Lome in person, is disposed of for this year.

It is expected that Parliament will be pro­
rogued about the 15th of May. • His Excel­
lency and the Princess wifi on the 24th of 
May, tbe Queen’s birthday, attend the grand 
review at Montreal, in which the Thirteenth 
Brooklyn Regiment and two or three Ver­
mont corps will take part. The programme 
of the Montreal reception is already published 
The “ Masque of Welcome ” will be produced 
at the Academy of Music on a grand scale. 
The author Mr. F. A. Dixon, formerly tutor 
to Lord Clandeboye, Earl Dufferiu’s eldest 
boy, is now in Montreal drilling the principal 
characters. Additions of great merit have 
been made to the piece. A new scenè devis- 
by the Princess has been added. It repre­
sents the vice-regal life under the old French 
regime, and the language and songs are French 
throughout. In those days the Governor 
dwelt in the Chateau St. Louis, at Quebec, 
and once a year receiver the homage of the 
Seigniors. His Excellency sat in a state 
chair surmounted by the fleur de lis and the 
arms of His Most Christian Majesty. 
Round about stood his staff and the high 
officers of the Court. The Seignior, attired 
in evening dress and wearing a sword, was 
ushered in by the Clerk of the Roll, and 
having delivered up his sword to that function 
ary, knelt before the Governor and repeated 
the ancient oath of fidelity and allegiance, 
after which a memorandum of the ceremony 
was drawn up by the Attorney-General and 
countersigned by the proper officers. This 
over, the Governor led the way into the ball­
room, where the company danced the stately 
dances of the period until far into the night. 
This is an outline of the scene with which 
the Princess is credited. Many of the old 
French songs will be introduced, and the 
costumes will be faithfully reproduced. From 
Montreal it is thought the Marquis and 
Princess will proceed to Quebec, where the 
Duke of Argyle will arrive in the second week 
in June for a four months' visit to his son and 
royal daughter-in-law. A week later they 
will greet Rear- Admiral the Duke of Edin­
burgh at Halifax, who will succeed Admiral 
Inglefieldin command of the North American 
squadron. At Halifax the party will be 
joined by Lord Wharncliffe ; Lord Colin 
Cambell, the Marquis’ brother ; Mr. Eustace 
Balfour, who will marry Lady Elizabeth, the 
Marquis second sister, in a few days ; Earl 
Percy, heir presumptive to the dukedom of 
Northumberland and husband of Lady Edith, 
the Marquis’ eldest sister ; and probably Lord 
Rosebery and wife.

History of Acadia.

The “ History of Acadia," by James Han- 
nay Esq,, is work that has been long pro­
mised, and will no doubt be eagerly sought 
after. Like some great works this history 
has a history. The little dog “ Diamond" tore 
up, in a few minutes play, papers containing 
abstruse mathematical calculations, that had 
for years absorbed the mind of the mighty 
Newton ; a careless housemaid swept into the 
fire the MS8 of the History of French 
Resolution, by Thomas Carlyle ; the great 
fire of St. John, destroyed the larger, part of 
the MSS of “ the History of Acadia.” It is 
gratifying to know that Mr. Hauuay showed 
pluck equal to that evinced by his great proto 
type Carlyle and instead of cursing his fate 
and succumbing to the blow, sat down and 
re-wrote the matter which the burnt pages 
contained. The History comprises a period 
of 160 years, from the settlement of the de 
Monts on the Island of St. Croix in 1604 to 
the Treaty of Paris 1763, which put the final 
seal to the close of French domination in 
Canada, and in Nova Scotia, first called 
Acadia, opens with accounts of the voyages of 
the first discoverers of America, and of the 
French adventurers who discovered and set­
tled in Canada, and Acadia, aud of the ab­
origines in the latter country.

The book throws no new light upon the 
story of Acadia, presents no new and start­
ling facts and episodes, but gives a very in­
teresting account, as full as the subject will 
bear, of the incidents, in most part petty, that 
make up the history of Acadia. Mr. Han- 
nay says that he has avoided grandiloquent 
writing, which is well, but he might also 
have avoided the use of inelegant and slip­
shod expressions and phrases, (of which 
several examples could be given) which are 
out of place in a book which the author no 
doubt expects, will always be quoted as the 
standard work on the subject of which it 
treats.

