The United, States Government's
notf of protest to Germany concern-
ing the sinking of the Lusitania has
had a somewhat mixed reception. In
some quarters the view is that the
Presidehit has taken firm stand
and done exactly as circumstances
demanded hc should do; on the
other hand, there is also a feeling
prevalent that the note is merely
intended to save his face, and that
nothing further will bo done should
it with indifference.

Certain passagcs in the Washing-

tion of war:

Vienna, May 23, 1915, H

“In coaformity with the orders of |
his majesty the kin-, his august
sovereign, the undersizned ambassa-i
der of Italy has the honor to deliver |
to his excellency, the foreizn minis-
ter of Austria-Hungzry the follow-
ing communication: ~

“Declaraticn has been made, from
the 4th of this month, to the imper-
ial and royal government of tle
grave motives for whici Italy, confid-
ent in her good rigkt, proclaimed an-
nulled, and henceforth without ef-
fect, her treaty of alliance with Aus-
tria-Hungary, which was violated by
the Imperizl and royal government,
and resumed her liberty of action in
this respect,

“The government cf the kinz, firm-
ly resolved to provide by all means
at its disposal for safeguarding
Italian rights and interests, cannot|
fail in its duty to take ag.l':nsl;
every exising and future menace,|
measures which events impose upon
it for the fulfillment of national as-

TELL UNTRUTHS

Because a child tells an
i+ is not of necessity a liar. An ap
furent untruth may be told Yecausc
the child is timid under examiniation
and losinz conircl of imself, says
wiat he does not mean. Aduits com-
monly do this in courts. To the
child questioning is often as much
dreaded as the witness chair is to an
adult. Other children t-11 untruths
because they are absent minded. It
is common for them to do so, be-
cause they do not fully understand
tke question put to them. These
facts seem simple cnough, and yet
if they are not recognized the child
may be falsely accused of lying and
his nervous system will suffer there-
by.

Romance weaving is not uncom-
mon among children, who are bless-
ed with vivid Imaginations. The dif-
ficulty is that the child has not been
taught t> make distinction between
the truths of allegory and those of |
fact. The imagination is valuable, |
but needs early guidance, so that it |
will not be the masteér.

The desire to appear prominently |

Recelve the statement of the child
without comment and without appar-
ent interest.

SHOULD ANY OF THE SOLDIERS BE KILLED their
and children will become wards of the Canadian Government,
generous provizicn wi'l be made for them.

The National Patriotic Fund Coramittee has decided on a basis
of distribution of funds among the wves and children, and other
depencents of vclunteers. It is estimated that a wif2 on her own
account requires Thirty Dollars Per Month for her maintenance.
Canadian Government provides Twenty Dollars per month of this
amount and the Patriotic Fund the rcmaining Ten Dellais, if re-
quired. Children between ten and fifteen years of age are allowed
tweaty-five cents per day; from five to ten years of age, fifteen
cents per day; and under five years of age, ten cents per day Thus
a wife and three children of the ages of three, seven and twelve,
may receive a total monthly allowonce of Forty-five Dollars, of
which Twenty Dollars is payable by the Cagadian Government
rnd Twenty-five Dollars by the Patriotic Fund. This is of course
in addition to the Thirty-three Dollars per month pald to the sol-
dier, and which may be assigned by him to his family.

Besides the above, provieion is made for a compassionate allow-
ance for temporary need, such as accident, sickness, etc. In short,
the wholo purpose of the Patriotic Fund i? so to suppl2ment the
Government allowance as to provide all reasonable comfort for the
families of men on service. Such provision, in each individual case,
is subject to the report of local committees, who shrll consider all .
the circumstances of families affected, with resyect to the earnings
of members of such families, amounts received from former employ-
er of the soldiers, and other scurces of income.

Every reasonable provision is thus made for dependeat rela-
tives, and voluntcers need have no anxiety regarding the welfare
of those left behind.
