Classical Music
And Its Tunefulness

Because a lot of tommy-rot has 
been talked and written about 
music, a great many people are 
afraid of it. That is, they are afr­
aid of what is usually called “Class 
ical Music” (a horrid term, that 
should be done away with). They 
have been told that it is uninter­
esting stuff, dry, stupid, all noise 
and no tune. So they fight shy of 
the “classical.”

The term “classical music” is 
like a red shawl to a mad bull 
with some folk. This is simply be­
cause they don’t know, or don’t 
stop to think what it means. Of 
course it simply means that cer­
tain music has stood the test of 
time and has thus achieved un­
iversal recognition as great. But 
instead of saying ‘ classical music” 
I prefer to say simply' good music 
to differentiate between it and 
the so-called "popular” airs that 
go the pounds and die in a season.

Now there is nothing very diffi­
cult about listening to good music 
If one will only give it a chance it 
will tell its own story, and a be­
autiful and wonderful story it has 
to tell in most instances. One dots 
not need a deep and expensive 
musical education to appreciate 
its loveliness and as for its being 
all noise and no tune, some of the 
simplest and most exquisite mel­
odies we have, come from the pen 
of the great masters. These are 
known and loved by the simplest 
of folk as well as by advanced 
music students the world over.

I once heard a man express the 
utmost boredom with the grand 
opera “Lucia di Lammermoor,” 
while, at the same time, he thought 
a certain popular song, whose 
melody was taken from that same 
opera, “one of the best; ever. 
Just a few weeks ago a pre former 
in a Toronto vaudeville theatre 
treated his audience to a song, the 
air of which was a shocking theft 
from Chopin’s “Fantasia Improm­
ptu.” The name of the song- there 
is no need for secrecy—was: “I’m 
Always Chasing Rainbows.”

Nearly always, when a popular 
song writer wants a tune, he gets 
out his well thumbed volume of 
Rossini, or Chopin, or Mendelsson 
(who doesn't remember what the 
song writers did with the “Spring 
Song?”), or Verdi or one of the 
other great masters, and without 
much effort he finds a melody 
that every street urchin will be 
whistling, quite unaware that he is 
really whistling “classical music.* 
Of course the master’s music is 
usually distorted, twisted and 
mangled until the original be 
comes only vaguely recognizable 
and it is never half so lovely as it 
was in the original.

Some of these days I am going’ 
to print some of these melodies, 
so that those who have been fight­
ing shy of "classical” music, may 
get a taste of its beauties and 
learn to love it and long for more 
—Exchange.

It breaks 
down the old belief that the bigg­
er the town the better the print­
ing. Business men have come to 
know that good printing is a mat­
ter of brains and machinery, and 
that these can function in the 
small town as well— quite often 
better—than in the stuffy, soot- 
ladened city. The matter of raw 
materials, such as paper and ink 
is not a problem. The smaller 
towns buy from the same mills 
and the same dealers as the city 
printing offices, and at the same 
price. Then, too, greater care is 
taken with the job in the smaller 
offices, because the workman is 
anxious to prove beyond question

that he can turn out as neat, 
attractive and business getting 
printing as comes from the 
mammoth city institutions .The 
fact that expenses are not as high 
and that the work can generally 
be done cheaper by the smaller 
printing offices is also tending to 
bring more and more job work out 
of the cities and into the small 
town plants.

OPENING OF TOE 
NEW PARLIAMENT

London, Nov. 23—The Royal Stan­
dard and the Union Jack of old Eng­
land tugged and tore in the brisk 
wind from the spires of the houses 
of parlement to-day, a silent token of 
the fact that the day designated for 
the assembling of the new parliament 
had arrived. The usual crowds be­
gan to assemble outside the gates of 
Westminister Palace yard at an early 
hour, and noon thousands of peo­
ple were massed about the outer en­
trances to the legislative chambers, 
and the services of the police were 
called into requisition to make a 
pathway through which the members 
might pass without being compelled 
to fight their way through the ranks 
of their friends or opponents, as the 
case might be. The throng was main­
ly tory in its make-up, although there 
was a plentiful sprinkling of Liber­
als and Radicals who cheered them­
selves hoarse whenever one of their 
favorites put In an appearance. Na­
turally, however, the Conservatives, 
wildly enthusiastic over the fact that 
their party had been returned to 
power by such a substantial major­
ity, did most of the shouting, and as 
one after another of the supporters 
of Bonar Law ckme upon the scene 
they cheered and yelled with char­
acteristic British energy.

