THE DUNKERS.

Some . fifteen miles from Lancaster by
turnpike and twenty by rail lies the little
village of Ephrata. Itis a very secluded,
sleepy-looking little place, in spite of the
railroad that runs through it, shut in by
surrounding hills and by a low line of
mountains dignified by the hame of
Ephrata Ridge. The houses of the town
straggle along a broad road which crosses
the railroad near the station, digsaway
until it sweeps around in a curve over a
bridge, past an old mill in front of a
broad-built red brick house, and so away
into the country. The houses, generally
brick-built, in many cases-old-fashioned,
are very comfortable and home-like.

Here one meets the Dunker per se in
every by-road and lane — men with long
beards and flowing hair parted in the
middle. At the farm-houses are pleasant,
matronly faces, stamped with humility
and gentleness, while an air of almost
saintly simplicity is given by the clear-
starched cap, the handkerchigf crossed on
the bredst, the white apron, ang the pﬁl‘n"
gray or drab stuff of the dresses.

The style of living of these good people,
their manners and customs, are of the
most primitive type. Their aim is to im-
itate the early christian in their life as
well as in their religious tenets. There is
absolutely no distinction of caste among
them.

They settled at first near Philadelphia,
in a spot which has since been called
Germantown, from the various German
religious refugees who settled there in
the early part of the last century. The
sect is now chiefly confined to central and
western Pennsylvania, but has spread to
other States, principally those of the
Northwest, through there are churches
established in western Maryland, West
Virginia, and North Carolina. Their
dress is of the simplest description, quaint
and old-fashioned in its cut;they offer
no resistance to injuries; they observe no
conformity with the world and its man-
ners and customs; they refuse to take
oaths in courts of law ; in these and many
other' ways resembling the society of
Friends.

Sfome of their religious ceremonies are
exceedingly curious. They celebrate the
Lord’s Supper after the manner of the
primitive christians.

The feast begins about the time of can-
dle-lighting. The men are seated upon
one side of the meeting-house, the women
upon the other. The first ceremony is
that of the washing of feet, each sex per-
forming this duty for its own. Those who
are to engage in the ordinance presently
enter the meeting, carrying tubs of luke-
warm water, and each member on the
front benches removes his or her shoes
and stockings. A man on the men’s side
and a woman on the women’s then wash
the feet one by one, taking the right hand
of each individual, as they finish the
washing, and giving the kiss of peace.
After the ones who perform the washing
follows another, with a long towel girded
around the waist, who wipes the feet just
washed, at the same time giving the
right hand and the kiss of peace.” As one
benchful has the ceremony performed, it
gives place to another. While this cere-
mony is being conducted, the minister or
teachers make a brief speech or read ap-
propriate portions of Scripture relating to
the subjeet.

The next ceremony is the supper itself.
Each third bench is 8o arranged that the
back can be turned upon a pivot at each
end, go as to form the top of a long table.
This is.covered with a white cloth, and
presently brothers and sisters enter, bear-
ing large plates or bowls of soup, which

are placed upon the tables. Three or four |:

people help themselves out of the same
dish. After this the communion is ad-

concluded by the singing of hymns and
preaching. This the brethern hold is the
only true method of administering the
ordinance of the Last Supper, and also
hold that it is similar to that ceremony as
celebrated in the earliest christian church.

Another peculiar ordinance among them
is that of anointing the sick with oil, in
accordance with the text in James, v. 14-
The sick one calls upon the elders of the
meeting, and at a settled time the cere-
mony is performed. It consists of pour-
ing oil upon the headof the sick persons,
of laying hands upon them, and praying
over them.

The ordinance of baptism is administ-
ered in running water and by threefold
immersion, the officiating minister then
laying his hands upon the recipient, who
still kneels in the water, and praying over
him on her.

The ministers or teachers, who receive
no stipend whatever, are elected. These,
elections are summoned by the elders of
the church, who preside over them and
receive the votes of the people, either viva
voce, in whispers, or by closed ballots. If
there are a greater number of blank votes
cast than for any one candidate, the elec-
tion is pronounced void.

Such is a brief and condensed account
of these people, and of their religious cus-
toms and ordinances. They are called
Dunkers, or Tunkers, from the Germnan
tunken, which may be interpreted to dip,
or probably “to sop” is a better equiva-
lent word.

THE PIN IN ENGLAND.

The date of the first manufacture of
pins in Enpgland is shrouded in uncer-
tainty, but it is authentically recorded
that as early as 1464, when money was
“ tight,” extensive clothworkers compelled
their laborers to accept, in payment for
their work, “ pins, girdles and other un-
profitable wares instead of money.” The
march of improvement had begun and
kept on steadily until toward the middle
of the sixteenth century pins began to
win appreciation go high that statues were
enacted protecting their manufacture,and
rigid laws were passed prohibiting the
importation of numerous minor articles,
including pins, gloves, knives, tailors’
shears, scissors and irons, Up to this
period female dress was fastened with
ribbons, laces, clasps, hooks and eyes and
skewers of brass, silver and gold ; the lat-
ter were in fact pins without heads.

MEN WITH BEARDS.

What a vast difference there is between
one beard and another! There is the
long, untrammeled beard, broad and thick,
which the owner caresses as if it were an
infant. Men with beards may, I think,as
a rule, be trusted rather more than other
men. Can you imagine a Venetian doge
or a member of the council of ten without
abeard? Ican not, If you have seen a
man of mark fondle hislong beard during
the processes of reflection, you will be apt
to wonder whether or not his mind would
lose its equilibrium if he were in the

night to be shaven clean.

SKOBELOFF'S REVENGE.

How the Great Russian General Re-
turned the Oszar’s Insuilt.

