Lieut. Burgess, with thirty of Col. Baker's
Mounted rangers, went on & reconnoisance
yesterday, in search of the camp of White's
guerilias, which they found just beyoud Lecs-
burg, and camped near it last night.

How 10 Secure A Goop Cror or Pota-
Toes.—We take the following fiom the
Gardener' W.ekly Magazine and Flori-
cultural ‘Cabinet:—W¢ invite those who
wre fond of experiments 10 plant & piece with
a first-cluss lute potato—such as the Fluke
for iustance -an 10 proceed in this way.—
I'he ground 1s to be in good tilth, from having
heen tienched and luid up rough, and there
is to be no munure used in p ing it for
planting.  Level it down, a 3 plant it all
over with moderate sized whole sets, four
fect apart every way.  Dig right and left be-
tween the sets narrow trenches, and with the
stuff from these cover the sets sixgnches deep,
& that each will form a hillock. Now ma-
nure these trenches, and when the time cotaes
uppropriate them for eubbage and broceuli ;
und 10 keep down weeds hoe the sides of the
hillocks in dry weatber, and draw all the
crumbs upwards towards the collar of the
plant.

The Vanderbilt Sunkby the Georgia.

(From the Tallahassee Floridan, Aug. 2
We are hap,.y toetate that the despatch re
ceived by Mr. Pettes some days since, an-
uouncing that the Federal stenmer Vander
bilt Kad been suuk by the Confederate steam-
er Geurgia, Capain Seinmes, hus been con
firmed by a passenger, who recently arrived
ata Confederste port from Havana. It
scems that the Vanderbilt chased the Georgia
fur some hours, and upon mnring bailcd ber,
with & demand to surrender, which was an-
swered by a broadside from the Georgia, which
disabled and finally sunk the Federal steamer.
Her crew consisting of about five hundred
men were drowned except thirty. One thing
only was wanting to make this victory a com-
lete success. The notorious Commodore
ilkes was not on board the Vanderbilt
when she sank, he having” been removed
from the command some time previous, and
quently was not di d.

The New Militia Bull.

Mr. J. 8. Macdonald in introducing his
Militia Bill, spoke ubout an hour in expla-
nution of is provisions. He swid the coun-
try wust depend o its miliitin as the main
guarantee for its security.  The volunteers
were to be regaided as a valuable auxillary
furce, but quite inadequate of itself for the
defence of the country in time of danger.—
He acknowledzed the difficulty of dealing
with the question of the proper organization
of the militia which had pressed iself on the
attention of many Administrations, without
anything satisfactory being done. It was
evident that the time had now come when we
should bestir ourselves to providg for the
propes defence of our country, this bring
called for, not only by wur own necessities,
but in eonsequence of the demand mude by
the mother country, which had heretofore
borne the main shure of our defence.  He
hid ses himself, thercfore, earnestly to the
task asure s wouldat
oncebe making provision tor the safety of
the country, and ut the same time not to in-
terfere with the feelings and prejudices of the
people.  The Bill be introduced last session
proposed to do away with the militia organi-
zation which hud existed since 1854, and
which was admitted un all hands to be de-
fective, and to provide muchinery by which
the Governor General, who is Commander in
Chief of the Militia, should be able, on very
short notice, to call vut the whole available
forees of the count y.  The difficulty was as
to having competent officers for that torce.—
He then thousht the volunieer force, which
he was glad 10 see still sustuined with u de-
giee of spitity vory creditable to the feelings
of the people of this countiy, nnd drill asso-
ciatious wou'd be the meuns of efliciently oth
iz the muitia. He must say, howeyer,
| that bis anticipations. o that ! liad not
heen realized, und it was jfecessary that other
means shouid be ndopted which would sceure
brave and loyal men in Caonda who, when
caled out to defend their couniry, would be
led by men trained and fit to command them.
T'hen, aguin, the Bill of last session was found
reat tault with Lecnuse it ignored the ex-
stence of the old orrunizaiion, which had
465 battalions, toirteen thousand oflicers, and
an efuul number of non-cumwissioned offi-
cers.  This was very distasteful to a large
c'ass, who claimed to have done some g od
service to the country, and who disliked being
reduced to merely honoraiy oflicers in reg
mental divisions which were to be tormed. —
That feeling hud been pressed so stron:ly on
the Government that he came to the conclu-
sion thut the dld  orzawization shouid be per
mitted to remauin.  The competent officers of
that old organization,how=ver it was intended
should be availuble for the new organization
to be formed-in & way which he would pro-
ceed to point out.  According to the preseut |
returns, only 285,000 men, rank and file,
were on the roll ot the militiu of both sections
of the Province,  When the returns were
properly made he believed that the total
would be shown to be 330,000, or 400,000,
between the nges of 18 and 45.  We pro-
posed, as under the existing law, to divide the
militin into three classes ; first cluss'service
men, comprising unmarried men and widow-
eis without children, betwéen 18 and'45.—
Sceond class service, married and widowers
with children, between same ages. And
third class, reserve men. those between 45
and 60.  The first question then to be deal:
