Washington,. Nov. 3.—The “war
plans” of the army ordnance depart-
ment are completed, and for the first
time in the history of the United
States, the .country is in readiness at
a4 moment’s notice to arm and eduip
500,000 men to send in to the field in
the /event of war with a first-class
power., These plans have been work-
ed out during . the past six years
through . the systematic and unremit-
ting labor of Lieutenant Colonel J. T.
Thompson, of the ordnance depart-
ment under the direction of Brigadier
General Crozier, chief of the bureau.

MARTIN LUTHER born 1483. He

Madrid, Nov. 2.—A firing squad of
Spanish troops at dawn todday execut-
ed by shoéting Capt. Manuel Sanchez,
a Spanish army officer, found guilty
by court martial for the murder of
Don Garcia Jalon, a wealthy land-
owngr, last May.

Madrid.

Madrid, the capital of Spain and the
center of the guitar, cigarette and bull
fighting industries’ of the world, is
situated in the geographical center of
Spain, 2,500 feet above sea level, in a
heavy draught.

Madrid is noted in literature for its
lovers, and among tourists for its
climate. The lovers average 123 in
the shade as they stand before the
barred windows of the Madrid debut-
antes and sigh, but the climate is more
fickle. It varies from 123 in the shade
to freezing, and it can accomplish
both in the same day. The prevailing
Madrid costume in summer is a thin
suit, a fan, a heavy woolen blanket and
a straw hat.

Madrid is not as old as most Euro-
pean cities. Before the 16th century
it was only a way station, and wasn’t
even in a Class D bull fighting league.
In 1560 it was made capital of Spain,
however, and grew rapidly. It now
contains 600,000 people, several of
whom do not smoke cigarettes.

Madrid has one of the largest pal-
aces in the world, and a handsome new
railway station. It has more fine
paintings than New York and more
churches than Chicagao, but has to get
along without roof gardens or Chinese
restaurants. It has a university.with
5,000 students, but it is a tame affair,
not having broken a collar bone or
burned\a building since the seven-
teenth century. Madrid has 72 pub-
lic squares, all completely, filled at all
times with gentlemen of leisure, in-
cluding a large number of statues of
deceased kings. Madrid has one fine
street, two miles long, and a number
of street cars, each equipped with fen-
ders in the rear, to protect pedes-
trians.

Madrid does most of the manufac-
turing for Spain and is a growing
town, about the size of Cleveland, Ohio.
In general liveliness it resembles the
latter -city after 1 a.m. The principal
amusements in Madrid are sleeping in
the afternoon, promenading in the
evening and betting on which prece-
dent the King of Spain will break
next. It resembles an American city
in only one thing—the street cleaning

Montreal, Sept. 26
‘nstantly killed by the C. P. R. Que-

ec Express, tcn miles from this city

‘o-night, when the carriage:in which
they were riding was struck by the
pilot of the engine. The dead are:

Gas, it may be said, viti-atea the at-
mosphere. “True. But it also helps to
purify -it. Its - purifying - power is
greater “than its vitiating power.
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it
purify. ‘Hear what\three eminent men
have said:—

Much evidence has 1ately been ad-
duced to show that gas is more useful
than the electric light in promoting ef-
ficent ventilation of ‘air. It'is for this,
gunongst other reasons, that gas is be-
ing frequently substituted for.the elec-
tric light. The latest example is, per-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of
Health, which has recently installed
gas on its premises, after experience
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem-
ber who had experience of their meet-
ing room under the old conditions
could deny the improvement that had
taken place sinece gas had been sub-
stituted for the electric light and the
new system of heating and ventilation
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud-
field, before the Society of Medical Of-
ficers of Health.
