Asquith’s Admission of
Failure in the Dar-
danelles.

Those parts of Premier
Asquith’s speech which
relate to the holding of
the Germans on the
Western front and especially the story
of what the Navy has been doing the
past fifteen months were most inspir-
ing, and his grim”determination to
fight it out to a finish and call for
more men and money, even at the
cost of conscription if need be, and of
greater sacrifice of money than has
been made yet, will meet with a strong
response throughout the Empire. The
frankness of his confessions of fail-
ure in certain particulars tends to
disarm criticism, although they in-
volve matters of very grave import-
ance. The. object of the Dardanelles
expedition was no doubt a grand one
in conception, but the possibilities of
carrying it oufeem to have been de-
cided on. with
ing given to expert advice. Premier
Asquith is reported as saying that
“Notwithstanding some doubts in the
mind of Baron Fisher, the Govern-
ment felt justified in sanctioning the
attack” by the Navy alone. It will be
reziembered that some time later Bar-
on Fisher resigned and refused to re-
consider his resignation. It will be
remembered that while the Navy alone
was ' attacking the Dardanelles, Ger-
many scoffed at. the notion that naval
operations aloneé ‘could force the Dar-
danelles and pointed out that land
forces would be necesary to co-operate
with the naval forces. Mr. Asquith
says after the naval set-back it was
then suggested that by aid of an ade-
quate land force operations could be
pushed to a successful conclusion.
After this, General Ian Hamilton was
sent out and reported a joint naval
and military force was necessary. In

<the meantime between the commence-

ment of the naval attack and the land-
izg of the miltary forces sufficient
time had elapsed for the Turks under
German officers to fortify places like
Achi Baba and other mountainous
points in such a way as made the land-
ing of the soldiers a costly operation
and which has made progress extra-
ordinarily slow, and now after nine
Jnonths fighting, after losing several
capial ships and sustaining 90,000
casualties, the Prime Minister tells
the House of Commons: “During the
whole course of the war I have never
sustained a keener ' disappointment
than the failure of these operations”,
and our only consolation is-that we
have held up 200,000 Turks; but at
what a price. This is a sorry story
and gives point to the need of taking
the conduct of the War out a Cabinet

~unwieldy in size, and placing it in the

hands of a War Council, where the
voices of such men as Kitchéner and

t proper attention be- |

Fisher would prevail. The proposals
of Mr. Asquith in the premises are
not clearly outlined in the report of
his speech, but the fact that he has
set out the failures of his Cabinet free-
ly and fully buoys us up with the hope
that the remedy will be adequate and
that “high state policy” will no longer
prevail over “military and naval ad-
vice” in the conduct of the War,
which our vital interests demand
shall be brought to a successful finish.

A Question of Time.

Philadelphia Public Ledger:~—As to
the prospects from the Austro-German
point of view, they are less brilliant
than many have assumed. The suc-
cess of the Teutonic forces upon the
southern front, as upon the eastern

and western, means a rapid and de-

cisive movement. The value of Ser-
bia, if it is properly supported by the
rest of the Allies, will probably make
that impossible. That is to say, the
position of Germany and Austria is
still one of defense against a slowly
closing circle of foes. It is a question
of time; if the Allies can act promptly
enough, the Teuton advance will be
blocked in the Balkans as it has been
elsewhere.

Reports have been current in ship-
ping circles here for several days that
the yacht had been captured by a
British cruiser, believed to have been
the H.M.S. Melbourne.

BOMBS FOR WOMEN AND BABES.

The British people would not be
human if they did" not flame with
wrath over the repeated raids of
Zeppelins throwing bombs down up-
on a sleeping population which is
non-combatant, killing women and
babes as if they were armed men in
the trenches.

At the san®e time diplomats continue
their efforts to secure the support of
Greece and Roumania for Serbia,
who fought with them in their last
Balkan war.

As time passes, Serbia’s position
grows more critical. The Austro-
German drive from the north is pro-
ceeding slowly but surel}: while two
Bulgarian armies are approaching
Nish from which place the Serbian
Government has moved to Mistro-
vitza, near the Montenegrin frontier.
The Serbians are fighting stern, de-
fensive battles. From German ac-
counts it is apparent that their main
armies are making good their re-
treat, leaving as the Russians did in
Galicia and Poland very little.

There is no further news of the
Russian expedition, several -days ago
reported off Varna. The opinion is
held in the Entente Allies - countries,
that Roumania, where there is con-
tinued agitation in favor of interven-
4 tion on their side, will  allow the
forces of Emperor Nicholas to move
across her territory. If this decision
is reached, it is believed it will be in-
fluenced by. the activity of the Rus-
sian army in Galicia, where, accord-
ing to Russiar® official reports, Gener-
al Ivanhoff has won another victory
over the Teutons on the. Stripa River.
Further north in Volhienia, also is
heavy fighting. The Russians claim
to have checked an Austro-German
offensive, which had for its object the
capture of Czartorysk. In fact all
along the eastern front-the Russians,
according to the German official re-
port, are making a series of attacks
from the Gulf of Riga to Roumania.
‘It is admitted that the Germans were
‘compelled to withdraw their lines in
the lake district, but other Russian
attacks were claimed to have been
repulsed.

Wholemeal vs.
Wj_i_te Bread.

There is no greater waste and no
more unfortunate practice than the
total exclusion of the bran or fibre of |
the wheat grain from our nationall
loaf. The mineral salts in our foods
have been placed in the husk or the
skin for a wise purpose, and we are

' careful to exclude them as far as we

can in almost all that we eat. They
are responsible for the production of
the boncs and the teeth, and they arc
vital to the blood, which, when re-
duced to a condition of poverty, af-
fects the happiness, health, and 'life
of the man. A child fed on milk
from which the minerals had been re-
movetl could not live, for it would ob-
tain no bone;making material,. while
its blood would be unable to nourish
it. White bread consists almost
wholly of starcheand gluten, and,
when consum"'e/d, leaves no residue in
the digestive system, for practically
all is absorbed. It is this fact which
accounts for the pernicious habit of
the Englishman as a - consumer of
wholemeal bread is almost an absol-
ute stranger.—Professor Long, in
Pearson’s Magazine.

Babies should live in a room full of
sunshine and air. It must be well
ventilated but never draughty, and the
thermometer during the day, should
register from sixty-eight to seventy.
At might it should run as low as
forty.

Of course the baby must be kept
warmly covered, but by no. means
with covers of any weight. Soft;
lightweight blankets -and, if possible,
a down puff, as the latter gives a
sense of warmth without the weight.
Fresh air is necessary, quantities of it,
and a regular diet for the baby, and
the same for the older cﬁildren.

When the kiddies are old  enough to
run out by themselves, care must be
taken that they are warmly dressed,
but not as warm as the .child who
does not get  exercise
Quite often a severe cold is caught by
getting too warm and cooling off too
quickly, plain but wholesome food, air,
sunshine, and plenty of
start any youngster on the road to
health.
