APPROACHING
THE CLIMAX.

Two matters of capital

importance are reported

to-day. The British Ad-

miralty has issued an-
other warning to the world that cer-
tain waters off the German and parts
of the Dutch and Danish coasts are
unsafe to navigation; and a confer-
ence of the United States Cabinet has
considered the whole situation as
affecting America. With the latter
may or may not be read the announce-
ment by a Berlin paper of the rupture
of negotiations between the American
ambassador at Vienna and the Aus-
trian Government, which, if it be not
yet true, can only anticipate the
event.

The submarine war has not yet ap-
proached a climax, but it grows in in-
terest daily. The honours at the be-
ginning went to Germany, as might
have been expected; but it is not too
much to claim that they now belong to
Jritain. Regular §ailings of British
ships appear not to be disturbed at
all, and vessels ply to and fro across
the deadly war zone with the same
comparative immunity as before. It
may be taken as a fact that very few
of the sneaking marauders find or at-
tempt an exit through the narrow,
netted and ceaselessly patrolled
waters of the English Channel. They
go round the other way, and that will
be stopped to them as fully as circum-
stances and human ingenuity will per-
mit. Neutrals must suffer, of course,
but their interests have almost ceased
to be any consideration since Germany
set them altogether at naught. The
warning now issued is a manifestation
of Britain’s active reply to the German
challenge which must necessarily be
made publicly, but of the other mea-
sures adopted the world can only
guess, forming its estimate of their
efficacy from the diminishing returns
of the pirates.

The American Cabinet conference
but adds another to the numerous in-
dications of the inevitable course of
events. All we need to remember is
that that course must take one or the
other of two alternative forms—either
the sailings of American ships across
the war zone delimited by Ger-
many will continue as before Feb-
ruary, which will spell the failure of
the whole campaign and is most un-
likely; or they will be interrupted and
an effort made to prevent them, which
will spell ‘war and is most probable.
It is an insult to America to imagine
that there can be any via media or
compromise. The possibility of the
German effort failing independently
is another matter. It may easily fail
as the first one did and for the same
reason, but the failure cannot be ex-
plained away this time as due to con-
cessions to the United States, unless a
moral and phychological transforma-
tion comes over Germany. She has
got herself into a pretty dilemma and
will be transfixed on one or the other
of its ugly horns. Everyone in Amer-
ica can see the situation clearly, and
so we can believe the accumulating
reports of active preparations for the
defence of' American ships and, behind
that, for war.

Meantime the break with Austria
will soon come, and it will be well if
it is quickly followed by that with the
other members of the enemy alliance.
Under the shadow of her impending
fate, Turkey, we note, declares that
she will fight for Constantinople to
the last man. Nobody believes what
Turkey says, and so nobody will be
buoyed up by false expectations. Con-
stantinople will go, but it is too much
to hope that the last Turk will go with
it. The utmost we can reasonably
wish is that he will be confined to a
well defined area of Asia Minor where
his mischievous propensities will be
eftectually curbed:

US. Congress Ready
To Vole Large Sum

Five Hundred Millions Probably as a
Starter—The Figure Representing
the Country’s Ability to Finance is
Colossal.

Washington, Feb, 8.—Down in the
banks and the financial offices they
are, of course, talking money and the
war. Nobody knows how much con-
gress will apportion for war bills,
should war come. The figure most
generally mentioned is five hundred
millions as a starter. Many others
insist that at least double the sum
will be voted, but that all of it may
not be made immediately available.

What congress should have done
before it adjourned on Saturday, af-
ter the president had delivered his
message, was to vote him one billion
dollars to be used as he saw fit,
should the worst come to the worst,
I am told.

The moral effect would have been
all to the good. I am not at liberty to
mention the figure which the men
name as représenting the United
States’ ability to finance before she
need begin to consider her credit, but
it is sufficiently colossal to make one’s
head spin.

