“God save our gracious King:
Long lire our noble King:

God Save the King.
Send him victorious,
Happy and glorious,

God save the King.”
To every loyal subject there must 

come a feeling of pride, when the 
words of the National Anthem sound 
in his ears and particularly must this 
be so in the present day of War and 
tnmult, for no Britisher can hear the 
opening bars of God save the King, 
without realising that he is "a citi­
zen of no mean city.”

Yesterday the Empire celebrated 
quietlv but nevertheless enthusias­
tically the 53rd anniversary of the 
birti of the King-Emperor, His Ma- 
jesix George V. who succeeded to the 
throne on the death of Edward the 
“Peacemaker” in 1910. It was the 
expressed wish of the King that his 
birthday be not made the occasion of 
any demonstrations, in consequence 
of the war, and right loyally was the 
Imperial wish acceded to. Beyond 
the ordinary keeping of the day as a 
general holiday there was nothing 
more to show that it was of import­
ance to Britishers. Flags were dis­
played everywhere and the unspoken 
loyalty of the people was perhaps 
more an evidence of the Empire’s de­
termination to win the war than any 
public manifestation of allegiance and 
patriotism could have made it. Thus 
it is with Britons, the world over. Un­
ostentatious in their manner they 
make no parade of sentiment, yet It 
has happened on occasions that they 
have departed from their usual phleg­
matic characteristics, and then there 
has been an outburst of feeling which 
has surprised the world. Newfound­
landers, yesterday, were not the least 
of the peoples of the Empire in ac­
claiming the natal day of our King, 
and in the prayer of the line “send 
him victorious” every heart was sin­
cerely petitioning that the day of vic­
tory be-not far distant. Whatever we 
may or can do toward assisting in 
bridging about success to our arms, 
must be done cheerfully and un­
grudgingly. The King leads: we fol­
low, and the example set by His Ma­
jesty, may be copied by all his af­
fectionate subjects. No portion of the 
Empire will more heartily join in 
wishing His Majesty “many happy 
returns of the dav” than Newfound­

land Company has no Justification 
legally or economically, is shown in 
the following article reproduced from 
tHe “Daily News” of this morning, 
with the sentiment and argument of 
which the Telegram is in entire ac­
cord.

RAILWAY FARES.
Yesterday we noted the fact that the 

Rcid-Newfoundland Company had 
greatly increased their passenger 
rates on their trains, and pointed out 
that this was in violation of their 
obligations under the 1898 and 1901 
contracts. The blame for this increase, 
of course, tests entirely with the Gov­
ernment, for without their consent the 
Company would never dare adopt the 
new tariff. Section 12 of Schedule A 
to "the Newfoundland Railway Act, 
1898,” states that "the rates to bo 
charged by the contractor for carrying 
passengers shall not exceed three 
cents per mile for first-class passen­
gers and,two cents per mile for sec­
ond class passengers for distances 
more than twenty-five miles.” Those

REFUGEES POURING IN.

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NEW FIELD TRACTOR.
WASHINGTON, June 4.

The latest production of the army 
ordnance bureau, a five ton armored 
artillery tractor, for hauling field 
guns, was demonstrated yesterd-y 
with Secretary of War Baker, General 
March, Chief of Staff, and many for­
eign officers present to watch its 
performance. Hooked to a four point 
'7 inch field howitzer, the machine ran 
over the rough muddy ground of 
Rock Creek Park, which was recent­
ly baked by the British tank Brit­
annia. It went through ditches and 
holes without a stop, cut down trees 
and climbed over the fallen trunks, 
dragging the gun behind it, and 
climbed a 45 degree hill, where the 
mud was a foot deep as a result of 
recent rains, and wound up the per­
formance by rattling down * paved 
avenue at a twelve mile gait, without 
leaving a mark on the paving. The 
whole load, including the gun and 
tractor, was approximately twenty 
thousand pounds.

GERMAN DRIVE STOPPED.
PARIS, To-Day.