The Czar of all the Russia’s had a very 
narrow excape for his life on Monday morn­
ing. He was walking near the Imperial 
Palace, a man named Skoloff or Salvogiff, 
fired a pistol shot within two paces of him, 
and another as his Majesty walked towards 
him, missing completely both times, and then, 
ran. An office?*^ ith sword drawn, pursued, 
and three men, ai>ong whom was a detective 
joined. Skaloff fired once or twice again, 
his last shattering the jaw of the detective. 
He was then kocked down by a gentleman 
who held him until he was secured by the 
officers. St. Petersburg was illuminated in 
token of joy at the escape of the Czar, and 
many missives of congratulations from 
crowned heads and governments in Europe 
and United States, reached his Majesty a few 
hours after the attempted assassination.

The inference is drawn that, this attempt 
on the life of tjie most absolute and despotic 
monarch in the world, is a sign of the deep 
discontent and restlessness pervading all 
ranks of society in -Russia, of which there 
have been many indications lately, which is 
the truth.

The Young Bull Concert.—The Con­
cert on Monday night was uot so well at­
tended as it might have been, but the audience 
who assembled had good reason to be pleased 
with the entertainment. The appearance of 
little Masters Eddie and Morris was quite 
attractive. Eddie played several duetts, 
waltzes, galops, medleys, with Mrs. F. W. 
Bull in capital style, but his powers of in­
strumentation were more clearly appreciated 
in his single performances of the “ Trombone 
March,” medley and airs from Moody and 
Sankey. He really has a wonderful touch 
for one so young, and a great natural gift. 
He took off that nondescript military man, 
“ Captain Jinks of the Horse Marines" to a 
marvel, and little Morris was very comical 
indeed as “ Admiral Dot" and the “ Little 
Shoemaker." Mrs Phair sang several songs, 
aud her “ Coming thro* the Rye" was en­
thusiastically encored.

Close of the Legislature.

At noon on Tuesday, the Speaker was in 
the chair, about twenty-two members were 
in their places. At the same time the Lieut, 
Governor was driven up to the Legislative 
Assembly Building, in front of which there 
was neither band or guard of Honor to 
salute him. Soon after, in the assembly room 
a premonitary knock was heard, and the 
Sergeant-at-Arms having ascertained the 
cause, announced to the Speaker, a message 
from the Upper House, and having received 
his Honor’s assenting nod, proceeded to ad­
mit the Usher of the Black Rod. “ Black 
Rod," whose presence on the floors of the 
House always creates a lively interest, having 
bowed with a grace peculiar to himself, an­
nounced that IIis Honor the Lieut-Governor 
desired the presence of the Speaker and the 
Members of the Honorable House in tli • 
Legislative Council Chamber. Black Rod 
having bowed himself out, the Speaker, in 
hat and gown, and the begowned clerks, an ! 
the members proceeded to the Chamber both 
by the outer and inner staircases to the j 
Chamber above. In the Chamber His j 
Honor the Lieut.-Governcr, in simple black, j 
sat on the throne ; on his right stood Col. ; 
Saunders who acted as Secretary. No digna- 
taries of the Church, the Bench, or the 
Schools were present ; the bevy of beauty 
which graces the opening of the Legislature 
was absent at its close. The Assistant Clerk

Agricola.

A correspondent who signs himself 
“ Agricola,’’ writes to the Daily Telegraph in 
order to correct the unfair impressions which 
the report of the Committee of Agriculture 
are calculated to convey. We copy tin 
letter in full :—