Particularly noisy were the greet­
ings bestowed upon the Labor mem­
bers, Including C. H. Wilson, who 
scored an unexpected victory in one 
of the Sheffield divisions; C. P. Tre­
velyan, one of Labor ‘intelligentla,'1 
and the veteran Ben Tillett, who re 
tained his seat by a narrow margin. 
Lady Astor, who retained her seat 
for Plymouth, was also given an ova­
tion by the crowds.

OMAR ROBERTS 
HANGED AT 

YARMOUTH
Yarmouth, N. S., Nov. 24— Omar 

Roberts, self-confessed and convicted 
murderer of his nineteen year old 
housekeeper, Flora Gray, on August 
28th, was hanged hete this morning 
at 12.17 o’clock.

The execution took place within the 
walls of the Yarmouth County jail. 
Those present were Sheriff Lewis, 
who supervised the hanging , the 
-Sheriff's assistant, William Smith, 
Jailer Simms, Dr. C. A. Webster, 
jail physician, and Rev. Dr. Edwin 
Crowell, spiritual adviser.

The condemned man was notified at 
12.15 that the hour of his execution 
had come. Accompanied by Rev. 
Dr. Crowell and William Smith he 
walked with firm bearing to the 
scaffold. The trap was sprung at 
12.17, the body being Cut down at 
12.23 and Dr. Webster pronounced 
life extinct. There was no hitch In 
the carrying out of the death sent­
ence.

It was said at the jail that with 
the exception, perhaps, of a few 
hours recently when the sound of the 
carpenters building the scaffold was 
brought to his cell, Roberts had 
showed no signs of faltering since 
his incarceration last summer.

The crime for which Omar Roberts 
was hanged was committed on the 
night of August 29. Roberts, accord­
ing to his confession, carried gasoline 
to the door of his housekeeper’s bed­
room. He entered the bedroom and 
made advances which were rejected. 
He thereupon threw gasoline over 
the girl’s bed and set fire to It. The 
girl was fatally burned before bel 
rescued by neighbors. Roberts gave 
“jealously” as the motive for the 
crime and said he had previously 
made an offer of marriage to the girl 
vvhich she had rejected. Previous to 
4i|9 crime Roberts bad been a lifelong 

and respected citizen of the county 
and was widely known as a guide 
and keeper of hunting lodges.

CANCER FACTS

There are twelve known cancer 
facts. They are gathered by Dr. J.L. 
Campbell, Chairman of the Cancer 
Commissions of the Medical Associa­
tion of Georgia, under arrangement 
with the American Society for the 
control of cancer:

I. —If an early cancer is completely 
removed, it will not return.
. 2.—There is a time when every 
cancer can be cured, for it exists in 
wl at is known to scientific men as 
pre-cancer.”

3. —Cancer is first a lump or sore 
that can be feR with the fingers or 
seen with the eye, or gives certain 
definite warnings. If we knew how 
to interpret these warnings, cancer 
could be cured.

4. —Nine cases out of ten do not 
cause pain in the early stages. This 
is unfortunate.

5. —Cancer starts as the result of 
long continued irritation. If irrita­
tion is removed, canc'er will not de­
velop.

6. —Cancer developes at the edge 
of a scar—where the scar and normal 
tissue meet. If the scar is removed, 
the cancer will not develope.

7. —Certain definite symptoms pre­
cede every cancer, just as surely as 
wind clouds precede the rain storm. 
There to a time coming when these 
symptoms will be heeded.

8. —One hundred thousand people 
In the United States are annually 
afflicted with some form of cancer 
This in on the authority of the Public

i Health Service.

9. —One woman In every eight, 
who is forty years of age, dies of 
cancer, Three times as many women, 
as men die with cancer between 
thirty-five and forty-five years of age. 
From that time on, the ratio is jnore 
nearly equal.

10. —Every person over thirty-five 
years of age who Is not sure about a 
lump, sore or unnatural discharge 
should consult a competent physician 
and demand a thorough examination. 
If the first doctor consulted cannot 
give a rational opinion, ask for a con­
sultation.

II. —Procrastination has caused the 
loss of many valuable lives.