- During the Russo-Turkish war, the day

after the passage of the Danube had
been made good the emperor of Russia
crossed the river to congratulate and
thank his gallant goldiers. In front of
the long, massive line formed on the
slope below Sistova, awaiting the coming
of the great white czar, stood Dra-
gomiroff, Yolchine and Skobeloff— the
three generals who had been the leaders
of the successful attempt. Dragomiroff,
the divisional commander, the emperor
embraced and gave him the cross of St.
George; he shook hands warmly with
Yolchine, the brigade commander, and
gave him, too, a St. George.to add to the
decorations which this cheery little war-
rior had been gathering from boyhood in
the Caucasus and Central Asia.

Then the emperor strode to where
Skobeloff stood, and men watched the
little scene with interest, for it was notor-
ious that Skobeloff was in disfavor with
ljis sovereign, and yet of him the camps

ere ringing with ~the story of his con-

ct on the previous morning. Would
Alexander maintain his umbrage or
would he make it manifest that it had
been dispelled by Skobeloff’s heroism ?
For at least a minute the czar hesitated,
as the two tall, proud soldierly men con-
fronted each other; you could trace in
his countenance the struggle between dis-
approval and appreciation. It was soon
over —and the wrong way for Skobeloff.
The emperor frowned, turned short on
his heel, and strode abruptly away, with-
out a word or a gesture of greeting or re-
cognition. A man of strong prejudices,
he was not able to exercise from his mind
the character of Skobeloff. That officer,
for his part, flushed scarlet, then grew
pale, and he seemed to conquer an impulse
as he set his teeth hard and maintained
his disciplined immobility.

It was a flagrant insult, in the very face
of the army, and a gross injustice, but
Skobeloff'endured it in a proud silence
that seemed to me very grand, nor did I
ever hear him allude to the slur. The
time soon:came to that gallant and bril-
liant soldier when he could afford to be
magnanimous. As the campaign pro-
gressed, he distinguished himself again
and, again, so that his name became a
synonym in the army, for splendid daring
as well as for opportune skill. On the
3rd of September, Skobeloff, after exploit
on exploit, devised and led the storm of
the Turkish position in Loftcha, and
drove his adversaries out of that strong
place. On the following night, at his
dinner-table, in Gorni Studen head-
quarters, the emperor stood up and bade
his guests to honor with him the toast of
“Skobeloff, the hero of Loftcha.” It is
not given to many men to earn a revenge
so full and so grand as that.—Archibald
Forbes in Nineteenth Century.

HE HAD FAITH.

A young man about 25 years old was
gitting in the waiting room of the Erie
depot the other day with a three year
old baby on his knee, and his alarm and
helplessness when the “young un” sud-
denly began to howl was so marked as to
attract attention.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

Prof. Robertson, of the Ottawa Experi-
mental Farm, at Stanley.

On Monday evening a large and repre-
sentative gathering, numbering upwards
of two hundred, assembled in the temper-
ance hall, Stanley, to hear professor
Robertson, of the experimental farm at
Ottawa, lecture upon the subject of
“ Dairying.” The audience contained a
liberal sprinkling of ladies, comprising
Stanley’s best butter-makers, and the ad-
dress, from first to last, was listened to
with absorbing interest.

The subject, while exceedingly com-
mon place and unromantic in character,
was treated in a highly interesting man-
ner by the professor, and before the
lecture was over, the oldest and most self-
confident butter-makers present, bowed
in submissive respect to his indisputable
arguments. The speaker pointed out the
imperative need in this province of some
agricultural reform or innovation ; that
the present practice of taking from the
soil, without re-fertilization, which is con-
tinually being done, large crops of grain
and hay which are bhauled away to
market, will be followed by an inevitable
result — impoverishment, failure and dis-
content. He algo showed that the farmers
of Ontario, with the most certain hope,
looked to their dairies as the source of their
cash income, and in very many instances
was the source of their brick houses,
luxurious furnishings, and other liberal
indulgences.

Concerning our soil, he spoke in terms
of the highest praise, and observed that
the indoor feeding of stock during the
winter season, does not, in this prov-
ince, exceed that of Ontario by a period
of more than three weeks. Our stock, so
far as his observation extended, was in
general good and well suited to the re-
quirements of the goil and climate.

The greater portion of his address was
directed to the creamery industry ; but he
admitted that our surroundings, together
with our stock, etc., were more especially
adapted to the manufacture of cheese.
The erection of a cheese factory was
strongly advised, and he declared himself
ready and willing to supply any infor-
mation or assistance in his possession.
The professor is working up a provincial
dairyman’s association which, when
organized, he believes will become a
factor of power and influence for the agri-
cultural welfare. At the close of the
lecture, upwards of forty farmers signed
their names to the membership list of this
proposed association,

A number of the residents of Stanley
have already made the regular application
to the government for the incorporation
of an association for the manufacture of
cheese, and are about receiving a charter,
together with a subsidy or bonus, of
which they have already the assurance.
It is believed that the factory may be
ready for the ensuing spring and summer
trade. A cheese factory once in operation
in this thriving locality, will place the
farmers in possession of one advantage
and convenience hitherto unknown,
besides, also, materially lessening that
portion of drudgery that has generally
been allotted to the woman.

However, not alone to the farmers will
this proposed factory be an advantage,
but especially will the storekeepers and
traders of the place be decidedly bene-
fitted. Cash! and not butter (?) will then
become the .circulating medium, and
traders will be spared the trouble of an-
nually handling tons of an uncertain com-
modity, that as a rule, finds its analogue
anywhere between the choicest article of
butter and unrendered blubber. This
prospective industry, together with the

fruits of the comparatively recent revolu- [

tion in local trade, and other evidences
of thrifty awakenings, should inspire the
hospitable people of Stanley with the be-
lief that they are about reaching another
round in the march of human progress,
and that around them, hidden, lie rich
fields of undeveloped resources, awaiting
but the touch of a succeeding generation
to call them forth into active operation.