Secretary Baker is out with the

opinion that the officers and crews
of the German vessels in American
waters, who have been smashing their
property up ever since Saturday, are
quite within their rights in doing so,
as long as they do not endanger Am-
erican property while doing so.
This is a nice legal point which the
man on the street frankly admits him-
self incapable of solving, but it has
given him another taste—if he need-
ed it—of the disquieting thorough-
ness of the German organization
throughout this country. What he is
wondering is whether, in the event
of hostilities, he will not find this
same German organization equally
prepared to commit various deviltries
against himself and on his own front
door-step, as it were.—Hfx. Evening
Mail.

inch of rain means a cleansing flood of
cne hundred tons of waler per acve;
and thus, putting things roughly, 59
inches of rainfall in London in'a year
places at the disposal of this depari-
ment of the public heaith a ton of
water .to wash away every pound of
soot deposited.

A steamer arrived here yesterday
from a trans- Atlantic port reported
that on Monday night in a driving
snowstorm, when she was on the
Grand Banks she was run into by a
sailing vesel. The steamer was go-
ing through the storm at a fair rate
of speed at the time when suddenly
without warning a dark shape loomed
up to starboard and a few seconds
later there was a crash. The sailing
vessel struck the steamer heavily
about amidships and then disappeared
in the gloom. The steamer’s engines
were immediately stopped and for
eleven hours she searched the vicinity
but could find no trace of the sailing
vessel.

It was so dark that it was imposs-
ible for those on board the steamer to
tell the identity of the schboner when
she struck, but it is thought that she
may have been a fishing vessel. It
is hoped that she will be reported in
a day or so as having arrived at a
Newfoundland port with a broken
bowsprit and somewhat damaged bow,
but otherwise none the worse for the
collision. On the other hand it is pos-
sible that the force of the impact
smashed in the schooner’s bows clear
to the waterline .and that she sank
like a stone. The steamer had her
plates slightly dented and it will be
necessary to replace a few rivets.—
Halifax Chronicle.

Daylight Saving.

(From the New York Evening Post.)

The more one familiarizes himself
with the objects that it is expected
to attain by the change (daylight sav-
ing), the more one is inclined to ap-
prove it. Some of the claims made
in behalf of it are extravagant, or
even fantastic; b that is always the
case in such matters. The fact re-
mains that results of a most bene-
ficial kind are reasonably held out as
attainable by the daylight-saving pro-
ject, and that the objections to it ap-
pear to be inconsiderable in compari-
son. And it should be particularly
noted that, unlike some projects of
reform, this is one which, if it does
not turn out well, can very easily be
undone. If, after trying the scheme
for a year or two, we do not like it,
no harm whatever will have occurred
during that time, and it will be just
as easy to set the clocks back to the
old way as it had been to set them
forward. :

A BATTLESHIP’S LIFE.

We are continually reading in the
newspapers that varicus battleships
have been completed, launched, and
for how long they have been com-
missioned. - There are probably few
people, however, who know how long
a battleship lasts.

The average life of a modern battle-
ship is about fifteen years. In the
old days a battleship was on active
service nearly the whole time of its
commission, which was about a hun-
dred years.

Indemnities

What Beaten Nations Paid for Peace.
War has always been a costly garae
to play. Our forefathers held up their
hands in shocked amazement at the
millions squandered in the Peninsula
and the Crimea. And yet in their day

¢ the bills  Mars called on them to pay

were almost laughably trival com-
pared with those presented to their
succesors of the twentieth century.
What, we wonder, would have been
their sensation had anyone told them
that, within a few generations, Bri-
tain -would be spending every fort-
night more gold than the entire Cri-
mean campaign cost; and what, to
eome to much later days, should we
have thought had we been told that all
the millions spent on our long and
costly war against the Boers would
do-little more than pay sevent weeks’
war bill only sixteen years later?

And as the cost of war has soared so
prodigiously, so the price demanded
for peace should soar.

When, within the -recollection of
many of our readers, Prussia brought
France to her knees, the conditions
of peace she imposed seemed to the
world cruel aml{ crushing. In addi-
tion to ceding Alsace and Lorraine to
her conqueror, France was to pay a
war indemnity of 5,000,000,000,000
francs, and continue to be occupied by
by German troops until the last fram
was handed over.