The French have stopped the Ger­
man drive toward Paris, it now may 
be safely said. It was forecasted 
when the offensive began that it 
would last just eight days. The en­
emy movement is now splitting up 
into a series of battles for positions, 
in which the French have the advan­
tage of terrain. The region of Ourcq, 
where the enemy is making hie great 
effort, forms roughly an arena into 
which he le marching. On the north­
ern side of the arena the dominating 
physical feature is the forest of Vil- 
lers Catterets, and on the south 
there are hills ranging toward the 
Marne around Cochiel. Both of theae 
hill positions are held by the French.

F œodEontrol Notes.
During the past week consumers 

have noted that a substantial increase 
has taken place in butterine and hard 
bread. The new prices have been fix­
ed by the Food Control Board, whose 
reasons for their action is given be­
low. In addition the Board review 
the sugar and molasses situation:

Batterfae—The Food Control Board 
has authorized an increase in the 
wholesale price of butterine as fol­
lows: For First Grade 3 cts. per 
pound, and for Second Grade 3W cts. 
per pound. These increases have’neqn 
rendered necessary by the advance In 
the foreign markets of the raw ma­
terials. On the application of the 
Manufacturers for permission to make 
an advance the Food Control Board 
appointed the Auditor-General of the 
Colony, Mr. F. C. Berteau, to make 
an enquiry into the cost of the pro­
duction of these articles, and the 
prices named are based upon his re­
port. It may be said, ln connection»] 
with this, that in Montreal and Tor­
onto to-day, oleo-margarine, which 
not of the quality equal to that pro­
duced in this country, is selling for 
38 and 40 cents per pound.

Hard Bread—In response to a re­
quest from the Manufacturers of Hard 
Bread for an increase in the wholesale 
cost of this fopdstuff, the Food Con­
trol. Board has permitted an advance 
of 80 cts. a bag. This is rendered ne­
cessary by an advance in the price 
of winter wheat flour, the kind used 
in making the hard bread, an increase 
in the labor and other costs, etc., and 
for the same reasons an advance of 
one cent a pound on the cost of fancy 
biscuits has been permitted. Before 
these -advances were authorized full 
figures showing the cost of produc­
tion were obtained and the advance 
was based thereon. A claim on behalf 
of the wholesale provision dealers 
who act as distributors of hard bread, 
that they be allowed 40 cents a bag 
as profit thereon, instead of the 20 
cents allowed at present, was rejected 
on the ground, that men who are sat­
isfied to sell a barrel of flour at t 
profit of 20 to 25 vents are not entit 
led to more than 20 cents for the sale 
of a bag of bread which contains on­
ly about five-eighths of a barrel of 
flour.Sugar—Heretofore this year great 
difficulty has been found in obtaining 
a sufficient stock of granulated sugar 
for the local requirements. This is 
due to the fact, that while raw sugar 
has been abundant in the West Indies, 
ships to bring it to America to be re­
fined have been almost unprocurable. 
This has been specially so lately when 
a number of ships previously engaged 
in this work were withdrawn by Pre­
sident Wilson, presumably to be em­
ployed in conveying American soldiers 
and war materials to Kurope. Now, 
however’, there is an improvement in 
the tonnage outlook, and it is confi­
dently expected that very shortly 
there will be a substantial addition to 
the supplies available to the New­
foundland market. The Board by 
purchasing directly the entire sugar 
supply of the Colony has been able 
to obtain it at the lowest, price, and 
the public have gained the advantage 
thereof as needless competition 
been avoided.

Molasses—With the arrival during 
the past few weeks of stocks of new 
molasses the Board hopes shortly to 
be able to cancel the regulations- in 
force since last winter requiring per 
mits to purchase molasses from 
wholesalers and fixing the price at 67 
cents per gallon for grocery, and 77 
cents for fancy molasses. It is in­
tended that during the rest of the 
year, as a fairly adequate supply of 
molasses is likely to be available, to 
allow wholesalers to sell new crops of 
molasses of both varieties without 
any restrictions except that of a maxi- 
mum price. This will be 95 cents per 
gallon for both varieties (which this 
year cost about the same in the West 
Indies) up to the end of the present 
month, and then three quarters of a 
cent per gallon each month after­
wards for carrying charges until the 
end of March next, when the price 
will be again revised in the light of 
the cinditions which exist at that time.