The report of the Committee on Agricul­
ture laid before the House, on Saturday, i.- 
in my opinion calculated to make an unfair 
imp ession. In justification of this assertion 
I submit the following remarks. The Secre­
tary for Agriculture has acted under the 
directions of the Government in all import­
ant matters, particularly in those alluded to 
in ^the report, such as the sale of stock in 
1876, the importation of wheat and sheep in 
1878, and in the management of the Exhibi­
tion in October last. This he stated to the 
committee. The sale of slock in 1875 was 
made in accordance with the terms of sale, 
and the bonds mentioned were duly executed. 
It is truasome of the societies were not able 
to pay in full as the amounts fell due. The 
only balances now owing are on the horses, 
and every disposition has been shown by the 
societies, who purchased the horses to pay the 
full amount. I may allude tp this matter 
again and show how much mbney has been 
saved to the Province by the course adopted, 
instead of ruining the societies by harsh 
measures. Complaint is made that the seed 
wheat was not distributed in several counties 
applying for it. This is certainly not correct, 
as every county in the Province received its 
fair proportion, except the Grand Lake dis­
trict in Queen’s County, while the western 
district of that county "did not purchase all 
that was sent to it. There were no applica­
tions received that were not complied with, 
except the one from Grand Lake, and that 
could have been remedied, if notice had been 
given, as it was lying in St. John instead of 
Indiantown. Instead of a very considerable 
quantity of the wheat remaining unsold, there 
were only about 73 bags, all of which were 
engaged before the report was written, of 
which some of the committee were aware. 
The comparison of the exhibitions of 1864 
and 1878 does not convey a fair estimate of 
the facts, as the cost of the building is in­
cluded in the latter and the receipts from the 
track and sports in the former ana not in that 
of last year. The statement of the cost of 
the office ef the Secretary for Agriculture is 
also misleading, as the expense of printing 
the annual report, between $700 and $800, is 
included in that of the Secretary, while it is 
omitted in that of the old Board. The facts 
are that the Board cost nearly double that of 
the Secretary for Agriculture. The books on 
cattle were not distributed at the will of the 
Secretary for Agriculture, but under direction 
to the members of the Legislature and the 
societies. The chairman of the committee 
was made aware of those circumstances before 
the report was prepared.

At a meeting held at Toronto last week, 
the question of establishing a Sugar Refinery 
at Toronto was discussed. It was shown, 
that, in that city a Refinery might be carried 
on advantageously, but for one impediment, 
the regulation in the tariff, by which packages 
containing sugar, are only exempt from duty 
when imported from the place of production 
to Canada direct. It was suggested that the 
packages of sugar might be imported in bond, 
via New York, if arrangements could be 
made to that effect. Could the Sugar Re­
finery project mooted in Toronto, have any 
connection with the bill introduced by Mr. 
Marshall in the House of Assembly last week, 
to incorporate the Canada Sugar Refinery 
Company in St. John. He, as was remarked, 
knew very little of the bill that had been put 
into his hands, but it appeared that there 
were several men of capital in Canada in­
terested in it. To be sure he was constrained 
to allow the title of his bill to be changed to 
that of the New Brunswick Sugar Refinery, 
but a change of title need nut prevent its be­
ing a Toronto enterprise in the main. In St. 
John, the promoters would escape the duty 
on sugar packages, and “ the deadly hostility 
of the great Redpath firm." With a refinery 
into St. John, and another at Halifax, the 
Redpaths at Montreal would not be able to 
make enormous profits, the price of sugar 
would be kept at a reasonable price.

The wretched state of the streets is a sub­
ject of public comment. What do the City 
Fathers mean by permitting them to be in 
the condition they are ? Why are piles of 
dirt covered frozen snow allowed to rest 
on parts of the platform ? Why are uot the 
gutters cleared, and the drains opened, and 
the middle of the roadways cleaned of the 
tilth and mud ? The Road Master should 
set a few men to work ; and with the aid of 
the city horses, which need employment, the 
streets might be easily and quickly scraped 
and made respectable.

The Paris correspondent of the Edinburgh 
Scotsman wrote, the latter end of last month, 
that the French Government had come to the 
wise determination to renew the Commercial 
Treaty with England. In connection with 
this subject, he mentioned that the French 
Chambers of Commerce presented an address 
to M. Guiard the Minister of Commerce, in 
which was laid down very sound Commercial 
doctrine :—

“ To benefit largely from the advantages of 
exportation we must resolve to open our ports. 
It is on this condition only that wo can ex­
pect foreigners to allow us to send them our 
products. Let us, therefore, leave the way 
open, so that exchanges may take place be­
tween France and other nations by the double 
play of imports and exports. Is not this 
liberty closely allied to the progress of all 
great modern invention? When railways 
and telegraphs have drawn people together, 
is it for men to raise barriers which genius 
and science have overthrown ? What would 
become of the raison d'etre of our Interna­
tional Exhibitions if nations were not able to 
exchange the products which they have come 
from all parts of the globs to see and admire ? 
We protest in the most absolute manner 
against the retrograde measures demanded 
by certain manufacturers. We demand the 
maintenance of the Treaties of Commerce, 
which we regard as indispensable to the 
great bulk of our industry and commerce, as 
well as to our agriculture. We claim, more­
over, the benefit of the situation which has 
been so far acquired, aud insist that the 
maximum of the duties inscribed in the Con­
ventional tariffs shall not be raised under any 
pretext ; that a limit shall be at once fixed to 
all idea of reaction, and that the state of 
things inaugurated twenty years ago shall be 
finally settled and consolidated for a fixed 
perio 1 of time."