THE COSSACK AT HOME.

“The Cossack is his village,” saysa Rus-
sian traveler, “lives and works  like all
other peasants, but he can be distin-
guished in a crowd of other villagers.
The Cossacks and their women have
straight, stalwart, wiry figures. In com-
parison with them the other peasants are
angular, undergrown, and flabby. The
Cossack’s face is beautiful too, although it
is somewhat colorless; but in this regard
it is like the face of the average Slav. The
Russian countenance is not decorative, so
to speak ; it is not attractive at the first
glance; you must look at it to see its
comeliness. Look at the Cossack’s face
and you will find it beautifully oval in
form, with large, bold eyes of a bright
blue color, with a straight sharp noise.
The whole expression nobility and de-
termination. It reminds one of a bold
beast of prey. The beast of prey cannot
easily be tamed ; it refuses to submit even
to the influence of love, and yields with
ill grace to its demand. Such is the case
with the Cossack, too.

“T have witnessed a scene of love mak-
ing among this people. The loving pair
stood about thirty feet from one another.
She amused herself by throwing stones at
him and he retaliated with clumps of dirt.
They enjoyed themselves seeing each
the other’s capers at trying to dodge
the missiles, and exchanged remarks
which would be considered anything but
proper in polite society. At last she hit
him with a stone on the shoulder so hard
that he staggered.  He uttered an oath
and fired a big clump of dirt right in her
breast so that she nearly lost her breath.
I thought that she would break his head
for that, as he deserved. But she did not.
She poured out a volley of abuse on him.
He answered in the same strain. I ob-
served them for some time. They were a
couple engaged to be married, so my
driver told me. Their faces, when they
quarrelled, burned with wrath. Their
eyes flashed hate.”

The Cossack bears himself as if there
was always a Kirgheez with a spear be-
fore and a Bashkir with a drawn sword
behind him. He always appears angry
and extremely cautious, as if he was on
the battlefield watching his enemy and
careful of an attack from behind. Com-
ing into contact with a stranger, the Cos-
sack looks at him with a searching, scrut-
inizing eye ; his talk is like that heard in
a cross-examination at the bar; his inter-
rogations are catching questions. So they
are all, the men and the, women, the
young and the old. The insolence of
their young children and aged persons
makes a revolting impression. Probably
all Russia was, in the sixteenth and sev-
enteenth centuries, as the Cossacks are
at present — powerful, harsh, insolent,
half savage.

CONNECTICUT BLUE LAWS.

List of the Enactments Which Forbade
a Woman to Kiss Her Children,

The term “blue laws” is applied to such
as relate to the private consciences of
individuals. All countries formerly had
such statutes, and the thirteen colonies
were no exception before the revolution.
The code of Connecticut is often spoken
of in this respect. Those most noted were
of the colony of New Haven, which was
united with the Comnnecticut colony in
1655. Here is a full copy of the New
Haven list often called the “ Connecticut
blue laws.”

The governor and magistrates, convened
in general assembly, are the supreme
power, under God, of this independent
dominion.

Conspiracy against the dominion shall
be punished with death.

‘Whosoever says there is a power and
jurisdiction above and over this dominion
shall suffer death and the loss of his
property.

Whosoever attempts to change or over-
turn this dominion shall suffer death.

Noone shall be a freeman, or give vote,
unless he be converted, and a member in
full communion of one of the churches in
this dominion.

Each freeman shall swear by the blessed
God to bear true allegiance to this domin-
ion,and Jesus is the only king.

No Quaker or dissenter from the estab-
lished worship of this dominion shall be
allowed to give a vote for the election of
magistrate or any officer.

No food or lodging shall be offered a
Quaker, Adamite or other heretic.

If any person shall turn Quaker he
shall be banished and not to return on
pain of death.

No Quaker priest shall abide in this
dominion ; he shall be banished and suffer
death on return.

Priests may be seized by any one with-
out a warrant.

No one shall run on the Sabbath day,
or walk in his garden, or elsewhere, ex-
cept reverently to and from meeting.

No one shall travel, cook victuals, make
beds, sweep houses, cut hair or shave on
the Sabbath day.

‘No woman shall kiss her children on
the Sabbath day or Fast day.

The Sahbath shall begin at sunrise on
Saturday.

To pick an ear of corn growing on a
neighbor’s garden shall be deemed theft.

A person accused of trespass in the
night shall be judged guilty until he clear
himself by his oath.

No one shall buy or sell land without
permission of the selectmen.

‘When it appears that an accused person
has confederates and refuses to discover
them he may be racked.

A drunkard shall have a master appoint-
ed by the selectmen, who are to debar
him the liberty of buying and selling.

‘Whoever publishes a lie to the prejudice
of his neighbor sball be put in the stocks
or receive ten stripes.

No minster shall keep a school.

Men stealers shall suffer death.

‘Whosoever wears clothes trimmed with
gold, silver or bone lace above two
shillings per yard shall be persecuted by
the grand jurors, and the selectmen shall
tax the offender £300 on his estate.