The sum demanded was as iniquit-
ous as it was colossal. France could
scarcely pay it within a score,of years,
and for that termm would be condemn-
ed to'groan under the heel of her op-
So the world thought; but,
to the wor.ld's amazement, France had
paid the last franc, and the last Ger-
man soldier had left her soil, within
three years. ..

a day. All she asked of Turkey, how-
ever, was an indemnity of £32,000,-
000—a sum which, modest as it seems
represents nine piles of £5 Bank cof
England notes, each as high as the
London Monument.

When Prussia bea®l Austria in 1866,
all that was demanded in cash from
the latter was £3,000,000. The Chin-
ese indemnity paid to Japan was
£35,000,000, the last instalment of
which was paid by a single cheque—
the largest on record—for £11,008,-
387, 15s. 9d. - When, in 1897, the Turks
had the Greeks at their mercy, a pal-
try £4,000,000 was all that Greece
handed to her congueror; and the
Opium War of 1840-1 ended in China
paying the trifling sum of £4,500,000
to Great Britain for the expenses of
making war on her, .in addition to
£1,250,000 for opium destroyed by
the “Heathen Chinee.”

Such are the war indemnities of
last century. What about those of the
future? What sum, when the last gun
has been fired in the present war,
would compensate us and our Allies
for the mere money loss it has caused?
Assuming the war lasts only three
yvears, the -Allies will, it -is estimated,
be at least £10,000,000,000 poorer
through the expenses and losses of the
war.

As the unaided mind fails utterly
to grasp figures so colossal, it may
help us to learn that they represent

tire wealth, and fifty times France’s
indemnity of 1870. They represent as
much gold as would outweight three
times the entire population of Norfolk
or Leicestershire; as much as all the
people in Manchester, Liverpool, Bir-
mingham and Glasgow could raise
from the ground, or 3,000 powerful
locomotives could draw.

A Rejected Halifax

Suitor Kills Girl in
Kentville ll_nme.

Andrew Feindel Went to Xentville
Saturday Evening, Called at a
House and When She Appeared Shot
Her Through- the Heart and Then
Sent a Bullet into His Own Head.
Kentville, Feb. 4.—“Oakdale,” for

years the residcnce of the late Colonel
L. de V. Chipman, and now the resid-
ence of his son-in-law, F. C. Dimock,
was the scene of an awful tragedy on
Saturday evening. The maid of the
household, Elsie Acker, daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Wiliam Acker, of Cher-
ryfield, Lunenburg county, was shot
through the heart and killed by An-
drew Feindel, of Halifax, formerly of
New Germany. When he had killed
the girl Feindel directed the revolver
at himself and-scnt a bullet smashing
through his head just above the left
eye. At a late honr to-night Fiendal
is still alive but has never regained
consciousness and physicians say he
cannot live.

The girl had been working at “Oak-
dale” for four months. She was
twenty years of age and was highly
regarded by the family. She has one
sister here, Mrs. W. Spencer. For
some time Feindel, who is 25 years of
age, and a widower, had been paying
attention to Miss Acker. This atten-
tion was distasteful to Miss Acker’s
parents and later to the girl herself,
who, it is said, went to Kentville to
avoid her unwelcome suitor.

Andrew Feindel, the murderer, has
been working in.Halifax for some
time as a stevedore. On Monday night
last he came up to Kentville and made
an attempt to see the girl. In this he
was unsuccessful. He returned to the
city on Tuesday morning. On Saturday
night he again arrived here and went
direct to “Oakdale” where he rang the
door bell and was admitted to the
front entrance by Mrs. Botsford, a
sister of Mrs. Dimock. Miss Acker
came into the hallway and when Fien-
dal saw her he rudely pushed Mrs.
Botsford to one side and going up to
within two feet of the girl he pulled a
revolver from his pocket and shot her
through the heart. She dropped
where she stood, dying instantly.
Feindel then raised the revolver to his
own ‘head and fired, the bullet crash-
ed through his forehead just above the
left eye. The man fell almost across
the dead girl.