V. C. SMOKING MIXTUREIt It Is costing Americans rbore , to 
live In these war days, it lé • costtfig 
the German people very much more. 
The United States Bureau of Labor 
Statistics has compiled data to show 
that the enormous economic pressure 
which the war has thrust upon their 
civilian population is forcing the aver­
age German family deeper an4 deep­
er into debt. The average expnditure 
of the German family having an in­
come of from 109 to 200 marks is 
now 222.06 marks.

Food prices have advanced in Ger­
many far out of proportion to the in­
crease in wages. Two separate in­
vestigations made by the labor bureau 
show that food costs in Germany have 
advanced 42 per cent, while the aver­
age in the United States for the last 
year was 26 per cent

Suppose Uncle Sam told you you 
could speed but twenty-five cents a 
month for movies, candy and other 
luxuries? In Germany the average 
family now has but twenty-six cents a 
month to be spent in this manner.

The average expenditures for other 
purposes are: Food and beverages, 
$31.51 ; fuel and light, $1.95; rent, $5. 
41; taxes, 96 cents; clothing and re­
pairs, $4.03; laundry, soap, etc., $1.21; 
household utensils and furniture, 35 
cents; books and newspapers, 69 
cents ; carfare, 64 cents ; physician 
and drugs, 90 cents; barber and bath, 
29 cents; insurance, $1:12; member­
ship in trade unions, 66 cents; gifts, 
84 cents; etc. Expenditures for gifts 
cover postage in sending presents to 
members of family in the army or 
navy.

The family with a large income is 
also going into debt, the report 
shows, though not to the same ex­
tent as the average family. To ob­
tain even the ûecessities of life the 
German civilian must either withdraw 
his savings or continue to plunge 
deeper in debt, with food and essen­
tials advancing rapidly.

IBISH FISHING FLEET

LONDON, June 3.
Twelve of a fleet of thirty or forty 

fishing vessels, which left Irish ports 
on the night of May 30th, were sunk 
by a German submarine, says a Bel­
fast despatch to the Daily Telegraph.

The action of the 
Germans in shelling Paris despite our 
undertaking will not be forgotten in 
the event of any similar appeal being 
made in the future, the Chancellor 
stated. Mr. Hall. “Did the Germans 
undertake that aircraft used in pro­
tecting back areas would not be used 
for bombing ships and troops on Cor­
pus Christ! day.” Mr. Bonar Law re­
plied that the Air Ministry was of 
opinion that German aircraft would 
not be so used, if only because the no­
tice was too short for an expedition to 
be made. Replying to further ques­
tions Mr. Bonar Law said the decision 
was taken by the War Cabinet after 
full consideration of all révélant facts.
Mr. Carr, “Was the attention of the 
Vatican drawn to the Whit Sunday air 
raid on London, and the Good Friday 
bombardment of Paris.” Mr. Bonar 
Law: "No. Obviously the government 
would have been fully justified in view 
of the Whit Sunday raid in refusing 
altogether the appeal. It seemed a 
peculiar example oi German mentality 
that such a request should have been 
submitted by the Germans after what 
occurred, but although it was an im­
pudent request it does not follow it 
was an unwise British decision.” Mr.
Herbert S. Samuel: “Were the Ger­
mans asked reciprocally to spare 
places behind the Anglo-French lines.”
Mr. Bonar Lad: “No. Had we made 
such a request it would have implied 
that we were making a bargain, but 
we were not making a bargain, but 
doing what we thought right.”

Frederick Whyte: “Has the Vatican 
made any representations to Germany 
regarding the bombardment of Paris 
on Good Friday.