The Secretary-Treasurer of York County,

Mr. W. II. Smith, First Lord of the Ad­
miralty, recently laid before Parliament the 
naval estimates for the ensuing year. The 
sum asked for is seven million dollars less 
then the expenditure last year, which 
amounted to $00.700,000. The number of 
men in the navy is 54,085, besides 3,934 
employed in the coast guard service. Tbe 
total number of vessels of the fk-et on 1st 
December, 1878, was 225, and of tlu-se 131 
were on service in different parts of the 
world. Thirty-seven vessels are in course of 
coVratruction, comprising 9 iron clads 8 cor­
vettes, 1 dispatch boat, 6 composite sloops, 3 
composite gun boats, 4 iron gun boats, 2 steel 
gun boats, and 4 other craft. A noticeable 
feature in the building of these vessels is the 
rapid development in the employment of 
steel. Deck-plating is now in all instances 
made of steel, and the ribs and the beams ot 
the ships are to a large extent being ccr 
structed of the same material. Steel is also 
making its appearance in tbe form of armour, 
iron plates faced with steel having been 
lately adopted for the turrets of the Inflexi­
ble, thereby reducing tbe requisite thickness 
of the plates'from sixteen to eighteen inches 
thus affecting a very useful diminution of 
weight. A singular fact in connection wi*th 
the navies of the world, and one not gener­
ally known, is that while the British hate by 
long odds the largest and most powerful 
fleet, the Italians ave a step in advance in 

, the matter of guns. They are now con.-truct- 
j ing vessels to carry thicker armour afcZf 
, beerier guns than those of the British navy.

The economy of the past five years has 
produced its natural effect on the purchasing 
power of the people of the United States. 
Everything that could be sold has been sold, 
and as little as possible purchased from 
abroad. Old scores being wiped out, the 
people are now in a more prosperous condition 
they can afford to consume their own pro­
ductions. and at the same time to buy more 
of tbe productions of foreigners. The im­
ports for march through New York alone 
were $1,500,000 greater than for March of 
last year, while the exports decreased $5,300,- 
000. This makes a difference of $3,800,000 
in the the “ balance of trade" for one month. 
According to the theories of our protection­
ist friends, the condition of the united States 
should now be very much worse than while 
the exports were relatively larger. But the 
contrary is the case. It is safe enough to 
predict that as times get better the ratio of 
imports will rise, till, as in the former full 
flush of prosperity, the United States are 
able to consume many million dollars worth 
more foreign goods than at present.

The competition of Japan teas with those 
of China and Assam has quite recently re­
ceived a new impetus. In a recent report on 
the tea trade of Hiogo we are Aold that 
efforts are being made to stimulate this im­
portant native industry by the manufacture 
of black tea ; this, it is stated, is of the great­
est importance to Japan in view of tbe strong 
competition that exists between teas pro­
duced in the country and those known in 
trade as Formosa Oolongs, the only great 
market for both of these kinds being Ameri­
can, the effect of which has been to reduce 
prices and consequently to impose a limit 
upon production. Several hundred piculs 
of imitation Congou were shipped to London 
from Hiogo in the course of last year, and 
are said to bave been favorable received in 
tbe market, both quality and flavor being 
of a high order ; the only question remaining 
to be solved as to the success of these teas is 
whether they “ can be produced at the prices 
low enough to enable them to compete 
favourably in foreign markets with China 
and Assam teas,”

In a hotel in Moscow known as the Nobel’s- 
scheu Gastliaus, a young man engaged the 
rooms numbered 60 and 61, ostensibly for a 
family. He immediately took possession, 
and on the following morning went out, re­
turning in about an hour's time—whether 
alone or with a companion is not known, 
although several resident of the hotel saw 
two men in the corridor, who entered tbe 
apartment No. 60. For eight days the door 
of No. 60 remained locked, without the fact 
attracting attention. Finally a disagreeable 
smell was detected pervading tbe corridor, 
and the police were summoned and broke 
jnto the chambers. In No. 60 a pidjak was 
found hanging. In No. 61 was lying the 
corps of a man, face downwards, and the feet 
directed towards the door of the chamber. 
The head was partially covered with a pil­
low, beneath which was a pool of congealed 
blood. On tbe back of the murdered man 
was pinned a paper upon which was written. 
“ Traitor and spy, condemned and executed 
by us, the Russian Socialist and Revolution­
ist. Death to tbe Judas, death to the 
traitors.” The murderers are still at large.