A debtor in prison swearing he has no
estate shall be laid out and gold to make
satisfaction,

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The opposition to the local government
is badly off for sources of inspiration when
its chief organ, the Sun, depends upon the
fiction ground out by the nearly defunct
and totally discredited Gleaner. The
other day the Sun’s intelligent corres-
pondent rehashed from the Gleaner and
forwarded to St. John the sensational
story that the attorney general had fled
to Boston and would not dare return un-
til after the Quebec investigation was
concluded. The correspondent had the
gall to send this word some hours after
Mr. Blair had actually returned home. The
next exploit of the correspondent was to
announce in last Saturday’s Sun that the
government was greatly perplexed over its
financial difficultiesand that the executive
session was prolonged beyond the usual
length by their troubles. It turned out
that it was some business connected with
the Sun company itself that had length-
ened out the sitting of council as appears
by the following extract from Monday’s
Telegraph :

The buginess which took the most
time was hearing and trying to dispose of
the application of the old Sun company {o
get incorporated as a new company. The
old garment having become disreputable
it was deemed prudent to put it aside, and
array itself if possible in a brand new ri
which would be free from the taints anﬁ
odors of the libel suits, and unpaid bills
which cling to it, and hence Messrs.
Thorne, McLeod, Barker and others have
blossomed out as applicants for a new
charter from the government. Judge
Steadman who received a verdict of over
$2,000 against -the Sun in.his libel suit,
seeing the notice of ap{)lication at once
filed a strong protest with the government
against the granting of the new charter
charging the directors of the Sun company
with fraudulently seeking to defeat him
in the recovery of his verdict and that
the acknowledgment of a judgment to
Major Markham was part of the scheme
and the granting of a new incorporation
would be the consummation of it. In-
stead of the session being prolonged into
Saturday, as the Sun says, by the govern-
ment’s financial difficulties, Saturday
morning a sub-committee of the council
was actually hearing Dr. Barker on behalf
of the Sun and Wesley VanWart repre-
senting Judge Steadman and discussing
the Sun people’s petition.

Again there was trouble in the govern-
ment camp. Dr. Taylor, M. P. P. for
Kings, had resigned, so the public was as-
sured, and was to get the registrarship of
Kings county. It appears asa matter of
fact that Dr. Taylor had not done any-
thing of the kind, nor has there
been any reason suggested why Dr.
Taylor should resign. He is still in
Europe with his bride and it is doubtful
if even to oblige his very dear friends,
Haninngton and Stockton, he will consent
to doso. We also heard not long since
that Mr. Ketchum, M. P. P., was about
throwing up his seat for Carleton, baving
personally, as we were assured during the
Kent electior gone into opposition. The
resignation has not materialized and Mr.
Ketchum has not yet become aware that
he is in opposition. We presume the
leaders of the opposition will notify him
that he has gone over in good season.

Speaking of resignations reminds us
of our friend Phinney. There are those
who affirm very strongly that he will not
again take his seat in the house. This is
not improbable in our opinion but it would
be incorrect to attribute his action, should
he resign altogether, to the result of the
recent elections'in Kent. It was, no
doubt, .2 ‘most ‘humiliating defeat for
Phinney, and having staked his credit,
politically, on the issue, it is not unfitting
that he should retire, but he is only under
a moral obligation to do so. There is no
compulsion in a legal sense ; and although
our friend frankly acknowledges himself
to be the soul of honor and righteous
beyond his fellows, he may probably see
his way clear to defer action for the
present.

THAT ALLEGED $5,000.

That man must be utterly devoid of
human feeling who would deny the Sun
his sympathy in its present painful situa-
tion. We do not mean in this reference
to allude even remotely to the recent
financial trouble through which our con-
temporary has passed, such for instance
as the sale of its establishment by the
sheriff, nor do we hint at the fact that
being in receipt of $35 per day from the
dominion government for alleged inter-
colonial and other printing, it is quite un-
able to speak with an unbiassed judgment
upon current political events. These
several matters are no doubt fruitful of
much embarrassment to the St. John
organ of the party of purity, but its chief
anxiety just now is to find out about that
alleged $5,000, whether it came at all,
who it came to, if it did come, and what
was done with it. - Column after column
of editorial space is being devoted to the
discussion of this question, which testifies
to the deep anxiety and concern under
which our esteemed contempory is labor-
ing in this connection. Having some
curiosity ourselves and possessed of a
yearning and sympathetic feeling towards
an editorial brother in distress, we have
concluded to come to his assistance in
our humble way. But we must be al-
lowed to conduct the investigation in our
own way. We shall first elucidate the
problem in political ethics whether assum-
ing that Mr. Weldon, Mr. Ellis or Mr.
Blair were offered a subscription to the
election fund by parties in Quebec, it was
their duty to have entered upon a careful
inquiry whether the subscription was
being given out of stolen money and
whether in principle there is any marked
distinction between the methods which
Pacaud appears very improperly to have
adopted and raiding the public treasury
through bogys accounts for public print-
ing which was ncver done. After we
have settled these and cognate questions
to our own satisfaction we shall go further.
We shall not advise Mr. Weldon, Mr.
Ellis or Mr. Blair to stand up, and like
good boys at school, answer the Sun’s
catechism. The Sun would be greatly
amused and probably flattered if it could
summon its numerous objects of attack to
their feet on call, and if these gentlemen
being advised by us to answer did
respond, the Sun would mildly in-
ginuate. that they were a trio of very
unveracious persons. We shall therefore
take another line and if after we shall
have got at all the facts, it transpires that
either Messrs. Weldon, Ellis or Blair have
so far forgotten themselves asto accept
assistance from any person in that utterly
depraved province of Quebec, we will then
frankly acknowledge that the Sun has
thereby shown abundant reason why the
tory government should not be disturbed.

Trouble is brewing in Alaska, where
the people are agifating for a territorial
government, and if the federal govern-
ment does not grant it the Alaskans pro-
pose to rise as one and demand it.

THE BOSTON BANQUET.

The leader of the liberal party was ban-
queted at Boston on the 17th inst. by his
compatriots resident in the New England
states, and made a speech, as was to be
expected, on the occasion. Assuming that
it was not imprudent on Mr. Laurier’s part
to accept the invitation tendered him ;
he appears to have acquitted himself
creditably and to have furnished very
little, if any, material in what he said for
hostile party criticism. His references to
independence as the ultimate destiny of
Canada were not only patriotic but states-
manlike. In what hesaid on this topic he
was only expressing his own opinion and
in that opinion every thoughtful person
will coincide who does not look for a
political union with the republic. The
present connection with the Empire may
endure for a long period, and Mr. Laurier,
it is clear, has no wish to hasten the date
of its termination; but in projecting his
glance into futurity he cannot shut his
eyes to the conviction that a condition of
colonial dependence will not always
satisfy the aspirations of an ambitious and
gelf-reliant people.