Mr. Dimock was seriously iil in his
room upstairs. Mrs. Dimock and her
sister were almost stunned by the
double tragedy but managed to call
for assistance. It was | found  that
Feindel still lived and he was taken to
a boarding house where everything
possible has been done for him but 28
hours after he had fired the shot he
was still unconscious and there is
said to be no chance of his recovery.

Dr. H. B. Webster, coroner, em-
panelled a jury of twelve: A. L. Pel-
ton, .foreman; G. C. MacDougall, R.
B. Walsh, G. H. Oakes, A. B. Clarke,
R. H. Lamont, Fred Hiltz, Melbourne
Bond, Miner F. Pelton, C. D. Sellars,
Edward Fitzmaurice, A. T. McCowan.

The inquest was held on Sunday,
the evidence being taken by H. H.
Wickwire. The completest informa-
tion possible was gathered to be used
should it prove possible that Feindel
would recover. The hearing lasted
for several hours in the afternoon and
was continued in the evening and at
its close the jury brought in a verdict
that Elsie Acker had come by her
death from a revolver fired by Andrew
Feindel with intent to kill.

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Germans Say They Can
Sink Million Tons
a Month.

Captain Persius, Writing the Tage-
blatt, Warns Germans Against Mak-
ing Too Optimistic Estimates of
Achievements of Submarines.

Berlin, Feb. 1, via London, Feb. 2.—
Expectations expressed in unofficial
circles here that, as a result of the
unrestricted submarine campaign, the
amount of tonnage sunk each month
can be increased to about 1,000,000
tons, are based upon available figures
showing the total amount of British
tonnage, which is estimated at 11,000,-
000 to 12,000,000 of tons. This is be-
lieved to be the gross registered ton-
nage upon which England can count
for the import of necessary supplies,
wheat, ores, munitions, etc., and for
the export of coal to her Allies. Sta-
tistics are cited showing the actual,
not theoretical, traffic, in British
ports, from July to September
amounted to 6,750,000 tons, carried in
British vessels. In addition, it is re-
ported that the neutral Entente ves-
sels, other than British, entering
British ports during that period
brought the total tonnage up to ap-
proximately 10,750,000 tons.

It is asserted that grain shipments

from Australia to England are mak-
ing steadily increased demands upon
this tonnage, which also must trans-
port from Denmark sixty per cent of
England’s butter supply, and from
Holland virtually all /her margarine
supply. Any considerable reduction
of this tonnage, it is claimed, wou¥d
limit England’s supply of breadstuffs
so0 critically as to force peace within
a few months.

On the other hand, if the United
States should be drawn into the war,
these unofficial critics foresee a pro-
longation of the war, and, as a con-
clusion, Europe completely exhausted
and America weakened, while Japan’s
military strength, they assert, vir-
tually would be unimpaired,” and, her
financial resources vastly increased.

Captain Persius, writing in the
Tageblatt, throws a dash of cold wat-
er upon such reasoners, which includ-
ed some of his colleagues among the
naval writers, by declaring that Brit-
ish tonnage undoubtedly will . be
greatly increased during the war by
the building of new bottoms, He also
warns them against making too op-
timistic estimates of the prospective
achievements of German submarines,
and against regarding too lightly the

Germany complains that the British
blockade is meant for her starvation.
Why, then, does she not use her sub-
marines to break it? A torpedo will
destroy a battleship as surely as an
unarmed merchant vessel. At the be-

then* suddenly stopped. The reason
she does not use them against war-
ghips now is certainly not that she
does not wish to, it must be because
she cannot.

“The Germans may have in store a
great reply to our next ol_tensive, and
till that has been dealt with no pru-
dent soldier will speak of them as a
beaten army. But, one asks, how
long can they stand a siege, so sus-
tained, so full of misery and toil, to
our better-fed, more cheerful, and
less intimidated boys, and yet so
much 'fuller to theirs?

It Can Hardly Last

“The war swells to its grand dia-
pason. Its fury cannot be prolonged;
ite is too dreadful, too mad, to -be
worth the forethought and skill that
are daily spent on it.