It is freely stated in London society that 
Dean Stanley, who recently visited this 
country, is about to join the Church of Rome 
IIis sister, who was converted many years 
ago, has, since the death of his wife, assumed 
great sway over his mind, and has turned it 
towards the study of Roman Catholicicism, 
especially as enuciated in the works of 
Fenelon. The Dean has frequently refused a 
bishopric, and has set himself up as the 
supporter, if not the actual champion,, of all 
who have proclaimed themselves opponents 
of the Anglican Church, as Bishop Colenso, 
Dr. Voysey, and John Stuart Mill. Even 
Bradlaugh has been shielded by the Dean’s 
specious reasoning on his right to assert his 
faith.

A stone in British measure, implies weight 
according to the article measured. Thus a 
stone of oats is 14 pounds weight, one of 
barley 16 pounds weight ; when a jockey is 
said to ride ten stone he weighs 140 pounds ; 
while a stone of dressed meat is only 8 
pounds weight—just as 10C pounds of meat 
in the United States of America represents 
56 pounds, of actual weight. Thus, if vour 
ox or st »er shall weigh alive 1,200 pounds, 
the beef to be obtained from him, or in other 
words the carcass when dressed, ought to 
weigh 675 pounds net. In extreme cases a 
dressed carcass mav not weigh mure than 
50 pounds net to 100 pounds on tbe hoof, or 
again may yield as high a return as 62 pounds 
net Any weight outside of this range is en­
tirely out of the general rule.

The returns of the volunteer force in Scot­
land for the year ending November last have 
just been issued, and make a notable show­
ing. The maximum establishment is 55,455. 
The returns show that there were enrolled 
46,099, divided among the several arms as 
follows :—Rifle volunteers, 35,531 ; artillery 
9,592; light horse, 247 ; mounted rifles, 111 : 
engineers, 618, Of the number enrolled, 44,- 
343 are classed as efficient. Of t-bo countries 
Lanarkshire, including Glasgow, leads the 
list, with a total of 10,311 enrolled, of which 
9,977 are classed as efficient.

The Qi hen’s .Siiuxino.— Among other 
reforms contemplated in the new Army 
Discipline and Régulation Bill is the abo­
lition of that time-honored institution, 
“ the Queen's Shilling." This institution 
come into existence, in the redgn of 
Charles III, who enacted that “ each man 
who enlisted for a Foote Soldier should 
have a shilling given to him by a i orporal 
as • earnest’ money.’ The object would 
appear to n vc been of a twofold nature, 
tile recruit binding himself in a contract 
of service by accepting the money of tho 
State while the enlisting sergeant or cor­
poral was under-compulsion to take a 
good look at his nuyi before scaling the 
bargain, l or if it subsequently proved, 
before attestation, that the recruit was 
physically or mentally unlit to serve as a 
soldier, the non-commissioned olliccr had 
to make good the shilling to the State. 
As a rule, the •• handsel" was spent in 
drink on the spot, the company toasting 
tlie young soldier at his own expense so 
far as the money would go. This lias led 
to various abuses. Under the new sys­
tem tlie recruit will receive a notice, dir­
ecting him to appear before some named 
justice of the peace at a given time. If 
lie docs not choose to do so, there is an 
end of the matter ; if lie does, lie will he 
asked whether hr is still of a mind to 
serve in tlie army. Should liu repent at 
the last moment,Tie may walk oil without 
penalty or punishment j hut if he answers 
in the allirmative, the magistrate will 
thereupon attest him in regular form, and 
tlie man becomes a member of her Ma­
jesty's regular forces.

1 ai.;>Bkai,ei;s.—Look into large fami 
lies, and you will liud some one false, 
paltry tale-bearer, who by carrying stories 
from one to another, shall iiilhtmc tlie 
minds and discompose the quiet of tlie 
whole family. And from families pass'to 
towns or cities; and two or throe pi-a". 
matical, intriguing, meddling fellows 
(men of business, some call them), by the 
venom ol their false tongue;, shall set the 
whole neighborhood together by tho ears. 
Where men practise falsehood, there will 
he perpetual suspicions, evil surmisin.-s, 
doubts, and jealousies, which, by souring 
the minds of men, are iln- bane and pest 
of society ; for society is built upon trust, 
and trust upon tlie conlidence that men 
have of one another’s integrity.

by which he applied gold leaf in some 
kind of gilding. The man received tho