That portion of his speech in which he
assumed to speak as leader of the great
liberal party of Canada is of more inter-
est because it touches subjects, or as we
ought rather to say, a subject within the
sphere of practical politics. The occasion
did not call for any precise or elaborate
definition of liberal policy, and, there-
fore, Mr. Laurier contended himself with
saying that one half the people are
in favor of Canada regulating its tariff
laws so as to serve the interests of Canada,
and that the liberal party is in favor of
more extended trade relations with the
people of the United States. “ This
policy,” he said, “ has been made an issue
in his country by that party. We are
prepared to approach our American
neighbors, with a fair offer, of reciprocity
extending over all the old. lines for our
products and their products as soon as a
liberal administration has been placed
in power at Ottawa.” Nothing could be
more satisfactory than this declaration of
Mr. Laurier to that portion of the people
who make very nearly one-half its voting
strength, and when the electorate has
another opportunity to express its judg-
ment on this policy, freed from the an-
nexation clamor which was falsely raised
in February last, there is little doubt as
to what that judgment will be.

The tariff policy of the liberal party
cannot to our mind be better defined than
to describe it as the direct opposite of that
of the tories. The latter is in favor of
high taxation as a means of increasing
the wealth and promoting the prosperity
of the cotintry. The liberals believe that
no more taxes should be extracted from
the earnings and savings of the people
than is necessary for the legitimate pur-
poses of honest government. The tories
believe that by retaliating upon your
neighbor who may not appear anxious
to trade with you, and by restricting your
intercourse with him you are conferring
a benefit upon your own people. Liberals
on the other hand adhere to the old
fashioned idea that international trade
means international exchange of com-
modities, and the more merchandise you
have been able to import, the more you
must have been able to sell.- That all
restrictions upon trade are hurtful, and
unnecessary restrictions ir posed under
the pretext of stimulating home produc-
tion, are especially so. The tories profess
to believe, and certainly act upon the
belief, that no trade should “be permitted
between us and the United States or no
interchange allowed unless they are
specifically confined to those articles

country. The liberal policy is against
such restrictions. They say reciprocity is
essential to the full development of the
resources of both countries; we cannot
take down all the barriers between us-and
our neighbors since we must have a
revenue ; but - we are willing to
agree, so far as is honorable or
practicable, to a broad reciprocity not
confined to natural products since the
United States government will not agree
to such, but a treaty including all descrip-
tions of merchandise subject only to the
qualification that it need be no larger or
more extended than the Americans are
willing to give us on the one hand, and
as broad as we can afford to take comform-
ably with the revenue needs of our
country on the other.

WILL THERE BE A GENERAL
ELECTION ?

We cannot think the rumors of another
general election for the dominion, which
areagain current, have the slightest foun-
dation. Not only are we unable to dis-
cern any reason which would be likely
to influence the government to try another
early appeal to the country, but there are
the strongest possible reasons against such
acourse. It is no doubt true that Mr.
Abbott finds reconstructing an ex-
ceedingly difficult work, but a general
election would not make the task any
easier. He could not face the country:
without making as strong a formation as
the material at hand will permit, and if
he can reconstruct so as to face the
country, he can much more easily recon-
struct to face parliament. Moreover, it is
doubtful if the governor general, who
may be expected to retain some lingering
respéct for constitutional usage, would
grant a second dissolution so soon after
the first to the same party, and a third,
and to our mind absolutely conclusive
reason _is, that _there must be a re-
distribution of seats, consequent on the
census returns, and a redistribution meas-
ure must pass before another appeal to the
country could be taken by the conser-
vative party. We think our readers may
dismiss the idea as a mere idle dream.
Elections are not a luxury, which govern-
ments needlessly indulge in, nor have we
any ground for supposing another general
election would be called on, unless the
party in power supposed there would be
an advantage in it. No sane man can
suggest one benefit likely to accrue fo the
conservative party from an appeal now.
They had a hard enough timg getting
their present majority, and wonl§care to
hazard that majority, small as it is. If
they can retain the seats they held,
through the bye elections, they will do
well, and as we gauge the situgtion, it will
be easier for them to carry fwenty seats
at bye elections than one hundred and
twenty in a new general election.

$8,025 in the city of Fredericton, danger-
ously near the Gleaner office.

Mr. Blair will be glad to hear that he
has so snug an estate as the above in B.

If he should find the Gleaner’s informa-
tion correct, it is to be hoped his invest-
ment will prove more productive than

MILLVILLE.

Its.Lumbering and Farming Facilities —
Manufacturing, Sites.

This thriving village is situated on the
Gibson-Woodstock branch of the C. P. R.,
about 37 miles from Fredericton. Its
principal industry is that of lumbering,
large quantities of timber are shipped
every season. It is now the only great
centre for hemlock bark ifi York county,
there being between two and three
thousand cords handled yearly. Cedar
for railway ties and ehingles, spruce and
hemlock logs are carried by rail or hauled
to the river, the Nackawic flowing almost
through the centre of the settlement.
The principal shipper is E. H. Estey, who
runs a well stocked store and keeps a
general line of goods well snited to the
trade and sold at reasonable rates. There
are two mills, neither of which are run-
ning at present. The Ryan mill contains
a rotary, shingle and lath machine, is a
water power mill, and when catting, does
a good amount of work. The Hayes mill
is a small one run by steam, for sawing
shingles. It has a 35 H. P. engine and a
Connell machine, all in good condition.
The building is in good repair, and all is
ready for work. The owner, William
Hayes, wants to sell at a bargain, as he is
getting old and his farm work takes all
his time. This would be a good opening
for a grist mill or carding mill, or both in
connection. Terms will be made easy.