“But one capnot but feel that if
these minor considerations of detail
are in harmony with all the major
propositions—e.g., if the strategy
and tactics are good, if there is a
sufficiency of well-trained men and
material, if there is no diversion of
force from the great war theatre to
the small, and if the politicians do
not set the soldiers tasks impossible
of fulfilment—the German land-war
machine can hardly last much long-
er, even in its present seeming integ-
rity.

Along the Road from Calaiss
“But what is an Army? What is it
made for? Most obviously for a Gar-
gantuan consumption of work and
money. Travel along the road from
Calais to the front, and for long miles
your course is among the implements
for filling and repairing the seeming
stable but really moving cities of men
of which it is composed. The fillers
and repairers consist in the main of
navvies, road-sweepers, drivers
chauffeurs, cyclists, carriers, engin-
eers, fitters, carpenters, doctors, nur-
ses, road-guides, trains of motor-
lorries, wagons, carts (including
hand-carts, pushed by marching sol-
diers), converted London 'buses (fill-
ed with cheerful choruses of pilgrims
bound for ‘Blighty’).

“The stream thickens into a block
till a railhead or a roadside ‘dump’
relieves it, and then flows more and
more lazily till it thins down from its
central roar into a sort of suburban
quietude, with fewer khaki figures,
fewer carts and carriages, and in their
stead groups of men standing round
sky-pointing iron tubes and handling
them. They are the batteries. This
is the front that is so plentifully fed;
beyond is the region where trench-
war goes on, and wet, tired boys live
and die together in the mud. These
men may lose their lives any moment.
“Look around you. Is this a bit of
France, or a little landscape in Hell?
There is less to show that we have
ever lived on it than in some Egyptian
sand-heap from which a bust of Ram-
eses sticks out. Yet the banks of the
Somme were a well-peopled district
before the field-grey soldiers over the
ridge settled down to their ‘business’
theré. Now, after the toil of genera-
tions, dust has turned to dust again;
not one stone stands upon another.
“Barely can you trace the fastgfa-
ding chart of this vanished life. A
line of powdered rubble marks the
village street; that raised hump be-
hiffd it was the church; a little tan-
gle of rusty, twisted crosses still
covers the sleeping place of the dead.
Nothing else remains, neither here
nor a few paces further on, where the
next village began, nature laid out
this scrofulous desert in gently round-
ed downs, and the soil was as the soil
of Sussex, alternating clay with chalk.
Now, as far as the eye can carry,
every use of the soil that is of service
to man has disappeared.

“A great belt of France and Flan-
ders has thus been made more infer-
tile than the waters that enclose it.
No pen can picture its desolation, its
hideous tint and aspect; only the
memory of it will live in the shy cor-
ners ot thowsands of souls till death.

\". German Invineibility.

“The theory of German invincibil-
ity or superiority was never held by
the British army, and only by the
French before the Battle of the Marne.
That issue is settled. There will be
no superior brand of German mili-
tarism left when  all the dread sam-
ples have been taken and sifted. But
the feeling of a common humanity
will remain.

RELIEF WORK CONTINUING.
LONDON, Feb. 16.

‘With the exception of difficulties
incident to the holding up of its ship-
ping operations, the American Com-
mission for the relief of Belgium, is
proceeding as usual. The German
action in ordering Americans from
occupied territories, did not affect the
continuity of the . work, which was not
interrupted. T‘he Germans made no
attempt to detain the relief delegates
even when the order for their with-
drawal was issued. Every (facility
was offered them to leave the country
wit’hout molestation. , The report that
Brand Whitlock, the United States
Minister to Belgium, had been com-
pelled to lower the American flag at
Brussels, was received here, but it
was not confirmed; and on the other
hand news from Brussels gives no
indication that Whitlock was not car-
rying on his usual function. The
Commission consented to the reversal
of the German decision with the un-
derstanding that its functions and ac-
tivities will be continued uninterrupt-
ed as on the former basis. This as-
sumption of the control of America
over the relief operations continues as
heretofore, and no change will be
made unless the presence of Ameri-
cans is made impossible by further
German action.