8. A. Jones and 8. H. Clark keep general
stores, well stocked with goods, affording
the villagers an apportunity of purchasing
at small ddvance on cost.

The principal hostelry is kept by Henry
Brown, and is favorably known to travel-
lers as the Millville House. It is a very
neat, commodious building and is run in
first-class style.

The station master is Thomas L. Earle,
well known to all patrons of the road as
an honest, obliging official, one whois at-
tentive to the interests of the company

| and also attentive to those who have

business with the railway. He also takes
an uctive part in village affairs and is
deservedly popular.

Millville is well represented at the
board of the municipality by coun. P.
Lockhard, who has a fine farm and resi-
dence here within a few yards of the
station.

Rev’ds Neales, Trafton and Bunnell
look after the spiritual wants of the peo-
ple, in the neat, well finished churches
that grace the hillsides.

Within a circuit of two miles there are
four school houses with all necessary ap-
pliances and healthy, hearty, happy
children.

The farmers are all strong, active men
and have done much work to reclaim
their farms from the wilderness, but there
are not the signs of prosperity that their
labors deserve, and in the settlement
there are deserted farms that should be
the homes of smiling, contented people.
Free trade is looked for by most of the
people as the only thing that will hold
the young people at home and prevent
that desertion of the settlement that must
take place should the present poor times
continue. There is not the work for the
young men that there should be, and one
by one they drift away till the country,
as well as the farms, feels the drain, and
the census, bad as it was, will be still
worse when next taken should the present
depression continue.

It appears strange to a visitor that
Millville, one of the most stirring settle-
ments of the county, is without a daily
mail; although the railway runs through
it and there is an express train to and
from Fredericton each day. There is no
reason why there should not be a daily
mail ; instead of that the mail gets here
usually twice a week, should weather and
roads prove favorable. But it iz not to
be depended on and.the merchants and
other dealersare often compelled to wait
weeks for goods that they might other-
wise have had next day. Petitions have
been sent to Ottawa and deputy inspector
Whittaker planned the distribution of
the mail, just before the last election, yet
the farm horse hauls the mail twice a
week, and the iron horse goes by daily
without being all the benefit to the vil-
lage it might be.

Thos. W. Purvis is building a very fine,
large building near the station that will
be used as a dwelling house and store.

Dr. Owens, son of John Owens of Fred-
ericton, is the resident physician. He has
a large circuit and is universally popular.
It is a great benefit to the people to have
a doctor in their midst, instead of having,
as in old times, to send to Woodstock for
attendance.

Lud. Hawking is the waggon and sled
maker. He has a steam engine and turns
out a large amount of work during the
year.

The country is broken, high hills and
deep valleys, with a fair supply of stone,
a poor quality of free stone with more or
less traces of line. The land is of good
quality, carrying in early days heavy for-

grain than to root crops.

Just at present the farmers are exor-
cised respecting the construction of a
cheese factory here. It is altogether prob-
able that this industry will be started at
an early date and a profitable business
done.

Millville is a fair sample of what push
and industry can do in New Brunswick.
Of course: lumbering has been the great
support of the village and this is dying
out in some degree, but other industries
.are ‘springing up to occupy the vacant
placg, and the village must grow: One
thing that is peculiarly noticeable is the
neatness shown in all the buildings, there
has been plenty of paint used and time
given to the beautiful as well as the sim-
ply useful.

One of the prominent men of the place

is B. R. Burt. He presides over the mag-
istrate’s court and performs his duties in
a fair and impartial manner.
. . This village will, as it is in the centre
of a rich agricultural country, continue to
lgrow, till it becomes in the near future a
Nttle town, as the people have the ambi-
tion and necessary push to make it such.

In the supreme court at Halifax the
jury returned a verdict for $1500 in favor
of Yorke. He brought an action of
$10,000 for the loss of his wife who died
from the effects of falling into the Canada
Atlantic steamship company’s dock, owing
to the wharf not having sufficient light.

This has been the most successful year
for the Grand Manan fisherman for a
long time. One of the most prominent
fish merchants doing business on the Is-
land told a reporter that over three mil-
lion boxes of smoked herring had been
put up there this season.

Well-founded reports are current at
Vienna that the Russian government has
ordered 40,000 troops to be despatched to
the Polish frontier. It is further reported
that the Austrian government has ordered
a large number of officers and men to be
sent to strengthen the frontier guards.

By the death of Thomas G. Richardson®
which occurred at his home on Monday,
16th, Richibucto has lost one of its oldest,
best known and most worthy citizens.
Mr. Richardson was born at Annan, Scot-
land, in the year 1805, and came to this
country in 1339, settling at Richibucto,
where he has since resided.

The selection of Lord Dufferin to suc-
ceed Mr. Smith in the comfortable sine-
cure of Lord Wardenship of the Clinque
Ports, involving the possession of Wal-
mer castle as a residence, has struck every
one with amazement, all the more as it is
announced that he will continue to hold
the post of ambassador to Italy.

Judge Niles of the federal court sen-
tenced J. F. Chesney, a lawyer of promin-
ence, to six years at Detroit for swindling
negro women out of pension money. He
collected from the government over $50,-
000, but only paid his clients a little over
$2,000. When the sentence was pro-
nounced Che#ney broke down and cried
like a baby, begging the court for mercy.

The danger of a water famine in New
York, according to the statements of
officers of the public works departments,
is almost as great as ever, notwithstand-
ing Tuesday’s rain storm. The rain
which fell in the Croton watershed was
not sufficient to materially increase the
volume of water in the Croton river or
other streams that supply the reservoirs.