While restoring American control
to relief work in Belgium, the Ger-
mans are still hampering the work by
restricting the movements of relief
ships and their cargoes. They have
cancelled the safe conducts formerly
given these ships, reports received
here say, and absolutely prohibited
the transport of vessels or merchan-
dise between Britain and Holland.
The Germans will permit vessels to
approach and leave Rotterdam by the
North Sea route, but this passage way
is so full of British and German
mines and hazardous as to be almost
impracticable.

THE YARROWDALE’S PRISONERS.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 16.

Inquiry as to the truth of- unofficial
reports of the releases of 72 American
‘Yarrowdale’' prisoners, was sent 1o
the -Spanish Minister at Berlin to-day
by the State Department. Pending a
reply, the demand that the men be
fréed will be withheld.

STEAMER TORPEDOED.

LONDON, Feb. 16.

The steamer Netherlee was torpedo-
ed without warning last Saturday.and
two members of her crew killed. The
remainder of the crew landed to-day.
The Netherlee measured 4,227 tons
and was last reported as departing
from Philadelphia Jan. 21, for Dun-
kirk, France.

BRITISH STEAMER ASHORE.

LEWES, Delaware, Feb. 16.

The British steamer Sarah, from
Cadiz, Spain, for Baltimore, went
ashore early to-day on Sliip Shoal,
cight miles south of Cobb’s Island,
Vo. Cobb’s Island coast guard sta-
tion reports the steamer in good con-
dition. She is in ballast.

PROHIBITIONS CON-
TEMPLATED,

LONDON, Feb. 16.

Premier Lloyd George will mnot
make his anticipated announcement
on Monday regarding further re-
striction of imports and the encour-
agement of agriculture, which was to
have been delivered in view of the
submarine menace. An official state-
ment issued to-night says: Owing to
the unexpected delay in completing

.the necessary negotiations with the

Dominions. Allied and neutral coun-
tries in comnection with the restric-
tion of imports, the statement which
the Premier proposed to make on
Monday has been postponed till later
in the week.” A despatch from Lon-
don on Thursday night said it was
understood that while the list of pro-
hibited imports would be extensive
and cover many trades, there would
be no reduction to the bare necessi-
ties of life. The prohibitions, it was
added, were made at the instance of
the Controller of Shipping’ after care-
ful consideration of the tonnage avail-
able and the risks to be run, and that
they were intended to provide a mar-
gin of safety for a varied and ample

food supply.

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The military parade which was held
last week was a very inspiring and
highly creditable turn out, and with
such good walking and bright sun-
shine there was room for congratula-
tions on all sides. The lads looked
their best, and even the Boy Scouts
and Brigades showed signs of readi-
ness should the call of duty come.
And they were all “Ours,” for a com-
mon tie of fellowship seemed to unite
the lads, and a common feeling of citi-
zenship was manifested by the pub-
lic.

The public did their duty, and ral-
lied in their thousands to see the par-
ade, and to attest their. loyalty to the
Flag, and the event will long be re-
membered in the days of peace which
are to follow. That there should have
been any disappointment is greatly to
be regretted; but that there was, must
be frankly admitted. Such a parade
as that should have taken in the en-
tire city, and either Patrick or Alex-
ander Streets should have been the/
turning point. Ever— locality in the
city has contributed oi its sons to the
fight; and it was due their parents and
friends that their feelings be consider-
ed in such an event as that of which
we write. How the mistake occurred
we do not know; and while we con-
gratulate the committee upon their
success, in as far as the parade went,
we should have congratulated them
more heartily if they had deemed the
public worthy an explanation as to
how the blunder really did occur.