OUR RICH HEIRS.

More About the Jans Boguardus Estate
in New York.

Among other communications that have
reached this city respecting the estate of
Jans Boguardus in New York city is the fol-
lowing. For obvious reasons all names are
suppressed.

New York, Nov. 5th, 1891

Dear Sir,— Your favor received, will say
that there can be no doubt as to the value
of the Boguardus property, and as to con-
gress granting it to the real heirs, if they
can make astraight claim: It hasonly late-
ly transpired that there was any question as
to whom the title was vested in, but owing
to a desire to renew the lease for Trinity
church, the ownership of the land was en-
quired into. The result was that the prop-
erty was altogether unclaimed and was in
the hands of the government. The trustees
of the church will work with the heirs to
have a settlement made, so that their rights
to the leasehold may be undisputed. The
question of ownership has now been
thoroughly opened up and must be settled
during the winter or in early spring. Those
interested should at once take steps to
prove their descent and there can be no
difficulty in securing their share. The estate
is valued at hundreds of millions. Being
attorney for the trustees, will willingly do
all that I can to bring the matter to a sat-
isfactory solution. Yours, Etc.——

Several other letters have been received
which corroborate the above in the fact of
the value of the property and asto its be-
ing unclaimed. Some of these will appear
in these columns. A prominent lawyer of
the north shore has heen engaged and is
already making a good plea for his clients.
It has been thought that on account of the
fact of many of the heirs being loyalists,the
property had been confiscated, but such is
not the case, as there were heirs in Wash-
ington’s army who held the title good and
through these the descendents of the loya-
alists have their claim. The property
has not been confiscated but since the war
of 76 has been vested in congress there
being no one to look after it.

St. Martin’s Seminary.

Rev. A. K. deBlois writes to the Mes-
senger and Visitor that the life of the St.
Martin's seminary depends upon the rais-
ing of a few hundred dollars. “Some
months ago it was announced that $15,000
must be raised to enable the school to meet
its liabilities. Not many weeks since it
was stated that $12,000 had been pledged on
condition that the whole amount were sub-
scribed. The pledges came from reliable
business men in St. John and elsewhere
through the province. A month ago Free
Baptist brethren at their conference in
Marysville agreed to take $1,500 as their
share of the $3,000 remaining. This left
$1,500 for our own denomination to sub.
scribe. Dr. Hopper's health has become
impaired through his noble and untiring
efforts, and much against his will he has
been forced to seek medical aid in Boston.
In his absence the work of collecting has
fallen upon pastor Williams and myself.
There is still $800 to be raised, and these
last hundreds are very hard to get. Our
friends must help us. The creditors gave
us till the end of December to secure the
$15,000. That period has almost gone and
there is yet $300 lacking. If this is not ob-
tained the other subscriptions are valueless.
If this is not obtained in five weeks our
seminary is doomed ! ”

A Man Hunt.

Constable Roberts and J. B. Orr wefit up
the Woodstock road on a man chase on
Wednesday. ItappearsthatJohn McKenna
hired & horse at the Barker, as he said to
visit Marysville. Not returning when he
should, it was soon learned that he had
taken a different route. When Roberts’
grip fastened on McKenna's shoulder, the
horse was well over the line, and an hour
more would have seen McKenna safe on
Uncle Sam’s domain. He was brought
back to town and is now in jail waiting the
next turn of affairs. He #s the same indi-
vidual that made a stir at the Queen hotel
last week, the particulars of which were not
made known, but which will likely come
against him now. McKenna was up before
Mr. Marsh on Friday but remanded till
Monday so that witnesses may be brought
from Woodstock.

Sad Homes.

John Miller, of St. John, well known
here, as he was for some time clerk at the
bank of B. N. A., died at St. John on Tues-
day. He was married toa Miss Blair of
Truro about six months ago.

Much sorrow was expressed here when
the sad news reached the city of the death
at 8t. John, on Tuesday, of Fred McLellan.
He was one of the most popular conductors
in the service of the C. P. R., and the many
patrons of the road between St. John and
Vanceboro will miss his cordial greeting.
He had been out with his train and had
only been at his home a short time when
he fell dead from heart failure. He ran the
train between this city and St. John for
some years and made many friends here.
He was not married.

Scott Barracks,

It is not often that the health authorities
of the city bave to take extreme measures
for public protection, but at the last meeting
of the council, attention was called to the
filthy state of the Scott barracks, generally
known as Scotch barracks. People living
in the vicinity of Charlotte and Regent
street corner have reason to complain and
even those whom chance or business take
that way speak strongly respecting this blot
on an otherwise clean city. The council
have decided that it shall be thoroughly
cleansed and that only twenty-five persons
shall inhabit it, instead of forty as at pres-
ent. Itis hoped this prompt resolution on
the part of the authorities will be followed
at once by earnest action. .

AS OTHERS SEE US.

A Tourist’'s Views of Our City as Seen
on a Brief Visit,

During the tourist season I visited your
city and was much impressed by its great
beauties; it forms a worthy terminus to
your summer highway, the lovely St. John,
the scenery on which, varying as it does
with every mile of travel, can hardly be
surpassed. Fredericton may be called the
forest city of New Brunswick. Magnificent
elms and maples shade its streets and orna-
ment its residences ; public buildings and
churches which will bear favorable com-
parison with those of many an older and
richer city. No tourist should miss seeing
Fredericton and its surroundings.