One of the chief features of interest
in the parade was the captured Ger-
man guns; and the sight of them must
certainly have awakened many mem-
ories. These guns had been manufac-
tured in 1915 and had been placed in
commission at once. The sons of
some victimised German mother drag-
ged them over hills, valleys and moun-
tains; and on the 12th of October last
these lads went down in defeat, and
to our lads belong the honour and val-
our, and the glory of victory. The
glory will long be spoken of, and the
lads who shed their blood and made
the supreme sacrifice will be spoken
of also. The struggle must have been
severe and the contest terrific. As
proof of this we have the guns in our
possession as a memento of what our
boys have done. It is not by mere
accident that these guns have bheen
entrusted to our keeping: they have
been sent to us by the Admiralty; and
grim though the memento may be, it
stands out as a mark of distinction in
favor of our country’s share in this
fight for Empire.

Thus are they our property; bought
with blood—the blood of our kith and
kin. Their presence tells of victory;
for they were faced and captured
amid fire and shell, and they may be
looked upon as being emblematic of
that greater victory which England
has yet to win. In this respect no
money can equal their value as relics
of the war; . and when we shall have
erected ol gonument to the memory
of our fallen heroes, these guns will,
no doubt, be placed at its base, as a
fitting reminder of their bravery.

Such are some of the thoughts
awakened by the parade of last week,
and it ‘s only mnatural that such
thoughts should fill the mind on such
occasions; for as we were parti and
parcel of the throng, and of the spec-
tators’ who witnessed the parade, so
Lave we been part and parcel of the

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war. We have given our dearest and
best, and daily our boys are paying
the price of Empire. Their hardships
may not be known to'us, nor may
their dangers be understood; for we

that in the presence of carnage,
death, and destruction, they are doing
their duty. While we write these
notes some of them may be falling,
and ere they are read, thousands of
men shall have gone down in the fray.
This is the price of Empire, the price
of Liberty; and it has ever been so;
for the foundations of our liberties
are steeped in blood.

Perhaps the nation was forgetting
this; perhaps we here in Newfound-
land were forgetting it; but the pre-
sence of the German guns in our
midst, and the victory which they re-
present, will remind us that some-
one has fought, and some one has
bled, and some one has died; and that
they did it not for money, nor for
self, nor for any personal gain, but
they did it for others, they did it for
us, and they did it for duty, and
therefore for Empire.

Railway

Accident
Inquiry

INQUIRY CONTINUED.

The Magisterial Inquiry into the
railway accident of February 5th was
continucd yesterday afternoon, when
the evidence of Mr. Alexander Grah-
am, roadmaster, was taken. Mr.
Graham, examined by Mr. Hutchings,
stated that he was at Bishop’s Falls
when he learned of the accident, and
proceeded with a wrecking crew to
the scene. A plan was put in as evi-
dence showing. the exact location of
the accident., He described minutely
the positions of the cars as he found
them and the state of the track and
roadbed. He had no definite know-
ledge of how the train left the rails,
but was certain the rail was broken
when the first truck of the tender left
the track. As each car came along
it pushed out the high rail, and the
colonist, baggage and dining  cars
went through the gap so formed. The
engine had passed over safely. He
did not think the break could have
been caused by the front cars being
pushed off by the motive power of
the rea: cars. Broken rails were not
very common in the winter time.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hall, wit-
ness described the conditidn of the
rails, wheels and brakes as he found
them. The wheels were good and
practically new. In his opinion the
accident was due to a broken rail, be-
cause the track was sound before the
accident and the rail was broken
where the trucks left it. He did not
think any wheels were off the track
before they reached the broken rail.
He did not think side pressure, such
as a slewed car would exert, would
break a rail. He thought the ecleva-
tion of the curve good and correct. A
little extra elevation would not cause
a derailment, though a curve elevated
for 20 miles an hour or better is too
much elevated for 8 or 10, the _ten-
dency being to throw more weight on
the inner rail. An emergency appli-
cation brake was used by the com-
pany, and it had a tendency to make
a truck jump the track when applied
suddenly. There was a dent in the
end of the broken rail, as if something
had hit -it. From the position of the
cars, he concluded that the train was
not running too fast, or more than 10
or 12 miles an hour. He made his
examinations without consultation
with or suggestion from anyone. His

section of the track was from Shoal |
Harbor to Humbermouth, a little more |

han the usual mileage for one man.

The road over his section had been