Your boats, however, are hardly up with
the times, and consume too many hours on
the journey from St. John to Fredericton,
and few travelers can afford to.spénd eight
or nine hours in covering some eighty
miles. A well appointed steamer, fast and
with modern and economic engines, would
induce travel greatly and prove a paying
investment, not only to the stockholders,
but indirectly to both terminal cifies. One
wonders that hotel keepers, not only in
Fredericton, but in 8t. John and along the
route, do not move 'in this matter. If1
wish to travel in New Brunswick with
rapidity, I must leave the interesting river,
with its fertile fields, and roll through miles
of uninteresting and uninhabited forest;
through much of which the fire has made
sad havoc—a poor advertisement for a
country seeking immigration. :

Permit me to say that attention should be
paid to the river front, whicl: presents a
sorry and delapidated look and mars the
approach to the city. The. beauties of
Fredericton are not enhanced by the rotting
wharves and untidy banks that open on
the eye as one passes through the-draw-
bridge ; even your noble provincial build-
ings are half obscured and their propor-
tions destroyed by unsightly lumber piles
and, shanties allowed to succumb on the
river bank.

Disagreeable impressions,however, rapidly
banish as we land; and I feel nothing but
pleasure as I traverse your broad streets.
What a view I enjdyed from the spire of the
Cathedral ! The founders of the university
took high ground and broad views in
establishing their institution. Of the beau-
ties of the Nashwaak and the view of the
Keswick and the islands from the old road,
so-called, too much can not be said.

CHAPTER 1I.
CONTINUED.

Half a dozen fine Cotswold ewes
browsed on the grass, and the small bell
worn by a staid dowager tinkled musically,
as she threw up her head and watched
suspiciously the figure moving under the
elm arches. Beneath the far reaching
branches of a patriarchal cedar, a small
herd of Jersey calves had grouped them-
selves, as if posing for Landseer or Rosa
Bonheur; and one pretty fawn-colored
weanling ran across the sward to meet
the stranger, bleating a welcome and
looking up, with unmistakable curiosity
in its velvety, long-lashed eyes.

As the avenue gradually climbed the
ascent, the outlines of the house became
visible ; a stately, typical, southern man-
sion, like hundreds which formerly opened
hospitably their broad mahogany doors,
and which, alas! are becoming traditional
to this generation — obsolete as the brave,
chivalric, warm-hearted, open-handed,
noble-souled, refined southern gentlemen
who built and owned them. No Mansard
roof here, no pseudo “ Queen Anne” hy-
brids, with lowering, top-heavy projec-
tions like scowling eyebrows over squint-
ing eyes; neither mongrel Renaissance,
nor feeble, sickly imitation Elizabeth
facades, and Tudor towers; none of the
queer, composite, freakish impertinences
of architectural style, which now-a-days
do duty as the adventurous vanguard, the
sesthetic vedettes “making straight the
way,” for the coming cohorts of culture.

The house at “ Elm Bluff” was built of
brick, overcast with stuceo, painted in
imitation of grey granite, and its founda-
tion was only four feet high, resting upon
a broad terrace of brick work ; the latter
bounded by a graceful wooden balustrade,
with pedestals for vases, on either side of
the two stone steps leading down from
the terrace to the carriage drive. The
central halls in both stories divided the
space equally into four rooms on each
side, and along the wide front ran a lofty
piazza, supporting the roof, with white,
smooth, round pillars, while the upper
broad square windows, cedar-framed and
deeply embrasured, looked down on the
floor of the piazza, where so many gener-
ations of Darringtons had trundled hoops
in childhood — and promenaded as lovers
in the silvery moonlight, listening to the
ringdoves cooing above them, from the
columbary of the stucco capitals. This
spacious colonnade extended around the
northern and eastern side of the house,
but the western end had formerly been
enclosed as a conservatory, which having
been abolished, was finally succeeded by
a comparatively modern iron verandah,
with steps leading down to the terrace.
In front of the building, between the elm
avenue and the flower-bordered terrace,
stood a row of very old poplar trees, tall
as their forefathers in Lombardy, and to
an iron staple driven into one of these, a
handsome black horse was now fastened.

Standing with one foot on the terrace
step, close to the marble vases where
heliotropes swung their dainty lilac
chalices against her shoulder, and scarlet
geraniums stared unabashed, Bervl’s gaze
wandered from the lovely park and
ancient trees, to the unbroken facade of
the grey old house; and as, in painful
contrast she recalled the bare bleak garret
room, where a beloved invalid held want
and death at bay, a sudden mist clouded
her vision, and almost audibly she mur-
mured, “ My poor mother! Now,I can
realize the bitterness of your suffering;
now I understand the intensity of your
yearning to come back ; the terrible home-
sickness, which only heaven can cure.”

What is presentiment? The swaying
of the veil of futurity, under the straining
hands of our guardian angels? Is it the
faint shadow, the solemn rustle of their
hovering wings, as, like mother birds,
they spread protecting plumes between
blind fledglings and descending ruin?
Will theosophy ever explain and augment
prescience ?

‘It may be —
The thoughts that visit us, we know not
whence,
Sudden as inspiration, are the whispers
Of disembodied spirits, speaking to us
As friends, who wait outside a prison wall,
Through the barred windows speak to those
within.”

With difficulty Beryl resisted an inex-
plicable impulse to turn and flee ; but the
drawn word of duty pointed ahead.

Striking her hands together, as if there-
by crushing her reluctance to enter, she
wailed a moment, with closed eyes, while
her lips moved in silent prayer ; then as-
cending the terrace, she crossed the stone
pavement, walked up the steps, and
" slowly advanced to the threshold.

He waved his waiter toward a long, dim
apartment, on the left side of the hall.

Curiosity to discover the nature of the
stranger’s errand had stimulated the old
man’s garrulity, but receiving no reply,
he finally retreated, leaving the front door
open. By the aid of a disfiguring scar on
his furrowed cheek, Beryl recognized him
as the brave, family, coachman Abednego
(abbreviated to “ Bedney ”’) who had once
saved her mother’s life at the risk of his
own. Mrs. Brentano had often related to
her children an episode in herchildhood,
when, having gone to play with her dolls
